THE LILÏ IS LOST.

Founders In a Gale off Dodge’s Cove—The 
Crew Safe.

On Tuesday last, the sealing schooner 
Lily, of this port, struck a rock, and, soon 
after, went to the bottom, in Dodge's Cove, 
West Coast of Vancouver Island. The 
particùhirs of the accident, which means 
the total loss of the schooner, with all hep 
gear and sealing outfit, were received by 
the return of the steamer Alert, with Capt. 
J. G. Cox and Mr. Richard Hall, from the 
West- Coast, yesterday. The Lily had 
secured her hunters, and was making 
her way out, bound for the hunt­
ing grounds, when she encountered 
an unmarked rock, foundered, and went 
down. The wind was blowing a gale at the 
time, and a heavy sea was running. The 
crew saved their lives and personal effects, 
though with considerable difficulty, and of 
the schooner’s ^property, only the coin on 
hoard, some $300 was secured, and this by 
the efforts of the Indians. The Lily Was 
owned in this city by Mr. George Byrnes, 
was value4 at aibout $5,000 and was fully 
insured in Lloyd’s. She was built iu 
Essex, U.S., in 1851. The passengers by 
the Alert reported seals plentiful, and 
brought back quite a number of skins.

t'feestnnts.

THB NICOLA RAILWAYS.
To the Editor : — I observe a letter 

signed “A. E. Howse,” in your issue of 
to-day, respecting the Nicola railways. 
After reading your article in yesterday’.-; 
it-sue and the letter referred to, it appears 
to me that there is likely to be unnecessary 
and injurious competition over the proposal 
to construct a railway to Nicola. Anyone 
who has kept himself informed of the pro 
ceedings in the Provincial Legislature 
during the present session, must have ob­
served that there bave been an unusually 
large number of charters applied for to. con­
struct railways in different parts of the pro­
vince. It is, of course, very probable that 
nothing will result from the granting « f 
many of tin se charters, as* unfortunately, 
past experience has shown that many « f 
them are obtained simply for speculutive 
purposes, in the hope that the promoters 
may be able to dispose of them at a profil 
to capitalists who will actually construct 
the ronds comprised in these charters.

In the case of the charters applied for to 
build railways in Nicola Vallt-y, it U s uis- 
f&ctory to know that those asking for them 

really intending to do their b: ut lo can v 
out the construction of these toads. It is 
stated that valuable deposits of coal have 
been discovered in that district, and if, by 
means of railways intersecting that country, 
these deposits can be profitably worked, the 
whole province will reap substantial benefit, 
while the Nicola Valley will enter upon a 
new era of prosperity. But now there ap­
pears to be a prospect of this satisfactory 
condition of things beeag indefinitely posc- 
K>ned, on account of two companies seeking 
;o obtain charters for a railway over prac­
tically the same route. The money for the 
construction of railways in the province 
must be obtained from ontside sources, aud 
it is easy to understand iliat capitalists will 
be disinclined to provide, the requisite 
money if there is a possibility of two 
competing roads being built over the same 
rout». In the interests, not merely of the 
Nicola Valley, but of the whole province, 
it is to be hoped that the Legislature will 
decide in such a manner as will result in the 
immediate Commencement of the work and 
its prosecution to a satisfactory and early 
conclusion. 1 think, sir, that most of your 
readers will agree with me in the statement 
that the only way to bring about this 

'summation is to give the Nicola Valley 
Railway company the right to build the 
piece of road from Spence’s Bridge to 
Nicola Lake, with the tight to the rival 
company of running powers over it, and 
under auch conditions as will ensure the 
early commeucemi nt and speedy completion 
of this road.

It there is one thing ol which Mexico 

is more prolific than revolutions it is 
peculiarities. The peculiarities of that 
country are many and astonishing, not 
that I viewed this people from a narrow 
standpoint, -says a writer in the Chicago 
Times, much as the average English 
tourist views America, for we Ameri­
cans. are too familiar with representa­
tives of every clime and nation to be 
guilty of such insular prejudice, but the 
American dweller in Mexico will find 
the peculiarities of that Nation' too 
marked to be overlooked. For instance, 
what would, any civilised people on 
earth other than the Mexican think if 
their persoos and property were placed 
under the guardianship of convicts? 
Yet such is the case there. Police duty 
throughout the country districts and in 
large cities like Chihuahua is performed 
by the soldiersof the regular army, said 
army being recruited from the convicts 
of each State. Complaint as to their 
inefficiency or dishonesty, however, is 
rarely heard, though it is an-open secret 
in Mexico that a small bribe to the “of­
ficer” is sufficient to secure immunity 
from arrest, but this fact, so far from 
being made a ground for complaint, 
seems rather a source of congratulation 
than otherwise. How far we are in ad­
vance of this system of recruiting the 
ranks of the police, especially in Chica­
go, it is difficult to say; there may be 
some who would extend to us the advice 
about not throwing stones; however, be 
it said to the everlasting credit of the 
Mexicans that their police are natives 
of the country in which they wield the 
baton.
.From the police one naturally turns, 

especially in this case, to the criminal. 
In Mexico the burglar is positively un­
known. The houses, constructed as 
they are, in view of uprisings, revolu­
tions, etc., present to the would-be-bur­
glar but a small chance of success. 
What with blank walls, barricaded win­
dows, and solid wooden doors, the, 
dweller within the average adobe is pre­
pared at nightfall to withstand the siege 
of a regiment.

The phase of robbery most popular in 
Mexico is of the Dick Turpin pattern. 
Dick, however, from all accounts, usual­
ly gives voice to that time-honored com­
mand: “Your money, or your life,” 
whereas, the Mexican brigand invaria­
bly dëmands yonr money and yonr life, 
and no amount of plunder, pleading, nor 
promises will avail to save the latter 
should the opportunity be favorable to 
the robber for taking it. The cause of 
this is simply that the laws of the coun­
try provide that the highway robber, if 
captured, shall suffer death, thus fur­
nishing the incentive for his invariable 
bloody accompaniment to hts original 
crime, that he may forever•silenoo the 
witness of the deed. • -vtvï jSF»
’ïhe Mexican is the only natural-born 

bred in-the-bone socialist in the world. 
He ha# never read up on the subject; he 
never hears our long-haired ranters 
vociferatÿig about the beauties of their 
system, nevertheless he is the. ideal so- 
cialist, and, although he is not up to the 
average in arithmetic, he knows the rule 
of division to a nicety. The average 
Mexican will share his blanket and his 
last loaf or penny with you, should you 
need it, but if you have any thing you 
are expected to be fully as liberal; if 
you don’t, he compels your liberality by 
taking your possessions away from you 
forcibly. In short, it you have not, he 
gives; if you have, he takes, whether 
or no.

One aide of this characteristic of the 
Mexicans is best exemplified by their 
proceedings in the event of the marri­
age of one of their daughters to an 
American. The Mexican, bear in mind, 
is possessed of the ineradicable idea 
that Americans are all rolling in wealth. 
This idea is a source of never-ceasing 
envy on the part of one sex and satisfac­
tion to the other. When an American 
marries a Mexican girl her whole fam­
ily, her eistors, cousins, aunts, etc., and 
all their sisters, cousins, aunts, etc., for 
a hundred miles around are invited to 
the wedding. This ineludes every blood 
relation to the very remotest. They 
not only cpme, which is bad, but they 
stay, which is worse. There they camp, 
and until every ounce of food and every 
dollarin sight is gone there they continue 
to camp, and should the luckless bride­
groom have employment they stay still 
longer, encouraged in the most nàtural 
and artless manner by their very hospita- 
blerelative, the bride. The feelings of the 
groom under such circumstances can be 
imagined, but a protest only meets with 
tears from the bride and indignant aston­
ishment lrom the guests, before which 
thé bridegroom generally succumbs. It 
is apparent that the Mexican merely 
gauges.the hospitality and charity of 
others by his own, and wants to be done 
by as he does to others.

The Age of Associations.
Mons. Argellio, of the Paris Perfnct- 

ureof Police, calls attention to the to­
rn arkable degree in which the division 
of labor principle is being applied to 
the operations of the criminal classes. 
There are associations of professional 
horse-thieves and mutual aid societies 
of professional burglars, and division of 
labor has resulted in producing several 
extremely deceptive counterfeit treas­
ury notes. One speoially clever hun­
dred francs bill was ascertained to have 
been the work of five confederates—one 
paper-maker, one art-printer and three 
expert engravers.

AN IMPERIAL ZOLLVBRBIN.
The following thoughtful and well written 

letter appeared in the London Times of 
March 13, a copy of which has been sent to 
us by a friendly hand. It is with great 
pleasure that we give it a place in the col­
umns of The Colonist :

TO THE EDITOR OF THE TIMES.

Sill,—In a short letter to the Times 
(March 10) Sir Thomas Farrer, who under­
takes to speak on behalf of “ the great ma­
jority of the people of Great Britain and

eland,” throws 4own the gauntlet to. all 
vt ho venture to think that the policy of free 
imports adopted by this country 40 odd 
.years ago is not the only and is not neces­
sarily the final solution of all economic 
problems. He asks somewhat defiantly 
whether any one will condescend to tell hin^ 
*'1 what we are to gain.” The answer is, in 

word, Empire. The British dominions 
throughout tbe world at the present time— 
inc udmg recent acquisitions of territory in 
Afncar—cover an area of upwards of 10,000,- 
000 square miles. Is this magnificent and 
unpaial el d domain to be consolidated and 
unified, or is it to be disintegrated anti 
broken up? Is the United Kingdom to 
: etain its present position as the commercial 
centre of this world-wide dominion, or is it 
no mg to allow one member at a time to be 
attacked, crippled, or alienated until the 
whole present fabric crumbles to pieces ?

Professor Seeley speaks of three powerful 
forces—community of race, of religion, and 
of language—which make for unity. Those 
who advocate some form of Imperial Zoll- 
verein would add to these a fourth and 
more potent force—community 
Nor is this any longer a purely theoretical 
question. Tbe difficulty in a very practical 
form bas already crbpped up in more than 
one of the cdlouies, and the recent elections 
in Canada have, as a matter of fact, been 
fought on this issue.

This is one oi the questions involved in 
the new Imperialism, which is beginning to 
make its vuiee bend here as well as iu the

It is hoped that it may 
serve to suggest to some ot your readers 
that hbtory did not begin in 1846, and that 
an experience of less than 50 years of an 
economic experiment (which even in that 
limited time hae notably failed to verify 
many of the results confidently predicted by 
its originators) is hardly a sufficient basis to 
dogmatize on.

The Labor Question is one which ha» of 

late years grown to very great importance. 
It promises, soon, to be the most pressing 
subject, which the statesmen, not cilily of 
Great Britain, but of the whole civilized 
world wilj have to considér. Both in 
Europe and America the relatione between 
capital and labor are being warmly and 
carefully discussed in the press, on the 
platform and in the Legislatures. It will 
not do for statesmen to say that “ this is a 
private matter with which we ought not to 
interfere. Capital and labor can settle 
their disputes better without our help than 
with it.” This sounds reasonable, but there 
are indications that the day for the policy 
ol-laistez faire has gone by. We saw a few 
months ago an international conference 
under the auspices of the Emperor of Ger­
many, sitting in Berlin to consider ques­
tions, in which the relations between capital 
and labor are involved, and now the 
Government of Great Britain has announced 
its intention of appointing a Royal Commis­
sion to enquire into the same class of ques­
tions. It is well that able men who have the 
confidence of both workingmen and employers 
should make a searching and am impartial 
enquiry into the relations subsisting be­
tween them and into the causes of the dis-

The Attorney-General’s amendment to 
the Railway Act is much needed. Railway 
companies should be compelled to have their 
tracks properly fenced and provided with 
cattle guards at all road crossings. When 
the regulations with regard to fences are 
loose or not strictly complied with; rail­
way employes become very careless with 
respect to animals on the track. In broad 
daylight they often run them down and kill 
them, and where the fences are insecure or 
not properly attended to, cattle stray on 
the track after nightfall, and not being seen 
soon enough, are killed by the most' careful 
and conscientious engineers. The best, and 
from every point of view the most satisfac­
tory, way to preserve the lives of the cattle 
and to save the railway companies expense 
is to have the railway track well fenced# in 
and proper measures taken to prevent the 
beasts getting on it from the road crossings. 
If farmers and others along the line leave 
gates open, oi1 through negligence allow 
their cattle to get on the track „they 
deserve to suffer loss. But having the track 
well fenced, as the amendment directs, 
should be made imperative.

THE RECIPROCITY RESOLUTION.

Our contemporary stigmatizes Mr. Cot­
ton’s resolution respecting reciprocity with 
the H&wainian Islands and Australia as 
a wind-bag resolution.

000 miles of government railways, yielding 
a revenue of from eight to ten million 
pounds sterling, and water and irrigation 
works, most of which belong to government. 
The telegraphs and telephones are also pub­
lic property. Gold, silver, copper, coal, 
tin and iron are all plentiful and employ 
many thousand^ of hands, the Broken Hill 
silver alone requiring over eight thou­
sand men. Sheep number over a hundred 
millions and cattle eight to nine millions. 
Farming has no winter to contend against, 
and last harvest,, gathered in about Christ­
mas, yielded over 50,000,000 bushels of 
wheat. The grape is extensively grown 
and Australian wine is now much used in 
England. When we have a direct line of 
steamers running we shall have an opportu­
nity of comparing it with the Califor­
nian. Oranges, apples and other fruits, 
both temperate and tropical, flourish.

Australia has some big cities, Melbourne 
claiming close upon half a million, and Syd­
ney about 400,000.

It must have consideration 
for the interests of those who, reljring on it» 
good faith and on the permanence of its 
policy, engaged in the industries which 
it had pledged itself to foster. It was this 
consideration which caused Mr. Blake to 
modify his views. Though a free trader, 
he would not, if returned to power, make 
immediate or sudden changes in the trade 
policy of the Conservatives. His Malvern 
speech gave great offence to some rash and 
unreflecting Liberals, but the whole country 
saw that the principle enunciated in that 
speech was a sound one. In the same way, 
when reciprocity comes to be negotiated, 
the interests'of manufacturers and others 
whom the Government are bound to pro­
tect, must be considered. No one wants to 
see them sacrificed.

We believe that the number of interests 
which would be prejudically affected by a 
liberal measure of reciprocity would be 
much fewer than some timid persons 
imagine, and that many who now think that 
they would be injured by the establishment 
of closer trade relations with the United 
States would be actually greatly benetitted.

However that may be, it is not difficult to 
see that the task of the men whose duty it 
may be to negotiate a reciprocity treaty be­
tween the United States and Canada is, by 
no means an easy one. There are thousands 
on both sides of the line who believe that 
they woùld be hurt by the arrangement, 
would raise an outcry and would do what 
they could to throw obstacles in the way of 
the negotiations. It is to be hoped that the 
“friendly ” talk which the Canadian dele­
gates are going to have with Mr. Blaine will 
result in good to both countries, and that 
those engaged in it will find a way of recon­
ciling interests that are apparently conflict­
ing, and of surmounting the other difficul­
ties that lie in their path.

Amicable adjustment,
Mr. Phelps bases his argument on the 

assumption that the seals are the property 
of the United States: While they are on 
United States territory they are the pro­
perty of the United States. But so are the 
salmon and the herring and the halibut.
But Mr. Phelps does not contend that Brit­
ish subjects have no right to fish for salmon, 
herring and halibut outside the three-mile 
limit. If the seals ate the property of the 
United States in the same sense as cows and 
horses and sheep are the property of indi­
vidual citizens, then its government can 
claim them wherever they happen to stray.
The claim to protect them in that case 
should not be confined to Behring’s Sea. As 

claim his beast wherever he 
finds it, so the United States should be 
allowed to protect and care for its seal herd 
anywhere in the PAcific Ocean whether 
the waters in which it wanders are Ameri­
can, or British, or the “high seas.” Once 
admit that the seals are the property of -the 
United States in the same sense as are its 
cavalry horses, and its baggage mules, and 
this conclusion is inevitable. They do not 
bear the brand U.S., it is true, but if they 
are really owned by Uncle Sam that little 
accident makes no difference. Mr. Phelps 
has proved to his own satisfaction that the 
fur seals first see light on United States ter­
ritory,and being amphibious they are there­
fore the property of the United States 
Government. Everyone can see the force 
of that argument. Consequently the United 
States has a right to protect them, iibt only 
on their way to the Pribiloff Islands, but in 
any other part of the Pacific ocean. Their

A variety of circumstances have latterly 
combined to increase the public interest in 
the wonderful Yukon country, an impor­
tant part of which is in this province. In 
1888, Captain William Moore presented to 
the Provincial Legislature an exceedingly < 
interesting report and sketch of the upper 
country, also of the most practical pass to 
enter the navigable waters <rf the source of 
the Yukon river. That report showed 
that every stream entering into the Upper 
Yukon had gold in it ; fish and game are 
plentiful ; there are good supplies of timber, 
while the natural means of communication 
are readily susceptible of satisfactory de­
velopment. The resources of all descrip­
tions are said to be enormous, while the 
miners find no difficulty in keeping their 
cabins warm and comfortable by 
the use of Russian ovens, made of ««tone m ' 
the shape of a large box stove, from three 
to four feet long inside. In his report of 
1887-88, Mr. William Ogihie, D.L.S, who 

accompanied by Captain Moore, en­
tered minutely into the economic resources 
of this section. He admitted that the ' 
agricultural capabilities of the country 
along the Pelly-Yukon river are not great, 
nor is the land of good quality-. The me­
teorological reports showed over eight de­
grees of frost on August 1, and over ten on 
the 3, but this was on very 
high ground near the summit.

Many 
miners who had operated were well satisfied 
with their earnings.

A committee of the British Columbia 
Board of Trade, appointed to secure all 
possible information, reported that a large 
and valuable mining region existed which, 
in the near future, would attract an im­
portant mining population. On the other 
hand, however, tne means of getting to that 
region, they said, were attended with great 
expense end absolute hardship and deterred 
all but hardy adventurers and explorers 
from attempting to reach it. It was 
pointed out that only a distance ot 
47 miles had to be traversed to reach 
the navigable waters of the Upper 
Yukon, which, when the route is opened 

: will be within about six days from Victoria,
, four days being occupied by steamer to 
r Skagna Bay. Seventeen miles of the 47 

are in American territory, the remaining 30 
traversing British Columbia, and it is re­
commended that the trail be continued from 
the point of termination in Alaska to Ta- 
konn River or Windy Arm, thus securing 
a road the entire distance. It is also 
claimed that arrangements should be made 
by which goods purchased4» Canada oould 

passed through Alaskan territory in 
nd. Shortly stated, the facts of the case 

are that a vast territory, abounding in gold 
and valuable furs, awaits development, but 
that excessive rates of freight and the 
arduous means of reaching it retard its de­
velopment.

A few months since Mr. Seaton Karr’s let­
ters to the Colonist re awakened interest 
in this important section of this province, 
whose claims were once more laid before the 
legislature a few days since by Dr. Milne. 
Captain Moore, who was yesterday seen by 
a representative of this paper contended 
that a trail was an absolute necessity, that 
tenders should be asked for its opening, 
under charter, as was done in the case of 
Cassiar. There is, he said, good grass on 
each end of the trail and at Tacoun Lake 
there is good feed for all requirements of 
“packing.” The entire district is, says 
Captain Moore, full of navigable lakes and 
rivers, every stream carrying gold, from $3 
to $160 having been the daily earnings on 
Stewart River. The small streams empty­
ing into the Yukon have not been p 
ed. At present the miner has to pay 15 to 
20 cents per pound for packing a'"distance of 
30 miles. Frequently the people ot the 
section run short of provisions, but,* were 
the trail opened, food would be readily got 
a*. If the trail be made and the country 
opened, numerous steamers are sure to find 
tneir way there. It is urged that action be 
taken without delay.

CHISELING GUN-COTTON.
An Expert Tells îjfhat May Be Done with 

the Explosive. ” > ;
Gun-cotton, said Prof. Monroe, in his 

lecture on that explosive at the Lowell 
Institute, Boston, a few nights ago, is 
pure cotton dipped in a mixture of pure 
nitric and sulphuric acids. In seeking 
a method by which these ingredients 
might he obtained absolutely pure and 
the cotton thoroughly treated with the 
acids many years have been spent and 
serious accidents have occurred.

The lecturer, says the Boston Herald, 
traced the experiments with the explo­
sive from its discovery, in 1682, up to the 
present time, and spoke df several of 
thé most fatal explosions which attended 
the experimental stage.

After experiments by Prof. Hill, of 
the United States torpedo station, gun­
cotton was adopted as an explosive for 
use in the navy in 1884., In preparing 
it for this service the gun-cotton'is by 
successive pressings in hydraulic 
presses, the last df which has a press­
ure of six thousand eight hundred 
pounds to the square inch, made into 
little blocks measuring two and one- 
half inches each way. ILnow contains 
from ten to sixteen per éilïit. of water, 
but when issued to the service contains 
thirty-five per cent. Before being made 
up into blocks it is carefully tested.

Prof. Monroe declared that gun-cot­
ton, correctly prepared and handled ac­
cording to directions, Was. the safest of 
the explosives to use. It was danger­
ous only when the materials had not 
been thoroughly pnrifiejd, or the union 
of acid and cotton incomplete.

In proof of what could be done with 
it a picture .was thrown upon the screen 
showing the workmen cutting it with 
chisel, jigsaw and lathe to fit it into' a 
shell. Another illustration was the ex­
tinguishing of a block that was burn­
ing by pouring water upon it. Two1 
thousand pounds of it had been burned 
in a bonfire without an explosion.

One volume of the explosive gives 
eight hundred and twenty-nine of the 
gas, and the pressure developed by 
bnstion is eighty-one tons to the square 
inch, and by detonation one hundred 
and fifty-seven and five-tenths tons, the 
latter being in contact, however. The 
effect of the explosion of one particle 
on another is so rapid-that it would 
take only one second for it to pass 
through nineteen thousand feet of the 
explosive.

It was shown by the stereopticon 
that the letters U. S, N., with the date 
of manufacture, that are on the bottom 
of each block, are impressed upon an 
iron plate, upon which the gun-cotton 
may be exploded. It is a curious fact 
that if the marks on the block are in re­
lief the reproduction on the iron will be 
raised, and if cut in, there will be an 
indentation on the plate. Prof. Mon­
roe’s theory is that when the letters are 
out into the explosive the gases gen­
erated in the indentations are hurled 
from them as a projectile from a gun. 
If a leaf or a delicate piece of lace be 
laid between the gun-cotton and the 
iron, its impress will be-left in all the 
perfection ol outline of the original, 
though the article itself is absolutely

It is a common though utterly erron­
eous idea in England that the Maltese 
are Italians by race, and that their 
language is a dialect of Italians, writes 
Sir George F. Bowen to the London 
Times. Sir Adriano Dingli, the present 
very able chief justice of Malta—a 
Maltese of the Maltese—has stated of­
ficially as follows: “It must not be 
overlooked that both English and Ital­
ian are practically, for a vast majority 
of our population, as much foreign 
tongues as Arabic or Greek in England 
or Italy.’ There is good authority for 
the belief that, at the present day, 
about twenty per cent, of the entire 
people can speak Italian, and about 
thirty per cent, can speak English, 
while nearly sixty per cent, can speak 
only Maltese.

The fact is—and it is a very Interest­
ing fact—that the Maltese are mainly 
the last surviving remnant of the 
Carthaginian branch of the old Phoeni- / 
cian people. Malta was the half-jvayjl 
station between Carthage and Sicily, 
long held by the Carthaginians and of 
which Hamilcar, the father of Hanni­
bal, was at one time governor. There 
is indeed a tradition that Hannibal 
himself was bom in Malta. This 
famous and historic island was the 
chief stronghold in the Mediter­
ranean of the Carthaginians of old, 
as it is now of the English. Here, and 
in the neighboring island of Gozo, there 
still remain extensive ruins of Carth­
aginian (or Phoenician) temples, and an 
abundance of Carthaginian graves. 
Moreover, the base of the Maltese lan­
guage is Carthaginian, i. e., Phoenician.
In the comedy of the Latin poet Plau­
tus, which is named “Poenulus” (“The 
Little Carthaginian”) a Carthaginian 
soldier makes a speech in his own lan­
guage, which is stated by modem Mal­
tese scholars to be as intelligible to 
them as much of Chaucer is intelligible 
to the English of the present time.

CANADA'S FUTURE.
. The Hon. J. W. Long ey, At torney Gen- 

er.«l for Nova Scotia, discuss s Canada and 
Iit.perittl Federation, in the March number 
ef the Fortnightly Review. His paper, 
though perhaps a little diffuse, is a very in­
teresting one. Though belonging to the 
4‘blue ruin” party of the Dominion, Mr. 
Longley does justice to Canada. He shows 
that it has progressed, that it is prognss- 
xing, and that it is a very important part of 
the British Empire. His pleasant and 
cheerful picture t>f the present condition of 
the Dominion is in striking contrast to the 
jeze iad, so frequency uttered by his 
lee. l« r, Sir Richard Cartwright. No one 
would suppose that the writer of the follow­
ing paragraph was a disciple of the Kuight 
of the Doleful Countenance:

* The largest and most important of Great 
Britt.in s colonial possessions is the Domin­
ion of Canada. It has an area of over three 
*nd a half millions of square miles. It has 
■a population of at least five millions, and is 
rapidly growing. It has large cities and ris­
ing towns. Its trade is expanding, an-l its 
wealth rs accumulating. It has two of the 
.greatest railway lines in the world. Canada 
cannot be charged, at home or abroad, with 
lack of enterprise. She has mcuried a debt 
of hundreds of mill’ous to secure a national 
■highway fiom ocean to ocean. Shu has not 
feared to offer enormous subsidies to fast 
-steamers to % extend her trade with 
the world. She stands ready to 
•contribute to ocean cables when they can 
be shown to lie necessary for the pu i poses ot 
her progress. She has invest- d tens of 
Bâillions in the construction of canal*. In­
deed, in the willingness of the Govern- 

nt to embark the resourcis of the coun­
try to any extent in overcoming the diffi­
culties which her vast area and geographical 
location impose, Canada has gone ahead of 
her great neighbor, the United States. 
With a vast Northwest already opened by 
^railway, containing fertile land without 
limit, the prospects for the future aie most 

-promising.
What that future is likely to be, Mr. 

Longley discusses with great intelligence 
and fairness. There are four courses 

••pen to Canada—to remain as it
it is an indefinite period longer, to join the 
United States, to become part of the Feder­
ated Empire of Great Britain, or to set up 
cn its own account and become independ- nt. 
It is not in the nature of things that Can­
adians will always be content to remain m 
a state of pupilage; annexation has its ad­
vantages and its difficulties, the principal 
difficulty being that Canadians do not want 
it; the same may be said of Imperial jPeder- 

a tion, with this qualification that neither 
*he British as a people- nor the Canadians 
bave given the Imperial Confederation 
-scheme serious Consideration; and there are 
difficulties in the way of Canada’s attaining 
and maintaining independence, but these 
Mr. Loi gley does not consider by any 
means insuperable. Independence he con­
siders the probable destiny of thid Do- 
minion* He atliïdes, while passing, to that- 
glorious dream of a federation of the Eng­
lish-speaking nations and communities of 
*be world.

Mr. Longley does not think that the Eng­
lish people, when their attention is seriously, 
directed to the subject, will be willing to 
admit Canadians into the Empire on a foot­
ing of perfect equality with thedrielves. 
Will they allow Canadians à voice in shap­
ing the foreign policy of the Empire, apd 
in deciding on questions involving the oon- 
ti" nance of peace or a declaration of war? 
Will they extend to Canadians a represen­
tation in the Councils of the Empire pro­
portionate to their numbers with the con- 
jrict on that the day cannot be very far 
'distant when the population of Canada 
will be greater than that of the Mother 

'Country? V^ill they be ready to leave 
• every avenue to power and office as open to 
Canadians living iu Canada, as they are to 

'the natives of the British Islands, 
who remain at home? These are 
some of the questions which must be 

-er>nsid< red and settled before Canada can 
~b come a member of an Imperial Federa­
tion It goes without saying that Cana­
dians will never consent to bear their full 
share of the burdens and the responsibilities 
of the Empire unless all the privileges of 
British subjects are extended to them, and 
aU~the prizes of the Empire placed within 
th- ir reach. The subject which Mr. Long­
ley discostes is a tempting one, and one 
which thinking men on both sides of the 
Atlantic will ta-k and write about whether 
•the discussion is profitable or not, or whether 
it will aid in bringing alout a practical re­
sult. Our own opin;on is that the condi­
tions are too complicated and the future too 
uncertain for any mere mortal just now to 
do more than guess at the future of this 
Dominion. Anything like an intelligent 
forecast seems to us to he absolutely im­
possible.

The American school sys­
tem, like our own, is strictly secular. If 
we do not mistake there is a provision in 
the constitution of many states that religion 
must not be taught in the public schools. 
The Catholics, and the Lutherans, both 
German and Scandinavian, strongly disap­
prove of secular education. They wanted 
to have, not only their respective languages 
taught in the public schools, but 
their religions. The American element 
in the population resisted Ah is, but the 
C tholics and Lutherans insisted upon what 
they believed to be their rights, 
and by uniting with one of the political 
parties gained a victory at the polls. What 
the ultimate result has been, we have not 
heard. But this is certain, that the great 
issue was in Wisconsin as it was in 
Manitoba, New Brunswick and Prince 
Edward Island, the religious question, and 
that must be decided, not by the local 
boards, but by the State and Provincial 
Legislatures. We, in this province, are 
happily, as yet, free from that very delicate 
and most troublesome difficulty.

But there is nothing to be gained by dis­
cussing the school question now. It is set­
tled iu this province for a while, and it is 
not wise to open it again.

CONCEIT IN YOUNGSTERS.
The Sooner It Is Knocked Out of Them 

the Better.
It is a good thing for a young man to 

be “knocked about in the world,” 
though his soft-hearted parents may 
not think so. AH youths, or, if not all, 
certainly nineteen-twentieths of the 
sum total, enter life with a surplusage 
of self-conceit. The sooner they are 
relieved of it the better. If, in measur­
ing themselves with wiser and older 
men than themselves, they discover 
that it is unwarranted and get rid of it 
gracefully, of their own accord, well 
and good; if not, it is desirable, for their 
own sakes, that it be knocked out of 
them. A boy who is sent to a large 
school soon finds his level.

The world is a great public school, 
aud it soon teaches a new pupil his 
proper place, says the New York 
Ledger. If he has the attributes that 
belong to a leader, he will be installed 
in the position of a leader; if not, what­
ever bis own opinion of his abilities 
may be, he will be compelled to fall in 
with the rank and file. If not destined 
to greatness, the next best thing to 
which he can aspire is respectability ; 
but no man can either be truly great or 
truly respectable who is vain, pompous 
and overhearing.

By the time the novice has found his 
legitimate social status, be the 
high or low, the probability is that the 
disagreeable traits of his character wiU 
be softened down or worn away. Most 
likely the process of abrasion will be 
rough, perhaps very rough, but when 
it is all over, and he begins to see him-' 
self as others see him, and not as re­
flected in the mirror of self-conceit, he 
will be thankful that he has run the 
gauntlet and arrived, though by a 
rough road, at self-knowledge. Upon 
the whole, whatever loving mothers 
may think to the contrary, it is a good 
thing for youths to be knocked about iiL 
the world; it makes men of them.

The 
moon lit up his bald head, for he had 
thrown his nightcap at one of the 
people in a rage at not being able to 
reach him with his stick. The boat­
men, who are always expert swim­
mers and did not seem to lose theii 
presence of mind by the sudden transi­
tion, very soon reached the shore and 
gazed in astonishment, as I did myself, 
at the comedy in which-they had taken 
such unexpected and conspicuous parts. 
I conceived some terrible offense must 
have been given to have called for such 
an uncompromising severity, for every 
one was driven from his berth. I was 
soon relieved from my suspense, how­
ever. The victor strutted two or three 
times over the deserted field, then turn­
ing toward the routed enemy, who 
seemed to rally on the bunks, shook his 
stick at them and cried out in Hindo- 
stanee:

This ludicrous explanation of the 
whole mystery affected the crew as it 
did myself, and a loud laugh was the 
reply.

I Belies of Royal and Distinguished Per­

sonages of a By-Gone Time—Some 
Odd Specimens of the Watch 

maker’s Skill*

Some of the earliest watches were 
made about the beginning of the six­
teenth century and were, of course, at 
that time considered marvels* of skill. 
These first pocket-clocks, says the New 
York Journal, were made of almost 
any shape except round and had but 
one hand and required winding twice a 
a day. Some of them in addition to re­
cording the hour of the day, were per­
fect almanacs, giving the day of the 
month, the changes of the moon, 
rising and setting of the sun and 
items of useful information.

In the time of Queen Elizabeth 
watches were suspended round the necks 
of their wearers or attached ,to brace­
lets, and for this purpose they were 
made in the shape of crosses and vari­
ous other suitable forms. Many of the 
early time-pieces, however, 
much too large and heavy to be worn 
in this manner, and were, in fact, in­
tended to be placed on private altars, 
such as were to.be found in most of the 
noble houses of the day.

Some of these watches are in the form 
of a skull. One of these curions time­
pieces belonged to Mary Queen of Scots, 
and which she gave to the fair Mary 
Seaton, one of her “four Marys.” This 
strange keepsake is ornamented with 
varions figures, each having a particu­
lar meaning, and has a good deal of 
open work at the bottom in order to 
allow the sounding of the passing 
hours to be heard, as they are struck 
upon a silver bell in the interior,

A large number of the earlier watches 
were of an oval shape, though some re­
semble those of the present day. The 
poet Milton’s watch—upon the face of 
which his name in full is engraved thus: 
Ioanni Miltoni, 1631—may be seen in the 
British Museum as well as two said to 
belong to Oliver Cromwell. The ease of 
one of these is made of silver, and is 
ornamented at the top with the pro­
tector’s initials, “O. C.,’* and at the bot­
tom is a representation of a curved 
sword, which, doubtless, is intended to 
denote that the owner belonged, to the 
army.

There are many old-fashioned time­
pieces in the same collection. Most of 
these were made duringthe seventeenth 
century, and are in the form of skulls, 

, crosses, bells and varions fruits. There, 
‘ also, is a very curious German book- 
shaped watch made about the year 1680. 
It is made of silver and when closed 
resembles a tiny book with the cover 
beautifully ornamented, as was the fash­
ion in those days. When opened the 
face of the watch is disclosed.

Among other peculiar watches in this 
collection is one that was made in 
France between the years 1630 and 1630. 
It is irk the form of a dog, resting. A 
little catch under the forepaws of the 
dog secures the outer case, and so we are 
not permitted to have a glimpse at the 
face of this curious watch.

King George HI. was on one occasion 
presented with a remarkable watch, as 
a birthday present. It was less than an 
inch in diameter, weighed no more than 
a sixpence and repeated the hours, quar­
ters and even the half-quarters. This 
beautiful time-piece was designed and 
made by a watch-maker named Arnold; 
and it is related that the King was so 
delighted with the gift that he sent in 
return a note of thanks and a sum of 
five hundred guineas. It is said that 
the clever workman was afterward of­
fered more than a thousand pounds by 
the Emperor of Russia for a duplicate 
of the little marvel; but he refused to 
make another even for that large 'sum 
of money.

Another very small watch was for­
merly the property of King George III. 
It is set in a ring, and the dial, which is 
about the size of a sixpence, is surround­
ed with very small diamonds, with a 
large diamond on each side. It is of 
exquisite workmanship, and must have 
cost a large sum of money.

Some curious watches were made 
many years ago for enabling a person to 
tell tiie time during the night by merely 
feeling the face of the watch. These 
were called “touch watches,” and had 
only one hand, with raised pins at each 
hour, so that a person could feel the 
time at night.

Then there were the curious old-fash­
ioned table watches. These were usual­
ly constructed with a kind of dome, and 
were much larger than the watches in 
ordinary use, being made especially for 
use at table.

she is considered far superior to her mother, 
Queen Victoria, whose good qualities are 
rather negative, while the Empress Fred­
erick is positive and original.

In a Pound of Tea.
A man who argues that one pound at 

tea makes four hundred small or three 
hundred ordiçary-sized cups states his 
case as follows: Tea testers ordinarily 
use a silver five-cent piece for weighing 
the exact quantity required for a cup.

A Bold Course in the Balkans — 
Tottering Conditio* of the 

Triple Alliance- The Third Republic is no freer than 
were any previous French regimes, says 
a writer in the Philadelphia Times, 
from thin deep taint of what the French 
call mouchardise. Never before at any 
period of France’s history has the reign 
of spydom been so widespread and ab­
solute in Paris as now. There has been 
latterly much discussion in the world’s 
press of the extraordinary degree to 
which official espionage obtains in Rus­
sia, and very interesting details have 
been forthcoming on the subject. I am 
now in a position to affirm that in Paris 
—I do not say throughout the whole of 
France—the meshes of the detective net 
are woven even more closely round the 
entire population than has ever been 
the case in St. Petersburg. Evidence 
of this fact might easily be found in the 
secret history of the Boulangist con­
spiracy. From first to last every detail 
of this movement was known to the 
police, more than three-fourths of the 
Boulangists themselves being informers.

The instant you arrive at a Paris sta­
tion you are in the midst of spies. You 
are driven to aholelin acab. In half an 
hour the cabman will furnish the police 
with any particulars he may have been 
able to gather concerning your position, 
destination, business, etc. Arrived at 
your hotel, you become the object of 
scrutiny, as close as it is secret, on the 
part of divers persons, who, though at­
tached to the place in the capacity 
of manager or cashier, or even porter 
or “boots,” are in reality enrolled 
soldiers of the great detective army. 
And here I may mention a special char­
acteristic of the French detective sys­
tem—its faculty of recruiting adherents 
in ail classes of society. French spies, 
for the most part, are not simple spies 
and nothing more. They have a trade 
or occupation of their own, to which 
they seem wholly and solely devoted, 
while yet assiduously pursuing sub rose 
their spying.

The unsuspecting stranger in Paris 
has "dinner at his hotel served by a 
waiter who, as a matter of course, is in 
the pay of the police, and will subse­
quently report to them what conversa­
tion he overhears during the meal. He 
then sallies forth, primed with a glass 
or two of fine champagne, for an even­
ing’s amusement of'the true Parisian- 
sort. First, he repairs to one of the 
brilliant boulevard play-houses. A few 
stalls away from him sits a gentlemanly— 
looking man, with steady, observant 
eyes, who glances now and again at our 
friend in such a way as to majee the lat­
ter think: “I wonder where I’ve seen 
tb«t man before?” He never has seen 
ten bef o*, bef it doestit enter his head 
for a moment te suspect the man of be­
ing what he really is—a police spy.

The play over, there is just time for 
half an hour’s stroll under the horse- 
chestnuts in the Jardin de Paris. Here 
nine-tenths of the attendants are either 
spies or scamps; or may, indeed, be 
both at efice, for French police 
authorities are not very squeamish in. 
Choosing their instruments, and seem, 
to have a sort of preference for scoun­
drels over qthers. Their theory runs: 
that the greater villain a man ï > 
better spy he will make; moreover, tbe- 
most efficacious means of keeping a 
man under spy surveillance is to have 
him become a spy himself, for spies spy 
upon each other quite as much as on the 
rest of mankind.

But our foreigner finishes up the even- 
jpg by turning into the Cafe Améri­
caine for supper, where he has for next- 
door neighbor a seductive young wom­
an, with whom he enters into conver­
sation. She has a sweet smile, which 
displays twer rows of glittering teeth, 
and puts many questions to him con­
cerning France and the French. Nat­
urally enough, our visitor imagines this 
is all done- out of that bright, easy, 
Gallic politeness he admires so much, 
for how is he to know that every word 
he has said in reply will crane to the ear 
of the police not later than the follow­
ing afternoon?

Grbytown, San Juan de Nicaragua, 
April 4.—At 3 o’clock on the morning of 
Thursday, March 26, there being at the 
time bright moonlight and a calm sea, the 
Agrian grounded on the Roncador coral 
reef. The steamer ran on foil length, when 
the bolls rang to atop and back. Luckily 
the vessel held fast, wedged in the reef.

There was no panic. The passengers 
quietly arose, deliberately dreseed them 
selves and waited for daylight to reveal 
their position. The dawn revealed a line of 
email surf 100 yards ahead of thé wrecked 
steamer, and. stretching to the right and 
left a line of straggling rocks was .visible. 
Breakfast was ordered as usual, and when 
it had been discussed thç boats were lowered 
and an expeditionary party, some of the 
officers and moet of the passengers, taking 
with them their hand baggage, set out for 
Roncador Island, six miles to the north­
ward of the reef.

The captain and seven of the crew were 
left on board to care for the vessel as well 
as possible. When tbe boats had been suc­
cessfully launched it was decided that one 
of them should make for Providence Island,* 
70 miles westward.

During the day all hands left on the Ag­
rian were successfully landed, also an ample 

.supply of water, wood and shelter tents. 
Friday, Saturday and Sunday were spent 
by the wrecked people in exploring Ronca­
dor Island, which was found to consist of 
eight acres of flat, desolate land, given over 
to the possession of sea-birds and land-crabs, 
which were very plentiful

All hands displayed admirable, coolness, 
and felt confident of their speedy release 
from their disagreeable position.

The only incident which transpired to 
cause anything like serious anxiety was a 
slight trouble which grew out of a quarrel 
over the distribution of labor and a too 
easy access to the liquor stores.

The Secretary of the Liverpool Sea­
men’s and Firemen’s Union Im­

prisoned for Intimidation.

Strikers Cannot Legally Influence 
Men Who May Have Taken 

Their Places.

Liverpool, April 8.—The conviction ye 
terday of Secretary Wilson, of the National 
Amalgamated Seamen’s and Firemen’s 
Union, and his sentence to imprisonment 
without hard and practically solitary con­
finement, has created great excitement and 
consternation in labor circles. Wilson who 
by his aggressive and in some respects 
masterly management of the cause of the 
sailors and firemen against the companies, 
proved to be the most dangerous enemy 
with whom* the federation of shipowners 
had to deal, was prosecuted for boy­
cotting and interfering with non-union 
men in the performance of them duties. 
His conviction was a complete surprise t o 
himself and his associates and the priocipl 
involved, Which, by the verdict of the jury 
and the judgment of the court is affirmed, 
is that in future strikers may not legally in­
fluence men who have taken their placet-, 
either by moral suasion or otherwise, to the 
detriment of the interests of those who 
have employed them. If this decision shall 
be sustained on appeal, which it is be 
lieved ~ it will be, the conviction 
of many ether labor agitators and leaders 
in the violent movement against the ^lack- 
legs” is certain. The workingmen of Lon­
don, and many places in the provinces art* 
organizing mass meetings to demand Wil­
son’s release, but the success of the move­
ment is generally doubted.

London, April &—Disputes have arisen

crossings of the railway for the use of the 
proprietors of the lands adj in in g the rail­
way, and also cattle guards at alt iosd cross­
ings suitable and sufficient to prevent cattle 
and animals from getting pu the railway, 
and no adjoining owner can release the rail­
way company from the obligation to fence 
between nis lands and the railway.”

Sub-section (3) of said section 30 is 
amended by adding to the end thereof the 
fo;lowing words, via:—‘‘Whether the 
strayed, or camd rightfully or- wrongfully 
upon the laud or highway from whence 
they got upon the railway.’

Section 102 <»f the same act is repealed, 
and the following subst tuted, viz:—‘‘102. 
No person, any of whose cattle being at 
large are injured or killed at the intersec­
tion of «ay highway with the railway, shall 
have any action against the railway c m- 
pany in reaped of the same being so îüjured 
or killed, unless negligently or wilful-y 
done, and the word ‘cattle’ in this section,'

ENGLAND’S SNOW-STOEMSSKILLFUL CHICKEN STEALING.
A .pedes of Bobbery Quite Prevalent st 

the National Capital.
“Yes, this is a good season of the 

year for chicken thieves,” echoed De­
tective- Block the other day, when a 
Washington Star reporter spoke to him 
about that class of criminals. “But," 
he added, “there haven’t been so many 
cases of chicken stealing lately as there 
used to be., Reports of that particular 
sort of stealing are few and far be­
tween. Now and then, however, three 
or four jobs are done in as many nights, 
and then nothing is beard from the 
chicken man for a long time. This is 
just the time of the year for them to 
operate, but this year there seems to be 
a scarcity of such thieves or else chick- 

are not so plentiful. Those who 
are called chicken thieves do not con­
fine themselves to robbing chicken 
houses, but they steal all sorts of fowls, 
turkeys, ducks or chickens. And, 
strange to say, this class of offenders 
confine their stealing chiefly to fowls. 
Seldom do they steal other articles, and 
very few of them, indeed, are all-round 
thieves.”

“How do they manage to rob a house 
of all its fowls without making noise 
enough to rouse the owner of the 
fowls?” the reporter inquired.

“Easy enough,” was the reply. “To 
their language, they ‘charm’ the 

fowls before they attempt to leave 
the premises with them, even if their 
heads have to' be taken off. The thieves 
who are classed among the good ones, 
or those who thoroughly understand 
their business, seldom take away a live 
chicken unless the number captured is 
very small Sometimes,” continued the 
detective, “the thieves use sulphur to 
strangle the fowls with, and it acts like 
a charm. They use a box of blue-headed 
matches, which they dampen and rub 
against their hand so that the fumes of 
sulphur that arise get into the lungs of 
the fowls and prevent them from crow­
ing or cackling or giving any alarm 
whatever. Then the burglar stretches

Severe Winters Which Will Al­
ways Be Remembered.

A Record of the Cold Snaps Experienced 
in Great Britain During the Laet 

Two Centuries—Six Months of 
Steady Snow.

The great snow-storm, when the 
Thames was frozen over for nearly four 
months, occurred in 1683-84, says a 
writer in London Tid-Bits. The frost 
continued without intermission from 
December to February, snow coming 
down almost continuously, so that some 
parts of the country were well-nigh im­
passable. To add to the discomfort a 
bitter east wind blew all the time. 
Ships anxious to enter the port of Lon­
don were obliged to remain at the mouth 
of the Thames, and crews suffered great 
privations. Provisions were dear, horse** | 
and câttle often died of cold, and scarce-^ 
ly a bird lived through the winter. The * 
citizens of London, however, resolved 
on having some profit ont of the ex­
traordinary weather, built a regular 
colony on the ice-bound Thames. Shops, 
taverns, coffee-houses, booths for 
dramatic representations, printing of­
fices and similar buildings sprang up 
like magic. This winter was probably 
the severest ever known in England, 
though the following one of 1684-85 was 
famous for its extreme cold.

In 1719 came a week’s fall of snow in 
January, followed by a long, hard frost. 
Provisions became so dear in the west 
of England that bread was sold by its 
weight in money, and coals were forty 
-shillings a quart. The year of 1784 was 
remarkable for another severe winter. 
Snow began falling on the 7th of Octo­
ber and fell, almost without intermis­
sion, until the 2d of April in the follow­
ing year, or for nearly 180 days in all 
In addition to this a strong frost pre­
vailed during the same period. The 
Thames was again frozen over in 1788, 
L‘793 and 1798. In the following year, 
the last of t^ie century, a terrible snow­
storm
counties. In his work on the “Climate 
of England,” Whistlecraft says that dur­
ing the storm a poor woman named 
Woodcock, a native of Cambridge, was 
buried in the snow for eight days. She 
lived for several months after being 
rescued.

Ther year 1812 is famous in history as 
that of the terrible retreat of the grand 
army from Moscow, in which Napole­
on’s forces were weakened by the loss 
of four hundred thousand men. This 
year saw some exceptionally severe 
:aow«itonns in the southwest of En­
gland- Bray, a local magnate of Lavis- 
;oek, returning from Exetér by way of 
Dartmoor, found the snow so thick at
foretim Hampstead that it was impos­

sible to-proceed farther on his home­
ward. joiûmcy. At Mbreton Hampstead 
lie was obliged to remain for no less 
than three weeks until the snow had 
cleared off sufficiently for him to re­
sume his travels. The winter of 1814 
is still remembered by some very old 
people as that of the “Great Frost.” 
Snow was sa deep and remained so long 
on the roads that the mail coaches were 
prevented from running, and communi­
cation between the chief centers of 
population was extremely difficult, and 
in some cases impossible.

Six years later the southwest of En­
gland suffered from another terribly 
severe snow-storm. On Dartmoor the 
snow wan several feet deep, and numer­
ous fatalities occurred, persons not only 
being lost, but those who went out to 
seek them ialso perishing in the great 
drifts. The snow-storm of December, 
1836, was the most severe fall known to 
England? since that of 1719. The 
snow began falling on the 24th and con­
tinued over Christmas day into Boxing 
day. By the evening of the latter it 
had drifted in some places to a depth of 
forty and' even fifty feet. This snow­
storm extended all over the country,, 
and numerous lives were lost in it. 
Business was almost at a standstill, as 
the mail coaches could not run, and cor­
respondence was delayed for over a 
week.

In 1844 came another severe snow­
storm, during which several mail 
coaches had to be dug out of the drifts, 
among them being the noted “Quick­
silver,” once famous for its rapid trips. 
Seventy men were employed in releas­
ing this coach from the snow before it 
could proceed on its way. During the 
last forty years there have been several 
severe snow-storms, but none groat 
enough to warrant us in contradicting 
our grandfathers when they say that 
“these times are nothing like the old 
ones—for snow-storms or any thing, 
else.”

Shortly after leaving Halifax a hurricane 
was encountered, which put to the test the 
seaworthiness of the schooner. The gale eet 
in from the south-east and then veered to 
the north-wtet, with rain squalie, and 
for eight hours "Captain MeKiel was 
obliged to run under bare, poles. 
One . ea did board the schooner, smashing 
the skylight, and flooding the cabin. rlhe 
fore staysail was carried away, and the fore 
topmast also went by the board. About 
the middle of December, the ship Henrietta, 
from New Yoik for Portland, Oregon, was 
spoken in about 22 south, with all Well on 
board. She d. opped out of sight next day, 
but strange to say, was again fallen in with 
during a storm on Cape Horn, a mouth or 
more afterwards.

BARRATRY IN HARBOR.

Chinese Sink a Schooner In Order to Get 
Ashore.

San Francisco, April 6.—During the 
gale on the bay to-day, Capt. Young of the 
schooner Sadie F. Caller, destined for 
Chignuk bay, Alaska, with a cannery 
outfit, discovered his vessel to be leaking 
badly.

One hundred and forty coolies were re­
quired to man the cannery, but as there had 
been great difficulty in securing Chinese for 
the work the slave dealers have had to give 
advances to get the Chinese to ship.

The Sadie F. Caller had 95 of her Chinese 
on board and was ready to sail as soon as 
the other 45 should be put on beard. The 
96 on the schooner had their advance money 
in their pockets and were burning for a 
chance to spend it.

As they could not get on shore, owing to 
the vigorous wstch, they determined to 
sink the schooner. They procured an auger 
and bored several holes in her bottom. 
This morning tbe Caller was in a sink­
ing condition and her crew had to be 
taken ashore as quickly as possible. The 
Chinese are now spending their advance 
money in Chinatown and the schooner has 
been beached.

Does the 
American public require journals to be dis­
honest when commenting upon matters in 
which the reputation of the republic is 
involved^?

\1One of the difficulties, which the Federa­
tion Convention, at Sydney, hafd to get 
over, was that of representation. How 
were the thinly peopled1 States to be repre­
sented in the federal parliament ? Would 
it be fair to give them such representation 
only as their population warranted ? It 
would be all right to apportion the repre­
sentation of thé populous states, such as 
Victoria and New South Wales, according 
to the number of their inhabitants, but 
would it be fair to treat States whose area 
is large, but whose population, just now, is 
very small, in the same way?., Should 
no allowance be made for their 
capabilities and for the probable expan­
sion of thqir populations ? It seems that 
the advocates of representation by popula­
tion, which was the principle agreed upon, 
were not willing to make any allowance for 
area or prospect of speedy settlement. 
They, to the annoyance of the thinly 
settled colonies, insisted on a rigid adher­
ence to this rule, and no province is to be 
allowed a greater representation in the 
House of Commons than is proportionate to 
the number of its inhabitants. With 
respect to the Senate, the principle of repre­
sentation that obtains in the United States 
was adopted. Every State—there are to be 
no provinces in the Commonwealth— 
whether large er small, thickly or thinly 
settled, is to be represented by the same 
number of senators.

This arrangement is not, we think, so 
just to the weaker members of the con­
federation as that which was made when 
the constitution of the Dominion of Canada 
was being formed. Here the principle of 
representation by population was not strictly 
adhered to. The smaller and younger pro­
vinces were allowed a representation in the 
popular branch considerably greater than 
the number o£ their inhabitants at the time 
warranted. This arrangement has worked 
well. The smaller provinces db not feel 
that they are overwhelmed in the House of 
Commons. They know that they have 
more than their proportionate share of 
representation in that body and are there­
fore less suspicious and less afraid of being 
unfairly treated than If the number of their 
representatives were so small as to make 
them utterly powerless and insignificant as 
members of the confederation. It would, 
we think, be well if the Australians follow­
ed the example of Canada in this particular. 
But it appears that they aref more democra­
tic than the Canadians were in 1866, and 
they have chosen the United States rather 
than the Dominion of Canada as their model 
The name they have fixed upon for theif 
federation-shows the tendency of the peo­
ple. It is a Commonwealth and not a 
Dominion. The Lieut. -Governors are to be 
elected, and so are the Senators. It was 
proposed to make the position of Governor- 
General elective also, but that proposal was 
not agreed to. ti will be seen, therefore, 
that there is very little indeed of the mon­
archical element in the constitution of the 
Commonwealth of Australia.

» The sparsely settled colonies are we see 
already complaining of the weak­
ness and the insignificance of their 
position in the Confederation. The 
equality of representation in the Senate does 
not make up for the great inequality of 
thèir representation in the lower House. 
If the Convention had adopted the system 
of representation that obtains in the Do­
minion, this, and, it is more than likely, 
other difficulties would have been avoided. 
Victoria with its population of over a mil­
lion will be twenty-five times as strong in 
the House of Commons as West Australia. 
This is a very great discrepancy. If West 
Australia is allowed six members, then, ac­
cording to the principle of representation 
by population, Victoria must have 150. 
We are not surprised that the West Aus­
tralians fear that their influënce will not be 
felt in the Federal Parliament.

FRIDAY, APRIL 10. 189L To the Editor :—Ever since the com­
mencement of the Wellington miners strike 
you have commented very strongly on the 
action of nnioue in general and the miners 
union of Wellington in particular. Of 
course you have a perfect right to your 
opinion, but I would just like to draw your 
attention to a few points which you do not 
stem to take into consideration.

In the first place the man who has noth­
ing but his hands wherewith to earn his 
living, is not likely to support a union for 
the sake of amusing himself. It takes time 
and money to successfully oarry on a union, 
and these are two things of which working­
men generally bave none to spare, and it is 
a feeling of self-preservation which induces 
him to contribute from what little he has to 
anything which offers him protection from 
bis rapacious employer and the individual' 
competition of his fellow workman. If the 
laborer could obtain, without combining, 
what is considered a fair remuneration for 
his labor and reasonable hours of work, he 
would have no necessity to support a union 
which would then be of no benefit to him ; 
but such is not the case, em­
ployers, as a rule, employ the man who 
will work for the lowest wages, and unless 
the laborer has some way of pr< tecting him­
self he will have to work for just what will 
keep soul and body together.

Individual workmen cannot hold out for 
good wages, as very few of them are in a 
position to live for any length of time with­
out the proceeds of their labor, and loss of 
work means suffering and distress, and al­
though a man, himself, might endure a great 
deal rather than become a slave to unscru- 
puloua employers, he has neither the right 
nor the with to inflict pain upon his wife 
and children, and none know this better 
than the capitalists who scruple not to take 
advantage of the position in which the acci 
dent of birth has placed them with refer­
ence to their less fortunate fellow-man, for 
although some of them may have themselves 
accumulated their capital, t’was the acci­
dent of birth which gave them the ability 
to so successfully direct their energies.

This is the case, as it appears from the 
workman’s side, and although some have 
abused the power which the unions have 
given them, that does not prove that the 
principle of unionism is bad. I admit they 
are an evil, but as long as capital continues 
to take advantage of the necessities and pov­
erty of labor, I do not see how the laborer 
is to maintain himself in decency or comfort 
unless he combines with his fellow workmen 
for mutual protection. You have referred 
again aud again to union members as being 
slaves to the will of that body, but we, who 
have felt the consequences of disunion, know 
that it is a mutual agreement for mutual 
benefit.

PERFECTLY CONSISTENT.

The Times seems ready to go into 
hysterics because we expressed ourselves 
favorable to a measure of reciprocity with 

Hhe United States considerably wider in its 
scope than was the treaty of 1854. This 
position is perfectly consistent with the atti­
tude we assumed during the late election 
campaign and with what we said previous 
to that campaign with respect to the ques­
tion of reciprocity with the United States. 
We have all along said that we had no sym­
pathy with those who decried, or affected to 
decry, reciprocity with the States, that we 

in favor of a reasonable measure of 
reciprocity, and that we regarded 
«loser trade relations . than now ex­
ist between the United States and 
Canada of very great advantage* to both 
countries. We were opposed to selling thé 
independence of our country to the States for 
free trade with our neighbor, and we were 
also opposed to any scheme of reciprocal 
trade with the Americans which would be 
unjust to the Mother Country. What we 
said on this subject before^ the election and 
during the election contest is not in the 
slightest degree inconsistent with what we 
say now. The man who is willing to deal 
with his neighbor in ' a friendly way, and 
who is ready to do him a good turn as often 
as the opportunity offers, is not inconsistent 
when he indignantly refuses to sell him­
self to him, body and soul, for 
any earthly advantage. This is the 
difference between the Times and ourselves. 
We are perfectly willing that Canada 
should do all that an independent and self- 
respecting country which has. a proper . re­
gard for the rights of its inhabitants should 
do to establish clese trade relations with the 
United States, but the Times urges, with all 
the force it possesses, that the Dominion 
for the sake of gaining unrestricted recip­
rocity should throw itself into the arms of 
the United States and thankfully 
snbmit to any conditions its gov­
ernment may dictate, giving no 
consideration to the interests of the 
^Canadian industries that may be injuriously 
affected by the change, and seeing no im- 
propriety and no ingratitude in giving a 
foreign, and not too friendly, nation pre­
ference over the Mother Country, under 
whose protection we have lived and pros 
pered. We do not think that in insisting on 
fair treatment, both for our fellow colonists 
at home and for our fellow subjects in Great 
Britain, we are stultifying ourselves.

Ex-Minister Phelps, in claiming for Uncle 

Sam the seals that swim in Behring’s Sea, 
wherever they-, may roam, will find that his 
theory is opposed to the principles of law as 
laid down by no less an authority than 
Blackstone. He, with respect to animals 
ferai naturœ, lays down this doctrine :

“In all these creatures, reclaimed from 
tl*e wildness of their nature the property ie 
not absolute but defeasible ; a property 
that may be destroyed if they resume their 
ancient wildness and are found at large. 
For if the pheasants escape 
or the fishes from the trunk, 
wandering at large, in their proper element, 
they become ferœ naturœ again, and are free 
and open to the first occupant that hath 
ability to seize them.”

The seals which Mr. Phelps centendà are 
the property of ethe United States were 
never reclaimed from the wildness of their 
nature. They have never been domesti­
cated or even enclosed in a preserve. They 
have always been as wild as they are now, 
and at liberty to wander in sea or ocean at 
their own sweet will

As soon, therefore, as they get outside 
the territory of the United States, they are, 
according to the highest legal authority, as 
much the property of John Bull as they are 
of Uncle Sam. All sensible Americans admit 
this, for it is common sense as well as sound 
law, and how such a man as Mr. Phelps 
could get the notion into his head that 
the fur seals are more the property of the 
United States than the salmon x^hich are 
hatched in the rivers of Alaska, is to us in­
comprehensible.

Our correspondent says that we have 
commented very atronglÿ on the action of 
the striking miners at Wellington, and on 
the conduct of the Union, which has aided 
and encouraged them. He is mistaken, 
however, in supposing that we are opposed 
to unions and unionism. We censured the 
conduct of the strikers, not because they 
are members of a labor combination, but 
because we believed that their proceedings 
were unfair and ûnbusinesslike. Their dis 
puté with the Messrs. Dunsmuir was a 
purely business dispute. They made their 
propesition, as they had a perfect right to 
do. The mine-owners did not agree to it. 
It was competent for them either to accept 
or refuse the terms proposed by the men. 
They refused. The men then struck. 
There was nothing wrong in this. Every 
man, no matter what his position is, should 
be at liberty to werk or refrain from work­
ing, as he sees fit. So far, the transaction 
on both sides was fair and business­
like. After the strike was declared the 
strikers and the Nanaimo union did 
what they could to prevent the Messrs. 
Dunsmuir going on with their work. Here 
is where the unfairness begins, and where 
the proceedings and practices of the nnion 
were unbusiness-like and, in our opinion, 
wrong.

In ordinary transactions, where business 
men cannet agree, they are as good friends 
when they part as when they met Each 
party, as a matter of course, considers the 
other perfectly free to accept or reject any 
offer that may be made. If they agree, 
welL If they cannot agree, no harm is 
done. A business man who abused another 
business men because he would not accept 
his offer would be looked upon as a fool or a 
crank, and if he wént about the country 
trying to bring him into discredit, and en­
deavoring in other ways to injure his busi­
ness, he would be condemned by the whole 
community. If he went further, and vili­
fied, and ridiculed and annoyed other men 

,who dealt with the man who would not 
agree to his terms, he would be looked 
upon as a mischief-maker and universally 
denounced as a nuisance. It is, in fact, 
hard to imagine any sane man acting in 
such a way. x

Yet what would be looked upon as intol-. 
erable among men in their ordinary deal­
ings with each other, seems to be considered 
perfectly legitimate by sbme of the unions.

ITHE RIGHTS OF CHINESE.

A very important and interesting decision 
was given by the Judicial Committee of the 
Privy Council, a few weeks ago. TÎie case 
was that of Muegrave va Chun Teong Toy.
Musgrave is the Collector of Customs for the 
Port of Melbourne, and Tepng Toy was a 
Chinaman who, with 267 others, had been 
brought to that port in the ship Afghan on 
April 27th, 1888. The Afghan had on 
board 254 Chinese immigrants n^pre than 
were allowed by the law as it .then stood.
No ship was permitted to take to the 
Colony of Victoria more than one Chinaman 
to every hundred tons registered burden.
According to law the Afghan was entitled 
to carry only fourteen Chinese immigrants.
She brought over 268. Among them was 
Ah Toy. This Chinaman, or some one for 
him, offered the Collector the £10 duty 
levied on each Chinaman landed in Victo­
rian territory. The Colledtor refused to 
take the money, wheréupon Ah Toy 
brought an action for damages against the 
C Elector. Ah Toy gained his suit, and was 
awarded £150 damages. This was a for­
tune in his estimation, and, like a prudent 
man, he lost no time in getting back to 
China where he might enjoy it in peace.
But Collector Musgrave was not satis­
fied with the decision aud carried the case 
from court to court until at last it reached 
the Judicial Committee of the Privy. Coun­

m The Inscribed Stock Bill introduced into 
the Legislative Assembly, yesterday, by 
Hon. J. H. Turner, provides that whenever 
power is given to the Lieutenant-Governor 
in Council to borrow or raise any sum or 
sums cf money, it shail bo lawful to borrow 
or raise t he whole or any portion of such 
sum or sums, either in the mode prescribed 
by the Act authorizing tt,e loan, or in the 
form of Inscribed or Registered Stock to be 
styled “ British Columbia Stock,” issued in 
such amounts, at euch rate, and redeemable 
at par on such terms and conditions as the 
Lieutenant-Governor in Council shall deter­
mine. The Lieutenant-Governor in Council 
may,' from time to time, declare all or any 
of the debentures or securities convertible 
into stock. He may authorize the issue of 
such stock in exchange for such débentures, 
and may authorize the creation and issue of 
any stock for the purpose of redeeming any 
outstanding debentures, and of paying 
penses in connection with such redemption, 
or in carrying out the provisions of this Act. 
Any such conversion o! public securities into 
stock may be effected, either by arrangement 
with the holders of such securities, or by pur- 
cna^je thereof out of moneys raised by the 
sale of new stock, or partly in one way and 
partly in the other. The principal, money 
due and payable in respect of any stock, to­
gether with all interest payable thereon, 
shall be paid by the Minister of Finance 
out of the consolidated revenue. The Lieu­
tenant-Governor in council may from time 
to time enter into such agreement with the 
Bank ef England, or any other bank in 
London or elsewhere, as to him seems fit, to 
provide for the inscription of stock, and for 
its issue for effecting the conversion of de­
bentures into stock, and regulating trans­
fers for paying interest, for issuing stock 
certificates, for receiving all moneys raised 
under this Act, and for paying such money 
into the public account; for issuing scrip for 
dtposits on loans raised by the sale of stock, 
tor paying off capital of stock or loans, for 
conducting all business connected with 
stock or loans, -and for the protection or re­
muneration of any such bank, under aud in 
respect of any such agreement, Provided 
that do such agreement shall be made for a 
longer term than seven years, unless it shall 
con rain provisions enabling the Lieutenant- 
Governor in Council or such bank to deter­
mine the same, at any time after the expira 
tion of seven years, by giving two years’ 
notice to the other contracting party to de­
termine the agreement.

To thf Editor 
issueI I notice in Saturday’s 

your city reporter, under the heading 
“Doctor’s Disagree,” states that I have 
changed my mind in reference to one of the 
sufferers. It is evident that your indefati­
gable reporter is making an attempt at mind 
reading as well as that of diagnostician.

I have yet to know that I have changed, 
my mind in the question referred to ; but I 
am inclined to think your reporter has 
changed bis ntind since he wrote the article 

What referred to, for, in yesterday's issue, by a 
short local article, he has found out that the 
Chinaman without legs, who has been des­
cribed to all the world through the press of 
Victoria,only a. few weeks ago, has been dead 
some months. This is the very man who 
hits been described as a leper of the worst 
kind, in language which only an enterpris­
ing reporter can use who generally possesses 
the most ingenious imagination.

It would seem by the article in Sunday’s 
issue, in reference to the legless Chinaman,

consolidating tbe public debt, and other 
purposes, makes it lawful for the Lieuten­
ant-Governor in Council to issue and sell in­
scribed or registered stock, to be called 
“ British Columbia Stock,” for a sum not 

nc in the whole seven hundred 
d pounds'in such amounts as he may 

deem expedient, bearing interest at a rate 
not exceeding three pounds ten shillings per 
centum per annum, to be paid half-yearly. 
The principal to be paid at a date not less 
than twenty-five nor more than fifty years 
after the time of sale. Both principal and 
Interest shall be payable in London, The 
moneys raised under this act shall be ap­
plied in redeeming the debentures issued 
under the “ British Columbia Loan Act, 
1877,” and the “ British Columbia Loan 
Act, 1887,” and towards the public purposes 
of the province, but no greater sum than 
two hundred and fifty thousand pounds shall 
be applied otherwise than in redemption of 
the said debentures. All moneys to be rais­
ed under this act shall be accounted for in 
the same manner as if they formed part of 
the current revenue of the province. The 
Minister of Finance is required to every 
half-year set apart out of the consolidated 
revenues of the province such sum as shall 
suffice to pay tbe interest upon all stock 
which shall then bear interest, and shall 
apply such sum in payment of such interest 
aforesaid, also to appropriate yearly such 
sums of money ont of the general revenue 
of the province as may be named in order 
in council, for the creation and maintenance 
of a sinking fund for the final payment of 
such stock.

They Are Deficient in Knowledge or 

Every-Day Affairs.
One very serious deficiency in the ed 

ncation of the average girl is her ignor 
anee of the ordinary affairs of life 
Nearly every man, whatever his pro­
fession, has a general knowledge of 
these things; he knows how the new 
building goes up, understands the prin­
ciple of the steam engine, can tell why 
crops are rotated or explain -the con­
struction of a suspension bridge. As a 
result, he finds everywhere sugges­
tions for thought, and his 
pathies trained in many directions. This 
is because, when he was an intelligent 
boy, his attention was continually 
called to these things—a course of ac­
tion which would never have been 
thought of had he been merely an in­
telligent girL There is a feeling that all 
this kind of information is superfluous, if 
not positively out of place, in the train­
ing of young girls; so they grow up 
with their fields of observation and 
reading narrowed to a minimum, says a 
writer in Kate Field’s Washington. On 
account of these lesser ignorances they 
find themselves surrounded by a world 
full of mysteries, of which the least un­
intelligible are clothes and servants. 
Is it any wonder that they fall back 
persistently upon the few concrete in­
terests which seem to be within reach 
of their understanding?

There was a little flurry of discussion 
not long ago about “Why women read 
novels.” Well, they read them for the 
same reason that men do, because 
novels are the best expression of the 
quality of modern life; and they 
read more of them than most .men can, 
because they have more leisure. For 
exactly the same cause women read 
more poetry and more metaphysics than 
their husbands and brothers. .The 
reason they do not read so many news­
papers and serious periodicals is that 
they find them full of stumbling Blocks, 
on account of the narrow limits of their 
education in practical affairs. How 
many women understand any thing 
about a new election law, or an im­
proved system of drainage, or the con­
dition of Irish politics, or the latest ap­
plication of electricity? This ignorance 
is not the more excusable because it is 
shared by a great many men. It should 
be a part of every education, whether 
of girl or hoy, to make a not too inter­
esting world as amusing and suggestive 
as possible.__________________

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In hia department of “Social Prob­
lems” in the Cosmopolitan Edward 
Everett Hale tells of a Boston club to 
which he belongs, the substantial busi­
ness of which is expressed in this article 
of its constitution: “This club exists to 
find out how other people live.” After 
describing the original plan, which was 
abandoned as impracticable for the end 
hi view, Mr. Hale tells how the club 
was finally brought into being.

“What we did,” he says, “was to 
bring together sixty young men, pretty 
much by accident, and then take our 
chances of adding other people who 
were interested in the life of Boston 
and its social system—always glad if 
in making a good choice, as far as other 
qualities went, we got in a new occupa­
tion. *

“But for the purpose of finding ont 
how other people live we actually 
went to see. That is, the first commit­
tee the club appointed, and it was a 
large one, was on emigrant ships. We 
sent a lot of young fellows down to 
quarantine to come up in an emigrant 
ship and see how that thing was done. 
In just the same lines, from that day to 
this, we have let men volunteer to form 
committees for the sake of seeing that 
we did not know any thing about.

“For instance, we had a committee 
on the Mormon worship in Boston. We 
had a committee on the Italian section, 
one on the Chinese section, one on the 
city’s orphan asylum, one on all the 
hospitals, one on our Norwegian popu­
lation. And we never had a more in­
teresting meeting £han when an intelli­
gent Norwegian gentleman came round 
and told us the peculiarities of the 
Scandinavian races among us, being 
kind enough, as I remember, among 
other things, to bring us some of the 
biscuit and sardines which I think none 
of us had ever seen before.

“Now, you can not go as far as this in 
indulging your curiosity without going

UNDESIRABLE IMMIGRANTS.

Our neighbors in the United States are 
getting tired of unrestricted immigration 
People are permitted to enter their country 
who do not know how to use the freedom 
they enjoy there. They bring with them 
their old world ideas, and continue theii 
old world practices. These ideas and prac­
tices are altogether unsuited to the con­
ditions under which men in America live 
and prosper. Under the repressive ' gov 
emments of Europe,where the detective and 
the policeman, and the soldier are every­
where, and are always at hand to unearth 
conspiracies and to quell disturbances, the 
anarchist, the socialist, and the irrecon­
cilable, who is ever at war with so­
ciety, do but little harm. Being 
perpetually watched and kept under they 

•have very little chance, in ordinary times, 
to do much mischief. But there is no such 
repressive machinery in America, and, 
when these men find that they are not 
curbed and ground down, they are apt to 
misuse their freedom and to set ^ at naught 
such feeble restraints as -exist. They be­
come troublesome and commit outrages and 
disgust tbe more civilized and more law- 
abiding native citizens. Besides, their stan­
dard of comfort is vei y much lower thaï 
that of Americans. They can live cheaply 
and work for low wages. They are, there­
fore, besideâ being unpleasant neighbors, 
formidable competitors in the labqr 
market. It is no wonder, then, that 
the Americans are becoming disgusted 
with a very considerable proportion of the 
immigrants who are pouring into their 
country and shouldering them out of many 
industries.

The country, too, is getting pretty well 
filled up, and there does not seem as much 
room in it for workers from all lands a- 
there was not many years ago. The 
Americans say that the scum of Europcai 
communities are being dumped on theii 
cduntry, and they see that they will not bt 
readily absorbed by the population or be­
come assimilated with the native Ameri­
cans. The tendency of foreigners to form 
separate communities, retaining their owi 
languages and their national habits, is be­
coming greater and is, in some states, 
creating trouble. The consequence is our 
neighbors are growing less hospitab'e. 
The immigrant is not now received with 
open arms, but he is regarded 
with a cold and a jealous eye. He is ex­
amined, and his condition and circumstan­
ces enquired into withjm evident wish to 
send him back to his own country. There 
is talk, top, of enacting more stringent im 
migration laws than havé hitherto been on 
the statute book, and of not permitting any­
one to come into the country for the pur­
pose of making it his home who does not 
give promise of becoming a useful, intelli­
gent and law-abiding citizen. This feeling is 
natural, and it cannot be said that its ten­
dency is pernicious.

America does not want any more paupers 
or criminals or refractory citizens than its 
own proper population produces. To im­
port men of these classes from Europe or 
anywhere else is most unwise. Society on 
this continent has in it more than enough 
of the elements of evil without its permit­
ting them to be increased by additions from 
abroad. Both Americans and Canadians, 
therefore, would do well to be careful as to 
whom they admit into their respective 
countries. The days,of indiscriminate im­
migration have gone by.

THE PROTECTION OF CATTLE.

The bill for the protection of cattle enacts 
that every railway company in this pro­
vince operating under the €utThqi;y of the 
parliament of Canada, shall be responsible 
do the owner of any cattle injured or killed 
on there railway by their engines or trains, 
unless their be a fence on each side of the 
railway similar to some one of the fences 
mentioned in section 3 of the “ Fence Act,” 
or other fence of equal height and strength, 
and cattle guards at highway crossings suffi­
cient to prevent cattle and animals from 
Vtting upon the railway by reason of there 
>eing no such fences, Or in consequence of 

some defect therein. In construing this 
section the liability of the railway company 
shall exist although the cattle may have 
been running at large or may have got upon 
the railway from land where they 
trespassing or into which they riiay have 
atr&ved by reason of defect of fences or from 
any highway. It shall be no defence to the 
railway company to show that the land 
whence the cattle got dpon the railway was 
land owned by the crown in right of British 
Columbia or in right of the Dominion of 
Canada.

The. petition re­
quired in the case of private bills 
was waived by the House when it admitted 
and i ead the bill twice as a public biH, and 
considered it in committee of the whole. 
The resolution reported from committee of 
the whole to refer to a Select committee 
casts no doubt on the status of the bill, and 
it is only when the Select committee has re­
ported that doubt is felt. /Taking into con­
sideration all the circumstances,—the fact 
that the required notices were published ;

The old and 
well-proved remedy of raising the rate 
would not have met the urgency of the case, 
as tbe condition of financial affairs in several 
countries in Europe* as well as in the United 
States, made it certain that gold to the re­
quired ettent could not be attracted here 
except slowly, and then only by rates so 
high as to involve much suffering to our 
own trading and mercantile community. 
It was therefore decided to adopt excep­
tional measures, even at a considerable 
.sacrifice to the bank.

“In the course of a couple of days we 
secured by a gate of exchequer bonds to the 
State Bank of Russia t e kuib of £1,500, 
000 in gold, and obtained from Paris, as a 
loan, by the prompt and liberal action of 
the Bank of France, a further sum of £3 
000,000 as an addition to our resources.
