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THH JAPANBSE EXPBRIMENT.

Constitutional government is still on trial
in Japan. It ie not yet quite five years
since the Japanese began the experiment of
working representative institutions, Before
1890 dheir government was ** despotism tem-
pered by assassination.” The change from
deepotic rale to government by the people,
for the people is very great and it is most in-
teresting to observe how a people accustomed
from time immemorial to the rule of an abso-
lute monarch manage to govern themselves
in what we of the West consider the consti-
tational way. The Japanese constitution
came into operation in November 1890, Since
then they have had three dissolutions
and four parliaments. The reader may in-
fer from this that during the last four years
the Japanese have had politically a pretty
lively time. It seems that they have taken
to popular self-government as ducks take to
water. The whole machinery of constitu-
tional government from a cabinet to a pub-
lic meeting is in full blast in Japan, and
those who take part in politics, from the
cabinet minister to the free and independent
elector, appear to be well versed in political
methods and devices. The Japanese have
developed a talent for opposition. The pol-
iticlan in Japan, whether he is a member of
parliament or a mere elector, appears to be
in his element when he is ““agin
the Government.” In the Diet
the Opposition is strong, stubborn and full
of fight, and in public meetings in which
the affairs of state are supposed to be dis-
cussed the aid of policemen is often required
to keep the liveliness of the andience within
bounds.

The Constitution of Japan has some pecu-
lisrities. The Cabinet, to begin with, is
independent of Parliament, or, as it is called,
the Diet. The ministers are responsible to
the sovereign alone. The ministry, there-
fore, has not the fear of votes of wanv of
confidence before its eyes. It can carry out
its policy although a howling majority of the
House may be in opposition to its measures.
The fact that there are articles in the
Constitution which make the Govern
ment in many matters to a oconsiderable
extent independent of the representatives of
the people complicates matters considerably
and causes parliamentary government in
Japan to be both difficult and stormy. Just
imagine what a fine time the Government of
this Dominion would have if, when Parlia-
liament for some reason or other, or for mo
reason ab all, refused to vote the supplies
the Government could *‘ carry out the Bud-
get of the preceding year.” How the Op-
position would rave and gnash their teeth
when, after they had flattered themselves
they had driven the Government into &

corner, If the Governor-General some fine
' morning, before the supplies were voted,
obuld com¢ down ' and “quietly pro-
rogue  Parliament  without  putting
the Government to the slightest
inconvenience, for the Budget of the pre-
ceding year would enable them to raise a
revenue and to go on as if nothing had hap-
pened. The Opposition in Japan have boen
placed in this tantalizing position more than
ongce,

There is another article in the Constita-
tion of Japan which also goes far to make
‘the Government independent of the Diet.
b is as follows :

Those already fixed expenditures based by
the Constitution upon the powers appertain-
ing to the Emperor, and such expenditures
as may have arisen by the effect of law,
or that appertain to the legal obligations of
‘the Government, shall be neither rejected nor
reduced by the Imperial Diet without the
ooncurrence of the Government.

This provision of the Constitution takes
oub of the power of the representative of the
people abt one fell awoop at least three-
fourths of the revenue—that is, out of a
revenue of *$80,000,000 the Constitution
takes $60,000,000 as fixed expenditure.
These two provisions of the Constitution
make it easy to understand how it is that
deadlocks have been so ftequent in the
Japanese Diet, and that there have been
three dissolutions in four years.

The Diet is composed of two chambers, an
Upper House and a Lower House. The
Upper House is composed of nobles-
There are in it :ben princes of the
blood, ten dukes and twenty-ome mar-
quises who hold hereditary places. There
are 146 nobles in the Upper House. ** In ad-
dition to these, the fifteen highest taxpay-
ers of the forty-five prefsctures of the Em-
pire elect one of their number to represent
them in the Peers for seven years. As it is
a rule that the Emperor may nominate life
members equal in number to the nobles,
minus the forty-five taxpayers’ representa-
tives, it follows that there will be 101 Im.
perial nominees to .make up the whole tale
of the membership to 292.”

The Lower House is composed of 300
members, elected by a half a million voters.
There is no such thing as univer-
sal suffrage in Japan. Each aleo
tor must pay Qirect annual taxes
to the amount of 15 yen, and he must be
able to write his own name on the ballat pa-
per and the name of the candidate for whom
he votes. The members are paid an indem-
aity of 800 yen a year.

Io was expeated that the Lower House
would contain by far the greater part of the
business talent of vhe Diet. But this has
been proved to be a mistake, The Upper
House is much the sdperior in ability, and
it is more workable than the Lower
House. A considerable proportion of the
Lower House consists of ** briefless barris-
ters, Government clerks drawing 20 yen per

month, and a whole orbp of needy adventur-

ers.” The proceedings of the House are de-
scribed as not bsing at all dignified. The
amenities of debate are disregarded and
bickerings and wranglings are . only too fre-
quent. :
Immediately previous to the declaration

e e T T

of war with China matters had come to a
pretty bad pass in the Japanese Parliament.'
Donnybrook Fair scenes were. frequent and
the House was found by the Government to
be quite unmanageable. But no sooner was
war declared than the representatives of the
people stood shoulder to shoulder and man-
fally supported the Government, cheerfully
voting it all the money it required to carry
on the war. Count I[to, the , Prime
Minister, was then the . most popa-
lar man in Japan, Bat since
the country was foroed to give up the most
valuable fruits of its viotories the people are
exasperated. Count Ito is obliged to bear
all the blame of what they consider a dis-
graceful treaty—it is sald undeservedly. It
is expected that when the Diet meets again
there will be wigs on the green. * The
Opposition parties,” says A Resident in the
Contemporary Review, **are again aotive
trying to foment an anti-Government agi-
tation, in which attempts they are met with
the severest repression. Their journals
have been suspended, not on scores but on
handreds of ocoasions ; while their orators
ab attempted political meetings have been
ruthlessly gagged and their prominent mem-
bers dogged and followed into the privacy
of their own homes by the police.”

CORNERED.

Mr. Laurier was, when speaking ot a
place in Ontario called Merrickville,
so desirous to make ocapital for
himself and his party as to slander
a dead statesman whose character
was without a stain, and who in ability was
far and away his superior. He said in effect
that there were convicts in the jails of Mon-
treal and Toronto who have just as good
reason to regain their freed om as had Messrs.
MocGreevy and Connolly. The minister who
ordered the release of these men was Sir
John Thompson. Anyone who knows what
kind of man the late Minister of Justice was
need not be told that he would
not on any oconsideration, either politi-
oal or meroenary, interfere with the
course of jastica. Yet Mr. Laurier a
great deal more than insinuated that the
Minister of Jugtice was actuated by an un-.
worthy motive when he oconsented to the
liberation of MoGreevy and Connolly. If
thie is not a slander, and a slander too of the
honored dead, it is hard to say what consti-
tates a slander.

But Mr. Laurier did what some pecple
consider worse that a crime when he slan-
dered Sir John Thompson in this way—he
committed a blunder. For the present Mih-
ister of Justioe as soon as he read the’ pes-
sage of the speech in which the calumny
occurs immediately telegraphed to the
Leader of the Oppositien the following in«
quiry : :

Orrawa, Oot. 16,
To Hon. Wilfrid Laurier, Delta, Ont. :

You are reported in the Mail and Empire
of the 15bh insb. to have stated ab Merrick-
villeas follows : ** There were convicte in
the jails of Montreal and Toronto, he eaid,
speaking of the liberation of Messrs. Mo-
Greevy and Connolly, who had just as good
& reason to regain their freedom. The gov-
ernment would not interfere in the interests
of the former, however, beoause they had
not sinned on behalf of the Conservative ad-
ministration.” I need not remind you as a
counsel of long standing, and a privy coun-
cilor as well, that this statement directly
oconcerns the offise of minister of justice. I
beg of you, therefore, in justice to my de-

'partment, to favor me promptly with the

names of the prisoners to whom you refer.
Nob a single case of the ‘kind has been re-
ported to me, or brought under my notice.
CuarLEs Hrerr? TUPPER.

Mr. Laurier when he made the assertion
reflecting on the memory of the late Minis-
ter of Justice no doubt mever expected to be
brought to book in this way, He of course
did not know of such convicts and could not
give a direct and an honest answer to Sir C.
H. Tupper’s demand for names. But he is
not the man to admit that he spoke at ran-
dom and knew nothing about the condition
of the convicts in the jails of Montreal and
Toronto. He had not the manliness to
make an open honest confession. He, as is
natural to bim, made an indefinite and an
evasive reply. He telegraphed :

1f no case has been reported to you, I ad-
vise you, as a philanthropist, to inguire into
the matter, and you will find that the health
of all prisoners is affected by confinement,
and that they are all entitled to the same
tender mercies extended by the government
%0 Mesars. MoGreevy and Connolly.

WILFRID LAURIER.

Everyone who reads Mr. Laurler’s ac-
cusation knows well that he did not mean
that all persons who are sentenced to im-
prisonment suffer in health, and that they
deserve as well to be liberated as did Messrs,
McGreevy and Connolly. The idea he
tried to convey was a very different one.
But if Sir C. H. Tupper expeoted to get a
direct and a truthful answer from Mr.
Laurier he must have been disappointed.
It is not likely, however, that he had any
such expecitation.

A REPTILE PRESS.

We are now challenged to make our
words good, or confess before the world that
we are a nation of cowards and prevarica-
tors, whose professions of policy are empty
sound, and whose rightful interests on the
South Americin continent are at the mercy
of British arrogancs and rapacity.

It ia no wonder that the New York Post
stigmatizes papers of this class as blather-
skites. What cause have the people of the
United States to exercige ** patience  with
respect to the boundary dispute between a
South American Republic and Great Britain ?
What business is it of theirs? Whav can
be more foolish or more unprincipled than to
spesk of British *“ aggression ” and Britich
“‘rapacity ” without having taken the
trouble to find out whether or not Great
Britain is rapsciouns or has encroached upon
the rights of Venezuela. If this abuse is
indulged in and this tone adopted to sell
papers or to get votes for the Republican
party, no language can be sufficiently strong
to denounce such meanness and want of
principle.

DURRANT'S TRIAL.

SaN Fraxcisco, Oct. 23.—Attorney Den-
prey was not well enough to appear in court
this morning. It is expected that he will
bs able to resume work in two or three
days.

De:. Gilbert F. Graham was recalled for
further examination but was soon with-

drawn, and Miss Carrie Cunningham, news-
paper reporter, was ocalled. She testified
that on August 18 Durrant told her that
while he was repairing the sun burners he
looked through a crack in the wall and saw
Blanche Lamont on the second landing of
the belfry. An effort was then made to
obtain light on the atatement said to have
been written by Durrant to his attorneys
¢ To be opened if I should be convicted,
and to be returned if I am acquitted.”

District Attorney Barnes intimated a
week ago that Durrant had shown Miss Cun-
ningham an envelope bearing such an in-
scription, but the court ruled the guestion
was improper, and the matter was dropped.
Miss Cunningham was then temporarily ex-
oused and Dr. Mayes was called to rebat the
testimony of the preceding witnesses on the
subject of hallucinations ofs women and the
effects of gas.

In order to discredib the testimony of W,
J. Phillips, who said he saw Darrant enter
the pawnbroker’s shop on April 12, he was
recalled and asked about the character of a
hotel that he formerly conducted at Vie-
toris, B.C., but the questions failed toshow
that he was ever engaged in any busineas
that was not respectable.

From the prerent outlook the case will go
to the jury not later than the close of next
week, after having been on trial simee
July 22,

Io is expected that Assistant District
Attorney Peixoto will open for the prosecu-
tion, and will be followed by Attorney
Dickinson or Judge Thompson for the de-
fence. Distriot Attorney Barnes will rimke
the closing argument for the prosecution.

KIRKLAND’S RECALL.

WASHINGTON, Oot. 23,—Rear Admiral
Kirkland’s recall arose from his congratulas-

tion, which Seoretary Herbert thought im-
proper and unnecessary ; from making un-
complimentary remarks about Amerfcan
missionaries in Syria and Armenia ; from an
alleged insult to a naval chaplain at the Kiel
festivities, and charges of gemeral indiscre-
tion in commenting on persons and affairs.
Admiral Kirkland has sailed from Gibraltar
for Algiers in his flagship, the San Francisco.
The announcement that Admiral Kirkland
bad been detached created a semsation in
naval circles. It is expected that he will
apply to be placed on the retired list.

For some time it has been rumored that
Secretary Herbert was not pleased with
the conduot of theadmiral,. - Secretary Her-
bert construed Admiral Kirkland’s letter of
congratulation to President Faure, of France,
as entirely wrong, holding that the official
position of the admiral representing the
dignity of the United States navy in Baro-
pean waters, precluded him from making
apy comment whatever with reference to
Frenott politios, and sent s letter of repri.
mand. The admiral appealed to the Presi-
dent to overrule Secrevary Herbert’s strio-
tures on his conduct, -elaiming that he: had
known President Faure personally, and he
had not yet congratulated him in a caphoity
other than an individual, not‘as an ofRcer -of
the United States navy.

Armeniang Require Further Relief—
The Porte’s Vengeance en the
Young Turkish Party.

Suicide of the Marquis of Waterford—

Lo¥DoN, Oot. 23,—The Times correspon-
dent at Paris announces that Gustav Droz,
the painter and author, is dead.

The G.zette de Lausanne says that al-
though it is not true that the Pope s dying
it learns that hie strength has rapidly de-
clined during the last few months. His en-
tourage is of the opinion that he will not
survive the winter, and ivis added that all
his vitality seems to be centered in his brain.

The Marquis of Waverford has committed
suicide with a revolver at Curraghmore. He

has been in failing health owing to an acci-
dent to bis spine while hunting some years
ago. Lord Wm. Beresford left London
to night for Waterford. Lord Marcus Ber-
esford says that his brother has suffered
greatly from despondency. It is feared that
his wife’s health will be seriously affeoted as
it ie delicste. Lord Waterford underwent
a surgical operation in 1894 which afforded
bim great relief, but a second aceident last
June caused a recurrence of his trouble and
subjected him to great pain.

The Chronicle’s Constantinople corres-
pondent says: ‘“A hundred Turks were
arrested on Saturday and thirty-eight Shof-
tas and five students of the military college
on Monday.

It is expec.ed
that a British Columbia judge will be re-
commended to the home government as the
British representative.

Mr. Grant, representing the British cor-
dive company, is here urging the govern-
ment to adopt smokeless powder for the
Canadian service.

The importance of the present discussion
in regard to the Canadian copyright act will
berealized by the fact that the governments
of the United States, France and Belgium,
have asked their representatives in this
country to report upon the probable effwor
of the act on the copyright privileges of ths
authors of those countries.

BRITAIN AND VENEZUELA,

The South American Republic Not to
Be Allowed to Overstep Her
Boundaries,

Britain’s ‘Anewer Considered by U. S,
" Officials as a Refusal of
Arbitration,

LoxpoN, Oct, 22,—In view of the reports
in ocirculation regarding the attitude eof
Great Britain toward Venczuela, the follow-
ing announcement has been made: ¢ In
oconsequence of Venezuela not offering an
apology or reparation for the Uruana inci-
dent, the Marquis of Salisbury has taken
steps to inform her as to what reparation
Great Britain requires, but as the relations
between the two countries were broken off

some years ago, the communication was not
senb through the direct diplomatic channel.
The document is couched in forcible terme,
and pointe out that Great Britain will not
permit Venezuela to overstep the boundaries
marked by the courses of the rivers Guiana
and Amacura, but is willing that the ques-
tion of the other disputed territory be sub-
mitted to arbitration.”

The Westminster Gazette says: * Great
Britain and the United States are not going
to be set by the ears by a pack ¢f Venezune-
lans. President Cleveland knows we have
no intention of land grabbing in South Am-
erica, and Monroeism has no better friend
than the old country. In due time Secre-
tary Olney will no doubt tell the Venezne-
lans they cannot expect the United States
to espouse their quarrei when they deliber-
ately presume on their limited resources to
attempt to bluff the great power,”

The St. James Gazstte says: ‘‘ The very
able New York Post fairly applies the term
‘blavherskite’ to the Tribune and similar
publications and politicians whose mouth-
ings on Venezuelan affairs are an example of
their habitual use of foaming talk, The
United States government, however, is no
blatherskite, and does not listen to the opin-
ions of advisers of that order. If Venezuela
has that impression, she will do well to re-
member the outcome between England and
Nioaragua. Unless President Cleveland is
prepared to overthrow the traditions of his
foreign policy, and begin a course of court-
ing complications, we may be sure Veae-
zuela will not receive more backing than
Nicaragua.”

The St. James Gazette adds: ¢ There is
no reason why Veneznela should derive
more backing than Nicaragua. Our fron-
tier in Guiana waes laid down long ago,
and ih would be absurd to ask that it
should be questioned because the cupidity
of the Veneznelsns hes been excited by
the wealth of gold on our side. The ac-
tion of the United States ‘government in
presenting a request for arbitration is
friendly to Venezuela and not unfriendly
bo us ; bub an atbempt to enforoe it wounld be
an aot of the most unprovoked hostility. It
would be sheer folly and ignorance to dra,
the Monroe doctrine into the dispute.
some Americans imagine that Monroeism
implies the gemeral claim of the United
States to dictate as to the relations of Euro-
pean powers with the Spanish-American re-
publics, that is no business of ours.” .

WasHINGTON, Oot. 22.—Officials of the

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DIOCESE OF COLUMBIA.

The Bishop’s Address to the Cleriecal
and Lay Members of the
Synod.

Review of the Eeclesiastical Year—
Matters Demanding Attention—Re-
ligious Instruction in Schools.

The following is the text of the address
of Right. Rev. Bishop Perrin in opening the
Synod of the Diocese of Columbia recently
beld at Nanaimo :

My Reverend Brethren and Brethren of the
Laity : }

I will not attempt to describs to you my
feelings on being oncs more allowed to ad-
dress you in synod assembled, bat will con-
tent myself with expressing my deep sense
of thankfulness to Almighty God for having
spared my life, and to you for your prayers
aod kindly sympathy during my illness, and
for the warm greetings which I have re-
ceived on my return. Very earnestly would
I beg of you to continue instant in prayer
for me, that I may have renewed streagth
of body, mind and epirit, with fresh z3al and
increasing wisdom for the work to which I
have been called as bishop of thie diocese.

I have lost no time in calling you together
because there are matters which demand
our most serious attention. It will be the
firet time thut the synod has met outside
the City of Victoria, and I wish to express
our thanks to the brethren of Nanaimo for
the provision which they have made for the
delegates. As to our future meetings my
owa opinion isthat as a rule the synod
should be held in the cathedral city and
only ab rare intervals elsewhere.

Let me first record the changes which
have taken place in the ministry. In my
last address I noted the resignation of the
Rev. 8. C. Scholefield, rector of Sb. Paul’s,
Eequimalt. Wibhin & very little while he
was called suddenly to his rest, and the
fullest sympathy was expressed for his
widow and family. May I also add one word
of sympathy for the Rev. G. W. Taylor in
the loss of his wife, who was ever zsalous
in all parochial work, and also to the widow
of the Rev. M. C. Browne, late rector of
Cedar Hill, who, since her husband’s death
eighteen months ago, has logt her eldest son
and two daughters.

The Rev. E F. Lipscomb,who threw him-
self heartily into mission work among the
Chinese, has left the diocese ; and to-day we
have to welcome the Rev. J. H. S. Sweet as
the newly indtituted rector of St. James’,
Viotoria.  After ten years’ work in that
parish the Archdeason, with my full sanc-
tion and approval, resigned the charge of
8t. Jumes’, having secured from the parish-
oneers a sufficient guarantee to supply a
stipend for a rector. For six months Canon
Paddon undertook the work, so that during
my absence the Archdeacon might be free to
act as commissary.

The services at Chemainus have been
efficlently taken by the Rev. E. G. Miller in
conjunction with the work in Cedar dis-
trior, and the fortnightly services av Met-
shosin have been undertaken by the Arch.
deacon, as no fuuds have been forthcoming
to supply a stipend. I have received a
petition fcom a iarge number of the parish-
oneers of Metchosin to reinstate the Rev.
W. G. Ellion, and I am waiting to hear
what promises can be made of financial sup-
porb.

A new church has been built at Unjon
Mines through the energy of the Rev. J. X
Willemar, towards which the Society for
the Promotion of Christjan. Knowledge has
made a grant of §150, the rest of the money
having been subscribed locally. I have also
much pleasure in announcing that the parish
of Ste Saviour’s, Victoria, is now self-sup-
porting.

In accordance with the resolution passed
at the last Synod statistics with
regard to the communicants, Sun.
day school teachers and acholare,
baptisms, confirmations, marriages and
‘burials will be laid before you. The num-
'ber of confirmation candidates is 119 as com-
pared with 126 last year. I hope that before
next Easter I may be allowed to administer
the rite in every church in the didoese.

With regard to the performance of the
‘marriage service I trust that thegreatest care
is taken not to marry those within the pro-
hibited degrees.

"A canon is to be proposed for your con-
sideration upon the question of marrying in
private houses and until some such canon is
passed I rely upon the clergy doing all in
their power to persuade people to
present . themselves in  church. 1Ia
casts where due notice has been given I
shall be ready to grant a speclal license, if
the olergy will apply to me, sebting forth
olearly the reasons in each particular case
why the service should be performed in
private.

I hope with as little delay as possible to
make a visitation of all the churches. It
would be a great convenience if, in addi-
tion to the preachers’ book and the electors’
list of those qualified to vote for lay dele-
gates, the ocanon were carefully observed
which orders thab a book is to be kept in
which the names of all families and individ-
uals who identify themselves with the
church by frequently attending the services
might be entered. In case of change of in-
cumbents it is clear that such.a book would
be of inestimable value. A list of the visite
actually paid would also be a great help in
the way of self-examination to every clergy-
mean, for it is evident that without careful
and regular visiting the work of the church
cannot ndvul:oe .l:- it lllllu:uld.

I purposely abstain from any comment
u npthe statistics, and turn with a feeling
0?:&600- to certain facts, which have to be
faced, and which we all must deplore :

1. The mission work to the Chinese in
Victoria has beén closed, owing to the with-
drawal of the grant of $500 which had been
made since 1891 from the Board of Missions
in Eastern Canada. The catechist, Tim
Lee, left for Canton, where he hopes to
devote himself to his Master’s service. The
body of lady teachers are still esger and
willing to return to their work, but we are
without funde and at present unable to re-
open the school.

2. No attempt has been made to under-
take missionary work amongst the Indians

“on the West Coast or in the Cowichan dis-
triet, while the work that was formerly
andertaken in Victoria and Nanaimo has
been abandoned. o

3. Nothing is being done to supply the
spiritual needs of the sailors and sealers in
the port of Victoria.

4. The Sunday services at the gaol have
been discontinued, and at the Jubilee 08-
pital we have to depend upon the volun
help of the clergy for the Sunday afternoon
services, owing to the withdrawal of the
grant of §250 by the mission board.

5. 8. Mark's church in Viototia remains
cloeed, and no steps have been taken to open

All this is a heavy burden of undone
work, and when 1 oall your atten-
tion to the present financial condition of the
diocese it becomes still more serious. The
treasurer (Mr. W. C. Ward) has at my re-
quest prepared a statement in which iv will
be shown that many of .our accounts are
overdrawn. The property of Angela Col
lege was mortgaged by my predecessor
for $5,500, and a further debs. of
$2,000 has been incurred for improve
meats, and there has been no rent
o meet the interest as it became due. Miss
Devereux, the present tenant, “has, I am
sure, the heartiest wishes of this synod for
the sucoess of the work upon which she has
just entered, but at present the rent charged
18 only $20 a month. The property in the
neighborbood of Nanaimo is still in the pos- | 1
sesgion of the synod, but upon that also
there is a mortgage and there are taxes to
be paid ; while the synod fund itself is in
arrears.

With regard to the mission fund we are
also still forced to overdraw our acocount in
order that the quarterly grants may be paid
to the several clergy.

While thus I wish to keep back nothing
from the members of the synod, it would be
useless merely to complain. Can we dis-
cover the causes and effect a change ?

There is no doubt that the temporary
financial depression is partly the reason, bat
it would not be right to lay the blame
wholly upon this. Conscious that I am
condemning myself, I am convinced thabd
a closer attention to diocesan organization is
essential. If the canons of the diocese with
regard vo parochial associations were en-
forced a better state of things would soon
follow. The effort that was mads in some
parishes last Lent resulted in an increase of
the amount collected for the mission fund s
but missionary meetings and more system-
atic visiting by the officials of the diocese are
evidently pesded. The hope of cbiaining
help from England is very small. The an.
thorities of the Society for the Propagation
of the Goapel were unable this year to make
any new grants whatever, and the sum
raised in connection with the Columbia mis
sion fund is reduced to a very small amount.
It becomes our duty, therefore, more than
ever bo press upon all members of the church
their responsibility in subscribing regularly
to support not only their own parish but the
general work of the church. © There is a hope
of shortly establishing in this diocese a
branch of the Society of the Treasury of
God, the principle of which is that all its
members should give directly in charity one-
tenth of their income. All financial diffi-
culties would immediately disappear if this,
which clearly ought to be the very lowest
rule that Christians should make, were car-
ried out. We are to be asked to take into
our consideration a scheme for a complete
change in the administration of the mission
fund, which has worked well in the diocese
of Quebec. If adopted, the payment of all
stipends in parishes which required help
from the mission fund would be made from
a central fund and formal guarantees would
be required for the payment of an assessment
by the parishioners, which would be sent to
the mission board and not to the ‘clergyman
of the parish,

Under the circumstances you will be pre-
pared to hear that no further steps have been
taken to appeal for funds for the new cathe-
dral. With our own accounts overdrawn,
and with complaints on all sides of mers-
gages and debte unpaid, we have sgain
to appeal to the patience of those who hava
already subscribed and to assure them tha
the scheme is not in the least abandoned bat
only postponed for a while.

1In the beginning of'the new year I hope
that a quarterly diocesan magazine will be
started, by means of which it will be possi.
ble to record the work which is being done
in the several parishes, and also to bring our
needs more clearly before the members of
the church. Hitherto the information has
only been in the hands of a very few, and
it will'not be until the many are really in-
terested in the work of the church that we
ocan hope to have our position really improv-
ed. In that the secret of the whole matter
is contained, and every effort must be made
by vs all to it out.

The long delay in the appointment of a
successor vo Bishop Sillitoe, of New West-
minster, has made it impossible to advance
the question of the formation of an Eccles-
iastical Province of British Columbia. I
trust that a resolution will be passed in this
8ynod congratulating Dr. Dart upon his ap-
pointment; to the see, and suggesting a joint
committee of the two dioceses to discuss the
matter with the Bishop of Caledonia. I
have had correspondence with the Arch-
bishop of Rupert’s Land and also a personal
interview, in which, speaking from a long ex-
perience, the Archbishop deprecated the
idea of any attempt to join ourselves to the
province of Rupert’s Land.

Before my illness I did not call together
the committee appointed at the last session
of the synod - to consider this question, and
also our position as a diocese with regard to
the general synod of the church of Csapada,
but I hope to do so without further delay.
Meanwhile, in England I had the
advantage of  several conversations
with the Archbishop of Canterbury
upon the mutter. There in no doubt that
the Archbishop of Canterbury is still the
metropolitan of this diocese, to whom I
took the oath of obedience on the day of my
consecration. In this respect no functions
have so far been given to the primate of
Canada. He is simply metropolitan in his
own province of Rupert’s Land.

The General Synod of Canada is sum.
moned to meet at. Winnipeg in September,
1896 Our own synod will be called together
as usual in June next, by which time - we
may hope to have some scheme formulated.
I saall then invite the clergy and laity to
select delegates who will be fully instructed
how to act. o

In addition to this the Pan-Anglican con-
ference of all bishops in our communion is to
be called together in London in July, 1897,
when the relation of the colonial churches to
the See of Canterbury is to be one of the
subjects to be discussed.

T'bere are two questions upon which the
minds of the faithful throughout the whole
church of God have been full of late—a re.
storation of unity amongst profeesing Chris-
tians, and the necessity of the religious
education of the young.

With regard to the former, we have still to
deplore the unhappy division in our own dio-
oese, which ought now to be healed, and not
to be handed as a terrible legacy to the geu-
eration to come ; and also etpeolynlly in small
places the.exisvence of three or even four
places of worship might surely be avoided,

The Truth in Regard to the Desath ot
Cape Mudge Sally Seems No
Nearer at Hand Than Before,

An Open Verdiet Returned at the In-
quest—Joseph Ladelle De-
tained in Custody.

After four days’ energetic work : he polics
find themselves still unable to dispel the
mystery regarding the death of Cape Mudge
Sally, whose naked body was found under a
hedge on the Songhees reservation lasy Fri-
day morning. The coroner’s inquest, too,
leaves the matter just where it was before,
for after hearing all the evidence that was
obtainable, the jury yesterday afternoon re-
turned an oper verdiot. Several new pointa
have developed in the case since Saturday,
however, and as a result Joseph Ladeile,
who has been the dead woman’s lover for
sume time past, is detained at police head.
quarters pending developments. He was,
according to Jackson Seaweed, a Cape
Mudge half caste, seen with Sally as late as
1V o’clock, and she was then waiting for him
to go with her and get something to eat.

This very important evidence was procur-
ed at Nanaimo by Constable Gilchrist, who
wenb there to intercept the Indians of Sally’s
tribe on their way home, and was quite suc-
cessful in so doing. None of the others
could give any'material information, but Sea-
weed returned with the constable, and in
the witness box yesterday declared positive-
ly that he saw and spoke to Sally at 11
o’clock Thursday night in front of the E &
N. railway station. She was then dressed
in the clothing found not far from the bedy,
bubt wore on her head a fancy kerchief such
as the ms jority of Indian women are partial
to. Where this kerchief has gone to cannot
be ascertained—it was not with the body or
in the little pile of clothing, and its discov-
ery would possibly ‘be a very strong
thread in the ‘chain of circumstan.
tial evidenece required to* furnish an
interpretation of the case. Seaweed spoke
vo Sally, and she told him, he says, that she
was waiting for Joe—who was talking to a
male companion only a few feet away.

This Ladelle vigorously denies. He claims
that he can account for himself all the time
from 9:30' toe midnight, and that by that
time he was drunk and incapable. He did
nob, according to his own story, see Sally
once during the day or night, and certain it
is that his statement as to getting drunk is
correct, for officers Redgave and Gilchrist
found him intoxicated av 2 in the morning,
and locked him up.

Ib was on Sally’s door step that the police
came acroses him.

The police as they get deeper into the case
are becoming more and more convinced that
Sally did not go across the bridge alone,
and that she did not ‘die of purely natural
causes. They more than suspect that foul
play of some kind was originally responsible
for the unfortunate woman’s death, and in
order to get ab the facsp they are now especi-
ally anxious to interview Joe Ladelle’s com-
panion of 11’ o’clock Thureday night—if
Seaweed's story is a true one ; to learn
where Sally procured her little package of
grapes, and if she was alone when she
bought them; and to find the fancy ker-
chief which she usually wore on her head,
but which has not yet been located.

Seaweed was the one important witness as
the inquest yesterday, though Ladelle and
Andrew Lanbeck also took the stand and again
involved therhwelves 4n a tangle of contra-
diction ;' and Dr. Lang was recalled to re.
affirm his opinion previously expressed and
to add that a ligature of some kind had ap-
parently been drawn tightly about the neck
shortly before death, The inference was
that someone, possibly Sally herself, might
have partly strangled the woman, and her
death subsequently resulted from the shock
and exposure. Charley, the untruthful
uncle, and Andrew Lanbeck, his friend,
were yesterday restored to liberty, though
the police know where to put their hands

upon them should they be wanted at any
time.

Firewardens’' Report Adopted to Build
the Oaklands’ Fire Hall on
Clarke's Site.

A Meeting to Be Held on Thursday
Afternoon to Discuss Water-
works Matters.

The Oaklands fire hall question came up
again at the city council meetlng last night
and resulted in the adoption of the Clarke
site.

Ald. Cameron and Willlams were not
present ab the meeting.

The fire wardens reported that they had
concluded to proceed with the erection of a
small fire hall on the Clarke site acd recom-
mended that the city barristers be instructed

to draw up an sgreement between the city
and the owners of the site. The wardens
also reported that they had inquired into
the matter of W. Duncan and found .that
the chief’s order was ab once complied with
by Mr. Duccan and that the -grievance if
any was very trivial. The contract for the
exercize wagon had been awarded to J.
Meston for $272.

The last item was signed only by two
wardens, Ald. Partridge not concurring as
the sum for the wagon exceeded $200.

In reference to the contract for the exer-
cise wagon for the fire department, W. J.
Ledingham wrote complaining that the
specifications had not been such as to enable
an invelligent tender to be made.

ALDp BRrAGG stated that the fire wardens
had left the specifications to be drawn up by
the purchasing agents, and if there was any-
thing wrong with them it was not the fault
of the tire wardens. It was too late to do
anything now.

ALp. WiLsoN considered the letter cow-
ardly and contemptible. If Mr. Ledingham
had found anything wrong with the specifi-
cations he had ample time to draw the fire
wardens’ abtention to the matter between
the time the tenders were called for and re-
ceived.

ALD. PARTRIDGE was sorry that an ex-
alderman should send in such a letter. Mr,
Ledingham might easily have drawn the
fire wardense’ attention to anything he con-
sidered lacking in the specifications when
they were first sent out. The letter was
filed, and the part of the report referring to
the wagon and in regard to the Duncan in-
quiry was adopted.

Then in reference to the Oakland fire hall,
W. C Newburn wrote renewing his offer
to erect a building om his land on Lans-
downe road and allowing the city to use it
as a fire hall for five years at a nominal
rental of $1 a year. This letter had been
read before the fire wardens’ report, and
was referred to the fire wardens,

ArLp. MacMILLAN wanted the portion of
the report referring to the fire hall laid over
till the Newburn offsr was reported upon.

ALp, HuMPHREY did not see where the
money to build a fire hall on the Clarke site
was to come from.

ALp PARTRIDGE replied that the fire
wardens had the $§160 to do the work. The
Clarke site had been agreed upon already
and the fire wardens were determined to put
the hall there.

ALDp. WILSON was opposed to the New-
burn site, as the Clarke site was more cen-
tral, and ino fact the majority of the Oakland
people did not want the Newburn site.

ALp MoLELLAN said that. Ald. Macmil-
lan had tried te mislend people into -think-
ing he (Ald. McLellan) had not favored a
fire hall for Oaklands.

This Ald. Maomillan denied and, inter-
rupting Ald. McLellan, the latter turned on
him somewhat warmly and said he was not
going to allow himself to be interrapted.

ALD. MACMILLAN then had his say, dis-
claiming having intended to convey any
misinterpretation of Ald. McLellan’s atti-
tude on the fire hall question.

ALp. HaLL did not see why $160 should
be frittered away on. a hall on the Clarke
site when the Newburn hall was offered for
nothing.

After a somewhat lengthy talk the report
of the fire wardens favoring the Clarke sive
was adopted. -

Dollar” claim on Mineral Hill is opening
out well. He also received samples of Turn-
water quartz, which both looks and assays
well. It is believed these ores will show up
equally as good as the Mineral Hill quartz.
Turnwater, Huckleberry and Yellowstone
creeks are on the northern slope of the moun-
tain called Mineral Hill.

Y. W. C A
Mrs. Angus Delivers an Interesting Address
—The Good Work Accomplished Dur-
ing the Year Just Closed.

At the Young Women’s Christian Associ-
ation rooms lasb night Mrs. William Angus
gave a short sketch of Jane Austen’s life,
contrasting the manners and ideals of a
hundred years ago with those of the pre-
sent day. After briefly oriticizing Jane
Austen’s style and methods of work, Mrs.
Angus selected two of her novels for fuller
desoription. The reading room was well
filled with members.

** The Victoria branch of the Young Wo-
men’s Christian Association,” to quote the
annual report of Miss Edith Carr, the hon-
orary secrebary, ** will enter upon the third
year of its existence next Sunday, the 13th
of October. Although that day will be the
second anniversary of its existence as an as-
sociation of Christian women for Christian
work, it is within the last year that it has
been organized as a public institution.
Rooms were rented in Government street,
and on December 18 the firsat meeting was
held. There were then 57 members. A few
months later Miss Armstrong was appointed
general secretary, and was in the rooms
every week day from 10 a.m. to 5 p.m. ; on
Sunday afternoons she was present to con-
duct a Bible class. Members of the associa-
tion took charge of the rooms alternately
in the evenings, and ocoasion-
ally social meetings were arranged,
which were generally well attended.
A league, consisting of fifty young wmen
contributing each ten cents per month for
the hire of a piano, was started by Mrs.
Walt, and up to the present time the ex-
penses have been met and the piano is
thoroughly appreciated by the members. In
August it was found necessary to remove to
more commodious quarters, and the sociaty’s
present rooms in Johnson street over Shot-
bolt’s drug store were engaged. They are
in charge of a matron who resides on the
premises, and in addition to pleasant read-
ing and lunch and committee rooms, include
two well furnished bed rooms. There the
association is able to receive as boarders any
young women who may arrive as strangers
in the clty, or indeed, any who may wish
to avail themselves of the advantages offered
them, The association’s work is carried on
by eleven standing committees which un-
dertake Bible study, sewing for the relief of
the poor, the visiting of the sick, the
management of the house and finance,
social and educational work ard a woman’s
exchange. The conveners of these commit-
bees, togebher with the officers, form the
executive committee of the association,
which meets monthly to receive reports and
to transact business. There is also a general
meeting of the members of the association
every quarter. The committees have
only very recently been organized, but
already they are producing good results.d
During the year the local association has
affiliated with the English assoclation, the
fee being fixed at two cents per member. A
world’s council of the Y.W.C.A. has been
formed in the hope that through it the dif-
ferent branches may be kept in touch with
one another. - Last year at the annual meet-
ing of the Victoria btanch, when Rev. Dr.
Campbell spoke of the possibilities of the
work envered upon, they seemed almost
averwhelming, but there is scarcely a branch

SHIPS AND SHIPPING.

The * Empress” Experiences Rough
Weather - Steamer * Belgic ”
Suceessfully Floated.

Additional Details as to the Wreck
of the *‘ Leroy Somers ”—Water-
front Notes.

~

The seaworthiness of the R.M.S. Empress
of Japan was thoroughly tested by a ty-
phoon which she was forced to ride out two
days after she departed from Yokohama for
thie port. The storm —evidently the same
riot of the elements of which the Vicborln‘
had a taste—was encountered ten days ago,
and yeb the smokestacks of the white liner
were not yet clear of the salt when she ar-.
rived here yesterday. Her trial was a severe
one and yet the verdict of the passengers is
unanimous—that the Empress is the finest

seaboat that ever turned screw in the Paci-
fic. After emerging from the typhoon fair
weather was experienced all the way to the
Cape, from which point the fog was a trifle
bothersome. There was no delay, however,
and the steamship passed on to Vancouver
before 4 o’clock last evening. Of the first
clase passengers who left the vessel here the
most notable were Mr. W. F. Burns, Mr. C.
W. Gordon, Mr, J. Harper, Mrs. Stott and
Mrs. Walter Young. Mr. Burns is & New
York business maa who, during the past
fifbeen years, has visited every oorner of the
globe and has made himself practically
familiar with the characteristics and com-
merocial enterprise of each. He is now re-
turning to New York from Japan where he
hae been doing considerable business for the
American Cotton Oil Co. and the Standard
Telephone Co., of New York, a large number
of whose lines are at present in eervice
in the far East. Mr, Gordon and Mr.
Harper are prominent business men of
Bangkok, Siam, who are at present on their
way to England ; Mr. Young is a prosper-
ous resident of Yokohama, who is enjoying
a tour ; and Mra. Stott is returning to Eog-
land from Foochow, where she has spent the
past 26 years in missionary work. She was
not involved in the recent anti-missionary
disturbances, but was close enough to the
agitated centre to feel considerable alarm.
The dissatisfaction among the foreign resi-
dents in regard to the punishment meted
oub to the rioters is now generally ended,
the majoriby being agreed that justice has
been done. Miss Bardsley, who has been
Mrs. Stott’s companion for the past six
years, accompanies her home. [The other
passengers by the KEmpress, who
take train  east or south from
Vancouver to-day, were Mr. G. E, A. Ca-
dell, for upwards of 23 years acting British
consul at Cebu, in the Philippines ; Dr. Don
Sang, the famous Chinese-born doctor of
Chicago, and his interesting family ; Capt.
Blaxland, R.N.; Mr. M. W. Alcock, Mr.
Horpce:Dutton, Mr. F. E. Fernald, Mr.R.C.
Hope, Mrs. and Miss Little, Mr. C. T. Mar-
shall, Mr. J. E. A. Cadell, Mr. John Schall,
Mr. J. Simms, Mr. H. Sugihara, Mr. G. C.
Turner, and Mr. F. H. Walker. There
were also 17 intermediate passengers and
211 Chinese in the steerage—besides a full
general cargo. On the morning that the
Ewmpress sailed from Yokohama the work
of raising the wrecked steamer Belgic was
successfully accomplished and that ves-
sel was towed to Yokohama, where
she is to receive her  repairs.
The release of the big steamship was accom-
plished chiefly throggh the use of a dezen
heavy anchors, operated with a small fleet
of steamers and with the assistance of a fav-
orable tide. Of course the condition of the
unfortunate vessel could not be learned by
the Empress’ passengers ; and the secret of
bow she was put ashore remains as much of
& mystery as ever.

THE ‘' FAWN'S” ARRIVAL.

Yesterday the schooner Fawn arrived
alongeide the wharf at the railroad bridge
and her ekins, 776 in number, were landed
and got ready for shipment, Her crew gave
additional information conceraing the wreck
of the American three-masted schooner Le-
roy Somers. They state that ' the vessel’s
forward gear is pretty much all gone and
that her stern is badly crushed with the
rocks. The Fawn had spoken her about ten
minutes before the acoident, and after its
occurrence the Fawn’s mate palled
over to her to see what could
be done. The only help asked for was the
conveyance of the news of the mishap to
Rothsohild & Co., San Francisco, owners of
the vessel ; vhis the mate of the Fawn un-
dertook to do. It was early Monday morn-
ing when the Somers struck, and it was ex-

ted then that the Fawn would reach
iotoria the same day ; but such proved
not to be the case owing to the unfavorable
weather. What work was done yesterday
bowards rescuing the Somers could not be
learned.

The Fawn makes the second last schooner
home, the Mascot not having yet arrived ;
she is expeoted daily. Collector A. R. Milne
has now his official annual statement of the
sealing industry for 1895 about complete.
It is & comprehensive work and practically
includes the logs of fifty odd schooners. Its
main features are the location where each
skin was seoured, its date of capture and its
description, whether male or female, eto.

His favorite, and indeed, only, reception
hour is the hour of breakfast. That meal
he takes with his wife and a thoroughbred
bulldog. Mrs. Barnato is a tall brunette,
whom fortune has in no way spoiled. Hos-
Plbﬂiby is her religion and her husband is
ts prophet.

A great man must have at least one ec-
centricity. Barney Barnato’s is his socks,
which he wears of white silk.

The wicked have no rest, nor the new
rich any repose. Even at his breakfast
table Barnato is besieged. To him at that
hour come all the oranks and- beggars, and
flatterers, and wide-eyed projeotors. He
sees them all. .

An English reporter who was admitted to
this levee the other day found himself one of
an incongruous crew. One man had come
with well nigh a continent of land to seil—
it only needed’ developing. There was a
woman with a choice bit of old lace. Sev-
eral gentlemen who had written highly mer-
itorious plays were present to represent
that they needed only a little capital to en-
rich the dramatic firmament.

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THE WATERWORKS.

Progress of the Improvements Now |
Being Carried on at Beaver
Lake.

Conerete Work on the Main Dam Was
Begun Yesterday by the
Contractors.

Yesterday the laying of concrete on the
wmain dam of the waterworks improvements
at Beaver lake commenced, and to make ae
much progress as possible before the wet
weathér sets in night work will be started.
There are about & hundred men employed,
and it is expected that Messrs. Walkley,
King & Casey will have their contract com-
pleted well within their time limit, which
expires in Januasry. The excavating of the
reservoir, which when finished will be 300
feev long by 230 feet wide, is well advanced,
men being engaged in forming the slope of
the sides. Nexobo the reservoir come the
three filter beds, each 160 feet long and 80
feet wide, within any one of which all the
old filter beds could easily be placed with
room to spare. KEach ons of the filters has
a capacity of a million gallons a®ay and
the reservoir will hold six millioh gaHons,
or more than two days’ supply.

Mr. G. E. Jorgensen, the engineer in
charge, who also designed the plans for the
improvements, has provided for a sysvem of
valves by which to regulate the flow of wa-
ter through the filter beds, and it will be
possible to use each filter bed separately
in oase it is desired to clean one or repair it.
The water will be filtered through sand and
gravel placed over broken stone—with per-
forated pipes running along the bottom to re-
ceive the pure waver and convey it to the
ducta.

From the reservoir a 24 inch outlet pipe
will conduct the water to the I6 and 12-inch
mains, and instead of these mains being
separated, as ab presend, the 12 inch main
will be moved into the same trench as the

16-inch one at the reservoir. Valves at the
outlet will enable the water to be taken out
of the reservoir at either high or low levels,
80 that in hot weather it will be possible to
supply the water at a lower,
and therefore cooler level, than if
it came from near the surface.
The main dam, which will be 30 feet high,
12 feet wide at the bottom and 5 feet wide
at the top, ie placed at some distance from
the coffsrdam, and the original intention was
to take down the oofferdam when the im-

. provements were completed. Mr. Jorgen-
sen, however, has recommended to the coun-
cil that, instead, the deep space between
the permanent dam ana cofferdam be utilized
for a settling basin, which could be done by
utilizing two sides already built, building a
third side and filling in somewhat behind
the ocofferdam. This would give a
basin 250 feet long by 175 feet broad, and
would allow the lake water to settle before
being taken into the filter beds and avoid so
much sediment being deposited in the filters.

The mud from the reservoir excavation is
being drawn off by means of an eight irch
suction pump with a six inch discharge.
The mud is conveyed through a flume and
has been utilized for levelling up the land
around the sides of the works and is now
being laid over the fields of some farmers in
the vicinity at their request as a top dress-
ing. Mr. Jorgensen stated that no mud is
being run into the Colqaitz river now, that
being stopped some time ago. -

A ditch above the main dam has been dug
to take out water direct to the mains in case
of emergency.

Mr. Jorgensen says he has been taking
observations in regard to the supply of water
to be obtained from the watershed, and be-
lieves that the lake receives part of its sup-
ply from subterranean feeders not hitherto
taken into account.

A level embankment thirty feet wide will
surround the reservoir and filter beds, the
area ocovered altogether being six acres,

ARMENIAN REFORMS.

Loxpor, Oct. 21. —An official communica--
bion regarding the Armenian reforms has
been made public in Constantinople by the.
Tarkish press. It is carefully worded in
order to show that the reforms are in per-

feot harmony with the existing laws, so as-
to avoid exciting the Turks. In addition to
reforms already known to have been approv-
ed by the Sultan, the communication says bhe
inhabitants will be protected by troops when-
they visit the mocuntain pastures and that
they will thus be able to obey the law
which provides that they are not to
carry arms. The nomadic tribes will be
settled upon lands which will be granted by
the government. The Hamidich cavalry
will be subjected to special regulations, and
four cfficials will be sent yearly from Con-
stantinope to inquire into the abuses of the
new administration.

BELLIGERENT RIGHTS.

The jingoes on the other  side of the
pational boundary line sympathize deeply
and warmly with the Cuban insurgents.
They are loud in their demand to recognize
the rebels as belligerents, These fis
epirits if they had their way would set the
United States at variance with all their
neighbors. They wonld pick a quarrel with
Spsin by prematarely recognizing the Cuban
rebels as belligerents and they would go to
war with Great Britain because that nation
insists upon it that the old boundary line
between British Guiana and Venezuela is
the true one. i
It is almosv certain that at least nine-
tenths of them have not the mostremote
idea of what belligerency means or
what are the merits of the dispute between
Venezuela and Greap Britain. But trifles
such as these give them no concern. They
believe that Cuba would make a very conm-
venient addition to the United States, and
that consequently its Government should
take the part of the men who, in Cubs, have
taken up arms against Spain, the owner of
Cuba ; and they are absolutely certain that
she British claim in Guiana is iniguitous and
in contravention of the Monroe Dooctrine.
¢ The Monroe Dootrine ” is, with them, a
phrase to conjure with. Of its real signifi-
ficance they, to judge by their writings and
their speeches, have not the remotest idea,
but it suits them to believe that it gives the
United States a right to interfere in every
dispute, mno matber what it s
about or what its merite, between
their country and any European power,
This is what they believe and they do not
want to know whether their belief is well
grounded or not.

If they desiréd to be instructed on either
of the questions they would soon find oup
from the speeches and writings of intelli-
gent and conscientious Americans how little
they know about matters on which they
pronounce so dogmatically. President
Grant in one of his messages told the people
of the, United - States when, according to in-
vernational law, men in arms against a
nation are to be accorded belligerent righte.
So late as June 30, 1870, he, in a speocial
message with respect to another Cuban re-
volt, wrote :

““The question of belligerency is” one of

No one can say with any approach to
truth that the conditions so clearly set forth
by President Grant exist in Cuba to-day.
The insurgents are fighting and fighting
bravely, but it cannot bs affirmed that the
fighting is in accordance with the rules and
oustome of war. S8till less can it be ssid
that there “is a de facto political organiza.
tion of the insurgents sufficient in character
and resources to constitute It, if left to itself,
a State among nations capable of discharging
the duties of a State.” But what do the
American jingoes care about President
Grent’s dictum or the law of natione?
They will keep up their jabber no matter
how nonsensical it may appear to sensible
and well instructed men, or into what diffi-
culties and quarrels the course they diotate
maylead their Government. What they want
are the hurrahs of the ignorant and the un-
thinking, and the votes of credulous fools.

THE MONROE DOCTRINB.

There ie much talk in the United States
just now about the Monroe doctrine in con.
nection with the dispute between Great
Britain and Venezuela. It is surprising to
observe how little is known about this
dootrine 8o often invoked by American
journalists and politicians. They seem to
have an idea that it has in some mysterious
way established the United States as pro-
tector of all the republics in North and
South America. According to them it gives
the United States Government power to in-
terfere in every dispute which any of these
republics may have with a Earopean nation,
and to act as arbitrator between them.
They, of course, assume that the foreign
power, particularly if it is Great Britain,
is in the wreng, that it is bound to

right. This was the assumption in the
Nicaraguan difficulty, and this is what ie
now taken for granted in the Veneznelan
dispute. Enquiry and deliberation are not
needed in this case. Great Britain is in the
wrong, and it has acted in contravention of
the Monroe doctrine.

In order that our readers may see how
little reason there is in the contention of the
American fire-eaters we will quote the fam-
ous Monroe dootrine in full. It must be re-
membered that this much.c'ted doctrine is
nothing more aunthoritative than a passage
in a President’s message. It has never
been in any shape confirmed by Congress.
Io is, as Lord Clarendon said to President
Buchanan, ‘ merely the dictum of fte dis-
tinguished author.” It must also be remem-
bared that the Venezuelan dispute is about
a boundary line which was run long before
the Monroe Djotrine was pronounced or
dreamed of. 1'ne words of the famous ut-
terance are found in President Monroe’s
message f 1823, It is as follows. As the
reader will see it is'of peculiar interest to
 British Columbians :

‘¢ At the proposal of the Russian Imperial
Government made through the minister of
the Emperor residing here fall power and
instructions have been transmitted to the
minister of the United States at St. Peters-
burg, toarrange by amicable negotiation, the

respective rights and interests of the two
nations on: the northwest coast of thi coati-
nent. A similar proposal has been made by
his Imperial Msjesty to the Government of
Great Britain, which has likewise been ac-
ceded to. The Government of the United
States hae been desirous, by  this

'Y [friendly proceeding, of manifesting the

great value they have invariably attached
to the friendship of the Empsror and their
solicitude to cultivate the besb understand-
ing with his Government, In the discns.
sions to which this interest has given rise,
and the ‘arrangements by which theysmay
verminate, the occasion has been juaged
proper for asserting as a prinoiple in which
-the rights and interests of the United
States are involved that the American con-
tinents, by the free and independent con-
dition which they have assumed and main-
tain are henceforth not to be considered sub-
Jects for future colonization by any Buropean
power. . We owe it, therefore, to
candor and the amicable relations existing
between the United States and those powers
to declare that we should consider any attempt
on their part to extend their system
to any portion of this hemisphere as danger

ous to our peace and safety WITH THE EX-
ISTING COLONIES AND DEPENDENOCIES OF ANY
EUROPEAN POWER WE HAVE NOT INTER.
FERED AND SHALL NOT INTERFERE. Buap
with the Governments who have declared
their independence and maintained it, and
whose independence we have, on great ‘con-
sideration and no just principles, acknow-
ledged, we:'would not view any Interposition
for the purpose of oppressing them, or con-
trolling in any other manner their destiny,
by any European power in- any other light
than as & manifestation of an unfriendly dis-
position towards the United States.”

We have underlined the most significant
part of this remarkable passage. * As the
reader sees, it, even if it were authoritative,
is very far from asserting the powers oclaimed
for it by the jingoes of the United States,

It is to be observed that this protectorate,
such as it is, was assumed by the United
States without the consent of the republics
to be protected. President Monroe tock
upon himself to say that no new Earopean
.oolonies should be established on the con-
tinent of North and South America, and
that no Earopean power should deprive any
of the republics then established of its inde-
pendence and remain a friend of the Uhited
States. Senator Cass did nob interpret the
Monroe Doctrine as it is at present inter-
preted by many of vur Awxaciomn neigh bons,
He said in his place in the Semate in 1856 :

THE THIRD TERM.

People in the United States are beginning
to wonder who is to be the next President.
The Republicans say that Mr. Cleveland is
manceuvring to get the Democratic nomin.
ation. They assert that there are many in-
dications that he is desirous of being Presi-
dent for the third time. Those, however,
who claim to be in the confidence of the
President say that he has no such desire.
Secretary Lamont is represented in the New
York Herald as saying:

¢‘ Mr. Cleveland does not believe that any
utterances of his on the subjeot could by any
possibility be proper. He has told me, and
I believe he has told Mr. Carlisle and Mr.
Olney, that he would not take a third term;
did not want a third term ; did not believe
that a third term was the proper thing forsny
President to aim at or possible for him to
get. He emphasized his understanding to
all of us that he regarded two terms as the
limit under the unwritten law of the land.
He does not believe that American senti-
ment would justify or appland anything be-
yond a second term. And he earnestly de-
precates all discuasion of the matter, and
particularly that side of the discussion
which favors the third term. He feels that
it puts him in a false and embarrassing
light ; that it not onl{ brings him into an
unfortunate attitude, but weakens his offi-
cial power for good. To know that a Presi-
dent was aiming at a third term would more
or less discredit his every announcement and
ach ; and persons would regard his move-
ments jealously.”

It is more than likely that the above ex-
tract containe Mr. Cleveland’s views with re-
spect to a third term. He is an observant
man and he possesses a large share of com-
mon sense, He is not the kind of man who
would allow himself to entertain an embition
which it would be impossible to realizs, and
he would be as likely as any man in the
oountry to know whether or not the position
was attainable.

The Democrats will, therefore, be obliged
to look elsewhere for a candidate, As oir-
cumstances are it does not seem at all likely
that they could elect the best man in vheir
ranks, and as President Cleveland is out of
the running the best man is not available.
Mr. Whitney and Mr. Olney are spoken of
as poesible candidates. Hill is ambitious,
and he will leave no stone unturned to se-
oure the nomination: Bub the  Deniocrats
themselves seem to be in & state of complete
uncertainty as to the man thatwill be select-
ed. It appears sedtled.that he ia to be an
Eastern man.

The Republicans seem to be in the same
position as the Democrats as to the men
whom they shall nominate. Reed of Maine
is spoken of, and so is McKinley of Ohio,
but very little is said about the prospects
of either of them. Asthe Republican candi-
date stande a good chance of being the next
President, it may be somewhat difficult for
the party to choose a nominee.

RAILWAY RESPONSIBILITY.

LirTLE Rock, Ark , Oct. 21.- Judge Wil-
liams, in the Federal court, overruled a mo-
tion for a new trial in the celebrated case of
Sallie Greenthal vs, the St. Louis Iron
Mountain and Southern Railroad and the
Pullman Car Company. An appeal was

then taken to the U. S. Court of Appeals.
The points raised were important not only
to common oarriers, but the travelling pub-
lic as well are involved in the case. It will
be recalled that the suit grows out of the
killing of Mrs. Greenthal’s husband by a
crazy passenger in a Pullman car on the
mountain near Bald Kuob a few years ago.
The widow sued for damages and was
awarded $11,000 in round numbers by a
jury in the Federal court last spring. The
feature of the case which interests the pub.
lio is as to the responsibility of common car-
riers for injaries inflicted by a deranged pas-
senger upon a fellow passenger, the conten-
tion being that when a railroad accepts a
passenger of that description it assumes the
responsibility for his acts while on the train.
On the vther hand it was argued with no
small vigor by counsel for the railroad that
the employment of experte on insanity as
conductors and porters would be necessary
to distinguish between sane and insane per-
sone. A decision from the highest courts
will be awaited with interest.

FATAL CAVE-IN,

150-M1LE Howsg, B.C., Oct. 21.—A big
cave-in in pit No. 2at 3 p.m. yesterday at the
Cariboo mine, Quesnelle Forks, covered up
and killed A. Budden. No one else was
hurt. The men commenced digging for

Budden at once, but have not yet reached
him ; they are now laying a string of pipe to
try and sluice him out. The men were ex-
pecting the cave-in for twenty minutes, and
had got their tools all oub of the pit; Bud-
den and McLeod wers in the sluice, and all
bands were out of danger. Just before the
fall, Budden, for some unexplained reason,
started bick up the sluice, and when it fell
he ran uhead of it in the sluice and was
caught and covered up. All the other men
esoaped without a soratch, The monitor
was carried in the dump ard the sluices that
stood out over the dump were smashed and
broken down into the dump. Repairs will
be made in a few days.

MARINE DISASTERS.

Havrrax, Oot, 21.—(Special)—Reports of
disasters resulting from the recent gale are
coming in constantly. The wind has blown

with hurricane force for three days and a
tremendous sea has been running outside
during the time. The American fishing
schooner Alice Hawke went ashore on Pat-
ridge, C.B , last night, but got off this morn-
ing at high water and with the assistance of
eteam tugs reached North Sydney, where
she went on the marine railway. She is
badly damaged. A despatch from Parrs-
boro states that the ship Trojan is on the
rocks at Craveril and part of her hull is
gone. The sch Nora O’Neill of Parrs-
boro is also a to ck at Craverie. The
schooner Ethel lown on a bank at Fort
Apique and will be a total loss.

A reminder of the rapidity with which
some of the most potent conditions of mod-
ern life have been developed is found in the
announcement that Joseph Bell, who served
as engineér on Stephenson’s first locomotive,.
has just died in London. This man during
his working days saw the whole railway
system grow up and witnessed bigger
changes in the world than were seen by
Methuselah in a thousand years.
