17, 1883, stating that he had examined the
meas snd found it quite unfit for food. The
men had been complaining for two or three
weeks previous to this and suffering from
diarrbees, He received a reply from the
warden saying that the meat would not be
served out,and that he had arranged to sell
it. This is the gist of the doctor’s evidenoe.
The three guardsweresall examined as to the
bad meat and sickness in July and Angust,
1883.They wereunanimeus in thestatemens
that such meat was set before the prisoners
for about fifteen days, that the most of them
would not eat it, and that it gave rise to
eral dissatisfaction and complainta.

their sickness was caused by the meat, and
Hunt gave it as his opinion that such was
the case, Hunt first me aware of the
stinking meat July 2, 1883, fitteen days
before the doctor reported it to the
warden, According to.
