Lyons, June 85.—The police have obtain­
ed the following information in regard to 
the movements of the assassin Santo. After 
leaving Italy he lived in Lanpanne and 
eva, Switzerland, and afterwards in Lyons. 
From this city he went to Cette, France, 
where he spent the last year working at a bak­
er. He reached Lyons from Cette at 6 o’clock 
Sunday evening.

While in Cette he 
ed 30 francs a mouth, besides his board and 
lodging. He was sober and industrious, but 
taciturn. He was a great reader and out­
spoken only when Auarobist theories were 
discussed. The police official who went to 
Cette to trace the assassin had an interview 
with Mme. Viala, who keeps the 
baker shop in which the murderer 
worked. She says Ceeario left her em­
ploy Saturday, having given up his place on 
account of a quarrel. He receiv

a box containing his effects in his lodgings. 

This the police opened, but found nothing 
compromising therein. Cesario purchased 
the poniard with which he committed the 
murder Friday. This discovery gives rise 
to the belief that his quarrel i6 the baker 
shop was merely a pretext for leasing Cette 
and coming to Lyons to fulfil the murderous 
mission to which he was assigned by his as­
sociate Anarchists.

DROWNING DISASTERS OF A DAY. 1HOW CAHNOT DIED.

Hie Last Word» Were, “I am Glad My 
Friends Are Here.**

Mme. Carnot, accompanied by her sons, 
Francois and Ernest Carnot,arrived at Lyons 
from Paris at 6 o’clock this morning" by 
special train.

Mme. Carnot, with her sons, entered a car­
riage and was driven immediately to the 
Prefecture, where the body of her husband 
was lying. Her eons and the officers 
of the President’s household accompanied 
her to the bedside. Mme. Carnot stood 
trembling as she gazed at the face of the 
dead, but shed no tears, though all about her 
were weeping. The details of the lest mo­
ments of President Carnot are these: The 
Archbishop of Lyons reached the pre­
fecture at midnight. Hé was at once ad­
mitted to the bedside of the dying President, 
where he remained alone with^he wounded 
man for a few minutes.

The Archbishop withdrew to the adjoining 
room vyilo the doctors renewed their atten­
tions to the dying man. Within a quarter 
of an hour after the archbishop left tne bed­
side the death struggles began, and.the arch­
bishop was recalled to the room. The pre­
late administered the sacrament of extreme 
unction to the dying man. .

The question that excites Ontario to-day 

is not whether the fiend Santo has been 
1 y nched by a French mob, nor whether the 
papers have been signed empowering the 
new Duke of Kent to take his seat in the 
House of Lords. These matters aie of much 
human interest, but they don’t count in On­
tario to-day. Besides the weather, the only 
issue in the province to-day will centre 
round the conundrum, “Will Mowat got” 
The Sun caught sight of this glorious 
province at 4.37 this morning and be at once 
enquired in an anxious way, “Will Mowat 
go to-day?” Old Sol ban seen many a death- 
struggle between the people of this plauet, so 
many, in fact, that one would imagine 
that this Mowat affair would not 
attract his attention at all. Still we have it 
on reliable authority that as soon as the Ot­
tawa River caught his eye this morning he 
Iwthought himself of Mowat and he won­
dered mentally whether he would go or not 
to-day. Before his rays disappear from the 
provincp on the Manitoba boundary to-night 
Old Sol, like the rest of us. will know for a 
fact whether or not Mowat has gone.

This question of Mo wat’s going has occupied 
the attention of the province for several 
years now. He has often been requested, 
firmly, but with due politeness, to 
“go.” Like a poor relation, however, 
he hasn’t gone, but stays with us. 
Some thought on that celebrated occasion 
when he so unwillingly acceded to the re­
quest of his party to allow his son to become 
a life pensioner on the state that he had then 
decided to go. These were mistaken. Both 
Mowat and Mowat’e son are still with us.

However, that is a supposition 
past. The burning question is 1 
Mowat go to-day?

The waters of Lake Ontario began a mo­
notonous wail early this morning to the tune 
of Mowat’s going. If you go to the south 
shore of the Island during the day and ques­
tion the wild waves as to what they 
are saying, there will come a reply 
that cannot be mistaken : “Will Mowat 
go to-day T The Lake is restless and will 
remain so till the question is answered.

Mowat 
has gone. The theme is sung with 
variations of every shade of musical color. 
A popular variation is written in a major 
key and rendered modo imperative to the 
words, “Mowat must go.” Another varia­
tion. with a fortissimo accentuation, is to the 
effect that, “Mowat is bound to go.” These 
variations have for the present supplanted 
the one-time popular mass in E flat, “His 
Hour Has Come.”

Whether Mowat and his going is to be 
sung hereafter as a dirge or as a pæsn of 
victory this 26th day of June will determine. 
We consign him to the mercy of that stern­
est of the goddesses. Fate.

Aid, Gowanlook succeeded in having the 

proposition for the expenditure of *3000 for 
a new steam roller for macadam roads stfuck 
out. The principal argument for this ac­
tion was that there was so little road repair­
ing at present necessary and 
owing to the rage for cedar block 
pavements of recent years the city’s 
steam roller had been left rusting 
till It was useless. Incidentally the chair­
man mentioned that there were 40 mile» of 
macadam roads in the city and that all 
future repairs to these would be by day 
labor.

The question of constructing street railway 
tracks in Elm-road and Glen-road, which is 
objected to by a number of property-owners, 
was leftover for consideration at a füture 
meeting. The Street Railway Company is 
anxious to commence the work at once.

Island Water Supply.
The Engineer’s recommendation that a 

waterworks system be established for the 
Island at a oost of *15,000 led to an ani­
mated discussion.

Aid. Gowanlock protested against the city 
•pending money for the exclusive benefit of 
a small number of Island residents who were 
able to defray the outlay themselves.

The Chairman said the Engineer’s esti­
mate was that there would be a revenue of 
*2000 a year therefrom. Even if the revenue 
were only 10 per cent, on the outlay, the 
work should be undertaken ; the Islanders 
would be benefited and the city funds also.

Other speeches were made pro anti con. 
Ultimately Aid. Gowanlock moved that the 
project be struck out of the report.

The motion was lost and the works will 
proceed, on the understanding that the City 
Treasurer endorses the Engineer’s statement 
as to the probable revenue.
