This has set people guessing as to 
the reasons.

It is pointed out that owing to vari­
ous unfavorable conditions during the 
past season, there is not likely to be 
more than 10,000,000 bushels of No. - 
hard wheat in the province. This is 
mostly all required for grinding, and 
millers are anxious to get as much as 
possible before the snow flies as there 
is great damage from careless handl­
ing. At the present price of flour, mill­
ers can easily afford to pay as high 
60 cents per bushel, so there is no fear 
of their losing money by buying at 
present prices.

Dakota farmers a few miles away 
ate only getting export values for 
their wheat, 40 cents per bushel, and 
would gladly sell to Canadian millers 
at a cent or two advance, but the 
Canadian duty of 15 cents per bushel 
prevents them.

When the Canadian millers get their 
elevators full of the best grade of 
wheat, prices are sure to drop to ex­
port value. Farmers realize this and 
are now selling freely.

OLD FARKDALE WATERWORKS,

Proposal to Relit and Use Them For 
Water Supply.

In Council yesterday Aid. Rowe mov­
ed that the old Parkdale water works 
be put in order for the purpose of sup­
plying water to Wards 6 and 6.

Aid. Lamb promised that the Engi­
neer would repodL.pn the proposal.

Aid. Rowe was not content, and 
wished to explain the reasons for nis 
motion. Hs. said that when Parkdale 
was taken into the city it was stipulat­
ed that the water works should be 
kept in order. This had not been done, 
and the equipments had been sold for 
a trifling sum. In the present crisis 
these works would have been very use­
ful. Now was the time to rectify the 
mistake. * In six days by an expendi­
ture of $5000 the water works could be 
in order. When the conduit is all right 
they could be used as an axillary, and 
would be ready in case of another ac­
cident. Two millions gallons could be 
pumped daily.

Aid. Jolliffe obected to any expendi­
ture on these works.

Aid. Scott said the benefits of the 
proposition were self-evident. The 
Council would be "wanting in its duty 
not to avail itself of the present op­
portunity. He knew Aid. Jolliffe was 
an economist, but he was surprised at 
bis carping criticism.

Each It Exists Practically as in the Days of 
Elizabeth—No Change for 

160 Years.
There is a little patch upon the map 

of London which is, I believe, the best 
known bit upon the whole of that 
huge atlas. It is so little known that 
none of the maps, except the Ordnance 
Survey, give all its streets and courts. 
First of all, it occupies the site of an 
ancient monastery; the roads and 
streets which are its boundaries were 
once field paths and country lanes; 
their course is still unaltered; also if 
you consult the map of Roques, which 
was published in the year 1746, you 
will find that no change has been made 
in the place for 150 years at least; and, 
since it escaped the fire, very little 
change has been made, except for 
houses falling down which have been 
rebuilt, since the days of Elizabeth. 
Here are many ancient houses with 
overhanging fronts and gables ; here 
are shops with the old-fashioned win­
dows; here are houses of wood—did 
you think there were any wooden 
houses at all left in London? Here 
the disposition of the streets suggests 
the courts of the close and the clois­
ter; the memory of the monastic gar­
den still lingers in a little row of cot­
tages with front gardens and green 
wooden palings; the narrow streets 
show one what a great part of London 
was like before the fire; it also shows 
how plague and pestilence would run 
from house to house in streets so nar­
row that one could shake hands across; 
hi them the air is so close and heavy; 
the children' are pale and unhealthy; 
women with pale faces look out of the 
windows; the leading industry is book­
binding, which is a pallid trade; there 
are never any vehicles in the place; 
and in the midst stands one of the 
noblest churches that London has to 
show. Gentle reader, go and find this 
quarter.—Walter Bes&nt, in London 
Queen.

the manner suggested in the Year 
Book. The excess of 35 million bushels 
in the world's stock in 1895 over 1892 
is somewhat modified, by the con­
sideration that the visible supply in 
United,States and Canada embraces 
a greater number of receiving points 
now than it did In 1892. As to the in­
visible reserves, the three countries of 
the world, in which the greatest varia­
tions occur from year to year,are Unit­
ed States, Russia and India. As to the 
United States, all authorities, both 
Government and commercial, agree 
that the reserves, outside of the vis­
ible, held at harvest of 1895, were very 
much smaller than in either of the 
two preceding years, and may now 
be considered normal. As to Russia 
and India, it . is generally conceded 
that the advance in prices last 
mer brought to market nearly the 
whole of the reserves held in these two 
countries. The relation of distribution 
to consumption in Russia clearly de­
monstrates that the low prices realiz­
ed there for wheat during the' past 
three years have led to a large 
crease in home consumption . The 
Corn Trade Year Book shows that the 
average wheat crop of European Rus­
sia during the ten years, 1884-85 to 
1893-94, was 240,000,000 bushels; 
age annual export 88 million bushels; 
average home requirements for seed 
and food, 152 million bushels. During 
the last three years, 1892-93 to 1894-95, 
the wheat crop amounted to 880 mil­
lion bushels; the exports 300 million 
bushels; leaving balance, 550 million 
bushels. From this deduct 456 million 
bushels (being three years’ home re­
quirements at 152 million per annum), 
leaves 124 million bushels for increas­
ed consumption for man and beast and 
for increased reserves, if any. It must, 
however, be borne in mind, that owing 
to the disastrous failure of the Rus­
sian wheat crop in 1891, that country 
must have been absolutely bare or 
stocks at harvest of 1892. Allowing 
for a difference of 24 million .bushels 
(or about ten per cent, of an average 
crop) between stocks at harvest of 
1892 and that of 1895, this would leave 
100 million bushels to represent the 
increased consumption for three years. 
In British India - a similar ex- 
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tunnel
scheme, but the public were dubious 
about the estimate, especially in view 
of court house and other civic expen­
ditures. Mr. .Hobson would report on 
Mr. Keating's figures.

«j The Devil’s Pump.
One of the greatest combinations of 

natural and artificial curiosities on 
the coast of California is called the 
Devil’s pump. The pbodaa or shell 
miners, a species of mollusk which 
excavates immense caverns in the 
very hardest stone, have tunneled the 
entire coast to the vicinity of the 
pump. Water rushes into these cav­
erns with each succeeding tide flow, 
and, in this particular case, finds vent 
through a cylindrical opening 
distance from the water’s edge. It 1» 
estimated that this hole, which con­
nects with the sea-cavern, is 75 to 100 
feet in depth. Every time the tide 
rushes into the cavern beneath, the 
“pump” throws water to the height of 
a full 100 feet above the mouth of the 
opening. The Indians formerly called 
it by a name which signified “fairy 
water gun,” but the irreverent white 
men have given it the title of the 
"Devil’s pump,” and by that name it 
will probably be known to future gen­
erations.

There Is a similar curiosity 
Horn Head, County Donegal, Ireland, 
where a hole in the rocks is called 
“McSwiney’e Gun.” Like the Califor­
nia oddity, it Is on the sea coast, and 
has connection with a submarine cav­
ern. When the north wind blows and 
the sea is at "half flood,” the wind and 
waves enter the cavern and send up 
immense columns of water through the 
“gun.” Travelers who have visited 
Horn Head and vicinity say that each 
charge of water sent from the "gun” 
is accompnaied by an explosion that 
can be heard for miles.—81. Louis Re- 
nuhlio.

The Board of Works yesterday open­
ed tenders for anchoring the conduit 
on the far side of the harbor and in 
Blockhouse Bay.

Newton gave evidence In his own 
behalf. He stated that his father died 
inFebruary last and left him his en­
tire estate, consisting of realties val­
ued at $3000 and cash deposits In the 
bank to the amount of $4000. There 
were practically no claims against the 
estate, and he fell into possesion of 
$7000. At the present time, the witness 
says, he owns three houses in King­
ston which yield him a monthly in­
come of $16. The witness positively- 
denied handling the woman's satchel, 
to which Detective Harrison had re­
ferred, but said he might have had 
his hand on the lady's dress, with no 
Intention of theft, however.

To Mr. Dewart he admitted two con­
victions in the Police Court on charges 
of indecent exposure.

NO BRANCHSTOCARPETMen Who Dress Themselves In the Shins 
of Wild Beasts and Devoured 

Chance Travellers.
The African royal mall steamer Ca- 

fcenda, which arrived at Liverpool yes­
terday from the west coast of Africa, 
brings news of an extraordinary case 
of cannibalism in a British colony, as 
a result of which three mèn are re­
ported to. have been hanged. The Ca ■ 
benda left Slarra Leone on the 5th 
Inst., on which day the three men had 
been hanged in the Imperl country at 
the scene of these crimes. The men 
belonged to a society called the “Hu­
man Leopard Society.’’ Covered with 
leopard skins they had been In the 
habit of secreting themselves in the 
bush near various villages. Any one 
who ventured out was set upon and 

Jellied, and a cannibal feast was after- 
wards held. So serious had the mat­
ter become that the Sierra Leone Gov­
ernment sent men In pursuit of the 
murderers. Nine natives were arrest­
ed. On Investigation six were liber­
ated; the other three were brought 
down to Freetown for trial before a 
Jury. Among these was a man named 
Jo we, who was formerly a Sunday 
school teacher at Sierra Leone, but 
who subsequently went to trade In the 
Imperl country, which Is under the 
Slarra Leone Government. Jowe, In 
his defense, declared that he had been 
compelled to Join the society by threats. 
As, however, he had been a member of 
the society for a long time, and could 
bave left the country, the plea was not 
admitted. The defense of the others 
was that the murders were committed 
to obtain certain parts of the body, 
such as the hand, the heart, the leg, 
of which to make medicine, or "Ju-Ju."

The thrèe prisoners were found 
guilty and sentenced to be hanged, and 
it was decided that the execution should 
take place at the scene of the crimes. 

!A force of frontier police with the pris­
oners and a scaffold accordingly went 
down to the Imperl country, which is 
about BO miles from Sherbro, on the 
Colonial Government steamer Countess 
of Derby. The scaffold was erected ir. 
the public street, and the bodies of the 
three men were allowed to hang for 48 
hours. The scaffold will be left there 
permanently as a warning to the na­
tives against such horrible conduct as 
that of which the “leopards” were 
guilty. The murders committed by 
them were numerous. One girl, who 
had been tied to a tree and was about 
to be killed and eatep, screamed until 
her cries brought to the scene a party 
who rescued her. She was a slave- g'rl, 
and was taken care of. oy the nuns of 
the St. Joseph’s Catholic Mission at 
Bouthe. A man was also brought to the 
mission with terrible wounds Inflicted 
by the “huAnan leopards.” He died 
from his Injuries.—St. James Gazette.
