Treaties of Camada and United
States

Oftawa, May 19.—The text of the
two ‘treaties recently passed by the
United States and the Imperial gov-
ernment respecting the international |
fisheries and boundary questions at
issuo between Canada and the United
States were presented to parlia:\meut|
by S8ir Wilfrid Laurier this after- |
noon. Both treaties bear date of |
April 11th. ? ‘

The treaty with respect to fisheries |
provides for a uniform and effective |
means for the protection, preserva- !
tion and propagation of the food |
fishes in the waters contiguous ’l.o
the international boundary. It is
provided that uniform rezulntions.;
shall be made by an international |
fisheries commission of two persons, |
one being appointed by each of the
two governments. They are instruct- |
ed to draft uniform laws as to close |
seasons, methods of fishing, size of |
nets, etc.

The treaty will include the follow- )
in: international waters: Passama-
| guoddy Bay, St. John and 8t. Croix
rivers, Memphremagbg
Champlain, St. Lawrence River, and
th: Great Lakes, exclusive of Georgi-
an Bay, Rainy River, and Rainy
Lake, Lake of the Woods, San Juan‘
De Fuca Straits, and those parts of !
Washington Sound and the Gulf of
Georgia and Puget Sound lying be-
tween the parallels of 48 and 49 de-
;- of latitude, such other contig-
uo waters as may be jointly an-
proved by the two governments.

The treaty with respect to the re-
marking of the international bounda-
iy refers in detail to the several
gections of the line from the Atlan-
tic to the Pacific.

With iespect Passamaquoddy
Bay, it is provided that an expert
geographer or surveyor shall be ap-
pointed by each government- to re-
{ deliminate the boundary within six|
months. If they fail to agree then
the points of difference shall be re-

power and these two shall then se-
lect a third power, this board hav-
|ing authority to make final awards.
