The accompanying lists of officers, who served during the War of
1812-15, are compiled from the records of the grants of land niade in
Upper Canada to officers, non-corrnmissioned officers and men who had
served in " the first flank Companies, the Provincial Artillery, the
Incorporated Regiment, the Corps of Artillery Drivers, the Provincial
Dragoons, the Marine and General Staff of the Army,"*I and in Lower
Canada, to " the officers and men of the Embodied Militia, discharged
troops and other.."**

Ail those. wbo p.arL'icipated in the Prince Regent's Bounty, as
these land grants were called, are indicated by a star in front of their
respective names.

The names of those who received land grants as above have been
supplemented by -names from pay lists, appointments and promotions
as published in Militia Orders, returns, petitions and correspondence
in the office of the Archivist and Keeper of the Records, Arthur G.
Doughty, O. M. G., L. L. D., to whom and his assistant officers I arn
more than indebted for the facilities and courtesy which have always
been afforded me in my searches.

The foot notes, in addition to what could be obtained at the
Archives, have been gathered from Arniy Lists, Obituaries in local
newspapers, military magazines, etc., etc.

The 6th (First Warwickshire) embarked at Bourdeaux, arriving
in Canada early in July, 1814; left Canada for Ostend in July the
following year.

The 8th or King's was represented by its first battalion, which
came to Canada fromn -Nova Scotia by sea, arrivingr at Quebec 28th
May, 1810.

Like the-- 8Sth, -Not one soldier of the
Niinthi forsook its colours."

The 13tli (First Sonmersetshire), under Lt.-Co]onel William WVil-
liamts, arrived at Quebec froin Port Royal, Martinique, 28thi June,
1813, returning to Portsrnouth l5th July, 1815. lb served entirely in
Lower Canada, taking part at Plattsburg, Odelltown and LaColle.

The 1.6th (Bedfordshire) Regiment embarked in Ireland for Que-
bec, -%vhere it arrived 29th May, 1814, sailingr for P.ortsmnouth about
the saine date as the l3th. lb was stationed at Quebec, Chaînbly,
Montreal and Fort 'Wligothe latter in October, 18141.

The 7Oth-A (Glaqsgow Lowland) arrived froui Ireland 24th June,
1814. Sta.tioned in Upper Canada. IL reuiained in Canada unt-il 1828.

The 7Gth carne from south of France in August, 1814. Was
employed in the expedition to Plattsburg. It served in Canada for
the follow'ing, thirteen years.

It declined to mardi agvainst H[olland -with the French
army on the ground that iV eould noV be legally called upon to figh,
against a Protestant nation. Louis XIV. _allowed its objection. IV.
-was coniposed euatirely of Protestants. In 1792 the regirnent, then in
garrison at .Aix. was assailed by Vhe revolutionary mob and National
Guards, being constrained Vo lay down its arras. The Government of
Berne, indignant at this outragre, reealled the regiment from France-.
IV remained a short Vime at Berne and entered Vie British iser vice,
under which flag iV served 20 years, under Vie naine of Vie'"Regiment,
de Watteville," terminating un eventful and honourable career of a
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century and a haif in the general disarmnaient that followed uipon
Waterloo.*
