All of the declines in the stock
market could be easily explained b
the fact that liberal realizations too
place. Traders with some exper-
ience reca 1 that holidays in the past
have usually been followed by what
is h morously styled a bit of specu-
lative indigestion. Suchreactions as
were recorded yesterday and to-day
were perfectly natural, that they did
not extend further may be uccepted
as very good superticial proof of
decided underlying strength to the
markets.

Therehas been a decidedre¢laxation
in the monitary tension in Europe.
Liquidation at Berlin has averted a
panic and caused a declining ten-
dency in German discount rates.

At this Gistance it is difficult to de-
termine to what stages of bad
health the German speculative situa-
tion attained. The International
money murkeis however
strate that the German situation has
bee . at leas temporarily relieved to
a considerable extent.

Operations for the short account
have been further made popular by
the evident factof liquidation by im-
portant interest in the market. This
liquidation was pronounced yester-
day in Atchison pfd, but in spite of
the large amount of stock thrown on
the market, the decline whicn ensued
amounted to but 1 p.c. During the
last hour of yesterday’s trading
Manhattan became heavy and this
morning a statements is published
by the Herald to the effect that the
V}anderbilts have not bought the
control of the Man.

He
was chosen by the Manhattan Com-
pan because of his reputation as a
successfull manager of local trans-
portation when connected with the
4th Ave. line.

With the small
visible supply and possibility of a
s%ueeze in the near month generally
admitted, short sellers have gone
largely into May and it may turn out
that the short interest has been gra-
dually working out, as was the case
with the last September deal, before
the fiual advance took place.
