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Conviction Against tho T. Eaton
Company.

On the 20th day of September o very
interesting case to the Droggists of On-
tario took place before Col. Demson,
Police Magistrate, in the City of Toronto.
Two informations were lud by Frank
Stanley Warner against the T. Eaton
Company, Limited, a corporation carrying
on an extensive business in the City of
Torouto, for hrench of the Pharmacy Act.

First, that the said 1. Faton Company,
in violation of Scction 21 of the said Act,
did keep open shop for retaling and sell-
ing certain articles mentioned in Schedule
“ A" of the Pharmacy Aect of 1884, as
amended by Act of 1839,

The sccond information was, the T.
Eaton Company sold poisons without
labelling, ete., as required by Section 26
of the said Act.

The T. Eatou Company carry on an
extensive business in the sale of dry goods
and other articles, including so called
patent wedicines.  Among the articles
purchased by the informant, Warner, was
Dr. Collis Browne's Chlorodyne and
Boschee’s German Syrup. Mr. E. T,
Malone, who is Solicitor of the Oatario
College of Pharmacy, in conjunction with
County Crown Attorney Curry, conduct-
ed the prosecution, while J. J. Maclareu,
Q. C,, defended the T. Eaton Company.
After the purchase was clearly proven,
Mr. Malone put Prof. Ellis in the box,
who gave the result of his analysis and
showed clearly the poisons in the case of
the German Syrup; that it contained
Morphine about 3% of a grain in a fluid
or., together with ather ingredients which
are set out in the Schedules of the Act.

As to Chlorodyne, the two outes bottle
contauned about two grains to the ounee
of Mearphine and about 15 per cent, of
cldoroform.  Me. Malone then ealled .
Chanbers, who had heard Prof, Bl
evidence, and he showed the effeet of the
Chlorodyne, that g4 of agreain had proved
tatal in the case ot an fant, awl 1 the
citse of an adult 4 ot 4 geain had proved
fatal . that there was suthicient in the two
oz.bottle of Chlorody ue to hell theee adults,
Other vises were cited by the D showing
the fatal effects of Chlorodyne. A Mo
Larnes, of West Toronto Junction, aud
Dr. Carieton, of the same place, then took
the box, when it was shown that M
Barnes had purchased some of the German
Syrup and that s two year-obd child had
in some wiy wot possession of the bottle
and drank some of it, which proved fatal.
English eases were cited on both sides, par-
ticularly @ case decided in London, Lng.,
where the Public Prosecutor summoned a
Mr. John Thistlewoud Davenport, Great
Russell street, in May Jast to answer a
charge of haning sold a bottle of Dr.Collis
Browne's Chlorodyue without the poison
label,  On this ease the prosecution laid
areat stress. The vesult was that the
Magistrate convicted in both cases, im
posing a fine of =20 and costs. It is
understood that there will be an appeal
to Osgoode Hall on one of the convictions.

The facts cited above aflord to every
druggist doing business throughout the
Provinee, ample evidenee that where the
Council have a reasonable chance to se
cuare a conviction against one who wil
fully violates the provisions of the Phar
macy Aect, they will not hesitate to use
it, if by so doing, the protection of the
trade can be secured.

Under the evasive method adopted by
the 1. Eaton Cu., the ditliculty of prefe
ritg o proper charge wis very much in
creased , but, as hmpunity tucreases un
der freedom from rvestraint, that firm fin-
ally overstepped the Lounds of prudent
sale, and as a result have the penalty to
pay.  The action of this firm for some
time past has been a constant menace to
the prosperous conduct of the city retail
drug trade, as they have wantonly used
for advertising purposes, not merely the
drug sundries, but also such medicines and
drugs as the protection aflforded by Mr.
Jewis' certificate would permit the sale of.

While the Council as representatives
of the druy trade are willing to afford
ample protection to the public, and to

that end have introduced into their Act
datars which finguese restrictions upon
theit entr sales, they are anwilling, and
naturally o, to continue to give protee
tion without receiving any. The conten
tione that Pharmacentical legislation s
inteuded solely for the protection of the
public is right ouly in o limited sense, ns
the chuses m the et assuving the safety
of the public, do s by making probibitise
the sapply of puisons and therr compounds
by otlior thau qualiicd deuggists, thus
making the druggist a privileged and pro-
tected individund as well, in so far as the
handhing of such prepatations is concerned,

The law always gants protection to
thuse who comply with its pequirements
m quahiymyg for professional prvileges,
and in phavmacy, as in other pursuits, n
like compliance demands a lihe veturn.
If clause 26 of the Act did not mean to
afford that protection it would have prop
crly vead as follows . Any person may
sell any puison waned in the ficst part of
Schedalet, cither by wholesale or retail, if
the buy, bottde, vessel, weapper or coverin
which the poison is cmtainald is distinetly
Libiedled with the nane of the article and
the word  poison,” aud i suld by retail,
then also with the pane and address of
the  proprietor of the ostablislunent in
which such puisun s suld,” as for example,

MORPHINR. -TOISON,
" T. Eaton & Co., - Toronto. |

while e¢lause 24 would have read, * Any
persott may scll or keep open shop for re-
tuling, dispeunsing, or compounding poi-
sons, or sell, or attempt to sell, nny of the
articles  mentioned  in Schedule * A of
this Aet, provided they cmploy for these
purposes one who is registered and lias
taken out a cettiticate under the provis
1wns of Section I8 of this Act for the time
during whick b 1s selling, dispensing or
compounding poisons,”

The iniquitous injustice of such an in
tcrprctution I8 at once apparent, as it
would immediately open the door to eapital
to abuse, with the aud of & graduate, the
privileges, and limited ones at that, which
the trade now enjuy.  No such interpre
tation has yet been given in Canada, and
we trust never will,

In an article appearing in the Canadian
Drarmac ntical Jonurid commenting on
the case, the moral and material benefits
derivable from such a prosecution haive
been by pen-picture so minimized, that
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the actunl veediet inflicting o fine in caeh
case appenrs to be an uncertain quantity.

The Council in taking action did not
consider the moral or materind  gain
likely to be derived from the suceess of
such na suit, but rather the fact that the 1
Eaton Company were attempling to run
drug store.illegully, or as much of one as
the improper use of a druggist’s cortificate
would allow. Mourally, that fitm was con-
stantly violuting the provisions of the
Phiarmacy Act, but legally, no hold upon
an illegal net could e obtained until the
present charges could he substantiated,
when the Council nt once put the law in
motion to check their course, with the
result above stated—a result which is in-
deed gratifying as an interprotation of
the law to mean that qualilieation alone
implies privileges,

Not only will this sction check the
attempt of the T, Eaton Co. to encroach
upon the business of the drugaist, but the
effect upon others who were sttempting
like methods has already
been perceptible, and
evidence is not wanting
to show that at an carly
date few dry goods or
grocery houses will be
found which will han.
dle and sell goods, the
nature of which they
are  ignorant, and of
which an expensive an.
alysis to determine that
they did not contain a
scheduled suticle, alone
would assure them the
sale of.

Creasote Pills.

—

The dispensing of these
pills has caused some
diticulty on account of
the need of a suitable
excipicnt and the vola-
tility of the remedy.
The following method
of procedure is pro-
nounced very satisfactory ; it depends up-
on making first what is called a “creasote
emulsion” (50 per cent) from gelatin
5.50, distilled water 12.00, sugar 2.50,
and creasote 20.00; the cmulsion is pre-
served in tight fitting glass.stoppered bot-
tles. In making pills, the corresponding
quuntity of the emulsion is taken and
made into & mass by the addition of a
little powdered liquorice and althwa.
The emulsion should be taken from the
bottle with a horn spatula, as ivon discol-
ors it; the pill mass, however, can be re-
moved from the mortar with an iron spat-
uin.—J. Norberto, Jr., in Pharmacentical
Lost.

In the Jourwd of Mental Scienee for
the current month, De, Carlyle Johnstone,
records his observations on the effeels of
Sulfanal, on fifty patients suftering from
various kinds of mental disorders, includ-
ing peneral paralysiz, welancholia, and
manin,  His experiences with the dreag
point to the conclusions that in properly
regulated doses, itis an eflicient hypnoctie,
and compared with that of other hypnoe.
tics, ite nction iy faivly certain awmd con-
stant,  The sleep produced by it is natur-
al and undisturbed by dreams; it has no
injurious olfect upon the appetite, civeula-
tion, respirntion or temperature, and the
generad health does not sutler under its
use.  After o time, the dose may be ve-
dueed or it may be discontinued, and the
patient still continue to sleep well.  Dr,
Johnstone also found that it had adistinet
sedative nction in mental excitement and
distress, and could bLe employed  with

areat benefit in cases of insanity, especial-
1y such as ave recent or of acute character.
Tts complete tastelessness also is recom-
mended in such cases, allowing its com-
bination with food, in milk, insuch a way
as to escape the notice of the patient. It
will thus be scen that the writer’s conclu-
sions are in accord with the majority of
those already published, and that while
regarding sulfonal as by no means a per-
fect hypnotie, he is inclined to give it a
very important place in the treatment of
sleeplessness and  restlessness generally.
The best doses he found to be between
thirty and forty grains, and it should be
given just before the patient lies down.—
Lancet.

Lead poisoning is characterized by such
an abundance of lead sulphate in the skin
that black tracings will appear on the
latter if peucilled with ammonium sulph-
ide solution.

Explosiveness of Peroxide of
Hydrogen.

The necessity for storing peroxide of
hydrogen in a cool place, removed from
the action of heat and light, has been
brought to the attention of a Tennesseo
fivmy of pharmacists in a rather forcible
manner, A bottle of the liquid which
was stored on a shelf in the second story
of the building vecupied by Leickhardt &
Co., Nushville, exploded with territic foree,
a fow days ago, swnd smashed o large
number of bottles in its vicinity. Con-
siderable excitement prevailed for a while,
but fortuately no one was hurt. The cx-
tra  wmolecule of oxygen in hydrogen
dioxide is contained in w loose stute of
combination, being readily given up on
the application of a slight degree of heat
or exposure to the air.  The majority of
manufacturets take the precaution of
stating explicitly on the labels attached
to each container that the Lottle should
be kept in a cool place.
But many pharmncists
disregard & simple in-
junction of thig kind,
and the sequel is shown
in accidents of the kind
just described.— Phar-
macentical Lecord.

The presence of bac-
terin always rules high
at about eight o’clock in
the morning. ‘Then be-
gins n gradual decrease
until their least presence
for the duy occursat the
weridinn,  This Jasts for
about one hour. Then
a gradual decrcase sets
in, and at about cight
e1ght o'clock of the even-
ing the maximum is
again reached. Until
about e¢leven o'elock, or
near midnight, their
number is considerable, and a great dim-
inuition occurs between that heur and
three o’clock, when the number begins to
rise, until at eight in the morning the
maximum is again reached. —North An
ican Review.

Montreal Notes.

Extra precautions ave to be taken at
the matriculation (preliminary) examina-
tions to be held by the Pharmaceutionl
Association this month, in order to pre-
vent personation and other ways that are
dark, which have been too common at
legal, medical, and pharmaceutical exam-
inations of Inte years,

As the Pharmaceutical Socicty of Great
Britain refuses to accept the diploma of
the Pharmaceutical Association of the
Province of Quebec, a fecling has arisen
in Montreal against accepting their diplo-
mn here, and a good many licentinte:
advocate the passing of » specilic resolu
tion to that eftect.

Mr. W, A. Dyer, the well-known chem-
ist on Phillip’s Square, will shortly move
to commodious prenuses on the corner of
University and St. Catherine sts,, being
the western corner of the block on which
his prescnt pharmacy is situated. His
present stand has been purchased by Mr.
11. Birks, who will pull down the proper-
ty and erect a lurge building to be occu-
pied by himself asa jewelry store, and the
upperstories by Notman, thephotographer.

Mr. Chapman’s old branch in Cote St.
Antoine came near being burnt out last
week by some entanglement or confusion
of the clectric light, telegraph, telephone
and trolley wires. It seems to be about
time some method wns invented to do
away with these abominations.

The electric car system which was
promised for exhibition week was a fizzle
and it will be some time before electrie
cars take complete possession of the tracks.
A few cars are running at this date and
are giving good satisfaction.

The wholesale men at their recent Con-
vention in Montreal decided to assist re-
tail chemists in putting down the ridicu-
lous cutting of prices, which has nearly
ruined the drug business in the neighbor-.
ing States ; and in the future they intend
to discourage sales and accommodation of
any kind to those guilty of such suicidal
practices.

The Provincial Exhibition held here
recently did not benetit the rvetail drug-

gists ng nach ns was expected. A wuch
poorer ¢luss of people seem to attend such
allairs in this provinee, compared with the
peoplo seen at such shows in the States.
The cheap hotels and street vailway uppear
to huve been the principal gainers,

Disinfectants have been selling freely
all summer, and it is possible thers will
be w large demand noxt spring, in view of
the fuct that Kurope is badly infected
from the Baltic to the Mediterranenn, and
that it is undoubtedly much worse in
France than is represented by the Asso-
cinted Press. 1t will require all the
cllorts of the quarantine authorities, nided
by the Provincinl DBoards of llealth, to
keep tho disease out of Canada. Perchlor-
ide of mercury, chloride of lime and car-
bolic acid, put up in n handy form, with
dircctions, will be in most demand, us
these are recommended by DBoards of
Health, who generally, and with good
reaso, frown down secret preparations
where so much s at stake.

The police magistrate fined a Montreal
physiciun, last week, 325 and costs, for
keeping an open drug store, and at the
same time acting #s & physician, in defi-
anco of the Pharmacy Act. He was also
fined the same amount for habitually
leaving his drug store in charge of an ap-
prentice.

Another serics of actions have been
taken by the Pharmaceutical Association
against Mr. Archambnult, who persists in
keeping n drug store without a license.
The case is now in the hands of the Asso
ciation’s lawyers, Messrs, Chapleau, Bis-
aillon, Brosseau & Lajoie,

Noieé' From éngland.

( From onr owen Correspondent. )

The meeting of the British Pharmaceu-
ticnl Conference which lins just taken
plnce was highly successful and thorough- .
ly enjoynble. The President, Mr. E, C.
C. Stanford, F. C. S, F. 1. C, gave a
cloever and interesting address replete
with information on many subjects nkin
to pharmucy. Of the 26 pupers submit-
ted, half were read without comment and
three or four had to be taken as read.
Grierson in “The Digestion of Starch,”
claims that arrow-root and potato starch
are more casily digested than whenat,
maize, osts, etc. Mackenzie described
the successful application of electro-mag-
nctic current in strychnine poisoning,
The commercial salts of lithium werc
given a clean bill for purity by Mair,
One of the secretaries, W. A. 1. Naylor,
had not so good a report to make upon
valerianate of zine, which was not uni-
form in composition — the valerinnic
acid appearing to have been prepared
from impure fousel oil. Hodgkin ex-
plained the difliculties in obtaining a pure
form of animal charcoal and showed that
the B. P. requirements were impractic-
able.  Dott has determined the solubility
of the various strychnine salts, the hydro-
chloride being most soluble (1 in 35) and
the citrate next (1 in 37). He also criti.
cised the B. P. tests for bromide of potas.
sium. Davis rccommended the very ob.
vious plan of stirring ointments, that are
disposed to become lumpy, during the
whole of the time required to cool and set
them. Gerrard had a practical note in-
dicating that the addition of cyanide of
potassium to ordinary Fehling’s solution
renders the end of the reaction, in esti-
mauting glucose, more exact and sharper.
Jambul had attracted the attention of
Stephenson who believes that the best
way of giving this drug in diabetes, is a
weak alcoholic tincture of the seeds de-
prived of their pericarps. Wright and
Farr claim that a tincture of chincona
prepared with diluted spirit, containing
80 per cent. of rectified, is the best both
as regards amount of alkaloids and keep-
ing properties. Essence of lemon was
thoroughly discussed by Barrett, who is
engaged in its manufacture in Sicily.

An interesting discussion took place
last month at the meeting of the Chemi-
cal Society upon the proposed new nomen-
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clature for organic Lodies. The Fellows
. present enjoyed an intellectual treat from
tho wasterly manner in which Prof. Avrm.
strong, F. R. 8., dealt wit the subject.
Dr. Armstroug was one of the three Brit
ish delegates to the Geneva Congress,
and s fucile prineeps as the leading ex-
ponient of organic chemistry in this coun.
try. Although not favoring all the sug.
gestions that were mide, D Armstrong
was emphatic that Lnglish  speaking
chemists must move in this matter or onr
Toeutonic brethren will lenve us all behind,
There is something fascinating w a sys-
tem which would at once assign a scienti-
fic and systematic name to a new com-
pound or isomer according to some few
established rules. We should theun do
away with the several baptisms which
one body often undergocs, uniformity of
nomenclature nmongst the scientitic chem-
ists of different countries would prevail
and much less confusion would ensue.
The congress contained neither Canadian,
Awerican nor Russinn  representatives,
and numerically-speaking our own coun-
try was insufliciently represented. 1t is
obvious that any system which is to be
universally accepted must be adopted to
Eaglish speaking countries, the language
which more than any other is spreading
over the whole globe.

A recent description of  visit to the
drug farm of 1litchin, in one of our trade
Jjournals, is of special interest.  The firm
in question have cultivated medicinal
plants for more than 50 ycars and both
father and son are pharmaceutical chem-
ists. Messrs. Ransom & Son, of llitchin,
have some 20 to 30 acres devoted to bel-
ladonna, aconite, hemlock and elaterium.
In their factory which adjoins theirv Jarg-
est field they convert these into extracts,
official juices, ete. The present season
has not bLeen unfavorable, bLut still the
crop in all the medicinal plants is Lelow
the averdge owing to the severity of last
winter, Rosemary is almost destroyed,
whilst the claterium plants have suftered
very wuch,  According to the statisties
given by Messrs. Ransow, forcign clater-
ium yiclds considerably less claterin than
the English—aud s Mr. Ransom formu-
Jated the present official method of esti-
mating elutering, this mny safely be taken
to be a fuct.  Its reason is explaived by
the fact that on the coutinent it is not
cultivated but largely allowed to grow
wild.

A curious instance of the want of
chemical knowledge vesulting fatally has
recently occurred. A man took a large
dosc of sulphate of zing, with a suicidal
intent it was averred.  On learning this,
one of our sapient defenders of the public
ponce proceeded to wake him swallow a
quantity of salt, s0 as to produce cmisis.
Unfortunately, the direct result was to
form chloride of zinc in the wan’s stow-
ach, which, as a stroug cschacotic, corrad-
od the walls of the stowach so fearfully
that he died.  On post-mortem examina.
tion, this was discovered, and the medical

officer added that had be boen left alone

ho would hnve recovered. This is the
fiest instance of such an extisordinavy
result from the well-meaning attemipt to
suva i person from poisoning.

His pavtner, Mr, Thomas Barrett, is the
compressed  energy  of  the  business,
To him is due the gigantic advertising
system which has made Pears a houschold
name for soap all over the world,  The
average expenditure in advertising has
been about £500,000 per annum ; in this,
however, is included the acquisition of
some valuable oil paintings by masters
such as Millais, Frith, &e., aud some noble
statuary  which adorns  their principal
London depot in Oxford st. Tew firms
have profited Ly the cutting of “muslin
droggists ™ more than A, & . Pears.
Nearly throughout England their trans.
parent soap is to be obtained at the cut-
rate of 7c. a tablet.  As this price barely
leaves 5 per cent. to the retailer it be.
comes evident how little difliculty was
found in inducing the public to buy their
article.  Sinee then, chemists generally
have preferred to leave Pears’ soap alone,
as there is no profit in giving change for
a 10 cent piece.  This became the oppor-
tunity for the introduction of Vinolia
soap, which, in the incredibly short time
of three years, has made itself known in
England, Americn, Australin and conti-
nental Europe,  With an excellent article
aud judicious enterprise the proprictors
have laid themselves out for chemists, and
work cnergetically to prevent their Vin-
olia preparations from reaching the  cut-
ters.”  The result has been satisfactory
all vound, and both chewists and provrie-
tors have cause for congratulation.

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The Useful Varieties of Nutmegs

———

DR, WARBURA,

The oldest works mnking mention of
the nutmeg speak of several kinds which
must have attracted the attention of the
earliest Dutch travellors, In 159G, be.
fore the conquest of Bandu, Tinschoten
mentioned two kinds of nutmeg—round
and Jong—and in 1605 Clusius gave
drawings of a fruit branch of Nux myris-
ticamus, as well as the ordinary nutmeg.

In several of the older drawings of
Piso and Valentini the leaves of the true
nutineg Are incorrectly associated with
the fruit of this second variety. The
term Pala metsiri, often used by Piso, is
probably also based upon a confusion of
the true nutmeg with u variety. low-
ever, it is on the whole clear what is
meant, and there is no doubt that all
these remarks apply to the Myristica
fatua, Houtt, a tree which certainly
grows wild in Banda and Amboyna, per-
haps also in other of the Molucea islands.
Its fruit is scarcely at all aromatic when
fresh, in the dry state not at all, while
the mace suiclls disagreeable and not aro-
matic. The fruit is therefore only used
inedicinally in that island for dysentery,
headache, or as an aphrodisiac and they
were brought from thence only as curios-
ities.

As the intercourse between the Moluc-
cas and New Guinea increased, an entire-
ly new kind of nutimeg came into the hands
of Europeans, the Myristica argenten,
Warb. That was probably first noticed
in 16G6. Since the middle of the 18th
century it became an article of commerce
in Eastern Asia. Towards the end of
that century it was brought to Europe,
and at the present time it is the most im-
portant article of export from New
Guinea. Nevertheless this nutmeg re-
mained undescribed and unknown, as well
as the plant by which it is produced.

*  Warburg succeeded in obtaining infor-
mation on this point through the assis-
tance of a native who was persuaded to
show him some of the trees in Dutch New
Guinea. They were characterized by large
leaves having a silvery appearance at the
under side, and hence the name.

Next to Myristica fragrans the M.
argentea is certainly the most important
variety, and that which has the greatest
futare. The ador is not so delicate asthe
true nutineg, and that may be due to the
circumstance that it is not prepared and
packed with as much care as the true
kind. The export from the province of
Onin is estimated by DBeccari to have
amounted to about 125 pounds at the
middle of the 18th century, andit exceed-
ed in importance that of all other produce.
Since then the vegular scrvice of steamers
has led to a great increase in this trade.
Formwerly the nutmegs were sent in small
parcels by ships to Banda, there - treated
in same way as true nutinegs and
sowelimes mixed with them, Now they
areall taken direct to Macasear where
they arc shelled and dusted with lime.

‘I'he price of them in Macassar is about
one-third that of the best quality of true
nutinegs.

While formerly these nutmegs were
used only in the Malay Avchipelago, in
the Phillipme Islauds, ete, by the na-
tives, probably on account of their cheap-
ness, as Para papua in the Malsy coun:
try, a5 Aniz moscada in the Phillippines,
and came only occasionally to Holluud
and England they are now regularly im-
ported by way of Amsterdam into Eng-
land as long nutmegs, and they have been
known in Germany since 1890 as lorse
nutmegs.  Apart from the fuct that the
aroma is not 5o delicate the nutmegs are
also very frinble, but the broken frag-
ments can be used for the production of
essential oil. They are also very liable to
be attacked by maggots even when they
have becn limed. The aroma is very per-
innnent even when the nutmegs have
been kept for a number of years. Sam-
ples dating from the previous century
have still a strong smell when crushed.

Hitherto the mace has not been
brought into commerce. Samples of it
brought to Europe have a dirty grey to
brown-red color, but this is probably due
to defective drying, since some of the
nutmegs brought over by the author have
a fine dark red arillus that is very oily,
and has a powerful oder. It is uncertain
whether in drying the mace would acquire
the yellow-red color of that from M. fra.
grans, but it is certainly capable of being
made useful provided it can be properly
prepaved.

These nutmegs would come into actual
competition with true nutmegs, only in
the event of their being carefully cultivat.
cd and gathered, as the produce of M.
fragrans is in Hainen, and it is not im-
probable that their lower price would be
compensated by a larger field.

The nutmegs of M. argentea differ from
true nutmegs in their navrow, long shape,
and the relatively less marked arillus fur-
rows. The arillus generally consists of
four broad stripes, which are united above
and below. The same with the hard shell
is from 33 to 4} cw. long and from 2to
31 broad. It is broadest at the base and
becomes gradually narrower towards the
end, externally of a bright red brown col-
or when fresh, but as met with in com-
metce it is generally rubbed and of a yel-
low-brown color. The fruit is imbedded
in a very thick pericarp, and when fresh
it is from 41 to 61 cm. loug and 4} to 51
cm. broad. The testa is neaily 1 mun.
thick. The endospern containg wuch
starch,and the brown runcination streaks,
which alone contain the aroma, are more
scattered and coarser than in true nut-

The cotyledonsare joined in a disc
swelled at its edges to 5 m.m. diameter.

Among other available kinds of nut-
megs the author mentioned M. succedanea,
Reinw., discovered by Reinwardt in the
island of Tidore, one of the Moluccas, in
1821. The nutiwegs can scarcely be dis-
tinguished from those of M. fragrans, and
they are very aromatic. The leaves and

flowers of this varicty arve, however, quite
different from those of M. fragraus,

In New Guinea there is a great numbey
of varicties of nutmeg plants, the produce
of which possess sonie aroms, but though
permanent it is generally too feebls to ad-
mit of theso kinds being used to any ex-
tent as substitutes for Lrue nutmegs,

As an adulteration of true mmco the
arillus of M. mmlabarien, Lawm., kunown
under the nume of Bombay maee, hag been
used during the past two centuries, It
is much larger and more cylindrical than
the arillus of true nutmeg, and the several
flaps are unitedd at the apex, forining a
conical structure. The aunatomical struc-
ture is also different, as may be secn by
the aid of n microscope. When moistened
with hydrochloric ncid the Bombay muace
presents the marked peculiarity of assum.
ing a greenish color.~Lharmaceutical
Journal,

Russian Cholera-Remedies

The St. Petersburg correspondent of
the Vienna Lharmacentische Post gives nn
intercsting account of the therapeutic
treatment of cholera-patients in Russia
during the great epidemic of 1831. We
must, however, leave him all responsibili-
ty for the doses he mentions. First of all
the unfortunate victim was bled, 16 oz
being the regulation weight of blood ab-
stracted from a grown person. He was
then dieted with beei-tes, hot tea, and-a
tisane of inucilaginous drugs, then known
to therapy by the name of Mucilaginosa
or Remedia Slanda. Sixty grains (sic /)
of opium (at that time the morphia per-
centage of commercial opium was lower
than it isnow) were next administered per
os, and repeated if thought desirable—this
drug being given to attain the diminution
of the irritability of the mucous membrane
of the stomach and as an antispasmodic.
Opium was the great pillar of the cholera.
treatment, and, if the dose taken pier 0s was
vomited up from 135 to 225 grains (sic/)
wete administered as an enema. If no
good results followed the administration
of either dose, dilute sulphuric or nitric
acid in large doses was resorted to, many
practitioners being loud in their praises of
these drugs. A mixture of calomel and
rhubarb (430 grains within six hours,
something wrong with the doses surely !)
was also a popular remedy. Persons in
cholera-stricken districts were advised be-
fore leaving their houses to rub their
bodicx, or at any rate their hands and
face, with a mixture of aqua vite and
olive oil and to with thema vialof
solution of chloride of lime or of vinegar,
with wkich handsand nose were to be rub-
bed frequently. Small bags of bleaching-
powder suspended round the neck were
also cariicd by many.—Chemist and Drug-
gist.

Turning no« to the dispensing nids in

the form of
POWDER,

many of them are made from B.P. for-
muln, merely requiving the addition of an
excipient or menstruum to convert them
into official pills or mixtures. Others ave
triturations (to adopt a  homwopathic
term) of simple powders, for the purpose
of huving the active ingredients in 2 fine.
ly divided form, or with a view to increas-
ing the bulk of the active drug, so that it
may be more casily weighed, and may be
quite rendy for dispensing in the form of
powdets.

Of powders for pill masses that shiould
be kept, the following forms are generally
needed :

Fil. ehel.cop .......0s AT for 2 (ghve, and treacle)

This list may be indefinitely extended,
according to the requirements of individ-
unl nuighborhoods. Most of the oflicin
pill masses should be kept volled out in 4
grs. or i grs. pills, cither coated or other-
wise, and it is usual to keep a large stock
of unofticial pills ready for sale, such us
cathartic, Blaud’s, quinine (various
strengths), &e., &e.  The time of the dis-
penser ghould not be occupied with mak-
ing pills of such frequent recurrence as
these. It is well to keep compound rhu-
barb pill in mass as well as in powder, as
from its composition there is little fear of
its getting havd, but on the contrary, it
is generally soft cnough to form the cx-
cipicnt for any small quantity of powder
which may be ordered to be incorporated
with it.

Speaking of pills, it should be remem-
bered that the official pil. phosphori is not
tinished when originally prepared, but,
that at the time of dispensing every two
parts of the mass has to be incorporated
with one part of curd soap. Powders for
mixtures will Lo spoken of under the
heading of mixtures, so that attention
st now be called to the second-class of
powders, those classitied as triturations of
active ingredients,

Of these, possibly calomel with sugar
of milk is the most frequently required,
and the mixture should be kept in two
strengths, 1 in & and 1 in 20, the former
Leing used when a small powder is requir-
cd with a moderate dose of calomel, and
the Jatter when a smadl dose is required
in the smae sized powder.  Camphor is
frequently preseribed in the powdered
form, and for this purpose it is convenient
that it also be kept rubbed up with sugar
ot milk (1 in 3). Grey powder (hyd. o
cret.), calcium sulphide, and many other
potent drugs arc conveniently kept, mixed
with sugar of milk, the particular advan-
tage being that minute quantities are
readily aud accurately weighed by means

of the inert powder with which it is in-
timately mixed.

The fact that saccharin is often ordered
in place of sugar in tho official pulv,
lycyrrh, comp., and in pulv. amygd. co.
should be noted ; in the former case o'y of
a part of soluble saccharin is the quantity
to replace the six parts of sugar used in
the oflicinl formula, and in the Iatter Jx
of u part of soluble saccharin substitutes
the four pavts of sugar therein ordered,

Turning now to the powders for, or the
concentrated forms of

MINTURES.

it is usual in most pharmacies to keep the
pulv. pro. mist. creti, an cquivalent of
powdered sugar being used instead of the
syrup ordered in the formula for chalk
mixtures ; 4. ¢, H5 grs. of mixed powders
(vontaining 16 grs. each of chalk and gum,
and 23 of sugur) being triturated with
suflicient cinnamon water to make one
ounce of mixture.

‘The pulv. amygd. comp. ordered in the
B. P. for mistura amygdalx, should also
be kept ready, especially in the season of
coughs; though if the demand for it is
small, corvespondingly small quantities of
the powder should be prepared at a time,
as it is most cssentinl that it should be
quite fresh, otherwise it may devclop a
slight mustiness. Indeed in some estab-
lishments the alimonds ave beaten up when
required to make the mixture, but this is
a lengthy process, and it cau hardly be
said that there is a sufficient difterence
in the resulting mixture to justify the ex-
penditure of time. The powder keeps
well for several weeks if properly made,
and this is long enough to use up the
small quantity prepared at ono time under
ordinary circumstances.

The officinl mistura ferri comp. is ad-
vautageously kept in a concentrated forw,
triple rose water being used, and three
times the quantity of other ingredients;
of course, the sulphate of iron is not add.
ed until the mixture is required, and then
one part of the concentrated ewmulsion is
used with two parts of water, and ferrous
sulphato in the proportion of 2} grs. for
vaeh ounce of the finished product is add.
ed. The advisability of keeping a concen-
trated (1 in {) mistura ammonini is de-
pendent upon the frequency with which
it is required in cach neighborhood. It
does not take very long to prepare, and
therefore, if very rarely required it is well
to make it fresh ; but if, on the contrary,
it is often prescribed, a concentrated form
will be found convenient, and fairly per-
manent.

A few words in regard to

CONCENTRATED WATERS,

will 20t be out of place here. Three of
the waters, rose, elder flower, and orange
flower, are generally sent from the dis.
tilleries in triple or quadruple strengths,
and peppermint and spearmint waters may
be prepared double strength by using
double the quantity of oil ordered official-
ly. But in addition to these, rose water
is obtainxble 1 in 40, prepared from otto
of roses, which is very convenient for

wany toilet articles ; and nrtiﬁciall{ pro-
peved waters of aniseed, dill, fennel, &c.,
may be obtained of doublestrength by
using 2 minims of the respective oil for
each ounce of distilled water, and mixing
in any of the ways recommended in the
various treatises on the subject.

The ndvantages of keepiug concentrated
waters are very evident, and are, perhaps,
still more appreciated when using ready
prepared solutions of salts.  Forinstance,
if 4 demis. of potassium bicarbonate were
prescribed with 8 ozs. of peppermint water,
it could be rapidly dispensed by mixing
4 oz8. of potass. bicarb, solution (1 in 8)
with 4 ozs. of double-strength peppermint
water.  Many such examples will readily
occur to readers, and the advantages and
convenience of concentrated waters will
be acknowledged by all.

Turning now to the much disputed
yuestion of
CONCENTRATED INFUSIONS AND DECOCTIONS,

it must be admitted by all that great time
and trouble is saved by employing them,
and therefore the only question at issue is
whether the resulting infusion gct by
dilution is equal to the infusion freshly
prepared.  Great numbers of opinions
have been expressed pro and con, and
among physicians who hold the latter
views, many of them feel so strongly on
the subject that when ordering an infus.
ion on a prescription, they insert the word
recentis (recens) after it

In the majority of cases, however, both
physicians and patients are perfectly sat-
isfied with infusions prcpared by dilution
of concentrated ones, and as they are, asa
rule, chiefly put into a mixture for the
sake of the flavor and not so much for
their therapeutic value, which, at the
most, is but small, the pharmacist is justi-

. fied in using them. In one or two cases,

however, notably the iufusions of buchu
and orange (simple), the freshly prepared
article has an odor and f nce totally
distinct from that of the coucentrated
preparation, and, in such cases, the infus-
ion should be prepared fresh as required.
In all other cascs, however, the one is
practically indistinguishable from the
other, and the dispenser is therefore quite
acting within his right of discretion in
using the one that is most rapidly and
conveniently prepared ; he can thus econ-
omize the time that is always an object in
preparing medicines, besides saving con-
siderable trouble.

It is well to occasionally make a littie
of cach infusion fresh, for the purposes of
comparison, and, of course, care must be
always taken to obtain these, as other
pharmaceutical preparations, from trust-
worthy sources.

Various methods for preserving freshly
prepared infusions are in vogue in differ-
ent establishments, but the one that scems
to answer most satisfactorily is that per-
formed by raising the liquid to the boiling
point for a moment, and then tightly
corking. Those who use this process say
that infusions, thus bottled, will last for
weeks aund often mouths, The practios of

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adding prescrvative ingredients to infus-
ions and decoctions is hardly onc to be
commended, though a few drops of recti-
fied spirit would ba generally considered
admissable.

While on the subject of concentrated
infusions, it will be apropos to say n fow
words concerning

CONCENTRATED LIQUORS

for syrups, &c. Here again the same
character applies, viz.: that they are un-
doubtedly » great saving of time and
trouble, and the only point upon which a
difference of opinion could exist iz as to
the quality of the product. In this case,
however, the argument about the fra-
grance does not upply, and therefore us
long as the liquors are obtained from
trustworthy sources the dispenser is cer-
tainly right in using syrups ade by
their agency.

There is, moreover, a positive advan-
tage, irrespective of time and trouble, in
dispensing syrups made from concentrated
liquors, and that is that the product is
perfectly free fromn any trace of fermenta.
tion, & condition which is practically un-
attainable in vegetable syrups prepared
from the herbs and stored in the finished
state, They are all liable to fermentation
and decomposition even when kept in a
cool place and under the most approved
conditions possible, and therefore a means
of being able to prepare them fresh, when
required, is certainly an advance. The
syrups of orange peel, chloral and ginger
are easily and readily made by the official
process, and squills and orange flower
with very little difticulty, and ns, more-
over, they all keep well, they should be
prepared according to the official method.
But the liquors for the syrups of iron and
tolu, and the vegetable syrups, may Le
prepared with much advantage in many
ways from the concentrated liquors.

Great attention is being paid in the
present day to aid mechanical dispensing
adjuncts, and the work of the operator is
rendercd a good deal lighter by the em-
ployment of some of them ; the collection
of a great number, however, is hardly a
plan to be reconunended, as it is rather
more likely to complicate than to simplify
the work. On theother hand, a judicious
choice of them, with the knowledge of
when to use them, is & great assistance.

An arrangement of the bottles, &c., of
the dispensing counter on a methodical
plan should certainly be adopted ; prob-
ably a strict alphabetical order is not to
bo improved upon. Every attention
should be paid to these, and all other
points which tend to assist the dispenser
in his duties ; for it inust always be borne
in mind that whatever proportion of his
whole business the dispensing practice oc-
cupies, it is, nevertheless, the most respon-
sible and most important cf the duties of
the pharmacist, and thereforc every pos-
sible arrangement must be made to enable
it to be carried out with rapidity and
abeolute accuracy.—British and Colonial
Drwggint

Useful Counter Requisites.

{ Conclwded from last wionth.)
WINKS, 8YRUPS, &C.

The quinine wine of the Pharmiacopwia
preparved with orange wine, should be kept
ready in pints and half-pints, and is some-
times preforred in wine bottles (24 ounces),
80 & few bottles of this size are convenient,
A similar preparation, using sherry in-
stend of orange wine, is kept in some
pharmacics. nnd is frequently bought by
more wealthy clients instead of that made
from the officinl formula. A fair quality
of wine should be employed so that the
wine bottle full of quinine sherry should
retail at 4s,

Pepsine wine isasked for very frequent-
ly in some parts of the country, and in
4-ounce bottles, sclling at 2s. or 2s. 6d,,
seldowm hangs on hand. Many good pre-
parations are obtainable in the market,
but in case the pharmacist prefers to make
his own, the following formula will be
found satisfuctory :

PEPSINE WINE,

Take of

Pepsine (in scales)......co... 128 grains,

Dilute hydrochloricacid ...... 75 winiws,

Glycerine, pure ....ovvvueeens { ounce,

Distilled water .............. 1 ounee,

Sherry cocvvine venen to make 16 ounces,
Dissolve. A teaspoonful for & dose after

meals.

The question of whether a chemist
should sell the so called medicated wines
or not is large and complicated, and
appears to be answered in the negative by
the majority of chemists. This being the
case, formule will not be given here for
the coca, meat and walt, and other wines,
which undoubtedly require the retailer to
be the holder of & wine license. Formu-
Je for these have been given in back
numbers of the British and Colonial
Druggiat, and will be found in the * Man-
ual of Formula,” so that the want can be
supplied if necessary.

Few syrups are required, and they are
not on the whole very satisfactory stock
on account of their proncness to ferment
aud so burst the bottle. An artificial
syrup of lemon, made with citric acid and
tincture of lemon, is sold for flavoring
purposes and for beverages. A cough
syrup may be made according to one of
the well-known formul, and is generally
more popular if of a reddish color than
any other. Chemical food and compound
syrup of the hypophosphites also must
find a place, and may be prepared from
the fornwlary of the B. P. C.

Leaving preparations for internal con-
sumption, we next come to articles of a
fluid uature intended for external use,
and as these are very few in number they
can be conveniently grouped together
under the one heading :

EXTERNAL APPLICATIONS,
Of these, a preparation for chilblains

comes first, and a very good lotion for
chilblainy may be made as follows :

Take of

Sulphate of »ine . .. ...onel $ denchm,

Acetate of lead ......... veesd drachm,

Glycering, pures,..cvoienenen 2 deachms.
L 137 wp to.& vunces.

Tho lead and zinc salts are dissolved in
separate portions of the water, and then
mixed with the glycerine and together.
A collodion paint for corns should be

put up in runll bottles with & brush, and

may be prepared from the usual formulee
with salicylic acid and extract'of cannabis
indica, or a colorless solution can be got
by the substitution of lactic acid for the

Indian hemp,

Formuhe for toothache essences are
legion, and the reader shall not be burden-
ed with another. If a few cures can be
obtained with the special preparation
selected, the pharmncist soon gets a repu-
tation for the article, and a good sale
generally results. Probably nothing is
more effectual in getting one’s name
before the public than a good specific for
toothache, for the fact secms to be circu-
Iated from one to the other with surpris-
ing rapidity. The number of cases of
toothache ure s0 great, and the pain so
agonizing, persons suftering from tooth-
ache will try nearly everything under the
sun to get relief, and hence there is good
scope in that direction,

Bottles of concentrated decoction of
poppies and chamomiles can be recom-
mended for the rapid.and convenient pre-
patation of fomentalion; it dispenses
with the operation of boiling the poppy
capsules, and, moreover, saves the stain-
ing of the saucepan or other utensils in
the process. Those customers to whom
tho preparation is not already known
generally hail it with pleasure,

Turning now to the

POWDERS

and granulated preparations, a leading

line should be made of effervescing saline.

A good article should be obtained and put

up in six or eight ounce bostles, with wide

mouths and tight-fitting corks, the whole
being wrapped in circulars, and a neat

fancy wrapper. The following makes a

very nice preparation :

Take of
Potassium chlorate, in powder .. § ounce.
Maguesium sulphate .......... ounce.
Tartavic scid...viiveennsneennn 64 cunces,
Sodium bicarbonate. ........... 7 ouncés,
White sugar ... .cooviinnnanns 1 pound.
Oilof lemon coovviiuiininn.n. as required.

Mix thoroughly, and preserve in well
stoppered bottles,

Effervescing citrate of magncsia is
always popular, and of course seidlitz
powders form a staple article of daily
consumption ; the latter should be care-
fully weighed, not measured, and must of
course be prepared with the finest mater
ials obtainable. Unfortunately the cut-
ting prices have of late made a commoner
ariicle necessary, but the pharmacist
should leave these to the grocer, and con-
tent himself with selling the very best
article, even if at a higher price.

Numerous formule and suggestions for
overy branch of the subject ave to be found,
including perfumery, dontifrices, pomades
and washos for the hair, cosmetiques and
preparations for the skin, &c., &e., and it
it is nltogether too vast to be treated in
any detail in the short space at our dis-

I.  Moreover, the requivements of
every neighborhood ditler, as well as indi.
vidual tastes and fancies, and therefore no
hard and fast line can be laid down as to
what is best put up and what should be
mude a leading specialty.

Of dentifrices, two or three pastes are
required, and from nine to o dozen pow-
ders. The Iatter should be put up in
turned-wood boxes and in bottles with
wide necks and boxwood-topped corks.
One or two washes are also requived, such
as saponaceous (quillain), antiseptic and
astringent ; and the tincturcs of myrrh
and borax should also figure largely in the
gtock.

Preparations for the hair should com-
prise three or four pomades, crystallized,
nutritive, lanoline. and rosemary, oune or
two washes — Erasmus  Wilson’s — and
rosemary and cantharadine, in addition to
the popular lime juice and glycerine and
brilliantine. Formule should be got for
non-separable preparations of both of
these, as the former in two parts looks
very oad, and the latter, if non-separable,
i out of the common, and likely to become
a specialty,

A capital non-separable lime juice and
glycerine is made by emuisifying nut oil
with a concentrated solution of borax (say
J0 grains to 1 ounce) ; to this is then add-
ed a small quantity of solution of potash,
which completes the emulsification and
wakes a stuble product. It is perfumed
to taste. Non-separable brilliantine may
be made as follows:

Take of
Castor ofl ......civiieiieainns 4 ounces,
Absolute aleohol. ... ... ... .. 4 ounces.
Saffron .....oiiiiiiiiiiiin., 4 grains,
Ottoofrose....coevevnennnennn. Sdrops.

Macerate the saffron in the alcohol, which
should be almost entirely frce from
water, and then strain and wix with
the otto-a perfect solution should result.
The list of preparations for the skin is

an ever-varyiug quantity, and while in a
few pharwacies it is confined to glycerine
and rose water and cucuinber and glycer-
ing, others have a most extensive assort-
ment of washes, cosmetiques, creams,
powders, &c,, &¢. A wash under a fancy
name, made from harmless ingredicents for
whitening the skin, finds a ready sale, and
may bo prepared from bismuth, oxide of
zine, and chalk, triturated with glycerine,
and made up with rose water; it should
of course be nicely perfumed.

Cold cream is always popular, and of
recent years preparations of lanoline have
come much in request. The following
formula for langline toilet cresws is very
satisfactory :

Take of

Lomoline... .ooovnvieane o oo 4 ounces,
Ligquid pavathin..... ... ..... 3 ounce.
Distilled water ... } ounce,
Vanilln «ooinvaen o0 .2 yraine,
Otto of rode cees veviinniaenins 1 drop.

The pavatlin and water are thoroughly
mixed with the Janoline, which is readily
accomplished, and the perfumes are
then incorporated.

Of powders, Fuller's earth and violet
powder still hold their own, but there are
many others recommended for the face,
eithier colored with carmine, or left white,
having us & basis French chalk, bismuth,
magnesin, and chalk., Oxide of zinc is
very suitable as an addition to violet pow-
der, and to face powders,

A good toilet vinegar should also bLe
put up, and if in white glass bottles with
sprinkler tops, finds a ready sale. A lead.
ing feature may also be mnde of an anti-
catarrh  sielling bottle, and the word
“eucalyptus” in this connection is always
attractive.

Tt iins only Leen possible in an article
of this length to briefly indicate the lines
upon which the counter aud cases of a
successful pharmncy should be stocked,

Physiology and Pharmaco-Dyna-
mics in Schools of Pharmacy.

R. H. Browy, M. D,

These two studies must necessarily go
hand in band. Physiology, always of
absorbing interest, is of great practical
importance to the pharmacist asa prepar-
ation for the study of the actionsof drugs
on the animal econowny, nor could the
therapeutical application of drugs be
properly understood without a knowledge
of the normal workings of the orgunism
upon which these substancesare intended
to act. *The proper understanding of
toxicology, too, depends upon the know-
ledge of physiology. Toxicology is a
branch which no one will question the
propriety of teaching in our pharmaceuti-
cal colleges.  Yet, is the study of poison-
ous eflects of drugs complete without some
kuowledge of the actions of these same
poisons in controlling diseases? Should
not the pharmacist be able to recognize
when the physiological action of a drug
has been exceeded and the toxic effects
begin tq manifest themselves 7

The true student will ever seek to know
the uses of the things that surround him,
No intelligent mechanic but will be able
to expluin to you the uses of the tool
he is engaged in making. The artisan
who could not tell you the uses to which
his handicraft is adapted would be esteem-
ed but an ignorant craftsman. And chall
the pharmacist who prepares our mnedi-
cines and compounds our prescriptions be
ignorant of the virtues of the very drugs
he handles? Assuredly no one who is
worthy of the title will long remain thus

ignorant, ‘The wman who would content
himself to live, day by day, in an atinos-
phere of drugs, surrounded by his tinc
tures and extracts, and feel no desire to
investigate the uses of the material of his
calling, deserves never to rise above the
work of cleaning show cases and drawing
soda. For such men our colleges of phar-
macy were never intended, and into such
indolent minds the desire for colleginte
education rarely enters.

But shall the true student of pharmncy
—the one who is not satistied to skim
over the merest rudiwments and acquire
Just enough to enuble him to obtain a bare
license, with the timely aid of pitying
classmates or a friendly ‘pony ”—shall
such n man be compelled to attend other
schools when he wishes to dip below the
surface and study the action of drugs, not
in the test tube or crucible, but in the
human body 7 Or must he pick up what-
ever crude conceptions may be suggested
to him by his daily routine work ?

The young men of to-day find that ob.
taining profitable positions is far from an
casy task. There has been a tine (when
our country was newer) when the mero
fuct of being a man and having the will
to work, aud being possessed of fair intel-
ligence, was practically a guarantee of
success, But to.day we find that all
occupations are crowded. For every
position there are scores of applicants.
The only safe course for a young man is
to be thoroughly conversant with the
work he wishes to undertake. To those
thoroughly educated in a gpecial line of
work, provided only their education does
not make thets feel above the drudgery
which must be found in all employments,
tuerc is to-day assurance of remunerative
positions, but to those who have not pre-
parved themselves for their chosen work
disappointment will conte.

Pharmacy and medicine overlap each
other. The physician would be but poor-
ly equipped for his work without a know-
ledge of chemistry, materia medica and
pharmacy, and the pharmacist should not
be altogether ignorant of therapeutics.
No one’s.usefulness is ever impaired by
wider knowledge. A physician whoknows
enough of pharmacy to correctly appre-
ciate its scope, difficulties and responsibil-
ities, never wants to compound ‘his own
medicines while the scrvices of properly
educated pharmacists are available; and
a pharmacist who knows enough about
the modes of action of medicines upon the
vital orgaus of tha human body and their
functions to be an intelligent and safe
compounder and dispenser, is the last to
be tempted to usurp the functions of the
physician.—American Journal Pharmary.

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On Fluid Extracts of Erythroxy-
lon and Cinchona.

Frowm the proceedings of the American Pharma-
ceutical Asrociation, July 16,

During tho past winter the writer has
been engaged in examining practically the
various menstrua for the oflicial tluid ex-
tracts and the results of these labors may
be summarized as follows : ‘The menstruum
for Fluid Extract of Erythroxylon in the
present Pharmacopeein containg more aleo-
hol than is necessary; the best results
were obtained from menstrun made by
mixing one part of alcohol with two parts
of water, both by volume, This made a
fluid extract in which the very slight pre-
cipitate was found to be of inert matter,

In the case of the Fluid Extract of
Cinchonn, the menstruum which yields
the best result was one which was com-
poscd of four parts of alcohol and one of
glycerine, both by volume, finishing the
percolation with a mixture of four parts
aleohol and one of water, both by volume.

This menstrunm yields a fluid extract,
which though exposed for six months toa
lower temperature than that prevailing at
the time of its percolation, has not pro-
duced any precipitate whatever.,

Politeness in Business.

One of the largest and most successful
houses of New York City furnishes its
employces with a set of rules, among
which the following is the one most rigor-
ously tsisted upon, as it has been found
to contribute more to the success of their
business than probably all the others put
together.

“ Be invariably polite and obliging to
every one, not only for the benefit of the
company, but for your own good. Re-
member that civility, while it may be one
of the scavcest articles in the market, is
also one of the cheapest, aud the net profit
on it to you in the end will be greater—
not only from a social and moral point of
view, but in the dollar and cents—than
on anything clse you may have to offer a
customer.”

This is a sentiment which we firmly be-
lieve it will pay every business man and
his clerks to learn by heart and to make
it the rule of their lives. Pleasant man-
ners are of the most inestimable value to
business men, a» especially to those who
ure brought into direct contact with the
public. Tn the retail line many a busi-
ness has suflered materially, while others
have been entirely ruined by the inability
of the proprietor to show a pleasant face
continually while being subjected to a
badgering by a half-<dozen whimsical and
shallow-brained customers. A customer
may be fully aware that one way “smile
and smile, and be =« villain,” and that a
courteous disposition and affable manners
may be no criterion of a person’s charac-
ter; that, in fact, he stands more chance
of being cheated by the polite dealer than
by one of morose and surly temper; yet,

such is human nature, that nine out of ten
people, pacticularly those of the gentler
sex, would actually prefer, if they had a
choice, to be cheated by a pleasant-man.
nered man, rather than to patronize a
sutly, disngreeable denler of the most un-
doubted integrity.

And yet one Fegquently finds enterpris-
ing denlers who are punctilious in the
the matter of stock and its display, and
who are (trenuous in their cfforts te
extend their trade by every channel open
to them, who allow that trade to be hawe.
pered and new patrons repulsed by neglect.
ing so small an essentinl as common
politeness,

Affubihty and pleasant manuers do not
by any means imply sevvility, and there
can be no excuse for the dealer or clerk
who fails to display them in the intervests
of the business. Politeness is one of the
foew weapons that the small dealer especinl
ly has at his command to meet the compe-
tition of larger dealers, as the larger the
business the greater number of assistants
required, and the less chance of the cus.
tomers being treated with uniform defer-
ence—clerks being apt to be more want-
ing in this respect than the proprietors of
stores. Those who doubt our asscrtion
that this advantage is not fully utilized by
the average dealer will find by observation
that our remarks are not altogether found-
ed upon theory.— £,

The Dangers of Dust.

The dust of our public streets 1s really
matter endowed with infectious properties.
The germs of malignant disease is to be
found in the filth we tread beneath our
feet.  The bacilli of tuberculosis will live
on a sidewnalk or in a gutter for three
months; of typhoid, amonth; of cholera,
twenty days; of dipbtheria, fifteen days.

Doctors have asserted that these para.
sites perish rapidly when thus exposed to
the atmosphere, but the above facts, col-
leeted from eminent scientific sources,
completely refute their statenents,  And
it should be observed that these strect in-
fections ave daily and hourly renewed.

It is a phenomenon which scems to
authenticate this view thac our easterly
winds, which pulverize and scatter street
dust in all dirvections, constantly bring
with them catareh, bronchitis, pneumonin,
and la grippe.  The latter alwaysincreas.
ed when the gales blew from this divection,
and theie was o corresponding decrease
after squalls from the west.

How, then, can we best diminish the
dangers of dust? An imperative demand
upon common sense is thit all processes
which tend to disturb it and cause people
to inhale it or bear it away upon their
clothes should be at once ended. The
fashion of wearing dresses which serve as
street brooms is worthy of nothing but
condemnation. It simply ends in placing
upon a pevson’s lungs that which should
disappear down the nearest sewer.

The same applies to our present methods
of street sanitation. Streets, says Doctor

Manfredi, of Naples, should be washed
down with water, and water rendered
antiseptic by some inexpensive fusion,

Tt is time to take a bolder Hight in
thesedirections. Infectious maladics have
recently had a greater hold than for sev-
eral yenrs pust. And thesc observations
attack a great source of public danger.—

Verw York Ledyer.
Cholera's Probable Effect on the
Drug Trade,

Despite the reassuring head lines in the
daily press and the equally reassuring ar
ticles and interviews which follow them
to the effuct that the cholera scourge, now
raging with such awful virulence in many
parts of Europe, will not reach our shoves,
one cannot but entertain some apprehen-
sion in the matter. \When such ports as
Hamburg, Antwerp and Havre all in
direct communication with our principal
ports on the Eastern coast, becone infect-
ed with the pestilence, it matters not what
precautions ave taken, the possibility still
exists that cholera may smite us, perhaps
not so severely as it has the unfortunate
countries of Europe, but still witha sever-
ity which will leave a lasting impression.
This close proximity of cholera besides the
terrible dread it brings with it as a dis-
case, has also a bearing on the drug trade,
to which we would call the attention of
our readers,

There is the ever present danger of the
transmissicn of the disense by means of
the clothing and personal effects of emi-
grants hailing from the infected ports,
and although this danger may be gunrded
against by the health oflicers of New York,
there, is always a possibility that the
dread disense may tind an entry here
through the medium of cargoes of vessels
clearing from Hamburg, Autwerp or
Havre. New York does a large business
with these ports, and no small part of 1t
consists in transactions in crude drugs.
Wiile it is hardly probable that any of
the goods in which the drug tradc are in-
terested would afford even a temporary
harbor for the germs of cholera (unless it
were in the sacks and packing materials),
the fact that they come from an infected
port will be enough to induce some buyers
to repudiate their contracts, and on this
seore it is quite possible that the import-
ers of drugs will have a good deal of
trouble. Indeed, we know of one houso
doing a large itnpiet business which his
decided to import no more drugs from in-
fected ports until the abatement of the
pestilence.

Again, even supposing that no danger
is to be feared in the importation of drugs
from the cholers infected districts, it is
at lenst a reasonable supposition that the
very preventive measures, which this
government must adopt, will in them-
selves have an effect upon the drug trade
which cannot well be overlooked. Doubt-
less many of the vessels which will, in all
probability, be detained -at quarantine,
will have on board cargoes of drags,

their transit to this country. 1t is need-
less to say what the probable efivet of
such delnys umy be, especially if thero
happen to be a searcity in the local mar-
ket of any of the drugs in question,

Morcover, if fumigation is resorted to,
as is likely to be the case, even more
marked ditticulties will have to be combat.
ted ; for while many of tho drugs would
doubtless puss through the ordeal uninjur.
ed, all delicately scented leaves and flow-
ers will run n very great visk of being
ruinetd.  To take one instance, suppose a
consignment of chamomile flowers should
ho strongly and lustingly permeated with
the odor of carbolic, it is scarcely com.
ceivable that they would remain a mer-
chantable article.  With the shortage in
tho new crop of both Gerwan and Rotan
flowers, any unusal depletion of supplies
would undoubtedly advance the prices
materially.

We have so far been considering the
probable eflect of the scourge, as we may
suy, at this end of the route. But there
is another side to tho question.  Alrendy
the drug trade has experienced some of the
cificts of tho cholera in Russia.  In our
last issue we alluded editorially to the fact
that the appreciation in opium is to some
extent due to the increased demand for
worphine, consequent upon the scourge in
Russin. This weck we have to note that
ergot has advanced, due lnrgely to the
plague in Russia, where the cholera has
prostrated many who are connected with
that interest.  And thus it is likely to bo
with many articles of commercial interest
in the drug trade, the primary markets of
which are within the radius infected by
the awful disease. Lo how great an ex.
tent business is likely to be affected, or
prices influenced, it is diflicult to deter-
mine, but it is reasonable to assume that
as loug as tho cholera remains epidemic
and perchance for some time after its
cessation, the drug trade will be remiunded
of it through its eflect upon their innne
diate interests.—O0il, Paint amd Drug
Reporter.

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No Change in Discounts.

A short time ago a circular was issued
to the trade signed by all tha Wholesale
Druggists of Canada, announcing that on
and after October 1st the rate of cash
discount to be allowed on all purchases
paid within thirty days from date of in-
voioe, would be reduced to 3 per cent. in-
stead of b per cent. as previously allowed.
This proposed advance, however, has been
abandoned, owing, we believe, in a great
measure to the strong feeling it created
amongst the retail trade, and also to the
subsequent opposition of some of the
wholesalers who signed the circular, they
feeling that the limiting the discount to
three per cent. would huve a tendency to
divert both the patent medicine and drug
sundries trade into the hands of outaiders,
all of whom gave the larger discount.

Auspicious Opening.

The thirteenth session of the Ontario
College of Pharmacy opened in the college
building, Gerrard street, east, on Thurs-
day, September the 15th ult., with an at-
tendance of 94 students,

The Registrar-Treasurer, Mr. I. T.
Lewis, after a few words of welcome and
advice to the class, introduced Mr. J. H.
Muackenrie, the energetic chairman of the
Education Committee, who in the ab-
sence of the President, Mr. Hall, welcom-
ed the class on behalf of the Council and
assured them of the interest it would
take in their success. He impressed up-
on them the necessity of regular attend-
ance at the lectures and demonstrative
work, and that application to their
studies which would insure them final
sucoess and bring credit to the institation
they were attending. With the facilities
for giving thorough practical instruction
which the college now afforded he felt
confident that some of them would there
receive such an incentive to chemical re-
search, that they would in time wia a po-
sition of fame for themselves and rank
amongst the noted ones in chemical his-
tory. Their privilcges and opportunities
were great and he trusted they would
make good use of thew.

The Dean, Prof. Heebner, then ad-
dressed the class in words of kindly cau-
tion and experienced advice, after which
Prof. Fotheringham delivered the opening
lecture, the entire faculty being present.

The present session is the first designed
to give instruction to enable the students
to propetly qualify for the degree which
the Provincial University is pleased to
confer, and while the late class made a
very creditable record for the school in
this respect, the present one, with a wore
complete equipment and knowledge of
what will finally be required to obtain
the coveted degree, should do even bet-

ter, and its progress to attain that end
will be watched with considerable inter-
est, not ouly by those who are already
graduates, but by those who have yet the
hill to climb.

The first plague of the druggist is he
who, having no business of his own to at.

Sometimes
he goes 50 far as to announce his fiendish
intention in some such considerate remark
as, “I have an hour or so with nothing to
do so I thought I would come in and
spend it here.” Often the loafer is a
chronic one, and the poor druggist groans
aloud as he sees him enter his store.
Naturally one with nothing to do is not
likely to have much interesting conversa-
tion to share with a friend, so he repeats
his tale until the suffering drugman knows
it all by heart.

It may be that the loafer is musical,
in charge of a choir, training a chorus, or
teaching an orchestra ; it may be that he
grows cucambers and currants; it may
be he has time to waste fishing, or it may
be he has a horse. The result is always
the same. Tne druggist’s ears are racked
by the well worn familiar tale of musical
capabilities, vegetable monstrocities, im-
measurably large trout, incalculably swift
horses. So rapt is be in his enthusiasma
customer entering deters him not, but,
like the Ancient Mariner at the wedding
foast, he holds the agonized drugwman
until he finishes his tale. It is usually at
night that he, Latlike, emerges from out-
side shade, and while gas, oil or electric
light blaze at the proprietor’s expense, he
steals from the suffering one the few min-
utes of leisure 20 coveted for gatheringup
the. loose strands of the day's work before
“folding his tent like the Arabe and as
silently stealing away.”"

Well, if it be only this. But how often
has the tired drugman, after twelve hours
of duty, to say in modest suggestion,, “I
am sorry to disturb you, but it is past the
gme fordelosing and I am very tired.”

There are worse loafers even than these—
the self-uatistied young man of the present
day seated upon your counter and tapping
hiz Russin leather shoes with his walking
stick while he pufls his cigarette sinoke
over the down on his upper lip; and' the
hardened old smoker filling your store
with the stench of his ancient pipe and
the rankest of tobacco,

What, now, is the remedy for the
plague? Tt is idle to hint, “1 am very
busy just now.” Nosuch wild suggestion
vanquishes the sellish tyrant. It remains

simply to allow him some day to tax your’

good nature beyond all endurance, and
then pour into his astonished ear (as he
has 50 often poured his tale into yours)
your unvarnished opinion of his fascinat-
ing habits. It will pay you in the end
whether he be your best customer, or, as
is usnally the case, no customer at wll.
Rid of him, you will do more than enough
work extra to pay you for your loss of
his custom, and others, more profitable,
will take his place.

Of the loafer above named, one might
suggest a partial botanical description :—
Perrcnial evergreen ; Habitat,drug stores ;
Epideris, much indurated and difficult
of penetration ; General structure, woody
and very dry ; Limbs, capable of entwin-
ing around adjacent objects; Leaves,
very late at night; As regards Inflores-
cence : Ovaries, rarely any; Properties,
emetic, nauseating, irritating, depressant,
exciting to murder or suicide; Uses,
much cultivated by the simple druggist,
but proved to be injurious rather than
useful ; Suggested Remedy, total exter-
mination. .

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Seventh Annual Meeting

——

OF TUE NATIONAL DRUGGISTS' ASSOCIATION,

One of the most successful mectings
ever held of this Associntion was that
which convened at Montveal on Septem-
ber 19th.  The attendance was large,
there being over 250 delegates present.
The business transacted was important,
the papers read and reports submitted
showed progress in the work of the asso
cintion, aud the social programme was
one thoroughly enjoyahle and fully appre
cinted by the visitors,

The opemng session of the convention
was held on Monday afteravon in the
Jadies ordinary of the Windsor Hotel,
prayer being offered by Rev. Dr. Rose,
Mr. Wi, A. Robinson, Louisville, Ky.,
president, in the chair.

Muyor MeShane, in his usual hearty
manner, welcomed the visitors to the
city, and was_responded to by Mr. D. I,
Noyes, of 8t. Paul.

The president then delivered an ad-
dress to the convention in which he refer-
red to the fact that it was the first time
they bad met outside of the United
States ; welcomed the new members and
recorded with regret the death of 20
members during the year.  Ile said that
the association has now attained such
proportions, with & membership represent-
ing such vast territory and diversified in-
terests, that the importance of thorough
loeal organization shonld be cmphasized
by this convention, and suggested that a
committee should b nppointed to consid-
er the question. After suggesting a
number of changes in the constitution
and referring to the valuablo services of
his brother officers, the president express-
ed the hope that the 18th annual conven.
tion might follow wiscly in the footsteps
of its predecessors for the accomplish-
wment of its ends : “To promote fraternal
and social relations between the wholesale
druggists of the country : to guard against
feelings of distrust and jealousy that may
at any time arise ; to restrain competition
Ly othier than honorable methods ; and
discountenance all customs not in accord-
ance with sound business principles ; and
to establish rules and regulations wherchy
all grievances and differcnces may be fair-
ly and equitably adjusted.” (Applause.)
The address was referred to a special
committee to report upon the suggestions
it contained,

The report of the treasurcr, Mr. Sam-
uel Strong, Cleveland, showed the associ-
ation to be in a flourishing condition fin-
ancially, there being a balance of over
22,000 on the right side.

The report of the secretary, Mr. A, I.
Meriman, stated that the total member-
ship last year was 425, Of this number
937 are in the active Jist, 182 in the asso-
ciate, and 6 in the honorary list. The
total membership at present is 434, The
report, reminded the miembers of the con-
dition of the trade prior to the organiza-
tion in 1876, and especially in the sale of

proprietary goods, when at least 334 per
cent. ot the sales of every wholesule drug-
gist in the country was entered up with-
out . cent. of profit, and if so, then an
actual loss ; for competition in  those
days was no respecter of balance sheets,
and the then unknown © hanguet” could
not mollify the aspersions east upon rival
tirms by competitors, who, in many cases,
were personally unknown to each other.
This association has secured to members
an assured profit, where before it was
prsitive loss s and the present profit on
proprictary goods in the orders of the
average jobber any single day will cover
the annual dues.  The sceretary therefore
urged the importance of maintaining the
organization so benelicial to . In
closing he referred in elogquent words to
the death of theiv ex-president since the
last inevting.

Me. Fred. L. Cavter preseuted the re.
poct of the committee on infringement of
trade marks, which debated that there
were very few such cases during the year.
Prominent among them was the case of
Keasbey and Mattison vs, the Lrooklyn
Chemical Waorks ¢t al. to determine
whether the plaintifls claim of “ Bromo-
Cafleine " as n valid trade mark should be
held, and the “Carlsbad ” case which was
a trade mark case involving the question
whether a city has a right to its own
name in the sule of natural products put
on the market by the same. It is entire-
ly different from any other trade mark,
because it was usually supposed that o
geographical name would not be protect-
ed by the court.  In both of these cases
the broad ground is taken and aflirmed
that the originators of a business name or
trade mark must be protected in the en-
joyment of that remuneration which their
cfforts and outlay have made possible.

Mz, R. N. Kline, Philadelphin, present-
ed the report of the Proprictary Conuuit-
tee, which stated that since last report
nothing has occurred to materially change
the status of the contract system. The
plan has become so much an indispensable
part of the terms of proprietors and deal-
ers that neither class now seriously con-
siders its abandonment. One of the
chief causes which threatened to lead to
general demoralization in 1888 again de-
mands attention, namely, the divisions of
commissions by salesmen with their cus-
tomers. To prevent a recurrence of this
the committee bLelicves that it will be ab-
solutely necessary to amend our contracts
0 a8 to provide for sub-contracts Ly job-
bers from cach and every srleswman they
employ. A list of such salesmen should
be filed with a central committec, and
when violations are proved against any
one he should be promptly discharged,
and no other membee of our association
should cmploy.-him until he has been
fully exonerated by our proprietary com-
mittee. Protection to retailers has made
no material progress during the year
The A.P. A, plan is not yet in force.
There is no doubt thal. the present opera.
tions of the plan are against the honest
retailers, and the plan must be modified

in favor of state organizations, All of-
forts should be concentrated on prevent-
ing supplies reaching nggressive ndvertis-
ing cutters, 'The reason why retail pro-
tection has not become a realty may La
summed up in three words, * lnck of uuni-
ty.” The committee is of opinion that
the question of retail protection should be
referved to a special committee,

A long and interesting discussion fol-
lowed on the important guestion of main-
taining prices and closing out cutters.
My Kline, in reply, pointed ont that any
plan must have the unanimous support of
the retailers,  The hope of success lay in
local organization.  The retailers must go
home and organize there and then come
to the convention ag u body nnd the mat-
ter will quickly be settled.

The Membership Committee report
showed a large number of Canadian tirms
applying for membership, among them
being Lyman, Sons & Co., Kerry Watson
& Co., Wilson, Patterson & Co., Brayley,
Sous & Co., and the Alpha Rubber Co.,
all of Montreal ; G. T. Fulford & Co,
Brockville, Ont., aud T. B. Barker &
Sons, St. John, N. B.

The most animated discussion in con-
nection with the meetings, took plice in
connection with the Paddock Food Bill,*
which passed the American Senate aund is
now being considered by the House of
Representatives.  This bill deals with the
Government regulations regarding adul-
teration. The majority of the speakers
expressed themselves as unfavorable to
the bill ~s at present framed and a com.
mittee was appointed to draw up the ob-
Jjections made to it.

The prograinme for the entertainment
of the visitors was prepared by an enter-
tainment committee composed of Messrs,
Thos., P. Cook, Frank S. Hubbard and
Albert E. Richardson, with Mr. Charles
Lyman as chairman.

A New Remedy for Bualduess.—DBald-
ness is such an incurable disease that the
remedies are very numerous, and, as a
rule, quite useless, Among those that
have some therapeutic effoct is the hypo-
dermatic injection of corrosive sublimate.
1t is used in solutions of from two
to five per cent, and five or six
drops at a time wre injected around
the bald spot. This remedy is based on
the theory that bald-head is the result of
wicrobie infection which yields to the ap-
plication of this powerful antiseptic. The
difliculty with which the treatment is
carried out will prevent its general use
unless it becomes a specifie,.  In case a
never-failing remedy for buldness is dis-
covered, what will become of the front
rows at the theatres and the bald head in
s funny-paper ” illustrations ?

A New Therapentic Agent on Wheels,—
A new medicine, which is protected by
patents but has the indorsement of ethi-
cnl members of the medical profession, is
the bicycle. The dose of this remedy,
like that of wost others, varvies with the
age and condition of the patient and the
state of the weather. A doctor who pre-
seribes ¢ wheels,” and belioves in taking
his own medicine, says: * As the result
of several years' coxperience, 1 carnestly
recommend the wheel to my professional
brethren, and sisters adso. [t is an infal-
lible vemedy against the blues. Tt is an
an agreeable rest when fatigued by pro-
longed curiage viding and the routine of
professional dutics.  Rise carly, sip a
Inrge cup of buillon made from a» good
beef extract to which a teaspoonful of bo-
vinine las been added, then mount your
wheel and vide tive or ten miles, and you
will return to your oflice with a fine ap-
petite for breakfast and 2 capacity for
work to whicl: you otherwise would have
been a stranger.” 1t is not diflicult for a
doctor to have the courage of his convie-
tions when he recommends such therapeu-
tic agents. It may not be very profit
able for the pharmaceutical profession
to dispense such prescriptions, but no
doubt many druggists will take delight in
demonstrating how the medicine is to be
administered.

Lucial neuralgia is one of the most
tormenting discases that human flesh and
disposition have to contend with. The
disease is well described by that patent
medicine advertisernent which pictures
the poor victim surrounded with a drove
of little visitors from the infernal regions.
Each one of these little fellows is driving
a probe into the patient’s forchead. The
disease is not readily controlled, even if
patent medicines do “cure the worst
cases of neuralgia in five winutes” A
Bevlin physician uses butyl-chloral, and
prescribes it as follows :

R Butylehloral ..., 40 grains,
Aleoho} . oL Ll 23 fluidrachns,
Glyeerin .......... . 5 flidrachms,

M_\\‘atcr ...... to make 3 flvidounces.
Mix.

The dose of this solution is from two to
four teaspoonfuls ng required,

To Smother Diphtherid.~One of thie
disenses that a regulae physician disliks
to be called to treat is diphtherin, Somo
quacks never fail to cure every case they
huve, but a physicinn realizes that it is a
fearful disease. The dreadful nature of
the disease is increased by the case with
which it spreads ; when one member of o
family has it, other cases in the same
houschold are almost sure to follow, The
celebrated Dr. 4. Lewis Smith says the
chances of contagion are greatly lessen-
ed by uge of the following solution :

R Phenol ...... ..ocel 1 fluidonnee,

Qil of cucalyptus ... 1 flnidounce.

Oil of turpentine ...... 8 fluidounces.
Mix.

Add two teaspoonfuls of this to a quart
of water and keep it simmering in an
open vessel on a stove in the sick-roow,
The solution should be rencewed from time
to time as it evaporates.

Fljcorin as an Intoxicant.—This com-
puatatively new remedy is now quite gen-
crlly used in medicine, phavmacy, and
the arts and industries.  Chemistry told
us some time ago that glycerin was & tri-
atomic aleohol, but topers never took
kindly to it, and Prohibitionists did not
list it among intoxicating bevernges. A
French physician has made n discovery
which, if contirmed, will in the course of
time pliwce an internal revenue on this
trintomic alcoliol. This doctor had a pa-
tient who took three fluidounces of gly-
cerin a day uuatil he became inebriated,
and was confined in an asylum on account
of his cevebral excitement.  Other ob-
servers stute that they have given more
than a pint. of glycerin at a dosc without
any intoxicating eflect being apparent.

Anodyne  Lintwents—Tt  often  hap-
pens that liniments exert their most bene-
fivial effects through the rubbing that ac-
companies their application, This ac-
counts, in a measure at least, for the good
results obtained from the use of so many
and such varying conspounds called lini-
ments. Among the more reliable and
servicenble preparations are those lini-
ments employed for their power to ease

pain. They ure often applied without

friction. One of the best of these is

nmade as follows :

Which Shall It Ile 2—The question of
determining the sex prior. to birth per-
plexed the world long before the wise old
women and all.knowing men of today
cluimed to be able to forsee the coat and
trousers or the dress and bonnet,  Of all
the theories advanced, the one recently

given the world by a physician is the
casiest Lo observe.  After four years' ob.
servation, ho has satisfied himself that we
can pronounce upon the sex of an unborn
fatus if we know the number of menstru-
ations which have occurred between the
preceding delivery and the present preg-
nancy. If between the birth of one baby
and the conception of the next an even
number of menstruations have taken
place, the second will be of the same sox
us the fivst ; if an uneven number, of dif-
ferent sex.  This theory assun.es theiden-
tity of menstruntion and ovulation, which
few nceept, and ulso that ova discharged
are of alternate sexes.  Granted that this
is true there is one serious drawback to
the rule. People will object to having
one child in order to find out the sex of
the next one. Tt is always the first one
that parents are most anxious about and
grandparents quarrel to name. We do
not think the problem is yet solved nor
the book entirely closed.

Cumphorated Oil in Influenze.—Taus-
sin hag hit upon the use of this prepara-
tion in treating the weak heart which so
often follows attacks of influenza. He
gave the drug dissolved in oil of sweet
almond in the strength of 1 to 2 per cent,,
sometimes 4 to 5 per cent. Essence of
peppermint was useful in disguising the
taste. Liberal doses (2 to 4 grammes per
diem) were always given; the remedy
was always well borne, and no disagreea-
ble eftects were observed.  The camphor-
ated cil designated by this physician
should not be mistaken for the camphor-
ated oil used in this country (Linimen-
tum camphoree of the U. 8. P.). The
Iatter is » mwuch stronger preparation.
The use of cottonseed in place of almond
oil will not matter if it be rem:embered

‘that the oflicial liquid contains 20 per

cent. of camphor.  Taussia also employed
it in pueumonia, typhoid fever, and other
discases where an active heart stimulant
is required.

One Way of Calching Cold—How we
catch cold and why we catch cold are
questions that perplex those who endeav-
or to answer them. A physician who
has given six yeuars’ study to the subject
has made up his mind how we sowmetimes
catch cold  He finds that the unequal
covering of the body is to blame for
many colds. This is especially true of
the exposure of a portion of the body at
night while in bed. The suggestion is
reasonable, and we have all noticed how
a blast of cool air on a small portion of
the body will induce a cold. The remedy
is to dress judiciously during the day and
cover the entire body with an even thick-
ness of bedding at night. .

One of the patients in the St
Louis City Hospital recommends a much
more agrecable remedy.  His “ sure cure ”
is to set & basin of water under the hed
at night,

Twenty (Crains of Ntryehwine Did not
Kill.-~ A man 63 years old took such a
dose, aud suvvived 5 still we do not advise
druguists to let such amonnts go funheed
ed in o preseription,  In less than ten
minutes after the above dose was taken,
the victim was subjected to treatment as
follows : Apowmorphine, § grain, was given
hypodermatically ;5 six tamblers of hot
water, with three tablespoonfuls of mus-
tard and three tablespoonfuls of salt,were
administered by the mouth, Three ounces
of tannic acid were likowise given, aund
the stomach was washed out by means of
the stomach-pump.  Finally a large dose
of potassiut bromide ard 30 graivs of
chloral were given, and strict quict and
absence of light and movement enjoined.
This is # good example of the value of u
thorough knowledge of poisons and their
antidotes. TF it had been necessary in
the above instance to look up the toxicol-
ogy of strychuine, the patient would never
have recovered. Of course, the brief
period of time that clapsed before anti-
dotes were given was as exceptional as the
size of the dose.  As a rule, suicides orv
accidents ave not so accessible to treat-
ment.

4 New Adutiseptic Miature.~~This is an
age of antiseptics, and the number of
patent and proprictary preparations of this
class is very large.  Among the scientific
antiseptics is the following, which comes
from Pasteur’s luboratovy :

4 Yew Use for Gold.—Now that the
bichioride (1) of gold has gained such o
reputation as a cure for the liquor habit,
some doctor in China finds a new use for
it. Ho uses hypodermatic injections to
cure the bite of the cobra. This is sue-
cessful if applied carly. Perhaps it is,
but we would much prefer to experiment
with the whiskey poison.

Sulphide of Caletam for Noils.—We
have tried this remedy frequently, and
uzver obtained satisfactory vesults,  This
experience agrees with that of Dr. Harda-
way, who says: “T have used this drug
by routine sixteen ycars, and yet cannot
say I have seen any constant or certain
effects from it. Tt seews to me that sup-
puration is at times hastened by it, but |
have never known it to put o stop to the
furunculosis. T have had far better suc-
cess with syrup hypophosphites, and in
strumous children T have made use of the
following :

The formula for Elixir of Valerate of
Ammonium given in the National For-
mulary has been thoroughly tried by e,
and gives very satisfactory results, The
small amount of chloroform preseribed by
it (6 minims to the pint) to partially
mask the disagreenble taste, has a quite
perceptible effect, and an increase of the
proportion of chlaroform up to doubling
it is still move eflective, without giving
the preparation a noticeable taste of the
chloroform. As there can be no ohjection
on therapeutic or other grounds, T would
recommend the addition of ten minims of
chloroform, instend of six, to each pint of
the clixir.—Z%e dpothecary.

The dreaded scourge, cholera, has
appeared almost at our doors, but a strict
quarantine has prevented its spread, and
thus fortunately prevented, we hope,
for this season at least, its ravages in our
very midst. Xt is conceded on all hands
that in all human probability this unwel-
come visitor will be with us next summer,
and, although the druggist will have but
little to do with its treatment or with
dispensing medicine for it when it does
wake its appearance, yet there will doubt-
less be a large demand for preventative or
initiatory remedies.

The Chemist and Druggist gives the
following advice by the College of Physi.
Clans -~

Ab the request of the Toeal Govern-
wment Board, the Royal College of Physi-
cians has deawn up instructions in case of
dinrrheea, with o view to the prevention
of its devclopment into cholera. The
Local Government Board state that in the
event of tho cxtension of cholera into
England and Wales they will issue regu-
lations requiring local sanitary boards to
provide and dispense, without charge,
“medicines and wedieal applisnees” for
the sick. Tho Collegs of Physicians
deseribes in considerable detail the sani-
tary precautions that ought to be taken,
as well us the care which should be exer-
cised in dietary, and in regard to medi-
cines gives the following advice :—

s Avoid the use of strong aperients, and
especially of strong saline aperients, If there
i3 obstinate constipation, take at bedtime either
a teaspoonful of Gregory's powderar one or two
teaspoonfuls of castor oil.

“If looseness of the bowels shoull set in,
setd immediately for medieal assistance, bnt if
not insnediately availuble, take as soon as pos-
sible, in capeules or in hot milk, or in any other
manner preferted, two teaspoonfuls of eastor
oil. If, when the action of the oil may be fairly
supposed to have crased, the looseness inereases
to i watery dinrrheea, let the hips be well raised
and carefully inject into the bowels a gquart or
more of hot water containing 2 dractims of ben-
zoate of sodi or 30 grains of tunnin.  Further
mote it theve be mach pain in the bowels, 13 to
30 drops of Laudanin may be added to the in-
jection.  The ingeetion should be retained ay
long us it is comfortable to the patient, and it
mnay he repeated once or twice dinily during the
continuanee of the diavehwa, and until inedieal
assistance has been procured.

¢ Ater the administration of the injection, it
one has been found neeessary, the following
mixture should be tuken at intervals of from
three to four hours, according to the urgency of
the syniploms :

On the Preparation of Glycerin
Suppositories.

Glycerin  suppositorivs are now very
hagely manufactured and, as is well
kuown, they are used for producing a
gontlo Jaxative effect upon the bowels,
The problem which has confronted the
pharmacist has been to combine & com-
paratively large quantity of glycerin with
an inert body, capable of giving the
requisito solidity to the masg, and at the
same time be soft enough to liquefy in the
rectun.  Very many formulas have been
in oxistence, but in the writer’s opinion,
none give as much satisfuction as the
following :

GLYCERIN

SUPPOSITORIES.

Sodinm carbonate ... ..., 40 geaivs,

Stearicacid ... 0 ... S0 grains.

Glycerin. oo a0 1,030 graine,

Dissolve the sodium carbonate in the
ulycerin, add the steavic acid, heat care-
fully (preferably by the use of a water-
bith) until effervescence ceages ; the solu-
tion is then poured into a suppository
mould to wmnke twelve suppositories.
There is no uccessity for cooling the
woulds with ice, although there is no ob-
Jjection to this in warm weather. As each
suppository containg about ninety per
cent. of glycerin, they must be protected
from the action of moist air, which has a
tendencey to liquefy them. Several expe-
dients aro resorted to.  Each one may be
wrapped in tin foil, or quickly dipped in
melted paraflin ; or cach one enclosed ina
small glass via! without a shoulder and
made for the purpose of holding one sup-
pository.

Surrno-Carsonic Acip as A DisiNrkc-
TaNT.—According to Leplnee, who experi-
mented in the Hygenic Institute at Ber-
lin, u mixture of crude sulphuric and
crude earbolic acids is an excellent disin-
fectant. Eqgual parts of sulpburic and 25
per cent. carbolic acids are heated for a
short time, when the mixture can be united
with any proportion of water. In eflicien-
¢y this disinfectant compares with a 0.1
per cent. corrosive sublimate solution, and
possesses the advantage of its relative .
non-poisonous properties,—National Med-

Many of the
large manufacturvets were pushed to ex-
tremitics by the nnmber of orders pour-
ing in.

were obliged to have notices printed stat-
ing that they were unable to execute or-
ders for a short time as the demnnd had
exhausted  supplies.

Quinine has recovered somewhat and is
heing firmly held ; the Cinchona auctions
this week passed ofl’ with quite a brisk de-
mand in spite of the lirge quantity of-
fering.
