- A BAD RECORD IN BUTTER.

In decided contrast to cheese, and to the wind-up
last spring, butter has made a bad record and losges
a1l round have been the rule. This state of things hag
not been confined to Canada as last summer’s creamery
has been sold at the price of grease in New York.

Since last fall values have depreciated fully fifty
per cent and the total losses on this continent are
reckoned by millions of dollars. The state of the
market has given a great deal of trouble to wholesale
dealers whose advances on stock have been wiped out

by the decline, and who. have had to make demands
for reclamations from shippers: A lot of the butter
coming forward to recent date, has been partly grass
and.partly fodder make of uneven appearance and
color, and of poor keeping quelity. This entered into
gerious competition with stale stock as producers were
glad to dispose of it at almost any figure chowing a
moderate profit. Thelower ports have taken a quantity
of old butter, but not so much as in former years, and
not enough to clear the market in readiness for fresh

supplies. We are pleased to notice that the Ontario

and Dominion authorities are continuing their efforts
to produce needed reforms in the manufacture of dairy
produce, and, no doubt much remains to be done,
especially in butter. This article now comes forward
every year fairly well packed in decent packages and
what i3 now chiefly desirable is uniformity and fresh-
ness. Unfortunately a good butter maker may he a
poor business man, He does not think of his stock
as o perishable article but stores it up as if it would
keep for ever. With the smaller producers the idea
probably is to accumulate a sufficient load to take to
market, but this does not apply to those numerous
makers and country dealers whose stock ranges from
fifty to seyeral hundred packages. The tradition too
often is, that butter will be double its summer value
in the winter and spring and an occasional ‘strike’
like last year helps this delusion. When it is found
that everybody:has heen storing and that the call of
the consumet is for strictly ' choice, fresh butter, ‘col-
lapse and ‘disappointment are at hand. L
Great Britain for several years past has been more
fanciful about its butter supplies and the same is true
of consumers here and throughout Canada and the
United States. Old and stale butter is finding a more,
limited market every year and the fishermen and lum-
bermen are giving the preference to ‘molasses. It is

AUDITORS REPORTS.

In estimating the value of an andit asa cnteuon of
the finaacial standing of any firm or company, too
much emphasis cannot be laid upon its- scope; for in
tion outside the mere verifying of the items of the
ledger it is a clear and acute analysis of the business
of the year, while in those where the auditor hag con-
fined himself to purely clerical functions it is often
misleading. Ttis then necessary to discover how far
theauditor has proceeded in his examination before
we can form any opinion of the value of his work, or
decide whether it really is a corroboration, hased
upon actual knowledge, of the firm’s statement of its
financial position, or simply a matter of form.

" Unfortunately the tendency of too many auditors is
to restrict the field of their examination as much as
possible, in order to save themselves labor, and con-
gequently we find them deliberately affixing their sig-
natures to balance sheets that may be, innocently or
not, of aicharacter to mislead the public. Their re-,
ports are correct enough so far as they go—the trouble
is that they do not go far enough. As a consequence
e aeo returng endorsed by auditors as correct that
are calculated to lead the investing public into. the
belief that a company is solvent ata moment when
" it is really rotten to the core, and we are confronted
with inslances where hook-keepers are enabled to de-
fraud their employers systematically in spite of the
fact that asupposed audit of their booksis made every
three months. ’

Unless every fact contained in the balance sheet
be verified, and every security therein placed as an
asset be estimated at its true value, the audit is sim-
ply worthless. The mere checking of the clerical
work, (which many auditors seem to consider covers
the full scope of their responsxblllty) caunot be con-
sidered as fmmmg a reliable analyms of any firm’s
position. On the contrary it is only too often the
means of deceiving the investing public into the belief
that the company is solvent, or even flourishing, at a
time when dividends are being paid out of capital or
unearned profits figuring in the assets. ‘

Another point that auditors too frequently neglect
is the true valuation of the stock and machinery in
the case of factories or other industrial concerns. Tn
fact thoy sometimes carry their neglect in this re-
speet 50 far a8 to permit any supposed enhancement in
the value of the stock to be included in the revenue

.and even applied to the payment of dividends; re-
gardless of the fact that only realized profits are entitled

to figure in the balance sheet and that expectunt profits

have no right to beincluded in the statements. Again
they seldom vérify the percentage for wear and tear or
depreemtlon or see that the provision. made for bad
debts is thoroughly adequate. In fact theu reports

aré often misleading to the very firms whose statement .

of affairs they are supposed to check., An experienced

aud1tor _states that he has met with mstonces of firms-
well rated and enjoying extensive: credlt whose event-’

ual financial troubles- mlght have “been a.verted had'
balance sheets, based upon correct valuation of assets :
been regularly prepared and properly audited, and the
real position of affairs thereby .ascertained in time to
ward off disaster, and who were therefore practmally
allowed to sink into msolveney simply through the in-
competence or carelessness of those whose duty it was
to warn them of its danger.

That honest and competent suditors do exlst no
one will for one moment deny; but auditors of this
clags require to be sought for. They do not canvass
for business, or kotou to influential directorsin order
to secure positions, and consequently they do not fig-
ure 8o prominently before the public ag their lesgseru- -
pulous brethren. Byt the companies who avail them-
selves of their skill and integrity are the gainersin
the long run; for a slovenly or incompetent audit will
soon or later form a temptation tofraud, and thus may
involve a logs that would more than ten times offset
any gain arising from its cheaper cost. A true
-audit is invaluable a3 a safeguard against deceit
or peculation, while a perfunctory one is likely of
to lull those for whose benefit it is made into a state
false security that-is wsually the precursor of dis-
aster.

THE REVIVAL OF SPECULATION.

Although'a great deal has been heard of late from
United States sources, of the impoverished condition
of agriculture, the ruin of the shipping interest, and
the grumblings of manufacturers at the enhanced cost
of raw material, the New York stock exchange has not -
'reflected the ‘bear’ sentiment, buf, on the dontrary,
pnces ‘have beén on the ‘boom" This is, no doubt,
due in part to the proposed silver inflation, but not
entlrely ‘

1t is probably true that the silver. bills, with their
promise of currency expansion, set the ball a rolling,
but other causes contributed their support. The earn-
ings of the railways have be¢n large, making increased
dividends posmble and the volume of trade all over
the country is in advance of any previous year. - This
is said to be especially true of the west and south. To
some extent the growth of new centres may mean
nothing more than a transfer of trade from one point
to another, Thus & number of large new iron furnaces
have been going into operation at the south and a Tes-
gened demand might close some of the less favorably
situated ones at the north. In other bmnches of man-
ufacture new works have been started nearer sources
of supply and centres of d1st1but10n, or having other
advantages. The increase in population and wealth
mayjustlfy additional produetion, but, if it does so
only in .part, a season of ad;ustment and change.
is inevitable. On the surface there 'is nothmg to
cause immediate apprehension . of danger from in-
dustrial over-competition. Another cause which has
led to increased speculation on the regular exchanges
is the destruction of the *bucket shop’ system. The
public has come more largely. into the market, hoth
for grain and stocks, and .the pubhc is generally a
‘bayer and consequently on the ‘ bull’ gide: .

though the Farmer’s’ Alliances “will not recogmze the
fact, and & epeculatlon too-which actually is a benefit
to the producer Asan able ‘article.in ‘an American
contemporary puts 1t there is specuiation in every
stage of business, and from the planting of crops until
their final consumptmn The farmer when he BOWS hie
seed is engaged in a speculative enterprise, . He is un-
certain what the return may be, whether it may leave
him richer or poorer atthe end of the year. He takes
the rigk and this is/the earliest form of legitimate e'pec-
ulation. Upon it hang all others, for it must be evi-
dent that whatever incidental causes may for a time
deflect values from a natural level, the result of the
farmers’ speculative undertaking must ultimately as-
gert its power. ~Legitimate speculation, however, is
necessary in more advanced stagesthan the planting of
a crop. The farmer must find buyers for his produce.
This he can now do at any stage of its growth. There
are markets for it all the year round, but only “by rea-

son of such operations on the Exch&nges a8 are belug
80 vigorously denounced.

At the present time, cotton and wheat are at & high
price,not for near deliveries only,butfor distant months.
The dealing in futures may be described by some as
speculation pure and simple, but the farmer can take

advantage of these prices, becsuse his buvyer for for- |,

ward delivery knows that he “can always sell again
whenever he chooses, and is only a present buyer on
that account. Were the buyer not allowed. that free-
dom, the farmer in most instances would have to
carry all the risks of his crop until he placed it as ac-
tual produce on the market. The American proposal
© that the govelnment shiall advance money to “the far-

mer on‘his crops’ so-as to exempt him from the’ gup- |

posed control of the speculator, is about as absurd:
2g the bill authorizing the government to advance
money without limit on farming lands at 2 per
cent to prevent foreclosure of mortgages. Under the
present system of trading, speculative features arise
in the most simple manner. The farmer may con-
clude he has sold his.produce for delivery in a certain
month at too low & price. He buys against his
sale a similar quantity for delivery in the same month.
When that time "comes round he delivers on his first
contract and resells his speculative purchase. .In
other words, he effects an insurance against being a
loser by any subséquent rise of the ma:ket. That is
legitimate speculation. Theexport trade is conducted
upon similar principles. Very few purchases having
actual forward shipment in view are'made without the
exporter selling againgt them. By this means, should
the price fall before the: engagement matures, there is
an equivalent gain in the speculative sales, which are
then covered.. This, too, ig an insurance operation,
and surely a legitimate one. The fact  that crops are
sold many fimes over.in the course of a year is pomted
toas an evidence of rampant’ speculation. When we
consider that in every stage of . their progress,’ ‘from
growth to ultlmate use, ‘there are being’ eﬁ‘ected Just
such insurances as we have lllustrated the extetit of
this tradmg is partly accounted. for; and the neceesny;

In fact although
gold is the most valuahle of commercial minerals it
has always proved the least profitable in this country
and it seem unlikely that Csnada will ever be one of
the gold producing districts of North America.

Of course we must remember that as yet the miner-
alogical examination of Ontarioh as heen almost entire-
ly superficinl.  Owing to the comparatively small area
of territory yet Lrought under cultivation immense
areas exist which have never been trodden save by the
foot of the ignorant trapper. North of the lakes
Huron and Superior geological formations would
warrant the belief that a vast minerai region. may be
discovered. The dreary waste of rock and muckeg
may prove to he one of great commercial value when
once itg possibilities have been properly tested ; but
as yet no trained examination of the country has
taken place. 'The government geological surveys are
more or less perfunctory in their character. They
have not the stimulus of personal gain to spur them
on, and, as yei, the absence of railrogd communica-
tion, and the scarcity of coal, have deterred other ex-
perte [rom penetrating the country. When once that
region shall have been thoroughly prospected there
‘can be but little doubt that Ontario will add largely
~to the world’s present supply of useful metals; but at
present there are few inducements to prospectors, and
therefore Ontario’s mineral field must necessarily lie
dormant until such time as the gradual extension of
traflic facilities shall make it an object to determine
its true character and possibilities.

THE UNITED STATES BANKRUPTCY BILL.

Although the enstern States are generally in favor
of a national insolvent act, and the commercial or-
ganizations of New York would willingly promote its
passage, there is a genersl tendency among the South-
western democrats to oppose Federal legislation on
‘the subject. The jmpression seems to be growing that
even if it passed the House it would not be go foriu-
nate in the Senate. In the opinion of a Washington

msade a conveyance, gift or transfer of all, or any part
of his assets with intent to defraud or delay hig credi-
tors; (6) made a written declaration of his inability
to pay his debts and filed it in Court; (7) made an
assignment for the benefit of his credrtors (8) neglect-

ed, for sixty days after written de_mand shall have
been personally served on him, to pay an open account
which wag, at the time of such demand, due by him
for goods, wares, and merchandise sold and delivered;
(9) procured or suffered a judgment to be entered
against himgelf, with intent to defraud or delay his
creditors; (10) suﬂ'ered an execution agamst him to
be returned nulla bona; (11) suspended, and not re-
sumed, pa.yment of hre commercial paper for fifteen
days; (12) voluntarily petitioned to -be adjudged a
bankrupt; (18) while insolvent,. for the purpose. of
giving a preference, made a_conveyance, mortgage or
pledge of any of his property, or suffered any of his
property to be taken or levied upon, by process of law
or otherwise. or permitted the creation of any lien on
any of his property; or, (14) while insolvent made a
contract or contracts, personally, or by agent or broker,
for the purchase or sale of a commodity or commodi-
ties, with an intention not to receive or deliver the
same, but merely toreceive or pay a difference hetween

‘the contract and the market price thereof, at a time

subsequent to the making of such contract or contracts.

The bill attempts to conform as much as possible
to the laws and practice already in force and its pro-
moters think it is now in such shape as toplace it
beyond the scope of serious criticism and opposition.
Late reports, however, are doubtful about thebill being
carried during the present session of congress although
the Boards of Trade and other corporations have
recently fallen into line in its fayor.

CANADA'S FUTURE.
IV.—oug DEBT.

In his recent speech on the Budget the Fmance
Minister is reported to have said that the time was ap-
proachmg when it would . be advisable for Canade to
‘reduce her national debt, and we should be glad to
see some signs that this course would shorily be in-
augurated.by ‘the Government Although coneldermg
‘our resources and comparing them with those:‘of the
‘Australian colonies Canada'’s debt is not oufrageous-
ly heavy, still now that the great continental high-
way 1s eompleted and m full workmg order, the pe-




riod-has atrived when it is- necessary for dur HatioRAL
prosperlty thdt the dnnual chargé updil the counfry
payable in the shapé of interest shodld be materially
decreased.

In speaking of natlonal debts we must be careful to
distinguish between those which (1)are owing by a
country to itself, and those which (2) a country owes
to an outside nation. ‘Among the first of these we may
name the national debt of Great Btitain, whi¢h is ow-
ing by the people to themselves, and’ really parta.kes
more of an investment than a debt, a8 the interest is
paid and circulated within the country’sboundaries and
not remitted outside in the shape of produce or manu-
factures. Inreducing thiskind of debt a certain chan-
nel of investment is closed, so that the reduction ;with-
in the last three years of about $115,000,000 in Great
Britain's national debt hag caused a large dmotint 6f
loose capital to be seeking investment—whick proba.-
bly accounts in a great measure for the formation of
British syndicates to buy up factories and other con-
cerns in the States. Canada’s debt belongs to the sec-
ond classabove enumerated, and is emphatically a debt
theinterest of which we have to pay yearly out of our
resources, and which therefore leaves us that much
poorer than we otherwise should be. Itisa strange
satire upon our political economy that, with a surplus
year after year, nothing is done to lighten the peo-
ple's burdens either by a reduction of our debts or
taxation. These surpluses belong to the people, since
they are an amount collected from them over and above
what was required to carry on the. Government of the
country, and therefore they should be returned to them
in some form or other.

With regard fo the companson of thé natiorial
debt of one country with that 6f inother, the power to
sustain the obligation mist not be lost gight of. Thus
while the debt of the Australian colonies is larger
than Canada’s and the populatmn less, yet the wealth
per head in Australia is about oné and a half times as
great as that of the Dominion.. A still more remarka~
ble comparison, and one which concerns us more, is
thay while our debt is in the neighborhood of $50 for
each inhabitant, and shows no sighs of diminishing,
the debt of the United States (which in 1865 was equal
to $70 per head of, the population) has from the latest
gtatistics fallen to $30. This is an uncomfortable fact
which we have to face, and unless we do somethirig to
to reduce the burden by encouraging immigration and
applying the surpluses towards decreasxng ouf mdebt-
edness, Canada will continue to be heavily handl-
capped in trade compet1t10n.—-00m.

Bank of Montresl, $25,000; Merchants Bank, $125,000; Bauvk
of DBritish North America, $75,000; Union Bank, $25,000, and
Western lumbermeon, $100,000, but there is a chance that if the
firm continue during the present yearand the market improves
that.all claims may be paid in full. At present one bank ob-
jects to the proposed arrangement on the ground that it places
too much power in the hands of the larger creditors but it is
evident that the goneral feeling is that the wisest course will be
to give the embarrassed firm ample time to realize on its assets
and to carry out its contracts. The following letter has been
published by Mr. Powis, one of the principa} creditors:

. Inasmuch as certain statements with reference to Messrs.
Smith, Wade & Co's. financial position have appeared in the
public press, I think it right, as representing one of the largest
secured creditors and as one charged with negotiating an ar-
rangement, to say that any embarrassment of the firm arises
from excessive purchases preventing the completion of their
usual arrangements, A draft agreement has been prepared
providing for the business being carried on a8 usual and afford-
ing means of realizing the stock and assets, which, ab coat, ¢x-
ceeded the linbilities, in the usual course ot business, and the
distribution of the proceeds among the creditors. The leading
finaneial institution of the country and the leading local bank
have gigned the agreement, and the largest private creditors
have given their adhesion to it, but for the last week it has been
awaiting the signature of the Union bank, which though not
refused, has not been given, and with them must rest the res-
ponsibility of the stoppage of the present negotiation and the
widespread distress and loss that would result to the Quebec
trade and probably the needless liquidation of this old estab-
lished Quebec firm.

process of ronsting. Samples have been shown of alleged ground
coffeo furnished hotels, restaurants snd “dairy kitchens” ab
95@30c per pound, which experts claim contain at least 75 per
cent of cheap adulteranis nicely doctored up. These are but a
fow of the many instances that mightbe specified. The striking
feature, however, is not so much the adoption of new ¢ schemes”
a8 the rapid increase in the manufucture of the cheap and infer-
ior substances by corcerns that have been in the business for
gome time. The higher the price of coffee goes, the greater the
temptation o use the adulterants. The substances not being
injurious to health, but only to the pockets of citizens, existing
laws are not operative, - : o R

this oity against the Northern Insurance Company for removing

Flease ask Canadian farmers if this
fact is not another /¢ strange exemplioation of the advantages of
a sixty-million market.” [could cite other American products
which under unrestricted reciprocity, would be rushed into the
Dominion, and lower the price of similar products which the
Canadian farmer had to dispose of” It will probably be news
to many of ‘our readers to learn that Canada is such a large mar-
ket for American oats, as this is a crop peculiar to Canada, espec-
ially Lower Canada.

Tue @lobe—On Monday the C.P.R. opened up their through
line to Detroit, connecting with the Wasbash system, by means
of the new ferry Ontario. They took the first shipment of dress-
ed meat out of Detroit on Tuesday, making the trip to White
River Junction at the rate of 23 miles an hour, including all
stoppages, and beating the record by about twelve hours. -On
Wednesday, s second shipment of dressed meat left Windsor
and arrived in good time at Montreal, making the distance of
551 miles at the rate of 23 miles per hour. It is expected that
the new line will open up & big trafiic in dressed meat betwéen
Chicago and Boston and other southeastern points, as the abat-
toirs of Chicago can send a supply cheaper than killitig the ani-
mals in the home market.

Previous efforts with the useof Americs seed have not met with
much success, but the failure is attributed to mismanagement
and neglect. In this connection, the Boston Journal of Com-
merce points out that for the year ending June 30, 1889, enough
cotton seed was sent froms America direct to Russia to plant 860
to 1,000 acres, much more was forwarded indirectly, and that the
whole of this was undoubtedly put to agricultural uses. The
Journal is of ihe opinion that in cotton culture improvements
in any direétion, whelher they be in the way of yield or quality
of fibre, can be better consummated by scientific culture and
careful selection of home seeds than by any resort to seeds
grown in some foreign clime, It has no doubt that the first fow
years' yield of cotton from American seed, i India or Russis, is
an improvement over anything that can be derived from ordinary
native seed ; but in order that the improvement may be retain-
ed & frequent renewal of American seed is necessary. Unless
a course of frequent renewal is pursued, the better method is
to depend on selected native seed. With some few exceptions,
dependence has been chiefly placed on Ameéricen seed for:
results, in Russia and elsewhere, instead of on the care of selec-
tion of native seed and approved methods of tillage.

Mz, Epiror.—1It lias been a long time since I had the plea:
sure of reading in any journal such valuable information as Wil-

"liam Little favors us with in the JousNaL or CodpEroE of the

9ih inst., on the subject of our lumber resources. The influence
of lumbermen on the presi is tosmother the publishing of corres-
pondents facts should they tend to expose the wholesale slaujgh-
ter of our forests and to drive the pioneers of our soil out of the
country to hew out a home elsewhere. We want more indepen-
dent journald, and more independent men like M. Little to
back them up; for the press governs the politicians, who are
not infallible, and need posting to enable them to do their duty
to the country which they are supposed to derve. When we
have & press led by cipitalists and monopolists the tillérs of the
soil are neglected, and if labor' is wealth it is to our interest.to
encourage it.

Mr. Little speaks of the spruce and pine lying on the head
waters of St. John River, 1 may safely say, standing pine on
the hedd waters of the St. John has become extinet, and the
spruce so reduced 46 not to pay the operator for picking it up,
Lumbering seems to fascinate the farmers., They will go into
the woods furnish their hay and oats and nine cases out of ten,
fall in debt to their supplier, and rob their farms and families,
to help bolster up our waning lumber trade. The Local Govern-
ment is a8 deep in sinning as the Doniiniob in their careleseness
as £0 the préservation of our lumber resources; New Brunawick
has been retrograding for the last fifty years: TFifty years ago
our Local Government granted mill reserves to mills on stiéams,
5,000 acres of lumber lands-for each saw-gate, at an upset price
per M, to cut lumber to stock the mills. But later onj mill-
owners on the streams had-the reserve taken from them, and
thrown open fo competition by monopolists. And further on
oll lands laid off for actual settlement the lumber used to be
strictly protected from being cut, and preserved for the actual
settler of the lands. But now the lumber monopolisis have
whipped the government into line, and obtained license to cut
the lumber, and have completely stripped all the lots, even to
the railroad fencing and posts ; thus exposing our best agricul-
tural lands to fires, until they are now a barren waste on the
Governments hards. ‘ o :

'Thé sing the Dominion Governmenthas to be censured for are
equally as disastrous to the settling of the country as-the fol
Jowing facts will show. In the parish of Sgint Leonard, where I
live, an ‘American company has for many years been slanghtering
timber on Grand River to manufacture on the American side,

~and thus 6avé thé American duty. Out of their operations, on

an average, they have shipped about thirty millions of shingles
-per year, besides. clapboards, other lumber and local wants—all
out. of Province lumber and without paying one dollar of export
duty on the logs although if it had been éxacted strictly, it
woiild have aniountéd to $10,500 on shingles alone per yéar, To
add insult to injury all this amount of lumber passes over the
dam and by our own shingle mills which are forced to lay idle,
owing to the Americans monopolizing the stream, If the Dom.
“inion continues to allow aliens to cross the lines and got 35 cents
per M. op thé shinglés and $200 per M. oh' other lumber by
slaughtering our forests, there will sooh be none to slaughter,

Tn August, 1889, one J, Sheanon,
who held an accident policy inthe Pacific, was
accidentally shot in the spine, the injury result-
ing in paralysis of the lower limbs, rendering

him helpless for life. He claimed the face of
the policy, but the company refused payment
ou the ground that tho entire loss of the feet
meant their entire accidental soparation from
the body, Tho policy held by Sheanon pro-
vided that in the event of the “ entire loss " of
both feet, both eyes or both hands, the person
ingured wag to be paid $3,000. The Qourt
decided in favor of Sheanon on the ground
that the clauso of the policy in question
should be canstrued to mean the total disab-
ility of the members by reason of accident and
not necesgarily their accidental amputation.

An improved menns for ‘cleaning files
which is claimed in restore them to the con-,
dition of new files, ia described as followa :
After being cleaned and wettad, the files are
dipped between two carbons into acidified
water, and the circuit of an electric current is
is eatablished between the carbons and the
file by means of a pieco of metal, serving as a
support to the file, by which the latter is sus-
pended. The water ig then decomp:sed by the
current, the oxygen acting upon the cuttings
of the file, while the hydrogen bubbles settle
in the teeth and protect them ngamat the
action of the acidificd water. After immer-
sion for a few minutes, the file is withdrawn
and brushed in clear water to remove the
oxide of iron, and then replaced in the bath,
When the cuttings are entirely cleanad, -the
file should be immersed in an alkaline- bath

to remove all traces of the acid, then dried
and brushed.
