Interior olferings of wheat continue very
limited. Some wheat is still fed, but
wheat feeding is decreasing as corn is
cheaper and easier to handle for feeding
purposes In cold weather.

Meanwhile Argentina gained about what America lost of this
trade, for the imports of wheat from that country into Germany
swelled in 1893 to 1,513,961 tons, and in 1804 to 8,190,100 tons.

-TRE output of coke in Connellsville region in 1894 was
5,454,451 tons, which is 400,000 tons over the production in 1898
and 846,140 tons less than 1892. The two notable features in the
last year are the construc'ion of 321 new ovens and the drop lu
average price $150 in 1898 to $1 in 1894. This represents the
average for the year, but during the latter months of 1894 con-
tracts were made at 85 cents.

-IT is said that a large buyer entering the California market
for a round lot of canned fruit could get themn at a lower range of
prices than ever before recorded. This condition is largely due

It is weil known that the
principal producers of paraffine wax in this continent are decided-
ly opposed to au advance in prices, and if there should be an ad-
vance it will be a very emall one; perhaps not over half a cent
per pound, and possibly net over a quarter of a cent. This in-
crease hn price will be madle up te the consumer by the better
quality of the seni-refitied wax which will be furnisied.

-'ri present cinnamon crop promises to be a very poor one.
The prolonged drought bas not only prevented the growth of
wood in taost places, but absolutely scorched mature bushes in
some, killing them outriglht. One effect of ten to twelve weeks
oe ratilssness, save for an occasional shower, has been, it is said,
that Lte sticks failed to peel even when the rains were on. They
toot lime to recover. A heavy leaf bud further delayed opera-
tions, and it is only during the past week or two that anything
like satisfactory work lias been done. Withi a strong labor price,
all that cau b done is being done in harvesting, but w-hat with
another bid approaching and the drouglt that will presently be-
gin, if it bas not already begutn, the free flowv of sap essential te
the successful peeling of cinnamon sticks will ceoase, antd that w'ili
be the end of the small crop. 0f the big crop, contmencing in
April-laiy, it is too early to speak confidently. The bushes are
beginning te take heart, and if the spring drouglit be not excep.
tionally severe, an average crop may be expected.

Not only has the fund for loaning been increased in
26 years to a forty-four-fold degree, but the nature of
the companies' business has been gradually changed.
Instead of being, as in 1867. and down to 1873, lenders
of their own money, they have bécome, to the extent of
62 per cent. of their total fundsi middlemen, for the in-
vestment of borrowed (mostly foreign) money, the
safety of which the companies guarantee with their
whole possessions.

That the business of the companies lias been gene-
rally prosperous, is evidenced by the fact that, the $50,-
000,000 iliabilities to shareholders" includes the sum
of $12,104,091, ' Reserve and Contingent Funds," built
up in the last 20 years, presumably out of undivided
profits. The growth of these Reserves has been to all
appearance, continuous and healthy.

The amouint of dividends.paid in 1893 was $2,511,477,
which, added to reserves $359,017, gives a total of
$2,870,494. This is equal to a dividend of 8.1 per cent.
on the $35,445,00 of the coupanies' own cash in-
vested.

Apparently, the resources are ample to pay all obliga-
tions, to return their own investments, and give them a
large surplus as profit, sliould they desire to withdraw
from business. The only imuportant difficulty to pro-
vide against,would seem to be, the possibility of a sudden
call for deposits, such as caused so much disaster
aiongst hundreds of the smaller American banks in
the sumumer of 1893. The returns do not state the
anount of deposits " on call." It is to be inferred,
however, that nearly all the deposits are "on time." If
not, it argues a degree of shortsightedness .which one
would hardly look for in the management of an impor-
tant mionetary institution. Thb deposits have not in.
creased of late, the figures of 1893, $18,531,573 being
practically the saime as those of 1887, while, in the same
period,the debenture borrowings have increased 50 pei
cent. 'To ueet the deposits and tie debentures, as the
mature, annîsually, or semi-annusally, the companie
have inmoediately available assets, as follows: Cas]
about $3,000,000; Municipal securities, $518,000; loain
on stocks, $770,000 ; Dominion Provincial and Munici
pal securities owned, $2,720,000.

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Irom present appearances, eonpanies would seem to
have little reason to anticipate any withdrawal of their
debenture mnoney, it is inucli more likely they may be
obliged to return large sums, by reason of the con-
tin ued absence of profitable investnents. With a view
to bettering their positions, somie companies, during the
past Lwo or [brec years, have invested large sums in
Manitoba and the Northwest, at 8 to 10 per cent., as-
stuning th't the farners of those provinces could pay
ten per cent. on small amounts more easily than their
brethren of Ontario could pay 6 per cent. on larger
sui s.
The experiment,' however, was not successful, owing
largely, probably, to the drop in interest. A substan-
tial reduction in the expense ratio would be the truer
poliCY to adopt, in view of the changing condition of
things, and no betaer iove could be made in that di-
rection than the consolidation of snall loan companies,
a move, similar to that which, we hear, is in contempla-
tion by some other financial corporations. The staff of
one office (equipped as most of the companies now are)
would probably be suflicient to conduct the business of
two or more; and in other respects, a large saving might
be eolected. A regrettable feature might be the prob-
able teinporary evacuation of some of those palatial
counîtinîg-roomts in the reccntly imiproved sections of our
sister city, which are, ait Once, the pride of those who
own and of Lhose who occupy thein, no less than a
source of adniration to the average visitor-but this is
a Iatter of trifling iimport, when placed side-by-side
witlh the truer interest of the sliareholders, anid of the
public, who are directly concerned in the stability and
good naime of our muonetary institutionls,and who recog-
nize that strict econony in the matter of rents, salaries,
coinulssions and all the details of imanagement, con-
stitute an important factor in determining their'solidity
aid permliîtanence.

That is, the cost of management iii 1893 was at the
rate of $1 for every $130 of assets, while in 1887 it was
$1 iii $127. The above figures include statistics relating
to 31 comîpanies which have comimenced business since
1.887. The expense of management nmight be expected
to exceed that of the older established companies, and it
is a pleasant surprise to find it otherwise. Taking the
returns of those companies which have reported con-
tinuously froi 1887 to 1893, we find as follows :

$127 of assets iii 1887. The valùe of the real estate
on which te $10,0 9 mortgages are secured is re-
turned ait $227,849,872. It. is on the souidness of these
valuatio-ns that the positions of the companies depend.
However souind tihey mnay b, it will not do to take them
at Lteir face. As every one knows who lias had deal-
ings with property, values shrink enormously before
inorîgagues can get into possession, and the shrinkage is
apt to continue until the property returns to other
hands.

There are a few points in the statements requiring
some discussion. Wlhile it is very reassuring, in these
liard times, it is also very strange, to find that the am-
ount of principal overdue and. in. default,- was only $2,-
746,648 in 1898, when the conpanies had $110,616,559
*of 'mortgages, while it wàs $4,130,557 in 1880, when
the inortgages amounted to only $56,012,200; that is to
say, the amount in default lias fallen one-third, while
the amount invested has almost doubled. A most satis-
factory showing, if in the interini the definition of the
terni " default" las undergone no change.

Strange, again, that in face of the large increase in
the sum invested, the amountof mortgages on which
compulsory proceedings have been taken vas only $2,
379,029 as against $2,096,956 in 1880. These facts nay,
perhaps, be thus explained :-" The year 1880 was the
year in which business revived after a long period of
stagnation. The loan companies may have been en-
couraging mortgagors to pay interest, if only a little
and vhus to lild oñï totheir property."l When the re-
vival came they sawtheir .way to reali.ze. on sone of
their poor investments, and availed theiselves of the
opportunity. While times were liard, it was useless to
press the people, when they iiproved, the opportunity
came, and there was less hesitation in doing so, the
merits of the borrower being always considered. IL
seems difficult to believe that the sum of $2,746,648
represents the amount of company mortgages in default
at the end of 1893, and yet, we presume the statement
is susceptible of satisfactory explanation. Perhaps a
better idea of the rjal .amount in default will be ob-
taiïïëd froi a study of the following table :

Now, to justify an increase of one million in the

loans, the security ought to have appreeiated
2j millions, instead of depreciating nearly $34,-
000,000. Can it be that a great part of the alleged $1,-
109,204 of increase in "mortgages" consisted of interest
in default ? or did a desire to facilitate proceedings un-
der the power of sale influence the reduction in valuations?
The alternative is obvious. Notwithstanding any doubts
as to the statements concerning defaults, and admitting
the largely increased nortgage indebtedness of the peo-
ple during the last twenty years, we hold that the loan
companies' statements show a not unhealthy condition
of affairs. While our real estate wealth may not have
increased in thé saine proportion as our incumbrances,
the fact that we have been able to borrow a matter of
$115,000,000 on a small portion of our property, shows
that wer are the possessors of a magnificent heritage.
While borrowing this money, we have increased our
chartered bank deposits fron $25,700,000 in 1867 to
$100,000,000 in 1894. The Post Oflice Savings Bank
lias, meanwhile, gathered in somte $25,000,000. The
other Saviiigs Banks have also become depositories of
enormous suis. Our total vealth lias increased many
hundreds of millions, and the rank and standing of the
iountry have advanced, pgaassu, •ith its obligations.
IL may be added ind accepted as an undoubted fact, that
a great portion of thé money borrowed on real estate was
foi the pirpose of re-investment in the commercial,
mainfacturing, and other industries of the Dominion,
which are to-day the, pride and the boast of every Cana-
dian.

sec that all this worlc is properly done. I, is absolutely
impossible for the inspectors to perform their duty
properly, bCCaulse eaci one is obliged to watch over 75
new and 175 old buildings. I learn that contractors
have been kniuowi to place the burnt-clay linings for
liues, required by law, on the sidewalk, not for actual
use, but merely to deceive inspectors should. they hap-

pen to pass; when the work was fin.ïshed, the material
was carefully returnied to the builder's warehouse. The
inperfect insulation of electric wires bas for a long
time been a source of serious danger ; lires constantly
occur from this cause, though methods have been im-
proved. New York has for several years had a law on
its statute-books prescribing how this work must be
doue ; but, no appropriation having been made by its
city authorities for the proper inspection of such work,
the law cannot he enforced.

In Europe lires are of rare occurrence except in cities
which, like Berlin, have recently grown with American
rapidity. In 1890 the loss caused by lire in Berlin
ainouinted to only 22 cents per head of population,
against a loss of $2.81. per head in New York, $2.44 in
Chicago, and $1.89 in Brooklyn, during the year of
whiclh we have the last reports. In France the per-
son in whose bouse a fire originates through negli-
gence is responsible for the loss caused thereby to his
neiglibors. It may be difficult to establish this rule
lcre, but we can be more careful than we are. Statis-
tics show that 30 per cent. of all our losses is caused by
exposure to other burniing property.

Successful underwriters will examine adjoining
buildings witlh the saie care that they bestow on the
property tlcy insure ; but they ouglit to be more cir-
cunispect in the exanination of risks before writing
them, and reuenber that an ounce of prevention is
better thlan a pound of cure. Proper inspection may
often cost more itan the anount of the premium ; still
il is foolihardy to hazard the loss of a thousand dollars
in order to gain two or three, and -written applications
should be insisted upon in such cases, especially from
strangers. Premiumns charged by " industrial con-
panies" for insuring lives are also small ; yet the ap-
plicant for insurance must malce a detailed statement
and submit to a medical examination besides. Appli-
cants for fire insurance should aniswer questions pertin-
ont to the rislc, and contracts obtained by means of
false representations should be void. This precaution
would have a tendency to dimiinish the number of in-
cendiary lires, which increase with the recurrence of
every period of business depression,-it is estimated that
almost 9 per cent. of the losses sustained last year was
due to incendiarisn. A mnanî who has pressing obliga-
tions to ieet, and a property insured for its full value,
is often temupted to set it on lire, collect the insurance
iioney, and get rid of his debts. When the crime is

commnitted by a mian who has borne a good reputation
it is seldoni detected and never punished. Although,
according to fire-iuarshals' reports, live thousand incen-
diary lires took place in 1893, only four persons were,
convicted in New York, and only one in Chicago ; and
they; belonged to the ranks of hardened criminals who
make inceidiarismi their occupation. Such villains will
hire rooms, move goods into them, and ostensibly sell
them long enoughý to give the place a certain ýair of
respectability ;. then, during soie dark night,: they

will take away whatever is of value, set fire to the rest,
and claim;more than the whole was ever worth. The
" East Side" of New York has an unenviable notoriety
for this class of crime. Some equally disreputable in-
surance broker is frequently a confederate ; after pro-
curing a policy he retains it in his possession until the
lire ; then, becoming adjuster, he makes the best com-
promise lie can with the insurer, and divides the plun-
der with the assured. The goods saved from fires,
which are damaged so that they eau be used only for
deception and ought to have been destroyed, are eagerly
purchased by certain dealers, whò are always prepared
to supply to incendiaries such crooked wares on short
notice.

Underwriters now habituaily inquire into the ante-
cedents of persons who apply for insurance and are un-
known to them. This information is usually derived
f rom mercantile agencies, and a black list is kept of
men who were burned out more than once and whose
characters are suspicious. A movement is on foot also
to establish a bureai of information for the exclusive
use of fire companies. The National Board of Under-
writers lias provided a fund of $100,000, from which,
every year, rewards are appropriated for the detection
of incendiaries. Froin this fund only $2,225 were paid
last year for the conviction of thirteen persons,-a re-
slult which must disappoint the nembers not less than
the public.

In a greater part of Europe the cause of every lire is
investigated by a special police ; in Massachusetts a
law has beenl enacted which creates a State lire mar-
shal,'vho is charged with the sanie duty. He must be-
gin the investigation of every fire within two days of
its occurrence when in Boston ; when in other. places
within a week, personally or by deputy ; lie bas the
power of a trial justice to sunmmon and compel the at-
tendance of witnesses ; lie can enter into buildings at
reasonable hours for the purposes of examination, and
order the removal of dangerons material. Similar laws
should. be passed by every state in the Union or by the
National governnent, and insurance companies should
be prohibited froin settling a loss unless the lire has
been promptly reported to the authorities ; and they
should refuse to settle, wherever there is a reasonable
doubt as to the cause, until they have received a report
of the offiçial investigation. In Germany, companies
are not permitted to pay losses which have not been
examined, by the fire police.

THE BUTTER TRADJE.
The proposal made by Professor Robertson that the

gevernient shall adlvance 20 cents per pound on iill
creamery butter of fine quality made in this country
between the first of last January and the first of next
April, to be shlipped to England in regular weekly ship-
inents and disposed of by government' agents in the
British market, while doubtless an excellent political
move bu the eye of an election, does not meet with the
approval of the produce export tradein this city who do
not see why Canadian butter cannot go forward through
the ordinary channels of trade and why it should be
necessary for the government to practically take over
its export so far as the make of winter batter is con-
cerned.

No doubt as a method of enabling creamery mana-
gers to make regular aid profitable returns to their
patrons the existence of a constant goeriiment market
for their butter at 20 cents a pound would be invaluable.
But the question arises, at once, why should this par-
ticular section of Canadian citizens be thus favored at
the expense of the taxpayers of the rest of the country?
And why should the business of advancing on and ex-
porting butter he taken out of the hands of those nov
engaged in it? It is evident from the fact that so large
a figure as 20 cents per pound is to be advanced that the
government expects to buy the butter outright, for no
banker would ad-vance more than 12 cents per pound on
the finest creamnery, and many prefer not to handle it at
ail, unless the shipper is in good financial shape and
able to recoup ien in event of loss. We are then
confronted with the fact that the Governient deliber-
ately proposes to take over the winter butter trade of
Canada, and face the loss that it will unavoidably incur
from being forced to pay a fixed price for iLs produce in
Canada while compelled to contend witlh a fluctuating
marketin Great Britain. in other words it is taking
up a business project on unbusinesslike methods. Lt is
binding itself to purchase all the butter that may be
offered to it at a high figure, without ascertaining
wiether it is possible to dispose of it at remunerative
prices, and in so doing it is deliberately insviting a de-
ficit.

Compared with this project the suggestion made by
the creamery managers of this province that the Pro-
vincial Government shall advance a bounty of one cent
per pound ois all butter snitable for export, becomes
comparatively unobjectionable. But here again, some
unbusiness-like features are present. JLt is not decided
'«ho is to receive the bounty ; whether it shall be paid
to the creamery, the middleman, or the actual shipper,
and all three claim to be entitled to it. But at all
events, this suggestion does not involve the govern-
ment's absolutely taking over the butter, furnishing
the necessary cold storage both at the receiving points,
the points of shipment and discharge, the handling it
in transit, and the final disposition of it in the British
markets as Professor Robertson's plan does, and hence
it vould be less injurions to the interests of the tax
payers out of whose pockets the money-must eventually
come.

That Canadian butter is thoroughly discredited, in
England '«e are compelled to admit, and that it will .be
difficult for it to regain its former standing without
either co-operation,àmong the creamery men,., or so e
extraneâus assistance, is also generally acknowl-
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edged. Soute measure of assistanîce thon by the govern-
ment, possibly in the.form of a small bounty, vould not
be objected to by the trade, but not in so wlolesale a
formi as that sttggested by Professor Robertson, nor in
a shape tiat would bring the governient into direct
competiton with the export produce trade and the
banks. Could Me creamcry' mcn .be induced to enter
into an agreenent to siip so many packages of their
best make every veek, no inatter whîetiter the export
price fell under bthat of the local market or not, English
buyers would soon be assured that Canada cani make as
fine butter as eitier Denmark or Ireland. This policy
would be far more beneficial in Mie long run than any
systemt of government shipments. It might not be so
profitable to te farmners at the outset, but lb would be
just as effectual in tlie end, and it w ould not involve the
fixing upon them of the stigmta of owiag their pros-
perity to a raid upon the pockets of their less fortun-
ate bretlren.

0D LIVER OIL.
The advance in the price of cod liver oil in the United

States will bo welcomo news to holders of Newfoundland
stock in that island and in Canada. lb bas been looked for
ever since the large mers laid in their supplies last f all ; for
althougi the stock of Norwegian oil carried over froma 1893
was large, it was known that the crop of 1894 was short, that
the livers were poor and lean and that the oil was inferior in
quality. Cautious dealers began purchasing the botter grades
at once, and so steadily have they operated that it is believed
the spot stock in the United States to-day is only about five or
six hundred barrels, and Itat at the other primary points
it isequally undor the average.

To furter strengthen the situation the' news comes frotm
Aalsund tiat the first fish of the new scason have put iu at
Yesteraalcn, and that thîey are as small and lean as those of
last ycar. As the condition of the fish at this point is always
acccpted as an indicatiotn of the probable Norwegian crop,
prices took a jump, and although Norwegian cod liver oil is
still quoted in smnall lots in Ncw York at $45 per barrel on
spot, few dealers would care to sell a large lot, now that the
froc on board prico in Norway lias risen to $37.50 per barrel,
which, witi cost, freight, insurance, and 20 per cent. duty,
mtoais $18 lai:1 down in New York.

For Newfoudland oil 65 to 70 cents per gallon is the
quoted price in New York as yet, but these figures must also
increase beforo long. The fisliery of cod for the manufacture of
cod liver oil does not opoi on te island until the end of May,
although the bank-fishitig ilect begin operations in April
for, owing 10 the necessity of Lthe livers being absolutely fresh,
only the along-shoro fislery can be reliai- on. This will
thtrow te first receipts of the new oil well on into the sumu-
tter, and as the stock of old oil is not large, Amuerican attention
is being directed to this market and sales have been made
boro of cod liver oil (double-refined and strained througi ice
by the Norwegian process) at 90 cents per gallon, and of
comumon oil at 65 cents per gallon, on American account. One
enterprising ])etroit firmî, who sent on for 10 barrels of cod
livers 011 which to test a now oil-refining process, say tiat if
il proves successfùl Ltey will use 1,000 barrels of Nefoundland
cod livers per yoar.

This scarcity of the bigher grades of tmedicinal oil bas
drawn attention to the brisk demand, both in this market
and in the United States, for emtpty Norwegian oil-barrels
branded with well-known brands, and the fact that higier
prices are paid for the empties which have contained oil of
the chtoicer brands leads to the suspicion that they have been
purchascd for the purpose of filling thetu with inferior oil,
and selling it unîder false pretences. Ono hundred tin-lined
Norwegian oit barrels havo becn sold in this city, and thrce
orfour hundred iu Now York, and although ithe purpose for

which they were bought muay have beau perfectly honest, the
sudden denand for then bas caused some comment among
tie trade.

Newfoundland oil rofined by the Norwegian process and
straincd through ice, does not thichen even at very low tain-
peratures, and is equally well liked by Canadian druggists.
When once its excellence is recognized in American markets
it must realize equally good values there. The trouble is
that a quantity of crude, poorly prepared oil is yearly put
intc the market and this lias so interfered with the credit of
Newfoandland oil that many chemists will not handle it at
all, no matter what its quality tnay be, and the consequence
is that the Norwegian oil lias practically monopolized the
market for the botter class trade t the exclusion of our own.

THE NORTH AMERICAN LIFE.
The best testimony to the progress of the Norti American

Life Assurance Co. is contained-in the report of their con-
sulting actuary, an Atmerican insurance expert, upon their
methods and systetms of business during the past year. The
expert in question, Mr. W. T. Standen of New York, de-
clares that the secret of the coinpany's success is the logical
result of the strong and enduring foundation laid down in
1881 by its officers, upon which its business bas since been
conducted. He iolds that in view of the general depression
in business the increase of $63,860 in the premium income of
the company during the past year says much for the energy
and adaptability of the company's staff; while the gain in in-
teiest receipts is a striking testimony to the judiciousness of
the company's investments. The fact that the management
are able after a most conservative valuation of liabilities and
assets, to show a clear surplus of $338,217 shows beyond any
question that the security of the policyholders is absolute
and it is abundantly evident that the North American Life
bas attained that degree of solidity which can best be under-
stood by comparison with its rivals. During the past five years
the payments to policy-holders have increased 123 per cent .
Vhe insurance in force 60 per cent.; the cash income 91 per
cet.; and the surplus 374 per cent. In other words the as-
sets are one and a half titues aid the surplus four times as
large as they wore four years ago. In fact Ite North Am-
ericati Life, tianks to the eff orts of its -flicers, now stands in
the f ront rank of Canadian Companies.

THE MERCANTILE FIEE INSURANCE 00.
The fact that the business of bbe MercantileFire Insurance

Co, of Waterloo, during the yea'·1894, shows an increase of
nieteen per cent. over that of ils predocessor, both in the
amount of insurance granted and preiniunms received, speaks
volumes for the energy àñd actirity 'f itW dlcers; Daring
the year 11,459 now policies and réiteiàls wei'iššued for $14,-
544,278, and the total of insurance il force oii the 31stiDecem-
ber last was $17,678,006. on which the cotmpany's reinsurance
liability was $81,862. The loss ratio was only 62. 1 per cent.
and after paying dividends at the rate of 10 per cent. for the
year on its paid-ap capital stock, the cotnpany finds itself
with $27,643 in its net surplus f mand. These figures speak
for theuselves, aud that the shareholders f ully appreciated
their significance is shown by the fact that the old board of
directors was unantmously re-olected.

CANADIA F IRE INSURANCE.
In another portion of tiis issue will be found a complete

return of the fire insurance business done in Canada during
the past year in tabular form. These figures are not. esti-
uîated by us-as il the case with those published by certain
other insurance journals-but are cotmpiled fron the actual
returns sent by the com panies to Ottawa and are therefore
absolutely correct. They show that the average percentage
of loss to premiui income during the year was 63.8 per cent.
and that 1894 was the , most prosperous year for the coin-
panlies since 1890, so far as fire losses were concerned.
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THE HYAMS CASE.
The Hyamus case has been too thoroughly exploited in the

daily papers to need rucih connient at our hands. Froin the
facts tliat have already transpired the theory of the Crown
that the two brothers deliberately insured the life of the
youth Wells for $36,000 and leased the warebouse in Toronto,
for which they had no ostensible use, for the sole purpose of
murdering him, séens feasible, although it is based on purely
circuinstantial evidence. The plan was certainly a cleverly
laid one. As Harry P. Hyams was engaged to marry the
orphan siter they knew the money must eventually revert to
themu, and as she was ostensibly the sole beneficiary, suspicion
that they caused his death.for purposes of profit to themselves
was naturally diverted. The foolish attempt to place $290,-
000 in insurance on the wife, ho vever led te the investigation
into the death of the brother; and her own terror, vhen she
learned of the fact, placed tue companies, the Equitable,
Mutual Life, Sun Life, Standard of Edinburgh, United States
Life, Mutual Reserve, and Confederation Life, at once on
their guard. In fact the attempt was a clumsy one on
the part of the two Hyamns. They were well known to
bave no means and to ie ongaged in a number of very
dubious enterprises. They had figured unsuccessfully as
pawnbroters, money lenders, and note shavers. They were
being continuously dunned for money. The fact therefore
that they proposed to insure the wif e of one of the two
brothers for such a sum, when they could not raise the money
to pay their office rent in this city, was quite sufficient to
cause the companies to proinptly reject the application the
moment they realized. the true facts of the case. But the at-
tention tlus drawn to thein had the effect of bringing the
circumstances attending young Well's death again before the
authorities, and this time they took prompt and decisive
action.

THE WIMAN CASE.

It is believed that the case of Brastus Winan will be de-
cided by the general tern of the Supreme Court of the State
of New York by the time that this issue is in the hands of our
readers, but whether it will be carried to the Court of Appeals
is doubtful. Should the verdict of guilty le reversed, the
District Attorney may proceed to a new trial. Should it le
sustained the defence will undoubtedly go to the higher
court. Muci'el5ends on the grounds of the decision. If the
verdict is upset on the exceptionto Judge Ingraan's ruling,
tiat Mr. Wiman was not a meniber of the firm of R. G. Dun
& Co., thereby taking from the jury one of the vital issues, it
is probable tlat a nuew trial will be ordered without furtler
proceedings in appeal. Otherwise the higher court will prob-
ably have to pass on the question of law whatever the general
tern shall decide. It is possible, however, that the general
court will not be able to reach the case this terni, in which
case the decision will not be rendered till the second Fridayin
the Marcl terni.

U. S. CIRCULATION.

The cirpulation of mnoney in the United States during
January shows a ieavy falling off fronm that of the sane
month a year ago. The total decrease is $126,000,000 during
the year. Of this the most important item is a decrease of
over 42,000,000 in United States notes. Next in importance
is a decrease of over $33,000,000 in Treasury notes of 1890.
There was a decrease of over 521,000,000 in the amount of
gold coin in circulation, while the changes in the amount of
silver coin in circulation were -comiparatively sliglt, alnost
nominal. The decrease in the amount of gold certificates in
circulation amounted to over $24,000,000, and in currency
certificates $7,000,000.- In the neantime, of course, popu-
lation lias been increasing, so that there las beei a decrease
in the amount of circulation per capita out of proportion to
the decreà§e in- the total volume'of circulation .- The Treasury

oflicials estimate the per capita circulation on February 1
at $28.30 on the basis of a population of 69, 257,000. This
represents a decrease of 22c for the nonth and of $2.86 as
conpared with February last year.

A REPLEIN SUIT.
The replevin suit between the Merchants Bank and the

fochelaga Bank lias been decided in favor of the former.
Both banks held warehouse receipts on a quantity of bacon
in the pork-packing establishment of W'alter Allen at Win-
nipeg. Lu June last the agent of the IHochelaga Bank askéd
Allen to point out the bacon covered by his bank's receipt
and the latter put -aside 10,000 pounds as being theirs. A
few days later the Merchants Bank renoved all the bacon.
As a matter of fact none of the bacon in the warebouse at the
time of the seizure was the identical bacon that was in the
warehouse when the warehouse receipts were given to the
two banks, as there had, in the meantime, been sales and
purchases. The question was whether that setting apart of
thé bacon by Allen was a sufficient delivery to entitle the
Hochelaga Bank to a verdict. The learned judge decided
that it was not. The claim of the Mercants Bank was the
earlier, and as it had given no consent to, and had no notiée
of, Allen's subsequent sales and substitutions, its claim must
stand, notwithstanding that the Hochelaga Bank was a trans-
ferree for value in good faith.

-ONito failures during the past week include : RoIt,
Chamb'ers, drygoods, St. Mary's, who lias assigned. He was
formerly of Smith & Chambers, who dissolved in Oct. ?94,le
continuiùg.

Th0 nowest bond issue of the United
States lias attracted very little attention in
finaancial circles, as it is fel thant the wholo
mllatter Vas cut and dried somle timie before
it wasotilcially made known te the publie.
Çonseqtîently the nioney na rket wvas con-

aratively unaffected by it. The syndicate
has sold to the Secretary of the Treasury
8,500,000 ounces of standard Anericani gold
coin, by weight, at $17.8034 per ouince, or at
a discount of 80 cents per ounce from the
standard price of gold for coinage, which
is $18.00 per ounce. At thtis price the
syndicate practically sells gold ta the extent
of $62,817,500 to the United States te be
paid for in four per cent thirty year bonds.
The President has the option of substituting
a 3 per cent gold bond at par, which would
mieln a saving of soe $1,000,000 in inter-
est, and this phin has been enlorsed by the
louise. Whether it passes the Senate
romains to Uè'sien. On the 4 per cent
basis the loan wlll pay 8,1j. per cent interest
te the syndicate and ais high as 112, lias
-alreaîdy been offered for the bonds. This

is a high rate of interest for a wealthy
country like the' United States te pay for a
small loan, and the transaction is one that
the President will have some difficulty in
explaining te the country unless the Senate
play into his hîands by rejecting the .8 ;per
cent loan resolttion.

In England the trend of the money
market las been downward, until even the
syndicate of Scotch bankers have been
forced ta reduce the rate of interest on
deposits after notice te 1 per cent. This
hias caused an extraordinary appreciation
in the value of consols and other higl
class securities, sinice as London bankers
cean get money it. Y2. per cent on deposit
and consols pay 24 per cent the gain seems
large. But consols are now at 1044 and
the dilfliculty will bo to soli then again

Locally
money is easy at 4 per cent on call and 6 to
0 per cent for discount and the only
topie of interest in financial circles ls the
announcoment that the Firench bunkers
who secured the Provincial loan at 77 have
sold it in London ut 85$ and thus raked in,
without spending · one dollar, a profit of
$467,000 which miglit julst as weil be in the
Quebec treasury.

Sterling exchange ta dul and ieavy and
there is an increased disposition upon the
part of bankers te draw bills. Posted
asking rates in New York were 4.88 for
sixties, and 4.89y for demand. Actual
rates were 4.86% to 4.87 for sixties, 4.88
to X for demand, and 4.88y to 3 for
cables. Commercial bills 4.86% to ý4, and
documnentaries 4.86K. Paris francs 5.17h
for long and 5.15-1-16 for short.

The banks, ton,
were neglected by investors, and Cable
took the place of Street.Railway as the
most active stock on the Street, aithougli it
closed fully a point lower than its highest
range during the week. Among the new

Savings, in which no transactions took
place, as buyers and sellers were fully nine
points apart, and Diamoâid Glass Co., of
which 25 shares were sold ut 140K. The
