THE REVENUE.”

The anticipation of the Hon. My, McLelan
in his budget speech last session that,
owing fo the shrinkage in valne of many
of our imports and exports and {be un-
setlled state of irade last year, there
would be a serious deficit in the returns
from what may he ecalled the ordinary
sonrcos of revenng, has been realized more
t]aoroui:h)y than was ecither hoped or
cxpected. The revenue Ior the fiscal year,
ended on the 30th June last, certainly

1 shows an increase’ of $417,000 over that of
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the last fiscal year; but, at the same time,
it falls over a million dollars short of the
amount that it was estimated would be
recoived, and, consequently, swells the
excess of expenditure over revenue to the
uncomfortable figures of $5,865,000, or closg
upon six million dollars. '

Of course, this shcriage in revenue iy
attributable to several causes. The falling
off in excise duties, caused by the large
withdrawals of excisable articles from bond
in the early part of last year, due o the
fear of an increase in duties, is responsible
for 'a good deal of it; and that indefinite
factor, shrinkage of value of imported
goods, which has served so many finance
ministers as an excuse for over-estimation
of the revenue, i credited with the balance.
On the other hand, what may be teymed
extraordinary expenditures are directly
responsible for the bulk of the deficit.
The Northwest rebellion is credited, di-
rectly and indirectly, with an amount of
$4,000,000; and, though this seems almosi
an incredible figure, yet it appears to be
borne out by the facts. The cost of mili-
tary operations and the payments of war
claims and indemnities are usually those
only which are considered directly charge-
able to this cause; but the indirect ex-
penditure, consequent on the increased
paymenis for mounted police, and in ihe
Indian depariment, consequent on the
rebellion, must also be taken into consid-
eration, and, when these are added, will
swell the total to very nearly these figures.

This is & very serious deficit; and, al-
though supporters of the government claim
that, heavy as it is, it does not exhaust all
the surpluses that have acerued during the
last seven years, but’even after paying all
the expenses of the rebellion leaves a
net surplus of nine millions, it must still
be remembered that this is the largest
deficit Canada has ever heen called upon
to face. But two bright spots remain on
our finaneial horizon, This deficit practic-
ally includes all the heavy expenditure
incorred in the Northwest, except the
increased annual cost of the mounted
police, and, consequently, removes that
abnermal item finally from the list of
expenditure ; and, in addition, we have
the cheering intelligence that the surplus
of revenue for the first four months of the
present fiscal year is already nearly three
tillions, and should the present favorable
circumstances continue, the existing deficit
will be entirely wiped out, large as it is, by
the surplus aceruing on the 30th June next.

Should this prove to be the case, and
every indication as yet points out that it
will, now that the expenditure of our first
war has been paid off;, we may look forward
to the roturn of the revenue and expendi-
ture 1o their normal channels. For the
last few years the revenue has usually
exceeded the expenditure, and, in the face

of better business prospects, increased rail-
road facilities, and the steady influx of
foreign capilal to assist in developing our
natural resources, it seems perfectly ration-
al to predict that such will be the natural
order of things in the future. The financial
period through which the country Lias gone
has been & trying one, but it has emerged
satisfactorily, and probably at no {ime has
Canadian credit stood so high in the finan-
cial markets of the world us at ihe present.

THE BUROPEAN FLOUR TRADE.

Hungary may be considered as the orig-
inal howe of the flour milling industry,
and the éxcellence of the product of her
mills is so well understood that millers on
this continent are eager o proclaim to
their customers that they vse the Hungar-
ian process. Without thése flours it would
he impossible to manufacturs certain high
clags articles of food, as the use of any
other flour would make them of inferior
quality, while its dryness, the result of dry
milling, makes it especially advantageous
for shipment to distant countries. Under
these circumsiances any facts or figures
having a bearing on the flour {rade of Eu-
rope have great interest for Canadian mil-
lers, and we are indebied to an article in
the Pesther Lioyd, reproduced in the North-
western Miller, for some intevesting a:atistics
of exports, which show the influence of the
protective tarifl, imposed by Germany and
France,in diverting the current of the
trade from its usual channels,

Hungarian siatistics show that while
the annual volume of exports has remained
for the past three years almost stationary,
only varying from 3,983,000 barrels in
1883, to 3,937,000 in 1885, considerable
change has occurred in the distribution to
consuming centres. Ausiria is, of course,
apparently the chief customer, taking
2,475,000 barrels. We say apparently, be-
cause much of that credited to Austria is
afterwards distributed in othier directions;
Great Britain comes next with 846,000 har-
rels, and following that country, bul at a
considerable distance, Switzerland, Ger-
many and France with 143,000, 142,000 and
00,000 barrels respectively.” It is the efloct
on the volume of export to the two lnst coun-
tries, owing to the imposition of a protect-
ive tariff on foreign made f{lows, that is
most interesting to the Canadian economist.
In 1879, hefore the protective tarifi’ went
into foree, Germany received no less than
1,441,000 barrels of Hungarian flour. In
1880 a tax of 48c¢ per 2204 1hs. of flour was
imposed by the German government, and
the importations fell at once to 578,120 bar-

“rels. Not content with thig, the tariff was

raised in 1881 {0 72 cents, and in 1885 was
further incrensed to $1.80, the imports fall-
ing in corresponding ratio from (65,900
barrels in 1881 to 142,000 barrels in 1885, -

.

This rapid decrease is, of course, not due
entirely to the imposition of the* heavy
prohibitory duty, although thatis the pri-
mary and most considerable cause. The

- oponing of other railroad routes, by which

countries, which had their entrepots previ-
ously in German cities, can now be shipped
to, direct, is an important factor, while the
increased production of the German mills
under the stimulning effect of the tariff,
and their steadily advancing export trade,

fostered Dby the law of 1882, under which

foreign grain may be imported free of duty
if it is re-exported as flour, may safely be
held for the balance. DPrior to the passage
of this law the flour exports of Germany
were only from 560,000 to 900,000 barrels.
She now exports 1,500,000 barrels, and has
not only ceased to import largely, but, by
ber increasing exports, is enabled to be-
come a powerful competitor in the markets
of the world. These fuvorable results are
admitted, even by her opponents, to be
the outcome of the fostering tarifl, and
prove distinetly that, at all cvents, so far
as German trade is concerned, & national
policy has proved the correct one.

In the rank of flour importers England
undoubtedly stands first; and although,
comparatively speaking, it is only recontly
that Hungary has been an important factor
in her basis of supplies, the following fig-
ures for 1885 show that the amount of
Hungarian {lour imported into Great Bri-
tain is in excess of all other kinds except
those of the Unifed States. The towal
amount of flour imported during 1885 was
8,305,968 barrels, made up as follows:—

These figures show that Great Britain
imports upwurds of 9,000,000 bharrels of flour
yearly, of which the whole of Europe only
furnishes about two and a half million
barrels. The remainder, with the excep-
tion of a small and diminishing amount
from Australia, comes from this continens
and a comparison of the figures for former
yoars with those for 18385 proves that
England is steadily increasing her imporig
from this side and diminishing her supply
from the rest of Burape. This fact shows

thatour flonrs are more adaptéd for English -

needs than those of European countries,

and now that tho roller process is driving

the old stone mills from the irade, we may
expect this digerimination in our favor to
increase indefinitely. The marked im-
provement of late years in the quality. of
the bread made in Canada is doubtless
largely due to the great improvement in
willing. The illustrations in our columns

SELLING TO ADVANTAGE.

The question of selling to advantage is
equally”’ important with the one alreudy
diseussed, and may be fairly said to he the
most diflicnlt problem of the two. No mat-
ter how well or clusely the stock mmay have
been hought, unless it be sold at a fair
profit und to golvent ¢uslomers, nll the care
and skill of the merchant is vnavailable to
gave him from financial Ioss. Theoreti-
sally of course it seeis easy enough to put
on . reasondble percentage on the cost
price that will pay store rent, light, running
expenses, ete., and leave u fair profit tothe
owner, but practically the young merchant
goon finds that it is impossible to fix any
hard and fast rule as to what percenfage
of advance he will soll at. He soon dis-
covers that in certain lines it is necossnry
to sell at cost, or even below cost, if he
hopos 1o compete W ith hig neighhors, while
in othier lines a far higher percentage of
profit than the one he has laid down may
be readily obtained ; and, when he further
finds that though theoretically an article
sold ‘is supposed to be paid for, in prac-
tice the resuli is oflen n very different
one, hie usually abandens the line of con-
duct he has laid down for himself and per-
mils himself to be guided very much by
circumstances.

Still there are vwe or two points that
may safely’ be indicated as the ruling
guides of our most suceessful business
mon, fn the firgt place it should be re-
muinhmcd that the first loss is nsunlly the
smallest, one, and that, should the merchant
lind any line hang upon his hands, he will
usuadly find it hetter lo sacrifice it at once,
and {bus obtain the funds necossary to
purchase wore altractive und saleable
lines than to lock up his capital and dimin-
mh 11i8 chanees of profit by continuing to
keep it on hig shelves. When once the
public. ure tired of a thing it takes o long
time to lure them buck to it again, and he-
foxq the curront of populnr favor again sels
in that direction it may be too late to bo
of any sorvice to the holder. If the line
bo dxapo&ed of while the demand is merely
on the wane the chances of recouping him-
solt‘ are far botter’ thun whon the enquiry
has ubsoluloly cear\aud and the article is no
lonbm asked for, l)y 1ns (.ustmums. The
scumd 1,u..ut mmun i8 to attract, by every
fieans posslblc, Lho attunuon of the pur-
c)msmg Llasscs lf lho storukoepm is able,
by Jmlu,lous udverhslm.,, atiractive show-
\\mdo“s, Lho bru.llt busumss-lll\o look of
the mlouor of l\i)S stoxo, by lho nomlty
m\d flealmcss ol' hxs W ares, or by a reputu-
tlon for l\onest denlmg to l\ccp hiy_store
px ommont)y bofow Uw public, his dmnws

of success are very largely mcroused wlnle
a neglect of these essentjals will often
swamp the most acute and_intelligent of
busginess men, -

- The advantages of advermsmg are too
woll known and [too thoroughly recognized
to'nced comment in these eolumns, even if
comment did not appear egofistical, but it
is sufe to say that the merchant who does
not ad vertise is becoming rarer every day,
and will shortly appear only in commer-
cigl museums. The importance of bright,
cloan, attractive stores unfortunately is not
so well recognized, and in some of the
smaller country places appears to be en-
tirely ignored as a means of attracting
custom. And yet one’bf’bur leading mer-
chants is most emphatic in his advise fo
beginners never to commence business in
a dark Jow store or to neglect to make
their premisesias light and attractive as
possible. Both these points are essential
to success in selling, and if neglected will
severely handicap tue most energetic of
snlesmen in the struggle for success.

The yuestion of credit opens a still wider
field for discussion, and as, unfortunately,
the number of stores who are abletodoa
purely cash business is extremely limited,
it is a subject of anxiety fo nearly every
merchant in the Dominion. The evils of
the credit systen: have often-been pointed
out by practicaleconomists, bul owing to
the nature of the employment of many
classes of consumers, in most cases any at-
tempt to keep a store on purely cash prin-
ciples would be simply out of the question.
At the same time the reckless over-credit-
ing and long dated accounts carried by
many old established concerns have sapped
their financial strength go much as to in-
duce n species of mereantile dry rot under
which the concern has gradually ¢rumbled
into insolvency. This {8 s 'qiestioh that
evory merchant must decide for himself,
uy it is a question which depends largely
on the local suyroundings and the cliss of
trande he does. DBut so far as is possible
and compatible with established customs
we would recommend short daling, even if
lower prices have to he accopted to secure
it, and cash, even at a discount, wherever
it is procurable. The tendency in all the
larger commercial contres is towards this
reform.  In England the alteration to
short prompts or cash payments is of
course most noticeable, but- on this conti-
nent also the change is setting in.slowly
but surely. . Iiven those mercliants.among
our: neighbors who in reality give long
dates, pretend to conform to the. new. cus-
tom, by dating their sales'ahead in ordor
to give the idea that the puper:is: short
dated.. On every hand the superiority.of o

system -of cash or ‘short notes:is-steadily

impressing, itsell on the mercantile -coin-
munity, and.the young merchant would do
well to mark the signs of the times, .. «

A‘BJ'SLOS. L e
- Much has been written and said, durmg
the last quarter of a century, regarding the
capabilities of Canada as & mining coun-
try; and considering its vast extent. and
varied geologic.ﬂ contitions, and the-enter-
prising character of its-inhabitants, it ie
not surprising that its mining interests
should have received much attention, and

‘undergoue more or less considerable and

suecessful development.  Although nof
strictly within the scope of this JourNAL to
treat specially upon this subject, it may be
well to convey to our readers any general
information within reach, especially when
it may aflect our commercial relations,

Of course the main object of wuch enter-
prises as are here referred to is to obtain a
supply of the metallic minerals and ores,
most, in fact almost all; of the more im-
portant of which are to be:found in greater
or less abundance in many parts of our ex-
tensive Dominion. © But unfortunately
hitherto -theser adventures. have not,” in
many instances, proved so successful as
might have been anticipated, and much
of the capital invested in their prosecution
has been irretrievably lost.

A dress of the sccond
class had n bodice of the blouse style,
loose and full, fastened round the waist
with a velvet belt, which may be replaced
with a ribbon sash tied simply in front,
Of course, combinalions of the Lwo styles,
pariaking to a certain extent of the char-
acteristics of feagh, are algo in style, and
one gample dress shown appeared 1o have
gtruck tho happy medium.  The malerial
was a slale-blue faney wool, hrocaded with
small cashmere patterns, and combined
with & plain materinl o mateh. The
bodice was of plain slate-blue, close-fitting,
and open hoth in front and back over a
pointed plastron of ihe hrocaded stufl,
From the waist line {4 was cul into turret
blocks alternately wider and narrower,
and had cont sleeves wilth cashmere fac-
ings and shoulder knots of slate-bine rib-
hon. The collar wag 2 stand ap, edged
with large beads.  The costume had an in-
visible underskirt of silk trimmed round
the foot with round plaits ; the loose tablier
fell over this down to the heading of the
flounee, and over this & short drapery of
the brocaded material formed a houflunt
aver the front and was lengthened inlo a
draped pull’ at the back.

"This notehed ont. style of hodice appears
on several now stylish dresses. In one it
ig ent oul into long tabs from the waist
ling, and then doubled up so as to form
loops,  In another, which is gsaid to ho one
of the very newest styles, the malerial is
glightly gathered al the waist line, and
thence doubled up so as to form a limp
puliing, the sleeve being also gathered just
above the elbuw and finished with a simi-
lar pufling. Tt is not particalarly pretty or
hecoming, and it is doubtful if it will be-
come popular,  Another prominent charac-
teristic of Lthis season’s styles arve the num-
her of corsages of every deseription that
will be worn with skirts of different male-
rials, each style of corsage leing mado
suitable for the oceasion for which (he
toilet is designed.  Velvet, plush, satin and
rich black silks will he the favorile male-
rinls, and most of these corsages will be
provided with a vest of pufilng in a con-
tragting shade, some having a set of several
dillferent enes. So far ag these vests go
there is no question ol matehing the dress,
any fabrie, cither rvich and brilliant on the
one hand, or soft and delicaie on the othor,
will be aceopted as a material for them.
The same latitnde is also vigible in the
muake of skirts, some being mudo round
and full and plaited their entire length
with a searl’ drapery above, while others
equally fashionuble nre kilted at the sides
only, with one wide box plait in front and
a fall drapory at the back, Other skirts
are box plaited and bhave a velvet tablier
covering tho front and sides, this tablier
made plain or embroidered with rich silk,
braid or beads, '

The new open sleeves, which appear to
bave already canght the popular fancy, are
made to it ensily at the top, with only one
seam ingide the arm, and to reach just be-
low the elbow. They slope open to about
three-eighths of a yard in width at the
lower end. The lining or facing is an im-
portant part of the sleeve, as it shows
plainly next the arm, and should be made
of one of the materials of the costume, The
upper half is gathered in to the under side
about the elbow so s to give a diagonal
effect if o striped material is used. These
sleeves are usually madein the new striped
stufls, and have then a velvet ruflle of
about four inches wide to trim the edge,
In this case the lining should he also of
striped silk.

SI. JOHN, N.B., AS A WINTER PORT.

The recent influentia] meeting of husi-
ness men held in St. Jobn, N, B,, to protest
against the action of the Postal authorities
in determining to make Tortland the
winfer {erminus of tho Atlantic mail
service, has brought the merits and de-
merits of the two routes prominently before
the commercial community, Under the
National policy of *Canada for thé Cana-
dians ” hoth in respect of protection to our
industrics, development of our resources,
and extension of existing methods of com-
munication, to which the present govern-
ment has so unhesitatingly pledged iiself,
the claims of the lower provinees are para-
mount, and it i8 to be regretted that when
the question of proximity and ease of
transportation are taken into considera-
tion, Portland, from its geographical posi-
tion, appears to be tlie noarest und most
convenienl point of departure.

There is no doubt but that the subsidiz-
ing of a line of steamers running to a
foreign port is not in accordance with the
usual policy of the Government, but it is
the rosult of a desive to avoid any delays
which might be experienced in the recep
tion of goods by a longer ronte, Traflic
will always seek the cheapest and shortest
route, and if the statement that goods
arrive in Montreal in far shorter time from
Portland than from Halifax is horne out
by facts, the sentiment of the wholesale
houses will be overwhelmingly in favor of
the quicker ronte. Of course these objec-
lions are based upon the present route to
St. John and Halifax, but when the short
line is conslrneled these objections will be
materinlly legsened, although from natura!
causes they cannot be entirely removed.

At the same time it must be remembered
that the distance, even by the new short
line to Halifax from Montreal will be 714
miles, to St. John 463 miles, while to Port.
land, over the C. I'. R. connections, it will
be 287 miles only, and although, thanks to
the energetic and able policy of the Inter-
colonial ruthorities, the natural dificulties

of that route have been surmounted to
such an extent that freight has been re-
ceived here within 72 hours of itg landing
al Halifax, this is a very formidable argu-
ment, and one that is extremely difficult
to apswer satisfactorily. So far as pass-
enger or mail traflic is concerned the
difference is trifling, a8 at existing rates of
speed it should take 23 hours to go to
Halifax, 15 hours to St. John, and 9} to
Portland, by the new line, and considering
that the steamer will take on an average
twenty-four hours to-go from Halifax to
Portland the advanlages are réally in
favor of Halifax. But then- passenger
traflic and freight are very different things,
and caleulntions on the time required for
the transport of freight cannot be based on
the speed of express trains. The Inter-
colonial Railway has done and is still do-
ing yeoman’s service in hinding closer the
links of confederation by the ties of mutual
traflic and advantage. 1ts facilities for
bandling freight are equal to those of any
other road, and, considering the distances
it runs over, the time made by its freight
trains is surprisingly good, while the rates
charged compare more than favorably than
those charged for similar distances over
other routes. Other things being equal it
could compete successfully with any other
line, but the advanlages of proximity
are not to be gainsaid, and in addition
to this the I. C. R. oflicials claim that their
port is discriminated against in the matter
of ocean rates. Fortunately for Canada
the railroad which connects us with Port-
land is also a Canadian one, the profits of
the haulage go into the pockets of s repre-
sentative Canadian institution, and as the
freight is alowost entirely sent up in bond
but little money, comparatively speaking,
goes to huild up foreign roads or enrich
foreign merchants or governmenis. Al-
though uctually an American city, in
winter Portland becomes more than half
Canadian, and the prineipal traflic of
the port may he truly said to be in British
hands and between British cities.

There is no doubt that our first duty is
to build up in every way the-provinces
connected together by confederation and
since there is every prospect of the new
route from St. John and Halifax being
quicker, so far a8 the mails are concerned
than that via Portland it might be well if
the postal authorities had arranged that, us
heretofore, subsidized mail vesels should
land their mails and passengers at Cana-
dian ports. But so far as freight is con-
cerned there seems to bhe but little hope
that any Canadian winter port can compete
with Portland, either in shortness of dis-
tance and consequently quickness of tran-
sit, or in convenience of access. Commerce
will always svek the- nearest point at
which to meet the. ocean carrier and no
sentiments of patriotism can avail against-
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the advantages of geographical position so
far as traflic is concerned. The sympathies
the Dominion are undoubtedly with the
energetic merchants of tha lower provinces,
but it is to be feared that the advantages
of the other ronte are superior, at least at
present,

AT HOME AND ABROAD,

The Bulgarian question still remains a
disturbing factor in Xuropean . financial
markets, but the outlook is decidedly
more pacific than hitherto, and unless new
complications arise the question of peace
or war may be considered as definitely
seiiled. If the telegraphie reports that the
Rusgian candidate for the throne, Prince
Nichiolag of Mingrelin, had been accepted
and endorsed by the other great powers
are correct, Russia may fairly congratu-
late lerself on having carried her point,
Such a solution of the diflculty is by no
means unlikely, as it will permit of all
parties retiring with honor from the con-
troversy, while it leaves the substantial
fruits of victory with the advisers of the
Czar. Under the influence of this news,
consols developed increased strength and
advanced to 101 15-16 for money and 102 for
the account. Silver also lLias advanced
since last week, and is now sirong at
46 11 16d per ounce,

Locally there ig but little change {o re-
port. The money market continues easy,
and without any new features. Call loans
have raled about5 per cent., with an easier
fecling at that, while mercantile paper is
discounted at 6 to 7 per cent. The local
slock market bas been irregular, the bull
movement culminated on Tuesday when
City Passenger reached 227} and Bank of
Montreal 240, This was followed by a
reaction, especially noticeable in the case
of Richelicu, which was hammered down
by the persistent attacks of the bears to
66.} Siill although the market was weak
there was no pressure to sell, and it is
evident that the present iemper of specu-
lators leans decidedly to the bull side,

In England the bank rate remains un-
changed at 4 per cent., with the street rate
at 3 per cent, but as the end of the year
upproaches the bank always gains more
control over the street.  As the excige col-
loctions come in, there is always an in-
erease in the public deposils necessarily
accompanied by & decrease in private de-
Dasits, and congequently outside rates for
money gradually approximate to the bank
rate. The demand for money is growing
in response 1o the improvement in trade,
and consequent greater activity in specus
Intion, s0 that an advance in the sireet
rae iy be vregarded as inevitable. This,
says the Lronomist, is extremely fortunate,
because it is imporfant that the bank

‘unchanged.

should be enabled to protect its reserve,
which is already smaller than is desirable.

In the west the collapse of the Chicago
strike 'has given increased confidence to
the mercantile community. Rates still
ule from 6 to 7 per cent. for call Joans, and
6-to § per cent. for time, but very little
monegy goes out at the lower figure.
Western merchants continue to he heavy
borrowers, and bankers stale the magni-
tude of transaciions of the mercantile class
js unusual, although collections are re-
ported easy. One of the langest banks in
Chicago reports its country orders for cur-
rency a8 very heavy, and states that the
bulk went to the spring wheat region.

The wheat situation remains practically
In the opinien of experis
over ong hundred million bushels are now
held by speculators for a rise, and con-
sequently the wheat market, on this side
at all evenis, may be said to be decidedly
“long.” This is practically the same posi-
tion of affairs as ruled last year,and unless
some unforeseen event occurs to bull the
market, there is a possibility ihat the
sudden break in prices which took place
last spring may be repeated with equally
disastrous results this year. Still, recent
cablegrams quote wheat 3d higher, and car-
goes on passage are firmer and well held.
The country markets in ILingland are a
shade dearer, and the French markets are
reported steady.

Mr. Proyyenr. — The acceptance Ly Mr. J.
H. Plummer of the position of Assistant-
General Manager of the Canedian Bank, of
Commerce, rémoves from the city one of
the most capable and rising bankers of the day.
During his stay of nearly five years in Mont-
‘rcnl, Mr. Plummer hag sccured the reepect and
esteem of the mercantile community, in. his
capacity as Assistant General Manager of the
Merchants Bank ns well as in his social in-
tercourse, and will leave a vacancy in .the
bank that it will be difficult to. fill. His do-
parture for his new sphere of usefuiness is
the sulject of regretful comment among his
asgociates in business wnd the many warm
friends he leaves behind him. The Canadian
Bank of Commerce is to be congratulated on
having secured for its executive two officers
of such exceptional ability as Mr. Wulker and
Mr. Plummer, and we have not the slightest
doubt that the shareholders will before many
years are over reap the beneflt of the services
which their directors hiave had the wisdom to
secure, The bank is generally thought to
have languished in late years for want of a
vigorous executive, which the venerable ex-
president, whose name i8 still a tower of
strength fo the institution, could not in the
nrture of things himself supply. The change
which the Loard has made is therefore the
very thing. needed to build up afregh the busi-
ness of the bank, and restore its old-time
prestige.

Tuw Boston Standard, reviewing the growth
of mutual insurance among the mills and
fnctories of New England, declures that the
progress of the mill ahutual insurance com-
panies during the past dwenty years appeals
strongly o every stock company doing busi-
ness in the country,  Previons to that period -
muinal competition was principally from
companies engaged in a dwelling-liouse or
farm business, but gradually companics com-
menced to be formed for the purpose of in-
suring cotton and woollen mills on the mutual
plan ; and the fair success which they bave
met with bas resulted in the existence to-day
of ninetcen such companies, which in 1885
wrote $406,869,636 on manufacturing risks,
These compunies dea! directly with the in
sured, aud their success has. been nninly due
o n thorough system of inspection, a careful
attention to hazards, and a strict requicemcut
of standard improvements for the prevention
of firea. That these mill mutuals are making
great invonds into the business of the stock
companies cannot be denied, for the incrense
in the value of insurable manufncturing pro-
perty has been very slight, and the increase in
the business of the stock companies represents
the fucrense in the value of all kinds of in-
surable property. The business of the manu-
facturers’ mutuals, on the other hand, has
been increasing rapidly, and their small ratios
of losses and expenseg should be a forcible
lesson to the stock campanics.
