Frery choirs, numbering one thousand voices,
were expeeted to take part in the Bangor Dio-
cesun Choral Festival held in the Cathedral of
that city on the 25th inst.

Tue Woman’s Auxiliary of the P. E. Church
in the U. 8. have sent out about 3,000 mite

boxes to be filled with money for their proposed
endowment of the Episcopate in a missionary
jurisdiction.

AcCORDING to the report given at the Sunday
School Convention, recently held in St, Louis,

there arein the United States: Sunday schools,
121,797; officers and teachers, 1,303,254;
scholars, 9,688,506,

A Christian lady once said lo Dr. Adam
Clark : “Very true, the water of life is free,

Lut we must pay for the pitchers to carry it
in,”  There are some who think the pitchers
ought to be thrown in free also.

AT the meeting in Toronto on 13th Sept.,
1893, for the formation of a General Synod for
the Dominion of Canada there were present 14
Bishops and 41 Clerical and 31 Lay Delegates,
representing Dioceses from the Atlantic to the
Pacific, '

THE lotal expenditure of the Socicty of the
Propagation of the Gospel in the Foreign Mis-
sion Field up to the present has been $28,051,-
750. In 1701 there were 81 clergy; there are
now 8,442, In its colleges are 2,600 students

_and 38,000 pupils.

St. Paul’s school, Tokio, Japan, has forty-
nine students, of whom thirty-two are Chris-.
tians, Three of these are DBaptists and two
Presbyterians. Fifteen out of the thirty stu-
dents in the upper classes have declared their
intention of studying for the ministry.

St. Luxe's is the only church in Birming-
ham (thero are not many in the whole of ¥ng-
land) which boasts an “angelic choir.” The
experiment of a female surpliced choir was tried
a few years ago withsome trepidation on the

part of the Vicar, and with much adverse criti-
cism on the part of outsiders. After a good
trial, however, most people are agreed that the
experiment has proved a success, however re-
luctant other vicars may be to adopt the system

in their churches. The behaviour of the choir
is as admirablo as their singing is chaste and re-
fined, and there is no church in Birmingham
where Divine Sorvice is better and more de-
voutly rendered, The Vicar (the Rev. W. B,
VWilkinson) is ehoirmaster, and oceasionally
takes the solos in the Anthems,

Ar the Synod of the Dioceso of Tuam the ful-
lowing resolution, moved by Lord Oranmore
and Brown, and scconded by the Dean, was
unanimously adopted: “That tho Synod of
Tuim, represonting the members of the Church
of Ireland in this extensive diocese, most
unanimously protest aguinst tho Ilomoe Ruale
Bill, and earnestly hope that the Emperial Par-
linment will not allow it to pass into law.”

Five hundred soldiers about to snil for lidia
attended n special furewell sorvico in Canter
bury Cathedral, In the course of his sermon

the Bishop of Dover exhorted the men to show
themselves true  lnglishmen in the lund to
which Lhey were bound, and to be faithful te
Chureh and to country, to home and to God,
As one of their Generals once remarked, soldiers
were possible missionaries  throughout  the
length and breadth of the Empive.

Ax event of unique intevest to both the Am-
erican and English Church is tho election of
Father Hall to the Bishopricof Vermont. The
Ruv. Arthur Cranstay Allison Iall is aboul
forty-six years of age, Ile belongs to the Or-
der of Mission Priests of St. John the Evange-
list, at Cowley, near Oxford. lle spent nine-
teen years in connection with the parish of the
Advent, Bostan, gaining an enviable reputation
throughout the American Church, and was re-
called home by the Superior of the Order in
1891,

Lorp GeoraE Hasinton, M.DP, urged some
time ago that while no indictment has been
made by the majority in Parfiament aguinst
her, the Church in Wales, on the other hand,
had a heavy one to prefer against the action of
former Parliaments. Al the time of the dis-
{urbance in 1688 the Church in Wales was in
most efficient condition, and there was perfect
sympathy between clergyman and congrega-
tions; but it was believed by the Governmont
of the day that political advantage would ac-
erue to onc party if the efficiency of the Church
was impaired. Bishops and clorgy were ap-
pointed who were not in touch with the people,
gome being unable to speak Welsh, and the re-
sult was to destroy the cfficiency of the Church,
and the seeds of neglect and indifference were
sown. . But in the beginning of this century
the Church awoke, and for the last forty years
in no part of Great Britain had it made such
progress as in Wales.

The Irish Eeclesiastical Guzette of Dublin,
referring to the Confercnee at Delfast, says:
¢ TLet us hope, too, that in all the debates the
gpoakers will uphold the true position and

claims of our Church to bo the only Church of
Irelmed.  We are encouraged in our dosires by
tho fact that one of the subjectz appointed, not
wo hopo for discussion, bl for consideration, is-
“The Continuity of the Chureh.” There neel
boe no bitlerness exhibited ngninst honourable
opponents, but plain speaking is not necossarily
inconsistent with courtesy, The Church in
Belfust has sutleved too long from the insidions
inronds of © veiled Dissent.” A littlo more
outspokenness, 4 good deal moro strait teach-
ing, & little less preaching, and far loss encour-
agement of herosy anl schism, wauald soon
work  wonders in Bolfast Churchmanship,
Whilst dealing with the subjects of tho Confer-
ence wo humbly suggest the advisability of
having in somo roem convement (o the Con-
ference meetings, an exhibition of licclosinstical
Art and Chareh Worship accossroios, such ay
n=ually aceompanies, and with gront success,
the Bnglish Chureh Congrosses,”

For a Chureh population in Belfust of over
80,000, there is barely accommodation in the
existing chureh and mission rooms for 18,000,

TIHE DAILY PRESS.

The roligions periodicals nre suggesting the
plan of boyeotting those duilies, o large por-
centage of whose columny are simply an in-
gathering of the moral filth of society, 'Tho
papers have to say for themselvos that they
supply what i3 demanded. The question is
whether the press mukes public opinion or pub-
lic opinion malos the pross. It is claimed that
such a paper as waoukl duit the better-minded
class of people eould not bo innde (o pay ; and
the managers of our grent dailies know beller
than unybody else what sort of a paper will
have the most buyers and pay the best, They
admut, then, that in this respect, ab loast, it is
public opinion that makes the pross. Thocon-
clusion s, thereforo, that in order to have u
clenn press we must have o clean society., Wo
need not wait for this until the Christinn reli-
gion as the regenorative force of socioty is op-
erative in the lives of all men for tho tide could
be turned if Christians, und all persuns who
cure for betler things, were to take the right
stand, Tho fucts of the case aro that in thous-
ands of Christian families throughout the land
the daily press is the only liternture that is
read, Aside from the disastrous moral injury
of luying open tho hideous vices and crimes pos-
gible to humun nature, the desultory trash per.
verts and ruins all intollectunl taste nnd culture,
It is cusy to say that ono can rend only such
parts of the paper as he needs—a difftcult tusle
on account of the immensity of the sheets—yot
the serious gnd sad fact is that the younger
membeors of the fumily only pick out the nasti-
ness and tho sensational and the exciting,
Theroe is no question at all if the body of the
right minded peopls were to demand o cleun
and decent paper Lhcf would have it, and the
fault lies largely at the door of the Christian
world.—The Church Neiws.

peared that the Bishops had receded from the
unfortunate and untenable position taken by
thom the previous day.

The presiding Bishop, the Metropolitan of
“Canada,” speaking in behalfof their Lordships
said : * My doar brethren, the Bishops are hero
to moet you in accordance with the resolution sont
up to us yesterday afternoon.” and then asked
for somo further explunations, which having
been given by the Rev. Dr. Langtry, Mr. Wor-
roll, ).C., Dr. Davidson, Q.C,, Dr. Johnson, Mr,
Wilson, Q.C., and others, a short discussion fol-
lowed, in which their Lordships took part, and
it was moved by the Bishop of Saskatchewnn
aud Calgary, seconded by Dr. Davidson, * That
this meoting form itselt into o Committeo of the
Whole, in order to receive, considor and adopt
such resolution us will load to the due formation
and constitution of & Goneral Synod.” Bishop
Courtney asked the presiding Bishop, ‘the
whole of what!" and+the repfy camo quickly
from many : of the joint meeiing of Bishop, Clergy
and Laity. The motion was then carried al-
most unanimously ; after which some disous-
sion followed as to tho appointment of a Joint
Committee to deaft a resolution, declaring the
position of this body us empowered by the
Diocesan Synods to assemble togother for the
formation as 8 Genoral Synod.  Whilst this was
proceeding the Bishop of New Wostminster,
with o view probably of expaditing matters,
proposed tho following resolution: * That we
tho Bishops of the Church of Xngland in the
Dominion of Canada, together wilh the dele-
gatos of the Clergy and Ef[mity duly authorized
by our several Diocesan Synods and by author-
ity committed unto us, declare we are here

assembled as the first General Synod of the
Dominion of Canada,” This produced immedi-
ate opposition, it being pointed out that the
Synod could not be formed until the prelimin-
ary basis had been formally assented to.

During the excitement of the moment the
Metropolitan put the motion, when Archdeacon
Brigstocke, of'. St. John, N.B., rose to objecs,
and enter a yprotest agsinst it. This was
ruled ont of order and again the Metropolitan
commenced to put the motion, when the Very
Rev. the Dean of Montreal rose and made re-
quest that Archdeacon Brigstocke should be
heard, as be did not believe that the meeting
underseood what it was to vote upon, adding
“we cannot be 1 Synod until we agree upon the
busis of union,”

Notwithstanding the Dean’s request the
Metropolitan proceceded to call for the nays to
rise ; but immediately the Dean, during intense
cxcitement stepped to the front, and in earnest
tones, tremulous with feeling, spoke as follows :
“Tt is with the greatoest diffidence and laboring
under the strongest foelings, that I, in my hum-
ble eapacity, would ask your Lordships, espe-
cially his Lordship of New Westminster, not to
press at this present moment a resolution that
may rend this zonterence and rerd it under the
saddest circumstances, and causo the delegutes
of & diocese deprived of the presenco of its Jogal
head through iliness to give utterance to words
that we ourselves would regret, and that overy
single member of the Church here present, I
earnestly beliovo, would be sorry if they were
ultered and followed up, 28 we would be forced
to follow them up.” :

Bishop Sillitoe immediately rose and begged
leave to withdraw his motion, if the result wus
to be such as the Dean of Montreal, intimated ;
and thereafter the motion of the Lord Bishop of
Toronto for the appointment of a committes to
submit a declaration to form the basis of uniou
was earried unanimously, and the following
committee wus appointed : The Bishops of Ru-
pert’s Land, New Westminster and Toronto,
Canon Partridge, Archdeacon Roe, Rev. Dr.
Langtry, Archdeacon Brigstocke, Canon Pen-
treath, Dean Cuarmichael, Dean Innes, Canon
Spencer, Archdescon Lauder, Rev. E, M. Bland,
Dean  Grrisdale, Archdeacon Mackray, Judge
Ritchio, Chancellor Honeker, Mr. J. A. Worrell,
Mr, Justice Hanington, Dr. Davidson, Chancel-
lor Bothune, Mr, Maithew Wilson, Chancellor
Walkem, Judge Senkler, Mr, Chas., Jenkins,
Mr. H. A. Crotty and Mr, Myers Groy. It being
then nearly one p.m. adjournment was had till
4 p.m, in order to give the committece time to
deliberate and propare its report. Shortly after
4 p.mn. the meeting veassembled, and the com-
mittee, through the Metropolitan of Rupert’s
Land reported as follows:

That having considered the action of the Pro-
vincial Synods of Canada and Rupert's Land,
and of the soveral dioceses, your Committee aro
of opinion that the position of this body now is
that it is propared to declare itself a Genoral
Synod upon the following basis, subject to any
amondmonts which may bo made and assented .
to at this sossion:

We, tho Bishops of the Holy Catholic Church
in full communion with the Church of England,
together with the delegatos from the clergy and
laity now assembled in the first General Synod
of the Church in the Dominion of Canada, here-
by make the following solemn declaration :—

We desire the Church in the Dominion of
Canada to continue an integral portion of the
great Anglican communion composed of the
churches which—united under one Divine Head
in the fellowship of one Catholic and Apostolic
Church, holding one Faith, revesled in Holy
Writ, and defined in the Creeds as maintained
by the undivided Primitiye Chnrch in the four
Teumenieal Councils, receiving thesame Canon-
ical Scriptures of the Old and New Testaments,
as coutaining all things necessary to salvation
—teach the ssme Word of God, purtake of the
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game divinely ordaited sacraments, through tho
ninistry of the samo Anpostolic orders, and wor-
ship one God and Father through the same Lord
Jesus Chrigt, by the same Holy and Divine
Spirit which is given to those that beliove to
guide them unto all trath, and we are deter-
mined, by the help of God, to hold and maintain
tne doctrine and saeraments of Christ, together
with the order and government of the Church
as the Lord has commanded in His Holy Word,
and as the Church of England hath received and
set forth the same in the Buok of Common
Prayer, and administration of the Sneraments
and other rites and ceremonies of the Church,
according to the use of the Church of England,
together with the Psalter or Psulms of David,
appointed as they are fo be sung or said in
churches, and the form or manner of making,
ordaining, and consecrating of Bishops Priests
and Dencons, and of the “Thirty-nine Articles
of Religion,” and to transmit the same unim-
paired to our posterity.

TreE CoNSTITUTION.

1. There shall be a General Synod consisting
of the bishops of the Church of England in the
Dominion of Canadn, and of declegates chosen
from the clergy and the laity. The delegates
shall be chosen by the several Diocesan Synods
according to such rules as they may adopt, or,
in a dioceso which has no synodical organizu-
tion, may be appointed by the bishop, The re-
presentation shall be as follows : Dioceses hav-
ing fewer than twenty-five licensea clergymen,
one delegate from ench order; dioceses having
twenty-five and fower than fifty liconsed clergy-
men, two of each order ; dioceses having fitty
and fewer than one hundred, three of each op-
der; diocoses having one hundred licensed
clergymen and upwards, four of cach order.

2, The Synod shall consist of two llouses :

the bishops constituting tho Upper, and the
clergy und laity togethor the Lower House.
The clergy and laity shall vote by orders if re-
quired,
! 3. The President of tho General Synod, who
shall be styled the Primate, shali be clected by
the Iouse of Bishops from among the Metro-
politans or bishops not in any ecclesiastical
province. ThoPrimate shall.hold office for life,
or 50 long as he is bishop of any diocese of the
tieneral Synod ; neverthelgss he may resign at
any timo,

4. The General Synod shall have the power
to deul with nll matters atfecting in any way
the gencral interests and well-being of the
Clurch within its jurisdiction. Provided that
no canons or resolutions of a coercive character,
or involving penalties or disabilities, shall bo
operative in any ecclesiastical province, or in
any diocese not included in an ecclesiastical
provines, until accepted by the Synod of such
provinee or diocese, and that the jurisdietion of
the General Synod shall not withdraw from the
Provincial Synod the vight of passing upon any
object {alling within its jurisdiction at the timo
of the formation of therGeneral Synod.

5. The following, orsuch like objects, may be
suggested as properly ecoming within the juris-
diction of the GeneralSynod :

]'u. Matters of doctrine, worship and disci-
pline.

b. All agencies employed in the carrying on
of the general work of the Church,

e. The general missionary and educational
work of the Church,

d. The adjustment, with consent of the dio-
se=cs, of the relations between dioceses in re-
spect to Clorgy, Widows’ and Orphans’ and Su-
perannuation Funds.

¢. Regulations affecting the transfer of clergy
from one diocese to another,

J. Yducation and training of candidates for
Holy Orders,

g Constitution and
tribunal,

h. The erection, division, or rearrangemeont

powers of an appellate

of provinces, with the consent of any oxisting
provinges interosted. But the ercction, division,
or rearrangement of dioceses, and the appoint-
ment and consecration of bishops, within a
provinee, shall be dealt with by the Synod of
that province,

J. That nothing in the foregoing schemo or in
the constitution to be framed thereunder shall
aftcet any canons or enactments of the provin-
cial or diocesan Synods in force at the timoe of
the ratification of said constitution by this
Synod.

7. For the expenses of tho Synod, inctuding
the necessary travelling expenses of the wmem-
bers, there shall be an annual assessment of the
dioceses, proportioned to their represantation,
exempting those which areentitled tosend only
onc representative of each order,

8. The words ecelesiasticul province hereto-
fore used shall mean any group of diocesos
under the jurisdiction of a Provincinl Syaod.

9. We declare that the General Synad, when
formed, does not intend to and shall not take
away frem or interfere with any rights, powars
or jurisdiction of any Diocesan Sy nod within its
own territorial limits, as now held or exercised
by such Diocesan Synod,

10. We declare that the constitution of a Gen-
eral Synod involves no chango in the existing
system of rovincial Synods, but the retenfion
or abolition of Provincial Synads i3 left to be
dealt with according to the requirements of the
various provinces as to such provinces and the
dioceses therein may seem proper.

The Metropolitan of Rupert’s Tand moved
that the report be adopted, and the bishops
with the clerical and lay delegates, be declared
the General Synod of the Dominion of Cauada,

Dr. Davidson seconded the motion, which was
carried nnanimously,  The Gieneral Synod then
adjonrned till Friday at 10 am,

SUNDAY REST.
[ lrom The News, London, Eng.]

Rest-takers will do well to give rest. Toa
very great extent holiday tourists may, in this
particular, “live and lot live” A small amount
of selttsacrifice and kindly consideration will
cnable lodging-house keepers and servants o
enjoy a portion, at least, of Sunday rest durving
tne holiday season.

The same pringple of mutual consideration
would also soon lessen the strain of railway
traflic, which at present deprives =o many of
the weekly rest needed by all alike. 1t i
worthy of note that, whilst different opinions
obtain on the Sunday question, no one, we be-
lieve, has yet been found with courage, or rather
folly, sufficient to argue for the total abolition
of the Day of Rest.  On Lhe conlrnay, each has
vied with his ncighbor in cxpressing in the
strongest possible way his high estimate of the
physicnl and intellectual benefits conferred on
the individual and tho community by the pres-
ent arrangement, Not one has conlended for
that day being degraded into an ordinary work-
ing season, 'ﬁhoir premises might logically be
regarded as leading them to such n conclusion,
but they have repudinted the ides beforehand.
Equully genoral scems to be the consensus of
opinion a8 to thepropriety of deing what is to
bo done, not by overriding the law, but by
having it modified to what is deemed the right
extent and in the right direction, It is here
that the Babel of conflicting opinions comes tn,
A certain amount of Sunday labor is necessary,
is therefore porfectly legitimate, and the old,
ever-recurring question has to bhe fuced, Where
and how is the line to bo drawn? There may
be a certuin trnct of what is to be called  de-
batable ground,” but beyond that there s u
wide range about which apparcentiy there ia no
debate whatever ; just as there may be a certain
amount of difficulty in determining when the

light begins in tho morning, and when the dark-
ness ends, but none at all about its being broad
daylight at noon, and unquestionable darknoss
at midnight. Aboutcortain kinds of work there
may be more or less debule, and it may be difli-
cult tosottle whether or not theso are to be
ranged in the eategory of what is necessary or
tne revorse. But tho universal fecling is evi-
dontly in fiuvor of ordinary work boing as much
circumseribed as possible, and the more so the
botter.

As ngraneral rule, “ duing to others as wo
would have them do to us,” wonld solve most of
the diftleulties roforrod to,  As to railway trav
cliing, it certainly mizht be vostrained far moro
thanitis.  The rapidity of modern travel ought
to be u plea for tho oxtension, or at loust the
cnforecmont, of the weelkly pause in tho whirl
of businoss, If wo ean now travel so fast on
other days, the Sunday trains are, for that ven-
son, tho less needful.

It peaple would only bo frank and say thal
they don't want any Sunday vest or any break
in the regular toll of the worlang  classos, it
would be something, It would indiento the
conrage of conviction at any rite, though it
would not fessen the folly of” unrensonubleness,
The enjoymont of one cluss, which is purehased
Ly the oppression nnd degradation of others,
canpot be worth much,  llenee comes in the
argument against by fur che lurgest portion of
Sunday travel, whother by land or wou.  Noto-
riously there are literally thousands of railway
oflierals who have nover had o weokly rew of
anyihing Jike twenty-four hours' duration for
years, nnd never expoet o have it ymin Gl
they are cither in their dotage or their grave.
Itis all very well to talk of the “off<dny " for
those who have Sunday Inbor.  That may look
beantiful in theory, and at the sturd it may for
a short time bo practised, but only for a short
time.  Ask the mass ol railway nien in Britain
what they know nbout it, and the malter will
ansume quite i difforont aspeet.

The high pressure at which life is heing driven
makes the weekly rost only the more indispen-
suble, while tho telephones, the telegraphs, and
the “ Bghining expresses ™ onght to male such
a rest only the easier and the more nitractive,
Buy, like the horse-feeeh, greed never snys it
hus enough, and the weekly pause of twonty-
houra iy more and more encronched on, i,
before one knows, the whole will be gone,

Biancani, the grest Iri<h mail conch contrac-
tor, ns n more matter of businesy jnsisted on
every one of his horses having twenty-tour hours
each week of uninterrupted rest in addition to
its daily period of reposo. e insisted on this
us w matter of money, e could not grive them
all the same twonty-four hours, but during the
week all had their share, 1L was physically
profitable 1o the horso, and  pecuninrily profit-
able to the man, What was wnd s truo of horses
will be found oqually true of men; and that
mun, therofore, is neither an enlightoned patriot
nor a far-seeing man of business who would do
anything to weaken the obligation or lower the
sacredness of the Day of Rest,

This obligution could carily bo put on higher
grounds, bul the mere sccular one ol physicul
well-being and pecuniary profit is sufliciently
strogr; and every one who recognises ils
strengLh ought to do his best 1o reduco the neo-
ceskity to n minimurm, which evidently might
be fur lower than itis even now, if all were as
golicitous aboul their neighbors’ and subordin-
ntes’ well-being as they wre jealously careful of
their own privileges, and sensitively alive to
their own convenience, The mad rush of husi-
ness becomes always malder, and Mammon
always grudges more and more the Duy of Rest
8 80 much time practically thrown away, But
the wiscly prudent and the politieally far-secing
will, on this very account, be the lust to do any-
thing which would cut onr country adrift from
our %unduy Rest and its inestimable privileﬁcu.

DIOCESE OF CALGJARY,

The Rev. J. W. Tims, who has Intely returned
from a visit to the Blood Reserve, says that the
work of the Church of England is progressing
on that Reserve. During tho past few months
the Girls’ Home has Dbeen "completed, and is
filled to its utmost capacity, many children
having to be refused admittance, A boys'
boarding house has just been erected at a cost
of two thousand dollars, seven hundred and
fifty ot which was contributed by the Indian
Dopartment, It will be opened in the course of
a fow wecks, s soon as the building is fur-
nished. Forty boys will be accommodated, and
more than that number have already applied
for admittance. A mew cottage has also been
erected for one of the teachers on the reserve in
connection with the mission,

On the Piegan Reserve a large addition to
the Mission House is in course of erection for
the accommodation of twenty-five boys, There
is already accommodation there for fifteen
girls.
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On the Blackfoot Reserve, where Mr. Tims
is in charge, the Home is full of children, and
« new school has just been built ata cost of
$970, a large portion of which has been con-
tributed by the Indian Department,

Several children have recently been trans.
forred to the Elkhorn Industrial School, which
is under the auspices of the Church of England,
put the change of climate seems unsuited to
the young Blackfoot und Blood Indians, One
died last week from consumption, hastened, the
dactor thinks, by change of climate, and another
is reported sick,

Mr. Tims sees a great change in the attitude
of the Indians now fowards education compared
with ten years ago, when he opened the first
school for Indian children in 1853,

THE BLACKFEET.

The Blackfeet Indians arve showing a greater
desire than ever beforo to work. When the
Rev, J. W. Tims was driving up from Mucleod
he saw a stack of about 15 tons of hay put up
by some Indians, who have gone in togother
and purchased a Dlnssey-Harris machine and
rake for themselves. There were cight mowing
machines at work this year on the reserve, five
of which are the property of the Indians.—
Calgary Herald.

TIIE ANGLICAN SYNOD,
[(£rom the Toronto (flohe.]

The Clurch of England in Cavada has now
attained to the rank of full manhood. Such iy
the meaning of the procoedings of the first tien-
eral Synod of that body, which has just closed
in Toronto, The Synod has been in session a
week, and his completed its labovs of umon, and
the result is a united Anglican Church in
Cunada, A Primate for all Canada appointed,
the high title of Archbishop boldly adopred, and
a General Synod constituted and  established ;
such are the steps taken that have made one
organized and solidified Chureh out of nineteen
dioceses, sixteen of which had a form of provin-
cinl organization, and three of which were out-
side all provincial boundaries, The step is onc
that cannot but awake the deepest satisfaclion
in the heart of every Churchman throughout
the country, and that must, besides, be of inter-
est to the whole community, no small poriion
of which looks to the Anglican Church for the
satisfaction of its apiritual wahts, Itis an as-
gertion of strength, a manifestation of increascd
solf-confidence, that will scarcely fail to com-
mand respect in a world that is prone to take
institutions, as well as men, at their own valua-
tion. The title of Archbishop is certain to uffect
men's imaginations a8 a vizible and outward
sign of the new self-estimation, und the im-
proved machinery and accompanying incraase
of unity of feeling will greatly accelerate the
effect of the steady propaganda on which, in
common with all other denominations, the
Church of England is engaged. )

It has been no easy task Lo arrive al so satis-
factory & vesult. When, on Wednesday lust,

. the Bishops met with the delegutes who came

instructed to endeavor to form a Gieneral Synod,
problems and difficulties were numerous and
formiduble. The cxtreme cast und the far west
were represented, and sectional feeling cm‘xld
not fail in some degree to be present. The

western diocesses are largely missionary, and,

consequently, poor ; the eustern dioceses are
richer, and feelingy of jealousy were not absent.

Somo delegates came pledgod to a plan that
looks towards the abolition of Provineial
Synods ; athers were firm {n desiving their re.
tontion. There was hawdly a point in tho draft
constitution that was awaiting the meeting upon
which widely varying opinions, and, in some
cases, detorminations, wove not ontertainod, At
the very outset an inelination on the part ot the
dolegnios was strongly manifested to call for
but one House, instoad of' two separate us-
semblios, the House of Bishiops and the Lower
House. There was a elush at tho very moment
of oponing, and for u time there was overy
prospect of a deadlock. But tho IHouse of
Bishops, with a commenduble spirit of concilia
tion, yielded for the moment, and agroed that
while the sctual constitution was under discus-
sion the two Ifouscs shounld sil as one. The
wisdom of Lheir concossion was proved, not only
by the spirit of feiondly co-operation that was
evoled, but by the value of their contributions
to the debates upon the constitution. By
another coneossion, gracolully madeo, thoy al-
layod the fears of those who suspected that their
richts of dealing with certain provineial subjocts
might be curtatled; and u stifl further nel of
grace was shown when the Rishop of Now
Westminster, at the enrnest appenl of tho dole-
gatoes (rom Montrenl, withdeew an amendmont
upon which the voto was at the moment actu-
ally being takon, which was apparenily car-
vied, but which would, in afl probability, have
resulfed in the withdrawal of & portion of the
representatives,  The turn of the Bishops came
on Satnrday last, whon a resolution moved by
Dr, Tangtry cume up, asiming at the sbolition
of the distinetion botween the Upper and Lower
Houses, and thoe Moetropolitan of Rupert's Land,
on behalt of the House of Bishops, declwrod that
tho Bishops insisted upon the retention of (he
distinction,  Seeing  thoir determnation, tho
Lower [House yielded, 0 compromise being of
feeted by which full provision is made for the
sitting together of the two Tlouses when ocen-
sinn makes sneh a eourso desirable,  Thuw, by
judicious concessions, aided by the admirnblo
temper with which the disenssions were con-
dueted, the first prineples of union wers ostab-
lishod.  As point after point camo up and was
settled, contlicting interests of all kinds wore
brought te thy frent anl were all trented in the
samo sort of Judicions compramise.  Tho rights
of provinces and  dioceses  wore  jewlously
guarded, full provision was mado for the smullor
and poorer divcesos, anl overy section of the
Church, its wants and its cinims, recoived the
fullest attention.  The work of the Synod was
much aceelerated by the high character of ils
composition.  Qutof 41 lay delegales, threoaro
justices, four judges, ten Q.C.'8, one university
professor, one Senator and one Sherifl. - A sin-
gularly high tono of debate wus muintained
throughout. The discussion was full, but not
ong badly-delivered, not vne foulish, not one in-
temperate speech was made.

Carefully constructed as is the muchinery of
union, undoubtedly the most pieturesque of the
changes has boon the olection of two Metropoli-
tans o the dignity of Archbishop, Techni-
cally, the titles” of Primate and etroyolitan
are higher than Archbishop, but, as Bishop
Courtney graphically remarked, tho ordinary
man does not ceare a snudl for a Primate or a
Metropolitan, while he has o very vivid iden of
the power and dignity of an  Archbishop, and
will be impressed” accordingly when he hears
that the ecclesiasticnl provinces in Canada huvo
each an Archbishop. The title i8 jeulously
guarded in Iingland, where thero are unly two,
g0 that alrendy the Cunadinn branch of the
Church equals the Mother Church in point of
the number of its Archbishops, Indeed,
should British Columbin be constituleu into an
ccclesinstical provinee, und this muy happen
very soon, there will bo three Archbishops in
Canada, In some respects the usugo diffors

Gioneral Synod at Toronto, for the purpose of

addrossing a mass meoting in this ety on tho
afternoon of Sunday, the 17th inst., and was
suceossful in securing the Bishop's consent, 1t
was somowhut of o venture, but one which was
crowned with abundant success.

1Lis Lordship i3 well known tor his Apostolic
zonl and varnestnoss, il ontored heartily into
the plan sugrestod by Mr. Davidson,  Ho left
Torvonte tor Peterborough in the afternoon of
Snturday, snd on Sunday morning assisted in
the services of St. John's chureh at the early
velebration.

In the afterncon a vast. concourse of poople
of all shades of religious belief, in number not

loss than three thousand souls, were present in
the market square at three o'clock for the pur-
pose of heming his Lordehip.

The gathering was the lurgest that has ever
mot in Poatorborough. Special prepuration had
boen made for it by the erection of a platform
docorated with flags and appropriate mottos,
over tho speakor’s position being the words
“Jor Christ and His Church,” The Y.AM.C.A.
band wus prosent and led the musical portion
of the sorvice. At three o'clock his Lordship,
vested in full lpiseopal Convocation robes, ac-
compunied by tho Rev, J. C. Duvidson, of Poter-
borough, the Rev. 1. Symonds, rector of St
Luke's, the Rev, C. B, Kendrick and the Rev.
Mr. Loueks, all in their robes of offico and pre-
ceded by the surpliced choirs of St. John's and
St. Luke's churches, proceeded to the platform,
whore tho Rev. Mr, ]guvidson opened the meot-
ing, briefly explaining its objeet, and after some
hymns wore sung, amongst them the favourite
one, “Stand up, stand up for Jesus,” and the
“ Apostles Creed”” had been recited, tho Bishop
read part of the xiv. chapter of Luke, after
which another hymn was sung, and his Lord-
ship delivered an earnest address, listencd to
with the utmost attontion, from tho 14th chap-
ter of St. Luke and the 20th vorse,

The Daily Examiner speaks of his Lordship's
address as *u plain, earnest, simple and eflec-
tivo Gowpel messago, entircly free from sec-
tarithism, bins and denominationalism,”

After the sermon was finished the grand old
hymn, “The Church’s one Foundation,” was
sung, Mter which the Bishop pronounced the
Benediction and  the immoenso assombly dis-
persed.  Tho frwaminer adds: “From all sides
come tostimonies of' the power of the meeling.”

In the evoning, after the kervice in St. John's
church, the Bishop met a number of the people
in the school-house and shook hands with each
one, 1le then was hurried off to the Y.M.C.A.
moeting, which he roached in time to deliver &
closing address, On the invitation of the Soc-
retary, ut ihe close of the meeting the Bishop
took his stand at the door and said good-bye to
cach one leaving the hall,

The Rector and clergy of St. John's have
groat reason o feol gratitied with the result of
their enterprise.

Contemporary Church
Opinion.
The Living Church, Chicago.

Thoare is a large crop of loose writingin booles
ol recent dutul from the pens of Churehmen, whe
would seem nover to have mastered the first print
eiples of the theology they represent,or the fund.
amontal differences between Catholicism and
Prolestantism, They have not discovered that
from the first and for many ages, Christianity
was ombodied in an organized socioty embrac-
ing u body of officors, institutions, and usagos
overywhere the same, and preserving the record
of its Founder and IMis teachings in certain
documents considerod to be inspired. No one
dreamed that this world-wide body could be sct
aside by any company of men, however good
their motives might be, and that the historieal
institution might be ignored and a new Church
bo constructed. It would naturally oceur to
impartial observers that if the testimony of the
ancient Catholic Church is to be received when
sho says: “Theso books, written under the in-
fluence of tho Holy Ghost, wore delivered to us
by Aposties and Apostolic men,” that tostimony
must bo equally trustworthy, which, ns early
and as uniformly, asserts that “our ministry
and our great sacraments wero u part of the
ariginal coustitution from the hands of the same
great men, and these, together with the Serip-
tares, aro of the essence of that organized Chris-

\

tianity which is the only Christianity we know
When people talk of accepting Christ alone
without the Church, they are separating what
He Himself had joined togoether, It is a marriaee
in which there can be no divorce. We shull do
woll to read and ponder in this connection the
latter part of the fifth chapter of the Epistle to
tho Ephesians.

Church Bells, London, Eng, :

A clergyman was telling us the other day
that on the Sunday evenings during the present
holiday season he had been trying the experi-
ment of a course of sermons on subjocts which
seem to be of popular intercst at the moment.
The result was that his congregation -had nearly
doubled itself. Doubtless this was largoly duc
to the ability of the preacher, but he himself
very much attributed it to the fact of his sermons
being in the nature of & course, a more or less
continuous and connected treatmont of certuin
matters familiar and interesting to ordinary
persons, It is probable that there 18 much
truthin this view. We are sometimes told that
the timo for sermons is a good deal passed, and
that, now that peuple can and de read so much
for themselves, the attraction of vhe pulpit is on
thowane, We do not in the least believe this ;
we believe, on the contrary, that it might with
much greater reasonableness be urged that the
spread of education has incressed men's interest
in sermons, even if it makes them somewhat
more exacting and critical; and a  course of
serinons stimulatos and retains thisinterest, and
meets the demands of this growing power of
appreciation Unquostionably it puts a severe
tax on the proacher, and there are many excel-
lent cleggymen not hy nature fitted to atiempt
such a method of preaching. On the other
haud, where a man s fitted, there is a great
opening for increased usefulness, if only he will
tale the necessary pains, and bo on his guard Lo
avoid the ],)erhaps inevitable temptation to be-
come merely smart and showy,

The Diocese of Chicago :

The parish exists for what ? To sustain itsclf ?
Not by any means. Who ever heard of an army
being formed simply to eat its rations?  Much
less is the Christian army, of which a pazish is
a single company, formed to centre upon itself
that which will gralify the taste or sustain the
life of its individual membors, The meut and
drink for the soul, provided in the worship and
activities of a pavish, are given for a higher
purpose than mere sustenance. They may be
necessary for life, oven as rations are necessary
for the army. Whilo we may eat to live, we
would not live to cat. So, too would we con-
sider the purpose of' a paiish,

And yet we cannot deny the puinful fact that
“ Parochialism " is the great danger of our day,
We contribute of our menns to receive our bless-
ings of the Gospel, but {ail in any large degree
to give others the benefits of our lifs, We are
apt toabsorb, not reflect. We think of “our
parish,” and work for “ our parish,” and become
50 interested init that we forget the great
work,of which ours is but a very small part, and
we do not do our part in meeting the necessities
of others. We sometimes talk of  outside help,”
unmindful that we are “ outside helpers ™ in the
minds of others, In the Communion Office we
thank God that “we are incorporated into the
wystical body of Christ’s Church” ; many would
make it read, incorporated into our “parish.”

While thero muy ~ occasionally be times when
great cflorts are necessary to place a parishin
working condition,when energy needs to bo em-
ployed, we must ever remomber that the effort
18 Lo put it in working condition, not merely
that it may livo in selfsustaining ease. The
field for woris is the world, not onc parish; our
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sympathies must go out to struggling soldiers
of Christ the-world ovor—our thoughts must ex-
pand from the parish only to dwell on the
grandeur of the kingdom us awhole. Parishes
that live to eat, reccive to consumo, lack the
spirit of their Master, and they may as well
cease to oxiat,

The Church Times :
To most people the Coplic Church is un-

known even by name. " Yet there have been
many instances of Inglish writers of eminence
pointing out the unique character of this com-
munity. It is the most singular relic of Chris-
tian antiquity ; in its religious observinces it
has preserved somo most primitive features of
Oriental Christianity. 1t derives its Hiurgy
from that of St. Mark, through that of St. Basil,
and retains in its public worship the Coptie lan.
guage, which the priests recite even where they
do not nnderstand it. The Coptic Chrixtiuns at
the present moment are attracting consideralle
attention, Roman Catholics and American and
English Churchmen regard with interest this
singular body of Christians, parted from ihe
Orthodox Church fourteen centuries ago, and
now emerging from what Canon Scott Holiand
has deseribed as the long tunnel of the past his-
tory, into a period of light. The purt that Kng-
lish Churchmen are taking in the worl of their
enlightenment was illustrated recently in
meeting held at the Church HHouse by the Asso-
ciation for the furtherance of Christixnity in
Faypt. The object which that society has at
heart is not to proselyto the Coptic Christians,
but to revive the ancient Coptic Chureb, which,
but for the pertinacity with which it has muin-
tained its separate existence, and which affects
its whole temper, would admit that the ditfer-
enco between itself and the orthodex commu-
nion is one rather of words than of essence.

BROTHERHOOD OF ST. ANDREIV.

Atthe time of tho meeting of the convention
at Boston last year, 2 reporter of the Boston

(Flohe said that “ he was glad to bo assigned (o
duty at that convention because there, for the
first time, he bhad learned that a Chyistian could
be a man,” The editor of the Bostou Hlerald
wrote: ‘ Here is a new type of a munamd one
with which people are very little acquainted,
creating a new spirit in the Episcopal Church
and showing what can be done by men not with-
drawing from the world but living init.”

There is ne question says Rev. Dr, Clark, of
Detrot,but that the most wholesome and robust
and, therefore, the best illustrations, of what
maoidern Christianity can producein sociely, are
to he found in the ranks of our communion. And
more people out of the Church onght to know
it.

Speaking of what the Convention in Detroit
would do the Rev, Dr, Clark, rector S$t. Paul’s
Chuteh, said :

(1) This convention will call attention to the
young man a5 an object worthy of the regard and
solicitude of the Christian church. Most of
those who will come as delegates wifl themselves
be a proof of this, The larger portion of them
have been reached during the last decade while
they were young, The Apostle, Paul, says,
“Lhave written unlo you, young men, beeause
ye arestrong.”  The young men in the world's
Liccare winning to-day. They bend easily to
their work. They are bent easily to it. Yon
see this in the field of sport., You sce it in the
field of study, in the army and on_ the police
foree, in medicine, and in mereantile life. There
Isa demand for young men because there is a
demand for trained men,

Thuusunds are to-day being trained in various
schools of vice in this city. Veterans in evil
living who have survived the storms that have
wrecked their scores und hundreds, are doing
brotherhood work, the devil's brotherlood, the

work going on every day and every night. A
man will aslc a friend to go with him into a
saloon; why not ask him to go with him to
church?  Youngmen are companionable. They
will go where thero is any one to take an in-
terest in them, They go in droves in wrong
puths; why not in right paths 2 They will, if
there are guides who will tuke just s much
trouble to leud them up as there are guides who
will take the trouble to lead them down,  This
convention will show how it has been done in
other eities and low it muy be done here.

(2) Aguin, this convention will make an im-
pPression by the simplicity and diveetness of its
aims and prescriptions, 1t does not cover many
departments of effort jike theChristian Eudeavor
ov the Young Mew's Christinn Assoviation, nor
does it assume tunctions which helong to others,
It is content in showing how men may be
brought under the means ot grace,  Its pledges
are two; one is to prayer, the other is to serviee,
Prayer i daily made for men in Christ’s king-
dom, Theservice is the attempt to secure each
week some one lor the hearing of God's word
in class or preaching, You seo what a great
thing it is for preaching 1o be commended,  Iu
some churches the lay office is one of ¢riticism
and svmetimes of disparagenent. The Brother-
houd shows how preaching muy be approved
and esteemod,  Indeed preaching is sometimes
improved by it, for where men aro invited to
hear the gospel and much is made of its =piritual
aimn, the preacher is likely to be kept to that
aim, In the cudl for workers among men there
can no longer be any complunt as o fidefin-
Heness,

The men at this convention will say, oo
speak not preach; bring not boast 5 ask, do
not argue,

“If you cannot cruss the veean,
And the heathen lauds explore

You can tind the heathen nearcr;
You can help them at your door.”

At this convention you will learn that the
vestibule may be a means of grace us well as
the chancel.  Courtesy has its place among the
saeramontal virtues.  With some churches the
question is not Low to get men to church, but
how t welecome them and how to know those
who enter its doors, This convention will
show what is being done in our strong centers
ot Christian work under the name of the Bible
class, and where every gift, intellectual, social,
moral, spiritual and administrative, can be
mide of use,

CAN AXNY ONE LiVE Ul To CHRIST'S
STANDARDY

There is an easy-going way of treating the
requirements of the Sermon on the Mount, is
though cither they do not mean what they say,
or are intended for some higher state of exis-
tence, And for those who seriously take what
our Lord says, there uve difficultics in reconcil-
ing the lofty and perfect standard of is pre-
cepts not only with what the actual life of men
shows, but with the possibilitics of human na-
ture alits best.  Tolstoi asserts with incisive
Loldness that there is no Christianity without
tulfilling to the very letter in the conduct ot life
the words of our Lord; though it may be said
that he, lJike most individual interproters,
throws overboard what dees not fall within his
peculiar theory. There are individunls on this
earth who literally carry out 1 their lives what
our Saviour taught, even such precepts as * Re-
sist not evil, *(five Lo every man that asketh of
thee,” “ Do good to them that hale you,” and,
as the old spelling book says, ** What man has
done, man can do.” We say, of course, that
these individuals are in favorable circumstances,
in comparative retiremont, and that ifthey were
in the thick of the world's surife, in direct daily
contact with the children of the devil, they

would go to the wall.  This is the average sen-
timent s oxpressed in the lives of men; and
they say that simply the instinet of self-prosor-
vation demands a steady fight ; also that if sal-
vation depends upon a liceral fulfillment of the
law of Christ, then heaven will bo as thinly
populated as it wonld be it the Calvinistie doe-
trine of election were true,  Yet the experi-
ment has never beon faivly tried. It is ac-
knowledged that even a man who is rigidly and
strietly honest cannol succced i businoss.
Suppose that all the men who call themselvos
Christians should go down inte the market

- place with the combined purpose ol condueting

business strictly on the Jines of the stainloss
morality of Christ. Suppose they should cavry
outin all their soeial relations the spirit of the
precept s “ Love thy neighlbor asx thyselt,”
Would it ol bo possible with suele a combined
effort to ereate a public sentiment sutliciently
powertil to overbear the present methods which
put every man on his sell-detenso 7 Would it
then be such a seriously difficult matfer to live
upto Christ's standavd.—The Church Newes.

L—Tho Apostlo thanls his God always on
bohalt of the Christians of Corinth.  To thank
God for apiritunl bloasings lestowed on othors
in  sign of Ltruo charity, which rejoiceth in the
growth ol roligion and the sproad ot the Hoely
Spirit’s influenco amongst others,  Chyistian
Love participates in tho joy of othors and re-
Jjoicos with thoso who do rejoico. Thanksgiving a
duty as woll as a priviloge. Lt should bo oftered
“always” as a part of evory act of worship, in-
asmuch as tho blessing of God is perperually

rosfing upon his poople. Tho cause of the
Apostle’s joy wus the happy condition of the
Church he was addressing as a body. Somo of
its individuad members wore far trom adorning
the Gospol of Jesus Christ, but in its general

charactor “ the body” in Corinth was in such a

condition ns to calf forth this expression of tho
great teacher's affectionate gratitude, and a
joyful assurance of its final glory.

I1.—In this thanksgiving we may sec what
the Corinthinn Church had und what it lacled.
It had great intellectual “gifts,” its members

were enriched in all ‘“ utterance”—tbe power
to proclaim Christian Truth, and set it forth in
various lunguages: and in all *‘ knowledge' —
i.e., an understanding of the mysteries of the
Gospel.  “ Utterance” follows “knowledge”—
it iy the fruit of menial enlightenment. These
talents had been bestowed upon the Corinthian
“body™” in # generous moasure by the Holy
{ihost, in order that rhe might use all the ad-
vantnges of her position as a teacher of tho
Gientiles, For all gifts of geographical position,
intelieet, wonlth or political power, the Church
hus o render thanks to God. Theseareinstru-
ments of usefulness, not to be despised in the
great worls of winning the world for Christ,

IIJ.—1It is o good thing to take note of the
condition of the Church as a whole, und not to
be lost overmuch in parochialism or the criti-
givm of individual membors. Courage, joy,
peace, renewed hope comes to us when we sur-
vey the greater area, and note how faithfully
the Lord keeps llis promises to the body.
“We are mombers one of another” (The
point of the Specinl Thanksgiving Serviee for
the establishment of our Goneral Synod wus the
recoguition of the good hand of our God upon
us for good) as a “body"” without refercnce to
individua! dioceses or purishes.  But ** graces”
are needed as well as ¥ gifts,””  Theso latter are
puther oubward talents, “ lraces” are the in-
ward feuits of the Spirit, withoul which all cut-
ward or muterial endowments or favours are
but “uy sounding brass or a tinkling cymbal.”
Tho greater glory of a Church, her highest
“adorning," are not intcllectual or social or
splendonr of material posscssions, or rich en-
dowents, or magniticent (abries, or an impres-
sive ritua} j—these are good ; but those inwurd
#gernees” of fithfulness to her Tord, and an in-
ward holiness, which is the fruit of n constant
waiting for the coming of her Lord : the ecar-
nest desive of vhe bride to be found “ without
spot or wrinkle or any such thing” at the
coming of the Bridegroom Lo take Lor to Him-
self,  This inward “grace” of true holiness the
Corinthian ¢ body™ lacked in a moasure, as the
Apostles implies by the delicate courtesy of his
words,  They—the Corinthinns—were less rich
in stability and purity thanin outward “ gifts,”
and to this fact the Apostle gently draws their
attention,

IV.—Moral graco s given to those who live
in daily expectation of and proparation for the
“day of our Lord Jesus Christ,” This should

ovor bo—and will ever bo—the attitude of the
sincoro befiever.  # His cyes will ever castward
turn, Looking for the dawn”  Evory thought
and aet and word will be dono with reference to
that supremo hour in the lifo of the Church
whon nature shall proclaim, *Bohold the
Bridegroom cometh ; go ye out to meeot him.”
To wait for the coming of our Lord is: 1. To
look for it. TL To desireit. ILL To prepare
for it, Tho danger of the Church is that she
may lose herself in the “ present” things.

Let us noto then: 1, That every gift of God
is Lo be a subject of thankfulness, whother be
stowed upon ourselves as individual membors
of “tho body™ or upon “the body” collectively
and as n wholo. I1. That ** graces” are needed
as well as gifts, and that an activity in pro-
claiming the truth and enlavging tho borders of
the Church, or a clear perception of theological
questions, ave to bo accompanied by “graces”
—inward holiness and personal devotion to Him
for whom the world is waiting, and for whoso
presence the Church is daily praymg with all
tho pathos of the song of Doeborah : “Why is

“was seen and  remedied :

His chariot 80 long in coming ? Why tarry the
wheels of His chariots 2" (Jud. v. 28)) TII,
“ Blamelessness” in the day of His coming—
this is the consuming aspiration of the Chris-
tian Church. The sanctifieation of will, body,
soul, life. The ““keeping innocency” while we
look to Him to confirm us—to strengthen and
koep us in the way, by His grace; so that
when He is revealed from Heaven our blessed-
ness shall be completo in Him.

The Church Consolidated.

The great work of uniting into one, the twenty

differont and independent diccesos of The
Church of England in Canada under one Geng-
raL Synon has been accomplished : and to-day
this Church stands forth before the world a
compact thoroughly organized and powerful
body : so powerful as to command at once the
admiration and respect oven of those who ditter
from her, or take but little interest in generul
in such matters, This abundantly appeurs from
the editorials of those great dailios of the city
of Toronto, the Lmpire and the Gllobe, which we
reproduce in another part of this number.
Throughoul the session a speeinl corps of re-
porters from these papers, and the Mad at-
tended overy sitting of the Lower Iouse, and
column after column of these ably conducted
dailies were fitled with an almost verbatim re-
ports of the proceedings, for which a hearty
vole of thanlks was accorded them cre the Gen-
eral Synod closed.

We pointed out in this paper several wecks
hefore tho meoting took placo, as well the course
which would require to be pursued in order fo
duly form this august body, as the difficulties
which stood inthe way, Though at first a de-
termination appeared to exist to ignore the
neeessity of laying a proper basis or foundation
before erecting the building itself,—whicl de-
termination il persisted in would evidently have
preventod any Synod being formed,—the mistake
and thereafter the
difficultics were soon removed, and the basis of
union, consisting of u Declaration of Faith; two
specinl resolutions or declarations as to exis-
tence of Provincial Synods and diocesan rights
having been adopted as unchangeable, the Con-
stitution itself] largely on the lines of the Win-
nipeg Conference Scheme, was considered at
length and finally adopted. It was a task of no
ordinary ditficulty and requiring no small
amount of wisdom andof temperate and consid-
erate action.  Wo cannot but feel that through-
out the proceedings there was the unmistakable
guidanee of the Holy Spirit, whose presence had
been specially invoked. Indeed there appeared
to prevail a sort of inspiration ditferent. from
anything we hgve before foltin connection with
like gutherings; and the happy vesull, bringing
we feel sure, joy and a decp sense of gratitude to
the heart of every true son and daughter of this
branch of the one Holy Cuthelic and Apostolie
Church—must be attributed to God himself
The once thought in this connection should be
Nor uxro uys, O Lorp ; Not uxTO US, BUT LNTO
Ty Nave ¢ive Tue Pratse.  The event is 50
important and its effect will be so far reaching
that notwithstanding the united act of Thanks-
giving in service and Nucharist of Bishops,
Clergy and Laity as & Synod,—it might weli
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ceall forth gemeral thanksgiving from the whole
Church ; and we would venture to express the
hope that direction therefor on some oneday for
the whole Dominion may be given by our
Fathers in God.

The step which has been taken might be said
to be the - coming of age’ of the child of tho
Jear old and over beloved and revered Mother
Church of England.  Although for years past
—indend, ever since the formation of the Syn-
oldal system—there has been considerable inde-
pendence and  entive  self-government, there
were many, ourselves amongst tho number,
whe hell strongly to the declaration of the
Provincinl Synod that the Church of England
in Canada remuined  an integral portion’ of the
Mother Church.  The netion now taken would
scem to involve a change in this roapect. There
s now a1 Prmate oF  AnL Canany, holding
jurisdiction over the entire land ; and there are
also 7wo Arcunisuops, and may possibly soon
he a thivd. But the determination to do noth-
ing to in any way prejudice our position as
entirely and fully in communion with the dear

old Church, and nothing to separate ourselves
frnn the other branchos of the Great Anglican
Communion, and still less forfeit our clam to
be n portion of the One oy Catholic Church
i clearly evidenced in the declaration of Faith,
adopted unanimously.  Ouly in so far as it was
necessary Lo secure greater power for the ox-
tension of the Chureh in this land and to pro-
duce unanimity in action has there beon any
change in our relation to the Mother Church,

This ‘coming of age' involves, however,
necessarily inereased responsibility @ a respon-
sihility which attaches not alone to The Church
i ils corporate capacity, but to every indi-
vilual Churchman and Churchwoman, [t is
manitolit in its application, and far veaching in
ils cfteets, but in one word it involves, it we
shall at all rise to the oppertunity oftered, un-
wearied, earnest, immodiate effort by every
jmlividual to make known the position and
¢laims of the Church and extend her influence ;
anl further to support her work so completely
and grenerowsly as to relieve the societies in the
Mother Land at the carliest possible moment of
the burden of any measure of our support, Itis
well it appears 1o us that Churchmen generally
should realize this,

CIIURCI{ REUNIONX.

These are hard times, hard for all alike, and
it i natural that the Church should feel the
pinch of poverty as much as the family,

It can haedly be said that people do not try,
ou the whole, to give for religious purposes in
Writish Columbia,  The fact remains that what
thep give s miserably insuflicient to keep up
the Charenr work as it should be done.

lut we do not hesitute to say that theve would
be meney more than enough, but for the sin of
disunion, which is so rife among us that nine
out of ten do not regard it as sin at all.

We have sometimes, in our smallest parishes,
four or five different churches, served by difter-
ent minjsters, attended by different congrega-
lions, und all more or less in debt,

What is the history of this disunion?

Most of the sects here have, at one time or
another, during the last 300 years, from the
worship and practice of the ancient branch of
l.lw Catholie Apostolic Church, known as the
Chureh of England, planted in Britain as carly

as the first contury, and continuing its conrse
through vavious vieissitudes, but in unbroken
doscent from the Church of the Apostles down
to the presont day. Some of these secls had
reason for dissent at enc time, winch no longer
oxist, some never had a reason, others have
abandoned the reasons they once had. Ono
professes to honor the memory of a great
Churchman, John Wesley, who, at almost his
latest breath, wrote, “ I live and die a member
of the Church of England, and none who reyard
my opinion or advice will ever scparate fuom it ;"
who wrote t0 his preachers al the samo time,
“In God's name, stop there! Be Church of
Kngland men still ! do not east away away the
peculiar glory which God hatl: putl upen yon,
and frustrate the design of Providence! 7 who
says again, * [ lave uniformly wone on tor 50
years, never varying from the docirine of the
Church at ail; 7 who said, = They that leave
the Chureh feave us”

Can it be Dhelieved that Christ, who prayed
to 1lis Father that we all ought to bo one—
Christ who tanght TTis Apostles the things per-
taining to the Kingdom ol God, and lett them
to ovganize & Chureh which » coutinued stoad-
fastly in the Apostles’ doctring, awl in fetlow-
ship, and in the breaking of” hread, and in the
prayers,” is pleased at what e sces existing
amoigst us,

Wit onght to be done ?

Seme suggest compromise,  But how can wo
compromise things which are part of the deposit
of faith and practice, hded down to us from
the Apostles, to guard 7 What wonld Christ
say if we attepted to break down the walls of
the City of God 10 includs those who desived to
slay outside.  Peace never cwme from comprowss:
ing truth. Let us, by all means, compromisein
things which are our own,  Get rid of our likes
anl dislikos, our Taney Jor this proscher, that
style of service, that class of congregation, that
aspect of teaching. Lot us sacritice all these,
and rid ourselves of them onee and for all,  We
shall get to like what we are al tirst wniceus-
tomed to; we “shall know of the doctrine ™ if
we do Iis will.

Others suggest federation.  But this is just as
impossible, if we are in earnest; just as impos-
sible as it would have Dbeen tor the Jewish
Church to ally itself with the veligion of Jero-
boam, the son of Nebat. [ divisions ave inany
sense justifiable, it must be beciuse nmity woull
be, under the civeumstances, sinful; i they are
neither justifinble nor necessary, they wmust he
awtally sinful, [t wouldill become the mother
to condone the child’s estrangement. The
greater the love the greater will bo the desire
1o secure reunion, the less the desive 1o perpet-
uate sepuration by federation,

We need all 1o see that the old mother can be
comprehensive in her love.

The Church Methodists in the North of Ire-
land—the only body of Methodists who loyully
obeyed the advice of their founder, have just
been holding their confercnce: in - their vwn
parish church. They have proved, by experi-
ence, that they can use all their peculinr power,
employ lay help as fully as they desive, and thul
without a breach of unity.

O si sic omnes!

What a rich Church wo should be if' we had
all the energy now difused throngh the ditfer-
ent channels employed as the organized religi-
ous force of the Anglo-Saxun race, througzh the
mediam of the Church of Eogland—rich—not
in money alone, that, after all. is & smull matter,
but rich in devotion rich in varied types of
character, ability and usefulness, rich in good
works, And God would bless unity hke this,
not only with power to keep the work vigorous
and healthy, but with a spiritual life, purged of
all narrowness. bitterness aml self-conceit.

week, Their minds are distracted ;
their bearts are agitated ; their souls
are distraught. They are serving
tables, This tells upen their morul
tone, upon their spirits, upon their
sermon. They are unablo to give to
preparation for the pulpit what that
high work imperatively demands.—
