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CONSTITUTION.

— e

ARTICLE 1
NAME,
Sec. 1. The club existing under this Constitution
and the By-Laws is ¢ Tue Canapian Crus.”

ARTICLE IIL
OBJECT.

Sec. 1. This Club is organized for the purpose
of cultivating social intercourse among the Cana-
dian and British residents in the United States and
their friends, and to provide for them a place of
resort at which they may meet and entertain visit-
ors from Great Britain and her Colonies.

ARTICLE IIIL
OFFICERS.

Sec. 1. The Officers of this Club shall be a
President, five Vice-Presidents, a Secretary, a Treas-
urer, a Board of Trustees consisting of five mem.
bers, a Committee on Membership of seven,
representing the Provinces of Ontario, Quebec,
New Brunswick, Nova Scotia, Manitoba, British

Columbia and Prince Edward Island, and a House
Committee of thirteen members. Provided, how-
ever, that no person not born in Canada or who
has not resided in Canada for at least § years, shall
hold an elective office in this Club.

Sec. 2. These Officers, with the exception of
the House Commtttee, shall be elected at the an-
nual Meeting on the second Wednesday in
April of each year. They shall hold office for one
year, and until their successor or successors is or
are elected or appointed.

DUTIES.
Sec. 3. They shall perform such duties as are
prescribed by this Constitution and the By-Laws

and such further duties as the Club may from time

to time direct.
THE PRESIDENT.

Sec. 4. The President shall preside at all meet-
ings of the Club and of the Board of Trustees, or
in his absence, disability, or refusal to act, one of
the Vice-Presidents in the numerical order. In the
absence of both the President and all the Vice-Presi-
dents at any such meetings, a temporary Presiding
Officer shall be elected. The President with the
Secretary shall sign all written contracts and obli-
gations of the Club. He shall be ex-officio a
member of all Standing Committees.

SECRETARY.
Sec. 5. The Secretary shall give notice of all

-
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meetings of the Club, and of the Board of Trustees;
and shall keep the minutes of such meetings. He
shall send such other notices as the President or
either Standing Committee may direct. He shall
conduct the correspondence of the Club and be the
keeper of its seal.

TREASURER.

Skc. 6. The Treasurer shall collect all entrance
fees and dues of members, and receive all other
funds of the Club. He shall keep the accounts of
the Club and shall report thereon at each regular
meeting of the Club and Board of Trustees, which
latter shall audit his accounts not less than twicea
year. He shall deposit the funds of the Club in a
bank in the name of the Club. He shall sign all
checks and pay all drafts and bills authorized by
the Board of Trustees, or House Committee.

BOARD OF TRUSTEES.

Sec. 7. The Board of Trustees shall have gen-
eral control of the funds and property of the Club,
and shall possess such powers and perform such
duties as are herein specified, and as may be con-
ferred upon them from time to time by the Club.

Sec. 8. They shall meet at least once in each
month. At the first meeting of the Board which
shall be held within one week after their election,
they shall appoint the House Committee, which
may include a majority of their own number. In
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default of such appointment the President may
appoint the House Committee.

Sec. 9. They shall audit the accounts of the
Treasurer not less than twice a year.

COMMITTEE ON MEMBERSHIP.

Sec. 10. > Membership Committee shall pass
upon the eligi. 'y of all applicants for admission
to membership . ‘he Clnb, and upon their favor-
ably decision such applicant shall become a mem-
ber upon compliance with the terms and conditions
of such membership, and ‘“hall be so notified by
the Secretary of the Club.

Sec. 11. The proceed’ gs of this Committec
shall be secret and confidential.

)

THE HOUSE COMMITTEE.

Sec. 12. The House Committee shall meet on
the first and third Mondays of each month. Itis
authorized to manage the Club, regulate prices,
make purchases not exceeding $100 in each month,
redress complaints of members and hire and
dismiss all employees. It shall have power to
make rules for the use of the Ciub and for the con-
duct of its members in the Club House; to accept
the resignation of any member in good standing,
or to expel or suspend any member of the Club or
officer thereof, for violation of its Constitution,
By-laws or Rules, neglect of duty, or for conduct
prejudicial to the welfare of the Club; provided,
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however, that charges are formulated in writing,
and a copy forwarded to the accused member
with a notice of not less than ten days, stating
when and where the Committee will take action
thereon ; the member so accused may be heard in
his defense. A two-thirds vote shall be necessary
to expel. A quorum of the House Committee shall
consist of five members for the transaction of all
business other than hearing or adjudicating upon
charges against a member, when the quorum must
consist of nine.

ARTICLE IV
ELECTIONS.

Sec. 1. At the meeting to be held in April of
each year for that purpose there shall be elected
the President, Vice-Presidents, Secretary, Treasurer
Board of Trustees and Membership Committee.

Sec. 2. All elections shall be by ballot and under
the direction of the Acting Chairman, and of two
Inspectors of Election to be then and there ap-
pointed by him, who together with the Secretary
shall count and certify the vote. The polls shall re-
main open one hour. A majority of the votes cast
shall be necessary to an election.

ARTICLE V.,

MEMBERSHIP.
Sec. 1. Any male person of good moral charac-
ter, born in Canada or having been resident in
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Canada, also any person born in Great Britain, Ire-
land, or the Colonies, is eligible for membership
upon the terms and conditions provided herein.

Sec. 2. A special membership is also open to
the number of one hundred, for persons who may
be in sympathy with the objects of the Club, upon
the terms and conditions herein provided ; but such
special member shall not be eligible for any elec-
tive office in the Club.

RESIDENT MEMBERS.

Sec. 3. Any person eligible for membership
and resident in New York City, or within twenty
miles thereof, shall be eligible as a resident or
special member, but resident and special member-
ships are open to non-residents upon payment of
resident membership dues.

NON-RESIDENT MEMBERS.

Sec. 4. Any person eligible for resident or spe-
cial membership, residing not less than twenty
miles from New York City, is eligible for non-resi-
dent membership.

Sec. 5. Non-resident members shall not be enti-
tled to a vote, nor can they become officers of the
Club.

APPLICATION FOR MEMBERSHIP.

Sec. 6. All applicants for membership must be
proposed by two members of the Club, and the
application with applicant’s signature, address and
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birthplace shall be forwarded to the Secretary of
the Club, and by him handed to the Chairman of
the Membership Committee. The name and
address of such applicant with the names of his
proposers shall be posted in a conspicuous place in
the Club House for fifteen days prior to the meet-
ing at which the Committee shall pass upon such
application.
ARTICLE VI.
GAMBLING.
Sec. 1. The playing of cards or any game of
chance in which money or other property shall be
staked is absolutely prohibited.

ARTICLE VII.
VACANCIES, RESIGNATIONS, ETC.

Sec. 1. A vacancy in any of the elective offices
of the Club by resignation or otherwise shall be filled
by the President, who shall appoint some one to fill
the vacancy for the unexpired term. A vacancy
in the House Committee shall be filled by the
Board of Trustees appointing a member to fill the
vacancy for the unexpired term.

ARTICLE VIIIL

AMENDMENTS.
Sec. 1. This Constitution may be amended as
follows and not otherwise: The mover of a pro-
posed amendment shall post in a conspicuous
place in the Club House a notice containing: (1),
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his name and address ; (2), the proposed amend-
ment, and (3), the time when he will propose
same,

SEc. 2. a copy of such notice shall be mailed
ar perscnally delivered to each member entitled to
a vote, at least seven days prior to the meeting
it is intended to propose such amendment at which
as stated in such notice.

Sec. 3. At the meeting specified in said notice,
if the members present and voting compose a
quorum as provided in the By-Laws, and if two-
thirds of the same vote in favor of said proposed
amendment, the same shall be deemed adopted.
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BY-LAWS.

ARTICLE 1.
MEETINGS.

Sec. 1. There shall be an annual meeting of the
Club for the election of officers ard the transaction
of other business, on the second Wednesday of
April in each year, and quarterly meetings of the
Club at 3 o’clock P. M. on the second Wednesday
in July, October and January of each year.

Sec. 2. Upon the written request of the Presi-
dent, the Board of Trustees, or twelve members the
Secretary shall call a special meeting of the Club ;
the notice of such meeting shall state the object for
which the meeting is called ; and at such special
meeting no subject not so stated shall be consid-
ered. Notice of all Club meetings shall be posted
in the Club House and given to all resident and
special members at least four days in advance of
such meeting, except as hereinbefore provided.

Sec. 3. Forty members shall constitutea quorum.

Sec. 4. The order of business at all regular
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meetings shall be as follows, (except that at the
annual meeting the first order of business after the
reading of reports, shall be the election of Officers.)

(a@). Roll Call.

(4). Reading of the minutes of the last meeting.

(¢). Report of Membership Committee.

(d). Report of Treasurer.

(¢). Report of House Committee.

(/). Unfinished Business.

(¢.) New Business.

Sec. 5. All questions of order shall be governed
by the parliamentary law as laid down in Cushing’s

Manual.
ARTICLE II.

ENTRANCE FEE.
Sec. 1. The Entrance Fee shall be $25 for re-
sident and special members and $s5.00 for non-
resident members. The same must be paid to the
Treasurer, within thirty days from date of election
or the defaulting member may be deemed to have
declined membership. '

DUES.

Sec. 2. The annual dues shall be $25 for re-
sident and special members, payable semi-annually
in advance, on the first day of October and April
in each year, and $5 for non-resident members,
payable in advance on the first day of April in
each year. In default of such payment or the pay-
ment of any dues, within thirty days, the name of
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such defaulting member shall be posted in the
Club House for thirty days, when, if payment be
not then made, he shall be suspended or expelled.

Szc. 3. The word ‘‘dues” shall be construed
to mean all sums due the Club from any member.

ARTICLE III.

Sec. 1. A member of the House Committee or
Membership Committee, absenting himself from
four consecutive meetings of such Committee with-
out good and sufficient excuse being offered
to and accepted by the Trustees, shall be declared
by them to have resigned from such Committee,
and they or the President, as hereinbefore pro-
vided shall fill the existing vacancy for the unex-
pired term.

Sec. 2. A member of any sub-committee, other
than the House Committee, absenting himself from
meetings of such Committee three consecutive
times, without good and sufficient excuse being
offered to and accepted by the House Committee,
shall be declared by them to have resigned,
and they shall fill the vacancy for the unexpired

term.
ARTICLE 1V,
COMPLAINTS.

Sec. 1. Complaints of any matters by members
must be made in writing and addressed and deliv-
ered to some member of the House Committee,
who shall lay the same before said Committee at its
next meeting.
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ARTILCE V.
VISITORS.

Sec. 1. Members may introduce non-resident
visitors to the Club, for two weeks, and resident
visitors not oftener than once a month. A Regis-
ter will be kept for the purpose of recording names
of visitors and the introducing member; and the
latter will be held personally responsible for the
good conduct and standing or such visitor. This
privilege may be suspended or revoked with regard
to any member or visitor by the House Committee
at its discretion,

ARTICLE VI.
NOTICES.

Sec. 1. All notices may be served either person-
ally, by mail, or by leaving at the residence or place
of business of the member for whom the same may
be intended.

Skc. 2. Theaddressgiven by a member on join-
ing the Club shall be deemed such place of bus-
iness or residence until written notice is given to
the Secretary of a change ; which notice shall con-
tain his new address.

ARTICLE VIIL
AMENDMENDS, ETC.

Sec. 1. The By-Laws may be amendend in the
same manner as the Constitution.

-
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House CommMITTEE RULES.

1. The Club House shall be open daily from
9 o'clock A. m., until 12 o’clock midnight.

2. Members shall, upon entering the house,
register \heir names in the members’ book.

3. No books, papers or other property of the
Club shall be taken from the premises.

4. All the property of the Club shall be used
in such a manner as to preserve the same; and any
property of the Club injured or destroyed shall at
once be replaced or paid for by the member de-
stroying it.

5. No games shall be played in any room of
the Club House except those set apart for such
purpose by the House Committee, and no games
shall be played on Sunday.

6. No wines, liquors or refreshments shall be
supplied or served in the reception room, library
or supply room.

7. Members are forbidden to fee the servants
or any person employed in the Club.

8. No person in an intoxicated condition
shall enter, or be allowed to remain in the Club
House.

9. No profane or indecent language or bois-
terous conduct shall be allowed in the Club House.
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10. Persons using the billiard or pool tables
shall comply with the notices posted in the bil-
liard rooms.

11. All wines, liquors, refreshments and
games shall be paid for when supplied, and no ac-
count shall be kept with any member.

12. Members may introduce a person resid- !
ing in or within twenty miles of New York for one
day, upon registering such person’s name and
residence in the visitors book together with the
member’s name ; but the same person shall not be
introduced oftener than once a month.

13. Persons residing more than twenty miles {
from the City of New York may be introduced in
the same manner as residents, and may also be
allowed the privilege of the Club House for a
period of two weeks at one time, upon presenting a ‘
| letter of introduction from a member addressed {
| to the House Committee and accepted by one of its }
| members. Any member giving such a letter shall
be held responsible for the acts and for any indebt-
ness of such visitor. The House Commitete may
at any time revoke or suspend such privilege.
Such privilege may be extended by the House
I : Committee for a period not exceeding six months,
" upon payment by such visitor of the dues of resi- 1
ent member for a like period.

14. All complaints shall be addressed to the
House Committee.
