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PREFACE.

TX HE neceesity of a reformation in tho performance
o( Congregaiional Pealmody, and the means propo-
sed to effect it, have been strongly enforced in the
J^reface to the Music of this selection, by quotations
from the writings of Dr, Waits, Dr. Browne, Dr.
Vincmi, and Dr. Surmy. Another extract on Uitt
subject of psalmody, from the late Bishop Porteus^^
Charge to the Clergy of the diocese of London, at
iii3 primary visitation, may be deemed sufficient.

After his Lordship has pointed out tho necessity
of a re/ormation in the performance of Parochial
1 ^aImody, and recommended many excellent expo-
tiionts for that purpose; and also « That a selection
Bhould be made ofproper portions of the Psalms from
the New Version ;" he concludes with observing
tl>at, «' At a time when every other species of musFJ

public service, from its known and powerful influ.
