The\ works have a capacity of 750
horse-power, but it js estimated that
4000/ horse-power can b . generated
from the falls at low water. Hon.
Adam Beck was expected, but at the
last moment he was unavoidably ab-
sent ‘on account of a death in his
family. Hon. Frank Cochrane repre-
scuted him, and was accompanied by
W. K. McNaught, M.L.A., who “touch-
ed the button,” and P. W. Ellis of
"l‘urontu. Among other prominent
gentlemen present were W. Wright,
M.P.; A. Mahaffy, M.L.A.; Mayor
Slater "¢f Gravenhurst, Mayor Fisher
of Huntrville, Mayor Armstrong ot
Bracebridge,. and Councillor Jupp, re-

Not coptent with
arbitrarily and greatly raising its
tariff for newspaper mattér it is now
getting Lback at its press critics by
charging commercial rates.
