~ STRUNG UP AND LASHED.

Flendish Cruelty Charged Against Dictator
Barries ef Guatemnla tn Extoring
Money From Wealthy Citizens.

San Francisco, Oct. 1.—The steamer
San Blas' arrived from Central Amer-
ican. ports yesterday with the following
details of the revolution in Guatemala:

The revolution broke out on Sept. 6,
and was participated in by seven de-
partments, viz.: San Marcos, Quesai-
tenango, Huehatango, Tatonicopun,
Mazakenango, Ouchie and Salola. The
revolt began with an attack u&on the
outposts of Quesaltenango and other
districts, which proved successful. 'I'he
revolutionists, however, withdrew to
gather reinforcements from . the sur-
rounding country, and three days after
the first shot was fired the Government
sent into the field General Leon, with
1500 men; General Toledo, with 42
pieces of artillery and 2000 mem; one
battery deserted to the enemy after |
leaving the city. On Sept. 9 J. I
tillo, aide to Morales, arrived on the
scene with an mmense force of mal-
contents from neighboring provinces,
and after a sharp engagement took the
city of Quesaltenango.

Great Tyranuy Practised.

Meantime Barrios was carrying mat-
ters with a high hand among the rebels
within the citadel. Needing money he
applied to Don Juan Apricio, a well-
known ecapitalist, through the medium
of General Rogque Morales, who is
moted for his crueky.' Knowing that
the loan would mean financial ruin to
him, Aprieio hesitated, and was prompt-
ly taken to the castle and strung-up
by the thumbs. Upom his refusdl to
accede to the demands made upoy nim,
Apricio was lashed until he fainted
from the torture, and still being ob-
durate when he recovered his senses,
Morales cursed him and shot him dead.
His awany friends, however, had their
revenge shortly after, for when the
city of Quesaltenango was taken Roque
Morales was shot without a trial,

Grave aecusations of cruelty to wo-
men, the wives and daughters of men
who_had joined the revolutionists, are
made against Dictator Barrios, .

THE SPANIST SITUATION

Was About the Only Thing Considered by
the U. S. Cabinet Yesterday.

Washington, Oct. 1. — The Cabinect
meeting to-day was. devoted almost en-
tirely to the consideration of the Span-
ish situation and other foreign affairs.
It was one of the longest meetings held
since the advent of the present admin-
istration, lasting over two hours and
a half. The main subject of considera-
tion was the present cabinet crisis in
Spain and its effect upom our relations
with the Madrid Government and our
attitude toward Cuba., It is believed
that an important cable has been re-
ceived from Minister Woodford, and
that this formed the basis of the dis-
cussion. The members of the Cabinet
were extremely reticent, as they always
are when matters of grave importance
- have been before them, but at the cou-
clusion of the meeting one of them said
that the discussion had not eventuated
in anything definite and that wo un-

- PERCY HESKETH'S DEATH.

Some Interesting Facts Rogarding the Fire
Brigade Broaght Out at the jn-
quest Last Night.

After hearing a volume of evidemnce
at the inquest into the death of the boy
Percy Hesketh, Coroner Greig's jury
decided last night that they could not
arrive at'a verdict until they had hea+d
the evidence of Iiremen Whitesides and
Atkinson. They will hear these wit-
nesses next Thursday night at St
Michael's Hospital, where the two men
He injured.

Testimony was iven by the ambu-
lance driver, by James Hennessy, <
Adelaide-street west; by Luke Frame,
8 Wellesley-avenue; by Wiliam Noble,
39 Munro-street, and by Henry Russe}
of the Globe Hotel, and Thomas Webb,
177 Victoria-street, but the most impor-
tant details were brought out in Crown
Attorney Dewart’s examination of
Joseph Lindsay, Chief Graham and
go.ri«mal n Frank Forsyth of Bajy-street

all.

Lindsay is the young man who held
the horse by the bit at the uest of
the driver, Daniel Whitesides, while the
latter attended to the engine. Harry
Atkinson was the fireman. The horses
bad been at the hall since the first of
the year and he believed that they were
frightened on the nient of the fire by
the yells of the crowd, and not by the
escaping steam. He had never seen
horses detached from the engine when
thy were getting up stedm. He had
been dragged downm the west sidewalk
by the horses when they ran, but had
stumbled over a woman and had had
to leave go. It was not the first time
he had held horses for the firemen.

Chiefl Graham’s Evidence.

Chiet Graham “was questioned as to
the rules governing the brigade. He said
the present rules ﬁmd not been yet ad-
opted by the committee, but had been
in use four months. The regular crew
for an engine was fhree men, but two
could handle it. Tne engine in ques-
tion had not beem used at any fire since
BEaton's, having been at FEckardt's, but
not used. It was the driver's duty at
a fire to take care of the harses, but if
necessary to help the orgade. The en-
gine was in perfect working order, but
made a fearful noise when steaming.
He had tested the horses after the fire,
but they had not beewn trightened by ths
noise of the engine. He had net order-
ed the crowd back, but had left it to the
police to do so. The Chief expressed
himself as opposed to the present bell
alarm system, which gathered crowas.
He admitted that when any of the men
were away the brigade suffered.

This Was Strange.

Frank Forsyth, ¥oreman of Bay-
street Hall; astonished the jury by de-
claring that there were ounly 11 men
out of 21 on duty at Bay-street Hall the
night ¢f the fire. T'wo were on holidays,
ote was laid up from an accident, three
had their day off, three were at sup-
per, and one was home, owing to ill-
ness in his family.

A CHAT WITH JULIA ARTHUR.

New York, Sept. 29, 1807.—Although Can-
ads has not always been in a position to
make positions for her many clever sons
and daughters, who sometimes found no
scope for their genius within -her gates,
none can deny that she watches thelir car-
eers across the line or In the Old Land
with tender, prideful Interest, and wer-
comes them back to their native land witn
joy when they return to visit her. For
this they always do, to see the old home
and friends, to 'walk the well-remembered
streets and to recuperate their minds and
energies in the wholesome, bracing, thougn
somewhat Puritan, mental air of a country
which, though young in years and experi-
ende, has already added her quota to tne
world’s great names in tne arts, sciences
and in polities.

It was not only because Julla Arthur Is
a great actress, but because she is also
a Canadian who has brought honor to her
country through her genius and her devo-
tion ‘to her art, that I was glad when my
friend, Mr, J. 'W. Thorold, another Cana-
dian, of whom we are all proud, sawa:
“Will you come with me to call upon . Miss
Arthur to-morrow? She 1Is altogether
charming, and will be pleased to see you.™”
There was one answer to such a question
as that, so on the morrow we set out for
Holland House, where Miss Arthur lives

while In New York. It was a lovely day,
bright with sunshine, and Madison-square,
which lay directly before us, was like an
oasis with Its green sward, its waving
trees and brilliant flowers, lying In the
midst of a desert of brick and stone; just
beyond its green precincts was the beaurw
ful little Garden Theatre, where, a night
or two before, I had seen Sol Smith Rus-
sell in “A Bachelor's Romance.”

“"A rush up the elevator,a winding througn
loxurious halls, a knock at the door, a
voice like a note of rich music sayng
“Come,” and there was a lovely vision
of a girl, who stood laughingly before me,
holding out her hand in cordial greeting,
and : ;

1t was simply
brushed back and fastened in a great black
coil at the back of her shapely head; sne
wore a ‘black silk ‘Japanese robe, ricnry
embroidered in gold, here and there giving
glimpses of the silken purple lining. ©Cn
her feet were two fascinating little gold-
wrought Turkish slippers, and as she curl-
ed up in the big easy chair, while we chat-
ted, she looked like an exquislte picture
from an Oriental land—‘‘the Pearl of Asia”
—anything but the Irish-Canadian gir1 she
is.

“Yes, I was born in Hamilton, where
my earliest dreams were dreamed ,and
where my first public appearance was made
when I was 11 years old.”

The moment I had entered the sunny sit-
ting room I was struck with a sense of
familiarity in Miss Arthur's face. I knew
I had seen it before, but where? When?
Just then slie rose to show me some photo-
graphs, and like a flash came a memory
of my school days, and my first visit to the
theatre.

“Did you not take part In a play called
“The Duchess’ in the littie theatre In
Hamilton years and years ago?”

“Why, yes; that was my first appearance
as Zamora. Do you recall it? Were you
there?” g

“It is the only time till to-day I have
geen you. See how your face has lingered
in my memory. How Eastern yon look!"

Miss Arthur laughed, and her laugh Is a
delicious thing to hear.

“Yes, when I go back I am often re-
proached for not being more like a Cana-
dian; but I love Canada. I love Its quiet
and peace, and cherish great hopes for Its
future.” i

“But you prefer New York or Lon@on
to live in?”

“London always as an art centre; there
is so much to learn there. New York?
Yes, 1 love New York. It is where my
first successes came. But, indeed, I think
it foolish to be tied down to any one spot.
1 have friends all over the world,and where
my friends are there is my home.”

Here Miss Arthur caught my eyes fixed
on the profile photograph of a young girl
whose face in its dreamy loveliness was
exquisite—a fifteenth century face, like
thase which Leonardo Da Vinci loved to
fix on his immortal canvases.

“Yes,’ noting my admiration and lighting
up with enthusiasm, ‘is she not lovely?
She is my sister, whom I had with e in
London. She is a wonderful girl—a mu-
sician-of whom 1 have great hopes, and a
very charming companion. She is only 1,
and you may imagine how unlike most girls
she is when I tell you that she prefers
reading Carlyle to novels.”

That is like Miss Arthur; she will en-
thuse about anybody but herself, and it
was with difficulty that I could ‘‘pin her
down’’ to the *‘‘ego.”” ‘Never have I seen
anyone so utterly unimpressed with ner
own great achievements. Her sweet sincer-
ity, her entire freedom from affectation
and her sympathy, make her adorable.

GUNRBOATS ON THE LAKES.

If the United States decides on send-
ing the Yantic to Lake Erie, as has
been reported,the Dominion Government
will, of course, be obliged to take cog-
nizance of the fact. The presence of
such a vessel in that lake would consti-
tute a violation of the agreement of
1812, in virtue of which the number of
ammed vessels nvhich each nation might
keep on the lakes was limited to one on
Lage Champlain, one on Lake Ontario
and two on the upper lakes., And these
vessels were restricted to one eighteen-
pound gun each. The Yantic is an old-
time war vessel of 900 tons, having a
mean draught of 12 feet 2 inches, with
a coal capacity of 117 tons. She is 180
feet Jong and 30 feet beam. Her arma-
ment consists of two nine-inch and one
eight-inch emooth-bore muzzle-loaders,
one GO Ib. breachloader, 12 Ib.
smooth-bore Howitzer and a Gatling
gun. The Yantic is 33 years old, hav-
ing been built at Philadelphia in
1864, and as a fighting machine she is
consequently somewhat behind the age,
but it is the intention of the United
States Government tv equip her with a
rapid-firing battery at Erie. " She is
to be used ostensibly as a training ship.
The convention expressly forbids ‘“arm-
ing” any vessel on the lakes, other than
the ones specified, so that the fitting out
of this old war horse will be a distinct
breach of the treaty. The Dominion
Government, in that event, will have no
other recourse than to demand an expla-
nation. There has been no violation of

- the treaty heretofore, nand it is to be

hoped there will be mone at the present

‘juncture. A violation of the treaty by

the United States will naturally lead to
its denunciation by Great Britain,
which would be a calamity for the two
countries.

The exports of lumber and manufac-
tures thereof are more than double the
value of all the imports from Canada.
If the United States requires to import
the above value from Canada in order
to supply its domestic and foreign trade
how could it maintain these two trades
if shut out from the supply of logs from
Canada? It is as much dependent upon
Canada for its needed supply of lumber
as Canada is dependent upon the United
States for a market. The sooner our
Dominion and Provincial Governments
recognize this fact the better. If the
United Stafes insists upon dictating the
terms on which it will receive Cana-
dian sawn lumber and wood pulp, let
Canada dictate the terms on which logs
and pulp wood can be exported to the
United States. The July monthly sum-
mary of finance and commerce very
clearly shows that"the Dingley tariff on
lumber is not operating in-the way an-
ticipated by its promoters, as the follow-
ing comparison of imports and prices
for the four months of 1897, during
which it has been in operation, with
those of corresponding four meonths -of
1896, clearly shows:

MUNICIPAL ELECTRIC LIGHTING.
The experience of the corporation of

. Manchester as a distributor of electric

light to the residents of. that city will
be of interest to the pecple of Toronto,
where the question of municipal electric
lighting has received more or less at-
tention. We learn from The Electrical
Review that the Manchester plant start-
ed in December, 1893, with 289 consum-
ers. In May of this year this number
had increased to 1624, with applications
coming in faster than they eould be at-
tended to. The initial capacity of the
plant was’ about 20,000 lamps, of 16
candle power, while the present capa-
city is nearly 75,000 lam-ps. Turther
extensions of the plant have been de-
cided on and it is pfoposed to borrow
on the credit of the city a sum of $650,-
000, making the total amount raised by,
loan $2,400,000, of which, up to MardW
Jast, only a little over a million and a
half had been actually expended. When
the extensions proposed are completed a
distriet of 20 square miles will be sup-
plied. The four per cent, debentures
which were first floated in connection
with the project are mnow.quoted at
153 1-2, showing that the investing
public have entire confidence in
the venture. Hitherto nothing but
commercial light and power have
been furnished, but it is propos-
ed to carry out a certain amount of
street illumination by the electric cur-
rent. “It is somewhat ~remarkable,”
says The Review, “that such a large
and rapidly increasing demand for elec-
tric current should be found in face
of the fact that the city also furnishes
a very good gas at D5 cents per 1000
cubic feet; and it is also surprising to
us to find that, it is estimated, at four
cenrts per kilowatt hour, the cost of pub-
lic lighting will be less by electricity
than by gas.” Notwithstanding these
prices, the net profit“for the financial
year ending March last was $84,000.
One of the satisfactory results of the
operation of this plant is that, after
carrying over $50,000 to renewal and
reserve funds, the committee in charge
propose. this year to hand over~to the
city $50,000 in reduction of the city
taxes.

DAWSON WELL PROVISIONED.

Eneough Food There to Keep 4000 People for
the Winter. Mr. Ugilvie Says.

Victoria, B.C., Oct. 1.—William ()gi_l-
vie, Dominion Government surveyor in
Yukon, arrived in Victoria yesterday.
He says there were provisions enough at
Dawson for 4000 people for the winter
when he left Dawson. On July 15
there were 3000 there, but if, as re-
ported, many have left since, then the
situation will not be as bad as fearcd.
He says there is no use trying to take
in food with dog trains. ljie will prob-
ably sail for Skaguay with Hon. C.
Sifton, Minister of Interior, who leaves
there on the steamer Quadra.

MEN AND THINGS.

Golf has had much written about it and

there are anecdotes and items of ancient |

lore sufficient to fill many books in its
praige. Its ralson d’etre s, of course, ex-
ercise, which is taken more thoroughly
than anyone except its votaries imagines.
But in the game itself there Is enough
and more than enough“to test the eye, the
nervg and the muscle.

“piorre and His People” and *“The Trafl
of the Sword,” and ‘“Old Man Savarin™
show us the way westward and northward
as well as the slower toil of the great riv-
ers, fitting us for further conquests of the
forests. The *“‘Seats of the Mighty,” ‘“The
Forge in the Forest,” ‘Le Chien a’'or” and
“With Wolfe in (anada’ are taking us
back into a centdry ago, but fit us to look
for and appreciate in due time the tales
that will fire our young men and make
our country great.

The sovereign people to the south of us
are able to grow two species of sheriff,
They are both “no good,’” but they are
indigenous in the land of the free and the
home of the tailtwister. The first variety
is the white-livered specles, usually found
inhabiting jails. This species gives up the
keys of prison cells to the leader of an
argry and determined mob, after the main
doors have beea battered in. He then
takes a header into the walks of private
life until the next lynching is to come off,
when he emerges into the light with more
keys. His mission in life is to feed angry
mobs on keys, and let them work out their
lawless designs in ‘perfect peace.

He prefers a mob of
foreigners, and nothing would :give him
greater pleasure than to sweep away what
the noble U.S.ian hates worse ‘than poison—
the “alien.” Now, would it not be a good
thing to transplaht each species?!“Put the
white-livered variety in among the unarm-
ed mob and let the shoot-to-kill species
manage the professional lyncher at the
jails?

A well-known writer on psychic and spir-
istic phenomena describes a seance in
which a rather ignorant ‘‘medium’ was
able to “bring spirits from the vasty deep.’”

FROM MICHIPICOTEN,

Captaln Carrie Returns and Gives an Ac-
count of the New Gold Ficlds.

Qapt. J.A.Currie of Campbell, Currie
& Co., wto returned from the Michi-
picoten gold fields yesterday, gave The
World his impressions of the new dis-
trict. He says that the region contains
lots of gold-bearing quartz, and that,
judging from surface indications, it has
as bright a future before it as Ross-
kand had three or four years ago.

“How is it then,” asked The World,
“that some people bring back unfavor-
able accounts of the country?”’ !

“Those who bring back such reports,
was the reply, “kpow nothing of the
country. They have not gone into it
at all. The district is a hard one to
prospect for more reasons than on-.
The topography of the country is very
rough, and it is hard to get over 1iu
places, and then the rocks are all cov-
ered ‘with a heavy carpet of mOsS,
which the prospector has to remove
before he can get at the quartz leads.”

Mr. Currie went on to say that he
saw enough to cousrmce him of the
possibilities of tne aistrict, He found
that a good vein could be stumbled
across every quarter of a mile. The
leads vary in width trom a few inches
to 8 or 10 feet, and prove their persis-
tency by their continuity, being trace-
able for miles.

The quartz, some of which Mr. Currie
brought home with him, is largely of
the milk-white variety, carrying Irwl
aml copper, and often shows free gold
on ' the surface. 'The quartz as a rule
run® from $1 to §30 to the ton, and the
goldibeoring belt is about 20 miles long
by 1% miles in width.

Reficrring to the Dickenson mime,

over vhich there has been so much
talk, Mr. Currie stated that there 18
from $5000 to $10,000 worth of ore al-
ready actually in sight. ‘While in the
district he sook up half a dozen loca-
tions carrying an immense lead.

There are to-day something like ‘!00
| prospectors in the country, including
| parties from Cleveland, West Superior,
Paterson, New Jersey, the Sault and
other places. Lord Douglas of Howick
has a party now at work pros ecting.

The best way to reach the' Michipi-
coten fields is to go to Sault Ste. Marie
and take a steamer from there to Michi-
picoten Landing, which consists of a
store and two or three boarding houses,
whenee the exploring parties go out. -

Capt. Currie brought down with him
some specimens of ore from an extensive
deposit of red hematite, so that the dis-
trict contains iron as well as gold.

The captain points out that, should
Michipicoten prove a good mining dis-
trict, its development will directly bene-
fit Toronto and other eastern places, as
provisions and supplies will have to be
drawn hence.

WiLL PRODUCE TEE WOMAN.

Proseention In the Luctgert Murder Case
Will Have the Suppescd Mrs.

The woman is claimed to be a char-
acter well known in certain districts
of Chicago. Detective Decelle nas
traced the woman met on 'the country
rond near Kemnosha, May 5, by Kred
Schebe, and identified as Mrs. Luetgert,
to Jolief, where she is now said to be
located. She will be called to the wit-
ness stand, it is said, and will testify
that she is a local evangelist, and was
in the vicinity of Kenosha on the date
mentioned, in the interest of some re-
ligious work.

Beside
Assistant States-Attorney McEwen, who
did the cross-questioning, sat Professor
Dorsey, Dr. Allport’s scientific rival in
this case. Prof. Dorsey had prepared
the leading questions, which were sub-
mitted by the Assistant States-Attorney
for answers. Toward the close of the
morning session of the court Dr, All-
port appeared irritated, and the result
was that he became somewhat confused.

The cross-examination of this witness
was the severest yet heard during the
six weeks of the teial.

DEATH OF COLOR-SERGT, DUNN

Of the Royal Grenadiers, Late of the 30th
Regiment—Crimean Veteran.

Color-Sergeant David H. Dunn, late
of Her Majesty's 30th (Cambridgeshire)
Regiment, died yesterday morning at his
late residence, 93 Edwin-ave. He was
born in Enniskillen, July 1, 1824, and
was consequently in his 74th year. De-
ceased served with his regiment all
through the Crimean War, and was pre-
sent at the Battles of the Alma and In-
kerman, and the taking of Sebastopol.
He was of strong constitution and in
two years never left the field. He was
wounded in- the hand «t Inkerman. He
was of fine physique, 6 feet 1 in. in
keight, and was well known in this
city.

Color-Sergeant Dunn came to Canada
on the Great Eastern in June, 1861, at
the time of the Trent affair. On the
completion of his 21 years’ service he
settled in Toronto, nvhere he has lived
for 30 years. He was in receipt of a
pension of two shillings a day from the
British Government. He wore three
medals, the Crimean, the Turkish, good
conduct and long service,

Deceased was for many years drum-
major of the 10th Royal Grenadiers,
and was one of the founders of . the
Army and Navy Veterans' Society, of
which at the time of his death he was
a trustee. Color-Sergeant Tyler, the
president, who fought side by side in
the same company with the deceased,
will. at the request of the family, take
charge of the funeral, at which not only
the old veterans and members of the
Grenadiers, but officers are expected to
attend. i

Doubt About Rer Lecatlon.
According to the hotel register the wo-
man came from West Point, N.Y., but
even this is doubtful. Clerk Sprague
says that there was nothing unusual
about the woman. She seemed worried
ond looked travel-stained, but the clerk
says that the worry seemed to be due

to the usual anxiety of a woman travel-
ing with children. The woman had two
trunks, which were sent to the room
to which the family were assigned.
The family went to their room, and,
removing some of the dirt of travei, came
down to supper. Clerk Sprague noticed
that the woman had grey hair and seem-
ed to be about 40 years old. Her fea-
tures were fine and her complexion clear.
The clothing she wore was handsome
and apparently expensive. The children
were also handsome and seemed to be
happy. The eldest, a_boy of 15, was
tall and manly; the 13-year-old daugh-
ter was blonde and pretty; the other
children were a boy of 7 and a girl of
4. 'The names of the children were
not registered.

Retired to Their Rooms. |

After supper the family retired to |
their rooms. It must have been about |
0.30 o'clock when they left the dining |
room. About 8 o'clock this morning a |
chambermaid detected the odor of gas
in the hallway. She began a hunt for
the leak, and this led her to the rooms
occupied by the family on the third
floor. She notified Clerk Sprague. He
hurried upstairs and forced cpen the
doors. 'The rush of gas was so over-
powering that he had to flee to save his
own life. Iinally, when the gas had
teen pereeptibly diminished, he rushed in
and threw open the windows. Even then
he was nearly asphyxiated.

A Werrible Sizht.

The sight that met Clerk Sprague’s
eyes was horrible in the extreme., In
one of the rooms the woman and the
4-year-old child were in bed, their arms
closely interlocked about each other’s
necks. The features of the little girl
were distorted with agony. It is evi-
dent that the little one was awakened
by the odor of gas, and the mother, de- |
t(gmined that the child should die with
hér, held her tightly to her breast and
prevented her from making any outcry.
The other children were in bed in the
two rooms, and had apparently died, un-
ronscious of the murder that was being
wrought by the desperate mother.

The Pelice Sent For.

The police were sent for and ambu-
lances from Roosevelt Hospital. The
physicians worked over them for nearly
two hours, but in vain, 'The prepara-
tions for the murder and su cide were
most deliberate. It is believed that the
woman waited until the children were
asleep, and then, throwing opin the
trunks, took out some clothing. Tearing
this into strips she packed the windows
and door ledges. Then she turned the
gas jets on full and laid down tfo dic.
The police have absolutely no clue as
to the identity of the woman,

There is considerable doubt about the
name and address she gave. Aside from
the clothing in the trunks—barely suffi-
cient for a two days’ supply for a family
of five—the woman had but few effects.
There were three rings—a wedding and
two diamond rings—on her hand; no
thing else except a small pocketbook
with a little change.

MANITOBA IS PROSPEROUS.

Result of His Investigations During
the Past Few Weeks.

Labor-Saving Machinery Extensively Em-
ployed—Prolific Crops Make the Farm-_
ers Happy and Sanguine—Consideration
of Their Profit—Much Indebtedness Will

Be Pald OF This Year.

Mr. G. R. R. Cockburn, ex-M.P., Pre-
sident of the Ontario Bank and of the
Toronto Land & Investment Corpora-
tion, who has just returned from Mani-
toba, more than confirms former reports
of good times in the Prairie Province.
The past few weeks he has spent amidst
the golden grain fields of the West, and
even yet his mind is filled with vivid
memories of those amazing miles of
wheat. What struck him as much as
anything was the perfection of the labor-
saving machinery employed in harvest-
ing the crops. The self-binding reapers
cut the grain in great twelve-foot swaths,
and the straw-fed threshers steamed
about the fields like live things, thresh-
ing the grain as they went.

Said Mr. Cockburn to The World re-

presentative who called on him at the|
Ontario Bank yesterday: “This was myj
first visit to Manitoba, and my impres- |
sion is that it is a country of magnifi- |
cent potentialities. I went from here |
straight to Winnipeg, and thence drove
up and down throughout the province,
especially the southern portion, for over
500 miles, and right in the midst of Lhe;

The Farmer's Profits.

“While T was there,” went on- Mr.
Cockburn, *“that farmer sold his wheat
at 85 cents per bushel to the local mill-
er. _The 100 acres had produccd, at
20 bushels per acre, at least 2000 bush-
els, so that he realized $1700. To get
at the farmer’s profit, from this amount
must be deducted the cost of raising the
crop, which at 35¢ per bushel was $700.
This amount, it is to be understood,
covers all the expenses of raising the
2000 bushels, including wages for him-
sélf and a hired
This left him $1000 of a net gain from
his farm, and this besides the root crops,
cattle, hay, pasturage, etc., in the re
maining 60 acres.

“This farm’s condition is only a sam-
ple of that of many others throughout
Manitoba. The weeds, to show .the
richness of the soil, grow to an im-
mense height, the ‘lamb’s quarter” in
some places really resembling a hedge.
The black loam soil seems inexhaust-
ible.

“Of course there are-good and bad
parts of Manitoba, but no man who is
sober and industrious and gscs
with the determination to work need
fail to secure a competency in a very
few years. When I told my farmer
friend that he could scarcely expect to
repeat this year's crop in the next two
