All Hallows-by-the-Tower is a church 
of great interest to Americans. William 
Penn was baptised there In 1644 and 
there is a memorial to him on the south 
wall. A former president of the United 
States, John Quincey Adams, was mar 
rled in the church in 1797.

No London church has more beauti­
ful iron work than this. All Hallows, as 
the church nearest the block on Tower 
Hill, was the resting place of many 
English martÿrs. The first church of 
All Hallows built on this site was 400 
years old when William the Conqueror 
landed in England. Charred woodwork 
forming part of a later church destroyed

One of the patients is a child of nine 
who was sent to England from Brazil 
to be educated. His family had no idea 
that the little boy had become a victim 
of t lie most distressing of all diseases, 
for it was not until some time after 
liis arrival in England that the trouble 
developed. The child is now receiving 
all that modern medical science and 
affectionate care can provide.

There is only one woman in the col­
ony, and her storv is tragic and heroic. 
She is the widoj, of a leper. She nursed 
her husband devotedly during his ill­
ness, althoug.i she must have realized 
the possible danger. She contracted 
leprosy and now lives in a little bun­
galow in the settlement.

I should explain that the word leper 
is never used in the colony.

Some of the patients drive their own 
motor-cars. The most severe cases are 
bed-ridden, but others are able to enjoy 
the large grounds of the house, and to 
indulge in the ordinary amusements of 
a normal life.

'The community has its own chapel 
and chaplain, and a physician from a 
town soYne miles away pays daily visits.

The home was founded only seven 
years ago. It has already become a 
happy haven for many who otherwise 
would feel constrained to hide them­
selves away in the loneliness of their 
own rooms.

Crumpets—The crumpetsCheese

'used here are the English muffins that 
appear in the bakery shops as though 
they were uncooked on one side. This 
is not the fact, however. They are 
left thus unbrowned with the expecta­
tion that the purchaser will fry this 
uncooked looking side in hot butter. 
The crumpet is laid in a biscuit pan, 
browned side down, and uçon the un­
browned side we place 'as many 
chunks of American cheese as It will 
hold. Over the top is laid a strip of 
thinly sliced bacon. Put in the oven 
with the top burner to broil the bacon 
and toast the cheese and crumpet. 
Usually requires about eight or ten 
minutes to cook.

Pineapple Salad—One-quarter pound 
endive, six slices pineapple, Mexican 
salad dressing. On individual plates 
place the endive, which has been al­
lowed to stand in cold water for ten 
minutes. On each bed of endive put 
a slice of the pineapple, and over all 
a tablespoon of the salad dressing.

Mexican Salad Dressing1—Two but­
tons garlic, four tablespoons olive oil, 
two tablespoons vinegar, one teaspoon 
salt, one-quarter teaspoon paprika, one- 
eighth teaspoon black pepper, half as 
much cayenne pepper as black pepper, 
one teaspoon Worcestershire sauce. 
Chop the garlic as fine as possible and 
into the same bowl in which it has 
been crushed pour the vinegar. It 
must be allowed to stand for at least 
two hours before proceeding with the 
dressing. In a bowl pour the four 
tablespoons olive oil, the Worcester­
shire sauce, add the salt, paprika, black 
pepper and cayenne. Beat together 
with a fork and add the vinegar and 
garlic. Continue to whip together until 
thick. If a larger amount is made 
than needed it can be kept in a corked 
bottle, and it is better if allowed to 
stand a day or so before using, al­
though this is not necessary. The 
cayenne pepper may be omitted if de­
sired.

Spicy Green Roast—Two cups 
cooked greens, one-half pound cheese, 
one can tomatoes, one-quarter bottle 
chili sauce, one chopped onion (me­
dium), one cup cracker crumbs, six 
slices breakfast bacon. Drain the 
liquid from the tomatoes and greens, 
and put a layer of each in a deep bak­
ing dish. Add one-third of the chopped 
onion, chili sauce, cracker crumbs and 
thinly sliced cheese, salt and paprika. 
Cross two slices of bacon over this. 
Add another layer of green and sea­
soning until the dish is full. Bake in 
a medium over 25 minutes. This will 
take the place of a meat at dinner and 
will serve eight people.

- At present 
there are in Ottawa, besides 12 main government buildings, 7 3 
buildings leased in whole or in part to the government at a gross 
rental of $680,000 a year. In some cases branches of one de­
partment can be found in differ ent buildings; the interior depart­
ment occupies 1 6 rented buildings besides a part of a government 
block. The department of national defense, rents 10 buildings 
for storage only. The cost of administration would be greatly 
reduced if these branches were assembled under one roof, the 
report suggests.

“A demand for real and effective 
protection, based on figures, and 
scrapping of the generalities, which 
convince nobody, should bring splen­
did results In, the framing of a 
consistent public opinion,” he added.

WOOLEN INDUSTRY HIT

The woolen Industry in Canada suf­
fered to a large extent from lack of 
protection, Mr. Tarte said. Two- 
thirds of the Import of woolen good a 
came from Great Britain, owing to 
the favorable tariff. If these imports 
were replaced by the Canadian pro­
duct. Canadian factories could have 
quantity production and Canadian 
manufacturers would be able to meet 
opposition of foreign countries, par­
ticularly the United States, Manu­
facturers were willing to maintain 
the British preference against other 
countries, but not against their own, 
he said.
