New York, Dec. 18—A “flying squad-
ron” of fifty detectives was sent out to-
day by police commissioner. Enright to
aid in combatting the crime wave which
has called forth expressions of alarm |
from judges, city officials and numerous |
civic and business organizations. |

The detectives, equipped with high |
speed automobiles, were ordered to tour
the city, in day and night relays, on the
lookout for gangsters. They also were
instructed to aid jn tracing the slender
clues in the department’s possession in
efforts to solve the many mysterious
crimes which the police department has
been unable to solve.

Mr. Enright today disagreed with
Judge Rosalsky, who yesterday advocat-
ed the formation of a vigilance commit-
tee to the number of 25,000, if necessary,
taking the position that the unusual
number of private citizens carrying
arms would place a heavier responsibil-
ity on the police department.

Rome, Dec. 18, — New earthquake
shocks have completed the destruction
of the Albanian village of Tepelenia,
thirty-two miles southeast of Avlona,
according: to reports from Brindisi.
Twenty-two persons are known to have
lost their lives.

Advices state that Commander Pagli-
aro, his two daughters, seventeen sail-
ors and two ‘non-commissioned officers
lost their lives on the island of Saseno,
at the entrance of the Bay of Avlona,
when the latest earthquake took place.
The tremor was accompanied by a ‘tidal
wave, and land slides buried the house
in which the commander lived.

It is said the hosptial on the island of
Saseno has disappeared.

Halifax, N. S.,, Dec. 18.—~The A gina-
dian Explorer prematurely launched ijer-
self at the Halifax shipyards this morn-
ing, twenty minutes ahead of time.
Eight workmen who were engaged in re-
moving supporting blocks crouched
down between the ways as the great
ship began to move, and were found to
be uninjured after the ship had passed
safely over them and plunged into the
hatbor. No one was injured.

All supports had been cleared away
when a heavy rope on the starboard side
of the Explorer parted and she tore away
her fastening on the port side. Ag she
started the men on the ways flattened
themselves between breat beams under
her bow and after the ship had plunged
into the harbor they were found to be
uninjured.

The Explorer was to have-taken the
water at 12.30, and when she began to
slide, Sir Robert Borden, Hon. F. B.
McCurdy and Hen. C. C. Ballantyne, *
were making a close examination of her
hull. There were several people on the
gangway leading from the ship to the
staging erected at her side, but all of
these saved themselves by either going
aboard the vessel or climbing back to
the staging before the Explorer broke
away. As she touched the water a sail-
or on board smashed a bottle of cham-
pagne hanging in ribbons from her bow.

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THE BORAH RESOLUTION,

Senator Borah, who from his safe re-
treat on the spine of the continent could
afford to rail against England and all
the rest of the world and demand a
policy of isolation for the United States,
appears to have had a lucid interval of
late, and would now almost qualify as a
delegate to the League of Nations. He
has itroduced into the United States Sen-
ate a resolution: favoring a mutual halt
in naval armaments by the United
States, Great Britain and Japan. His
plain is endorsed by Senator New of
the foreign relations committee, who
8ays:— ”~

“The resolution is entirely acceptable
to me. I am in favor of-any reduction
of armaments that is feasible, and if the
United States can get the other nations
who are its competitors in naval arma-
ments to curtail their naval pro-
grammes, I should be glad to see the
United States agree to curtail hers.”

This is quite in line with the desire
of the League of Nations, which would,
however, include all naval powers in
the agreement. An American exchange
says:—

“The League proposal is that all na-
tions agree not to spend more upon pre-
parations for war during 1922 and 1923
than they spend in 1921. Senator
Borah’s proposal s that President Wil-
son endeavor to effect an agreement
with Great Britain and Japan by which
those two nations ‘and the United
States cut their naval programmes in
half for each of the next five years.
Different as these two proposals are,
they do not clash. It would be a happy
stroke for the world to adopt both of
them. President Wilson, if the Borah
wesolution reaches him, should feel no
hesitation in accepting it and no em-
‘barrassment in addressing Great Bri-
tain and Japan. Such a move would
mot mean that he had lost faith in the
League. It would mean that as a true
friend of peace he was eager to try every
smethod of rendering war difficult.”

All the nations should welcome an
agreement that would reduce their naval
estimates at a time when financing is
as difficult as it is at present, and it
will be interesting to watch the fate %
Senator Borah’s resolution.

“MURDERS” AT HOME,

To derive any degree of satisfaction
out of the troubles of one’s neighbors is!
not neighborly, but there will be at least |
a mild interest in England in the story
of the massacree of negroes in Ocoee,
Florida. The story is not confirmed in all
its details, but a congressicnal investi-
gation will be demanded. Nothing
quite so revolting came out of Belgium
when the Hun was at his worst, and no—i
thing that has come out of Ireland com-
pares at all with the story told to the
New York Evening Post. If there be
any vestige of truth in the report, it

-might very well command the detached |

and austere attention of the Committee'
of One Hundred in Washington; and
one might almost fancy Mr, de Valera
rushing south to declare a republic. It
appears that on Nov, 4 the negroes of
Ocoee were warned that they must not
vote. One of them tried to do so, and
then the slaughter began. Here-is the
story, as told to thé Evening Post by
Walter F, White, of the National Asso-
ciation for the Advancement of Colored
People:—

“I talked with a large number of white
citizens of Orange County, including
lawyers, merchants, court officials, and
others of the type- who would be con-
versant with the facts. The lowest num-
ber given of -negroes killed was thirty-
two; the highest fifty-six. The average
number given was between thirty-two
and thirty-five. It was declared that
Mose Norman, whose attempt to vote af-
ter the local Ku Klux Klan had warned
all negroes that they would be killed if
they attempted to vote, had\neither paid
his poll tax nor registered. The regis-
tration books at Orlando, the 'coun&
seat, showed that he had qualified in
every way and had properly registered
A mob attacked Norman at the polls.at
Ocoee, beat him severely and demanded
that he go home. Not satisfied with
this, the evidence shows the mob formed
in larger numbers, went to the colored
1 settlement, set fire to it, cremating all of
the colored. men, women, and children
who were in the buildings. Eighteen
homes, two churches, one school house,
and a lodge hall were burned. When
negroes attéempted to flee from the burn-
ing buildings they were either shot down
or driven back into the flames. Among
those burned to 'death were a colored
mother ind her two-weeks old infant. it
is said in the eommunity that between
eight and ten whites were killed. The
total number of negroes killed will prob-
ably never be known. Before the embers
had cooled, members of the mob search-
ed the ruins eagerly for = the .charred
bones of the victims as souvenirs. This
offers but one of the many instances of
the mob violence now occursing in the
South, most of which are not reported in
the newspapers. The Ku Klux Klan’s
revival is causing a rapid increase’in the
tenseness of the feeling in the South, and
unless the activities in inviting race pre-
Jjudice of men like the ‘Imperial Wizard’
of the Klan are checked by decent, law-
abiding citizens serious trouble cannot be
averted.”

One wonders what the people of the
United States would say if in various
parts. of the British Empire resolutions
were passed denouncing the govemm\ent
of that country for its failure to give
Jjustice to the negro and intimating that
failure to do so would lead to strained
relations.

New York Evening Post:—“Commis-
sioner Claxton’s annual report shows that
the chief ailment of American schools,
the shortage of good teachers, is as grave
as ever. During the next year we shall
need from 110,000 to 150,000 new teach-

rers, and shall get at mast 80,000. More-

over, half the nation’s tgachers are with-
out the reasonable equipment of a high
school education supplemented by brief
professional training. The drift away
from the schools continues. Commis-
sioner Claxton ascertains that one-fifth of
the 84,000 high school teachers alone in-
tend to seek other work.

The wages
paid in our schools must bear the same
proportion to business wages that they
bore in pre-war days if we are to have
the pre-war stream of brains and char-
acter into the educational system.”

NEW BRUNSWICK FISHERIES.

In the -Province of New Brunswick
there are about 15,000 men who make
their living out of the fisheries with
which the province is possessed. The
value of the industry annually ranges
from four to five miilion dellars, made
up of herrings, sardines, lobsters, cod,
smelt, salmon, bait, shell fish, hake, had-
dock, and rock cod.. An additional 5,000
people are employed in the canneries.
'I'he Dominion government a few years
ago brought over to Canada a Scotch ex-
pert with a steam trawler and a com-
plete crew. He was to make a study of
the fish industry of the dominion. He
found that the herring fisheries had been
neglected and that the methods for tak-
ing and curing the fish were primitive
though the seas around the province con-
tained a herring superior to that which
gives employment to an enormous num-
ber of men and women in the old land.
The improved methods he suggested
have been already of enormous value to
ithe country and have added greatly to
the income of those engaged in the busi-
ness,. . T

The government has also taken steps
to preserve the oyster industry and also
to-develop and grow a better type of the
shell fish. :

Fish hatcheries have been established
and with such success that in one sea-
son théy distributed over 122,000,000
young lobsters for planiuing in the open
seas. The result is already noticeable in
a largely increased supply of the Mnest
lobsters in the world. ?

Fach year sees new methods and bet-
ter employed in the huge fish industry
of New Brunswick,

Until a few years ago the great areas
at the north of the provinces of On-
tario and Quebec were considered of lit-
tle value. ‘They were regarded as lands
of terrible rocks and mucn timber of
great value, but, so far as places of habi-

ered valueless,

In Ontario the first change in-view
came when great silver mines were dis-
covered in the north region and it was
found that the area, previously consider-
ed a wilderness, possessed a wonderful
wealth. Then it was learned that there
was a huge clay belt there that offered
' wonderful possibilities “for the farmer.
As a result some very fine farms have
been developed in the northern Ontario
districts within the last decade or two.

The same is true of the Province of
Quebec. Each year is proving more com-
pletely the great importance of areas that
were thought worthless and almost im-
possible until a short time ago,

Annually the governments are endeav-
oring now to encourage settlers to enter
those districts; roads are being built
and villages are springing up in the for-
ests. In the sumgmer the settlers. till
their farms and clear their quarter sec-
tions, while in the winter they secure
employment in the woods in pulp cut-
ting and so -earn the ready cash that is
essential -for the development of their
new farms,

A future of great importance is now
being spoken of very optimistically for
the hinterland of Ontario and  Quebec
with its natural wealth in farms, forest,
mines and furs. No longer is that sec-
tion of Canada considered a great wild-
erness of little value.

Flood Be Dammed ?

Something more like panic than enthusiasm is manifested by our growing army of idle workers
which already numbers two million, according to the American Federation of Labor, over the vast re--
inforcements from the war-broken countries of Europe. Immigration officials, says the New York

Tribune, state that seven out of ten of the immigrants now entering the U. S. A. are dependents—

mostly women, children, and old men. Mr. Frederick A. Wallis, Commissioner of Immigration at
Ellis Island, says that he is informed that eight million emigrants are ready to come from Germany
as soon as peace is declared, and he adds, “what will happen when the bars of Russia are let down
can only be guessed.” Other authorities and editors, however, deny and minimize all these alleged
dangers, arguing that virtually every immigrant produces more than he consumes, and is, therefore,
an asset rather than a liability; that instead of a labor surplus in this country we have an actual short-
age of “cheap” or unskilled labor, the result of the stopping of all immigration during the war; that
the farms, particularly, need such labor if they are to do their part in building up national prosperity;
and that, as the New York Herald summarizes this point of view, “when we contemplate barring out
immigration altogether, we contemplate economic suicide.” :

The Bokharan Army.

The Emir of Bokhara lives in a pal-
dce, Sittar Nahassar, about two or three
miles outsidé the town, and nowadays
never enters the city. An important
officer is the Kazi' Kalan, or chief jus-
tice, who was frequently seen riding in
the streets with his spare horses all
dgorgeously clothed following behind
nim, and preceded by a man on horse~
back, carrying an axe as a sign of office.
Official couriers also attracted attention
by carrying their passports bound in
their turban for all to see.

Troops  could frequently be secn
marching through the streets; they gave
the impression of extreme inefficiency
coupled with complete confidence. The
officers wear Russian badges of rank. I
once saw a captain playing a fife in the
iband. The generals are invariably re-
spectable looking old men with long
white beards, and are preceded by about
a dozen mounted men earrying white
wands. All ranks are plastered with
numerous medals and decorations. The
ycity is surrounded by a ruined but still
strong wall about 7Y, miles in circuit.
The houses are veyy densély packed to-
gether, and there are -no open spaces or
gardens, except for a patch of reeds near
the city \wall, in which one day I put up
a pheasant. A curious thing about Bok-
hara is the absence of *sparrows. It is
the only larges ¢ity that I now where
this bird is never seen, though it is of
course common in the surrounding coun-
try.

Of the difficulties surmounted in mak-
ing his escape from Bokhara, Major |
Bailey gave only a hint. Apart from the
risk of the discovery of his identity,
the crossing of the desert itself was
full of perils. The appearance of the
desert was that of a stormy”sea frozen
solid; the waves or hillocks being 10 to
20 feet high in most places, and the dis-
tant horizon appearing absolutely fit.

Catried Leavened Bread.

For food (said Major Bailey) we car-
ried Russian sukhari. This is ordinary
leavened bread' dried in the oven. = It
keeps indefinitely, and though very hard,
can be eaten when soaked in tea. We
also carried a little fresh meat for the
first day or two. Later, a Persian
showed us how to fry lumps of meat
in fat with a good deal of salt, which
kept good a surprisingly long time,

For water the party was dependent on
wells, and these were few and far apart.
.On one occasion one of our Turkoman
companions said he could now take us
to a.well. We followed him, and after
25 miles we reached a well where we
were fortunate enough to find inhabit-
ants. The water was pulled up in a
leather sack by two camels, and I paced
the length of the rope and made it 256
yards, and the well must have been over
750 feet deep. The two camels took
about 9% minutes to lift a skin full of

The snow was very fortu-
nate for us, as it made us independent
of wells and we were always sure of
fresh water instead of the usual ration
of brine, though it was unpleasant to
sleep in the snow at night. About this
time of year snowstorms swept over the
desert, but the hot sun soon melts the
snow, and as if by magic small shoots of
grass appear. It is for this grazing that
the Turkomans bring out their enorm-
ous flocks of sheep,

The whole nomad Turkoman popula-
tion lives in constant fear ofl robbers of
their own race. This was exemplified
on several occasions, Major Bailey and
his compari~~2 being taken for bandits
by wvarior "ar bands as well as by
peaceful ds. The consequence
was that t could not barter, and had
nothing to eat for several days except
the ponies’ food, which they either
parched or boiled, according to the in-
dividual taste.

fondon, Dec. 2—Great interest was
taken this- week in the\arrival of the
royal visitors from Denmark, - princi-
pally because rumor and circumstance
alike persist in placing a romantic inter-
pretation on the presence at the English
Court at this moment of Prince Malde-
mar's charming daughter, a most ac-
complished and modest Princess of ex-
actly the same age as the Prince of
Wales: The princess was simply, but
delightfully, dressed, and seemed shy
but full of vivacious interest in the oc-
casion. King George was positively* em-
barrassed by the gigantic stature of
‘King Christian and his personal suite who
have been specially selected from among
the Danish sons of Anak, for all of them
were well oven the Life Guardsman’s
standard. Yet 'King Christian lives up
to his reputation as the tallest reigping
by .overtopping them all by inches.\He
is certainly more of a giant even than
King Albert of Belgium; and as he step-
from his saloon at Victoria in a
silk hat and closely-buttoned great-
coat, he really looked prodigious. As-
sociated with the arrival of the Danish
visitors wa sthe interesting celebration
by Queen Alexandra, of her 77th birth-
day. There was a luncheon-party in

Situation In Greece,

The fall of M. Venizelos was complete-
ly unexpected in London as has thrown
the whole Greek diplomatic world off its
balance. The council-general of Greece
has been removed, with comniendable
promptitude, by the new government, for
the offence of sending a telegram of re-
gret to M. Venizelos on his defeat. The
‘Greek minister, who was absent at the
League of Natiops meeting in Geneva,
has withdrawn from that assembly, and
everybody in the Greek world in London
is in a state of - suspended animation.
The last word is, of course with Lloyd
George and the French, prime minister.
When Lloyd George was at Lucerne, for
what was alleged to have been a holiday,
this Autumn, King Constantine was at
one time in the same hotel, and those
who were with the prime minister re-
marked the coldness which he showed
to that monarch. On the other.hand,
Constantiue, though thoroughly unpop-
ular with both the British and French
governments, has considerable and ex-
alted social conmections, at any rate in
England, and many English friends. Be-
fors the war, accompained by multitudes
of sons, all of whom seemed to wear the
same long overcoats and the same type
of powler hat, he could be seen walking
slong the front at Eastboune. He has a

articularly close friend in Admirable
E"Mark Kerr, who was head of the
British naval mission in Athens in the
earlie part of the war, and was believed
to be Constantinian rather than Venize-
t. Now Sir Mark is not unconnected
with Philip Kerr who is the prim min-
isters private secretary on foreign affairs,
and, by one of those coincidences Sir
Mark Kerr decided to visit Lucerne for
8 little golf after the defeat of M. Veni-
selos.

Already city men
are beginning to find that the big joint
banks are losing their individuality and
are becoming more and more tied up
with regulations and committees, which
deprive them of their versatility. It is
suggested by many city economists that
these amalgamations will result in speed
increase in the bulk of private banki
business.

London Receives its Dead,

The passing through London of the
sad and slow funeral procession of the

,whom were Londoners, was impressive
‘beyond words. It is easier to describe
|the cheers of a vast crowd than its
| deathly silence. And it was in silence
unbroken and profound that London
saw the cortege pass. There were a few
civilian mourners, women as well as
men, in the procession, but, in the main,
it was essentially military. The Horse
Guards rode slowly on their great black
chargers at the head, their white and
scarlet plumes in comtrast with the
crepe bands on their tunic arms; the
Grenadiers marched slowly, with re-
versed arms, after the coffins on %
flag-draped gun carriages heaped with
flowers; the stalwart contingents of ihe
Royal Irish Constabulary and their bon-
neted auxiliaries stepped slowly beside
the soldiers’ hearses, and-the bands play-
ed the beautiful funeral marches of
Chopin and Beethoven. The crowds were
very thick and deep all the way, and
composed of all sorts of London peo-
ple. Bareheaded and in silence they wit-
nessed the solemn pageant, watched “the
gun-wheel turnin’ slow,” and kept per-
fect dignity and silence. Buf the feeang‘s
that ran deep under thdt exterior of pas-
sive calm were unmistakeable. And the
evening paper posters, announcing the
arrest of -Sinn Fein leaders, were eyed
with something like passion,

Big Ben Tolls the Knell,

Very stirring was the moment when
the funeral march reached the flower-
heaped Cenotaph in Whitehall. The low
sounds of the vibrating funeral music
alone, beside the slow measured crunch
of marching feet on the gravel-strewn
road, broke the oppressive silence in that
vast thoroughfare df crowded multi-
tudes. And then, precisely as the column
reached the shrine of our heroes, Big
Ben boomed the hour of eleven—the hour
of the peace in the great K war. The
pathos of the irresistible coincidence was
not loast upon the vast crowds present in
Whitehall. More than’ two years after
the Armistice, we are still bearing our
gallant dead to their resting places. Both
in the Abbey and at the Cathedral the
funeral services were majestic and sol-
emn inevery detail, and ended with that
unforgettable wailing orescendo on the
bugles of the Last Post.

NEW CONSTITUTION
BEFORE POLISH DIET

|

Liberality and Democracy of
Document Under Discus-
sion Exceeds All Others.

New York, 18 What is regard-
ed as the most progressive and demo-
cratic constitution in the world is now
under consideration by the Polish Diet.
The constitutions of the liberal nations
of the world and particularly of the Re-
publics of France and the United States
were studies with the greatest care by
the Polish constitution makers.

Sections of “the constitution already
adopted guarantee that Poland will be
a republic, that all citizens shall enjoy
equal rights without distinction s ao race
religion or naionality, and that complete
freedom of the press and the right of
public assemblage shall be granted.

Full Equality for Women,

bodied in the Polish constitution which
will make it distinct from all other con-
stitutions, , no previous nation having
granted full sufferage right at the time
the original national constitution was
adopted.

Another distinctive feature of the new
constitution will be the provision calling
for the universal and compulsory edu-
cation. Leader§ in the Polish Govern-
ment realize that through the rapid and
general developement the national edu-
cational system the stability of the na-
tion can be best guaranteed.

Two Questions in Dispute.

Only on two points is there any great.
variance between the views of the parties
of the Right and the Left. The one is
on the matter of the national assembly;
whether it is to be of one or two houses,

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Port au Prince, Dec. 1.—(Associated
Press Correspondence.)—Labor and liv-
ing are cheap in Hayti. There is a hotel
in Port au Prince, rated as the best, that
charges only $4 a day for a room &l
three square meals. True, the rooms
rare small ,with the ancient washbowl,
and unlockable, with concrete floors and.
rugless, but they are clean and comfort-
| able.
! The same meals could not be obtained
anywhere in.the United States at double
the ,price. Luncheon is a regular din-
er, and dinner is much like an eight-
. course feast. They never serve less than
!two or three meats, when one, according
to the American habit, would be
| enough. There is fruit in abundance in
Hayti, and a boy standing on the front
porch, overlooking the sea, often picks
the breakfast oranges.

Chicken Every Day.

The favorite dish is the chicken,
served 865 days in the year without the
least variation. Nobody ever wants to
see a chicken after Btaying three weeks
in Hayti. A Haytian boy, waiting faith-
fully on a guest for twenty-one meals,
beams his delight when , tipped three
gourdes, which isg sixty cents. The maid,
! whose chief duty is to spread the mos~
'quito net, almost drops to her ces for
the same fee weekly. The who
! fetches-the water and fixes the { shoes
gladly slips a man extra towels for three
gourdes a week.

Laundry at American rates would
cost more than room and board in
Hayti if there were laundries. There
I is much to go out from each m daily
to washerwomen, and it comes back
spick and span at nominal cost.

But Hayti has not reached the point
! where it may bid for tourist travel. A
{ man, stopping at the best hotel here for
the first time, feels rather foolish when
he asks for room and bath and’ is con-
ducted to a little house fifty feet away
where he may get a shower. It’s a hard
life for women.

The best, however, is in sharp con-
trast with the worst, for the laborer
gets twenty cents a day, and thousands
of natives live only on fruit that grows
wild everywhere, the year round, liixe
the roses.

MAN WHIPS CHILD |

Enterprise Farmer Fined for}
Beating 'Orphans’ Home
Ward.

Kingston, Ont., Dec. 18. — Warren
Hawley, farmer of Eenterprise, was
tried before Judge Madden and a jury
at Napanee on the charge of causing
bodly harm to a ward of the Kingston
Orphans’ Home,

The jury found Hawley guilty and a
fine of $500 and costs or six months in
jail was imposed.

WHITE WOMEN
AND CHINESE

Unions Urge Enforcement
of Regulations Regarding

White Girls in Restaurants.

Urging that the legislation prohibit-
ing Chinese from employing white
women in their restaurants be put into
force, a deputation composed of the fol-
lowing Labor representatives waited on
Hon. W. E. Raney, attorney-general,
says the Toronto Glebe: James Ralph,
of the Ontario executive of the Trades
and Labor Congress of Canada; John
Munro, of the: Toronto Trades and
Labor Council,” and R. Russell, of the
Cooks and Waiters’ Union.

The legislation was not put into force,
after the Chinese consul had made rep-
resentations at Ottawa that the Chinese
were being discriminated against. Hon.
Mr. Raney said enforcement might lead
to international complications. Another
objection was that it would throw hun-
dreds of women out of employment at a
very bad time. However, the govern-
ment would be ready to amend the Fac-
tory and Shop Act at the next session,
making it possible for municipalities to
issue permits to Chinese to employ white
women.
