Fred McDonough pleaded guilty to 
five charges of breaking, and entering 
and stealing and Herbert Goodshpeed to 
four: L. P. D. Tilley, K. C.,' appeared 
for these prisoners* and addressed the 
court in their behalf.

He warned them that 
they would get two years for each 
charge if they were ever arrested again.

Powers pleaded not guilty to assault 
and attempting to rob Frederick H. Mc- 
Keil and Michael Harrington In the Old 
Burying Ground on July 18th. The 
complainants, Policeman O’Neil and 
John M. Jenkins gave evidence and His 
Honor adjudged the prisoner guilty and 
sentençed him to three years on each 
charge. “Your Honor, .do you think if 
I wanted to rob him I would 
choose bright daylight in front of the 
police station?’* said the prisoner. “No,
I would select a man who had money 
and a convenient spot, keep sober and 
have my wits about me.”

Percy Paul pleaded not guilty to rob­
bery and derided that he would be 
tried with a jury.

Angus Gould, Robert Harrington, 
Frederick McDonough and Herbert 
Goodspeed, all charged with stealing and 
breaking and entering were allowed out. 
on suspended sentence by Judge Forbes, 
and Arthpr Stevenson and George An­
gus were remanded for sentence. One 
other prisoner, Percy Paul, changed his 
decision and elected to be tried with a 
jury.

His Honor lectured the boys severely. 
Commenting on the McDonough and 
Goodspeed case His Honor said: “More 
harm is done by these wild west picture 
shows in the moving picture houses than 
by any lewd play ever shown here. I 
think it is the duty of the inspectors of 
these shows to consider the. danger of 
these films.” At another time His Hon­
or said, “While I have been on the bench 
I have allowed over fifty boys out on 
suspended sentence, and only one came 
back, while the rest of them turned out 
good citizens. I’ll take a chance on you,” 
he said to McDonough and Goodspeed.

Stevenson pleaded guilty to stealing 
$28 from Walter H. Bell on July 3, and 
was remanded. His Honor said that if 
arrangements could be made to have him 
go back to his home in Birmingham, 
England, he would be disposed to give 
the boy a chance.

George Angus pleaded guilty to steal­
ing $26 from John H. McIntyre on July 
4, and was also remanded for sentence. 
His Honor also said that he would be 
sent back to his home in Scotland if 
arrangements could be made.

Charlottetown, P. E. I. July 28—Joseph 

Kinslow, formerly of Charlottetown, 
who was reported to have gone down in 
the Empress of Ireland, is safe at his 
home in Liverpool, England with his 
wife and family. ' His mother, Mrs. De­
young of Charlottetown, has received a 
letter to this effect.

Mr. Kinslow was a fireman on <the 
Empress and was in the wâtch below 
when the disaster occurred. He was 
asleep in his bunk when the collision 
came, was awakened by the crash and 
he secured a life belt and jumped over­
board. He was floating about for some 
time before being picked up.

A rumor yesterday that Hon. W. S. 
Stewart, K. C-, had been appointed 
county court judge for Queens county 
as successor to the late Judge Hector 
C. McDonald was confirmed yesterday. 
Mr. Stewart receiving notification from 
Ottawa. The new jtidge has been a 
member of the provincial legislature for 
Charlottetown since 1912 and was a 
member without portfolio in the Mathi- 
eson government. He was an unsuccess­
ful candidate for the federal house some 
years ago against Sir Louis Davies and 
also ran for the provincial legislature on 
several occasions winning Jiis first elec­
tion two years ago. He Is fifty-nine 
years of age and one of the prominent 
lawyers of the province.________

St. Petersburg, July 28—At least, five 
striking workmen were killed and eight 
seriously wounded during fighting in the 
streets of St. Petersburg between the 
strikers and the police and Cossacks last 
night. Three police officers also are 
known to have been severely injured. It 
is believed that the casualties among the 
strikers are much greater than reported.

Official returns of the number of men 
who have quit work, give the total of 
120,000 in the city itself.

Men carrying red flags spent the night 
marching and singing revolutionary 
songs. They . constructed barricades 
across the streets and stoned the police.

Early this morning the strikers at­
tempted to set fire to the Samson bridge 
and also tried to destroy the water- 
mirks.

At the 
time of this payment to Mr. Gould the 
overdraft had been only $5,000.

Fredericton, N. B., Juây 28—The Do­

minion Railway Commission has decided 
that discrimination against Fredericton 
in the matter of passenger rates on the 
C. P. R. must cease. At present the 
rate on tickets sold in this city for 
American and western points is the same 
as the rate from St. John? plus seventy 
cents. The beard of trade has for some 
time been agitating for removal of this 
discrimination and, recently presented a 
case to the Railway Commission. The 
commission has decided in favor of 
Fredericton’s contention. The people 
here are naturally much pleased.

Oh the credit side was shown an entry 
of $6,000, which the witness explained 
was money received from Mr. Gould.

Mr. CarveU—Is that the entry marked 
“charge up quick ?”

. .The witness could not distinguish this 
pencil memo, but thought ,it was meule 
by the auditor.

Q.—Were you ever shown any record 
of any official action to authorize the 
payment of salary to Mr. Gould ?

A.—Not that I know of. I only had 
my instruction from Mr. Thompson.

The next entry wets for $10,000. The 
witness could not say if this was pedd 
by cash or check. On Jan. 4, 1911, Mr. 
Gould was credited with $80,000 by 
draft on the Prudential Trust Com­
pany. The witness explained that it 
was from the trust company that Mr. 
Gould borrowed ttiis amount to pay the 
freight charges on rails, and it was re­
paid from proceeds of progress estimates.

Q.—Have you the invoices for the 
rails ?

A.—Yes, but not here. I have the 
vouchers for the freight charges.

Q.—Do you know if the rails were 
purchased with freight payable at Syd­
ney or Woodstock.

A.—F. O. B, at Fredericton and 
Woodstock.

Q.—The steel company was to pay the 
freight to these points ?

A.—Yes. We paid it and deducted It 
from their account.

Q.—What was the cost of the rails P
A.—$84.25 f. o. b. at Woodstock and 

$80.26 at Fredericton.
On August 6 Mr. Gould’s account was 

credited with $1,998, proceeds of the 
sight draft. Five items $2,000, $1,500, 
$3.000, $2,000 and $1,600, total $10,000 
were credited as salary against the debit 
item of the same amount.

The witness said that on March I, 
1914, the account showed a balance ot 
$157.80 against Mr, Gould. On Nov, 21, 
1918, $416.67 was paid to Mr. Gould as 
his salary for October and the charge 
distributed against the various districts.

Q.—What authority did you have for 
paying a salary to Mr. Gould ?

A.—Sometimes Mr. Thompson * told 
me to issue the check and sometimes 
Mr. Gould asked for it.

Q.—What position did he occupy ?
A.—I understood he is president of the 

St. John and Quebec Railway Company.
Q.—But this is the. construction com­

pany’s money you are handling.
No answer.
On Sept. 19, 1918, $1250 was paid to 

Mr. Gould as salary for July, August 
and September.

On April 27, 1914, Mr. Gould received

A GARDEN SUBURB 
An intersting experiment in develop­

ing a garden suburb is being carried out 
by what is called the Masax-husetts 
Homestead Commission, its purpose be­
ing to provide workingmen’s homes at 
moderate cost, with due regard to site 
planning, a limited number of houses 
per acre, a limited dividend, and partici­
pation by the residents,—or, in other 
words, co-operation. The site selected 
Is at North Billerica, twenty-seven miles 
from Boston. Here the Boston & Maine 
Railway established its repair shops 
this year, and will ultimately add ten 
thousand or more to the population of 
the town. Twenty-one thousand dollars 
has been raised in mortgages, and land 
valued at $6,000 has been turned over 
for stock, while several thousands of 
dollars of free capital have been pledged. 
The co-operative banks of Massachu­
setts can be made of great assistance, 
as they will loan up to eighty per cent 
of the value of the property. Mr. Arthur 
C. Comey, who is a member of the Com­
mission, has written the following de­
scription of the project which will be of 
special interest as an illustration of one 
of the methods adopted to provide work­
ingmen’s homes, adapting the English 
garden suburb idea to American condi-

Another Session Tomorrow, De­

spite Gloomy Predictions Made 
Before Today’s Meeting

Feather weight doesn’t mean 
feather frail. -London, July 28—The third and what 

was feared by many would be the last 
session of the conference of the party 
leaders to try to reach a settlement of 
the Vlstei problem assembled today at 
Buckingham Palace. Since yesterday’s 
meeting it seemed to have become the 
general opinion that a deadlock had been 
reached and that the possibility of a set­
tlement had almost vanished.

As the members arrived the great 
throng of people gathered noticed that 
they looked more serious than on the 
preceding days. Scarcely any responded 
with a smile to the greetings of the 
crowd. James Lowther, the speaker of 
the House of Commons, conversed with 
the Duke of Devonshire on his way to 
the palace.

A militant suffragette rushed out of 
the crowd and through the palace gates 
and threw a stone at a window but the 
missile fell short. She was arrested.

The extreme pessimism and the an­
ticipation of a definite breakup of the 
conference were not justified, however, 
as later in the day an official announce­
ment was made that the conferees would 
resume tKeir discussions tomorrow.

After the adjournment Premier As­
quith was in audience for ten minutes 
with King George, whom he informed of 
the situation. John Redmond and John 
Dillon drove direct to Downing street 
where they lunched with Lloyd George.

London, July 28—The tiding over of 
today’s critical session created a decided­
ly more hopeful view. Among Liberals 
and Unionists there exists an impres­
sion that a settlement will be reached if 
not by the conference itself, then outside 
of it, The Nationalists show less confi­
dence on this point.

The finding of a solution still hinges 
entirely on the discovery of a compro­
mise in regard to whether the counties 
of Tyrone and Fermanagh shall be in­
cluded in the area which the adherents 
of Sir Edward Carson demand shall be 
allowed to vote as a whole on the sub­
ject of exclusion from the control of 
the Dublin parliament.

The Nationalists are quite ready to al­
low the four eastern counties of Ulster 
to vote as a single area, but say that Ty­
rone and Fermanagh must each be al­
lowed to cast a separate county vote as 
suggested originally by Premier Asquith.
