London, Aug. 5—F. R. Benson, the well- 
known Shakespearean .%ctor, announces 
that he hag been engaged by representa­
tives of the Panama Canal Exposition in 
San Francisco in 1916 to “Invent and de­
sign the greatest and most magnificent 
pageant the world has ever seen,”

In telling how this came about Mr. Ben­
son said:

“The beginning was at Stratford-on-Avon 
We were holding the usual celebration this 
year, and two California gentlemen who 
made the pilgrimage to Stratford, ap­
proached me. They talked about the 1915 
exhibition and said they wanted it to be 
something more than a show of canned 
goods on shelves. They wanted to get an 
idea into that exhibition, and thought I 
could help them.

Well, we went over the various points 
the opening of the Panama Canal, the hun­
dred yegrs of peace, the making of Cali­
fornia, and the rebuilding of San Fran­
cisco after the earthquake, and my Am­
erican friends gave me the hint I want-

The matter of a platform had par­
ticularly been left in abeyance, and' in 
vieW of Colonel Roosevelt’s statement up­
on leaving New York last night that the 
convention ntuet accept his views in full 
if he was to be the nominee, the conven­
tion leaders felt today they had been wise 
in not taking the matter in any definite 
shape. .

Many of the delegates are in favor of 
emulating the example of the National 
Prohibition Party and making, the plat­
form the briefest sort of a document, 
containing the advanced declarations of 
principals in tabloid form, devoid of all 
rhetorical embelishmente. Col. Roosevelt’s 
announcement, however, may change «If 
of this, for hie confession of faith, which 
he declares, must be accepted in all essen­
tial details, is reported to contain more 
than 30,000 words. There appeared to lie 
no question today among the delegates 
but that Col. Roosevelt would get what­
ever he wanted at their hands. Hie nomi-!

Today every facility is afforded to the 

traveller—every luxury is at the disposal 
of those whose business or pleasure neces­
sitates a journey by rail. Every effort is. 
made to combine the minimum of incon­
venience with the maximum of speed; and 
yet it is less than a hundred years ago 
that steam was first substituted for animal 
power in a locomotive. It was in 1813 
that the first steam locomotive was suc­
cessfully tried at Wylam Colliery, and over 
ten years elapsed before the first railway 

operation in England.
It is difficult to realize that the first 

steam vessel to pass up the Thames was 
brought by Mr. Dodd from Glasgow in 
1815, at a time when building operations 
"in connection with Waterloo Bridge were 
nearing completion. To one who hag 
seen the crowds of visitors, emigrant^ 
business men and pleasure-seekers embark­
ing on one of the gigantic modern liners, 
the record made in 1819 by the Savannah, 
a steamship of 350 toqp, in crossing the 
Atlantic in twenty-six days "is abundant 
proof of the wonderful strides in ship­
building, not only" in construction but also 
in methods of propulsion.

England owes her present position in the 
civilized world.

Emigration has occupied an important 
position in the calculations of all interest­
ed in social" economic questions. The in­
crease in the number of emigrants leaving 
these shores for the'tifew World is so enor­
mous that the figure of 2,061 given as the 
total of emigrants from the United King­
dom in 1815 seems almost incredible.

The in­
ternal development of the colonies 
has created an increasing demand in the 
labor market, and the effort» made by the 
respective governments to attract suit­
able settlers Vre unrelaxed It is recog­
nized that the destinies of these great Do­
minions lie in the hands of the men who 
have in' times past transformed and still 
are transforming extensive tracts 01 unde- 
veloped land into proeperous cities, farms, 
and homesteads, and the question of ob­
taining the highest standard of colonist 
is one which is occupying the minds of all 
interested in the future prosperity of the

It should not be forgotten that, as a gen­
eral rule, the drinking water in the city 
is purer, if not more pleasant, and there­
fore safer than in the country. Wells and 
springs in the latter section are, generally, 
the source of supply, and these are always 
more or less liable to contamination. This 
is especially true of thickly settled neigh­
borhoods, and great care should be taken 

Z that these water sources are kept re­
moved' as far as possible from filth and 
decomposing matter, 
should water from streams running 
through cultivated land be avoided. On 
the other hand, springs and brooks in the 
forest, or in “wild” land are generally 
wholesome to drink from. It is well to 
remember that many impure waters, 
though they will not produce real typh­
oid, often bring on sharp and sudden at­
tacks of intestinal disease, which, when ex­
perienced, d"o much to spoil the pleasure 
and profit of an outing.

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King George’s action in ordering three 
weeks court mourning for the late Em­
peror of Japan, constitutes an entirely 
new departure for the reigning houses of 
Europe, and as such is likely to be much 
appreciated by the successor and the «ob­
jects of the dead Mikado. The latter, ever 
since 1880, that is to eay for more than 
twenty years, made a point of ordering 
court mourning whenever he was officially 
notified of the decease of any of the 
western sovereigns, or of any member of 
their families. He placed the dignitaries 
of his household and the great officers of 
the realm in mourning for the deaths et 
the last two German emperors, King Hum­
bert, King Edward, Queen Victoria, the 
Empress of Austria, and her only son 
Urownprince Rudolf.

But when some ten years or so ago his 
mother passed away, and her demise was 
officially notified to the various European 
monarchs by the Japanese ambassadors 
and envoys, who added “that Her Ma­
jesty had passed away after receiving the 
last sacraments of the Shinto faith,” no 
corresponding notice was taken thereof, the 
European courts assuming the ground that 
as long as the domestic arrangements of a 
sovereign were similar to those of the ru­
lers of Turkey,'Egypt, Morocco, Siam, of 
the late Emperor of China, and the ex- 
Shah of Persia, it was impossible to con­
sider his family bereavements in the same 
fashion as those of Christian monarchs. 
While there is -some reason in this con­
tention, sinee reigning families of, the Or­
ient are apt to be extremely numerous, 
owing to the practice of polygamy, it was 
bitterly resented in Japan and construed 
as an affront to the emperor and the na­
tion. *

When the successful issue of her war 
With” Russia gave Japan a place among the 
great powers, and her alliance with Great 
Britain acquired an altogether new import­
ance in 1906, I expressed in these letters 
the opinion that England and the other 
courts of Turope would find it not only 
impolitic but impossible to continue to 
slight the Japanese Empire in the matter 
of court mourning and this prediction made 
seven years ago has now been made good 
by King George.

It must be remembered that when King 
George orders court mourning, the com­
mand becomes statutory. There are not 
merely official regulations, but laws of the 
land in England which render court mourn­
ing obligatory, and provide for the severe 
punishment of any peer of the realm, or 
dignitary of the crown, who fails to obey 
this sumptuary behest. These laws wets 
enacted several centuries ago. The only 
occasion on which they were invoked, in 
recent times was when the late Earl Ham- 
ley, the most eccentric and wrong-headed 
of peers, at the time of the death of 
Queen* Mary’s mother, the late Princess 
Mary of Cambridge, Duchess of Teck, made 
a public announcement over his signature 
in the London papers, that he no longer 
intended to assume court mourning when 
it was decreed, pursuant to the sovereign's 
orders, by the Lord Chamberlain in the 
official Gazette.

Had the earl merely refrained from put­
ting himself and hie household in black, 
no one would have made any remark; but 
the communication of hie intentions to the 
press called down upon his head the wrath 
of the great law officers of the crown, who 
took steps to impose upon him through 
the tribunals, the fine and imprisonment 
provided by statute. It was King Edward, 
then Prince of Wales, who with his eus- 8 
.tomary good sense caused the proceedings I 1 
to be dropped, on the ground that the | 
statutes on which they were based were 
no longer in keeping with the spirit of the 
age, and that the offense of Lord.

Mourning of this kind when decreed by 
a sovereign is obligatory upon all diploma­
tic misai one accredited to hie court, of 
which they are considered to form part. 
Thus, although the president of the Unit­
ed States will neither don mourning for 
the late Mikado, nor issue any orders re­
garding the matter, yet not only the Am­
erican embassy at Tokio, but also the 
United States embassies and legations at 
courte which are ordering mourning for 
the ruler of Japan, will be compelled to 
put themselves, their wives, and even their 
servants in black.

The extent to which this royal mourn­
ing ie carried at continental courts, espec­
ially at those of the petty sovereign 
of Germany, ie extraordinary. Thus, when 

time ago the foolish old Prince Maur­
ice of Saxe-Altonburg died, the official 
gaette of the sovereign Grand-Duchy of" 
Saxe-Meiningen, in decreeing court mourn­
ing for him, expressly insisted that black 
underclothes should be included in the 
trappings of woe.

In Russia the court mourning enjoi 
upon tioee concerned in the regulations, 
the necessity of having the carriages up­
holstered in black, and of having one of 
the apartments of the house completely 
draped in black cloth, with all the con­
tained furniture upholstered in black.

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Calcutta, Aug. 5—The “Times of India” 
gives a good deal of space to a case which 
came before the Bombay High Court.

A woman was convicted of cheating in 
respect of a certain sum of money which 
she had received in advance as part of 
the hire agreed upon for letting her 
daughter for dancing to a person named 
Ananada Reju. She failed to deliver pos­
session of her daughter to the man, who 
thereupon prosecuted her for cheating be­
fore Sirdar Vicchurkar, of Nasik. The 
magistrate convicted the woman and sen­
tenced her to four months’ imprisonment. 
The sessions judge referred the case to the 
high court, as he was of opinion that the 
agreement was of an immoral character, 
the real purpose of the arrangement being 
concubinage. The high court upheld the 
view of the sessions judge and eet aside 
the conviction and sentence.

In connection with the case Harold H. 
Mann, of the Society for the Protection of 
Children, Poona, writes:

“I have again and again, however, on 
behalf of the Society for the Protection of 
Children, Poona, called attention to the 
jielpleea position in which girls above the 
age of twelve are under the Indian law at 
the, present moment. Apart from actual 
violence being used against them, they may 
be treated in any way you chooee. The» 
parents, or anyone who has them in 
charge, may bargain with them as count­
ers. They may sell them as concubines, or 
in other words into a state which may be­
come prostitution within a few weeks, 
months, or years—but which almost always 
becomes prostitution in the end.

"The case which has called forth your 
indignation is one which is, in its essence, 
of common occurrence. In our large cities 
like Poona, we have a regular trade in lit­
tle girls. Children are bought when babies 
for a trifle, or obtained for nothing. And 
the prostitutes who take charge of them 
bring them up. On reaching the age of 
thirteen or fourteen they are sold, some­
times very profitably. Offers of such girls 
have actually beén made in Poona to my 
society’s agent at prices varying from 
$1,000 to $10. And if they are only pur­
chased as dancing girls, or are obtained as 
concubines, there is no breach of law.

“The only way that I can see by which 
this horrible state of things oan be reme­
died is by raising the age to which the law 
gives its protection to girls, from twelve 
to sixteen years. If such a change did not 
affect the question of marriage, it would 
have the support of practically all Indian 
opinion in the Bombay Presidency, which 
cqunts in the matter. The government have 
obtained a few opinions adverse to such 
a change, but there is a vast majority in 
its favor.’ ”

1& a Vienna, Aug. 5—Fraulein Hirtl, the 
daughter of a colonel in the Austrian 
army, haa been put on trial for assaulting 
her father’s superior officer, Lieutenant 
Field Marshal von Boroevic, the comman­
der of an army corps. The affair has caus­
ed much sensation, as it brings into sharp 
relief some of the evils of the Austrian 
military regulations under which junior of­
ficers are forbidden to marry unless the 
bride can deposit the proscribed dowry, 
which varies from $10,000 for a lieutenant’s 
wife to $3,750 for that of a major.

Twenty years ago Lieutenant Hirtl fell 
in love with a penniless girl, and, appar­
ently, in the hope that the regulation 
might be some day relaxed, the pair join­
ed their lives without any religious cere­
mony. The union was a happy one, three 
children were born, and when Hirtl re­
cently attained the rank of a colonel, when 
no dowry but only a formal permission to 
marry ia necessary, he applied for leave 
to marry his faithful companion, as thig 
would, under the Austrian law also make 
his children legitimate. The field-marshal, 
however, refused this permission, told Col­
onel Hirtl that he had best send in his pa­
pers, and declined to have any social re­
lations with him.

This interview took place just before 
a dinner of the garrison alt Minkars, and 
Colonel Hirtl, instead of attending, went 
home and told his family what had hap­
pened. His eldest daughter, who is eigh­
teen years of age, was so^furious at the 
slight put on her father and mother that 
she went at once to the hotel where the 
dinner was taking place, and in the vesti­
bule slapped the general’s face in the 
presence of severafofficers.

to Canada free of duty. Thia would ehqw 
our good will toward» the Motherland and 
strengthen the Jx»d of imperial sympathy 
more than all tins talk and flag waving of 
ten yearn.

Constantinople, July 20—At present all 

the efforts of the Turkish government are 
concentrated upon the war with Italy, 
and hopes are entertained that a definite 
turn may be given to this wearisome strug­
gle by impending events. "If we could 
but meet our foe tn the field,’’ exclaimed 
the Minister of War when asked whether 
he is quite prepared to receive the Ital­
ians in Smyrna, “fet them come!’’ he 
said. "I have no apprehension about the
results.” . , .

There ia, naturally, excitement and joy 
at the news that Smyrna is about to be 
attacked by the Italians, who will bom­
bard the old fortress, land troops, and 
wage war generally. The Ottoman Gov­
ernment has made great haste with the 
requisite precautionary measures, appoint­
ed Abdullah Pasha to be commander of 
the troop, and at present five thousand 
men are being daily drafted to Smyrna 
from various parts of European Turkey 
and Anatolia. Already 65.000 
distributed over the district to be de­
fended; twice that number can be brought 
up within a fortnight or three weeks, if 
necessary. Old hulks are in position to 
be sunk at the entrance of the harbor. 
The green heights along the coast 
cupied by soldiers working hard day and 
night putting heavy artillery in position,

where it is not likely to be noticed by 
the enemy. Lighters have been charter­
ed by the authorities; gunboats and other 
little war-craft are being used as trans­
ports. And by the time the Italian# make 
their appearance the Turks will have com­
pleted their defence.

Meanwhile everywhere in the interior 
the joints and girders of the political fab­
ric appear to be cracking and giving iR.y, 
and the government does not know what 
to turn its hands to first. The rising in 
the Yemen, under Seid Idris, which has 
been going on ever since the war broke 
out, and, indeed, before that time, is not 
regarded as critical—not, at least, in its 
present phase. The Albanian insurrec­
tion, which is being organized by Ismael 
Kernel Bey and Castrioti, has a much 
uglier aspect. The resolute, go-ahead mem­
bers of the cabinet, who have no taste for 
complex problems and would much rather 
cut a knot than “waste time’’ unravelling 
it, were for dispatching another punitive 
expedition to the disaffection country and 
"wiping out’’ the rebels. It was the old 
plan, which had been tried several times 
and failed lamentably.

This is where the Minister of the In­
terior, Hadji Adil Bey, gave proof of his 
sound common sense. “Let us approach1 
the problem from a different side,’’ he 
said. “Suppose we tried to conciliate, in­
stead of exterminating, the Albanians, we 
might make some headway. I am ready 
to apply my own prescription. I will go, 
and, by way of proving our good faith,
I will take a British representative, Mr. 
Robert Graves and a French officer, M. 
Foulon with me. I want the world to 
sec Turkey's hand and to know that she 
is now playing fair.’’ The cabinet assent­
ed. For the peril emanating from Albania 
is real. Behind the Albanians, as behind 
the Arabs of Yemen, stands Italy, distri­
buting arms, ammunition, money and pro­
grammes. All Albania 
with the Italians, but a large percentage 
of the rebels is. And what they want is 
no longer this or that reform, but a large 
measure of autonomy under an interna­
tional guarantee, whereby all religions 
would be proclaimed equal and the one 
national language would be Albanian, writ­
ten with Latin letters. Such a change 
would spell ruin to Turkey.

Towering 3,000 feet over the little town 

of Frank, Albert», the giant crest oi 
Turtle Mountain threatens to engulf and 
destroy every one of the 4.00Ç eouls in 
the mining settlement which i* the head­
quarters of the colleries of the Canadian 
Coal Company, Limited.

The pioneers of the town have had their 
warning, for in IMS a great landslide rush­
ed down the steep slope of the mountain, 
burying seventy persons and causing the 
destruction of a vast amount of property. 
But, after the first shock of the disaster 
had passed, the town resumed its normal 
busy life and the danger of another ca­
tastrophe was overlooked.

Not until the townspeople began to no­
tice the great black streaks, ever widen­
ing along the topmost ridges of the moun­
tain, did they realize that the huge ergg 
might slip equarely in two and topple over 
upon them once again, this time to de­
stroy the. whole of their flourishing town 
and its surrounding fettlemeute.

Venturesome mountain-climbers ascend- 
tpd the peak. When they reported to 
those who had anxiously awaited their 
return that the big streaks were nothing 
less than great fissnres gradually growing 
wider and deeper the fear of destruction 
grew until the Canadian government wail 
asked to employ experts to either affirm 
or deny the new menace to the inhabitants 
of the town.

Frqm the minister of the interior the 
plea of the people of Frank was sent to 
the Hon. W. Nantel, minister of mines.
4 commission was appointed to make a 
thorough geological purvey of the mourn 
tain to discover the actual danger, if any 
exieted. As head of this commission Mr. 
Nantel named Reginald A. paly, profes­
sor of geology at the Massachusetts In­
stitute of Technology. With Mr. Dàly were two well-known scientist of the Can­
adian Geological Survey, W. G. Miller 
and George S. Rice.

After a complete research the commis­
sion returned to Ottawa. So alarming 
had they found the condition of the 
mountain and so imminent was the dan­
ger of a second great landslide far more 
disastrous than the first, that an immedi­
ate report warned the people to flee at 
once.

Following the first term gud incomplete 
warning issued by Professor Daly, many 
lettlerg tpoved their belongings away from 
the zone of dangef. Other», however, who 
had large property interests in the town 
refused to move until more complete in- 
Ibrmation as to the actnal condition of the 
inountain was mad* public by the com­
mission.

Now that the official warning has been 
issued by Professor paly, in his report 
to the minister of mines, they 
eided to vacate. The Canadfi 
railway has surveyed a new line of 
tracks, skirting the field of danger and 
peaching a new tpwn site, which has been 
selected at a point a few miles southwest 
of the mountain.

The geologists found several causes ot 
the steadily increasing gaps which will 
finally result in the breaking apart of the 
strata bolding th« great mass of earth, 
rock, coal and limestone together. In 
his report, Professor Daly say* that the

aster, which occurred on 4Pril 38, 1903, 
assisted' in weakening this- underlying 
support of the millions of tops above, so 
that a1 slice of the mountain became de­
tached and slid down ov*r the town. 
Thij landslide served further to weaken 
the whole mass, which has gradually dis­
integrated.

In suippping PP bis conclusions, Profes­
sor Daly sgye:

“Your commission concludes that un­
der present renditions it is impossible to 
mine within this area without precipitat­
ing a landslide. We place the north 
limit of the area at the present south lim­
it of the shaft mine workings and the 
south limit at a point 8,000 feet south of 
the mouth of No. 1 mine. The latter lim­
it has been placed so far south on account 
of the possibility that mining operations 
should cause a landslide from the south 
peak, which, in turn, might caq»q one 
from the north peak, thus endangering 
the town and the tracks and equipment 
of the Canadian Pacific railway.

“The conditions tinder which mining 
operations may be carried on are:—First, 
the town site should be immediately aban­
doned and the risk to the property of thp 
railroad that remains within the zone

London, July 24—French government 
clerks are supposed to be the champion 
time-wasters, "and it was reported recently 
that' they diverted themselves with aenail- 
racing in business hours, you may remem­
ber, but English “civil servants,” as they 
are called, are almost as expert idlers, ac­
cording to some highly interesting dis­
closures that one of their number made to 
the writer, the other day.

This clerk who is employed in one of 
the departments of the colonial office, be­
gan by describing how one of his office- 
mates spent the best part of & morning in 
buying a globe-ful of gold-fish that had 
been subecribed. for by his fellow clerks 
and" himself, and then went on to furnish 
some details about the management of the 
office “afternoon tea-clubs."

Afternoon tea is served, of course, in 
practically every business office in these 
,islands, and takes up quite a lot of time 
when all is said and done, but in the big 
government offices, where the men in each1 
department form a “tea-club," the busi­
ness .of getting the tea and consuming it 
pretty well kills all the time there ia be­
tween 8 o’clock and 5. To begin with 
there is quite to elaborate system of book­
keeping in connection with it. The mem­
bers of the department take turns in be­
ing “secretary" of the tea-elub for the 
month, and it is the business of the secre­
tary to collect all the subscriptions and 
enter them in a book that is kept for the 
purpose, to order the necessary supply of 
milk daily,. and to buy tea, cakes and 
biscuit in accordance with the appetites 
and tastes of the club members. These 
generally have their special preferences in 
the matter of “biscuits,” and the business 
of pleasing everybody also is a heavy drain 
on the time of the secretary, who, of 
course, performs hie functions entirely in 
office hours. Besides the rest of the book­
keeping, he has to keep track of the 
birthdays of the members of the tea club, 
each one being supposed when the anni­
versary of hie birth rolls round to furnish 
a cake.

One of the members ia told off daily, ac­
cording to a carefully kept chart, to make 
the tea, get out the cups and saucers and 
serve the cake or biscuits, a proceeding 
that takes half an hour or bo, at the least.

• “A good many of our chaps, too," said 
my informant, who is secretary of his 
“tea-club” for the present month, “go out 
to lunch at 12 or 30, and begin shouting 
for their tea about three, and from that 
time until the whole business is over and 
somebody has "washed up’’ there is no 
peace for anybody.”

Just think of it! An hour, at the least, 
wasted every afternoon, not to mention 
goodness knows how much more time for 
the “secretarial” work, all for the sake of

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A new industry, which ha* every chance 
of increasing to large proportion*, is like­
ly to be eetablished in New.Brunswick at 
an early date. This is tht opinion of J. 
Keelc of the geological department, Otta­
wa, who was at the Royal yesterday.

Mr. Keelc has been on a prospecting tour 
through New Brunswick examining the 
ehale deposits in different sections with a 
view of determining the value of the clay. 
In conversation with a Telegraph reporter 
yesterday' he said that in Queens county 
there were some fine deposits and there 
were great poeaibilities of a big manufac­
turing plant being erected for the purpose 
of producing tiles, drain pipes and other 
articles of this nature. He wae quite en­
thusiastic over the extent of the material 
at hand and be said that already there 
had been enquiries from Canadian and 
British capitalists in regard to the de­
posits of these clays.

At the present time it is necessary to 
import from New Jersey practically all 
the raw material used for the production 
of this kind of goods and the potteries in 
Toronto have also to draw from the Uni­
ted States for raw material".

The business in clay product* ia rapidly, 
increasing and with such a supply of raw 
material in New Brunswick, the province 
should greatly benefit and with large pot­
teries here there is no doubt that tue 
population would he materially increased.
