Barely Restrained from Deserting

lar songs: Opposite the Bow street sta-
tion is the Covent Garden Theatre,
where the performance of an opera
was spoiled by the hubbub in the
street. The audience withdrew and
viewed the rioters from the balcony.
When the mounted police arrived the
good humor of the crowd quickly turned
to bitter opposition. The result was
soon apparent. The mounted men
formed at the top of the street and charg-
ed the mob. A desperate struggle fol-
lowed. Men attempted to drag officers
from their horses, and the policemen
struck their assailants with their fists
and sticks. The crowd was broken by
the repeated charges, but reformed as
soon as the ted officers passed
This was repeated for two hours, Finally
a squadron of life guards arrived.

THE BRIDGEWATER GIVEN UP.

No Hepe for the Famous Vessel—The

History of Her Captain,
BY TELEGRAPH TO THE GAZETTE.
New York, July 9.—Capt. John H.
Allen and the crew of the ship Bridge-
water which sailed from Darien, Ga., for
Queenstown, Ireland, on Dec. 8, have
been given up as lost. On April 5, some
wreckage and a life buoy marked
“Bridgewater” drifted ashore at Achill
Head, County Mayo, Ireland, but noth-
ing else has ever been heard of the
ship. Capt. Allen was an officer on
the = Portsmouth, of the West
Gulf blockading squadron during the war
and was engaged in the battle of Mobile
Bay (under Admiral Farragut) on the
Lackawanna. For his services there he
was promoted to the command of the U.
§. 8. Selma. He resigned his commission
in the navy in 1866 and eventually be-
came a large ship-owner. He was a
student of political economy and mari-
time customs and law, and frequently
wrote for papers here.

The Bridgewaterobtained considerable
notoriety some two years ago through
her seizure by the Dominion government
at Shelburne, N. 8., and the controversy
that followed, in which both the British
and American governments took part.
The last and only vessel Capt. Allen
owned, and his object in going in her
was to sell her on the other side if pos-
sible. Capt. Allen leaves a widow, one
son and three daughters, who reside in
Brooklyn,

THE SACRED HEART.

Changes Belng Made in Reed’s Castle
P 'y te the by
the Saered Heart Nuns.

As announced a short time ago in THE
GazertE, Reed’s castle had been pur-
chased by the nuns of the Order of the
Sacred Heart. The ladies have already
set a number of men at work making
the necessary changes and improvements
required to make this fine property
suitable for their purposes. Scarcely any
change will be nmade "in the
castle building the rooms of
which are mostly large and well adapted
for the purposes of the ladies in conduct-
Ing their boarding school. It is fitted
with very handsome chandeliers, made
entirely of glass, in elaborate forms and
hung with beautiful prisms. The gas
pipe, however,was never laid to the build-
ing although all preparation was made
for the use of gas light. Now thé" ladies
are having the gas put in, and the splen-
did chandeliers can be utilized properly.
The large wing, about 60 or 70 feet long
and three stories high with basement, at-
tached to the western side of the castle,
is to be extended 100 feet in length.
It will be fitted up with hand-
some class rooms, studios and other apart-
ments needed in carrying on the work of
the academy. The ladies will move from
the convent next the Cathedrel to the
castle in about a week or ten days and
expect to have everything in read-
iness for the opening of the
young ladies’ academy, boarding
school and day school at the castle on the
1st of September. At the present con-
vent on Waterloostreet the accomodation
for the boarding school is limited to
about fifty young ladies. At the castle
on Mount Pleasant, when all the arrange-
ments are completed, the ladies expect
to have sufficient accomodation to enable
them to conduct a young ladies’ boarding
school and academy of 100 to 120 pupils.
The large pavillion which stands on the
west side of the castle grounds is to be
rebuilt and fitted up to answer the pur-

poses of a free school for little girls, the
same as that now conducted in connec-
tion with the convent on Waterloo street.

The young ladies’ academy boarding
school and day school will be con-
ducted just the same as it
has been in the past only ..on
a larger scale, the young ladies who_at-
tend day school going home at 4 o'clock
in the afternoon, while those boarding
go on with their music, sewing
and other branches and have their
regular hours for practice, study
etc. The ladies of the order are
delighted at having secured such a
beautiful site for their convent and
academy and will doubtless greatly im-
prove the fine grounds which surround
the castle.

A LONG CHASE IS A STERN ONE.
The Chief gets on the Track of the Des-
peradoes, but they Cleveriy Evade

Him.

The chase of the Sussex burglars and
would-be murdeeers of Charles Sheck
is becoming exciting, and the result,
which must eventually be their capture,
is awaited with the greatest interest.
Yesterday afternoon Chief of Police
Clark received information that two mens
answering in everyway the description of
those who are wanted, were seen near
Westfield. The chief took with him of-
ficer Baxter, both in civilian clothes,
and drove as far as Westfield. After
making enquiries the officers proceeded
along the road some distance. At
Nase's place, four miles above
the village, the chief's sharp eyes
caught sight of two figures abead.
It became evident to the officers as they
drew nearer that these were their men.
A plan of capture was arranged, and the
men at that time could be seen sitting
down in the distance. Just as a barn by
the road separated the couples the horse
was suddenly drawn in, the officers’ coats
thrown aside and a rush made for the
desperadoes, the chief taking one side
of the barn and Baxter the
other. The intended victims, however,
were adepts at the art of running away,
for they were up and down the track to-
ward Westfield in an instant, and were
fifty or sixty yards away before the
chief could draw his revolver and
call upon them to halt. They
made directly for the woods,
being followed by three bullets
from the pursuing party. One of the
men carried his revolver in his hand,
and as they entered the wood he turned
to the chief as the latter called upon them
to halt, and shouted “You can go. to
hell.” Naturally incensed the chief and
the officer redoubled their exertions and
spent several hours in a fruitless search
through the woods. v

Last evening Inspector Rawlings and
Officer Ring returned from Hampton
where their efforts had also proved fruit
less. They proceeded to Westfield wherg
they are now engaged in the search. Of-
ficers Evans and McKie were last night,
despatched to Fredericton junction to:
intercept the men, but were later trans-
ferred to Westfiela and that vicinity.
Sergt. Hastings went to Westfield yester-
day afternoon and is still there. Officer
Covay, at his own request, was also sent.
This in all makes six men now hunting
for the burglars.

The hunt will be to the death, for the
burglars are not only desperate charact-
ers, but they are apparently well versed
in the art of tramping rapidly from place
to place. Their evident intention is to
make for the border as quick as possible
and to escape into the states.
The railroad track is their
route, for right through the heart
of this country there .is a deep
growth of wood in which they might
very easily get lost and in which they
would stand a good chance of starving to
death.

ATTACKING HARBOR INPROVEMENT.

The Sun this morning makes a final
effort to prejudice the Leary scheme of
wharves in the eyes of the citizens of St.
John and so block the creation of further
terminal facilities at this port. These
efforts to prevent wharves from being
built on the West side are, it is well
known, in the interests of Halifax, and
the Bridge Company which do not
desire to see freight reach the sea with-
out passing overits expensive structure
and paying tolls to it. We all know from
whence comes the Halifax influence of
the Sun, so that it is unnecessary for us
to say more upon that point. The bridge
influence of the Sun is equally conspic-
uous and equally shameless. But
it is surely asking to much of the people
of St John to expect them to submit to
see traffic go away from this port and
make its terminus at Halifax merely to
please the Sun. The Toronto Globe, in a
special illustrated article on Halifax,
which it published a few days ago,speaks
of Halifax as if it was the only winter
port of Canada. This idea is carefully
cultivated by the people of Halifax
whether they continue residents of their
own city or come to reside in St. John,
and thus we have the singular anomoly
of an organ of the Conservative party
published in St. John but wholly devoted
to Halifax interests.

The Sun's latest attack on the Leary
scheme is ostensibly based on financial
considerations. The city; it says, ought
to build and own its own wharves, an
idea which the Sun mercilessly ridiculed
Jess than a year ago. It says that $100,000
is a good deal for the city of St. John to
pay for a man constructing his own
wharves, “especially when other wharf
owners have not received anything.”
Other wharf owners have, we believe,
received perpetual leases at merely nom-
inal rents which is surely something, but
no other private wharf owner, with the
exception of the late Hon. Jobn Robert~
son, has ever built any wharves of the
same class as these which Mr. Leary
proposes to construct. Moreover the
Robertson wharves were very limited in
size, their warehouses were small and
they had neither elevator nor railway
connexion, which are the great features of
Mr. Leary’s wharves. The Telegraph
yesterday stated that the wharves to be
built by Mr. Leary, according to Mr
Perley’s estimate, would cost $400,000
without an elevator, which Mr. Leary
is to contruct. Upon this the Sun under-
takes to lecture the Telegraph in the fol-
lowing fashoin:—

Now, assuming that the wharves and
other facilities which Mr. Leary will enter
into a contract to build, includes all those
mentioned in the extract, we have an
outside face of 800 feet having 27 feet
depth of water witha certain space in-
side having 20 feet of water. The Sand
Point wharf may apparently be as large
or as small as Mr. Leary chooses to make
it. The siatement is that according to
Mr. Perley’s estimate this wharf frontage
and equipment without the elevator
would cost $400,000.

Mr. Perley’s Carleton plan known in
his diagrams as plan No. 3 contemplates
a wharf with 1,000 feet outside frontage,
dredged to a depth of 30 feet. The esti-
mate is not $400,000 nor two thirds of
that sum, but the following:

The interest on $254,000 at 3} per cent.
the rate which the city would at the
most be obliged to pay, would be $8,890.
At 3 per cent. the annual charge would
be $7,620. It is proposed to pay Mr. Leary
§5,000 a year for 20 years, and he seeks
in addition $10,000 a year from the two
governments, which subsidies ought to
be as well available for the city as for
Mr, Leary. Plan No. 1, which Mr. Perley
prefers, provides 1,400 feet of new dee
water wharf frontage at Reed’s Point an:
is estimated to cost $295,000, including
railway communications and equipment.

One would suppose that in a case of
this kind, where the Sun was undertak-
ing to correct another newspaper, it
would itself be correct. But what will
the reader say when he learns that the
last statement we haye quoted from the
Sun respecting the cot of the carrying
out of plan No 1, is utterly false and
misleading. Plan No 1, with its 1,400
feet of wharf would, cost, according to
Mr. Perley’s estimate not $295,000, as the
Sun states, but $337,500 as follows :—

For this sum of $337,500 we get 1,400
feet of deep water wharfage, without an
elevator. For $5,000 a year for twenty
years the city gets, under the Leary
plan, 2,300 feet of wharf front with an
elevator, warehouses, and railway con-
nexions. Of this wharf frontage 1,800
feet will have a depth of 27 feet at low
water spring tides, and 500 feet a depth
of 20 feet. The berths furnished by the
Leary plan will be as follows:

One berth 750 ft. long with 27

Total 2,300 feet.

We have no hesitation in saying that
this system of wharves with the elevator
will cost at least $500,000, and they will
yield us terminal facilities twice as ex-
tensive as either of the plans prepared
by Mr. Perley.

For all these improvements the city
will pay $5,000 a year for twenty years
and it will receive back as follows:

The net outlay of the corporation will
therefore be $260 a year for twenty years,
not enough to pay for the extra cigars
the director of public works would have

to smoke if the expenditure of $500,000 in
new wharves were intrusted to him. We
do not believe that any city ever was
offered harbor facilities at a cheaper rate,
And let it be remembered that when the
twenty years have elapsed the subsidy
to Mr. Leary ceases while the taxation
continues. We need say nothing of the
benefits the city will derive from the fact
that so many men are employed cn these
harbor works both in their construction
and maintinance. These benetits are so
obvious that it is not necessary to point
them out. The people of this city will
not listen for a moment to any scheme
which involves the issuing of $500,000
of new debentures which could probably
not be floated for ‘less than 5 per cent,
and which would involve $25,000 a year
of additional taxation.

ANTI-CANADIAN AS USUAL.

The Globe last evening had an article
on the Behring Sea question which is
evidently intended as an apology for the
series of disloyal utterances which have
recently appeared inits columns. The
apology, however, of the Globe like most
or its apologies is only an aggravation
of the original offence, for while the
Globe professes to be very desirous of
preserving peace between Canada and
the United States it seeks to minimise
to the fullest extent the value of Canada’s
rights, and to exaggerate the rights of the
Americans in Behring Sea. The Globe
winds up its article by stating that no
doubt there are persons in the United
States who would like to see that country
fly at every British yessel sealingin Ber-
hing Sea, just as there are Canadian news-
papers so prejudiced as to refuse to
concede to the Americans any rights
in the Sea. The Globe then states that
our fishing cruisers harrassed the Am-
ericans three or four years ago by the
constant visitation and seizure of their
fishing vessels along our shores, and
that the Globe was quite averse to the
extreme course then pursued. It will be
seen here that while the Globe
gives the Americans exclusive rights in
Behring Sea, which is of the diminsions
of an ocean, it seeks to take away from
our people their exclusive rights in our
own waters within three miles of the
shore. This is the manner in which the
Globe desires to preserve peace and
amity between the United Ftates
and Great Britain. It desires to
do this by surrendering every
Canadian interest to the Americans, and
by laying down the rule that the people
of Canada have no right which Ameri-
cans are bound to respect. The claim
which has been set up of exclusive juris-
diction in Behring Sea on behalf of the
Americans is one which is utterly sbsurd
and untenable. The Americans have
just the same rights in Behring Sea that
other people have beyond the
three mile limit. Within the
three mile limit every authority will
grant them exclusive rights, but beyond
it they have no exclusive rights, and no
people were louder in protesting against
Behring Sea being occupied by any one
nation than were the Americans them-
selves 60 years ago when it was claimed
by Russia. As for the exercise
of the right of protecting our
own waters, that is something which
the people of Canada have a right
to claim, but which is very obnoxious to
the Globe, and other sympathisers with
the United States. We advise the editor
of the Globe to avoid apologies in future,
because while attempting to justify his
conduct he shows the cloven foot more
conspicuously. The Globeis an enemy of
Canada first, last and all the time.

THE PAGAN MORALIST IN THE PUBLIC
SCHOOL.

We observe thatin many of the public
schools of the United States morality is
taught by means of selections from the
works of Socrates and Seneca. We be-
lieve that it is not denied that the utter-
ances of Christ and his Apostles may be
read with profit by the fireside, stillin
the public instruction of the young it is
thought politic that theyshould be tabood.
Socrates was a very good Pagan, he was
also a philosopher; the circumstances of
his private life were well calculated to
make the old Greek, who lived three or
four hundred years before Christ, a pro-
nounced stoic. Seneca was a con-
temporary of Paul, and there is
a tradition that they were friends;
be this as it may, it is certain
that Paul failed to convince him of the
trath of his doctrine. We have no fault
to find with the study of the morals of
Socrates and Seneca; they show what
great minds are capable of even, though
the light of heaven fails to il'uminate
their vision. We recollect how a good
many years ago we had in our possession
a book called the “Economy of Human
Life,” which was made up largely from
the writings of Confucius. It was filled
with wonderful traths which the re-
searches of later ages have been unable
to disprove. Confucius lived a hundred
years or more before the days of Socra-
tes, and he, too, like Socrates, was a Pa-
gan. Why not introduce some of his works
into the schools? To be sure Confucius
was a Chinaman, but then the Chinamen
have no votes, 8o it could not be urged
that the introduction of his study into
the schools had a political significance.
Then there are some very good things in
the Koran, and as Musselmen are almost
unknown in America, a text book might
be made up out of that volume. We
might suggest the teachings of Buddah
as worthy of consideration, but as the
Buddhists have already got a foothold in
America the other Pagans, who are less
firmly established, might feel themselves
aggrieved. It is very strange that in the
TUnited States, with a population of sixty
million or more, of whom at least fifty
million are native born and of one faith,
that fifty million should allow them-
selves to be governed in so vital a matter
as public instruction by so insignificant
a minority, but such is the fact. Votes,
votes! To secure the votes of this
bifurcated, and generally, ignorant
foreign element the best interests of the
rising generation are jeopardized and all
the public offices in the gift of the peo-
ple, with one exception, are placed at
their command. But the educational
system of the United States cannot be
annihilated, and even on the lines that
are now pursued, education will save
them from anarzhy and disruption.

Hins at LastBeen Found.

Loxpox, July 5.—J. H. Heaton, who
goes to Carlsbad on account of ill-health
brought on by overwork, has given" fur-
ther details concerning the letter received
from Australia anent the new Tichborne
claimant. He says that it is his belief
that the Tichborne family—that is, the
present holders of the title and estate—
almost prefer not going more deeply into
the subject as of course the trial would
cost a very large sum of money, and the
last trial wellnigh ruined them. He also
says that even supposing the new Aus-
tralian claimant should return to Eng-
land he would have absolutely no claim
to tha title and estates, because the pres-
ent holder, Sir Henry, and his family, is
protected by an act of parliament which
was passed in order to enable the ad-
ministrators of the estate to pay off the
many debts resulting from the great liti-
gation. -

There is very little doubt that the Aus-
traliad is the real Sir Roger. A curious
fact is that the man named as “The
Claimant,” was well acquainted with the
Australian and had been mauy years in
his society, and Mr. Heaton does not
doubt that it was from him that “The
Claimant” obtained his marvellous
knowledge of the history of the Tichborne
family. He had even gone so far as to
study and be able to reproduce the real
man’s handwriting. It is also probable,
Heaton says, that “The Claimant” re-
produced on his own, person the birth
and other marks which appear on the
real man’s body. Heaton vouches for
the respectability of the people who have
communicated to him the remarkable
information contained in the telegram
and letter from Australia, and, while he
himself desires to keep out of the matter
personally, he has little doubt of the truth
of the story as told by the present Aus-
tralian claimant, who for many years
has been treated as the lunatic brother
of his jailor. It now transpires that the
effect of the long confinement has been
in reality to deprive him of his sanity.
Whether he has recovored his mental
balance or not it is known at any rate
that he was left fairly well off by the de-
ceased jailor, and even supposing he
should come to England to claim the pro-
pesty and lose the case he would not be
in a condition of poverty by any means.
However, it is beyond question that the
Tichborne famlly would rather experi-
ence no furtner interference in the
matter, but favor hushing it up altogether.
The Tichbornes’ solicitors are not willing
to give any information. They said to
the World they have no anthority from
Sir Henry to talk, and pretend not to
believe the story, though it is known
they have sent a special messenger to
Australia to sift the matter to the bot-
tom. They say that if the Australian
proves his title Sir Henry will not oppose
him, but they are naturally not anxious
that proof should be forthcoming.

FIVE VICTIMS DEAD.
Terrrible Results of the Powder Fxplos-
ion at XIndustry, Pa.

Prrrspurg, Pa July 8.—Five of the
seven llitle victims of the powder explos-
ion at Industry, Pa., last night, have died.
Their names are: August Smith, aged
14 years, his 19 months old sister Mary,
George and Willie Kohler, aged res.
pectively 8 and 6 years, and John
Brennan, aged 10. Willie Kohler lived
till this afternoon, suffering fearfully
until death relieved him. The other four
died before midnight last night. Emma
Smith aged 9, and Charlie Shaw, aged 8,
the other victims, will recover. The fath-
er of young Brennan is crazed with
grief and last night tried to
kill Smith, the owner of the
building where the powder was stored.
This morning he wandered away from
home, and was found near Elizabeth,
seven miles from Industry. A close
watch is now being kept over him. Four
of the victims were buried today. Will-
ie Kohler will be burried tomorrow.
The coroner’s jnry returned a verdict in
accordance with the facts as stated in
last night's despatches, and condemned
ihe practice of keepiig powder and
other explosives where children have
access to them. Mr. Smith has been
frequently warned about the danger of
keeping his powder under the counter,
but failed to Leed the warnings, and to-
day many harsh words were said against
him, notwithstanding the loss of his {wo
children and his wrecked house.

The
mob made furious attempts to rescue
the prisoners and four constables were
badly injured.

THE DISCREDITED “SPOTTER.”

duet of Prohibitory Laws.

There is some reason to hope that soon-
er or later the “spotter” willcease tobe a
recognized agency in the hunting of
criminals, says the Detroit Free Press.
Whenever and wherever the courts get a
good swing at him he goes “tograss” in a
very much damaged condition; and his
employers must begin to see that in the
long run he does not pay.

The latest inst of the “sp
coming to grief occurred in Kansas,
where a number of zealous but injudic-
ious Prohibitionists employed himin the
task of securing evidence to convict cer-
tain persons of violating the law. The
“spotter”—several of him—came from
Missouri, and -entering on the work as-
signed to him by using the money of his
employers—at least he said he used it—
in purchasing rum from the suspects.
In the course of a few days he had twen-
ty-nine of the latter under arrest and the
prospect of conviction seemed exceeding-
ly bright. Bat in the very first case the
“gpotter” and his employers struck a
knot as it were. Just as soon as it ap-
peared that the “spotter” had secured his
evidence by inducing the accused to sell
him liquor in violation of the law, the
court decided that he was, by his own
confession, a8 guilty as the dealers, and

official p if d

be pmﬂllmd to,show that in that respect
they make no better showing.
Now, a8 regands temperance work and
the lneruon l.h.t “her creed of moral
t hibition has ac-
eompliuhod all the real good that has
been doge in the way of turning drunk-
ards into sober men,” it appears to me
that if the Episcopal church is going to
come out as a temperance leader, it
would be best to begin with her work at
home. It is only a few months agosince
we read that the Archbishop of Canter-
bury, the Primate of all England, and
leading clergyman of the Episcopal
church throughout the world, had applied

can
P

ptly thréw the whole batch of cases
out of court.

This ref will probably discourage
the “spotter” business in the particular|—
locality wherein the judge in question
has jurisdiction; and it is not at all
unlikely that it will do away with it al-
together in Kansas. If the prosecutors
of the liquor men haye been acting here-
tofore under the supposition that their
methods were highly moral, the decision
undeceive them and turn their thoughts
to other plans.

The point made by the court in the
s

case referred to is entirely sound im mar-
als, and it has the authority behind it of

to the British government for a license
to sell liquor to Episcopal clergymen. It
would ecertainly be a remarkable circum-
stance for the members of a de-
nomination whose leading clergy-
man is a licensed liquor seller to be
actively engaged in temperance warfare.
Why, the laws of the Methodist church
will not admit to church membership a
dealer in liquor, therefore the Archbishop
of Canterbury would not even be eligible
to become a member of that church. If
necessary I might go further to show
that the majority of positions of impor-
tance in the Episcopal churches in this
city are held by gentlemen who have ac-
cumulated their wealth through the sale
of intoxicating drinks.

In conclusion, it would be well for
clergymen generally to avoid the use of
words or names that will not be likely to
be productive of a friendly feeling among
the denominations.

He is of no value as a “spotter” unless he
“gpots;” and as a natural consequence
he is tempted to discover violations of
law whether they exist ornot. There is

-rascality or theft or crime
ol‘anv degtee without his finding it or
reporting that he has done so. The em-
ployers of the “spotter” are guite as much
to blame for this condition of things as
heis. Rarely, if ever, do they put the
“spotter” on the trail until they are firm-
1y convineed that crime has been com-
mitted ; and if their employe should re-
port that he discovers nothing they
would simply regard him as incapable or
inefficient and replace him with anether.
The “spotter” sees, therefore, that it is

oubtedly do 80 mthout particular regard
to the actual facts in any given case.

Nine of these were
diphtheria, one typhoid fever and one
scarlet fever. ‘Two of the number died,

Five patietits have recovered and
four yet remain ill. In May there were
fifteen cases ofinfectiousdiseases (ro
ed. Sincethe first of July two cases of diph-
theria have come under the notice of the
health authorities.
