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| ARTFUL MOVE OF
PREMIER M‘BRIDE

Announcement Foreshadows Attempt to Cléi‘m
Merit for Establishment of Smelter De-
cided Upon Months Ago.

(From Thursday’s Daily.)

Premier McBride has a reputation
for being t tricky politigian. Before
leaving for London, he made an an-
nouncement in the legislature last
evening which entitles him to first
rank among that class of public men.
This was on the subjeet of iron ores.

There is every prospect that a smelt-
er will be built on Vancouver Island.
This announcement, it ‘will be remem-
bered, was made 1mn the Times some
months ago, on the authority of the
prime mover in the project, I+ Al
Moore, of Seattie. who stated that he
had in view the erection of a smelter
somewhere on Vancouver Island which i
would convert the ore which he con- |
trols into pig iron. Mr. Moore at that
time informed the Times that with the
rapid development of Canada in the
way of railways, etc., there would soon
be a market for a vast quantity of
iron. The enterprise would therefore
be a profitable one. He was then.in
negotiations with the Ottawa  govern-
ment relative to bounties and was will-
ing to accept even smaller ones than
had formerly been paid. Mr. Moore had
every hope of being able to proceed
with the work and has apparently de-
cided to carry out the scheme.

He was in the city a few days ago
and saw members of the government
in company with one who is very close
to the premier.. Immediately’ after-
wards W. H. Hayward advocated in
the legisiature that it would be a goed
thing for the . .gowernment ‘to take &
stand in connection with the iron ores
of Vancouver Island which were con-
trolled by residents of the U. S. simi-
lar to what had been done in the mat-
ter of timber, apd put a stop to any
chance of the ores being sent to the
United States to be treated and en-
sure the smelting of. it in the province.

Then the House knew ‘that something
was coming from the government, and
that Mr. Hayward was but ‘preparing
the way. Last evening the ahnounce-
ment came from the premier just be-
fore he bid adieu to the House for the
session. The premier is to build the
smelter. At least he is to take the
honor for it, although the smelter has
been practically agreed upon by Mr.
Moore.

Without a smile on his face the pre-
meir solemnly made the announcement
in thé legislature that the information
had come to the government that very
extensive deposits of iron ore had been
acquired by residents of countries out-
side of British Columbia and that these
persons had in view the erection  of
large smelting works in a foreign coun-
try for the handling of these ores. The
government had decided that if it were
necessary next session there would be
legislation introduced by which the
royalty on the iron ore mined in/ the
province would be largely increased

{ he controls-a large area of

with a provision that if mined in B. C,,
the royalty would be largely remitted.
This was done, the premier <wsaid, to
give the parties fair warning.

_ This alj sounded very fair and it is
qliestionable whether if the premier in-
troduces the legislation foreshadowed,
there will be any opposition to -it. But
the premier is seeking by ‘this annunce-
ment honor which does not belong to |
him. He makes the announcement one
year before the legislation is to be in-
troduced not to give the persons inter-
ested warning, for he could have done
that the other day when he saw Mr.
Moore personally. He gave the early
warning in order that he .might get
credit for something he was assured
was going to take place and with
which he had nothing to do before the
opportunity to secure the honor for it
passed.

The definite announcement .of Mr.
Moore that he is going ahead with the
scheme may be expected at any time.

With the statement of the premier
on record the credit for having estab-
lished the smelter on this side of the
line will be taken by the government.
Had the natural order of events been
followed, no honor could go to the gov-
ernment  and the smelter would just
as assuredly be established.

There can be no doubt that. Mr:
Moore will-be willing te.give to. the
premier the. honor of establishing the
smelter. for politieal reasons, for in re-
turn he will, by the legislation promis-
éd, be given a decided advantage 'over
any rivals. who ‘may el to buijd” in
the United States apd take ore from’
Vancouver Island. Mr. Moore, while
iron . de-
posits, ‘does not by any means control
all that there is on Vancouver Island.

In proximity to the claims of - bog
iron he has at Quatsino, there has been
located recently other vast deposits of
a' similar character which are in .the
hands of the prospectors.

The royalty, or more strictly the tax
on the iron ore mined, may be placed
high enough that any purchasers of
these deposits may fin@ it impossible
to ship to the U. S. for/smelting pur-
poses and successfully compete with
the works of Mr. Moore located on
Vancouver Island.

The promise that a smelter for iron
is to be built -on Vancouver Island is
indeed shtisfactory to residents of this
city. It is to be hoped that the works
may be located somewhere near Vic-
toria. z

It would be reasonable to expect that
those interested in the undertaking
would make a move like this so that
the best shipping facilities could be
afforded, while at the same time the
proximity of this city to the raw ma-
terials used in the works, iron ores
and coal; would make Victoria the na-
tural place for it.

RETURNED VERDICT

Mrs. Hasell, convener of the women’s
building committee, explained that she
had no report to.submit, but she hoped
to be able to call a meeting for those
interested about April 25th.

Mrs. M. Jenkins, in this connection,
gave a very interesting account of her
visit to one of the women’s clubs in
Denver recently. “This consisted of a
vestibule and reception hall, with
reading and committee rooms on ‘the
ground floor, and a large ballroom at
the back. On the next floor were thes
club rooms proper; the third floor was
occupied by a fully equipped bijou
theatre, where dramatic performances,
lectures, ' concerts, ‘étc., could be held
and instruction given in the elements
of art, music and elocution. The rents
accruing from these premises amount-
ed to abeut $3,000 annually. The club-
was* organized in 1894. It had steadily
grown in influence and numbers, till
to-day there remained only $11,000 of
the debt on the property, although it
cost $50,000.

There was also’ in connection with
the club a croche, where small babies
and children of working mothers aiec
cared for daily. She also described a
visit te the juvenile court of Judge
Lindsay. In her opinion this offered
the most satisfactory solution of the
problem of dealing with juvenile of-
fenders.

A letter was received from Mrs,
Cummins, of thée executive of the Na-
tion Council, regarding the arrange-
ments for the quinquiennial meeting of
the -association to. be held in 1909.
Especial stress was laid in the letter on
the fact that the National Council was
about to a.ppoint committees to support
the anti - tuberculosis movement
throughout the Dominion, and to co-
operate Wwith other societies for the
suppression 'of the dread disease.

Preparation ‘For Attacks inthe Russian
Capital.

St. Petersburg, April 9.—The atten-
tion of the government has been called
to ‘the fact that thousands of Jewish
families in the southern provinces of
Russia are selling their' homes and de-
parting in anticipation of wholesale
anti-Jewish riots at the Russian capi-
tal.

Charles Boyle, who left Dawson on
Decémber 5th last to go east where he
has spent the winter, will be a passen-
ger on the Princess May which leaves
for the north to-night. He has had
charge of the Boyle interests .in the
Boyle eoncession on the Klondike val-
ley opposite the mouth of Bear Creek,
where the Canadian-Klondike Mining
Company are- carrying on dredging
operations. Mr. Boyle will resume work
in the same capacity as soon as the
c¢reeks are free of ice.

“There will be an immense lot = of
work carried on in *the north this
year,” said Mr, Boyle to the Vancouver
News-Advertiser. “Five dredges will
be in operation on the Bonanza. Three
of these are’ owned by the Guggen-
heims, the others ‘being thosé of the
Lewes River Dredging and Mining and
the Bonanza Basin Mining Companies.

“The Guggenheims are preparing for a
tremendous amount of dredging and
hydraulic work., Amopng the more im-
portant of their undertakings will be
the three dredges they are installing on
Forty-Mile river.

have been landed at this port.

The withdrawal of the steamers
the Oceanic Steamship compan
the San Francisco service has some-
what upset the_plans of the U
Steamship company regarding their
vessels plying on the Victoria-Aus-
tralia route. It was decided at first to
lay off the Miowera for some months,
but in view of the increased traffic
consequent upon San Franciseans now
travelling to the Antipodes via Victo-
ria, it is likely that the plans regarding
the Miowera will be altered.

Instead of the Mioweéra going off the
run, the new plans of  the company,
should they materialize, include the
laying off of the Moana and her place
being taken by the Miowera. The
Moana is due to reach port this after-
noon and will probably bring with her
news of the company’s intentions.

In view of the increased traffic the
company is further endeavoring to se-
cure a new vessel ‘for the Victoria run.
It is probable that this steamer when
Secured will be a fast type of ve el,
and will be the forerunner of other
vessels establishing a fast mail service
between Victoria and Sydney.

Enquiries are flowing in to the local
offices of the C. P. R., the agents of
the Canadian-Australian line, from San
Francisco for passefiger accommeoda-
tion on vessels sailing from Victoria to
the Antipodes. Freight Hooked to Aus-
tralia from the Golden Gate is sent to
Vancouver, and from there shipped on
the liners. The passengers come on
the Pacific Steamship company’s ves-
sels, which during the last few trips
have carried a very long list. On board
the Moana, which is due to reach here
to-day, there are 40 passengers for
San Francisco, who, should they ar-
rive in time, will be carried south on
the steamer City of Topeka which sails
from the outer wharf to-night.

STATEMENT IN HOUSE
BY HON. MB. FIELDING

He Was Given Period of Service
Which Entitled Him to Full
Pension.

Ottawa, April 8.—In the House to-
day Cdl.»Sam Hughes asked for details
of Lord Alymer's retiremnet.

Hon. ‘'W. 8. Fielding said that in the
absence of the minister of militia he
could only give facts from the records.
Lord Alymer, who formerly held the
position of Adjutant-General, and was
in receipt of a salary of $3,200, was on
November 1st, 1904, appointed to the
position of inspector general at a sal-
ary of $6,000. An order-in-council
specified that the appointment was un-
til December 31st, 1906. The object ap-
peared to have been that he would
have that period of service which
would entitle him to retirement
on full pension. The order-in-council
making that arrangement was ap-
proved by Lord Alymer, which in the
absence of official information would
indicate that he had been consulted
and that the arrangement was to his
satisfaction. Subsequently, to suit the
convenience of the department, his
term of service was extended until the
department could appoint a successor
and Lord Alymer was retired with the
rank of major-general and a pension
of $4,300 per annum. The facts were
shown by the records of the department
and was all the information he could
give his honorable friend.

UTTLE STEAMER
HAS ROUGH TRIP

10 ESTABLISH
AID TO NAVIGATION

Beats About for Four Days Before
Effecting a Landing on Egg
Island.

After a voyage during which excep-
tionally rough weather was encounter-
ed, the little steamer Cascade, with
Captain Gaudin, of the marine and
fisheries department on board. reached
11 p. m. Monday. The
object of the trip was to land men at
Egg Island for the purpose of estab-
lishing a. fog alarm there.

The Cascade left Vancouver on the
29th of March. She made Egg Island
on the 1st of April, but as mountain-
ous seas were running it was impos-
sible to land. The weather became SO,
rough that the little vessel had to put
into Cascade Bay at Pine Island for
shelter. On the following day the ves-
sel put out again and made as far as
Takush. Between the dates of the
second and fifth the Cascade was beat-
ing about Egg Island trying to effect
a ‘landing but without avail High
seas and continuous gales prevailed
and it was not until the 6th inst. that
the Cascade was finally able to come to
anchor at Egg Island.

There she landed Mr. Robertson and
two men for the purpose of establish-
ing a fog alarm. A light has been in
operation since the 1st-inst. and as
soon as the plant is established the fog
alarm will be in operation. Stores were
also landed at that peint. On the re-
turn voyage the balance of the ma-
terial which the Cascade carried was
landed at Pine 1Island, the weather
having considerably moderated by
this time.

On Sunday afternoon the Cascade
left Vancouver for Victoria. Shortly
after leaving a strong south-easterly
gale arose and again the little vessel
had to run for shelter. For some time
che lay-in over Xelp Bar before she
could proceed. Continuing her voyage,
she saw the Quadra lying at anchor
near Port Agusta, Comox. The wvessel
was waiting for favorable weather be-
fore proceeding on her work in carry-
ing supplies to the various lighthouses
in northern waters.

FORMER PRESIDENT SLAIN,

Gen. Barrillas Assassinated by Youth
in Street TCar in City of Mexico;

City of Mexico, April 8.—Gen. Man-
uel Barrillas, former president of
Guatemala, was assassinated here last
evening as he sat in a street car. The
car stopped, a young man, about 17
years old, climb®d aboard and rushing
to the general stabbed him twice, ithe
first blow severing the juglar vein, the
second cutting his face. The general
died instantly.

The assassin was captured. He gave
his name as Jose Estrada and his home
as Ocos, Guatemala.

Ex-President Barrillas was generally
considered as strongly opposed to the
present government of Guatemala, He
was 62 years old and was a strong pos-
sibility for the next presidency of the
country.

Members of the Guatemalan colony
here think Estrada was a paid assassin.

AGAIN IN SESSION.
Imperial Parliament Reassembles After
the Easter Recess.

London, April 8.—Parliament reassem-
bled to-day after the Easter recess. The
second stage of the session finds the gov-
ernment confronted with a formidable
programme of work; but Premier Camp-
bell Bannerman intends to press the new
procedure scheme, by which much pre-
liminary work will be sent to the new
standing committee.

The British royal yacht Victoria
and Albert, escorted by warships, was
sighted later in the day, and King Al-
fonso went out to meet King Edward and
Queen Alexandra. The royal visitors
were accorded a magnificent reception en
thin arrival.

Madrid, April 8.—The Official Gazette
to-day published a royal decree appointing
King Edward an honorary captain-gen-
eral in the Spanish army.

BOY KILLED BY EXPLOSION.

A serious accident, attended with fatal
results, occurred on Friday at Revelstoke,
when two Italian boys received severe in-"'
juries from the explosion of a signalling
torpedo, one succumbing almost immedi-
ately. It appears that the boys had been
playing with the torpedoes, which had
been left lying near the railway track, by
throwing stones and pieces of rock ag
them to cause them to explode. The de-
ceased had approached too near when a
torpedo suddenly exploded, hurling the
metal cup and several pieces of rock evi-
dently against the boys, killing one in-
stantly and severely injuring the other.
The deceased lad had, among other in-
juries, received a severe blow over the
region of the heart, which caused his
death.

“have nothing but labor to sell to scoff
l‘ at the very idea.

| market. But while that is quite true,
ithere is an important economic fact

| to which the proposition must be con-
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tals, and in'this sefice ‘we do not object,

sidered as.subject: that the prices ob-
tainable in the open market for the
goods a producer has to dispose of
must determine effectively the maxi-
mum scale of wages such producer can
afford to pay. -The effect of this inex-
orable law is already noticeable in the
agricultural districts of this province.
When a considerable number of farm-
ers announce that they have been com-
pelled to discharge their help and limit
their operations or their enterprise to
the. extent warranted by such labor as

‘can be supplied by their own families,

reasonable to conclude that
there is a scarcity of labor as far as
the agricultural industry is concerned.
It may be said that agriculturists
should advances prices, thus bringing
them in accord with the labor values
any particular line of produce repre-
sents. But in the majority of cases the
standard of values is fixed and main-
tained by circumstances the producers
of the province cannot control. There
is competition from outside sources, as
there must always be, and which it ig
perhaps just as well for the consumer
that there always shall be. Conse-
quently, from whatever point of view
we regard the labor question, there
can .be no doubt whatever that there
is a strong demand for more help: in
the agricultural industry at least, and
that all domestic servants that may be
brought in through arrangements with
the officers of the Salvation Army
would readily find remunerative em-
ployment. While there can be no ques-
tion that the best kind of labor that can
be secured in any country such as
British Columbia is the labor that
comes of its own accord and upon its
own resources, it is still to be consider-
ed that the help that is urgently need-
ed here and without which we cannot
progress in accordance with the magni-
tude of our natural opportunities is the
labor that is never in the enjoyment
of werdly circumstances in which the
expense of a journey of thousands of
miles can be considered for a moment.
The labor we need in British Columbia,
which is of course exclusively white
labor, must be wholly or partially as-
sisted . if it is going to get here at all
in the quantities required.

Writers more anxious to draw a
moral and to make a point against the
class from which Schmitz and Ruef are
said to be drawn claim that a few
years ago San Francisco was one of
the model cities of the United States
in her municipal organization. They
say it was only after the so-called la-
bor element gained control that the
genius for graft manifested itself to a
glaring extent. We must beg to ex-
press our doubts in regard to the ac-
curacy of that view of the matter. It
is scarcely conceivable that the spirit
of plunder and the machinery under
which the system was operated could
have been created and perfected with-
in the compass of the term of Schmitz
and Ruef. We are not by any means
disposed to concede that thé govern-
ment of San Francisco from the days
of Kearney down has always been a
model of virtue and cleanliness. But,
be that as it may, to hold the labor
element absolutely responsible for the
grafting operations of Schmitz and
Ruef does not seem to be altogether
just. That the working men of San
Francisco were made tools of by these
two ‘“‘slim” confidence men of unspeak-
able audacity there can be no doubt.
At the same time, a majority of the
other elements. of the population were
also deceived; while the element of the
people occpying the other social ex-
treme, the trust magnates (whether
railway proprietors or prize fight
operators) conspired with the two
bosses of foreign origin to “do”
citizens generally. So that it is not
one class alone upon whom the blame
for the sordid works of the San Fran-
cisco couple be cast. It was
simply a case of the majority of the
people being made tools of by the po-
litical bosses on one side of the'scales
for the benefit of the trust magnates
on the other side. When the two ele-
ments concerned are weighed in the
balances we are not sure which ought
to be shouldered with the greater de-
gree of guilt.

The question of principal import-
ance from the point of view of the peo-
ple is that neither of the guilty par-
ties will be adequately punished for
their criminal acts. And the probabil-

ity is that what the ‘corporations have
gained through their partnership with
Messrs. Schmitz and Ruef. they will
hold, while the mayor and his lieuten-
ant will be shorn of at least a part of
their spoils.

Times are prosperous and wages are
high in that country, but there have
been strikes of street railway em-=-
ployeeg, of domestic servants and of
slaughter house workers. The last has
been the cause of great loss, owing to
the congestion of stock in the sheep
pens and its consequent deterioration.
To evade the penalties of the Arbitra-
tion Act, the strikers at Wellington
claimed that they had abandoned their
unions and were acting as individuals.
The Arbitration Court refused to
recognize the plea, and imposed a fine
on the first .men to cease work, but
without putting a.check to the strike
movement, which became general
Strangely enough, the present strikes
are described ‘“‘as symptomatic of a
deep-seated discontent among the
unionists, many of whom are now ad-
vocating profit-sharing in preference to
the fixing of Wigeés by the Arbitration
Court.” “Unioniilm, however, can point
to a splendid V‘_'}cfory gained by the
Wellington domestic servants, who re-
cently formed a union under the Arbi-
tration Act, and immediately struck.
They won their case, and ‘1,000 mis-
tressés are now likely to be haled be-
fore the Arbitration Court.” The ser-
vants’ demands. included ‘‘preference
for unionists, 1s. an hour for all work
on holidays, work on Mondays, Tues-
days, Fridays and Saturdays to cease
at 7:30 p.m.; on Thursdays and Sundays
at 2 pm., and on Wednesdays at 10
p.m.; all domestics to be home by 10
p.m., except on Thursday, when they
may stay out till midnight.”’ This is
like the fat man on the Rhine, who,
asked when he was accustomed to
dine, replied, ‘‘At eleven, three, four,
five, and seven, six, eight, and a quar-
ter to nine.”

Twenty years ago the question was
raised of a second university in Den-
mark, to be established at Aarhuus,
the capital of Jutland. This proposal
for a new university equal to that ex-
isting in Copenhagen has now taken
tangible form, and at a meeting held
in Copenhagen, it was advocated by
men in the front rank of the scientific
world and by others on political
grounds. At first it may seem odd that
a nation with a population of less than
three millions should desire to have
two universities, like Sweden, with
nearly double the number of inhabi-
tants. But for many years there has
been a movement in the Jutiand Pen-
insula tending to separation from the
islands with their centre: of culture in
Copenhagen. The difference between
these two halves of the Danish King-
dom is illustrated by the simple fact
that the differences between the dia-
lects of the west Jutland peasants and
the inhabitants of Copenhagen are as
great as those between the speech of
the latter and other Scandinavian peo-
ples. Sympathy with the new univer-
sity idea is great, but a bill can hard-
ly be laid before the present Parlia-
ment. It is very doubtful whether the
ministry of M. Christensen as at pres-
ent constituted will be in power next
autumn.

THOUSANDS OF
DEATHS INRUSSIA

DISEASE ADDS T0
HORRORS OF FAMINE

Twenty Million People Cannot Live
To See Another Harvest
Without Aid.

London, April 10.—Dr. Kennard, com-
missioner of the Society of Friends, who
was sent to investigate the Russian
famine, writing from Samara on April
3rd, says:

“There are twenty million people dis-
tributed in the southeastern provinces of
Russia who cannot live to see another
harvest without aid.”

In Samara, he adds, thousands -are dy-
ing, and 750,000 are starving. Of the latter
only 372,000 are getting relief, one meal in
twenty-four hours. As a meal is only two
pounds of bread and a bowl of soup, this,
according to the commissioner, means
dying by degrees. Even this meagre dole,
in countless instances, is divided among
many mouths. There are only sufficient
funds on hand to last until May first,
whereas money will be needed until the
end of July, when the harvest will bring
relief.

The commissioner especially appeals for
canned milk. He says there are three
hundred thousand children in Samara
province who have no milk, and who are
forced to eat coarse bread made of acorns,
powdered wood and cucumbers, resulting
in thousands of deaths and much disease.

In conclusion the commissioner appeals
to the Anglo-Saxons for $2,250,000 to save
twenty millions of human beings, who are
lying lingering deaths from starvation.

ACTIONS UNDER THE
LORD’S DAY ACT

Railway Companies Accused of
Violating Law---Tour of Amer-
ican Magazine Writers.

Toronto, April 10.—Attorney-General
Foy has granted fiats in order that ac-
tions may be brought against the G. T.
R. and C, P. R. for violation of the pro-
visions of the Lord's Day Act. Officers
of the Lord’s Day Alliance have been
made acquainted with this faet and
County Crown Attorney Drayton has be-
gun the preparation of the cases to be
submitted to the courts. The questions
submitted to the Attorney-General were
whether repair work in the shops of rail-
ways was permissible, if shurting during
hours prohibited iA the act was to be per-
mitted, and' needless ‘Sunday traffic in
freight.

DPomestic Help Needed.

Toronto, April 10.—Toronto housekeepers
now meet the immigrant trains to secure
domestic help. Heretofore the girl ar-
rivals have been promptly transferred to
the home on Wellesley street, where Miss
Fitzgibbon superintended their allotment.
During the past few .days, however, the
far-seeing ladies have planned a first
selection at the point of arfrival, and it is
not uncommon to find them hurrying in
to secure early choices. Not only so, but
every now and then a carriage drives up
to the entrance, and, if the applicant is
successful the maid is borne off in tri-
umph.

Will Tour West.

Winnipeg, April 10.—Representatives of
several of the best American magazines
arrived in the city to-day and will go
through to Edmonton in the interests of
their various publications. The vigitors
are brought to Canada under the auspices
of the Western Canada Immigration As-
sociation, and. will spend about a month
in the country. In the party are C. D.
Buckley, of Chicago, representing Every-
body’s; W. 8. Bird, of Chicago, represent-
ing the Review of Reviews; H. P. Rug-
gles, of Chicago, representing Pearson's;
John C. Redington, of Chicago, represent-
ing the World's Work; T. H. Blodgett, of
Chicago, representing OQuting. In addi-
tin t othese journalists, I. Van Nerman,
of the Review of Reviews, James Creel-
man and J. Mitchell Chapple, of the Na-
tional, are on their way West and will
join the travellers between this city and
Calgary. Geo. J. Bailey, of Cieveland,
Ohio, is also with the party, and is acting
as director of the trip, working in con-
junction with the Western Canada Immi-
gration Association. The visitors will be
in ‘town for several days and will go
West over the C. P. R. to Calgary, north
to Edmonton and back to Winnipeg.

Inveramsay in Distress--Saved By |

Whaler St. Lawrence Brought to
Schooner Cove.

(From Thursday’'s Daily.)

A telegram received from Claguo-
quot this afternoon states that the
whaling steamer St. Lawrence of the
Pacific. Whaling Company yesterday
picked up the British barque Inver-
amsay, which was in distress off the
coast, and towed her into safety to
Schooner Cove, near Clayoquot. She is

now lying moored there, and it is not |

yvet known if she is in any way dam-
aged.

The Inveramsay, Captain Dalrymple, |

is a British barque of 1,321 tons. She
left Glasgow on the 29th of August last
bound for Port Townsend via Honolulu.
She left Honolulu for this coast on the
13th of March, and has been expected
at Port Townsend for some days past.

This is the second vessel rescued by
the whalers of the Pacific Whaling
Company during the last few weeks.
The first was the barque St. James,
which was towed into safety by the
whaler Orion. It is not improbable that
both of these ships would have been
totally wrecked had it not been for the
timely assistance of the whaling steam-
ers which are continually patrolling the
coast,

THE THAW CASE.

Judge Fitzgerald’s Charge to the Jury—
Adverse to the Defendant.

New York, April 10.—Harry Kendall
Thaw’s fate is in the hands of the jury.
The trial, which has been in progress
since January 23rd, came to this stage at
5.17 o’clock this afternoon, when the
twelve men who are to pass upon the
guilt or innocence of Stanford Wunite's
slayer retired to deliberate upon the ver-
dict. The general impression prevailed
then that a decision would be reached be-
fore morning.

In the life of Harry Thaw this day will
g0 down as the most trying he has ever
experienced. From the opening of court
until the jury retired, the fates dealt un-
mercifully with him. In the district at-
torney’s final argument and throughout
the judge's charge, Thaw had to listen to
a scathing attack upon his wild life, and
to a narrative of hard facts which strip-
ped his deeds of the halo of chivalrie
glory which his own attorney placed over
them.

The judge’s charge, lasting over - an
hour, was a careful and concise outline
of the law, and informed the jury of its
right of rendering any one of the follow-
ing verdicts: Murder in the first degree;
murder in the second degree; manslaugh-
ter in the first degree; or not guilty on
the ground of insamity. The statute gov-
erning the plea of insanity was defined
clearly, much stress being laid on the
fact that an irresistible desire to kill has
no place in the law.

The judge also informed the jury that
an illusion, unless the illusion might re-
sult in the injury of the man suffering it,
could not be accepted as an excuse. Al-
together the charge, while it consisted
principally of a complete explanation of
the law, was considered by those who
have followed the trial adverse to the de-
fendant. This fact was indicated by ex-
ceptions which the attorneys for the de-
fendant took because the judge failed to
include any of their prayers.

Thaw was very much depressed by the
judge’'s words, and could not suppress his
feelings. He left the court room deject-

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SEAL CATCHES'
OFF THE HORN

LARGE NUMBER OF
SKINS ARE TAKEN

The Law Relating to Sealing in the
Waters of the Republic of
Uruguay.

(From Thursday’s Daily.)

The seal hunting off Cape Horn has
been exceptionally good during the past
two months. Captain Sprott Balcom
of this city has received re})orts of the
season’s activity from Port Stanley,
where the vessels had put in to refit
for further hunting. The two vessels
owned by the captain have been re-
sponsible for large catches; the Agnes
G. Donohue, in the command of Cap-
tain H. Balcom, has taken 1,400 skins,
which is nearly a record catch for two
months‘ hunting. The Beatrice L.
Corkum, Captain Lablanc, has made a

catch of 1,200,

Among the other vessels engaged in
the sealing industry off Cape Horn is
the Edith.R. Balcom, Captain Baker,
owned by the Victoria Sealing Com-
pany. . This vessel took 850 skins. The
two other vessels which- made up the
Cape Horn fleet took 1,250 skins between
them, namely, the E. B. Marvin, 850,
and the Alice Gertrude, 550.

Great indignation has been felt in
local quarters over the treatment of
Canadian sealers engaged in Uruguay-
an waters. Imprisoned sealers have
after release told gruesome stories of
their treatment, some to the effect that
they have been herded with the vilest
of malefactors. A translation of the
law of the Uruguayan government wit}
regard to the sealing in territorial
wagers has been .secured by the. local
customs authorities, and reads as fol-~
lows:

The Senate and House of Representa-
tives of the Oriental Republic of Uru-
guay, united in general assembly, etc.,
hereby decree ag follows:

Article 1. Every person. who, without
permission of the state,.fishes or hunts
seals or amphibia in the continental or
insular territory of the republic, or in its:
jurisdictional waters, shall suffer punish-
ment of nine to twelve months” imprison-
ment.

Art. 2. There shall be considered as cir-
cumstances aggravating the offence de-
fined and penalized 7in" the previous ar-
ticle:

(a) The employment in the fishing of
steam yessels, fire-arms or explosives.

(b) Having effected the fishing or hunt-
ing outside the period comprised between
the 15th May and the 15th October.

(c), When the value of the hunting or
fishing realized exceeds $500,

Art, 3. The embarkatjons °utilized for
the perpetratlon of thé offence mentioned
in Article 1 shall be placed under pre-
ventive embargo (. e., detained), with all
their accessories, and in the case of con-
demnatory sentence shall be ,confiscated,
no matter who the owner. ¥

This disposition ‘shall: be applicable to
the cargo found in the’vessel, but this
may be restored if frém the trial it-is
shown to belong to a person neither crim-
inally nor civilly responible for the of-
fence.

Art. 4. Without awaiting the result of.
tire trial, the judge in the case shall
authorize the immediate sale at judicial
auction of those articles under preventive
embargo- of ditficult preservation (. e.,
liable §to deterioration), the result being
deposited according to the dispositions in
force, after deduction of the judicial
costs caused by the step.

Art. 5. In all cases referred to in Article
1, the formation of the summary d. e,
preparation of the case for the prosecu-
tion); shall correspond to the. judges of
instruction, and the decision thereon to
the criminal judge in turn.

Art. 6. The administrative authorities
shall carry out at the place of the event
the inquiries necessary to establish the
offence and its authors (i. e., they shall
collect the evidence), and these shall
serve as base for the summary to be
drawn up by the judges of instruction, as
soon:as it has been possible to report to
them the effence committed and to place
the supposed offenders at their disposal,
which should be done as soon as is per-
mitted by distance and the means of
transport and communication.

GRAND DUKE IN DANGER.

Attempt on the Life of the President of
Russian Council of Defence.

St. Petersburg, April 10.—It was an<
nounced to-day that another attempt on
the life of the Grand Duke Nicholas
Nicolaievitch, president of the council of
defence and second cousin of Emperor
Nicholas, has been foiled.

The Grand Duke. accompanied by his
brother, Beter - Nicholaievitch, was re-
turning from Tsarskoe Selo by train at 2
o’clock in the morning. When the train
reached Kuzmino, thirteen miles from St.
Petersburg, it was brought to a sudden
stop by a fusilade of shots from the
track side. A sentry was interrogated
and said he had seen four men hiding be-
hind an embankment and evidently await-
ing the coming of the train. He at once
began shooting, firing in all twelve shots.
The four men succeeded in getting away
uninjured.

T0 CARRY AMERICAN
AUSTRALIAN MAIl

Passengers and Freight From Anti-
»  podes for United States Com-
4 ing via Canada.

The TCanadian - Australian liner
Moana, which reached the outer wharf
yvesterday evening, brings news that
the question of mail communication be-
tween Australia and America is dis-
turbing the public mind in Australia.

| This has been caused by the Occeanig

steamship line withdrawing its ves-
sels which heretofore have carried-the
mails between San Francisco and Syd-
ney.

The withdrawal has meant that Aus-
tralia is cut off from direct communi-
cation with America. This change im-
plies that Australia’s direct steam com-
munication with the north American
continent is now with Victoria and
Canada, ingfead of the United States.
Although, as far as can be gathered,
no contract has been awarded up to the
present, it 1s understood that the Union
88. Company will carry the mails and
passengerg from Australia to America,
that they will be landed at Victoria,
and from here shipped over the line.

The ' question of communication be-
tween Australia and America has been
under, consideration by the federal
ministers- in ' the former country for
some time. It is understoqd fhat with-
in a_very short time a decision will be
forthcoming. In the meantime this de-
cision would seem to be a foregone
conclusjon, ags Mr. Chapman, the post-
master-general at Melbourne, is con-
sidering the desirability of improving
the Victoria-Sydney service by provid-
ing more rapid transit across the Pa-
cifie. The provision of a 16-knot
steamer would, it is estimated, reduce
the-time by fearly three days. The
journey now occupies 21 days, Figures
have also been drawn up showing that
mdils from Australia can be landed in
Great Britain, coming via Victoria, in
twenty-six and a half days, and in the
event of this project coming to- frui-
tion there is certain to be a large sub-
sidy forthcoming from the Imperial
parliament. This will mean that in all
probability 20-knot wessels will be plac-
ed on the Canadian-Australian route,
as well as-meaning a large increase in
the tonnage which enters and clears
from Victoria.

Both the Moana and the Alley liner
Pondo, which reached port yesterday,
carried on' board mail from Australia
for San Francisco and Seattle.

The first
few days out she experienced moder-
ate easterly winds and seas. On leav-
ing_Brisbane the wind continued from
the east as far as Suva. Sheortly after
leaving that port the vessel encounter-
ed strong .east-northeast winds, with
a lumpy sea and wind squalls. These
moderated on her arrival at Honolulu.
From that port fine weather prevailed
with fayoring breezes, until her arrival
at Victoria.

The cargo carried by the Moana in-
cluded 310 cases of onions, 3 cases of
arrowroot, 125 of meats, 13 of gum and
40 of honey.

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John Oliver Resumes the Debate Upon Budget
~Speech--The Premier in
Reply.

(From Tuesday's Daily.)

In the legislature yesterday
Oliver in a short speech subjected the
government to a severe criticism for
its reckless disregard of all statutory
ruleg. in providing for an expenditure
of $300,000 without the sanction of the
legislature.
lowing which will ganction anything
whigh the government may do, the es-
timatés will be put through with this
amé‘unt. The fact remains that the
government has taken -a step which
violates one of the most fundamental
prineiples. The government no longer
requires the sanction of parliament. It
expends money gs it sees fit, and then
trusts to a subservient following fta
acquiesce in the expenditure.

Mr. Oliver in a ready manner Tée
vealed many weak points in the speech
of the Minister of Finance, and gave
proof that thd member for Delta is still
a hard man to hoodwink.

THe anomalous position of the Pre-
mier in going to London to seek het-
ter terms, while at the same time he
was prepared to deal unfairly and with
injustice towards constituencies which
returned opposition members, was ably
handled by Mr. Oliver and followed up
by Parker Williams. /

The member for Delta refered to the
timBer policy of the government which
played into the hands of speculators.
He in a conclusive way showed that
the retyrns from timber were specula-
tive, the royalties representing the
actual cut of timber not being at all in
proportion to the amount derived for
licenses. @

The Premier’s reply was dmportant
only from the fact that he gave the
basig “of ‘the original agreement which
was to have been entered into with the
Salvation’ Army. This was to have
been the payment of $3 a head and as-
sistance to the refuge home. The Sal-
vation Army had not considered this
sufficient, and had dropped it. Other
negotiations were now in progress
looking to an arrangement being en-
tered into.

The Proceedings.

Prayers were read by Rev. W. Baugh
Allen,

A petition was presented by H.
Behnsen, signed by ‘about fifty resi-
dents of Victoria, praying that an
amendment to the Supreme Court Act
should be passed.

The premier moved that the orders
of the day be proceeded with and the
debate on the budget was continued.
John Oliver, who had adjourned the
debate on Thursday, proceeded with a
criticism of the government’s financial
policy.

John Oliver said that he was sorry
he could not congratulate the finance
minister on the budget speech. It had
not been as clear and concise as usual-
ly. The minister 'had not given a
clear insight into what had been done
with the finances of the province. In
two items alone the government was
out hundreds of thousands of dollars
in its estimate of receipts and the same
applied to the expenditure.

During the last elestoral campaign
the government boasted of the surplus
which had been secured. The elector-
ate was assured that there was ample
to be expended on the roads, streets
and bridges. The premier himself had
boasted of the surplus to be expended.
But the financial statement shows that
about $300,000 of this had already dis-
appeared. S

The increased revenue according to
the, minister under land and timber was
due to industrial activity of the prov-
ince. 'The increase in land sales, how-
ever, Mr. Oliver contended, was not due
to ‘this. It was due in the first place
to the speculative value given to areas
largely along the line of the Grand
Trunk Pacific. It was questionable
whether this was for the benefit of the
province. It might,have been a wise
thing for the government to have re-
served the sale of agricultural lands
for speculative purposes. It might
have been better to limit these sales
to those for aetual settlement.

Mr. Oliver referred to the attacks
which the membebs of the government
had made upon the policy of the Do-
minion government with regard to the
building of the Grand Trunk Pacific.
The premier had shown a disposition
to fear the opening up of the country
on account of the increased demands
which would be put on the local ad-
ministration for roads. But 2 glance
at the public accounts would show that
the revenues for the various districts
opened up in the past, were such as
to more than meet the demands upon
the treasury for increased public
works, etc.

In connection with the timber re-
ceipts, it would be seen that the in-
crease in the revenue was not due to
industrial development. In going into
the figures the royalties would be seen
to have increa¥ed only about $4,000, or
less than would have been expected
from the natural ingrease in popula-
tion. The increase in the amount de-
rived from licenses was about $96,000.
Phis showed that the increase in ' the
revenue was due to the disposal of
tlmber for speculative purposes. The
government had made a great mistake
when it took the course it did in dis-
posing of the timber resources of the
prvince.

The minister had shown that there
was an over expenditure of over $300,-
000/ this year. This surely was worthy
of explanation. All the explanation
offered by the minister was that it was
all right. If the government could ex-
pend $300,000 without authority from
the legislature, it might just as well
spend the whole $3,000,000, which was
only about ten times more, and not call
the House together.

Quoting from the statute, Mr. Oliver
contended that any over expenditure
must!be urgently required. He did not

It was further required by the statute
that as soon as the House met, the
government should bring down a state-
ment showing the amounts thus ex=-
pended. and the purpose to which

This- had not been complied with.
He felt that this was altogether wrong
and he proposed to protest against it.

The minister of filance took credit
for having come to an arrangement
by which intergst . was paid on the
money lying in the bank. The minis-
ter in reality took credit for extracting
sufficient money from the people to be
able to make a good showing in draw-
ing 3 per cent. interest on the money
lying in the bank.

The $1,000,000 loan of 1903, according
to the government at that time, was
necessary ‘to save the credit of the
province. Yet the government never |
had less than'$400,000 of .that million
dollars lying in the bank at 3 per cent.
The province paid 5 per cent. on it.
The finance minister had taken credit
for extracting taxes, etc. sufficient to
keep enough in the bank to meet the
had less than $400,000 of that million
dollar loan. This surely required no
marked ability.

Hoh. Mr. Tatlow assayed, to explain
this, but Mr. Oliver quickly turned it
back on him shofving that if the 5 per
cent. on $700,000 as he claimed was ob-
tained frem interest on moneys in the
bank there must have been $110,000
in the bank at 3 per cent.

Mr. Olivér contended that the min-
ister in his statement of having re-
duced the public debt was not stating
the position correctly. He claimed to |
have reduced the payment on the pub=
lic ‘debt by '$55,000, It appeared from
the public accounts that $100,000 and
$10,000 had been paid off in loans. Mr.
Oliver contended, however that the ac-
counts showed that $35,000 less was ap-
propriated for public debf instead of
$55,000, and the figures could show noth-
ing else.

In the matter of the public service,
there-was a large increase. If the ser-
vice was administered-as in some parts
he knew, there was no wonder that
there was a large increase,

He could eongratulate the govern-
ment upon taking steps to preserve the
forests from fire. .  The opposition had
long pressed for this. There had been
correspondence dealing with this sub-
ject between the Dominion and the
provincial government. Up to now |
there had been very little expended in |
preserving the forests. The estimate
was made that it would take about
5,600 years to exhaust the forests by
cutting at the rate of that last year.
It was true, therefore, that the great-
est enemy was fire. He would like the
minister to ascertain whether there
was good foundation for the statement
that when forests disappeared the same
kind of timber took its place. His ex-
perience and the result of his observa-
tion had been different to this and in-
ferior timbers followed the culling of
the Douglas fir. He thought the gov-
ernments should not place credit upon
the statement that there -were 280,000
square miles of forest in British Co-
lumbia. He did not think there was
anything like this amount.

The Premier had taken great credit
in connection with- the New Waest-
minster bridge. There was a feeling
rrevailing that the tolls for passenger
and vehicular traffic should be abolish-
ed. There were four toll collectors the
yvear round. A system of tickets was
used.. The tickets were sold by one toll
man and collected by another. In each
case there was an automatic register to
act as a check on these men and these
cost about $400 or $500. The paying of
these collectors and substitutes' amount-
ed to about $3,500 or 41 per cent of the
$8,000 collected. With other costs of
inspecting the books, etc., he felt satis-
fied that there was 50 per cent. of the
money collected swallowed up in the
cost of collecting. There was, there-
fore, annoying charges collected from
those using the bridge for the sake of
deriving about $4,000 for the revenues of
the province. There was no justifica-
tion at the present time for the govern-
ment paying about 50 per cent, of the
money collected in order to derive the
tolls. In 1904-05 his district had wot
$1,000 appropriated and a little over |
$500 expended on the wroads. In the |
year 1905-06 over $2,000 was appropriat- 1
ed and $168 spent on the roads, while
$338 was spent on the road superin-
tendent. This year there was an ap-
propriation of $1,100. He was not
going to make a cry about this. He
had been met on the hustings with the
representation that the appropriations |
were small because the member re-
turned was on the opposition side. The
people of the district were led to be-
lieve that if the government candidate
wasg returned, .there would be work
carried out which he felt would amount
to $250,000.

Mpr.- Oliver outlined the roads which |
were promised to be buiit if the gov- |
ernment was returned to power. |

The policy of the government in cut- |
ting off appropriation to districts cov-
ered by municipalities was calculated
to discourage incorporation,

The government policy, however,
seemed to be different towards muni- |
cipalities represented by government |
supporters than it was towards those;
which returned opposition members. ‘
Referring to Dewdney Mr. Oliver point-
ed out that Dewdney municipality had
found it advantageous to Yefuse to pay
its debts and go out of existence and |
come to the legislature for aid. Yet |
Dewdney was well dealt with, although |
for the greater part it was ineorporat- |
ed as municipalities. Richmond also |
largely compesed of incorporated muni-
cipalities got $35,000, although only $167
was expended on the roads of Delta.

If this was what the government call-
ed justice their consciences must be
very small. The Premier had,declared
on the.hustings that he would deal
justly with the constituencies. If the
Premier intended to continue this sys-
tem of discrimination against consti-
tuencies which returned opposition
members, the people of the province
would take a decided hand in the mat-
ter.

The duty devolved upon the govern-
ment, he felt, of bringing the attention
of settlers who had been found of great
benefit to other parts of Canada to the
openings in British Columbia for these.
This had been urged upon the govern-
ment by the opposition from time to
time. Yet little had been done to bring
these settlers in.

Dealing with the fruit industry ‘Mr.
Oliver said that there were complaints
that the work of inspection was not
carried out satisfactorily in all cases.
Complaints had been made that fruit
trees had been destroyed at the order
of the provincial Inspector without be-
ing unpacked for inspection.

Questioned by Hon. Mr. Tatlow Mr.
Oliver said that it had been represented
to him that .the provincial inspector
had had trees Adestroyed ® which ,6 had
passed the Dominion inspector, and the

| packages had not again Been reopened

for inspection. ¢ :

Hon. Mr. Tatlow'said that the trees
were not repacked after the Dominion
inspector made his examination before
being inspected by the provincial offi-
cer,

Mr.: Oliver said his information was
different to this. He contended that
there were complaints also that the
provinéial inspector did not repack
these trees properly after inspection,
and they reached: the planter in. poor
condition.

In closing Mr.' Oliver repeated his ap-
peal to the government to deal ‘justly
with the various constituencies.

The Premier Speaks.

Premier McBride said that the gov-
ernment had not treated constituencies
meanly or unfairly. The  estimates
were arranged as in the past with a
view to acting fairly towards all"parts.

Delta had in the days when it
was unorganized received generous
treatment Dy the province. Dewdney
was a large district. There were scat-
tered settlements which the govern-
ment sought to give the advantages of
trunk roads, etc. The returns from
timber, ete., to the provincial treasury
from Dewdney were very great.

He contended that he did not make
promises of great works for Delta. The
Conservative candidates also had been
very conservative in these promises.
(Laughter.)

On the question of the New West-
minster bridge, the Premiefr* said-that
the $300,000 expended ,on' the vehicular
portion of the bridge had been largely
for the benefit 'of the ..district, which
Mr. Oliver represented. It had been
found of great benefit, and ‘residents
had expressed their appreciation of it.

Mr. Oliver wanted to know if $300,000
had been the cost of the vehicular sec-
tion.

The Premier said he believed it would

province had endorsed the stand of the
government at that time as’ well as the
financiers, declaring it 'the best thing
that could be done.

The government had not been slow to
grapple with the immigration question.
The government had carried on nego-
tiations with the Salvation Army. The
men proposed to be brought out were
to be settlers not strike breakers as the
member of Newcastle seemed to fear
them to be. It had been proposed to
give $3 a head for each settler brought
to the province by the Salvation Army,
and- aid was to be given to a shelter
home at Vancouver, which would be a
distributing point. This had come to
npught, however, the Salvation Army
deciding that this aid would not be suf-
ficient to warrant the work.

New negotiations had been entered
into and were now in progress looking
to a new agreement.

The government had, howg\'or, in
other ways, tried to attract settlers to
the proyince. The bureau of informa-
tion wag being made use of for this|
purpose. The Premier said the Do-
minion government was aided by this
province in the way of immigration,
yet it had not received any benefits
from the Dominion expenditure because
the Dominion government gave its at-
tention to attracting settlers to the
prairie sections, and not to British Co-
lumbia. Amnother disadvantage to the
province in this work was that the
railway companies gave no reduction
in rates to immigrants coming to Brit-
ish Columbia. General Booth and the
Salvation Army had now been able to
secure a reduction of $12.50, and in-
stead of $52.50 from Montreal was able
to . get a quotation of $40.

The Timber Policy.

On the timber policy the Prémier
said that the government was now get-
ting a larger revenuée from the timber
resources. The government had vari-
ous suggestions before it looking to the
increasing of the returns.
sary’ thanges if found to be in the pub-
lic interest would be taken by the gov-
ernment. The Dominjon government
was not getting nearly the same re-
turng from the timber in the 40-mile
railway belt that the province was get-
ting from its timber lands.

Premier McBride paid a complintent
to the ability of the Minister of Fin-
ance, who, judging by the comments
made about him in eastern Canada,
was the most important Finance Min-
ister the province had ever had.

The condemnation by the fruit in-
spector of trees brought to British Co-
lymbia had led to very embarrassing
fituations, the Premier said. He cited
a case where Mr. Kellie, of the Okan-
agan, had ordered a . large shipment.
The ;Dominion inspector passed the
trees, but these were condemned by
the provincial inspector. The shipper
of the trees disputed the inspector’s
report, but the latter did not give way,
and the trees were destroyed. Mr.
Keéllie suffered a considerable loss, and
the ‘case was now /before the govern-
ment. The vigilance of the inspectors
would, however, result in benefit to
the province, as it would give good
fruit stock to British Columbia:

Parker Williams said he was anxious
to know, now that the Premier had in-
trodueed the:subject, whether there
was no attempt at sirike breakers be-
ing asked into thé province.

The government yesterday presented
the spectdcle of being. unprepared to
meet ‘the House with their bills. Tl}e
university endowment bill. was again
up for discussion in adjourned comm'll—
tee and the leader of the opposition
succeeded in putting the government
members in a most deplorable position.

Chas, Munro voiced the  feeling of
the majority of the members on both
sides .of the House when he implored
the government to take the bill into
consideration and before proceeding,
become sufficiently informed on the
subject matter of it to be able to tell
the House what was intended and what
the government intended to do.

The arrival of six o'clock was indeeed
welcome to the government, and the
minister of education gladly embraced
the opportunity thus afforded of get-
ting the ‘bill out of the House again"to
be caucused by the gpvernment side
and a line of policy agreed upon,

The premier’s change of front on the
bill was exposed by Mr. Macdonald.
The premier had last week assured the
House that fhe royalties from timber
and minerals would not go to the uni-
versity in arguing that the endowment
was really only the land value of the
2,000,000 acres. He is now, however,
satisfied that the timber royalties aris-
ing in connection with the lands will
go to the university, but the mineral
and coal royalties and taxes will go
with-the revenues of the province.

The father of the bill, Hon. F Car-
ter-Cotton, who according to the So-
cialist leader, is seeking ‘an honorary
degree of L. L. D. as a reward for the
putting through of - the measure, and
his assistant, Hon. H. E. Young, have
likewise changed front as shown by Mr.
Macdonald.

The bill is one of the most immature
pieces of legislation .which has prob-
ably ever been introduced into the
House and stamps the government as
weakness itself,

Dr. Kergin,” who opened the debate
on the budget on behalf of the opposi-
tiop, yesterday .made a splendid im-
pression in his maiden speech in the
House. He well advocated the claims
of the northern part of the province to
recognition and received a hearty ap-
plause as he sat down. His summary
of the situation in the statementfthat
Skeena was a little B. C. , having all
the resources’of the remainder of the
province was a very happy way of put-
ting forward his claim.

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TWELFTH WEEK |
OF THAW TRIAL

COMMISSIONERS’ REPORT

District Attorney Jerome Objects to
Dr. Hamilton Being Examined
and is Sustained.

New York, April 8.—When the Thaw
trial opened this morning it was be-
lieved that it had at last entered its
final week. Eleven weeks have already
been consumed in the trial. making it
the longest in the history of New
York’s criminal courts. Harry Thaw’s
family were already in court at an
early hour, and took the seats they
have occupled on all other occasions.
Evelyn Nesbit Thaw wore the familiar
blue suite with the black sailor hat,
which for several days replaced the
blue one trimmed with v s, which
she wore during the early days of the
trial. She sat next to the aisle, then
came Mrs. Wm. Thaw, the Countess of
Yarmouth, Edward Thaw, Mr. and Mrs.
George L. Carnegie and Josiah Thaw.

Justice Fitzgerald was a few minutes
late in taking the bench.

When he did so and before the jury
had been brought into the room, Dis-
trict Attorney Jerome arose and said
he would formally ask that the report
of the commission in lunacy which de-
clared Thaw sane be not confirmed. He
had no argument to offer.

Justice Fitzgerald in his quiet way
reached for the report, which lay on his
desk and - signed his name across it.
“The trial will proceed,” he ordered.

The jury then filed into the box, and
Harry Thaw was called to the bar.
Delphin- L. Delmas, counsel for the
defence, quietly asked the clerk to call
Dr. A. M. Hamflton, the alienist. Mr.
Delmas wanted to get from' Dr. Hamil-
ton the opinion thatiThaw was insane
when he shot and killed Stanford
White.

As soon as Dr. Hamilton was seated
in the witness chair, District Attorney
Jerome objected. He said Dr. Hamil-
ton should have been called as a wit-
ness by the defence in its direct case.

Justice Fitzgerald sustained the ob-
Jection.

After he had gone so far, Mr. Delmas
argued that Dr. Hamilton should be
allowed. to testify, for the reason fthat
District Attorney Jerome on the last
day of the trial said he would with-
draw his objection if Dr. Hamilton was
allowed to tell everything. “We accept
that offer,” said Mr. Delmas, “and
therefore we have the right to proceed
under the argument.”

Justice Fitzgerald upheld Mr. Jerome.
After a moment’'s consultation with
the other attorneys, Mr. Delmas said:
““The defence rests.”

‘““The people rests,” said Mr. Jerome.
Justice Fitzgerald then announced
that in view of the importance of the
case he thought it would be necessary
to keep the jury together until the
close of the trial. He therefore ordered
that the jury be confined under the
same conditions as existed at the be-
gininng of the trial. District Attorney
Jerome suggested that this would be
something of a hardship on the jury,
who had no notice of it. They should
be allowed to go untitl 2 o’clock in or-
der to arrange their affairs. This Justice
Fitzgerald agreed to, and a recess until
2 o'clock was qrdered.

Justice Fitzgerald asked the attor-
neys to submit to him in writing any
requests they might have to make as
to his charge to the jury.

Mr., Delmas announced that he would
begin his summing up to the jury at 2
o’clock.

Address to Jury.

New York, April 8,—Attorney Delphin
M. Delmas, the California advocate, be-
gan his long anticipated address to the
jury this afternoon, and after he had
spoken for more than two hours and a
half adjournment was taken until to-
mMorrow morning.

Declaring that he would not base his
plea upon the unwritten law, because his
¢lient found ample justification in the
written statutes of the state of New York,
Mr. Delmas made a striking appeal to
the sympathies of the jury, but so far as
he went to-day the subject of Thaw's
sanity or insanity at the time he com-
mitted the homicide was not even hinted
at. Mr. Delmas grounds his arguments
solely upon the story of Evelyn Nesbit
Thaw.

Delmas Sums Up For Defence.

New York, April 9.—Not since the
day when Evelyn Thaw gave to the
world the story of her life has the
court-room where the final scenes of
the Thaw trial are now being enacted
been so crowded as it was to-day. The
attraction was D. M. Delmas, the San
Francisco lawyer, who to-day continu-
ed his summing up for the defence.
Mr. Delmas began his final plea yester-
day afternoon and after speaking two
and a half hours his voice became so
husKy as to necessitate an adjourn-
ment. He was in good voice again
when the proceedings were resumed-to- |
day and at the outset promised to bée
even more effective in his heart rend-
ing plea than yesterday. The court-
room was packed and among them
were the Thaw family. When Mr. Del- |
mas arose to resume his argument he
told the jury he would endeavor to be
as brief as possible in order not-to tax
their patience and to relieve them of
their duty as speedily as consistent |
with the responsibilities resting upon
him. “When I am done,” said Mr. Del-
mas, “I shall give the fate of my |
client into your hands with every con-
fidence.” |

The state, Mr. Delmas said, had at- |

tempted to set the scene for the last |
act in the tragedy upon the flimsy |
basis of an affidavit dictated by )
felon, a man convicted of perjury.” |
Mr. Delmas quoted briefly from the |
speech of District Attorney Jerome
when Abraham Hummel was up for |
sentence at that time. *™Mr. Jerome |
urged a maximum penalty of the law
upon the ground that Hummel had |
been a menace to the community for
twenty years.

One of the most expeditious rescues
on record was accomplished by means
of the rocket apparatus and a life-line
from the top of the cliff. Two boat-
swain ehairs were got to work on the
cliff. Helpers ripped a cradle-sling,
and as quickly as the passengers were

i carried ashore they were as rapidly

hoisted to a position of safety beyond
the reach of the angry waves, which
were breaking furiously.

In this way 190 passengers and-crew |

were saved, the children being first

dealt with, then the women, next the |

old men, the invalids, married men, the
native crew, and English crew in the
order given, and finally the officers,

Captain Mills being the last to leave |
| the ill-fated ship. By 8 o’clock, so hard
had the rescuers worked, every soul /!

and the ship’s cat and a couple of
chimpanzees had been removed ashore,
leaving the Jebba a deserted wreck,
over which the waves were breaking in
sullen fury.

The vessel was awash all the time,
and an hour later, had the rescue been
deferred so long, there must have been
serious loss of life. There were a few
sprains and bruises sustained in the
course of the removal of the passeng-
ers ashore.

From the very first Captain Mills

acted with promptitude, and his re- |
sources and the seamanlike manner in |
| which his orders were given tended to |

restore the confidence of the passeng-
ers, and to maintain the steadiness and
discipline of his ¢rew, who behaved in
a manner worthy of the best traditions
of the British mercantile marine.

Some of the lady passengers, the
wives of returning missionaries and
visitors on their way homs from Grand
Canary, fainted, but the ship’s doctor
was well supported by the purser, the
chief steward, and the stewardesses,
and in brief space of time they had re-
covered from the temporary alarm with
which they had been affected. The be-
haviour of all can only be described as
magnificent.

Splendid Discipline.

Before the last man was hauled
ashore the Jebba was three-parts full
of water, and seeing that her cabins
and saloons were invaded by the seas
within three or four minutes of the
stranding, the discipline displayed vre-
dounds to the credit pf all concerned.

Thrilling éra\'ery.

From passengers who were on board |
the Jebba a story of the thrilling brav- |

ery of two Devonshire men, brothers,
named Hurrell, young sons of a widow
living at Hope Cove, Kingsbride, was

Special arrange-
ments were made by the White Star
line to provide hotel accommodation for
the ship-wrecked voyagers at Fal-
mouth, whence they were dispatched
to their homes at the earliest possible
moment.

One of the lady passengers said:

“I was in my bunk when I heard a
grating noise. We were told that the |
vessel was ashore. I rushed out, and |
could see the glimmer of the lighthouse
lights ahead. The crew responded to
the orders of the captain nobly. They
gave us lifebelts. © Hot coffee and other
warm food was brought to us, and the
liner’s. boats were then launched.

“We were let down over the side one
by one. It was terrible in the dark-
ness, and we had to wait for the life-

| boat to be hurled near the ship by the

seas before we could get on board. The |

| lifeboat crews worked bravely, but the

weather was awful’ The gentlemen op
board behaved nobly. When we were
being lowered over the liner’s side
they handed us blankets through the
port-holes to keep us warm.”

Rescuing the Children.

Another lady said the work of rescue
occupied some hours. The greatest task
was in carrying the infants down the
rope ladder. It was accomplished by
sailors, who took the infants in their
arms. One of the lifeboats was very
nearly upset in going to the tugs.

Another passenger said: “I turned
into my bunk, and was about to _cover
myself in a blanket when I was thrown
out, and I heard a crack of some sort.
I went on deck and found the Suevic
had stranded. There was no panic, the
women and children behaving bravely.
All the passengers had perfect confid-

| ence in the captain.”

Anything more inspiring than the
conduct of the captain could not well
be imagined. At the time the liner
struck he stood on the bridge, placidly
smoking a cigar, and issued his curt
directions with perfect calmness. The
example of the captain effected wond-
ers. The crew obeyed orders smartly,
and the passengers were soon quieted
when they were told that there was no
immediate-danger.

The authority
of the statute is unquestioned. It is now
law.

Petitions Urging Enforcement of Act
Have Been Signed By Many
Thousands

(From Tuesday’s Daily.)

To a representative of the Times Mr.
Rochester, western secretary of the
Lord’s Day Alliance, madec the following
statement as to the situation respecting |
the Sunaay law.

No further intimation of policy had
been made by the government and no
prosecutions ‘have taken place under the
act in this province. In the other pro-
vinces, Quebec excepted, the act is fully
recognized, and is being energetically en-
forced. Writing after the act had been
in force less than two weeks, Mr. Shearer |
said that 50,000 copies of American Sun- |
day papers had already been put out of |
circulation. He further stated that there
was a general disposition to comply with
the law on the part of employers of labor.
The express companies and the railway
news agencies had agreed to observe the
law.

The Attorney-General of Alberta has
sent a letter of instructions to every N.
W. M. P. station and every constable in
the province that every case of violation
of the statute of which notice is given
him and of which particulars are furnish-
ed will receive his immediate attention;
that he expects them to take all neces-
sary steps to prevent infringement of the
law, but wherever prosecution should be-
come necessary, he counts upon their
fidelity to duty to at once report the
same. These instructions are of special
interest from the fact that parts of the
province adjoining British Columbia have |
the same industrial interests.

So far as this province is concorned.\,
there has been a general arousing of at- |
tention to the question,’and those in favor |
of and those against the act have been
active. 2

There has been circulated a petition In
the name of religious liberty praying the
legislature not to pass any bill concern-
ing Sunday or the Lord’s Day, or any
other religious rite, ceremony or observ-
ance, ‘‘which would interfere with the

Majesty’s subjects.”

Whilst the Lord’s Day Alliance has not
been a party to this petition, the prayer
of the petition is nevertheless 'in harmony
with the attituderof the Alliance, express-
ed in its statement laid before the execu-
tive council with respect to pro\‘in(‘ialy
legislation, and is not against the Domin- |
ion Lord’s Day Act, because, not even by
the most extravagant interpretation can
this law be shown to reaquire any religi-
ous observance or to interfere in any de-
gree with religious liberty.

Another petition has been circulated,
addressed to the Attorney-General, ask-
ing that in the best interests of British
Columbia effect be not giver to the act
in this province. Of course, it is a mat-
ter of opinion what are the best interests
of British Columbia and how they would
be affected by this act. Those who ex-
press an opinion in this particrlar should
be familiar both with the act in question
and the industrial interests of the pro-
vince. As to the latter it is well to bear
in mind that the committee of parliament
having in charge this bill most exhaust-
ively considered all the industrial inter-
ests of every p}a.rt of the Dominion. As
to the former, if the expression of views
at public meetings and in correspondence
to the press are a guide, there are many
whose familiarity with the law is not such
as to lend much weight to their opinion.

A very strong endeavor has been made
by the mine owners of East and West
Kootenay and Southern Yale to secure
the non-enforcement of the law so far as
their industries are concerned. 8

It must not be overlooked that there
are special conditions incidental to these
industries which demand cor.sidera 'on.
This will be admitted by all. The Lord’s
Day Alliance has always admitted it,
and has been responsible for framing the
clause in the act permitting nécessary
work in the mines and smelters. But it is
possible that on the other hand too much
may be made of this. No one should
exact of the mine owners more than is |
demanded of other business men in rela-
tion to their business. Yet at the same
time, after the conditions of necessity
and ‘‘special circumstances” have been
met, why should the mine owner have a
liberty accorded him not permitted other
classes of business in the province? The
fears expressed by these men of injury to
their industries, of financial loss, of the
emigration of their men to the United
States, may all prove groundless. These
matters were all considered in parlia-
ment. The clauses permitting necessary
work were approved by the manufacturers
and producers of minerals, metals and
electric. power, represented at the
sions of committee in charge of the bill.
This act was not designed by parliament
to be inimical to the prosperity of any
class. Why not wait? Give the act a
fair trial; let it be administered consider-
ately, and if hardship is wrought surely
an amendment can be secured when the
time comes and the case is fully stated.

ney-General and the cabinet an estimate |

“I am too indignant to sign or get sign-
ed a petition to the Attorney-General of
British Columbia. Why does not the At-
torney-General do his duty? . . . . The |
Dominion government has the right to
make Sabbath laws, and any province, |
if it has any self-respect, will fall in and |
obey.”” Yet the petitions carry over 4,000
names, the majority of these being influ-
ential citizens—an expression of pubiic
sentiment that must be eminently satis-
factory to every thoughtful mind.

TAKE TWO PORTS.

Important Towns in Honduras Now -in |

the Hands of the Nicaraguans.

Mobile, Ala., April 8.—Puerto Cuerto,
one of the principal ports of Honduras,
is now in the hands of the Nicaraguans,
according to advices received here to-
day.

The information was received to-day by
the Thacker Steamship Company in a
telephone message from New Orleans,
which stated that a message had just
been received from Puerto Barrios to
that effect.

Advices received here to-day from Com-
mander Fullam, of the United States gun-
boat Marietta, say that Ceiba was taken
on April 3rd by the Nicaraguan armies
without a shot being fired. The Nicar-
aguan forces then left for Puerto Cortes
on board the gunboat Ometepe, a gaso-
line launch and a small gunboat. They
were preceded by the Marietta to protect
American interests. Cable advices re-
ceived here say that Puerto Cortes is
now in the hands of the Nicaraguans.

RAILWAY RATES.

John Oliver Proposes to Make an Effort
to Secure a Reduction.
(From Tuesday’s Daily.)

John Oliver’'s motion, asking that the
Dominion government and railway com-
mittee assist in securing for the province
of British Columbia better freight and
passenger rates, may be reached to-day.
The resolution of Mr. Oliver is self-ex-
planatory and is as follows:

‘““Whereas by section 11 of the Terms of
Union the government of the Dominion
undertook to secure the construction of a
line of railway to connect the seaboard
of British Columbia with the railway sys-
tem of Canada:

‘““And whereas large areas of public
lands belonging to the-province of British
Columbia have been conveyed to the De-
minion government in furtherance of the
said railway:

““And whereas the benefits to be derived
from the construction of the said railway
was one of the inducements which led
to the union of British Columbia with the
