Comparing the lot of Siberian exilos
with convicts in other &cuntries, Dr.
Howard remarked: “Tié:result of my
experience has been to show  that a
man’s tregtment is largely in his own
hands. After a convict's term of two
years’ imprisonment is over there is
nothing to prevent him, within three to
five years, of becoming—within certain
geographical limits—a free man. Jos-
cape from Saghalien is practically impos-'
sible. This holds good'in a general!
way, with very special exceptions. The
political exile or murderer in Saghal‘en
lives with-his family in a well built and
often pretty four-roomed house, with a
court yard, vestibule ‘and garden.”

“Is the island full of murderers?”

*The island -is populated ‘mostly - by
murderers or by persons guilty of simi-
lar- crimes. They work peaceably and
quietly on their farms and walk ahont
the streets to all appearances free men.
Go into the bureaun of prisons and yon
see men seated at rows of desks. 'The
general demeanor and appearance of the
place is not unlike what you would sce
in offices-in any part of the world, yet
each man is probably convicted of mur-
der. The Russian convicts, instead of
being a heavy charge on the resources of
the country, are a source of revenue.
Convic_t labor has added to the Russian
empire an island, the length of Enzland,
not an acre of which was previcusly
under cultivation and only the popula-
tion of Siberia by these people has mada
possible the ‘trans-Siberian railway, the
envy of the whole world.”

In conclusion Dr; Howard said: “The
main lesson to be drawn from this RYS-
tem is the absolute futility of punish-
ment for its sake alone. The first prin-
ciple taught is self-maintenance, convict
labor being productive of a net profit to
the state, so that, instead, as‘in Eng-
land, for instance, costing many 1ail-
lions, the state reaps an annual Tevenue,

| by putting in force organized forms of

industry suited to the ecapacity of the
respective criminals, By this means the
Siberian conviets do not losa 'all self-
respect, and often are:better fitted ihan
before to become useful mombess of so-
ciety. =+ In the English and some other
prison systems, the result is geaerally
the opposite. The result of a convict's
incarceratéon and the useless forms of
labor ‘which have been employed, often
only generates revenge, which renders
him an habitual criminal.”

More than half the value of land
in the district had been escapihg taxa-
tion; assessments had been made in vio-
lation of law, without proper publicity or
“inquiry, ‘carelessly. and recklessly; there
was a great injustice between the ass-
essment of land used for business pur-
poses and land used for residences by
the poor; land held for speculation was
assessed at less than 10 per cent. of its
true value:; and so on, and so’ on: Wash-
ington in fact, at that ‘time, had the usu-
al” complement = of ~ corrtipt = assessors,
wealthy tax dodgers, and all the other
delightful and varied accompaniments of
the typical modern American city.

THE LABORS OF GENIUS. :
Lope de Vega, the famioums Spanish
dramatist andipoetjiFived’ from' 1562 to
1635: Hisoliterdary work began when ha

J wasoahout: thirteen years old, and from

that time -until his death, a period of
sixty years, he poured forth an enorm-
ous quantity of plays, dramatic ecom-
positions of all kinds, poems of every
character, breathing every spirit, - frém
the strictest asceticism to the most un-
bridled license. Over 1800 plays were
credited to him, and the published col-
lection, comprising about 300, is con-
tained in twenty-eight velumes.

Petrarch lived seventy years. T'he
sonnets of Laura, the oanly productions.
by which he is new remembered, were
written within a period of twenty years.
during* which the intimacy continued.
Petrarch had been writing sonnets to
Laura  for about sixteen years when
the lady -fancied she diseovered Symp-
toms of a not unnatural weariness and
plaintively asked the poet, “Are yom
tired so soon?’ as though a matter of
sixteen years were a mere bagateile.

Bach lived sixty-five Years, from 1655
to 1750. In 1723 he was elected nu-
sical direetor of the St. Thomas schooi
m Leipsic, and there is reason to be-
lieve that all his great works were
written between that date and the time
of his blindness, mnot leng before his
death. Se¢ enormous is the mass eof
manuscript musie left by Bach that al-
though the Rach Society of Leipsic has
been- printing it for years, it is said
that 'the ‘quantiy still in manuseript
greatly exeeeds that which has been
printed.

Milton was born in 1608, and died in
1674. His first poem of note, “Qn the
Morning of Christ’'s Nativity,” was
written in 1629; the “Paradise Regain-
ed” was finished a short time before
his death. His literary labors covered
forty-five years. His greatest poem was
written by the band of an amanuensis.
and his most serious annoyance was the
petulance of his daughters, who somc-
times refused to write when he was in
the mood to compose.

Gothe 'was born in 1749, and died in
1832. MHis literary life began with the
composition of “Gotz von Berlichin-
ger,” in 1773, and ended with his death,
thus covering a period of fifty-nine
vears. His last three years were speut
in revising a complete edition of his
works for the printer. He was thus
enabled to round off and complete his lit-
erary fame in a manner more satisfac-
tory ‘than that of any other writer.

The natural life of Haydn was from
1782 to 1809. His first musical per-
formance of note was at the age of 20,
and from that time until his death his
industry was incessant. His artistic life
thus covered a period of fifty-seven
yeors., His works comprise 125 sym-
phonies, sixteen masses, two great ora-
tories and almost numberless. concer-
tos, duets, trios, quartets and quintets,
for various instruments. .

Aléxander “Dumas, or Dumas pere,
lived from 1803 to 1870. His literary
life began with the play “Henry III..”
in 1829, and his labors continued to kis
death, a perigd of forty-one years.

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Those Victorians who are anxious to
see a railway from the coast. to Koo-
tenay, who pelieve in giving prgvate cor-
porations nothing that should be preserv-
ed for the people, who believe that the
development of the west means much
from @ national as well as a local stam.i-
point, loudly applauded Hon. A. G. Blair
as he delivered a forty minute speech in
reply to an address from the _board of
trade yesterday afternoonm. His speech
was a most forcible one and §h0wed that
he is thorough-

ive to the importance of connectiol
gitil the Kootenay district. Lieut.-Col.,

- Domville, M.P., also delivered a short.

address in which he spoke glowingly of
what he saw i1n Kootenay, and promised
as a member of the Dominion house that
he would do everything in his power to
assist the development of this great dis-
trict. :

After a few introductory remarks
President Ker read the address which
was published in”the Times last even-
ing. Mr. Ker pointed out that Mr. Blair
had come to the province at the most
unfavorable season of the year, and all
he was sure, would give him a hearty
welcome should he make a feturn visit
during the summer months.

Hon. Mr. Blair in rising to reply was
warmlys applauded. He -expressed his
very great pleasure at having the oppor-
tunity ¢6 meet the citizens of Victoria,
even at the most unfavorable season of
the year, and to make their acquaint-
ance. He was pleased to view the city
aund the beautiful ‘country surrounding
it and to_have the chance to become ac-
quainted with the requirements of its
people..- Sinece visiting this grand pro-
vince he had become more firmly im-
pressed than ever 'with ' the' fact that
the government of Oanada ~had 'some
great questions to deal with, some prob-
lems of great meagnitude to solve. In
this immense country stretching from
the Atlantic 4o the Pacific, with its vari-
ety of condjtions, varjety ‘of climatie
¢onditions even, there was, much of es-
sential importance with which the min-
isters of the Crown should make them-
selves thoroughly acquainted before:un-
dertaking to formulate any policy con-
cerning them. ‘He availed himself as
soon as parliamentary duties and the
duties of his department would allow. of
the opportunity to come to this portion
of the Dominion &nd secure personal in-
formation regarding -its requirements.

Hon Mr. Blair ‘had read anewspaper
reports, had been ‘told by persons who
had visited the district. of thée wealth
of "Kootenay, "but he ha?{_ o apprecia-
tion-of its magnitude, of the wealth of
its mineral resources. - He would refrain
from conveying to his' friends in the
east an accurate description of what he
had seen lest they should suppose he
was indulging in the language of exag-
geration. But while Kootenay was in-
teresting and instructive to him, it
would have been pleasant to spend some
greater time in' Victoria -and ‘the neigh-
boring cities. His colleagues, however,
found themselves unable ‘to ‘visit Koo-
tenay, and he was sure the citizens of

Victoria would see the fairness and rea- |

sonableness of his conduct 'in giving‘h';s
spare time to that importan ‘district.
(Hear, hear.) He was pleased to know,

however, that the two other ministers |°

had spent considerable time in the dif-
ferent coast cities.

Mr. Blair before leaving Ottawa had
consulted with his colleagues and they
agreed with him that it was of the ut-
most importance to gather all possible
information so that the railway policy
of the government could be matured be-
fore meeting parliament. He confessed
that the question was a larger one than
he anticipated. The eastern journalists
and eastern people are alive to the im-
portance of constructing a railway to
Kootenay through the Crow’s Nest Pass,
but neither they nor he were aware that
there was any strong public opinion in
regard to the extension of that railway
to the coast. Even in XKootenay distriéet
he had heard much concerning the rail-
way from Lethbridge to Nelson, but it
was not until he came to the coast that
he found there was nearly as strong a
public sentiment in favor of the other
undertaking. (Hear, hear.) They - had
probably seen newspaper 6 reportg in
which he was credited with expressing
an opinion regarding the coast exten-
sion.  Such reports were mot accurate.
In none of the Kootenay addresses to
which he replied was there any reference
to this railway, and he.therefore was
not called upon to express any opinion.
The board of trade had referred to this
railway in strong terms in their address
and he certainly believed that the work
was entitled to the most careful consid-
cration. He had, however, refrained
from saying anything regarding what
the government would do in the matter
of the Crow’s Nest Pass railway, and
the citizens of Victoria would not expect
him to speak for the government regard-
ing the coast railway. The government
has yet no definite policy concerning any
railway and he could not express an op-
inion until he discussed the marfter with
his colleagues and the policy of the gov-
trnment is 1matured.

The citizens of the coast cities would,
however, have to more than impress him
with the impontance of this undertaking
—more than to convince the members: of
the government of its importance.  ‘They
must convince the people of the east.
After all, the members of parlisment
Tepresegt the people,.and theyy'must be
convinced that :tha” work is one ‘of -pub-:
lic importance before, they will .vote fhe
money to grant the neeessary assigtance.
The east i§“the centré of population and
has the greatest political influence, and
ItS representatives must be convineed
of the importance of building this road.

MOVING MANITOBA TOWNS.

The Dauphin railway has now been
completed one hundred miles north of
Gladstone. © This is sixteen miles be-
yond the town of Dauphin. According
to all reports the town is booming and
In & most peculiar manner. While the
road was being constructed the two' ri-
val towns Dauphin and Gartmore,
which ‘are four miles apart, made
strong bids for the line, each urging
’ghat it should receive the benefit of be-
ing the headquarters of the railway.
The contractors could not decide, so sar-
veyed a townsite ‘betweea the 1wo
towas, about an equal distanc: from
each. Their course Was 1o . sooner
learned than the inhabitants of both
towns made a rush for the new location.
Both Dauphin and Gartmore were
moved bodily to. the new town, which
will be known by the old name of Dau-
phin. The buildings were first moved on
rollers, but when snow came skids were
used and the houses were rushed over in
great haste. {-imany

The most peculiar parf of the whole
matter was that business -went. on while
the process of moving was in operation.
The Dauphin Hotel started on its two
mile journey on rollers, but the snow
covered the ground before it had gome
far and the rollers had to be replaced
by skids. This seriously delayed the
work and the journey lasted seven days.
During this time the business of the
house wasg thriving, rooms at a premium,
and - the  servants attended: to /-their
household duties as usnal. = Stores weze
moved ‘in the same way. A farmer
would overtake a  navigating sgrocery
store -and after tying his horse to 'it,
would go in and -make his purchases.
The horse ‘would follow the tow line and
-the two would part company. = When
one hotel was perambulating across the
prairie a railroad man stepped aboard o
have some light refreshments and left
his fur gauntlets on the bar. He did
not notice his loss for nearly an hour
and then had to walk a mile to overtake
the hotel. The English churches at
Gartmore and Lake Dauphin were
drawn together and made into one
church. What the congregations save
by requiring only one clergyman pays
the cost of transportation and joining.
The buildings are now in shape and for-
'ty of them are bunched together on the
townsite, which was put on the market
on October Tth.—Manitoba Liberal.

It affords the members of the Brt-
.ish Columbia Board of Trade great
pleasure In welcoming you upon th}s.

dress a memorandum of requirements
which was ' presented to the ‘Hon. J.
Israel Tarte and the Hon. L. H. Davyies
‘during their late visits, which covers
the most pressing needs coming wunder
the heads of different departments.

We desire to avail ourselves of the
opportunity now afforded us to place
before you as minister of railways ana
canals some important matters affeat-
ing this province at the present time.

Your visit has ‘no doubt ‘already en-
abled you to form an opinion, whichi we
cannot but conclude will be favorable,
‘of the vast mineral resources of. the
XKootenay district.

This board has learned with pleasurn
that such assistance will more than
likely be granted to the Crow’s Nest
Pass railway during the coming session
of parliament that will ensure its early
construction. The great benefit. this
will be to the Dominion is unquestion-
ed, and we would impress upon you
most- strongly the faet that in the opin-
Jdon of this board assistance of the Do-
minion towards the  constriction of a
“direct line to Kootenay from this coast
simultareously  with the Crow’s Nest
railway is of vital importance. ;

We call your attention to the ‘fact
that a large supply of English goods is
carried by the coast wholesalers, whicn
class of trade has hitherto. been sup-
plied from our cities, but it can now be
clearly seen th## the large houses of
Spokane, by importing the same kind
of goods direct by sailing vessel to the
Sound ports and thence to their city in
bond and delivering from bonded ware-
houses direct to Kootenay points, -a. séri-
ous competition has been established
through the advantages Spokane has in
supplying orders in a very much shorter
time than from here.

This is only one illustration of how
the coast cities are handicapped, and
the difficulty can enly be wirmounted
‘by & direet dine.of raitway which would:
bring not only the Kootenay country
in close touch with the coast cities, but
also the equally rich mineral as well
as agricultural country through which
the line would pass.

Such a line would also be the means
of bringing about the erection of smeit-
ers at the coast, the advantages of
wkich would be very great owing to

Sad Condition of Canadians Who Went
to ‘Brazil.

There will probably never be a 83c-
ond batch. of Canadian emigrants to
Brazil. ' The following ‘extracts from
letters .written by @ .respectdble: Mont-
real woman to her paremts and brother
and sister, on behalf of her husbind,
children and herself, will give an idea
of the state of things'that awaited the
trusting ereatures; who believed tlie fine
promises ‘of the agents:

“Dear Father wand Mother: I am
writing this letter to you on my bed on
the floor, in which I have been now for
four days, and little George is close 10
death’s door. To tell you the truth, we
are all nearly starving, for we cannot
get enough bread to eat, and as for but-
ter, we dare not think of it.. Dear
father, those papers we came Lo on
were mnothing but frauds. The British
consul is doing all he can for us, hat he
will“not send us back. Now, tither, if
you want to see the children and my-
self alive again you will try aad raise
two hundred dollars and sent it to us
to bring us home, I am sure you
would not see your dog lying me ‘I am:
‘Iying; and to 'seée ‘the children ' i: far
worse; and as for Jack, he is nearly off
his head what with being up all nizht
with the children and me, Dear Fa.her,
I know it is a great deal to ask youw'to
do, but we will surely . repay you, giv-
ing you the half of Jack’s wages till you
are fully paid. ‘Do not delay, but writa
by return post, for I am sure if I have
to stop here much longer I will surely
die. Try, father, all you know, :how,
for God’s sake. ' Jack is working at-T5
cents per day. Tea is $1.40 a pound;
potatoes, $1 a peck; bread, 15 cents a
pound; meat, 20 cents a pound; sugar,
20 cents. We have not tasted-potatoes
since we came here. HEverybody else is
in the same way, though some can stand
it better than others. Dear father and
mother; if you will send us the money,
we will be grateful all our lives.”

“Dear Sister and Brother: I am ia
in' bed, and a fine bed it is too. Jack
got my tick, and: got it filled with wood
shavings, and that is on the floor, " so
You can tell I-am well off. I wonld not
care for myself, however, only the:little
ones. are always crying for bread, and
poor. little Bill and Jim say they wish
they were home again with Auntie Et-
tie....Dear Bttie, I have no heart .to
tell you what I have gone through, ‘and
I sincerely trust you will never have to
o the same. The papers ‘we came out
¢n were -all a frdud!  We are just
starving, and that is all about it. Deag-
Ettie and Gegrge, do all in your power
to get us home  again. To thirk of
spending Christmas here—it sickens me.

. Will have Teams Next
i - Years

Considerable Interest Being Taken
in the Movement by Track
Athletes and Others.

A dispatch from Stanford University
to -the San Francisco Examiner says:
Undoubtedly this year will see the ad-
-dition of a mew intercollegiate sport to

the mastery. Lacrosse teams are being

'| organized both at Stanford and the Uni-

versity of California, and early in naxt
summer a game will be played between
the young teams, which it is hoped will
" win popularity for this form of sport
and give it a permanent place on the
coast.

The game has won a tolerably weil-
recognized position in Eastern colleges
and.a number of them put teams into
the field regularly, notably Harvard,
Princeton, Lehigh and Stevens In:
stitute of Techmnology. Though it never
attracted general attention and aroused
college enthusiasm as have footbal,
rowing and baseball, yet it is an admiz-
able game. and one of which those skijl-
ed in it are thoroughly devoted. The
élimatic conditions here are such as to
make it probable that lacrosse will
reach - a higher place in. popular fa-
vor-and ‘the esteem of the athletes of
Berkeley and Stanford than it has at-
tained to the East. There it can oniy
be played after the snows of winter and
the early spring rains have given way
to more propitious weather. By that
time athletic emergy must be concentra-
ted upom track athletics—baseball. Tow-
ing and tennis—aud lacrosse goes. :ioibe
wall in competition with its firmly es-
tablished rivals. But in California even
the first months of the second half of
the college year have enough pleasant
weather to admit of considerable pro-
gress in outdoor games, and long before
the ‘other sports have monopolized at
tention the Stanford and Berkeley uni-
vetsity .teams will be able to get into
condition and. meet in an intercollegi
ate contest. With the field to itself it
is bound to‘drouse the interest and .g-
cite the enthusiasm of the students of
the ' rival institutions. Further, its
popularity ‘among the athletes them-
selves seemd assured, because it will be
used as a ffieans of ‘preparation for oth-
er sports, ‘particularly for the track. In
deed, that 'is the prime, object of
the movement for lacrosse teams in tho
two universities.

Laerosse is a secondary. consideration
‘with them, the main thing “bemg th-
excellent preliminary training the game
fernishes sprinters and runners. But
the few devotees of lacrosse look be
yond that to the time when it will have
won a place of its own and will be
played for its own sake. Meanwhil»
they iare glad that the conditions seem
80- favorable for the transplanting of
thf:l Canadian favorite to Californin
soil!

Lacrosse is Indian in origin, and later
it was taken up by the French-Cana
diansvand pamed by them from the re-
semblance of the hooked, netted stirk
uséd“to a bishop’s crozier, or crosse. ‘The
Britisb:' eolonists that followed the
French took it up with even more en-
thusiasm, and it has won the distine-
tion of being the national game of Can-
adg’ The National Lacrosse Associa-
tion of Canada was formed in 1867.
Not until 1882 was the United States
Intercollegiate ' Lacrosse:  Association
formed, “and it has never been on a
very solid footing,

At Stanford about eleven men hove
been practising somewhat. Twelve men
are required for a team, and an effort
willahe made ‘to get enough recruits
from“among the track men to put in the
field to play against each other. TIrack
Captain Charles 8. Dole is the only
man -at Stanford who has played la-
croase, -and it is mainly through his
efforts that interest has been aroused
in it. New sticks will be ordered at
once, and with the opgning of next
semester the men will begin’ practisingz
abcut three times & week under Cap-
tain' - Dole’s  * instruction. Profeéssor
Prank . ‘Angell ‘the - chairman of" the
Faculty Athletic Committee, is a 1la-
crcsse enthusiast, and is greatly in fa-
vor of its establishment as an interecl-
legiate spert.

When first proposed the Berkeley ath-
letes looked upon it with little favor;
thirking Stanford had a number of old
lacrosse plavers, but when they found
conditions were practically the
same they saw the advantages of the
plar and expressed their appproval of
it. Track Captain Everett Brown rc-
cently . visited Stanford to confer with
Captain Dole on the subject and it Is
now tolerably certain that teams from
Berkeley and Stanford will meet in
friendly rivalry some time in February
or March next- semester.

- Hon. Mr. Blair believes that
from a national standpoint everythdrg
4 government can prudently do should
be done in assisting the work of (e-
velopment. -~ He realized that the de-
partment of which he is head had a
great responsibility in this respect.

“A special from Rossland,” Mr. Blajp
credits you with stating “that the con-
ditions: were not.yet ripe for governs.
ment aid to a line through to the
coast?”’

\ “I stated nothing of the kind,” he re-
pled. I will, however, have an oppor
tupity of explaining my views fully at
the' Board of Trade meeting this aftcr-
noon.

The moment the eyes of England are p-
ened, the moment English capitalists
have assurances of the bona fides of the
distriet, there will be such a boom thers
that South Africa will simply be eclip-
sed. There is nothing in geological his-
tory that can be compared with the
mineralized rocks of Kootenay. Canada
has beer asleep, I presume, because of
the scarcity of her population, and the
great distance between Kootenay and
the populous centres.”

“Railways?’ said Col. Domville, ‘n
answer to @ question. “I speak for no-
body but myself in this matter. I be
lieve that the "country should be opencd
up as quickly as possible and by a high-
way that will afford speedy and cheap
ingress and ‘egress to the district, not
by a railway owned by a private com~
pany, with exclusive freight rates anl
run simply ‘as a. money-making institn-
tion. There should be no politics in
this matter. ' T cannot understand why,
you should have party politics here.
Your politics should be the developmant
of this wonderful province. But after
all T am a free trader for the develop-
ment of Kootenay. Let them get their
mining machinery where they like and
as cheaply as possible; let them buy
their supplies where they like. The dis-
trict is too valuable to be hampered by
trade restrictions. There is a home for
the hope of Canada, there is a place
that will give a living to many of those
Canadians whe left their country and
went to the United States. Open up
this district and we win many of them
back.”
