Manitoba and British
(Columbia had been taken in with the
understanding that their representation
should not be reduced, and the Maritime
provinces’ premiers want this provision
applied to them. Premier Peters states
that Hon, Mr. Fielding sympathized with
them and will do'all he can-tol kelp them,

If any agreement were to be-made with
the trust involving a financial arrange-
ment such agreement necessarily would
be subject to the approval of the House.

CASUALTIES ON RAILWAYS,

Bulletin Issued Giving Number Killed
ard Injured in United States in
Three Months,

‘Washington, July 27.—The interstate
commerce commission has issued a bul-
letin on collisions and derailments, of
trains and casualties to persons’ for
the three months -ending Mareh 31st,
1902, - According to this showing, the
number of- persons ‘killed in train acci-
dents was 212 and.injured 2,111, :

All accidents of other kinds, including
those sustained by emplcyees while at
work and by passengers in getting on or
off cars, bringing the total number up
to 813 killed and 9,959 injured.

During this period there were 1,220
collisions and 838 derailments, of which
221 collisions ‘and $4 derailments affect-
ed passenger trains, resulting in 41 fatal
accidents to passengers and 826 injured.
The damage to cars, engines and road-
way by these accidents amounted to
$1,914,258.

CAVE-IN AT ROSSLAND.

Superintendent Dunkle, of Le Roi Mine,
Killed—Narrow Escape of Two
Timber Men.

Rossland, July 27.—Louis A. Dunkle,
superintendent of the Le Iloi mine, was
instantly killed this morning by a cave-
in on the 6,000 foot level of the niine.
Two timber men, William L. McDonald
and Daniel Guun, were buried in the
same rock, but were extricated alive and
practically unhurt. "Their escape was
miraculous.

At an early hour this morning Dunkle
was on the sill fluor of the 700 foot
level with three men, while ‘a gang ‘of
fifteen men were doing similar work on
the twelfth floor; about twenty feet be-
low. While the trio was within the dan-
ger zone the floor gave way, and a
cataclysm of timbers and rocks buried
in upon them with a roar and a crash
that sounded through the mine work-
ings.

The mass was no lss than 168 feet
long and contained hundreds of thous-
ands of tons of material, the aggrega-
tion of years of work in the upper ievels.

| The men were about the centre of the

slide. Dunkle was caught in the ava-
lanche and crushed to death in the
twinkling of an eye.
Gunn escaped practically unhuct. When
it was seen that the timbers would stand
the weight, the otbers returned and
plans for a. rescue were immediately
formed.

Manager MacKenzie wag summoned
and shift bosses Joe Thorse and Fred
Whitman headed the relief party. They
set to work amidst the grinding mass,
not knowing what instant ‘another and
even moré disastrous avalanche would
occur. Manager MacKenzie discovered
a small aperture near the foot of the
slope, and' wormed his way in until he
heard a shout from the. céntre' of the
great mass. Stimulated by the knowl-
edge' that at least two of the men were
alive, the rescuers labored like mad men,
and three ‘and a half heuys afteér the
slide they took out McDenald and Gunn.

The men were pinned down by great
timbers, several ten-inch bolts requiring
to be sawed through at the imminent
risk of the rescuers’ lives. | Neither of
them was injured. Half an hour later
Mr. Dunkle’s body was discovered, but
twelve hours elapsed before: it could be
reached and released. - Death must have
been instantaneous, from the nature of
his wounds. 3

The late Louis- Dunkle was-a native
of Indiana, who had resided many years
in the West.

HMANY SHIPS SUNK

DURIKG TORNADG:

WINDSTORM ON THE
GULF OF CALIFORRIA

Several Lives Reported to Have Been
Lost- Buildicgs in Coast Citics
Destroyed.

San Francisco, July 29.—A special
from Tueson, Ariz., says that a tornado
visited the Gulf of California on Thurs-
day night, wrecking and damaging many
buildings in the coast cities. The wires
have been down and news of the dis-
aster has just been received.

At Guayamas five vessels in the bay
were dashed ashore and sunk. Two of
them, the Eil'Luela -and El Gravina,
were large steamers engaged in coast<
wisetrade. = The public buildings; con-
taining the offices of the harbor master
and collector of customs, was destroyed.
The residence of the English vice-gonsul
was unroofed and otherwise destroyed.
The municipal hall and city prison were
damaged. 'The streets of Guayamas in
many places were strewn with fallen
irees and wreckage. j

At Mazatlan, the Pomery Ruby, a
large passenger steamer, ~was gdriven
ashore and _sunk.

had been in progress for nearly three
months, There should be no assurance
than an increased number of companieg
operating in the Crow’s Nest would pre-
| vent the present condition of affairs,
The Crow’s Nest Company is doing
! everything that can possibly be done to
provide against any possible interrup-
, tion of the supply of the coal require-
' ments of British Columbia ‘within reach
of its mines from any cause whatever.
Mr. Rogers explained that the
Crow’s Nest -Company had mines at
Michel, 24 miles this side of Iernie,
where they had been pushing develop-
ment work for miore than a year past.

DISCRIMINATING RATES
FOR TRANSPORTATION

Favor United States Firms—Special
Commissioner Anderson Confers
With Board of Trade.

A special meeting of the board of
irade was- held this mgerring in order
to give local merchants an. opportunity
of conferring With George Anderson, the
special - commissioner appointed by the
Dominion government to inquire into
the conditions of the Yukon trade. A
number of members of the board spoke
on the causes which had led to the loss
of a portion of the trade, after which
Mr. Anderson explained the objects and
scope of his mission.

1. A. Munn was the first speaker. He
«qid that the greatest ditliculty in the
ay of the local merchants in carrying
on trade with the Yukon was in connec-
tion with transportation. The trade of
the lower river was practically in the
hands of one corporation, which did not
favor the Canadian merchants, The old
boom da were over; the richest gold
mines were worked out, amd the peo-
ple of the Yukon could not aftord to
pay the high prices for goods which had
ruled formerly.

General Gbbin said that  besides these
two' companies of the Fourth Reginient
he has ordered out the ‘entire 'Twelfth
and Eighth Regiments and the govern-
1aent troops. If he finds that the con-
Gitions here require it, he intends to' eall
out two batteries of artillery.

| nevertheless, much grieved to learn that-
there has been a serious breach ‘of the
law. I have repeatedly warned the min-
ers that the persons who violated. the
law were the worst enemies the strikers
could have, and I have directed our local
officers and committee to be constantly
on the alert for any breach of the peace.
Our efforts in this direction will. be..re-
doubled, and I trust that judgment will
be' withheld until -the responsibility of
the trouble at Shenandeah has been pro-
perly loeated.”

President Mitchell ‘received an official
communication at -1 a, m. from the dis-
trict headquarters of the United Mine
Workers at Shamokin, which states that
the. sitnation at Shenandoahis’ not as
bad as painted. Acecording to the'report
no one was killed and no one fatally in-
jdred.

Herce we find that. conscientious law-
yers—of whom there as many hon-
est, honorable men as in any
other business, no doubt—will not
advise their clients to go to law until
all other means of seitlement have fail-
©d. Hence we find the general opinion
of those who are outside the inner circle
to be that it is vastly more tolerable to
submit to injustice than =ttempt to gain
redress from an adversary through the
courts. It would be unfair to expect
a rvelatively greater degree of perfection
in the operations of the courts than in
any other human institution. But it is
not well that the popular feeling should
be as it is in regard to courts of law.
And it is well that judges should be in-
formed occasionally of what the people
are saying about them. The feeling to
which we have referred has manifested
itself in: New Zealand, we believe—and
probably, in. the Australian colony also,
as it is preparing to follow its southerm
sister’'s example—by the exclusion of
lawyers from, the courts for the seftle-
ment of labor disputes. We find a con-
servative, reliable paper like the New
York Times accusing supreme  court
judges of being too lazy to attend to
their work—of appearing to labor under
the strange delusion that the courts’
exist for the glorification of the judges,
and possibly to give them a little exer-
cise, to guard against their being afflict-
ed with the “tired feeling” that surely
goes with having too little to do—rather
than for the convenience anu well-being
of the people who have to bear the cost
of the maintenance of the cumbrous in-
stitutions.

Time alone can reveal
the spirit with which the Boers will
enter into the pact they have made with
their conquerors. Their affairs will be
directed by the Crown for a time—until
they have given proof of the loyalty
which they have expressed so loudly and
so-unanimously with their lips. It must
be that they are now thoroughly con-
vinced of the hopelessness of their as-

pirations in regard to South Africa.
They were led astray by ambitious
dreamers; they will surely now turn

in and quite themselves like the practical
men they are,. accepting gratefully the
fullest powers of self-government pos-
sessed by any people once they have
given proof of the honesty of their in-
tentions and the integrity of their pur-
poses. Then there is the question  of
tariffs to seftle, which Mr. Chamberlain
says will- require the advice of experts.
Does - this indieate that Great Britain
does not propose to permit nations which
maligned and libelled and cursed her and
wished her all manner of evil to enter
the markets of the possessions she con-
trols upon the same terms as her own
people? It would not be surprising, if

' she has.at last determined upon a course

which the world has done its worst to
force upon her.

The sgituation is a very interesting one
from the point of view of any subject of
His Majesty, whether he be a unionist
or an individualist. There are all kinds
of rumors in the atmosphere. It will be
some time before we shall know definite-
ly what has really been accomplished
at the Colonial conference. It will be
made known in actions of governments,
not in. words of individuals.

Dr, ‘McKechnie, of Nanaimo, -late-
ly told a reporter of the Montreal
Star that “the possibilities of British
Columbia are simply unlimited. Very
few Eastern people who have not visit-
ed the Pacific Coast have any idea of
what a rich heritage Canada has in this
province. It is simply teeming with
wealth of every description.” But the
doctor thinks politics in general in Brit-
ish Columbia are in a rather bad way.
“A minority, aided by another minor-
ity, neither of which stands a ghost of a
chance of ever becoming a majority,
overrides a strong opposition which real-
ly represents the opinions of the prov-
ince. - Business is being injured by po-
litical uncertainty and the country is
being held back. Capitalists, however,
have no. just grounds for timidity, for
there is no tendency towardsg repudia-
tion, and any company obtaining a fran-
chise need not fear that it will be tam-
pered with later on. However, the feel-
ing of ynrest is injuring the country and
a strong government on party lines, is,
in my opinion, the only .solution of the
difficylty. - No matter which side might
be victorious, the country would be bene-
fited by a strong government.”

OF THIS PROVIACE

INTERESTING REPORTS
READ LAST EVENING

Ths report of the committee on agri-
culture and a letter from Mr, Moberly
were then read by Mr. Best. The
former follows:

Mr. Chairman and Gentlemen:—The.com-
mittee appointed to gather information con-
cerning available arable land on Vancouver
1sland, submit the following report:

On consulting the British Columbia Year
Book, corrected to the year 1901, we find
the following facts and figures: There. are
lands available for colenization omn both
he eastern and western coasts of the
north end of Vancouver Island. In the
vicinity of Cape Scott there is a consider-
able area of meadow land, part: of which
has been set apart for a Danish settle-
ment. In that district vegetables of all
kinds, as well as small fruits, can be grown
without any difficulty, but there is too
much moisture for the successful cultivation
of grain crops. The district is especially
well adapted for dairying and stock rais-
ing, together with the development of the
deep sea fisheries of the adjacent waters.
In township 42, there is a considerable
area of open grass land, lightly ti.mberdd,
the soil being a sandy loam and in some
parts gravel. This township is situated in-
land ‘from Cape Scoft, and west of Cache
creek, on which stream -some .good land.
also exists. To the-south of Deép Bay, In
the same section, there is also a consider-
able area of open grass land, the ‘soil being
a rich loam of considerable depth. By
building a dyke six feet high for a short
distance, about 1,000 acres of first-class
land could be reclaimed in this district. In
a report of an exploratory survey of the
upper part of Vancouver Island, by Mr. J,
H. Gray, mention'is made of considerable
agricultural land in the vicinity of Klaanch
river and Anutz lake, -there being some
8,000 acres near the lake. Along Campbell
river there is some excellent land, while
in the Salmon river yalley there are about
1,000 acres to the mile of rivér valley, this
land being of the finest quality and well
gituated for farming purposes. It is esti-
mated that in this section of the Island
there are 35,000 acres in one block that are
available for settlement. About two-thirds
of this is river or “bottom’ lands. In
various townships suryeyed by Messrs.
Hawkins and Herman, at the upper end
of the Island, about 50,000 acres of arable
‘and was explored and the same amount of
pastoral land located. ¥

It was also estimated by these surveyors
that 100,000 acres of pastoral land existed
in that part of the Island, which they did
not include in their survey. The soil of
the district is described as a vegetable
loam from one to three feet deep, well
watered, and easy of access from the
coast. A further survey by the same per-
sons In the vieinity of Shushartie Bay,
showed some 13,000 acres of good agricul-
tural land and 143,000 acres suitable for
grazing purposes.

Surveys of a number of islands, inelud-
ing Mears and Floors, on the West Coast
(near Clayoquot) showed that some 50,000
acres, while on Graham Island, one of the
Queen Charlotte group, there are 15,000
acres fit for cultivation.

All of which is respectfully submitted.

Mr. Best supplemented the report by
estimating the total of the number of
acres in the report at 162,700. Allowing
one hundred acres for a farm, there
would be 1,627 farms, besides grazing
land. He then read the report from
Frank Moberly asg follows:

Mr. Chairman and Gentlemen:—The Vot-
ers’ League is moving along the right lines
in ‘taking up the gquestion of agriculture.
Thene is nothing 8o materially important
to a country as its agricultural interests,
and there is no portion of the continent
where agriculture seems to be earried on
in-"such a disjointed” sort of way as In
Dritirh Columbia, very little attempt being
made to meet the. requirements of  the
home market, as we impert from the Unit-
ed States:about a million dollars’ worth
of “‘farm .produce, in addition to. what is
brought® in - from 'the’ Hastern provinees;
made up of various items of produce,
which can all be raised here; easier and
cheaper, than in any other part of Canada,
and for which there is always a good de-
mand and” high prices. Besides our own
wants, we should be able to supply the
Yukon trade. I am going to speak prinei-
pally of the Mainland, as I know little
of the Island and will leave that for others
to deal with who are more Intimate with
that section. British Columbia is not an
agricultural country, but it has tracts of
arable land of more or less extent through-
out the districts of-East and West Koote-
nay and - Yale, which are of surpassing
richness and are capable of ralsing crops
of any kind—grains, hay, vegetables or
fruit, and dairying should everywhere be
successful. But there are difficuities in
the way. The first, perhaps the most im-
portant, is that the land is blanketed by
pepple who are holding it for speculatk;n
n

claim to the lands and pay no taxes; but
an intending settler goes looking for lands
in these districts, sees the posts with a
notice on them, and gives the lands the go-
by. as it may take a week's travel to the
nearest land office to find out if the land
is really takemr up or not, so that he cannot
afford the time or expense to make en-
quiries. Another drawback is that a large
portion of the lands will require irrigation.
This in East Kootenay can be accomplished
over large areas and easier and more
cheaply than in other sections of the prov-
ince, owing to the conformation of the
country, but it is quite possible in many
parts of the other districts to carry omn
irrigation work successfully. As it would
take too long to go into details, I will not
describe it more minutely.

Now, all these districts should be care-
fully examined and reported on by the gov-
ernment, . giving the pesition and amount
of any arable land available for settlement,
what market and what mode of communi-
cation there is; and whether or not irriga-
tion would be necessary, so that an intend-
ing settler may know ‘exactly where he is
to go and what he is to expect. This re-
port should also show what tracks of ar-
able land are held and not worked, and
steps should be taken te at leist double
tax land that is 8o held, or else let it re-
vert to the crown; as, with the limited
amount of agricultural land in this province
every a.cre)&h.wld be cultivated and none of
it allowed' to Hel waste or to be used for
cattle ranges, o <043

Immediately after making a preliminary
examination of the country, steps should

be takem to survev those lands fit for
farming in blocks of from 20 to 100 acres, *

and confining ownership as much as pos-
sible to blocks of that size, ' Every assist-
ance and encouragement should. be given
to settlers taking up these lands to go-inte
mixed farming and dairying. b

After the examination 1 have spoken pf
has been made, it will be found that’ dif-
ferent classes of settlers will be required
for different localities. For one, those who
understand irrigation; for another, those
who understand the clearing of land and
handling of héavy timber, ete. Then, steps
should be taken ‘to reach out for exactly
thel class of ‘settlers required for each lo-
cality, and take them “there. Just here I
would say to the gentlemen taking up tle
question of settling Vancouver Island, that
1 would recommend them to try to induce
some settlers to come here from: the eoun-
ties of Glengarry and: Bruce, in the prov-
ince of Ontario, and from the province of
New Brunswick. They understand bush
clearing thoroughly, and the climate here
would compensate them for a great many
of the drawbacks.

Dairying is an industry that special at-
tention should be paid to. Everywhere,
from the eastern boundary of the province
to the Coast, timothy and red and white
clover and all root crops will grow to the
greatest advantage; the climate is every-
thing that can be desired, and even where
the climate is most severe, the housing of
catfle is a small matter, as any sewere
weather nefver lasts more than a week or
two at the outside, and is not to be com-
pared with the drawbacks suffered by the
farmers of Ontario, Quebec, Manitoba and
the Northwest, who have on an average of
five or six months to house and feed their
cattle; snd yet those farmers sell their
products at a profit in British Columbia,
where the same articles could be produced
in abundance and perfegction at, I am bound
to say, half the cost and exertion. Last
year in the Similkameen country, where
Nature has done everything possible to
make it a perfect dairying country, I was
purchasing butter at 50 cents a pound,
made in Western Ontario, and drinking
milk canned in Nova Scotia. There ‘is
something wrong about that, is there not?
And does not the very same state of affairs
exist everywhere else in British Columbia?
And yet the ery is, “No market!”

According 'to the Trade and Navigation
Report for 1900, the last I have seen, we

-import 536,913 pounds ef butter from the

States, and I imagine that ameount is ex-
ceedfd by our imports from the Eastern
provinces.

In the matter of beef, by the farmer
raising small herds and farm-feeding them,
we  would have a great improvement in the
quality of beef. We now ?ay first-class
prices for a very inferior cle, and, a8 I
before said, ¥ would not allow any arable
land to be monopolized for® cattle ransging
purposes. # y 2

Pork - is snother article which would pay’

to raise, the imports from the States alone
in bacon and ham being 3,089,608 pounds
for 1900. Now, in Oatarioi(from which we
also get a great quantity of these articles)
the farmers found they were unable to com-
pete with the Northwest in wheat, so
they turned their grain into pork with the
most favorable results.

I might just say here that everywhere,
besides the arable land, there is plenty
of waste land with good pasturage for all
kinds of stock.

I will just touch on the fruit question.
Fruit. does well in the Upper Kootenay
valley, in. the Fort Steele district, along
Kootenay lake wherever -thiare is any
soil; in the Kettle river valley, the Okana-
gan, the Similkameen, the Chilliwack, and
Nicola district, the trees are most prolific
bear¢rs and reguire the minimum of at-
tention. Yet, outside of the Okanagan
and Chilliwack districts, little has been
done in that line, although we import from
the States.apples, cherries, plums, peaches
and small fruits to the tune o% $90,000 per
year, besides what comes from FEastern
Canada in the shape of fresh fruits and
the vast quantities of canned fruit. We
should be able to supply our own market
with fruit, as also that of the Yukon and
ihttz Northwest, which are our hatural mar-
sets.

Poultry and ezgs are- also required in
large quantities to supp!y: the markets of
the province and of the Yukon. The import
gr eggs for these two markets is about
700,000 dozen per annum from the States,
besides those supplied by Manitoba and
the Eastern provinces. The same holds
cogd with poultry, as we import about
$17.000 from the States, and our  own
market is largely supplied with turkeys
from Ontario. [Poultry can be raised any-
where, and to advantage, in British (ol-
umbia, and certainly if it pays \the On-
tario and Manitoba farmers to raise them,
pay freight out here, and to contemd with
all the difficulties of their rigorous cli-
mate, it should surely pay the farmer here
with everything in his favor.

For the raising of geese, ducks and tur-
keys, there is an ideal region round the
shores of Kamiloops lake, where the cli-
mate and all other conditions are perfect
for the purpose. It is situated on the main
line of the Canadian Pacific raillway, and is
centrally situated as reeards the markets
of the province, and there are, no doubt,
many other localities suttable ior the pur-

ose,

I will close my remarks by 3
the question of agriculture gvse:ﬂl?agnéhﬁ
band with that of transport, and I would
beg to suggest that the Voters' League ap-
point a strong committee to take up the
transport question in all its.beari ngs.

FRANK MOBERLY.

Mr. Lugrin, in moving ‘that the report
be “tabled, ecomplimented Mr. Mob:e)gly
on its excellent character. He desired
1t tabled, as it was too important to be
dealtz with in one meeting. He was
conyinced that there was no other line
of industry more advantageous to the
people of this province than agriculture.
He did not agree with those who held
that' people ‘would not come here to en-
gage in agriculture because the prairies
were open, and he instanced the state
of Washington in support of his con-
tention. There were large areag on this
Island, much of it held by the K. & N.
who  should be compelled to epen their
land to settlement. The people had a
right to say that these estates shall be
administered by their owners in the pub-
lic interest. The speaker also scored the
government for its neglect of the agri-
cultural possibilities of the province and
lack of information along this line.

T. W. Walker seconded the motion.

J.. C. Richards referred the commit-
tee to the E, & N, office for informa-
tion regarding the company’s land. The
maps to be seen there were_superior to
those published by the government.

Jos. Pierson- deplored the pretended
ignorance of the government ‘regarding
agriculbtural matters. He believed that
a great deal of the arable lands were
held in a nominal and peculiar manner—
as cattle ranges for instance—by friends
of the government who dared not en-
courage ‘their settlement. These lands
should be opened to those who intended
cultivating them.

A. Johnson likewise referred to the im-
portance of the agricultural resources
of the province being developed. Much
land was held for speculative and not
agricultural purposes.

. Bragg unburdened himself of a
few thoughts that had been weighing
heaylly on him, treating a variety of
subjec_ts in a few minutes—from the
demerits of local journalism to the kind
of men to send to the legislature,

Mr. Walker alluded to, a fine tract of
arable land south of Quatsino Sound,
which should be settled.

Mr._Be_st. referred ‘to the necessity for
the distribution of reliable maps show-
ing the agricultural possibilities of the
province. These resourceg should be made
known throughout the world.

Mr, Lugrin recalled that Mr. Turner

During this period more than 150 concrete
| steel bridges have beem built in this coun-
try. In the same year in which the largest
: metallic arch was completed, the five con-
crete-steel arches of the bridge at Topeka,
Kas., were finished.- The largest one has a
span of 125 feet, and still remains the
i largest span of this type in America, al-
| thouzh it has been exceeded in Europe.
Considerably larger spans are to be built
i this season, while others are included in
the accepted design for the proposed
memorial bridge at Washington.
It is the smaller steel struetures which
. are destined more and more to be replaced
by arches of this material. The steel
bridges reguire repainting at frequent in-
tervals, constant inspection, occasional re-
! pairs, and finally replacing by a new
structure after a relatively short life, on
{ account of rust and wear, unless it is re-
tquired even sooner on account of a con-
siderable increase In the live load. The
concrete arch requires practically no at-
tention. exeept at very long intervale.—
; Sclentific American.

HAVE NOT LOCATED

SEARCH STILL BEING
-MADE FOR ISLANDER

French Railread Representative Here to
Buy Material for a Road in
China.

‘Word comes from the north that thus
far all efforts to locate the wreck of the
steamship Islander have proved unsuc-
cessful. When the Islander went down
by colliding with ‘an iceberg, near the
south end ‘of Douglas Island, she had
$70,000 in gold in her safe and smaller
amounts aggregating a much larger sum
were in the staterooms of the unfor-
tunate passengers. With such induce-
ments the steamer Finch was rigged up
at considerable expense for the purpose
of raising her, and since hag been en-
gaged in an apparently hopeless task, as
she has not been able to locate the
wreck,

Some months ago a fisherman report-
ed that while fishing in the vicinity of
where the Islander went down,  his
halibut -line eaught on something and
after giving it several strong pulls: he
brought to the surface of the = water
a stateroom door belonging to the lost
steamship. He carefully noted the bear-
ings and refuses to give the location un-
less he be given a large reward,

The Finch, however, has not given up
the search. She will use a 500-foot
drag weighed down onsboth ends with
railroad iron, and thes channel will be
dragged from one end to the other in
hopes of locating the wreck.

OVERTIME TIE-UP,

RED ROCK’S TRIP.

At a recent interview the following state-
ment was made by Captain Porter, of the
Glasgow ship Red Rock, belonging to
Messrs. Cornfoot & Co. Captain Porter
says that the ship’s cargo appeared to Le
well stowed, and the port authorities al-
lowed the vessel to put to sea. 'On 30th
November, about 120 miles off shore, the
ship experienced a heavy gale from the
southwest, became unmanageable, and was
thrown on her beam ends, remdering It
necessary to jettison a gquantity of cargo.
The gale blew itself out, but on 3rd De-
cember the ship again encountered a
heavy gale from east and northeast.
Eventually it fell dead calm, when the
master found he had run into the centre of
a cyclone—a ~most unexpected occurrence
at that period of the year. After 114 hours’
ealm, the wind sprang up with hurricane
force from the west. She was once more
thrown on her beam ends, and it again be-
came necessary to jettison cargo. While
in this position a lifebuoy was washed
overboard. After this the ship made 8001'
progress until 16th February, when Cape
Horn was rounded, -and. the ship- then ex-
perienced more heavy, weather. “When ask-
ed if he comsidered the Red Rock a good
and staunch ship, Captain Porter replied,
“Certainly, otherwise she would never
have lived through the hurricane which
sent H. M. 8. Condor to the bottem.’” Con-
siderable interest was taken in this case
at the time, and the rate for re-insurance
on the vessel rose as high as 30 guineas,
owing to portions of the vessel's cargo
comping ashore.

My reference to
the E. & N. grant was only by way of
illustration of the manner in which a
remedy might be applied to that tract if
necessary.

WCRLD'S CROP OUTLOK.

London, July 28.—The Mark Lane
Express, in its review of crop condi-
tions, says that wind and rain threaten
crop damage over & considerable por-
tion of the wheat area of the United
Kingdom. Barley has been benefited
by the weather, and oats have wnot suf-
fered. The French wheat yield is above
the average, in the most important
provinces, the total crep being estimated
at 42,000,000 quarters. Ryeis not above
the average, but oats are from five to
ten per cent. ahove. ‘A big wheat ecrop
is reported in Hungary, and’ more than
an avernge yield is expected in North
Germany, Saxony, Bavaria and Silesia.

DOUBTED HIS WIFE
AND STRUCK HER

A FAMILY TROUBLE
VENTILATED IN COURT

Mather Bound Over 1o Keep the Peace
for 12 Months—Annie Rooney
Again.

The city police court had quite an un-
usual air of bustle yesterday. There
were two charges of assault against
Richard Mather, master seaman; one
laid by his wife, Alice Mather, and the
other by a neighbor, Mrs. Amelia
Landy. Annie Rooney was again in
trouble and in her accustcmed place on
the right hand side of Magistrate Hall,
and the Hayes case was to come up
also. Consequently there were a num-
ber of spectators present, inclnding ths
complainants in the Mather trouble, and
one or two of their friends. Mather
himself presented a somewhat damaged
appearance with a big seratch on bis
face—evidence that all the fun was not
on ore side.

Annie Rooney was disposed of as
smartly as usual. She was charged
with being drunk and disorderly and
using bad language, but she would not
admit the soft impeachments. She en-
tered the witness box and told a most
voluble story of her wrongs and trou-
ples. She wanted to get onut of Vietoria
in the worst way and the police wouldn’t
give her the chance. Also she had oniy
hdd three drinks ard had not abused the
police at all, or used bad language. She
was allotted one month’s imprisonment.

The Hayes case was then remandod,
bail being renewed, and the charge of
assault against Mather was taken up.
Mr. Moresby appeared for Mrs. Mather,
the prosecutrix, and Mr. Bradburn for
the husband.

Mr. Bradburn said that there were
circumstances in connection with the
case which pointed to the probability of
tanere having been considerable provoca-
tion. There had been trouble between
husband and wife for some time past,

ing.'on the case with a_ view either to
securing an amicable settlement for the
sake of the children, or else obtaining a
separation. Mather had a good char-
acter, and he was captain of a ship
which was leaving yesterday. He asked
that, under the circumstances, Mather
sheuld be released under bonds to keep
the peace. The other side did not de-
sire to have accused imprisoned.

Mr. Moresby said he would consent ‘o
that, provided that strong assurance was
given that the attack on Mrs. Mather
Would‘ not Le renewed. He wished the
case fixed so that the charge was not
withdrawn.

Mr. Hall said that in cases of trouble
btheen husband and wife it was often
wiser to allow a settlement out of court.
At the same time he could not bind
Mather over to keep the peace unless
the accused formally pleaded.

Mather then pleaded guilty.

Capt. John Irving deposed that he had
known accused for about 14 years, and
had pever heard anything. against his
character. Mather was a good worker
and an honest man. He knew nothing
about the trouble between Mather and
his wife.

Charles S. Baxter, shipping agent, also
gave evidence that he had known ac-
cused for a number of years, and that
he had an excellent character, was sober
and irdustrious. Mather was in his em-
ploy at present. Mather had been in
the habit of giving his money to his
wife. There were nine children.

Mr. Moresby said all that was ad-
mitted, but that Mrs. Mather went “in
fear of her life.”

Mr. Bradburn thought the trouble was
exagucrated. Mather had not used any
weapon in his assault, and he had been
pretty well seratched.

Mr. Hall remierked that a man might
have an excellent character with his
employers and yet be a tyrant at home.

After further discussion, during which
Mrs. }Iather was overheard making un-
complimentary remarks about her hus-
band, the magistrate bound Mather over
to keep the peace for twelve months in
two bonds of $200 each, for one of which
Mr. Baxter went security, the accused
being responsible for the other.

Amelia Landly, a neighbor of Mrs.
Mather, then went into the box to sns-
tain the information she had laid against
Mather. . She told a long story about
the assailt committed by Mather in her
—housg on-Monday night, alleging Mather
ran in and took his wife by the throat
and threw her down. Witness inter-
vened and tried to pull Mather away,
and Mather pushed her oveér and struck
her lightly in the face. She did not wish
Mather to be punished, and her chief
motive in coming into court was to be
a witness fur Mrs. Mather and because
Mather had cualled her a bad name.
She produced a torn blouse, which she
said Mather had pulled off her in the
scuffle. She said that Mrs. Mather was
sometimes in her house, but she did not
Lknow that Mather objected to his wife
going there. It was not true that she
and Mrs. Mather were in the habit of
geing out together at night, and she pro-
iested stromgly against Mather’'s accusa-
tions of herself.

Finally Mrs. Landy consented to with-
diaw the charge if Mather would apolo-
gize, which he did at once. Mather was
then released and the various parties
went back (o their homes, presumably
eatisfied.

PAVING GOVERNMENT STREET.

Rapid Progress Is Being Made in Laying
of the Blcx;k&

Rapid progress Is being made in the work
of paving Government street. Up to 2
o'clock yesterday about thirty thousand
blocks had been laid, solidly and evidentiy

' permanently.

Thely are being laid on the western side
of the street between Yates and Johnson.
There is no chopping or hammering In
the procdess of thel present operation. 'Those
In charge know a thing or two about the
work. The sand on the concrete which
forms a bed for, the blocks is uniformly
graded by a simple gauging contrivance,
and all that is required is to lay the blocks
solidly and regularly in position. Street
Superintendent Pusey, who is in charge,
sald yesterday that they could lay
twenty thousand blocks in a day. In order
to complete the work rapidly two eight
hour shifts will be employved, commencing
at 4 o'clock In the morning and working
until 9 o'clock at night.

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WEEELY WEATHRR SYNOPSIS.

Victoria Meteorological Office;
23rd to 29th July, 1802

During the ‘greater portion of this week
the summer type of high barometric pres-
sure has prevailed thronghout thd southern
portion of this province, while from Port
Simpson eastward to northern -Alberta the
barometer has been comparatively low, due
to the passage of numerous ocean low areas
to the Territories. These disturbances have
caused over an inch and a half of rain at
Port Simpson upon the first six days ' of
the week, and showers and thunderstorms
in Alberia. 'The weather has Deen very
fine and dry on Vancouver Fsland and the
Lower Mainland, the average daily amoupnt
of sunshine at Victoria being over 11
hours.

On Friday, 25th, the barometer fell along
the Coast in advance of an ocean low area
which crossed this provinee to the Rockies.
During its passage fresh to high westerly
winds prevailed on the Straits of Georgia,
which, caused. damage to fishing boats at
the nouth of the Fraser river. Upon Sat-
urday, the winds increased to.a moderate
gale from the westward on the Straits of
Fuea. As this storm area’ spread east-
ward :1(‘!‘(;\%'4{9 Territories the winds be-
came light and the weather warm through-
out the Pacific slope. The weather in the
Territories and Manitoba has bésn falr ana
moderately warni except in Alberta and
Saskatchawan, where numerons thunder-
storms and showers have occurred.

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ORIENT FOR TRADE

HUGE SCHEME BEING
PLANNED IN SEATTLE

Few Avail Themselves of the Excursion
to the Forks of the Skeena
River.

“A company has been formed by a
number of 'Seattle men with Sol. G.
Simpsen as the president for the pur-
pose of carrying out a large plan for the
exploitation of the Oriental markets in
“the interests of American Manufactur-
érs and merchants,”  says the Seattle
Times. *““The plan includes chartering
an ocean steamship for a tour of sev-
eral months, transforming the vesse] into
an exposition ship, and making a tour of
all of the principal seaports of the far
East, carrying exhibits of American pro-
ducts and wares, together with agents
and salesmen, who shall display their
respective wares in the most attractive
manner and seek to interest dealers and
others in their sale and consumption.

“While the plans of the company are
not as yet fully matured, arrangements
have been'made to procure the steamship
Oregon for the trip. For this purpose
the steamship will be extensively remod-
elled in order to provide a large exhibi-
tion space on the upper decks where the
exhibits may be properly displayed to
the best advantage to the persons who
visit the ship.

“The plans of the company include
visits to all of the leading ports of
China, Japean, Corea, Siberia,-and pos-
sibly Australia. At each port launcheg
and barges will be provided for the con-
venience of those on board in going to
and from the shore, and to carry to the
vesse] all who desire to visit the vessel
to inspect the various displays. Com-
plete accommodations will be provided
on board, both while at sea and while in
harbors, for all the agents and others
who accompany the vessel, thus obviat-
ing the inconvenience of expensive and
in many ports unsuitable hotel accom-
modations.

“A fixed charge will be made for each
agent or other passenger, sach charge
covering in full the transportation of
the exhibif, earried by him and the meces-
sary ‘accommodations for properly dis-
playing jf whenever the vessel is in port.
This charge will be made sufficiently
reasonable. as to attract exhibitors. in
sufficient number to afford a floating in-
dustrial - exposition, going from port to
port for the purpese of enlightening the
people of the far Hast in regard to the
industries and products of America.

‘“According to the present plans the
Oregon will sail ‘from Seattle ,on or
about November 15th and will be on the
teip from four to six months and pos-
sibly longer, depending somewhat on the
success which attends the venture.

*“The company which has been organ-
ized for the purpese of carrying out this
venture is known as the Commercial Ori-
ental  Exposition Company. Col. G.
Simpson, in addition to being the presi-
;dent of the company, is the prime mover
in the undertaking, and the undertaking
promises large results, not alone in intro-
ducing American goods wherever the ex-
‘Hibit is eén, but-in: spreading -the
knowledge,.0f Seattle as the chief port
of impert ap-dexport trade on' the Ameri-
can’ Pacific.” .

PORTLAND WAS STRAINED.

The Nome steamer Portland, which
had such an exciting experience in the
Behring Sea and Arctic ice this spring,
accompanied by the Jeanie, was dam-
aged to a much greater extent than at
first thought by her officers. When the
liner returned to the Sound she showed
but a few scratches above the water
line. Last Thursday, however, the ves-
sel was placed on the Merchant’s dry-
dock at San Francisco, and then it was
found the hull below the water line wasg
badly scarred and strained. The fore-
peak was found to be slushing with
water which had strained through the
stem; the copper sheathing was gashed
and cut, the bilge keel was wrenched
from its fastenings, and the vessel under
the hull looked like it had been attack-
ed with sharp knives from bucking the
ice. The iron-wood sheathing had pro-
tected the hull along tlie water line, and
for that reason the main damages did
not show until the liner had been pull-
ede out of the water.

BELONG TO HONDUGRAR,

Great Britain Has! Withdrawn All
Claims to Sovertignty Over a
Number of! Islands.

New Orleans, L4, July 30.—The
steamer Condor, which has arrived here
frzom Huerto Cortez, I¥onduras, brings
the news that the 'British government
has withdrawn all ¢ 30
over. the bay mlands’ot Utila, Ruatdna,
Bonacca-or Guanja, ¥lina and Barbarat,
and acknowledges that they belong to
the Republic of Honduras. Great Bri-
tain’s formal acknowledgment was car-
ried to the islands by the cruiser Psyche,
which sailed from Havana under seale
orders on July 17th,, The British resi-
dents at Ruatana weére assembled, and a
preclamation was read to them by the
captain of the Psyche, declaring that
under treaties made between Great Bri-
tain and the United States in 1850, and
'with .Honduras in 1860, His Majesty’s
government could no longer regard the
islands as a Britisk possession, and
would henceforth.withdraw all jurisdic-
tion or claim to the allegiance of the
natives. The populdtion of the islands
is. almost exclusively of British origin,
coming from Jamaicd, but there . are
some :Americans from - the Western
States who have recently come in. Eng-
lish is the only language spoken. The
islands do a large fruit trade, mainiy
with New Orleans. "The United States
government is the ohly one having a
consul in the islands,

FOUGHT VALIANTLY
UNDER MANY FLAGS

THE STORY OF LORD

DUNDONALD, THE SEAMAN

Some of the Feats of the Ancestor of
New Commander of Canadian
Troops.

Canadians will soon welcome ‘to their
shores in Lord Dundonald a soldier of
distinguished ability and excellent re-
cord, who is a man of remarkable and
unusually interesting lineage.. He is the
grandson of the Earl of Dundonald who
as Lord Cochrane wone a singular renown
as a sailor. The admiral’s fame is se-
curg as the greatest single-ship fighter
whom the world has ever seen. A man
of extraordinary powers, he fought un-
der many flags. In the British navy he
was during  the great war with France
the terror of the French and Spanish
coasts, and on the latter went by the
sinister nickname of “El Diablo"”—"the
devil.” Quitting the Biitish navy for
personal reasons, he devoted h¥mself to
the work of freeing the smaller nations
from despotism, which attracted so
many generous and adventurous souls
in the twenties of the nineteenth .cen-
tury. Chili, Peru and Brazil owe their
enfranchisement from the yoke of Spain
and Portugal in no small measure to
the astonishing feats of the Scottish
sailor-adventurer. The Chilian navy al-
ways numbers an Almirante Cochrane
among its ships, and, it is in- honor of
the singular feats which Cochrane per-
formed in eommand of the infant navy
of the republic. Pre-eminent among
Lord Cochrane’s characteristics was a
perfectly uneanny ingenuity. ‘This in-
genuity has for some generations -been a
family trait, and his grandson has in-
vented a number of useful military ap-
pliances, including a galloping gun car-
riage, which is known by hig name.

Early Days in the Navy.

Thomas Cochrane, tenth. Earl of Dun-
donald, was bormn in 1775,-and succeed-
ed to the Earldom in 1831, All of the
deeds which made nis name ring
through the civilized world: were per-
formed under the name of Cochrane.
His father, a scientist and ixMventor of
great - theoretical skill and. complete
lack of busiress ability, had taken a dis-
Jike to the navy, and destimed .his son
For the military . profes-
gioll ‘certain eccentricities* ¢f ‘his up-
bringing caused him to take'’ a violent

idislike, and after some years“of paren-

tal  opposition he got his way, and .in
1793, in his eighteentli year,.a lad six
feet tall, he went to-sea. ¢

The Cruise of the Speedy:’

Aarly in 1800, Cochrane,  now 24
years -of age, got his first ship, a little
brig«named the Speedy, “This famous
brig,” to quote the biography.by Hon.
J. W. Fortescue, “was, to use Ceoch-
rape’s own words, little ‘more than a
burlesque. on” a man-of-wayr, éven i the
year 1800, being of about the size of an
average coasting brig, with a _ burden
of no more than 158 toms. She was
‘crowded rather than manned with a
crew of 84 men and 6 officers. Cochrane
himself included, and was "armed: with
14 four-pounders, ‘a species of gun little
larger than a blunderbuss’ / Indeed, on
one occasion Cochrane derisively walked
the. quarterdeck with a whole broad-
side of the Speedy's shot -in his
pockets.”

.Such as she was, the Speedy soon be-
came the terror .of the Spanish. coast.
He ' captured innumerable of the ceast-
ing* vessels which plied along the Span-
ish coast. “The ordinury 'movemients
of cruisers consisted in coming inshore
by day and standing off at night. Coch-
rane, contrary to all precedent, made
a practice of keeping out of sight in the
offing all day and runming in shore just
before dawn . . . . ‘as the enemy’s
coasters generally crept cut: at night
in order to avoid capture’” By the
number of his captures and the ingen-
uity with which he befooled ' them he
kept the Spanish coast’ in alarm, and
special . efforts were made  to entrap
him, On May 5th, 1800, some gun-
boats tried to entice him into the harbor
of Barcelona. He was too wary, and
next day found that a large '‘Spanish
frigate was waiting to snap up the little
Speedy. Then he deecided to attack the
big ship. "Her crew, reduced by men sent
away in prizes, was only 5% souls. The
Spaniard had 32 heavy guns and 319
men. The fight that follows “remains
unmatched: in the annals of naval war-
fare for skill, calculation and ‘daring.”

A Wonderful Fight.

“Hoisting American colors, in order to
puzzle the frigate until the brig had
reached a favorable position, Cochrane
suddenly ran up the Brmtish ensign and
made straight for her. The Spaniards
fired two broadsides without result, and
then the Speedy, running in under her
lee, locked her yards in the Spanish rig-
ging. Cochrane, who had reserved his
fire till this' moment, now poured in his
broadside with great effect. The Span-
ish guns, as he had foreseen, owing to
the greater height of the frigate out of
the water, could not be depressed so as
to play effectively on the Speedy; and
while their shot flew harmlessly over
the heads of the British, the Speedy's
guns, elevated and trebly shotted, told
with formidable execution on the Spani-
ard’s main deck. Twice the - Spanish
officers gave the order to bgard, and
 hearing- the order,
sheered off just at the moment of ifs

Cochrane was captured by three
French line-of-battle ships, after a cruise
in the Speedy of thirteen months of ac-
tive mischief, “during which time she
had taken or retaken more than 50 ves-
sels, 122 guns and more than 500 pri-
soners.” i

The Pallas and the Corvettes,

In 1806 Cochrane was in command of
the Pallas, a 34-gun frigate, and with
her terrorized the French coast of the
Ray of Biscay. He was dreaded by
the French as he had been by the Span-
iards. In April he looked for some French
corvettes in the Garone, He sent all of his
men except about 40 in the boats up the
river to-capture one of these. They took
her before daybreak, but two more cor-
vettes canie down to rescue her; and the
British seamen beat these off with the
fire of the guns of their prize. But
meanwhile three more French corvettes
appeared at sea, bearing down on the
Pallas, which had only 40 men on board. i

“Without a moment’s hesitation Coch-
rane sent his few hands aloft t6 tie up‘
the furled sails with rope-yarn, and or-
dered them to stand by with their
knives. All was goon yeady;, the word
was ‘given to let fall jand in.an,instant
the ¥arfh Wwis' cut dawhy, ahd ‘down feéll
the whole cloud of the' frigate’s canvad
together, as though not forty, but 400
perfectly drilled men were aboard her,
The sight was too much for the three
corvettes. They turned and .ran off
along shere; and away Started the de
fenceless Pallas in pursuit, - while her
hendful of men, all grinning their broad-
est, as we may guess, strained every
nerve to sheet home. Had the French-
men noticed how slowly  this was done
they might have discovered 'the. trick,
but they were scared beyond all power
of observation. Very soon the Pallas
came up with one of the flying corvet-
tes and opened fire from her bow guns.
She could not have manned more for
want of men, but these were amply suf-
ficient. After half a dozen shofs. the
French captain deliberately ran his ship
achore, and the crew, taking ' to the
boats, made all haste for the land; had !
they made for the Pallas instead, they |
could mot, by Cochrane’s own admission,
have failed to capture her, The strand-
ed vessel having been dismasted by the
shock, the Pallas ranged up alongside,
and was engaged in completing the
wreck by firing into her hull when the |
other' two corvettes came ‘up to the
rescue of their consort, Again the same
trick was repeated, with the same re-
sult.. The Pallas dashed straight at the |
nearest, and a second corvette was run
ashore in desperation -and dismasted.
Leaving her to take her chance, Coeh-
rane was returning to the river in order
to pick up his men, when he observed
the third corvette making for the river
likewise. Finding herself intercepted,
she, too, was run ashore and abandoned,
and thus threg corvettes, mounting be-
ween them 64 guns, deliberately commit-
ted suicide before a defenceless frigate,
through sheer fright at the fall of her
sails. It is one of the curiosities of
var.”

In 1808 Cochrane was in command of
the Imperieuse, in which the future Cap-;
tain Marryat, the sailor-novelist, was a|
midshipman, The Peninsular war had!
commenced, and Cochrane harried the |
French in aid of the Spaniards. In par-
ticular he garrisoned Rosas, which the
French were besieging, and defended it
with” wonderfal pertinacity and ingenu-
ity, Marryat has given a graphic de-
scription of this siege in “Frank Mild-
may.” In 1809 he was foremost in the
great attack by explosion vessels aAnd
fire-ships upon the French ships in Aix
Roads.  From that moment his fame
Wwas secure as a sailor of marvellous skill
and resource,

Service With Chile,

A succession of quarrels with the Ad-
wiralty and the government, into which
it is unnecessary to enter, caused
Cochrane to leave the British service
under .circumstances of great biterness.
The Spanish and Portuguese ‘colonies in
South America were then in revolt, and
Cochrane, enthusiastic in the cause .of
liberty, offered his services to the reyo-
luticnary government, which had been
set up. In 1818 he entered the service
of Chile as admiral and commander-in-
chief of the naval forces of the republic,
The resources at his‘command . were!
wretched, and his firgt enterprises. were

them back to Bahia. When the Portu-
guese, seeing Cochrane’s. ship - algpe,
turned on him, they could do nothing.
The astonishing chase lasted for fifteen
days; out of the sixty or sevelty trans-
ports that started only thirteen remain-
ed; half the Portuguese army had been
captured, and the. whole Portuguese
force was driven from the South Atlan-
tic, . One of Cochrane’s subordinates
actually followed the fleet into Libson
harbor, and burned four ships under the
guns of a-line of battleship.

Cochrane himself with his single ship
sailed to Maranham, and by clever ruses
bluffed the Portuguese from the two
northern provinces of Brazil. The usual
display" of ingratitude followed, and
Cochrane left the service of Brazil. He
spent a couple of years in the service of
Greece, then in insurrection against the
Turks, but failed to induce the' Greek
sailors to show either courage or pa-
triotism. He quitted them in 1828. In
1832 his rank in the British navy was
restored and he was gazetted a rear-ad-
miral of the fleet. In 1847 he command-
ed on the North America station.

It was soon after this that he pressed
upon the admiralty ‘“‘the secret war
plans which he had discovered while yet
a captain, and carefully kept close dur-
ing his service under foreign flags, In
1846 these plans were formally, submit-
ted to a board of experts, composed of
the Surveyor-General of the Ordnance,
Sir John Burgoyne, and Lieut.-Col, Col-
guhoun, which decided that two out of
three of them were at variance with the
principles of civilized warfare, and must
therefore be kept secret.”

AGRIN DISCUSSED

LIBRARY S{TE ALSO -
PROVES TROUBLESOME

City Council Loth to Decide :‘Anything
Last Night—Various Reports
and Communications.

The council settled dewn last evening
with a firm determination to do busi-
ness in a business-like way, which de-
termination lasted just up to the point
of taking the minutes as read without
reading them, and adopting same. Im-
mediately after that the water questiou
cropped up on the reading of the reso-
lution of the Voters’ League requesting
the council to abolish or mitigate the re-
gulation restricting use of water for irri-
gation purposes. Ald. Williams iremark-
ed that he had all along been opposed to
the regulation, and Ald Worthington fell
upon him promptly. A section of the
council is disinclined to take Ald. Wil-
lams seriously. ~ A further communica-
tion from the Voters’ League in the
form of a letter to the Mayor, asking
His Worship to authorize the officials
of the municipality to afford committee
of league every facility possible to collect
irnformation on the yater question was
also read, and the Mayor.stated that he
had instructed the officials as requested.

Ald, Williams regretted that the ques-
tion of limiting the water used for irri-
gation purposes had not been more care-
fully considered when he had moved to

allow the use of water daiiy for irrigat- |

ing for at least an hour or two every
day. Now it was being found that the
council had acted inadvisably and the
regulation would be changed.

The Mayor—i do not know that the
council is going to change it.

Ald. Williams—Well, that seems to be
the general feeling in the matter.

Ald, Worthington declared, ,without a
wink, that he had heard no complaints
about the new regulation, and the plan
seemed to work all right, 1t was all
very fine for Ald. Williams to get up
now and claim to have opposed the regu-
lation from the start, but——

Ald, Williams—I made my position
quite: clear before,

Ald. Worthington—Well, I think the
regulation should stand as it is.

Ald, McCandless seconded a motion
that the matter should be referred to a
committee of the whole council on the
water question on condition that the

committee should meet this week. This !

was tacitly agreed to, and the motion
carried.

Skene Lowe also wrote to the council
about the water question. He disap-
proved of the new regulation, and
thought the water should be given omuly
to those whose gardens were not fenced
in, He evidently considered that a man
'who put a fence round his property was
an offender against civic virtue
modern principles, and that ' carefully
tilled gardens should be open and de-
fenceless and at the mercy of the prowl-
ing dog and the peripatetic cow. Tour-
ists, he suggested, ought to be able to see
the gardens without craning their necks;
in fact, the front and back gardens, the
summer bower, and (as a resuit) the
\Vietorian at dinner ought to be on view
for the rubber-necker. All this could, he
thought, be accomplished by a system of
rebate in water rates in favor of the
fenceless, ;

Ald. Williams was rather ‘impressed
with this suggestion, and the letter was
referred to the committee on water,
