Escuminae Breakwater.

The fishermen of the cossts of North-
umberland, Gloucester and Kent will
be glad to learn that by a letter from
the Public Works Department of 4th
inst. Mr. Snowball, M. P., is informed
that in accordance with his request ‘“ in-
structions have been issued to the
Engineer of the Department to have the
necesgdry survey and examination made
duging the present fiscal year, in con,
nection with the proposed Breakwater
at Escuminac.” We are quite sure that
when the Governmentis made fully
acquainted with the great benefitthepro-
posed Breakwater would be to the fisher-
men, generally, there will be no ma-
terial delay in orderingits construction.
The structure will make a snug harbor,
available for hundreds of fishermen, in
minor craft, who are now hindered in
pursuing their calling because, on the
slightest indication of foul weather,
they are obliged to run long distances
in various directions for shelter. The
breakwater would, if built, be located
near very large fishing grounds from
which it could—unlike the distant har-
bors—be reached with almost any wind.
It will not be a very expensive work.
The survey should, however, be com-
menced as soon as possible, as the sea-
son most suitable for making it is al-
ready well advanced. It cannot be
done in winter, owing to the fact that
ice forms in very thick masses at Es-
cuminac and is late getting out in the
spring, so that the Engineer would not
have a good chance to do the work in

From this table it appears that, not-
withstanding all the efforts of a very
zealous and very industrious corps: of
fish culturists, sustained by the Govern-
ment, and for some years employed in
distributing salmon ova, the decline in
the yield of the salmon fisheries ot the
Atlantic Provinces of the Dominion is
most marked.

The yield in pounds weight during
1879 was with one exception, less than
any year since 1869, and only slightly
exceeded the half of the year 1874, and
was not very much above the half of
1873.

With the exception of 1873 and 1874,
the annual yield of salmon during the
past decade has been tolerably uniform,
but with a gradual decline. Taking
the first five years of the series, how-
ever, and comparing the results with
the last five years, the decline mani-
fests itself largely. The numbers in

T}g ahurch and Temperance

At the recent meeting of the Synod
of the Church of England in the diocese
of Fredericton,the Temperance question
was discussed to some extent, and His
Grace, the Metropolitan, expressed his
opinions on tiie subject very pointedly,
and in such & manner as to lead to a
decision on the part of the Synod reject-
ing the proposal to recognize a Diocesan
Temperance Society. It is to be regret-
ted that so many earnest workers
against the use of intoxicating liquors
should, themselves, be addicted to in-
temperate language, and so often found
committing excesses in dealing with
those who are temperate in their views
of what temperance is, as well as in the
use of what the Creator intended as a
blessing when not used to excess. Tt
seems a pity that the ordinary temper-
arce advocate fails to appreciate the
position of those who assert their self-
respect by being temperate in the use
of stimulants and yet are not total ab-
stainers. It is the tendency of many
prominent temperance advocates to in-
dulge in railing rather than argument
that alienates a large and influential
class of temperate men from their cause.
The uses, also that many so-called
temperance men make of what they
term ‘‘the canse” in promoting per-
sonal and political ends, is so foreign
to the genius of moral reform, that
high-minded men who fully realise the
evils of intemperance, are rather repell-
ed from than attracted towards the
movement, while the general insincerity
of many who nominally engage in the
work — those who join temperance
organizations simply on account of
the social intercourse, association and
entertainment the meetings afford,
—is calculated to cause sober-minded
men and women to rely simply
upon individual effort and example for
the accomplishment of their share in the
work of reforming others. It is proba-
ble that the good Bishop of Frederieton,
who is very intolerant of humboyg, had
become aware of many abuses and cven
breaches of public propriety committed

We ask our opponents to study some of
the forms of this evil, to go to the homes
ruined by drink, to get the statistics and
8¢ how it is the direct progenitor of nine-
tenths of the crime that we have, to see
how it is a stumbling-block in the way of
men and women in our land. Then St.
Paul’s advice comes into force, that if this
does cause these people to stumble, for
example’s sake, and for the good of others,
we ought to abstain. If they are not pre-
pared to do this, the least they can do is
not to refuse help to those who are earnest-
ly trying, by mutual co-operation, to rescue
the servants of intemperance by a Society
which is distinctively religious, and endors-
ed by the Mother Church. The Baptismal
vow has not enabled these people to resist
their besetting sin. It is the national sin
of the English speaking race, and requires
special efforts against it. How can men,
with a solemn sense of that truth, say that
““ the drunkard shall not enter the King-
dom of Heaven,” refuse to give their sup-
port to any measure, even though they
may not approve of all the details, which
has for its object, the rescue of souls per-
ishing in this way !

Scientific Notes.

Professor Marks recently made some
calculations as to the maximum speed
at which locomotive engines could be
driven before the centrifugal force act-
ing on the tires of the wheels would be-
come so great as to cause them to burst.
These calculations gave a limit of speed
in the neighborhood of 1560 miles an
hour.

It is the general practice to judge of
the wholesomeness of water by the
«uantity of organic matter which chemi-
cal analysis shows it to contain. Hence
the opinion expressed by Prof. Huxley
is somewhat startling. He says that
‘“a water may be as pure as can be as
regards chemical analysis, and yet, as
regards the human’ body, be as deadly
as prussic acid ; and on the other hand
may be chemically gross and yet do no
harm to any one.” Thatis, much or-
ganic matter is harmless, while the
particular germs which produce disease
may exist either in very foul water or
in that in which the chemist cau de-

tect no impurities.

The Caspian sea is gradually becom-
ing lower. A portion of the eastern
shore is now transformed into a series
of lagoons separated by muddy spaces,
and measurements have shown that in
1837 the level was nearly four feet higi-
er than in 1861. A general diminution
of water seems_to be in progress in all
Asiatic lakes.

In San Salvador more than 600
shocks of earthquake were felt during
the last ten days of 1879. They were
the severest December 23rd, in the
vicinity of Lake Ilopange, where one
shock broke the telegraph wire, made
the ground a network of cracks, opened
new springs, increased the rivulets to
ten times their usnal volume. muddied
the water of the lake, and rolled hun-
dreds of thousands of tons of rocks
down the steep hills. As a sequel to
these disturbances, a volcano arose in
the middle of the lake on the nizht of

in extent.

It has just been shown that the
sounds the woodpecker produces by
striking its bill against trees, constitute
a performance taking the place of song
in other birds, and have no connection
with its quest for food. It carefully
selects the spots on partially decayed
trunks from which the most sonorous
sounds may be produced, and frequents
the same places day after day. This
is probably the only case among the
feathered tribes in which vocal is re-
placed by instrumental music.

The Biggest Gambling on Record.

(From the London Telegraph.)

Play has run so high of late at the St.
Petersburg Yacht Club that the most
august personages in Russia have felt them-
selves called npon to check the gambling
propensities of the reckless Boyars, whose
recent inordinate gains and losses have
been brought under their cognizance.
The particular episode which prompted
imperial intervention, was the changing of
hands, ' within a week, of no less a sum
than £600,000 in the play rooms of the
club. "More than half of that enormous
amount was lost by Prince Demidon of
San Donato to his cousin, Col. Count
Schouvaloff—not the diplomatist, but an
Aide-de-Camp to the Czar. This stupen-
dous gamblipg transaction came to the
ears of Count Loris Melikoff, who decmed
it hie duty to report the matter to the
Emperor, craving his Majesty’s permission
to dissolve the club. This crowning dis-
aster to the jeunesse doree of the Russian
capital, was averted through the inter-
position of the Grand Duke Vladimir; but
the Czar sent for Count Schouvaloff, and
laid his commands upon that gentleman
to return seven-cighths of his winnings to
Prince Demidoff, observing that ““he
might be very well satistied with having
gained $£40,000 at a game of cards.” Itis
needless to say that his Majesty’s orders
was carried out to the letter.

A Seasonable Letter.

Professor Hind has written a letter
to the Telegraph respecting our salmon
fisheries, which we republish. His
array of figures representing the Salmon
catch of the Maritime Provinces for the
nine years immediately following 1870,
strengthened as his argument is by the
short catch of this year, bears out our
remarks of 29th July. The figures
show that there is a great decline in the
fishery. The Professor calls upon the
Inspector for New Brunswick for his
opinion respecting the condition into
which the fishery has come. No
man- ought to know better how to
answer. His answer however, would
implicate himself. For years he
permitted the most reckless des-
truction of parent salmon in our
fluvial waters. He did his best for a
long time to cover up and maintain the
hatching house frauds which the editor
of this paper exposed to the Depart-
ment in 1876, leading to his being re-
lieved of any charge of them. He still
neglects the proper protection of our
natural salmon nurseries, permitting
netters and spearers to carry on their
destructive work. In short, his policy
has been to create all possible digturb-
ance and trouble among salmon fisher-
men in our open bays and the tidal
portions of the rivers, while the up-river
fishermen and peachers have done as
they pleased. The Inspector has been
very loud in his written complaints
against the oulcome of his own neglect
and inefficiency and very sweeping in
his prophecies, because he could not
help knowing exactly what would be
the results of his management. The
fishermen are reaping the reward of
their own errors and the Department’s
inefficient control.

The Salmon Question.

BY PROFESSOR HIND.
I append for the consideration of
your readers, who are interested ina

wick industry, some statistical details
respecting the production of Salmon in
the Atlantic provinces of the Dominion.
A careful examination of the figures
submitted may throw light upon a diffi-
cult question and elicit information of
value to the country.

The following table, taken from the

The outluy has been great,
but the return to all appearances a
negative quantity. This matter, in the
way I have put it, presents a very
serious aspect to New Brunswick, as
well as to the Dominion, in relation to
the salmon fisheries. I should like
somebody to go over my figures and
compare them with the fishery reports
in order to see if I have not made some
mistake, for it is clear that if there be
no mistake in the figures presented,
tlere is a problem for some one to solve
which is of great moment to the fishing
enterprise of New Brunswick.

Your able and conscientious fishery
officer Mr. Venning has year after year
given warnings which could not be
misunderstood, respecting the inevit-
able decline of the salmon, the bass, the
shad, the alewife and the smelt fisheries
if recklessly pursued without regard to
the future. If not inconsistent with
Mr. Venning’s.ofticial position, he might
be induced, perhaps, in the interests of
this Province, briefly to offer his op-
inion respecting the decline of the sal-
mon fisheries, and in so doing to state
any objection he may see tothe figures
I have adduced. T shall then, with
your permission, advert again to this
interesting subject and supply you
with facts which may throw some light
upon the whole question.

On the slopes of the voleano of San
Salvador, in Central America, exists a
curious intermittent spring.

Railway Sleepers.

A correspondent of the Telegraph, who
styles himself ‘Economy,” calls upon
Mr. Anglin to state what he knows about
the claim made by Mr. F. Turgeon on the
late Government, and now, it is saN, re-
newed.

Bathurst — The R. C. Church
Burned!

BaTHURsT 10 Aug. 1880.
At noon to-day the bells of the R. C.
Church pealed forth the alarm that
that sacred edifice was on fire. \When
first discovered the fire appeared in the
turret on the south-east end of the build-
ing and immediately spread up the roof
and into the spire. It spread with
alarming rapidity and in less than two
hours from the alarm the building was
level with the ground: As usual, the
water supply was small, and the want of
a fire brigade was severely felt. It soon
became apparent that all attempts to save
the Church were futile and the efforts of
all present were directed to saving the
Convent; only fifty feet in the rear and
the Priest’s residence, about 50 yards to
the westward. The wind was from the
eastward and consequently blew the fire
directly upon these buildings and it was
only by the mostjheroic and strenuous
efforts that these buildings were saved
without any injury. The engine belong-
ing to Thomas Temple & Co., was brought
into service and did gond work in saving
the latter building, also the small engine
belonging to Messrs. Burns Adams & Co.
Your correspondent interviewed the Rev.
Mr. Varrilly after the fire, who stated he
was atdinner when thealarm wasgiven. He
immediately went to the church and from
the appearance of the fire, there is of the
opinion that had there been water at hand,
then, the building might have been saved,
The church was insured for 6,000 in the
Reyal Canadian, and Ottawa Agricultural.
Nearly everything in connection with the
altar was saved,as the fire wasin the' other
end of the building. In the present con-
fusion and ex®itement it is almost impos-
sible to find out what is likely to be done,
but it is generally belicved that that the
church will be rebuilt at once. As to how
the fire caught is still a question and a
mystery. There had been no fire in the
church since Sunday. Some think it was
from a spark from the mill chimney, as the
wind was blowing directly from the mill to
the church. Notwithstanding all the ex-
citement there were no accidents of any
kind during the day. Perhaps this will
rouse the people of Bathirst to the awful
necessity there is for having an engine and
water supply and to the dread danger the
town is in during the present state of
affairs in that particular.

ever your customers may be, the better
| you are as a salesman ; it is your highest
| duty to be agreeable to all.

Cultivate the habit of doing everything
| rapidly; do thoroughly what you under-
| take, and do not urdertake more than you
| can do well.

Serve buyers strictly in their turns. *If
! you can serve two at once, very well; but

but do not let the first one wait for the
{ second.

In your first minute with a customer
you give an impression, not of yourself,
but of the house, which is likely to deter-
mine not whether the customers buys of
\ you, but whether he becomes a buyer of
{ the house or a talker againet it.
| If you are indifferent, he will detect it

|
i before you see him, and the first impres-
sion is made hefore you have uttered a |
word, |
At the outset you have to guess what !

| grade of goods he wants—high priced or |
low priced. If you do not guess corectly, |
be quick to discover your error and right |
yourself instantly. ‘

It is impertinent to insist on showing J
goods not wanted ; it is delicately polite to
get to exactly what is wanted adroitly and
on the slightest hint.

Do not try to change a buyer’s choice
except to this extent: Always use your
knowledge of goods to his advantage, if he
wavers or indicates a desire for your ad-
vice.

The worst blunder you can make is to
intimate in a supercilious manner that we
keep better goods than he asked for,

Show goods freely to all comers; be as
serviceable as you can to all, whether
buyers or not.

Sell nothing on a misunderstanding;
make no promises that you have any doubt
about the fulfilment of ; and having made
a promise, do more than your share to-
wards its fulfilment; see that the next af-
ter you does his share, if you can.

New Tork Dry Goods Trade.

The second month of the summer has
closed, and with 1t, we trust, the long
lnll which has supervemed. Sigas of
awakening activity in mercantile circles
are apparent on all sides, and the week
passing in review, has developed in many
lines of goods an improvement in the dis-
tribution from commission circles that is
alike cheering as it is gratifying. Increas-
ed action has been noticed in the move-
ment of many lines of goods from first
hands, and in some it has been specially
significant, while in others the develope-
ment has been slower and more gradual in
its stages. Openings of seasonable fabrics
in both cottons and woollens have become
more general, and prices have been nam-
ed and otherwise readjusted on so reason-
able and satisfactory scale, and in many
instances in so close conformity with
the views of large buyers, that the latter
have no longer much excuse for delaying
their needed purchases for the fall season.
Conservatism and prudence seems pe-
culiarly to mark the course of trade.
No excitement or rush appears visiole
but, on the other hand, transactions in
nearly all departments of fnerchandise are
characterized by a legitimaey, growing out
of a healthful but gradual developement
of current and prospective wants. In
woollen and worsted dress goods, a large
business has been transacted, and steady
improvement is noted along the entire
line of plain and fancy fabrics. For ladies’
and misses’ plain and fancy hosiery and
men’s half hose there has been a steady
quiry for moderate parcels, which in
connection with the deliveries taking
place on previous orders,has made business
apparently quite active. In underwear
there is also a fair to good business doing
atithe firm current values ruling for the
same. ' For fancy knit woollens, such as
nubias, hoods, jackets, scarfs, etc., the re-
quest, though in some instances somewhat
moderate, nevertheless, has been quite
satisfactory. -In curpets new business has
been gradually improving, though still
somewhat light in  volume. Prices
however, are firm and unchanged. —N.Y.

But
the London Zngineer states it has reason
to believe the Guion line is about to build
a new ship which, though smaller than the
two it is designed to rival, will have fifty-
four furnaces, against forty-eight of the
new Inman steamer and thirty-nine of the
new Cunard. The Engineer also says that
““if the engines and other arrangements of
the Guion vessel are in suitable propor-
tions, as we doubt not they will be, she
will realize a greater speed than any vessel
engaged in the Atlantic service does at pre-
sent,or than the vessels now building can
be expected to reach.”

But, great as'these efforts to attain high
speed with all the desiderata of nautical
architecture are, a grander effort in the
same direction has been set on foot. A
novel steamship has recently been patented
by Mr. Robert Wilcox, of Melbourne, Vie-
toria, designed to make the voyage from
England to the Antipodes in twenty-five
days, about one-third less time than the
shortest run by steam on record. Itis a
model of a double hull, each part of which
is divided into two cigar-shaped portions.
According to the London Marine Engineer,
it has the advantages of moderate surface
friction, of allowing waves striking the ship
abeam to pass under it, and is constructed
on the principles laid down by Professor
Froude, the greatest modern authority on
the laws of liquid resistance and buoyancy.
The method of propulsion is eminently
adapted, this journal says, to ““give an
exceptionally effective grip to the water. i
The propelling gear consists of two large
drums fore and aft driven by the engines
and passing over the drums a continuous
band of iron links on which at suitable in-
tervals are fixed the paddles or blades,
which are euntirely protected against vio-
lent seas, so that their depth of immersion
is unaffected by the ship’s rolling or pitch-
ing, and there is no danger of * racing.”
If, as the Marine Engineer asserts, the
wave of replacement has been found to
collect between the hulls, moving with
the vessel, so that the propelling blades
have all the advantage of driving through
water that is advancing rather than re-
tiring, it seems certain that such a steam-
ship can be driven at enormous speed.
Its great breadth of beam, affording cor-
responding stability, would admit of plac-
ing its engines and boilers above the water
line s0 that in case of collision or of a
leak or of swamping seas, the fires would
not be at once extinguished, and the ship
though in a sinking condition would be
manageable to the last moment, If these |
elements of great speed and safety can be 1
realized and the novel craft combininy !
them proves herselt capable of breastini l
the big waves off the Cape of Good Hopz !
and_the furious gales that sweep her Aus-
tralian track, there is reason to expect she |
