Elsction Returas.

We give below the names and political
classification of members elected in the
different constituencies as accurately as
the returns published will permit. The
respective parties differ in their estimates
of the general results, but, after reading
all they say it is evident that the main
question, viz.—whether the Government
is or is not sustained, cannot be ascertain-
ed until Parliament meets, When the
returns were partially in, and a number
of coustituencies, which. have since been
shown to have elected oppositionists, were
supposed to have returned Government
supporters, the Toronto News (indepen-
dent), said of the Government’s position:--

“They will be at the mercy of parlia-
mentary accidents dependent for power
upon the caprice of a handful of their sup-
porters and liable to be overthrown should
a catch vote succeed in - detaching a few
men temporarily from their following.
The whole relations of the Government
and opposition parties in the new hounse
will be ¢ The ministry will feel
itself copstantly in danger, always obliged
to guard every point against sudden as.
sault. In short, though the Ministry
whizh has ruled the Dominion so long, and,
more owing to the defects of the system
than to its own fault, so badly, is not
kiiled, its hack-bone is broken. It may
linger ou for & year or two but it is doom-
ed. Though the Government is apparently
sustained the majority appears to be in
doubt.

The Toronto Mail, the leading Govern-
ment organ, also said:—

The Toronto Globe, the leading liberal
organ of the Dominien, said:—-

“The latest returns tend to bring out
the closeness of the government’s es-
cape from defeat.

were to back the government their ma-
jority would be so small as fally to war-
rant the tory organ’s acknowledgment
yesterday that another election will pro-
bably be required within a year. Much
depends, of course, on theaction of certain
Quebec members who have classed them-
welves as in opposition, though they do not
profess to be out and out liberals. but
even if the ministerialist claim that these
members will go back from pledges made
to their constituents were to be justified
at the assembling of parliament, which is
-almost impossible, a working majority
would not be behind the ministry.”

- Many, like, ourselves, who
worked last Spring, for Mr. Gillespie’s re-
turn and that of Mr. Burchill, are disap-
pointed over the course he has taken, for
there is an unmistakeably strong ' feeling
that the original intention in reference to
the seat should be carried out, and that
no real friend of the Governunent, of the
protestant faith, ought to mar that inten-
tion. 1tis well known that, from the
first, Mr. Burchill, whose claims upon the
constituency are as strong—to say the
least—as those of any other man that
could be named, has been in full " accord
with the understood sentiments of the
government party. On Wednesday even=-
ing of last week, after his nomination was
ratified, he asked Mr. Gillespie to with-
draw his opposition to the party’s wishes,
and offered on his part, to decline the
nomination, in ord~r that a Roman
Catholic might be put up by the party to
fill the vacancy. Mr. Gillespie, however,
persisted in his determination to run, and
no other course remained to Mr. Burchill
but to stand by the government'’s friends
in the emergency.

The situation, as it presents itself at
the present time, is this:—that Mr. Bur-
chill is in full accord with the best un.
derstood sentiment of the Governmnent’s
supporters, which is in favor of keeping
faith with their Roman Catholic asso-
ciates. No real friend of the party can
countenance a departure from. the im-
plicd understanding that has been ar-
rived at, and no one who professes tv be-
long to the party—excepting Mr. Gil-
lespie—desires to stand, for a moment,
in the way of a Romayp Catholic candi-
date for the vacancy.

1n this county, we have always, in
these matters, kept sectarian considera.
‘tions from being unnecessarily intruded
into our political affairs, and, in this way,
the party, which is now admittedly pow-
erful, has been cmv;o‘.idnted and placed in
a very strong position. It is composcd of
all classes and zreeds, and will remain
impregnable, so long as thoss who are
its acknowledged Jeaders keep faith
with those who have enjoyed their confi=

promises. We believe that nothing
should be done to weaken confidence
within the party’s ranks, and that no in.
dividual belonging to it should be permit.
ted to make use of his position to further
his personal purposss or ambition, at the
expense’of the mutual confidence and im.
plied understandings which are important
elements in its structure. The duty of all
who wish the party well is to stand by
those confidences and understatdings,even
though it may be at the sacrifice of person-

sympathies. So far as the AbvaNceis
concerned, it may be relied upon to adhere
ccnsistently to the understanding that the
vacant seat should go to a Roraan Catholic.
In this we believe we are in accord with
the gentleman who has accepted the
party’s nomination, and will stand by it
against aoy but a nominee of that faith
who ay offer in the interest of the Gov-
ernment. 1f weare not much mistaken,
we express the views in this matter of the
best men of the party and may, therefore,
bope that more reatonable counsels will
intluence the only man who, at present,
seems to opposc himself to the generally
prevailing sentiment of those who wish to
promote the interests of the Governmént
and its organized supporters.
