If any one assert the contrary, we
denounce him as a foul calumnlator of the official
gentlemen whom we hive named-—as one who
would represent them as hypoerites and villains.

Usevor Hixt Anovr CHoLerA.—A writer
in a weekly medical journal, who saw much of
the cholera in 1832 and 1834, suggests a very
simple, and, as he asserts, a very valuable pre
ventive against the susceptibility of the disease
The weakeoed state of the stomach he says,
which predisposes to cholera, is so decidedly
obviated by eating freely of common salt with our
meals, that he believed that three-fourths of the
cases which would otherwise occur may be pre-
vented by this simple additition to our food. 'T'he
writer recommends for an adulta ninth of an eunce
(about a small tea-spoonful) three times a day, at
breakfast, dinner, tea, or supper. It may be
eaten with fish, animal food, game, bread, foust,
or bread and butier. The same beneficial resuit
is not obtained with salted meats, broths, soups,
&c., in_which salt is dissolved ; because by the
action of heat, or long admixtare of the salt wirl:
other matter, a change is produced in its proper-
ties, and the preventive power, with reference to
this particalar wvse of it, destroyed. Whan
cholera prevailed in London, the writer was con
stantly exposed to its infldence, and only used the
above preventive measure.  ‘The bcmﬁ'cml effeet
of this plan probably depends, first upon the sult
digestion and assimilation of the food ; and,
secondly, upon maintauing a more than usually
saline condition of the blood ; for it is well known
that one of the earliost effects of the cholera is o
deprive the blood of its suline materials,
