The 
rooky chambers, so vast and lofty ; the 
waters stagnant, or flowing from be­
neath the dark vaults ; lakes a toothing 
or d emerging the contents of other 
hidden lakes, that come winding in 
blind, black, corridors ; particularly 
those streams which have been fittingly 
named after the mythical “Styx" and 
MCocytua" of the lower world; the 
strange animals, eyeless fishes, lisants, 
hideous crickets, gigantic rats, many 
kinds of creeping, timid creatures that 
live in the gloomy depths, or along the 
banks which the 11 Cocytua," the “Styx,” 
the “ Echo,” and other leaden currents 
of the cavern abandon in their summer 
retreat to the rivers of the outer world ; 
the weird scenes presented in the pas­
sage up the “ Echo River,” the banks of 
which are inundated by the shadowy 
floods when the rains which fall in the 
basin of the Green River arrive by some 
mysterious paths, and, mounting along 
the rocks,\fi!l the black chambers to the 
very keystobe,oi the arches ; the “Gothic 
Galleries,” “Giant's Coffin,” “Elbow 
Crevice," “Dedd Sea,” “Qreat Western,” 
“Valley of Flowers,” with numerous 
other equally qunous features of the 
cave—these all" need for description 
more space than can be given here.

Regular hours are fixed for entering 
the cave ; guides, with lamps, firesvorks, 
end all materials requisite for the sub­
terranean journey are provided. Those 
who take the long route are furnished 
with extra guides to carry food, as the 
time spent in the cave is from ten to 
fourteen hours, while those who enter 
upon^the short route require only about 
five hours, and, starting at an early hour 
in the morning, they cad return in sea­
son to the hotel for dinner. Here it oe

Sometimes by direct, special commu­

nications. They may or may not be in 
answer to specific prayers. They may 
be novel in form, or they merely may 
take tîie shape of indorsements of pur­
poses already partly formed. They are 
likely to be made when emergencies 
occur for which previous experience 
never has prepared us, as when the 
early disciples were first brought before 
magistrates or governors to be question­
ed concerning the faith ; or when duty 
involves some action or course of con­
duct unlikely to be recognised as obliga­
tory without a particular reflation to 
that effect, as when Philip was bidden p 
to accost the Ethiopian eunuch ; or 
when we suddenly find ourselves obliged 
to make important decisions without new 
sufficient time for reflection, when we 
eonnot feel certain that it is safe to act 
according to the principles which we 
know to be usually trustworthy guides.
It Is easy to be misled in regard to such 
special communications, and to auppoio 
that we receive them, when we are mis­
taken about the fact Yet that they are 
made to us sometimes, is beyond reason­
able denial.

Ordinarily, however, the Holy Spirit’s 
guidance assumes another form. Usual­
ly it is sasietance in the enlightenment 
and exercise of oar own judgments in 
regard to what our duty is. If this

Tbe semi-annual conference of our 
Maritime Province missionaries was con­
vened at Chicaoole, June 24th. The 
time of holding this conference is deter­
mined by the return of missionaries 
from the hot weather resort, sod that 
return is generally determined by the 
coming of the rains. This year the rains 
did not come when expected, and we 
had to hold our conference at the very 
hottest part of the season, with the 
thermometer up in the nineties.

Seven of our number were able to be 
present and participated in the meet­
ings, which lasted for two full days and 
parts of two other days. As we only 
meet once in six months it is a matter 
of regret that the missionaries are not 
abl# to remain longer together in con­
ference. I trust that ere long a full 
week will not be considered too much 
time to devote to spiritual refreshing 
and to careful consideration of the best 
“ways and means " for the prosecution 
of our work. Four of our number had 
promised to prepare papers for the con­
ference. But owing to the rush of other 
wo A, and the early departure of two of 
the brethren, we had to forego all the 
papers but one.

1 'horchill, on * Faith 
thqugh not written out, iras given 
in substance, and proved helpfuL 
An hour or more each day was spent in 
prayer, praise and Bible study. Owing 
to the beat and human nature these 
devotional exercises were sometimes 
squeezed into too short a space.

Our people here are very few, but are 

Baptists tried and true, and they will do 
all they can to sustain a gospel church. 
For the present we have engaged the 
Town Hall, which will seat four hun­
dred.

Have preached three Sabbaths, and 
our congregation has increased from 
fourteen to one hundred and fifty, and 
already we see tokens of Divine favor.
I expect soon to baptise three believers, 
and organise a church of not less than 
fifteen or twenty members. The great 
wonder is, that a Baptist church was not 
organised here a year or two ago, when 
there were as many as fifty Baptists. 
And now as a number who were Baptists 
in principle, and 
profession, and are well to do financially, 
have united with the Presbyterian and 
Methodist churches, it will be a long 
time before our people will recover what 
has been lost through negligence ; but 
there is yet good material here for a 
strong Baptist church.

Most of the non professors of the town 
are poor, and thank God that these may 
have the Gospel. There are eighteen 
German families alone on one street, 
quite neglected. And ss we have a 
German Baptist minister preaching to a 
church of the same only a few miles from 
town, we hope to be able to reach these 
people through him. Bogina, as a town, 
has a great future, and we, as Baptists, 
must prepare for it It is the capital of 
the N. W. Territories, the residence of the 
Governor of the territories, the head­
quarters of 300 of the N. W. mounted 
police ; is only eight years old, but has 
nearly 3,000 inhabitants.

The Catholics, Presbyterians, and 
Methodists all have fine houses of wor­
ship, and the Episcopalians are to begin 
the erection of a costly building next 
month. If the foil Gospel were preached 
in any of these churches perhaps there 
would be no need of s Baptist church 
here ; but it is not, at least they don't 
carry out the divine commission; hence 
the need of a Baptist church. It is 
certain that we shall not be able to do 
much here till we have s house of wor 
ship, and this we cannot have without 
aid from the East Thanks to the 
Maritime W. В. M. U. for the way in 
which they have already taken hold ol 
our work here, and the fact that they 
have never yet failed In any good work 
is s sufficient warrant that they will not 
fail with regard to Regina.
