Mann Bill Providing For Ad-
ministration O0f Panama
Canal Zone Passes Con-
gress After Strong Session.

DEMOCRATS FIGHT
TO LAST DITCH

Washington, D, C,, Jan. 6,~With the
Democrats fighting at every step, the
Mann bill, providing for the adminis-
tration of the Panama zone and cen-
tralizing the government thereof in
the president of the United States,
passed the house today by a vote of
119 to 102, The vote was along strict-
ly party lines. The minority kept the
house in session until 6 o’'clock this
evening by offering amendment after
amendment and demanding tellers on
each vote. A futile effort was made by
Representative Richardson, of Alaba-
ma, to have the measure recommitteed
to the committee on interstate and
foreign commerce. An aye and nay
vote resulted In 104 ayes and 136
nays,

Section 2 of the bill, which confers
on the president military, civil and
judicial powers, including the power
to make laws, was the object of spirit-
ed attack. Representative Keifer, of

Legislative Power.

“Do you believe that congress has
any power under the constitution to
confer legislative power on the presi-
dent?” asked Mr. Garrett.

“Ordinarily, no,” replied Mr. Towns-
end. “In this instance, yes, We are
in Panama digging a canal and it ia
necessary for the president to have
the power to make. rules and regula-
tions for the government of the zone
while that work is in proeress.”

Representative Mann, author of the
bill, argued that precedent for the
conferment of such power on the ex-
ecutive was found in similar action
by the Democratic congress at the
time of the Loulsiana purchase and
when Florida was ceded to the United
States by Spain,

Defending his party, Representative
Harrison of New York said that dis-
turbed internal conditions made such
action necessary, but that despotic
government in those territories was
continued no longer than was neces-
sary to establish local government. A
motion of Mr. Hardwick of Georgla
to strike out the section entirely was
lost by the close vote of 85 to 90.

The bill, as it goes to the senate,
authorizes the president to have the
Panama Canal completed and to ap-
point a director-general of the canal
and the canal zone, thus doing away
with the canal commission. It in.
vests the judicial power of the zone
in one circuit court and such infer.
for courts as the president may con-
stitute and allows appeal to the su-
preme court of the United States in
civil cases involving $5,000 and in
criminal cases, punishable by death
or life imprisofment. Trial by jury
s granted in all criminal prosecutions
for felony.

Halifax, Jan. 5.—Over forty fisher-
men, the breadwinners and sole sup-
port of practically the entire male
population of the villages of White-
head and Dover were either drowned
or frozen to death in thelr boats dur-
ing a blizzard which swept the Nova
Scotia coast during the past thirty-
six hours. Twenty-five fishing boats
containing over one hundred men left
Dover and Whitehead before daylight
yesterday morning and up to a late
hour tonight only sixteen boats con-
taining sixty men have reached their
home ports. Eight boats containing
over forty men are lost, and have
either foundered or been driven far
out to sea, No trace of them could
be found by steamers that patrolled
the fishing grounds and vicinity to-
day. If the frail crafts are still above
the surface the forty occupants have
undoubtedly perished as no human be-
ing could live in an open: boat with-
out food or water in the piercing cold
and blizzard that has swept this viecin-
ity during the past thirty-six hours.

Before Daylight.

The haddock fleet left for the fish-
ing grounds yesterday morning before
daylight, the crews expecting to re-
turn as usual with nightfall. Fishing
is good off Whitehead and about twen-!
ty-five boats from this and the neigh-
boring fishing villages were on the
fishing grounds at noon,

The boats appeared to have had
good luck in fishing up to the middle
of the day. It was bitterly cold and
trawling was carrfed on under great
difficulties, but the hope of good

Nova Scotia Yesterday

Fleet of 23 Haddock Fishermen Flee for Safety
When Terrific Blizzard Sets In off Coast--
Many Reach Haven but 17 Boats Are Unac-
counted For and Worst Is Feared.

catches was the lure which kept the
fishermen from making harbor when
the conditions became unfavorable.
Through the afternoon a number of
fishermen becaine alarmed and put
back to port. Five of the Whitehead
boats got safely into port and three
others managed to get into the shore,
their crews being heard from this morn
ing. This left seventeen still unac-
counted for. A few of the remaining
boats managed to get in and from
them the story of the disaster comes,

Heavy Snow Storm.

With very little warning a heavy
snow storm set In during the early
afternoon, shutting out the land from
view. With the snow came a fierce
gale and soon a perfect blizzard was
raging. The southeaster made it im-
possible for any boat to make any
progress towards land.

On the other hand, with the water
lashed into a fury of towering waves,
the only recourse for the occupants of
the boats was to layto while the furi-
ous wind swept their frail boats far-
ther and farther out to sea. All the
boats were in the same predicament
and nowne were in*very good' circum-
stances for renderiny assistance to
sister crafts.

There was very little food on board
most of the boats and exposed in 20
foot open crafts to the terrors of a
zero storm-driven atmsphere, and with
icy waters thrown over their unpro-
tected bodies, the occupants of the
boats, if alive, must be in a deplor-
able condition. Still, while there is
life, there is hope, and efforts will not
be relaxed till it is realized that fur-
ther endeavor would be futile.

Death Of Darius Ogdin Mills
Sends From Twenty-Five To
One Hundred Millions Of
Dollars To England.

PROMINENT BANKER
DEAD IN WEST

San Francisco, Jan. b.—Another
great American fortune will pass to
England with the death here last night
of Darfus Ogden Mills, whose estate
is variously estimated at between
$26,000,000 and $100,000,000.

Mrs. John Hubert Ward, daughter
of Mrs. Whitelaw Reid, and the Coun-
tess Granard, daughter of Ogden Mills,
are the granddaughters of the dead
financier who will bring millions to
their English husbands.

Darius Ogden Mills had but two
children, Ogden Mills and Mrs. Reid.
Both his grandaughters were recently
married and the internatiopal wed-
dings attracted columns of space in
the papers. Miss Jean Reld, daughter
of Mrs. Reid, married the brother of
the Harl of Dudley, and the marriage
of Miss Beatrice Mills to the Earl of
Gru-td oy -the -society event of a
se:

nmher Ammlcan girl who will In-
herit millions from the Mills estate is
the twin sister of the countess, Miss
Gladys Mills, whose engagement to
titled Englishmen has often been
rumored.

While it is believed that the bulk
of the Mills estate will probably be
inherited directly by Ogden Mills and
Mrs. Reid, Mrs. Ward, the Countess
of Granard and Miss Gladys Mills, will
probably receive considerably more
than $1,000,000 each.

Both the Harl of Granard and the
Hon. John Hubert Ward were wealthy
when they married, so that the added
fortunes will make them among the
wealthiest members of the titled
classes In Great Britain.

Dies Very Suddenly.

Darius Ogden Mills died here at his
winter home last night at the age of
84. Death, caused by heart disease,
came so suddenly that no physician
was at the bedside when the financier
passed away. Mrs. Reld, however,
was by his side when the_end came,

Ogden Mills and his wife left for
the east yesterday, thinking that Mr.
Mills was in his usual health. White-
law Reid, as soon as he learned of the
death of his father-in-law, made ar-
rangements to leave London this week
so that he could be present at the
funeral, which will take place in New
York.

Darius Ogden Mills, although born
within the shadow of New York city,
went to California when gold was dis-
covered there in 1847. He made $40,
000 the first year in a store at Sacra-
mento and put all bis profits into ship-
ments from New York, which made
bhim a wealthy man within a shorty
time.

tis luck in California was proverb-
fal, everything he touched seemed to
turn to gold. He did not confine his
operations to any one line, but invest-
ed heavily in mines, railroads, timber
and ranches. He founded the Bank
of Californin when he was 40 years
old, retired 10 years later, and two
years afterward, when the cashier
had involved the bank in losses of
milllons and committed sulcide, Mr.
Mills stepped in again, subscribed
$1,000,000 himself, raised $7,000,000
more, served as president for three
years without pay and left the bank
as solvent as when he had first turn-
ed it over.

Built Three Hotels.

His most famous investment was
the Mills Hotels, three in number in
New York city, which were innova-
tions to the world, places where a
poor man could obtain clean lodging
and mﬂ food at small prices, yet
which paid a profit to the builder.

A short time ago Mr. Mills deeded
the three hotels to three trustees,
himself, hig son Ogden and his daugh-
ter, Mrs. Reld.

Besides his financial interests in
New York, Mr. Millse was trustee of
the Metropolitan Museum of Arts and
of the Carnegie Institute of Washing-
ton. He was president of the Bank of
New York,:0f the Morton Trust Com-
pany and the United States Trust
Company.

In California Mr. Mills was for some
time regent of the University of Call-
fornia; In 1901 he donated an obser-
vatory to the university which was es-
tablished near Santiago, Chili, an
paid all expenses of the expedition to
establish it for three years,

Among Laborers In British |

Unionist Leader Declares
for Reform of Upper
House--Asks Both Par-
ties To Help.

Austin Chamberlain Chal-
lenges Asquith---Peers
Unable To Obtain Hear-
ing--Poet in Fray.

London, Jan. 5—~Two phases of the
election struggle now claim attention
first, the disorderly interruptions to
which many Conservatives meetings
and almost all of those addressed by
peers are subjected so that it is prac-
tically impossible for any Unionist
peer to obtaip a fair hearing and, sec-
ond, the realization by the peers
themselves and the Unionist press of
the necessity of the House of Lords
advocating its own reform, as the only
means of meeting the storm of pro-
test the peers’ action upon the budget
aroused in the country.

The reform of the House of Lords
has been openly urged by the Times
and other Conservative organs, and
was tonight the most interesting point
of the speech of Lord Lansdowne at
Liverpool. He admitted that the pres.
ent house was too unwieldly for an
effective second chamber but declar-
ed his belief in the preponderating
power of the House of Commons, and
suggested a House of Lords within
the upper house and that this reform
ought to be the work, not of one but
of beoth political parties working to-
gether.

Tariff Reform

In conclusion, Lord Lansdowne ade
vocated tariff reform, with a moderate
scale of duties as the only visible
remedy for the evils all desired to re-
move,

All the great leaders were again
speaking in various parts of the coun-
try tonight. Austen Chamberlain chal-
lenged Premier Asquith to produce
proofs of his assertion that unemploy-
ment was felt as much in protected
countries as in Great Britain. The
campaign seems to have a great at-
traction for the literary class, Alfred
Austin, the poet laureate, joined the
fray tonight by issuing a letter in
which he points out that the present
House of Lords includes 200 members
who served the country in the army
and navy, a hundred of them on the
battlefield, to say nothjng of those
who perished in the shock of war.
One hundred and-seventy had been
members of the House of Commons
and he declares that it i3 impossible
to call such a body unrenresemntlve,

PEARY UNWILLING O
SHARE. POLE HONORS

Commander Confident That
Andree Never Reached Top
Of Earth — Says Indian
Story Is a Myth.

Bangor, Me.,, Jan, 5.—Just before
his lecture tonight, Commander Peary
took occasion to discredit the reports
of the discovery of the remains of An
dree's balloon, 900 miles north of
Prince Albert, Sask., near Reindeer
Jake in the Arctic circle, which have
been sent out by Catholic missionaries
in that region. He is confildent that
the Andree expedition never reached
the Pole.

“Similar reports of the finding of
wreckage of the ill-fated Jeanette on
the north coast of Siberia were heard
for years until they were finally dis-
credited by the knowledge that Mel-
ville and De Long had landed at Lena
Delta,” said Comamnder Peary. “In
my opinion, Andree’s party came to
grief and their balloon dropped into
the Polar Ocean shortly after their
start. The chances are that they
were either drowned or that they
starved miserably to death upon an
fce floe. I doubt if their exact fate
will evér be known.”

Today a heavy north-northwest gale
prevails on the fishing grounds. Thick
snow is settling over the scene, blot-
ting out the view and impeding search
ers. Along with this is a vapor which
lies over the surface of the ocean
still more impenetrable than the snow.

Another Boat.

One of the boats which arrived at
‘Whitehead this morning reports hav-
ing seen another boat ashore on the
Dogfish Rock at the eastern entrance
of the harbor. Evidently she had ¢
most succeeded in reaching the dwn
ed haven in safety when the combined
heavy wind and sea carrvied her onto
the treacherous rock. This crew was
vescued later.

Still another boat was reported, and
as in the case of the previously men-
tioned fishing boat, the prospects for

NO CHANGE IN RATES
FOR BRAKEMEN

Ottawa, Jan. 5.—The Railway Com-
mission this morning decided not to
forbi@ the  presence of brakemen on
the top of moving trains. The propos-
al was made for the purpose of allow-
ing of the reduction of the height of
bridges and overhead crossings of
railways. At present there has to be
22 feet 6 inches between the rails and
the bridge, so there will be room for
brakemen to stand on the top of the
cars without danger. If the height of
the bridges could be reduced by keep-
ing brakemen off the tops of freight
trains the cost of overhead crossings
would be greatly reduced.

Countries and cities may profit by Judicious ad-
vértising as well as industries and comimercial enter
prises, The things which are to the advantage of the
town may be made known in the right place. To this
end many growing and progressive communities maintain
a publicity . department. By proceeding along these
lines progressively, and yet with such practical restrajnt
as an experienced trader would impose upon himself,
the city should get the proper kind of publicity where it
will do the most good.

Has Asked Sverdrup to Com-
mand an ExploringandHunt-
ing Expedition in Search for
Land Cook Tells of.

New York, Jan. 5.—The Times says:
John R. Bradley, the sportsman who
put up the money for Dr. Frederick

regarding an expedition to explore the
polar sea north of Crocker Land.'

1t was reported yesterday that Mr.
Bradley had decided to go on a hunt
for “Bradley Land,” which Dr, Cook
informed the world he had discovered
while he stayed in the arctic. Dr.
Cook told of having found a great
waste of land up the He had hit
upon the idea, be said, of naming it
after Mr. Bradley.

Mr. Bradley actually believed that
Cook had found land to the far north
and that Cook had really tacked Brad-
ley's name to it. That is, he believed
it until the University of Copenhagen

came out with its verdict against Dr.
Cook. Then Mr. Bradley learned that
Commander Peary had discovered

Crocker Island, which appeared to be
in just about the same longitude and
latitude as “Bradley Land,” So he
decided to find out the truth for him-
self,

The expedition. according to present
plans, is to start from St, John's, N. F.,
early in June, and Mr.. Bradley pro-
poses to stay in the polar sea,
ploring the neighborhood of Crocker
Land, until he has found out what is
up there. Mr. Bradley is fond of
hunting, and he has hopes of returning
with plenty of rare game, whether he
finds any trace of Bradley Land or
not. While he is up there, it is said,
he will keep an eye out for Dr. Cook,
if he has not been discovered in the
meantime.

LATE KING LEOPOLD
DEFENDED BY PRELATE

Archbishop Ireland Says Congo
Atrocities Were Imagined in
England---The True Story of
the Administration.

Minneapolis, Jan, 5.-—Archbishop
Ireland of the Catholic archdiocese of
St. Paul today warmly defended the
course of King Leopold and the Bel-
gian administration in the Congo. He
said:

“As time is allowed for calm con-
sideration of facts the general Ameri-
can press changes very much for bet-
ter its tone with regard to the admin-
istration of the Congo under the late,
King of Belgium.

“It is becoming every day plainer
that the agitation against Leopold's
administration had its origin in Eng-
land among fanatical preachers and
unserupulous merchants. The preach-
ers were irritated that a Catholic
ruler should hold sway over such im-
mense territory, even though freédom
of religious action was there guaran-
teed to Protestant as well as to Cath-
olic missionaries.

“The merchants knew so well the
possibilities of the Congo that
clamored for exclusive ownership of
the territory.

English pride and ambition aiming
at sole ownership of the Dark Contin-
ent silently, yet efficiently, abetted
the efforts of preachers and of mer-
chants, and so day by day the outcry

lie, even in America, began to give
credence to it and the American gov-
ernment once thought itself obliged
to send remonstrance to Brussels,
“Prof. Starr of the University of
Chicago, returning from a journey of
two years through the Congo, declar-
ed that while there he had neither
seen nor heard of the ‘atrocitids,’ that
the first news he had of them was on
his homecoming, when English and
American papers fell into his hands.
There is a vast deal of exaggeration
in reports of cruelties in the Congo.”

Rev. Mr. Boyd {s lecturing under
the auspices of the St. John City and
County Assoclation for the Prevention
of Tuberculosis, and in speaking to
the painters and allled tradesmen last
evening sought to show the underly-
ing causes of consumption. There
was a popular idea, he sald, that the
disease was caused by a germ and
while it was true that if there was
no germ there could be no tubercu-
losis, yet the fight against unfavorable
conditions would accomplish much.

Mr. Boyd first discussed the differ-
ent trades represented, their effect
upon the health of their employees
and the general welfare of the city.
The master painters work, he pointed
out, was closely identified with the
fumigation which followed a case of
consumption as they were called upon
to do the re-painting,

Condemned Present Conditions.

Being asked with reference to the
plumbing trade, Mr. Boyd expressed
his surprise that in a city with nearly
50,000 population there was no sani-
tary conveniences for the use of the
general public. Those in the market
were closed up in the evening and
many men were driven to saloons for
the want of such places.

He thought that churches and soc-
fal organizations would awake to the
fact that the lack of such conven-
fences was a potent factor in sending
men to the saloons. Next year the
whole Dominion was being asked to
visit St. John and something should

be done to remedy this evil in the in-
terest of decency, public health and
sobriety.

Another great need, Mr. Boyd sald,
was & public bath. He was gratified
to see the Y. M. C. A, provide a large
bath for their members and the young
boys of the city but with an unlimited
water supply, this important preven-
tive of disease should be undertaken.

Law Regarding Ventilation.

In closing Mr. Boyd spoke strongly
of the neglect in enforcing the law
relating to the ventilation of public
buildings and said it seemed as if the
law was not generally known. He
read the regulation of the Provinclal
Board of Health as follows:

“It shall be the duty of every cor-
porate body, managing committees,
trustees or persons, owning any
church, public hall, school or other
building used for church purposes,
public meetings, schoolhouse or school-
room or any other purpose to provide
sufficient means for the proper ventl-
lation of such buflding; and no public
body or person in charge of any
church or place of worship, no master
or teacher of any school, public or
private, of any Sunday school, shall
go far omit or neglect any duty or
reasonable precaution to the extent to
which provision has been made in the
building therefor respecting the tem-
perature, ventilation or cleanliness
of any church, place of worship or
schoolroom, or relating to any ap-
purtenant thereto, as that by reason
of such neglect or omission the health
of any person shall suffer or Iincur
any avoldable peril or detriment.”

At the close of the meeting a com-
mitteé ‘'was appointed to arrange for
a general meeting of the painters and
allied industries on Jan. 16.- The place
will be announced later.
