Fifteen thousand people greeted the 
Prime Minister and the Minister of 
Railways on their arrival at. the rail­
way station and witnessed their pro­
gress to the city hall where a civic 
reception was held. An immense 
throng heard brief speeches on City 
Hall Square from the Premier and 
the Minister of Railways, following a 
reception during which, for half an 
hour, a steady stream of citizens had 
shaken hands with the Prime Minister.

A feature of the demonstration was 
the turning out of the Halifax fire de­
partment which headed the great pro­
cession with a large portion of the ap­
paratus, the men being in uniform. 
The engines and hose wagons were 
decorated with Union Jacks. Scores 
of automobiles were in line and three 
bands of music were included.

It was a civic demonstration, an offi­
cial welcome to the city by the Board 

Z of Control, the aldermen and the 
mayor of Halifax and Dartmouth, but 
everybody, old and young, rich and 
poor, Joined In the reception and ad­
ded to the cheering which resounded 
along the line and at the city hall 
where the climax was reached.

As the Prime Minister's car came up 
the hand struck up "O Canada." and 
afterwards "Rule Britannia," and there 
v. ere renewed cheers. The crush of 
citizens wa< tremendous. The Prime 
Minister, with Mr. Cochrane on his 
right, took a stand at the foot of tiie

Ottawa. June 15.—The government 
has decided to make a thorough inves­
tigation into the fisheries of the Hud. 
son Bay from a commercial standpoint 
and a fishing expert will be sent north 
on the steamer Minto when it leaves 
about July 1 with supplies for the har­
bor work a,t Port Nelson. The appoint­
ment has been left to the biological 
board.

The government, feels that with the 
opening of the Hudson Bay railway a 
big fishing Industry should be develop 
ed in the bay which It is believed is 
swarming with fish. If this is found to 
be correct there should be a*big trade 
with the prairie provinces, while a 
trade might be developed with the old 
country.

The first of the four steamers which 
have been chartered to carry equip­
ment. and supplies to Port Nelson for 
the harbor work is expected to leave 
about June 23. H. T. Hazen. the harbo: 
engineer who has been in Ottawa most 
cf the winter preparing the l’ans. will 
likely leave on that steamer. All four 
steamers are Newfoundland whalers, 
built to fight ice if necessary. These 
will be in addition to the government 
steamer Minto.

The vessel will be head­
quartered iff Quebec and utilized on 
the St. Lawrence to facilitate the early 
opening of navigation and the pro­
longation of the season of it. She will 
cost half a million dollars, have a 
length of 275 feet, a width of 66, and a 
depth pf 30 feet. The indicated horse 
power will be 10,000. The vessel will 
be built on the lines of the Ermack, 
the great Russian icebreaker.

An interesting feature of the con­
tract will be a stipulation, designed 
to assist home industry, that the ship 
must be built in Canada.

The campaign directed from Monte­
rey has resulted in the recall of Gen­
eral Trucy AUbert who, apparently, 
was unable to suppress the rebels un­
der command of Vcnustiano Carranza, 
or even to retake and reopen the rail, 
road between Monterey and Laiedo, 
Texas. His successor has done no 
better. The rebels have extended 
their field of operations until small 
towns from the Gulf coast to Chihua­
hua are entered, seemingly, almost at 
will.

ASTORIA Mexico City, June 13.—In the three 
months. General Huerta has been Pres­
ident of Mexico, he has made no sub­
stantial headway against the rebels, 
according to the opinions of close and 
Impartial observers of the situation in 
this Republic. Unless there is made 
a radical change in the conduct of the 
government’s campaign against its en­
emies, or unless the rebels become 
much weaker than they are today, 
foreign observers believe that Huerta 
will have great difficulty in restoring 
peace to Mexico. As for the rebels, 
they have grown steadily stronger 
since General Huerta became Presi­
dent, and now there is scarcely a state 
In which their mobile columns have 
not been operating 
government's superior armament and 
organization.

“The country le plunged in anarchy," 
said "El Diario,” a pro-government 
paper, recetttly. “Brigandage 
sway in a large portion of the national 
territory ; defeated in one place, the 
bands reappear In another, and they 
carry their audacity to the point of 
defyingi the federal divisions in their 
headquarters.” The usual expression 
in the local papers, however, is of a

part they reflect the carefully studied 
optimistic tone of the officers at the 
National palace, who make much of 
defeats administered here and there, 
and often fail to make any mention 
at all of rebel victories.

The manner in which the parcels post 
system of the United States has been 
evolved is probably about as perfect 
a system as could• have been made 
practicable. But already complaints 
are arising out of the complicated 
schedule. This fault has been avoided 
in the Canadian Act. It was naturally 
impossible to make a flat rate all over 
the Dominion, owing to the great dis­
tances and the comparatively sparse 
population. So a rone system, modi­
fied from that adopted by the United 
States, has been worked out. The 
Maritime Provinces will constitute one 
zone, and each of the other provinces 
will constitute an additional zone. Be­
sides this there will be a special zone 
extending for twenty miles around 
every post office. This latter provi­
sion is so eminently just that the re­
tailers who protested against the par. 
cel post system withdrew their opposi­
tion on becoming aware of it. It means 
that the traders in small towns will 
be able to use the parcel post for sup­
plying the wants of their customers in 
the surrounding districts.

* The first or organization meeting of 
the,.American Medical Association, 
the great international society of 
physicians, which will hold its 1913 
convention in Minneapolis during this 
week, was held n New \ork in 1846. 
It was organized along the lines of 
the British Medical Association, found­
ed fourteen years earlier. The first 
association of physicians in America 
was the New Jersey State Medical 
Society, founded in 1776. The first 
permanent resident physician in Am­
erica was Dr. John Pot, who settled 
in Virginia in 1610. Dr. Samuel Ful­
ler, who came over on the Mayflower 
in 1620. was the first in New Eng­
land. Most of the early physicians

Mackenzie attributed part of the high 
cost of living in the large cities to the 
absence of a parcel post system. Here 
are the»words he used on that occa­
sion:1 “Moreover. we have no parcel 
post service, so that the express com­
panies, that is to say the railway com­
panies again, can and do make us pay 
dividends^on stock that has been 
shown to be largely water. It seems to 
be the universal opinion of shippers 
and consignees that in spite of—per­
haps it is because of—the monopoly 
these railways enjoy*they do not give 
proper facilities for bringing produce 
into the city. It would be difficult to 
overestimate the advantages of a par­
cel post service such as is maintained 
throughout Europe, even in Russia, Nine 
whereby produce could reach the con­
sumer directly:’from the farmer. The 
small charge necessary for such ser­
vice would at once put a limit to the the 
profits of the middleman and would 
compel the express companies to meet 
the competition of the postal service."

The Board of Trade of Toronto, were 
so struck with the evidence gathered 
by Professor Mackenzie, that they 
unanimously adopted the following re­
solution in favor of the parcel post as 
a means of reducing the high cost of 
living: .“Resolved, that the conference 
committee of one hundred of the 
Board of Trade of the city of -Toronto 
request that the council of the board 
urge that the Dominion Government 
consider establishing a good parcel 
post, limited no doubt at first to the 
more populous localities, but extended 
as experience may warrant."

The late Government were urged on 
many occasions to introduce the par­
cel post but signally failed to grant 
this boon to the people. The Borden 
Government and Mr. Pelletier, in par­
ticular, are to be congratulated in plac­
ing on the statute book what Mr. 
Joseph E. Armstrong, of East Lamp- 
ton, rightly declared in the course of 
the debate to be “one of the most pro­
gressive pieces of legislation and one 
of the most advantageous to the farm­
er and the consumer that was ever 
enacted in Canada.”

now on her maiden, trip to New York, may be gained from the accompanying photograph. The great Hamburg- 
American liner measures 919 feet in leagth, 98 feet In beam and has a tonnage of 50,000. The rudder which directs 
this great hull weighs nine tons, but is so delicately adjusted that it may be controlled from the bridge by a single 
hand. The Imperator is driven by quadruple screws of turbadlum bronze, each with a diameter of more than sixteen 
feet, which turn at a normal speed of 185 revolutions per minute, developing an average speed of 22% knots ptr 
hour. The Imperator sailed from Hamburg June 11 and will arrive at New York June 18.

New Machinery being Installed 
— Iron Mines Prosperous 
with Orders Ahead—Beam 
Days Caming for Bathurst.

“There are over 30,000,000 tons of 
high grade iron ore at Bathurst 
Mines,” said J. J. Drummond, of the 
Canada Corporation Iron Mines, to 
The Standard last evening. “ 
represents a vast source of 
and employment for hundreds 
many years- to come.

“Since the mines were opened 
considerable village has sprung ii 
being, about six hundred souls 
ready depending on the operate 
for a livelihood. The output has av 
aged1 1000 tons daily, while f 
cargoes amounting to 30,000 tons 
all have been shipped to Phlladeipi 
for smelting. The prosperity of 1 
mine is shown by the fact that ord 
for 150,000 tons have been receh 
this year. With the advancement 
the work new machinery is being 
stalled, the additions to the plant 
eluding a crushing and 
fit, at a cost of $25,000.

“The fact that 1000 
the average output at present augurs 
well for next y.ear’s work," said Mr.
