Mexlco City. Jan. 4.—The announce* 
ment that President Wilson’s policy 
would remain unchanged, after John 
Lind's trip to Pass Christian, is a 
source of disappointment to most of 
the foreigners and many Mexicans, 
who believed that the interview be­
tween the President and his personal 
representative might result In some 
definite step to put an early end to 
the distressing conditions, which so 
far as business Is concerned, are fait 
growing acute.

To official Mexico, while outward­
ly Mr. Lind’s visit to the President 
was of little significance, the 
ent determination of the United States 
still to keep its hands off is known to 
be highly gratifying. As one official 
tersely summoned the relations with 
the United States:

The best Mexico can expect of 
Washington Is to be let alone to work 
ont its own problem.

In spite of the critical financial out­
look, the administration "Appears to be 
highly optimistic. President Huerta 
regards the flotations of a foreign loan 
as far from a vain hope. A premature 
announcement recently of assurances 
from the Mexican finance minister, 
Senor De La Lama, now In Europe, 
that he had succeeded In inducing the 
acceptance by English and French 
bankers of bonds amounting to $85,- 
000,000, is now explained as an Incor­
rect Interpretation of the code used 
In the cablegram.

The finance department, however, 
declares that the minister's efforts 
are progressing favorably, and that 
there is reason to believe he soon will 
be successful.

The banking situation shows little 
improvement, and the scarcity of coin 
for ordinary trading is working hard­
ship on retailers particularly, and 
business men generally.

Halifax, N. 8., Jan. 4—The Nova 
Scotia Schooner Iona W., with her 
captain and crew of six men, has been 
lost In the vicinity of Sable Island. 
Mute evidences of the fate of the ves­
sel has been discovered on the treach­
erous sands of the island.

The superintendent of the Island 
has sent a wireless despatch to Char­
les Han ey, the local agent of the Can­
adian marine department, reporting 
of wreckage on the eastern end of the 
island. This consists of a schooner's 
cabin, a ship compass, a barrel of fish 
nets, some fish hooks, and a Norwe­
gian fog horn.

Houghton, Mich., Jan. 3—Efforts to 
end the strike of -copper miners by 
conciliation failed tonight. John B. 
Densmore of the department of labor, 
so announced after a final effort to 
bring the warring interests together. 
He did not hesitate to blame his fail­
ure on the uncompromising attitude 
df the mine owners.

The rock that split the negotiations 
and shattered hopes was the question 
of recognition of the union.

"In a nutshell, the question is* 
whether the union men should go back 
to work with or without discrimina­
tion, The companies refused to do 
anything but discriminate against 
members of the union," said Mr. Dens­
more.

"It means a struggle to the bitter 
end," said O. N. Hilton, chief of con- 
sel for the Western Federation of Min­
ers, who has represented President 
Moyer here since the latter's deporta­
tion. "The outcome Is due entirely to 
the attitude of the companies. They 
.wanted everything and would concede 
nothing." The union’s last word was 
an offer to withdraw the Western Fed­
eration from the field, Its place to be 
taken a union affiliated with the Mich­
igan State Federation of Labor, the 
United Mine Workers or some similar 
body. This was rejected absolutely 
by the companies.

New York, Jan. 4.—A wireless mes­
sage received here tonight by the 
agents of the Compania Trans-Atlan- 
tica said that the steamer Manuel Cal- 
vo of that line was on her way into 
port towing a disabled tank steamer 
when at a point fifteen miles east of 
Sandy Hook the tank steamer sank. 
The Manuel Calvo lost one lifeboat, 
the despatch said. There was no men­
tion of any loss of life nor was the 
name of the tank steamer given.

The tank steamer carried a crew of 
thirty-five men. The Manuel Calvo 

: has about one hundred passengers on 
board and a alrge cargo of freight

Wireless messages during the ear­
ly evening had told of an unidentified 
disabled steamer In latitude 29.36 
north, longitude 73.24 west attended 
by a steamer whose name was first 
given as the Manuel Talero. When 
later messages gave the name of the 
attending steamer as the Manuel Cal­
vo It appeared doubtful if this could 
be correct, as the records seemed to 
show her In Gulf waters. She had sail­
ed from this city December 15, and 
from Havana December 20 for Mexi­
can ports, and was reported at Vera 
Crux on December 23. Her schedule 
when found, however, showed that she 
was due to reach New York about to­
day and sail for Cadiz and Barcelona 
tomorrow, this serving to resolve 
doubts that the steamer in question 
was the Calvo.

A“A steamboat pilot can be more of 
a crank than a grand opera tenor,” 
said Captain L. V. Brashear of the 
government snagboat, J. N. Macomb, 
as reported in the Memphis Commer­
cial Appeal.

The remark was addressed to one 
of the largest unofficial gatherings of 
steamboat men seen in Memphis for 
several months. The occasion of the 
gathering around the baeebumer In 
the Macomb’s spacious cabin was to 
hear Captain Brashear spin his river 
yarns, as he Is known from St Louis 
to New Orleans as one of the river’s 
leading jokesmlthe.

“I have known a pilot to get all Tief 
up over a little thing that perhaps 
another man would not have noticed,” 
continued the master of the Macomb. 
“I have known them to change boats 
just because they did not like the 
color of the captain’s eyes. A pilot 
on a Vicksburg boat once took a vio­
lent dislike to a passenger because he 
was an Englishman, and the captain 
had to keep him down on the boiler 
deck or the pilot would refuse to run.

"They are the most superstitious 
peopje on earth, too, I believe. Cap­
tain Harry Crane, an old Tennessee 
River pilot, would never run a boat 
which had on board a preacher and 
a white horse. He said that he had 
been in three wrecks which were 
caused by that fatal combination.

It is a well known fact that a mate 
can never ship a crew of rousters If 
they happen to see even one lone rat 
leave the boat. They will never In­
quire whether It is the kind of meal 
the cook sets out or whether the rat 
has friends ashore, but they refuse to 
ship on board. Pilots are the same 
way. Let a rat leave the boat and no 
pilot will take her out until an Inspec­
tion Is made.

LARGE DERELICTS.

vast Increase In the Importation of 
foreign beef and meat products. Dur­
ing October and November the depart 
ment of agriculture reported today, 
18,000,000 pounds of meat and its pro­
ducts were brought from abroad. This 
is more than triple the amount im­
ported for the whole of 1912.

The foreign beef and meat products 
are being rigidly Inspected by the 
agents of the Bureau of Animal Indus­
try who, during the two months, con­
demned 18,800 pounds.

Nearly half of the Imports, or 8,- 
000,000 pounds, came from Canada. 
Argentina supplied 6,000,000 pounds, 
Australia 3,000,000 and Uruguay 650,- 
000. During the two months 200,000 
head of cattle from Canada and Mexico 
were Imported.

He we» born in 
Edinburgh, January 5, 1816, end was 
educated at the university of that city, 
becoming fellow and secretary of the 
Society of Antiquaries of Scotland.

and settled in Toronto, as professor 
of history and English literature and 
lecturer on ethnology In the univer- 
slty. A few years after hie arrival 
in Canada he wrote hie “Memorials of. 
Edinburgh in the O^den Time," a 
work of great interest to antiquarians. 
This was followed by an elaborate 
classification of the antiquities of hie 
native lend, declared by the historian 
Hallam to be “ the most scientific 
treatment of the archaeological evi­
dences of primitive history which had 
ever been written." I» 1868 be wrote 
Prehistoric Man; or Researches into 

the Origin of Civilisation in the Old 
and New Worlds,” which Included the 
fruits of his exhaustive researches 
into the ethnology and antiquities of 
Canada, with a discussion on the unity 
and antiquity of the human race. In 
1880 he was appointed president of the 
university, and to that capacity he 
accomplished much for the advance­
ment of Canadian learning, taking a 
prominent pant to the scientific and 
literary work of the Dominion. He 
was also president of the literary sec­
tion of the Royal Society of Canada, 
and In 1888 he was knighted. He died 
in Toronto in 1892.

There is to be a particularly inter­
esting election today in the city of 
Ottawa, when, in addition to the choice 
of Mayor, and civic government, the 
ratepayers will decide upon several 
questions of more or less importance 
to the civic welfare. One of the pro­
posals to be decided is whether the 
citizens of the Canadian capital will 
expend the sum of $50,000 for the 
erection of a public swimming bath.

The value of public baths has been 
realized in practically every city of 
size. In the larger Canadian cities, 
such as Montreal and Toronto, there 
are several public baths which have 
done valuable service, not only in pro­
viding healthful recreation for those 
who can swim, but as a means of 
teaching the art of swimming to 
those who have not already acquired 
it. In a maritime city like SL John, 
the need for a swimming bath is even 
greater. Here we naturally turn tor 
most of our recreation to the river or 
sea, and yet whait percentage of the 
people can claim a mastery of the 
earliest of acquatic pastimes—swim­
ming? Possibly in the fullness of time 
we may be able to read In accounts of 
elections in the St. John of the future 
the information that the taxpayers 
voted by a large majority in favor of 
an expenditure for public baths. It 
would be money well spent

TH HUMAN PROCESSION

>DAVID BISPHAM.
Philadelphia was the place, and 

fifty-seven years ago today the date, 
of the earthly premiere of David Bis- 
pham, the renowned grand opera bari­
tone. David Rispham at nineteen gra­
duated from Haverford College and 
entered upon the occupation of a wool 
merchant. As leader of the choir of 
St. Mark's church, he became prom­
inent in the amateur musical circles 
of Philadelphia. In 1885 he arrived at 
two important decisions. One was to 
join the ranks of the benedicts, which 
ambition was the result of falling in 
love with Miss Caroline 
daughter of a United States army gen­
eral; the other decision was to go 
abroad and study music. In Italy he 
studied under the elder Lamperti in 
Milan and Vannuccini at Florence. Lat­
er he went to London, where he con­
tinued his studies, and became a great 
favorite In the amateur musical life 
of the world’s metropolis.

Mr. Bispham made his professional 
debut as the Duc de Longueville In 
Messager’s “The Basoche,” at the Roy­
al English Opera in 1891. When this 
engagement was concluded Sir Augus­
tus Harris, the Covent Garden Impres- 
sarla, offered the American singer a 
place In his company. For years he 
remained at Covent Garden, singing 
over a score of roles In Italian, Ger­
man and French grand opera. In 1897 
Mr. Bisphqm returned to his native 
land, having accepted an engagement 
proffered by Maurice Grau of the Me­
tropolitan Opera House, New York. 
He achieved his greatest fame on this 
side in Wagnerian roles. Of late years 
he has devoted himself largely to 
concerts on both sides of the Atlantic. 
In London eight years ago he gave a 
most successful production of the ro­
mantic opera, “The Vicar of Wake­
field,” playing the title role.

THE PASSING PAY
TWELFTH NIGHT

Twelfth Night, the eve of the festi­
val known as Epiphany, Twelfth Day, 
Twelfth-tide and Old Christmas Day, 
will be celebrated tonight by the stage 
people of England, and, to a lesser 
tent, by actors and actresses on 
side of the Atlantic. Twelfth Night 
was long generally observed with so­
cial rites and strange ceremonies by 
all the people of England and Scot­
land, but the tradition is now kept 
alive principally by theatrical folk.

The observance of Twelfth Night by 
th,espians dates from’ 1796, and had its 
origin in a bequest made by Robert 
Baddeley, a famous comedian of Drury 
Lane Theatre, London, who died in 
1794. In his will he bequeathed his 
-cottage to a theatrical fund, in trust 
to be maintained as a ho 
aged actors or actresses, 
a fund to provide an annual expendi­
ture of three pounds for a cake which 
was to be divided on Twelfth 
among the actors of Drury Lane The­
atre. The first of these cakes was cut 
118 years ago tonight. On successive 
anniversaries since then the most cel­
ebrated actors and actresses of the 
English stage have asembled to cele­
brate the cutting of the cake. In the 
course of years the cake-cutting has 
grown into an elaborate feast, which 
Is attended by all the leading lights 
of the London stage. The animal 
banquet is held on Twelfth Night, aft­
er the play.

Baddeley's peculiar bequest was bas­
ed on the centuries-old custom in Eng­
land, and one which is still followed 
in some parts of the country,—that of 
cutting a "bean cake” on Twelfth 
Night This Is a cake in which a bean 
has been baked, the finder of which 
is made king of the night end the fol­
lowing day.

Epiphany or Twelfth Day will be ob­
served tomorrow. This feast celebra­
tes the manifestation of Jesus by the 
appearance of the star which conduct 
ed the Magi or wise men to the place 
where He was to be found. This feast 
waa instituted eleven centuries ago, in 
914. It is often called the “manifesta­
tion of Christ to the GentUea,” as the 
word Epiphany means "manifesta­
tion.’

OUEST OF TOE TIMES, 
SOBJECT OF HESS

Rev. Gordon Dickie Speaks 
before Brotherhood of 
Centennary Methodist 
Church.

Rev. Gordon Dickie, M. A., minister 
of St. Stephen's Presbyterian church, 
spoke on the “Uurest of the Times" 
before the members of the Brother- 
fcood of Centenary Methodist church 
yesterday afternoon. Mr. Dickie re­
ferred to the general feeling* of unrest 
that was evident throughout the world 
and he believed that some of It was 
necessary in order to cause people to 
rise to higher things than would be 
the result without this unrest. In 
many cases unrest meant ambition. 
There was unrest that was not of this 
nature, however. In Ireland the cause 
of the trouble was labor difficulties. 
In Germany there was an organized 
movement against churches. And it 
was the ambition of those leading the 
movement that the churches should 
go back closer to the teachings of 
Christ, or elee give -up.

"At the present time there Is money 
In vice,” said the speaker, “and the 
interests back of It are well organized. 
Some people think that the members 
of the Church of Christ should stand 
by and by their silent example fight 
the evils. This, however, Is hardly 
in keeping with the true spirit of 
Christianity."

Mr. Dickie thought that the only 
true solution to the unrest conditions 
was a true understanding of the prin- 
cl pies laid down by Christ and the 
true spirit of Chrtstanity in the hearts 
of all people.

"he♦ “In view of the Immoral influence of 

the theatre, I believe It Is the duty of 
the ministry and the*church to oppose 
It.'* said Rev, W. H. Barraclough, In 
the course of a sermon delivered in 
Centenary church last evening.

There -were only three courses open 
to the church, he said. The church 
copld oppose the theatre or 1t could 
conform to It, or It could transform 
It. As It was generally admitted that 
the theatre exercised a bad moral In­
fluence upon actors and audiences, the 
church could not without stultifying 
Itself conform to the theatre. Efforts 
to transform the theatre would be 
futile. Hence the ministry and the 
church should oppose It.

Rev. Mr. Barraclough said there 
were about 6,000 theatres In the United 
States and Canada. The dramatic 
writer classified 2,000 of these as legit­
imate; the balance were In the unde­
sirable class, 
theatres proper, there were about 26,- 
000 moving picture houses. The thea­
tres and moving picture houses were 
probably patonlzed by more people 
than the churches gathered together 
on Sunday. They were therefore a 
powerful Influence for good or evil.

It was said that the drama held up 
the mirror to human society. Its prop­
er function should be to represent the 
higher moods of humanity, but In near­
ly all ages It had pondered to the low­
er moods.

Before the Christian Era Socates, 
Plubarch and oiher ancient moralists 
had condemned the theatre as being 
destructive of good morals. In Rome 
the theatre was allied with the bloody 
aerna. The early Christians necessar­
ily opposed the theatre.

The Puritans were not alone In their 
opposition to the theatre. Before the 
appearance of Puritanism there was 
vigorous denunciation of the immoral 
tendencies of the drame. Charles 
Kingsley said that the Golden Age of 
the English drama was an *ge marked 
by public hypocrisy, ecclesiastical pe­
dantry and political tyranny and cor­
ruption. At present the Bishop of Lon­
don and prominent church dignitaries 
were waging war upon the drama in 
England.

Rev. Mr. Barraclough did not think 
there was much hope of rèformi 
theatre, certain dramas might 
vating, but even the Passion Play, If 
commercialized, might lose Its influ­
ence for good.

The speaker said he hafl no knowl­
edge of conditions In St. John, but un­
derstood that owing to Its peculiar 
geographical position, vicious produc­
tions were seldom seen here. He said 
he bad no dou-bt of the high character 
of the personel of the stock company 
now playing here.

Ae for moving pictures, he said they 
could play a great part In educating 
and elevating the character ot a com­
munity, and he would be the last to 
question the judgment and moral sense 
of the censors. But he had been told 
that sometimes the vaudeville features 
introduced In the moving pictures were 
not all they ought to be.

Lobster fishermen of St. John and 
Charlotte counties will offer vigorous 
opposition to the effort made by the 
packers to Induce the government to 
prohibit the export of medium lobstera 
to the United States. The movement 
among the packers originated in Nova 
Scotia, where the packers have had 
difficulty getting supplice owing to 
the export of live lobsters to the Am­
erican markets. What Is known as 
medium lobsters are those measuring 
from nine to ten and a quarter Inches 
In length. If the government would 
prohibit the export of lobsters under 
ten and a quarter Inches the packers 
would be able to buy the medium steed 
lobsters for canning purposes.

In St. John and Charlotte counties 
the canning of lobsters has practically 
ceased. Nearly all the catch this sea­
son has been shipped fresh to the 
markets In Canada or the States, and 
the fishermen get much better prices 
for their lobsters than they did under 
the conditions prevailing years ago. 
The move being made by the Nova 
Scotia packers has naturally alarmed 
the lobster fishermen m this district, 
as the government would have to apply 
the same rnle here that it might do In 
Nova Scotia and the fishermen would 
again have to sell a portion of their 
catch to the packers at low prices.

While the bulk of the lobsters sold 
In the American market are above 
medium size, M. H. Nickerson, who Is 
an authority on the fisheries estimates 
that the fishermen of Western Nova 
Scotia, sell at least half a million dol­
lars worth of medium lobsters In the 
Boston market each season.

Broken lots of medium lobsters have 
been selling In Boston this winter for 
18 and 19 cents a pound, while the 
Nova Scotia packers In the western 
section of the province have only been * 
paying eight cents a pound, and In 
sections where the fishermen can not 
reach the live lobster market only 
four cents.

The ostensible object of the move to 
prohibit the export of medium lobsters 
is to protect the packers, but the fish­
ermen claim such a regulation would 
be in restraint of trade, and would 
greatly decrease their earnings in or­
der to swell the dividends of the pack­
ing companies. It was stated by a 
local fisheman yesterday that petitions 
would be circulated 
Charlotte counties protesting against 
the proposed prohibition.

Boy Breaks Leg.
During a junior hockey match in 

the Queen’s Rink, Saturday morning, 
Alexander McIntosh, the fifteen year 
old son of Dr. McIntosh, was tripped 
by an opposing player, sustaining a 
broken leg.

Just how the accident occurred Is 
not known, but In the heat of a mix up 
In front of the goal the Injured boy 
collided with an opponent and fell, a 
stick crashing, against the fallen boy’s
«Ikies.

Charles Leonard, one of the specta­
tors, hurried to the Injured boy’s side 
and rendered first aid. McIntosh was 
later removed to his home In Coburg 
St., and Dr Murray MacLaren called. 
He was reported to be resting com­
fortably last evening. Much sympathy 
Is felt for the injured boy, not only 
among his young friends, but among 
the older generation as well, with 
whom he was deservedly well liked.
