BULKHEADS BROKEN
DOWN BY STORM.

Gale and Mountainous Seas Do
Damage Amounting to Hun-
dreds of Thousands of Dol-
ars—Hotel Suffers.

New York, Jan. 3—With a seventy-
gix-mile gale from the northeast driv-
«ing great seas against bulkheads, al-
feady weakened or broken through by
the great storm of Christmas night,
the New Jersey coast points today
and tonight underwent perhaps the
worst experience they have had in
gnany years.

So far no loss of life has been re
ported, The damage to property al-
ready mounts well into the hundreds
pf thousands. Most of this has been
done to dwellings and other struct-
ures which the storm of two weegs
880 left without protection by break-
ing down bulkheads and weakening
others.

Seabright, as in the previous storm,
bore the brunt of the sea's attack be-
cause of its exposed position on a nar-
row sand spit, between the ocean and
the Shrewsbury river. Today bulk-
heads that had withstood the previous
storm gave way, additional sections
were flooded, and more summer dwell-
inga were wrecked or badly undermin-

ed.

The Manuel Calvo lost one lifeboat,
the despatch said.

The tank steamer carried a crew of
thirty-five men, The Manuel Calvo
has about one hundred passengers on
board and a alrge cargo of freight.

Wireless messages during the ear-
1y evening had told of an unidentified
disabled steamer in latitude 29.36
north, longitude 73.24 west, attended
by a steamer whose name was first
given as the Manuel Talero. When
later messages gave the name of the
attending steamer as the Manuel Cal-
vo it appeared doubtful if this could
be correct, as the records seemed to
show her in Guif waters. She had sail-
ed from this city December 15, and
from Havana December 20 for Mexi-
can ports, and was reported at Vera
Cruz on D ber 23. Her sch
when found, however, showed that she
was due to reach New York about to-
day and sail for Cadiz and Barcelona
tomorrow, this serving to resolve
doubts that the steamer in question
was the Calvo.

Railway Commission will break all
records of quick decision in announc-
ing its finding in the western freight
rates case, is the belief of railway
men. They expect that the judgment
of the board will be announced by
Chairman H. L. Drayton, K.C., either
before or very shortly after the open-
ing of parliament. If this expectation
is realized the Dominion Railway
Board will have established a new
record, having regard to the enormous
mass of evidence to be reviewed and
digested, the very laborious research,
and the magnitude and complexity of
the issue.

It is not known that the commission
is making every effort to expedite the
finding with a view to the early realiz-
ation of such relief as may result to
the western provinces and with the
gsecondary object of freeing the rail-
way companies from the existing un-
certainty which is admittedly more or
less detrimental to their interests.

The comaission is belleved to be
conducting its investigation on lines
leading to a general readjustment and
equalization of rates in western Canada
such readjustment to be, of course,
based upon the evidence given at the
hearings. It will affect all Canada
west of the lakes but the reductions
involved will benefit chiefly the central
prairie cities such as Medicine Hat,

Railway Commission Report Likely Ready for Parliament —
Specific Reduction on Some of Commodities Used Most
Extensively by Farmers Looked for.

the heavy commodities most largely
consumed by the farmers on the prair-
le and necessarily imported.

These changes are predicted by men
who have followed closely the freight
rates inquiry since its resumption by
Chairman Drayton and the present
rallway commission a little over a
year ago, and who are in a position to
know what is probably in the mind of
the commission.

The rates of
the Canadian Pacific must be consider-
ed together with the rates of the new-
er and less prosperous transcontinen-
tal lines and the ability of these new
lines to do business successfully upon
an altered basis of earnings from
freight carriage in western Canada
has entered into the issue as an im-
portant factor.

On Long Island, as well as on the
Jersey Coast, the situation in many
places was regarded tonight as criti-
cal.

This
is more than triple the amount im-
ported for the whole of 1912.

The foreign beef and meat products
are being rigidly inspected by the
agents of the Bureau of Animal Indus-
try who, during the two months, con-
demned 18,800 pounds.

000,000 pounds, came from Canada.
Argentina supplied 6,000,000 pounds,

DEVELOPING OUR TRADE.

The departure for England of Hon.
Qeorge E. Foster, Minister of Trade
and Commerce, has given to some of
the cheaper opposition newspapers
the opportunity to again refer to him
as “the absentee member” of the Bor
den Government. Hon. Mr. Foster will
probably survive the gibes at his ex-
pense, and will likely continue in the
future, as he has done since his selec-
tion for the portfolio of Trade and
Commerce, to use his very best efforts
and recognized abilities to develop the
Canadian trade, undeterred by what
his critics may say.

Since he took office in 1911 Hon. Mr.
Foster has spent much time in direct
negotiations to secure better trade ar
rangements with other countries, BEvi-
dence of his good work is seen in the
treaty with the West Indies which is
working out in a manner to indicate
that it will soon be numbered as a
distinct asset to Canada, particularly
since the establishment of improved
steamship connections between the
two countries. The report of the
Canadian Trade Commissioner in the
West Indies, states that although the
islands have suffered to some extent
from financial depression and indif-
ferent crops, there is every indication
that trade with Canada will be espe-
cially brisk during the new year.

The products of Canada and the
West Indies are complimentary so
that steamers plying between the

assured of good
cargoes both an essential to
successful shipping business. To a
greater extent Canada will take the
fruits and other tropical foods of the
Indies and give its flour, fish and
manufactured goods in exchange.
Not alone in the West Indies but
in other countries the energetic
Minister of Trade and Commerce lay-
ing the foundations for an extension
of Canadian trade and it is for Cana-
dian business men and manufacturers
to follow his work and take advan-
tage of the opportunities he is pre-
senting. Every channel for the exten-
sion of Canadian trade is receiving the
fullest publicity through the provi-
sions made by Hon. Mr, Foster's de-
partment and with a strengthened
staff of trade and commerce represen-
tatives abroad this country is building
up a live department that will be pro-
lific in results not only for the pre-
sent but in a greater degree for the fu-

PUBLIC SWIMMING BATHS.

There is to be a particularly inter-
esting election today in the city of
Ottawa, when, in addition to the choice
of Mayor, and civic government, the
ratepayers will decide upon geveral
questions of more or less importance
to the civic welfare. One of the pro-
posals to be decided is whether the
citizens of the Canadian capital will
expend the sum of $50,000 for the
erection of a public swimming bath.

The value of public baths has been
realized in practically every city of
size. In the larger Canadian cities,
such as Montreal and Toronto, there
are several public baths which have
dene valyable service, not only in pro-
viding healthful recreation for those
who can swim, but as a means of
teaching the art of swimming to
those who have not already acquired
it. In a maritime city like St. John,
the need for a swimming bath is even
greater. Here we naturally turn for
most of our recreation to the river or
and yet what percentage of the
people can claim a mastery of the
earliest of acquatic pastimes—swim.
ming? Possibly in the fullness of time
we may be able to read in accounts of
elections in the St. John of the future
the information that the taxpayers
voted by a large majority in favor of
an expenditure for public baths.

A NOTED JOURNALIST.

Lord Burnham, founder of the Lon-
don Telegraph, has just passed his
eightieth binthday, amid a ' shower of
congratulations. The Telegraph was
the first penny daily in London, and
its cheapness brought it a huge circu-
lation. Not only was it popular in
price, but it aimed to popularize the
news of the day by making it as pic-
turesque as possible. In this respect
it seemed to borrow its inspiration
from the New York Herald of the eld-
er Bennett. But it also kept men of
real ability on its staff. For many
vears Sir Edwin Arnold was its chief
editorial writer, and George Augustus
Sala its free lance correspondent.
About forty years ago Lord Burnham
(then Mr. Levy Lawson) joined the
younger Bennett, of the New York
Herald, in sending Stanley to find Liv-
ingstone in Central Africa. Since that
period there have been many changes
in London journalism. In comparison
with the Mail at a half-penny, the
Telegraph is quite sedate and respect-
able. It is still about the best paper
for its price, although there are now
geveral other penny papers. The re-
cent cut in the price of the Times,
from three-pence to two-pence, leaves
the Telegraph about midway between
two extremes.

He died
in Toronto in 1892

January 5 is the birthday of the
Rev. Dr. Frederick Courtenay, who
was Bishop of Nova Scotia from 1888
to 1904, at Plymouth, England, 1837;
and of Slason Thompson, journalist,
playwright, and one of the founders
of the Chicago Herald, at Fredericton,
N. B, 1849.

TH HUMAN PROCESSION

DAVID BISPHAM,

Philadeiphia was the place, and
fifty-seven years ago today the date,
of the earthly premiere of David Bis-
pham, the renowned grand opera bari-
tone. David Bispham at nineteen gra-
duated from Haverford College and
entered upon the occupation of a wool
merchant. As leader of the choir of
St. Mark's church, he became prom-
inent in the amateur musical circles
of Philadelphia. In 1885 he arrived at
two important decisions. One was to
join the ranks of the benedicts, which
ambition was the result of falling in
love with Miss Caroline Russell,
daughter of a United States army gen-
eral; the other decision was to go
abroad and study music. In Italy he
studied under the elder Lamperti in
Milan and Vannuccini at Florence. Lat-
er he went to London, where he con-
tinued his studies, and became a great
favorite in the amateur musical life
of the world’s metropolis.
Mr. Bispham made his professional
debut as the Duc de Longueville in
Messager’s “The Basoche,” at the Roy-
al English Opera in 1891, When this
engagement was concluded Sir Augus-
tus Harris, the Covent Garden impres-
saria, offered the American singer a
place in his company, For years he
remained at Covent Garden, singing
over a score of roles in Italian, Ger
man and French grand opera. In 1897
Mr. Bispham returned to his native
land, having accepted an engagement
proffered by Maurice Grau of the Me-
tropolitan Opera House, New York.
He achieved his greatest fame on this
side in Wagnerian roles. Of late years
he has devoted himself largely to
concerts on both sides of the Atlantic.
In London eight years ago he gave a
most successful production of the ro-
mantic opera, “The Vicar of Wake-
field,” playing the title role.

TWELFTH NIGHT
Twelfth Night, the eve of the festi
val known as Epiphany, Twelfth Day,
Twelfth-tide and Old Christmas Day,
will be celebrated tonight by the stage
people of Kngland, and, to a lesser ex-
tent, by actors and actresses on this
side of the Atlantic.

These points
of view will arise again when the next
interest and instalment fall due un-
less the situation is much changed in
the interval. At the French foreign
ofice it was said that this govern-
ment has no sympathy whatever with

these views.

About 25 per cent. of Wal-
ter Pedersen’s Loss Cov-
ered by Insurance—Dam-
age Heavy,

With a loss, which he piaces at $20,
000, perhaps more, fire Satufday morn-
ing totally destroyed the Coldbrook
dwelling and barn, owned by Walter
Pedersen, florist, of 141 Charlotte 8t.,
and badly lamaged his green houses
adjolning. His large stock of plants
and bulbs are also badly damaged.
About the only things saved from the
burning buildings were two horses,
which were in the barn and a set of
harness. Mrs, Pedersen had a narrow

Pedersen for work about the green
houses, had finished breakfast and
had gone to do some work about the
barn, which adjoins the house in the
rear. Mrs, MacEachern, Mrs. Peder-
sen’s housekeeper, was also in the
house. A crackling noise was heard
in the dining-room and flames were
noticed in one corner near the ceiling.,

As soon as the blaze was discovered |
all began to fight it, and with the as-|
sistance of pails and a small hose, the
fire was almost extinguished, when it
was found that the room on the other
side of the wall was in a mass of
flames. It was then seen that there
was no hope of saving either the
house or contents.

So quickly did the flames make head-
way that it was less than an hour be-
fore the house and barn were nothing
but a smouldering mass of charred
timber with the two furnaces and
smoke-stacks sticking up through
them.

PIONEER
MSSIONIRY
WORK DEAD

Winnipeg, Man., Jan. 4—One of civ-
ilization’s marytrs who suffered inten-
se agonies for seven years following
thirty years work among the Indians
in the MacKenzie river and Great
Slave Lake district, Rev. Father Gas
con of the Oblate Fathers, died yest-
erday at the Junionat.

Born at St. Anne Des Plaines, near
Montreal, eighty-seven years ago,
Father Gascon came west on mission-
ary work, when he was forty years of
age, and went into the Great Slave
Lake territory, where he worked am-
ong the Indians of that territory. In
that period of his life he went throu-
gh experiences of the most bitter kind.
He was one of few white men in the
great unknown lands and there were
no such things as conveniences to help
him along. For months, it is recount-
ed, he lived on dried fish and depend-
ed on nature to supply his subsistence.
Physicaly perfect Father Gascon was
the one man in a thousand who could
survive the rigors of such a life and
for thirty years he struggled on with
the work of Chrisitanizing the red

men.

Finally he was called to Edmonton
where he lived for a few years and
twelve years ago was called to Win-
nipeg by the Archbishop. For five
years Father Gascon worked in St
Boniface and Winnipeg, then his stren-
gth failed and the physical crash came
rendering him unable to move his
chair. So he half reclined for seven
years until the end came at 7.45 yest-
erday morning.

MEDIUM LOBSTERS
BRING HIGH PRICES

Canning Factories in New
Brunswick and Nova Sco-
sia want Cateltes — Peti-
tion Government.

Lobster fishermen of St. John and
Charlotte counties will offer vigorous
opposition to the effort made by the
packers to induce the government to
prohibit the export of medium lobsters
to the United States. The movement

among the packers originated in Nova
Scotia, where the packers have had
difficulty getting supplies owing to
the export of live lobsters to the Am-
erican markets. What is known as
medium lobsters are those measuring
from nine to ten and a quarter inches
in length. If the government would
prohibit the export of lobsters under
ten and a quarter inches the packers
would be able to buy the medium sized
lobsters for canning purposes.

In 8t. John and Charlotte counties
the canning of lobsters has practically
ceased. Nearly all the catch this sea-
son has been shipped fresh to the
markets in Canada or the States, and
the fishermen get much better prices
for their lobsters than they did under
the conditions prevailing years ago,
The move being made by the Nova
Scotia packers has naturally alarmed
the lobster fishermen in this district,
as the government would have to apply
the same rule here that it might do in
Nova Scotia and the fishermen would
again have to sell a portion of their
catch to the packers at low prices.
While the bulk of the lobsters sold
in the American market are above
medium size, M., H. Nickerson, who is
an authority on the fisheries estimates
that the fishermen of Western Nova
Scotia sell at least half a million dol-
lars worth of medium lobsters in the
Boston market each season.

Broken lots of medium lobsters have
been selling in Boston this winter for
18 and 19 cents a pound, while the
Nova Scotia packers in the western

paying eight cents a pound, and in
sections where the fishermen can not
reach the live lobster market only
four cents.

The ostensible object of the move to
prohibit the export of medium lobsters
is to protect the packers, but the fish-
ermen claim such a regulation would
be in restraint of trade, and would
greatly decrease their earnings in or-
der to swell the dividends of the pack-
ing companies. It was stated by a
local fisheman yesterday that petitions
would be circulated in St. John and
Charlotte counties protesting against
the proposed prohibition.

FISH VALUES
IN NOVEMBER

Fishermen did well in New
Brunswick and Nova
Scotia — Value by Coun-
ties.

Except for,occasional heavy winds
towards the close, the month of No
vember was a fairly good one for fish-
ing, according to the last bulletin of
gea fishing statistics issued by the
authority of the minister, Hon. J. D.
Hazen,

The value of the fish caught by New
Brunswick fishermen during Novemb-
er was $127,026.

The lobster catch in Charlotte coun-
ty was valued at $38,597, and in St.
John county at $6,071.

The following are the catches in the
other fishing counties:

Westmorland county—Smelts, 40
cwts, landed, value $200; used fresh.
Oysters, 200 bris. landed, value $1,000;

it. As it was generally admitted that
the theatre exervised a bad moral in-
fluence upon actors and audiences, the
church could not without stultifying
itself, conform to the theatre. Efforts
to transform the theatre would be
futile. Hence the ministry and the
church should oppose it.

Rev. Mr. Barraclough sald there
were about 5,000 theatres in the United
States and Canada. The dramatic
writer classified 2,000 of these as legit-
imate; the balance were in the unde
sirable class. In addition to the
theatres proper, there were about 25,
000 moving picture houses. The thea-
tres and moving picture houses were
probably patonized by more people
than the churches gathered together
on Sunday. They were therefore a
powerful influence for good or evil.

It was said that the drama held up
the mirror to human society. Its prop-
er function should be to represent the
higher moods of humanity, but in near-
ly all ages it had pondered to the low-
er moods,

Before the Christian Era Socates,
Plubarch and other aneient moralists
had condemned the theatre as being
destructive of good morals. In Rome
the theatre was allied with the bloody
aerna. The early Christians necessar-
ily opposed the theatre.

The Puritans were not alone in their
opposition to the theatre. Before the
appearance of Puritanism there was
vigorous denunciation of the immoral
tendencies of the dramd, Charles
Kingsley sald that the Goldien Age of
the English drama was an‘#ge marked
by public hypocrisy, ecclesiastical pe-
dantry and political tyranny and cor-
ruption. At present the Bishop of Lon-
don and prominent church dignitaries
were waging war upon the drama in
England,

Rev. Mr. Barraclough did not think
there was much hope of réforming the
theatre, certain dramas might be ele-
vating, but even the Passion Play, it
commercialized, might lose its influ
ence for good.
