Bearing His Royal Highness the
Duke of Connaught, representative of
His Majesty King George V. in the
Dominion of Canada, the guvernmem'
steamer Earl Grey steamed quietly
{nto the harbor of the city of the Loy-
al about 8 o'clock Saturday even-
ing and came to anchor off Reed's
Point.

At 10.45 Sunday morning the Duke,
accompanied by his ughter the
Princess Patricia, and members of
the vice regal party landed at Reed's
Point, where they were met by His
Wership Mayor Frink, Lieut. GoVefnor
Wood-and the 3rd Regiment of Artil:
lery. and escorted to’Irinity church.
As the Governor General and ' par
landed they were given a' right royal
welcome by the Jlarge crowd of citi-
zens assembled at Reed's Point, and
as they proceeded to the church they
were greeted with enthusiasm by the
crowds of loyal citizens massed along
the line 6f march.

After attending divine service in
Trinity church and listening to an
eloguent sermon by the Bishop of
Fredericton, the vice regal party re-
turned to the government steamer.

In the afternoon the Duke and
Duchess, Princess Patricia and other
members of the vice regal party went
for an automobile ride to Grand Bay.

In honor of the visit of His Royal
Highneéss the city was in gala attire,
and the principal streets, profusely
decorated with flags and bunting,
presented a festive appearance. Ideal
and bracing temperature, character-
ized the day, and the royal visitors
saw the city at its best,

Today the city will keep holiday,
and the citizens will have many op-
portunities to testify their loyalty to
the representative of the King, and
extend a hearty welcome to the royal
visitors,

The Mayor and city commissioners
have arranged a splendid programme
of entertainment, and the day will
be a round of demonstrations and
festivities.

The Steamer's Arrival.

When the Earl Grey with the
Royal Party on board dropped anchor
off Reed’s Point there was large
number of people on the pier and-
along other parts of the harbor front.
There was no demonstration and the
arrival was a quiet one.

The Earl Grey is a handsome look-
ing ship painted white and was view-
ed with much interest by the thou-
san_dl along the wharves.

Yesterday morning for about two
hours previous to the landing of the
Duke and Princess hundreds of peo-
ple assembled on Reed’s Point wharf
and at 10.30 a'clock the time announc-
ed for the landing of the party, there
were thousands of people there and
all along the route of procession.

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VICTORIA MUSEUM
TOWER MAY FALL

Masonry on Verge of Collapse—Employes Housed in Building
In Constant Fear—Contractors Warned Liberal Minis-
ters of Danger Prior to Erection of Building But Appar-
ently No Action Was Take

Special to The Standard.

Ottawa, Aug. 18—A second “col-
lapsible tower” scandal due to Liber-
al mismanagement 1s in prospect,
with far more serious financial re-
sults to the public exchequer than
were involved in the fall of “the fa-
mous Laurier tower seven years &go.
The massive square tower of stone
rising over the entrance hall of the
new million dollar Victoria Memorial
Museum has, since-the completion of
the building, shown a disposition to
part company wth the rest of the edi-
fice. Cracks have been discovered
from time to time in the lower walls,
inside the building, necessitating
much filling and plastering and con-
stant anxious serutiny by departmen-
tal engineers. These cracks are plain-
ly visible to anyone who chooses to
go into the museum and glance up
at the walls, and are wide enough to
strike terror into the souls of per-
sons nervously disposed.

Officials ! the department of mines
housed in (he museum are said to
work in constant fear of falling ma-
sonry and io be carrying large bun:
dles of accident insurance.

The explanation of the cracks ap-
pears to be that the soil in which the
foundations of the museum were laid
was not strong enough te¢ carry the
enormous weight of the stone tower
as constructed. It is in this connec-
tion that certain very interesing re-
velations are Jikely to be made when
the tower tumbles, if it does tumble,
or perhaps before.

The work was begun during the ad-
ministration of Hon. C. S. Hyman, as
Minister of Public Works, and it is
said that' before the foundations of
the tower were put in the ‘contractor,
Geo. win, warned the department

‘The contractor, referring to this, ex-
ed the opinion that nobody could
guarantee safety under the existing
conditions and he was going to build
at the risk of the crown. He asked
for definite written instructions on
the subject. Whether or not he got
them does not appear, but the building
was erected and now the contractor’s
fears are proving to have been well
founded. The loss to the government
if the tower falls, will be very heavy.

The hundreds of people who were

Arriving at the Germaln street en-

trance to Trinity church, the Duke
inspected the men of the 3rd Regi-

ment of Artillery as they marched
past on thier way to St Mary's
church, with Col. Baxter at thelr

head. Then the Duke and:the Prin-
cess, followed by the lady-in-walting,
and Col. Lowther, walked up the path-
way, were met at the doorway by the
officials of the church, and ushered
to their seats. As the Royal party
walked up to the church, the men
lining the pathway bared their heads,
but there was no cheering.

A few minutes after the Royal par-
ty took their seats, tlfe surpliced
cholr entered singing, followed by
the rector, Rev, R. A. Armstrong, the
curate, Rev, Percy Colthurst, and the
Bishop of Fredericton. The church by
this time was crowded, and as the
people were still trying o get in, the
ushers closed the door. The regular
morning service was then commenc-
ed; it was conducted by the curate,
while the rector read the scriptural
lessons and made the announcements
for the week. The choral service
was of unusual excellence, and was
much appreciated by the great gath-
ering.

Eloquent Sermon by Bishop.

Bishop Richardson preached an elo-
quent and strtking sermon on the si
nificance of religious despondency,
and the means of overcoming it. He
took his text from the 42nd chapter
and 11th verse of the Pslams: “Why
art thou cast down, O my soul? and
why art thou disquieted within me?
Hope in God, for I shall yet praise
Him, who {s the health of my coun-
tenance and my God.”

“These,” he sald, * were the words
of an unknown poet. They were com-
monly ascribed to King David, but
there was no evidence. that he com-
posed them., Whoever the poet, he
was like a man in exile, looking back
to the days of happiness, pouring out
his soul in bitterness and regret. He
was filled with religious thoughts, but
sorrowful because of the darkness
that environed him, There was nothing
about religious despondency incom-
patible with a truly religious life.
Constant strain and labor and worry
brought a weariness and lassitude
which led to spiritual depression. All

CANAL BILL BLOW
T0 NEW YORK TRADE
EXPERT DECLARES

(New York Herald)

That the enactment of the Panama
canal bill with provisions barring from
the canal ships owned or controlled by
railroads will cost the United States
the establishment of a great passenger
and freight fleet operating from New
York to the Orient, was the statement
made here tonight by R. P. Schwerin,
vice-president of the Pacific Mail
Steamship Company. This company {s
controlled by the Southern Pacific
Railroad Cowmpany, Mr. Schwerin said:

“The Pacific Mail Steamship Com-
pany has been engaged In traffic be-
tween San Francisco and the Orient
since 1868 and is the only American
line in that trade. After the opening
of the canal undoubtedly all the for-
elgn trans-Pacific lines will extend
their service to New York to obtaln
the traffic originating in the greatest
industrial centre of the United States.
Every one of these forelgn lines is
subsidized by its government,

Would have Bullt Four Ships.

“This  American steamship 1lne
which for years has competed without
any government ald against these for
elgn subsidized lines was desirous of
pursuing the same policy. In order to
do this it would have been necessary
to bulld four large steamships, costing
$3,000,000 each, and with the four
large steamships now in operation
perform a semi-monthly service from
New York to Hong Kong via Japan
ports and Mantila,

“It costg more to bulld an American
ship. It costs more to operate an Am-
erican ship and in view of the fact
that all the foreign competitors on this
sime gervice would be subsidized lineg
this American steamship company de-
sired the privilege of taking freight
from New York to San Francisco on
the outward voyage and from San
Francisco to New York on the home:
ward voyage If the ships were unable
to make the entire completed voyage
with full cargoes of Oriental freight.

“It must be apparent to everybody
that these American ships adapted
both for freight and passengers and
built entirely for trans-oceanic trade,
could not possibly operate upon a re-
munerative basis unless permitted to
utilize thelr full potentialities of both
frieght and passengers in their long
voyage of 25,000 miles.

“When there was an opportunity to
create an American line to the Orient
composed of ships of such a charac-
ter that all Americans would be proud,
this same congress sald no, becauge
a railroad owned gsome shareg of stock
in thig American steamship company.

REVIEW OF AFFAIRG

National History and Refer-
ence Work, JustOut, Teems
with Information on Matters
Concerning the Dominion.

The establishment of an important
annual work of national history and
reference is one of the most difticult
of tasks. Financially it requires & con:
siderable outlay and libariane, collec:
tors of books, experienced buyers and
sellers of books, mindful of the days
of ephemera] and hasty effort along
this line, are usually doubtful of new
annual publications.Hence it was when
J. Castell Hopkins projected his Can-
adlan Annual Review of Public Af-
fairs, in 1901, at the beginning of this
century, in a new country where local
literature wag not by any means a
popular subject, success was far from
certain,

Well known men of great publi¢
spirit, however, took hold of the en-
terprise with a sincere conviction that
the ideal of the author and his plan
of dealing with Canada would, if real-
ized, prove patriotic in effect, hetpful
to the country and useful to the pub-
lie. Col. James Mason, general man-
ager of the Home Bank of Canada,
Toronto; Lord Strathcona and Mount
Royal; Col. 8ir Henry Pellatt, ¢, V.
O., Senator George A. Cox, Cawthra
Mulock, and A. E. Ames, of Toronto:
Sir E. B. Osler, M.P,, and R. Wilson
Smith, ex-mayor of Montyeal, were
amongst the founders of the publica-
tion.

The Eleventh Volume.

In this year, 1912, 11 volumes have
been published; the confidence and
patronage of the greater libraries of
the world have been obtained and re-
tained; the press of English speaking
countries recognize the work as the
standard authority on Canadian con-
temporary history and progress; gov-
ernments which desire information as
to Canada, now purchase The Can.
adian Annua] Review for reference
and political data; public men every-
where in Canada recognize its auth-
ority and unique impartiality and in
this latter connection, varlous provin-
cial governments, irrespective of their
political complexion, as for instance
the Liberal governments of Alberta
and Saskatchewan and the Conserva-
tive governments of Ontario and some-
times that of Manitoba, supply the
work to the members of their legisla-
tures,

In this connection the Toronto
Globe lately described The Annual Re-
view as a potent influence in welding
the provinces of Canada together
partly because of the vast fund of in-
formation given regarding each por-
tion of the Dominifon and partly be-
cause of the historical impartiality and
reference value of the record

Its circulation is sald to extend to
such centres or capitals as Calcutta
and Cape Town, Melbourne and Syd-
ney, London and Dublin and Berlin,
Washington and New York, Honolu
lu and Dawson, and San Francisco,
Chicago and Glasgow and Rome.

8cope of the Work,

Such success has not been easily
attained, and it created another diffi-
culty which had to be met and over-
come. No other country had as yet
produced or maintained such.a wide-
embracing publication. The British
Annual Register, it is true, was an
established and standard volume, but
it dealt with the events of the whole
world, and in a way which neces-
sarily lacked fulness. Mr. Hopkins
proposed to cover in a complete, con-
cise but thorough form every detall,
from year to year, of Canadian history
and political development—Imperial,
national and provincial; every phase
of material progress—agriculture,
mining and the exploitation of Cana-
da’'s vast and varled unatural re
sources; every important element in
public affairs—foreign relatious, con
stitutional growth, militia records,
financlal and industrial interests,
municipal conditions, educational and
religious progress, statistical detail.

The undertaking seemed exceeding-
ly wide in scope for practical pur-
poses, and almest too ambitious in its
character. Moreover, the treatment
of the varled politics and policies of
Canada’s many governments and pro
vincial interests required a cultivat.
ed knowledge of the past and special
breadth of view in the present on the
part of the writer and compller. Nat-
urally, it required time for such a
work to prove to a sometimes skep-
tical public that the high aim of its
author, and the patriotfc beRef of its
promoters, could be realized. |

Meanwhile N. Y. District At-
torney’s Office Devotes Its
Attention to} Operations of
“Vice Trust.”

New York, Aug. 17.—Pending the
arrival here Monday of Sam Schepps,
the material witness whom the grand
jury wishes to hear before banding
down indictments In the Rosenthal
murder case, the District Attorney's
office is centering Its attention on
police graft from disorderly houses.
It has developed that the raid on
Thursday night upon eighteen of
these resorts was the result of a tip
furnished by Jack Rose, the gambler;
whose' confession resulted in the in<
dictment of Police Lleutenant Charles
Becker on the charge of instigating
the Rogenthal murder,

Jack Sullivan, one of the Rosenthal
prisoners, was, according to the in-
formation given by Rose, & collectoy
of graft from these houses, which
were eighteen of the thirty-two
houses declared to be operated by the
“Vice Trust.” Although the surface
result of the raids was holding of
only four alleged\ proprietresses on
$1,000 bail each, Assistant District
Attorney Smith says he is the posses:

The charges are that the inspector
falsely stated. that Commissioner

PLAN PROVISIONAL
GOVERNMENT STILL

Ulster Preparing to Combat
Home Rule — Demonstra-
tions Proposed in Various
Cities Next Month,

e

London, Aug. 17—The opposition
leader in the House of Commons, A.
Bonar Law, has not yet replied pub-
liely to the latest broadside of Wins-
tn Spencer Churchill, the First Lord of
the Admiraity, who dencunced the ac-
tion of the Conservative leaders in in-
citing Ulsterites to revolt, but there is
ample evidence that the Uniounist lead
ers are iaking up the government
challenge

Plans have been completed, it is al-
leged, for the establishment of an
Ulster provisional government, for the
diversion of Ulster taxation from Dub-
lin, and for the raising of a militia,
etc. These plans, it is asserted, wil}
be divulged on "“Ulster Day,” Sept. 28,
when religious services will be held in
the chief towns in Ulster province,
after which political demonstrations
will be held, the particlpants pledging
themselves by a solemn covenant to
resist Home Rule and to support the
provisional government

Between September 18 and Septem-
ber seven great demonstrations
have been arranged to take place in
the principal Ulster cities, the speak
ers including the Duke of Abercorn, the
Duke of Devonshire, the Marquis of
Londonderry, the Marquis of Salis
bury, Admiral Lord Charles Beresford,
Lord Hugh Cecil, Sir Edward Carson
and Frederick Edwin Smith

In Belfast there is a feeling of ex-
citement and some anxieey prevails
over the outcome of the struggle. Ru-
mors are current of continued drilling
and arming. It is also rumored that
the government contemplates the con-
centration of troops in Ulster during
the latter half of September. No con-
firmation of the latter rumor can be
obtained in any reliable quarter,
