COUSIN WITH SHOOTING.

Carleton County Girl, in Ante-mortem Deposition, Tells How
George Gee Enticed Her Out Doors and Fired Shot=-No
Hope of Girl's Recovery--Man Now in Woodstock
Jail Awaiting Examination Thursday.

Bristol, N. B, March 14—(Special)—
Further particulars of the shocking tragedy
shich , oceunved at Holmsville, about four
miles from Bath, Carleton county, early
Sunday morning, which was told of in yes-
terday’s Telegraph, will mo doubt result
in the death of Milley Gee, who was shot
by her cousin, George Gee.

‘It was
adjourned subject to the call of the two
chairmen of the commission.

“I can only say,” said the premier, “to
my honorable friend that it is not the in-
tention of the Clanadian government to go
to the United States for any favors of any
kind whatever. We will be always ready
to meet them to receive their advances,
but so far as Canada is concerned we have
nothing further to ask from our neighbors.
We want to be on good terms with them,
we ave ready to meet them, but the offer
o negotiate must come from them. We
will not take the initiative. It' must come
from them.”

Treaty-Making Power.

Touching the treaty making power, Sir
Wiltrid said that the subject was not a
new ome. It had been discussed various
times in the. house and first came up in
1870. He believed that the time had come
when Canada required greater powers as
far as treaty making was concerned for its
natural development. The proceedings in
the Alaska boundard showed this.

. Mr. Borden said that power to negoti-
ate treaties was not demied us. Sir Wil-
frid wwas surprised at ithis statement, be-
cause it had never been asked. In the
case of the Alaska boundary the nego-
tiations weve carried and the treaty rati-
fied without the consent of Canada.

After referning to the development of
@anada, Sir Wilfrid Launiér touched upon
Mr. Borden's reference to ithe tariff. The
Montreal Star, ‘the organ of the Counserva-
tive party, had explaimed what the oppo-
| sition wanted, namely, ‘the same taniif as
existed - in, the United States. Canada,
waid Sir Wilfrid, would have mone of this.
It caused factions, combines and anarchy.
To adopt ithe combines, trusts and mono-
polies of the United States would be erim-
inal. To follow such a policy would be
disastrous,

The workingmen were refusing to per-
mit any one entering the militia in the
States. And Canada was asked to follow
Anis example. e was an admirer of tihe
United States, but he would not go. there
for examples as to taniff arrangements or
imstitutions of any kind.

“We have,” declared Sir Wilfrid, “bet-
ter institutions and a better fiscal policy
of our own than have the United States
(Cheers).. Canada waould continue to pur-
sue that policy which had done so much
for the welfare and the prosperity of the
Canadian people.” (Cheers).

The changes that have taken place
in the Grand Trunk Pacific contract since
the first bill was adopted have already
been explained in these columms. The
main facts to be noted arc that the se-
curity ofiered by the Grand Trunk in
place of cash or approved govermment se-
curities was found unacceptable and il-

legal for the purposes of the act, that the

terms of the act were mot acceptable, and
the time Hmmit having expired, without the
company fulfilling its part of the wgree-
ment, the charter has lapsed and can only
be renewed by a new act of parliament.”

The government proposes, of course, to
pass the amended contract, and its ability
to do so ‘is gemerally proclaimed by its
organs, but as the whole project will once
more be under fire there will be umch
searching and healthful discussion in par-
liament, the result of which may influence
the country whose wverdict upon the gov-
ernment’s tailway policy has yet to be
pecorded.

The Herald is lamentably at sea when
it attempts to state the facts in the case,
and its befogged condition is really in-
excusable since The Telegraph and other
good newspapers reach Fredericton daily
and are vead widely there by the intell-
igent folk who thave to support the Herald.
The Fredericbon journal asserts that there

is no public sentiment against the G. T.
P. project in dhis province. Has the edi-
tor so soom forgotten fthe result of the re-
cent contest iny this constituency in which
the government c¢hose to make the railway
business the. principal issue?

OUR WARY NEIGHBORS.
Hon. Clifford Sifton stands charged with
the atrocious crime of seeking to drag the
United States of America into the Far

Fastern trouble and = trying -to get
the American people to rescue the
British Empire from a peril, with
which it is mot yet squarely
confronted. Mr. Sifton’s aceuser is the
New York Commercial which cites as

damning evidence of the Capadian min-
ister’s gual»t a speech recently attributed
to him in which he said that the Anglo-
Saxons must stand together. Mhat por-
tion of the Canadian statesman’s remarks
which has raised the choler of the Com-
mercial is as follows:

The sympathy of every loyal British~Ameri-
can subject—and of every American, too, for
that matter—is with Great Britain's ally. 1t
Japan needs our help, it will be forthcoming
and with such a force that Russia will be
dniven completely out of Manchuria. The
Anglo-Saxons must stand together in this
crigis. Should occasion require, I think you
will see British and American soldiers fight-
ing side by side with the Japanese in a com-
mon cause, while the combined fleets of the
three Powers will eweep the seas of what-
‘ever enemy they may meet.

The Commercial fiercely Tesents the
description “Anglo<Saxon” as applied to
the people of the United States.
Perhaps, indeed, Mr 8ifton was
more complimentary than the facts
warrant, for it s true, as the
Commercial hotly asserts that there"are
in ithe republic'’ some. 9,000,000 negroes,
11,000,000 foreign born persons, and many
more miliions of Jews, Germans and Itali-
ans who though born in the United States
preserve the language and traditions of

Burope. Mr. Sifton though fully aware of F

the 'polyglot condition of the country and
the resulting divergence of interests, chose
to make no mention of these things, and
the omission is not likely to inflame the
best people among our meighbors, oddly
as it affects the Commercial. :
Mr. Sifton’s -opinion that, “should’ oc-
casion require it,” British and :American
soldiers will be found fighting side by side
with the Japanese is neither wild mor
offensive. “Should occasion require it” is
a qualifying phrase of much power. At
present seven out of every ten Americans
are Japanese sympathizers, and even the
New York Commercial would find it dif-
ficult to imagine complications wwhich

would place the American soldiers side by |

gide with the Russians against the British
and Japanese. It is jusb as well bo remem-
ber that the “AngloSaxon” business and
the '“hands-across-thesea” talk have been
fostered by no -one iso eagerly as' by suc-
cessive American ambassadors to Great
Britain.

As the United States will be governed
by interest mather than sentiment in its
attitude toward the' quarrel in the  Far
East and as neither Mr. Sifton nor anyone
else has been foolish enough to intimate
that ‘the Americans would draw the sword
from motives of friendship alome, it is
somewhat diverting to find the Commer-
cial eolenmlq warning all the world that
Undcle Sam does not propose to rescue any
British chestouts which may become hot
under Russian fire. Says fthe grave and
gifted New York writer:

If Great Britain is expecting the United
States to join her in any and every interna-
tional quarrel in which she may become en-
tangled on the assumption that ‘“Anglo-
Saxons must stand together,’’ she is leaning
on a badly-broken reed.

As for the present confict in the far Kast
the Honorable Clifford Sifton’s talk about the
possibility of the United States taking part
therein is nomscuse—too ridiculous to be
worth discussing. This republic proposes to
“mind its own business,” and if there are
any chestnuts that Great Britain desires to
have some other Power pull out ot the
Russo-Japanese fire for her benefit, she will
have to look clsewhere for a simian to per-
form the job.

Even if the republic “minds its own
business”’—which it has been, mnable to
do of late because it has been feverishly
busy in adjusting the affairs of its emaller
neighbors—it might still be found back-
ing up Great Buitain in the East, for
should the British find it mnecessary to
step in both business and sentimental
reasons would impel the United States to
participate. At this wniting there is little
reason to believe that either Russia or
Japan will be aided by another Power,
and the abnormal - temperature of the
Commercial is without warrant.

M. Sifton really said no more than that
the United States would go to war if its
interests demanded such action and that
if the Amenicans did go to war they would
be on the winning side—that is tto say,
the British side. The statement is moder-
ate and safe in spite of the fact that the
Americans, unhappily, are not so “Anglo-
Saxon” as they might well wish to be.

ANTICS IN MAINE.

Stories of the sacrifice of animals and
the threats to sacrifice children during the
recent “religious” excitement at Beal's
lsland, near Jonesport, Maine, bave oc-
cupied considerable space in the newspa-
pers from St. John to Flonida, but not un-
til' now has it been proclaimed that New
Brunswick is responsible for the disgrace-
ful antics in the Maine village. The Ban-
gor News of yesterday contains a curious
statement signed by the first selectman,
the deputy sherifi and the constable of
Jonesport in which these three troubled
functionaries 'profess to recite the plain
facts in the case They begin in this
fashion:

“Seyeral ministers from the Province of
New Brunswick came to the island a few
weeks ago -and commenced a series of
meetings, preaching ‘Advent and holiness

doctrine.’ .
“Mrs. Beal, a woman of forty-five years

.of age, who had been in failing health for

a long time, attended these meetings and
became over influenced by the preachers
and the excitemenit unbalanced her mind.
She had considerable influence over several
members of “her ia.mlly and through her
religious. hallucination’ she ordered a pet
dog and g cat slain, which was done by a

member of her family. Her husband and
brother decided it would be wise to stop
the meetings and break up the excitement,

‘with the 1dea of perhaps restoring Mrs.

Beal’s' reason.’

' The three officials closed the meet-
ings, placed = Mrs. Beal in an
asylum, and sent away the ‘‘preachers.”
And in that they did well.

But why they rush into print it is not
easy, to understand. Silence had ibeen
golden. It is likely now that they can
never again be elected to the high offices
they now hold: Could they have denied
the Beal’s Island ghost dance in toto there
might have been some excuse for writing
to the newspapers. But here are three
grown men forced to acknowledge the dis-
agreeable’ and shocking truth that their

foolish fellow citizens stood about while

a demented creature killed a dog with his
bare bands at the bidding of his maniac
mother. Why did not the selectman and
the. other dignataries restrain these bed-

 lamities and save the reputation of the

community? What were they doing when
it became necessary for others to dinter-
fere to prevent the sacrifice of human be-
ings? Where were the selectman and his
Jaw officers when one of the exhorters
tried to cast out devils and succeeded only
in increasing the visible supply? The New
York Herald says of one incident:

+ “Thurman, the nine-year-oll son of Mrs.
J. ¥. Beal, a cripple since birth, and be-
loved by all on the island ,wvas brought
into the church. ' Ile was placed on the
altar before the congregation. lle was
then covered with a sack, while the ex-
horter, working himself into a frenzy, com-

‘manded the spirit of which the child was

poss&sed to depart. The miracie was a
failure. The child remained a cripple, but,
strange to say, the people did mnot lose
faith. They ascribed the failure as due to
a devil in the boy. This meeting ended at
midnight, the elders being so exhausted
that they could hardly stand.”

On another occasion—

“The exhorter worked himself into a
frenzy. He shouted that the mouth of hell
was eagerly yawning for sinners. He leap-
ed high into the air, placed his hands on
the top of the tall pulpit and vaulted back
and forth over it. He grovelled on the
floor, pounded his head on the timnbers
and worked up to a point of delirious
frenzy, performing feats of contortion
which would rival those of a professional
circus athlete,”

A community which has permitted such
scenes and has recovered from its debauch
will not welcome the letter of its officials
who, while complaining of newspaper ex-
aggesration, calmly proceed to admit
enough to place the entire village in strait-
jackets.

As for the statement that tlie ministers
“came from New Brunswick,” it is well
enough known that such performances are
not permitted in this province, and that
exhorters of the type described naturally
seek communities where ignorance and
lack of legal restraint anake their harvest
sure. This province is willing to go to
reasonable lengths to help the neighboring
state out of its difficulty, but it will figp-
ly refuse to be held responsible for the re-
cent dog-killing at Jonesport, the select-
man, the deputy sheriff, the constable and
the pound keeper to the contrary notwith-
standing. ;

At present the bars open at 6 a. m. and
the temperance people will eeek to have
the law changed so that they may not
etart bueiness until later. The Telegraph's
informant was arked if they were going to
press to have the bars closed during meal
houms, a project to titat effect having been
]l|ll't« forward, but he reported “No, tnat
ppan avas not favored by the temperance
people, but is the suggostion of the liquor
dea’ers ‘themwelves. i

‘Another radical change it is hoped to
bring about is in the method of procuring
licemse to do businca« in liguor. At pres-
ent the queion whether a ‘man shall or
ehall not get a licerse is determined by the
comminioners, but the temperance advo-
cates propose that it be made law that
no one rhall be given license unless on eat-
‘sfactory petition of the ratepayers of Lis
ward.

- The Hatifax liquor license inspector has
made the followwing recommendations re
lative to the act there.

: (1) Do away with tthe necessity of secur-
ing mames of ratepayers as a preliminary
in license applications. -

(2) Make the liquor fees larger than at
present.

(3) Give every man a license who pays
the preseribed fee and deprive him of his
license upon any infraction of the law.

(4) Legal selling by 'the glass.

BORN I¥ DALHOUSIE.

Death of Rev. Canon Smith at
Pincher Creek, Manitoba.

.

The following is from the Pincher Creek,
Manitoba, Echo:— L
' “The people of Pincher Creek and district
~rere grieved to hear of the death of the Rev.
Canon Smith, rural dean of the Macleod
Deanery, which occurred at the rectory, St.
John’s, Pincher Creek, at 12.30 on Tuesd:
night, the 24th of February. The decea
clergyman had been in charge of the Pincher
Creek " Church of England parish since 1888.
He was born in Dalhousie, New Brunswick,
in 1859, thus being forty-five years of age at
the time of his decease. e was ordained
deacon in English by the Archbishop of Can-
terbury, and graduated at St. Augustin's Col-
lege, Canterbury. He received orders. im
'Winnipeg, and subsequently came west to
Regina, where he officiated for some years
before coming to Pincher Creek. The Liv-
ingstone mission, now 'St. Martin’s, was
opened by him, and the-large district under
his care has increased to such an extent
Jately as to be too much for one clergyman.
“In 1900 ha was made caxon of St. John’s
by the Bishop of Calgary, and in the fall
of 1903, on the departure of Canon Hilton
from the diocese, succeeded him as rural
Jean of Macleod. The funeral took place on
Friday, the 26th of February, the Bishop of
Calgary, Doctor Pinkbam, officiating. The
Rev. Mr. Robinson, of Baltimore, and Rev.
Mr. Tanner, of Macleod, assisted. The re-
in which the deceased was held was:

avidenced by the large numbers who attended
to pay the last honors, the church being
crowded to overflowing.

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BISHOP CASEY (N
THE WILL CASE

Reports to Péople the Victory
Gained in Supreme Court
of Canada.

At . 9 o'cloek maes in the Cathedral
Sunday wmorning His  Lordship Birhop
Casey. made reference to the Bishop
Sweeney will case. He had pleasure, he
said, in reporting again a successful issue
of tlhie unhappy litigation in  which he
had been engaged duning his three years
as. Bishop of St. John. The Supreme
Court of Canada, the highest court in the
land, had added its' confirmation of the
decision of the Supreme Court of New
Brunswick which in turn, confinmed the
excellent judgment given by the judge in
equity of New Brumswick.

1t has, he said, beemr a trying and, pain-
ful litigation, It was truly said a man's
enemies are of those of his own- house-
hold and these, his children, had -drag-
ged him into court. Yet it was. against
‘his hearers, the people, that the litigation
had been waged; they owned these things.

He explained that the case had been
taken through all the courts and all points
in law had been decided in the people’s
favor, not a single judge’deciding against
them. They could easily understand that
the costs would amownt to hundreds of
dollars, and be swelled into thousands
and the people would be obliged to pay.

It was painful to speak about tlie mat-
ter but he had not started the litigation
and though he did mot wish to speak a
word - against those who had so bitterly
opposed. them, the people had a right to

| know what had been done.

He made brief reference to the com-
mencement of the matter, saying that the
property in question had been bought by
Bishop’s Sweeney’s father for $5,200, and
when he died there nvas still £600 to be
paid on it. As the eldest son, the late
bishop fell heir to two sharves out of the
cight in the property and he bought an-
other shave, but offered in dowry to a
certain man the two shares he had origin-
ally. This was not taken at the time and
had mot been legally secured and later
the civie powers threatened prosecution
alleging the old building in question was
a nuisance. The bishop put $17,000 of the’
Catholic people’s money in a mew one

and, referring to ‘this, Bishop Casey said |-

the  chief justice had expressed the opin-
ion that if he (Bishop Casey) lost this
present case *he comld bring action for
recovery of that $17,000.

Bishop Sweeney had left the property
to his successor. Unfortunately, not' the
best. English was used in the will. Bishop
Sweeney made mno pietentions to being a
literary. scholar, but was a worker and he
accumulated property which he held as
trustee of the pesple for the support of
the orphans and it'Was out of the hands
of these little omes bhat the property was
sought to “be:takems But the little ones
had prayed and ﬁhﬁr prayers had been
heard. His laywers ¥lad worked ably and
successiully aad all the courts of the land
had ‘confirmed-that*what: the bishop want-
ed to do had' beeh ‘Bone. He thad given
his relatives all ‘to which they were en-
titted and -the-rest rwas all reserved for
the Bishop of ‘St. John for purposes of
veligion, education and charity.

Bishop Casey spoke of the painful duty
it nwas to speak of these matters but it
was due to the peopie o tell them. Some
had said Bishop Sweeney had mot given
his melativés enpughibecause .he.. owned
two shares of the property. This repre-
sented . one-quarter or in round mumbers
say $2,000. At the time of the settlement
lie gave his relatives .the Hopkins prop-
erty, worth. $2,000; also $2,000 in; cash and
also, from 1878 to 1804, they received th-
revenue from the Hopkins property, $200
a year. All this had come out in court,
and the courts decided that what he had
intended to do had been done.

The expenses had been very great. He
had great wvespect for the courts, but
would look with profound interest and re-
spectful curiosity for the reasons of the
Supreme Court of Canada for ordering
the estate to pay all the expenses, especi-
ally when the decision of not ome judge
was in favor of the contestants.

The people were law abiding, but there
ias nothing to prevent this profound in-
tenest and respectful curiosity regarding
the court’s reasons—if i was customary
to give them, and they had been given in
the equity court—for ordering all the
costs paid by the estate. They had not
wanted to go into court but were dragged
in -and were willing to pay their costs,
but did mot see why they should have to
pay the expenses of those who fought
against them.

Bishop Casey said he did not know what
the total costs would be, but already, in
round numbers, in the vicinity of $2,000
had been paid din this unhappy litigation
besides causing him much labor, time and
anxiety.

A GROWING INDUSTAY.

The White Candy Company W
Employ About One Hundred Per-
sons Next Summer.

e

1t was stated some time ago that the
White Candy Company of this city found
it ‘neeessary, owing to inereased western
business, to. enlarge their plant. Indeed
they were compelled to withdraw from the
\'\'i;mipeg market last year because they
were unable to turn cut enough goods to
meet the demands there and also supply
their eastern {rade.

It was at first thought that “another
story migit be added to their present
puilding, but that is found to be imprac-
ticable. Thev have therefore decided to
remove all the stock from their present
building to another warehouse, and utilize
the whole of the present premises for
manufacturing purposes.

This will enable them to increase the
number of employes and the output of the
factory about 25 per cent. In the height
of the season, next summer, they wiil
employ about 100 persons. The ndustry
will thus be of mueh greater valie to the

eity.

The increase of product will be in
chocclates and tine goods, and the grow-
ing western market will receive attention
once more. 'The mew arrangement will
meet the requirements of the compuny for
the next year at least.

L NEW INOUSTRY

Factory for Making Acetylene Gas
Generators May Be Established in
St. John,

"fhe Victoria Manufacturing Company
of Auburn (Me.) is seriously thinking of
establishing & branch in St. John, if the
conditions are found favorable.

This company Wwas established some
three years ago in Auburn for the manu-
facture of an acetylene gas generator, the
iAvention of an Englishman, Joseph
Heaton. Although such a comparatively
chort time in business their machines have
found a demand as far south as Pasadena,
California, while in Maine they thave in-
stalled over 500 individual generators and
three’ town lighting plants. Next sum-
mer they expect to do a very large busi-
ness, as they have orders mow for no less
than 14 town plants.

A branch company has now been formed
to secure the Canadian trade, consisting
of the following gentlemen: 'J. H. Whit-
man, * Port' Dufferin (N. S.); Mr. How-
land, Boston (Mass.); and C. W. Waldron,
Auburn (Me.), who will probably seek
incorporatioh under the laws of Canada.
Last Monday might F. C. Buck, who 18
superintendent of their workshop in Au-
burn, arrived in this city to see about
taking the initial steps towards the estab-
lishment of a factory herve. They have
not yet secured premises of their own and
for the mresent John E. Wilson will make
the generators for them under instructions
from Mr. Buck. They expect to be able
to secure a building in about two months,
and in the meantime steps will be taken
to bring the necessary- machinery here.
‘The company employ about 15 men in
their factory at Auburn and turn out one
complete machine per day. A great many
points about this generator are claimed to
be superior to any other.

The I. C. R, Pengion Scheme.

The minimum benefit is $20, the
maximum two-thirds of mouthly earn-
ings based on an average covering a period
of ten years back from date of going out.
In other wordy the benefits are on @ slid-
ing scale between the minimum and the
maximum.

Parliameﬁf Opened Friday With Usual Pomp—St. John's
New Member Introduced —Supreme Court Judges Refuse

11—(Special)—The gov-
ernor-general cpened the fourth session of
the ninth parliament of Canada this after-
noon with all the pomp and circumstances
befitting the cecasion. 1t «was just 3
o’clo¢k when the beoming- of the guns on
Nepean Point announced the arrival of
the vice-regal equippage oil the parlhiament
grounds and with a das}y and clatter of
cavalry escort and the applause of several
hundred citizens gathered to see the dis-
play, the gdi’ernor-gmxm‘al and dis uni-
fommed staff passed under the maii tower
archway as the guard of howor presented
arms in royal salute and the band played
the national anthem. It was quite a brave
display, heightened in ellect by the gleam
of swnshine on the guaids’ fixed’ bayonets

The senate chamber never looked more
imposing, tlie flcer =eits being' oveupied
by robed dignitaries of church and state
and by ladies in evening dress; the gal:
leries thronged with interested; spectators
in heliday garb. ‘Ulre commoners having
appeared at the bar of the senate, in obe-
dience - Lo the vice-regal summons, with
Speaker Beleourt at their head, his ex-
cellency cpened parkament by reading the
speech from the throne as forecasted in
yesterday’s Telegraph. . !
Judges Abseot from the Opening.

At today’s opening in the senate cham-
ber it was noticed that the supreme court
jwdges who on former years were prow-
inent in their scarlet robes, on the wool-
sack, were not to be seen. Today the
woolsack was empty. It appears that the

JUN'S WEEKLY REVIEW
OF TRADE CONDITIONS,

New York, March 11—R. G. Dun & Co.’s
weekly review of trade will say tOmOITow:—
More seasonable weather has brought in-
creased activity in business, normal condi-
tions existing for the first time this year
at many points. Manufacturing returns are
tavorable as to steel and footwear, but tex-
tile mills are not active and a further cur-
tailment of cotton spinning is probable.
Settlement of several important labor con-
troversies have been accompanied by new
and soft coal miners have not yet
reached an nt with the operators.
There is much encouragement in the pig
iron statistics just issued by the Iron Age.
Total production during February increased
to 1,242,382 toms, against 964,251 tons in the
preceding month and surpassing all figures

Few changes are recorded in quotations,
wire .advancing $1 per ton, and some other
lines of pig iron have secured a similar gain
to that recorded last week for Bessemer. The
present stage of idle machinery steadily de-
creases, and some reports state that the out-
look is brighter than at any time since last
spring.

Lea‘t_her is quiet and weakness has develop-
od in some sections of the market, although
movement of belting butts has improved.
Retailers and jobbers report an improved de-
mand for seasonable footwear. Orders are
chiefly for fancy calf and kid shoes, and new
business includes a large proportion of tan
goods that were almost wholly neglected a
year ago. (Cotton mills are ng.ain feeling the
disturbing influence of violent inflation of the
raw material, and it is stated that much
machinery will become idle when present
stocks of cotton are exha . Prices are
unchanged and demand slow at first hands.
Jobbers are doing a fair trade in the aggre-
gate, but dealers are taking small lots. For-
ward business in the primary market is
against buyers, but they are indifferent, only
purchasing for jmmediate needs. There is
practically no export trade. 'Woolen goods
are without feature, but Japan silks are §
to 7% per cent. higher.

Last week’s tendency of the leading staples

has been accelerated, resulting in some wide
fluctuations in quotations. Cotton continued
to advance with scarcely any interruption,
the leading interest dominating the market
and receiving more support from individual
traders than at any previous time this sea-
son.
A somewhat better spot demand from do-
mestic spinners was the only legitimate sup-
port, and this was offset by further extensive
preparations for the mext crop.

Seou), Korea, Mardh 13, via Chemulpo
and by steamer Haimun to Wei Hai Wei,
March 15—The civil fnfluence nwhich Ja-
pan has brought to bear in Korea is in
no whit less able than the military precis-
jon for which it paved the way. From
Chemulpo to Seoul every inch of raiway
line, every foot of telegraph nvire, even
the highways are now policed by Japanese
soldiers. In fact, judging by the results,
Japan must have been laying the founda-
tions for ithe present occupation for many
months. It only remained for her minis-
ter, M. Hayashi, o produce, as with a
magic wand, sufficient backing from an
armed force to defeat the more clumsy
machinations of the Russian representa-
tives. It must mot be inferred that the
Japanese place dmplicit trust in Emperor
Yi Heui and his numerous protastations
of sympathy. Rather is the veverse the
case.

All supplies commandeered have been paid
for when taken.

Sensation in Moscsw.

Moscow, March 15—The report that Port
Arthur had been abandoned created a
, profound sensation here; in official circles
alnost a panic resulted. When the report
was finally denied the mewspapers seized
upon the repont as @ pretext for a number
of inflammatory articles addressed against
American and Englishmen, holding the
correspondents of those mationalities re-
sponsible for circulation of the mews.

St Petersburg, March 15—Former Minis-
ter of Finamce M. De Wiitte, in an inter-
view, declared that “‘thanks to General
Kouropatkin and Vice Adrimal Wakaroft,
Russia must now triumph. General Kou-
ropaitkin is @ strategist, the like of whom
does not exist in Europe. We will crush
the enemy by overwhelming force.”

Makaroff Will Fight Hard.

Yin Kow, March 14—The local Russian
authorities are apparently ncensed and
manifestly much annoyed at the solicitous
inquiries of 'the commanders of foreign
gunboats regarding the projected blocking
of the Liao river before the arrival of the
Japanese, which latter event is regarded
as a foregone conclusion. Although the
blocking of the Liao and also the defense
of the settlement and native town are re-
garded as unattainable, it is certain that
a disposition of guns has been made and
a defense plan has already! been arranged.
The arnival of General Kondralovitch a
few days ago, however, threatened to
cause the abandonment of the original in-
tention. . Z

The best Russian information obtainable
at Port Anthur and Newchwang admits
the government’s intention to fall back in-
definitely until it can complete the mo-
bilization of 300,000 troops for the purpose
of assaulting and opposing the Japanese,
and probably 200,000 more to oppose the
Chinese.

The same opinion assents that Viee-Ad-
miral Makaroff will fight hard. He is
determined to weaken the enemy at any
costt and make the operation of the Baitic
Sea fleet in the far east feasible, though
it may be necessary to fight without .th‘e
Pallada, Czarevitch and Retvizan which,
it is admitted, cannot be. fully repaired
within six moniths. On account of the un-
certainty of cuccessfully constiucting a
mud dock in which to repair the Czare-
viteh and Retvizan, naval experts allow
a year for the work.

Togo Made it Warm for Russians.

Tokio, March 13.—Official and private
reporis both indicate that Vice-Admiral
Togo’s founth attack oa Port Arthur on
the torth instant, was the most effective
snce the firet arcault of a month ago. One
Ruswian torpedo boat destroyer was gunk
and several Russian torpedo boats BOTIoNs"
ly damaged. The fortifications and city
were subjected to a heavy bombardment,
lasting nourly four hours. Naval bombard-
ments of land works have generally been
ineffective, yet the peculiar topographical
conditions of Port Arthur make immunity
from wer lowis from bombardment al-
mos: inpoesible.

120 Projectiles Fired Into Port Arihur,

The clsng action wae the bombardment
of the inmer harbor by the Japanese bat-
tieships. The latter took a positicn south-
wewt of Pont Arthur and used only 12-inch
guns. There were twenty-four 12-nch
guns in the squadron of six baitleships and
each gun was fired five rounds, making a
total of 120 huge projectiles that were fired
at the city. The bombardment was delib-
erate and carefully planmed. In order %o
aid in perfecting the firing, Viee-Admiral-
Logo stat.oned he oruicens in a po-ttron
due exkt of the entrance to the harbor
end at a right angle to the battleships.
The cruisens observed the range and effect
of the firing and reported the result and
suggstions by wirelesy telegraphy. These
observations and reports greatly aided the
gunners in their efforts to make every chot
comnmt.

Vice-Admiral Togo nwas unable to defin-
itely learm the resu't of the bombardment
but later private reports indicate that
much destrudtion was caused in the city,
where a wseries of fires broke out. There
aléo was damage to battries.

Captain Shokiro Asai, commanding the
fictilla of torpedo boat. destroyers, which
engaged the Russian destroyers, is the hero
of the attack. He had only three destroy-
efs, but attacked the six Russian destroy-
ers, ordering his craft to close in with the
enemy. He steamed so eclcse to the
enemy’s destroyers that they ahnest touch-
ed and a most desperate conflict ensued,
from which the Russiang retired badly dis-
abled.

] :ps Had Some Losses.

The Javanese flotilla which sunk the
mines at the mouth ¢f the harbor later
engaged two Russian destreyers. This
fHiotilla was commanded by Commander
Tsuchiya.

Vice Admiral Togo’s object in sending
cruisers to Talien \Wan Bay was to en-
compass the destruction of a signal station
mine depot at Samshantao. 'This object
was achieved and the buildings were de-
molished. . -

Rear Admirals Dewa and Uriu partici-
pated in the operations under Vige Ad-
miral Togo, the details of whose operations
became known in Japan only today and
phe news created invense enthusiast.

Vice Admiral Togo’s report came last
night, but it was nvithheld until shown to
the emperor. L

The admiral is permanently numbered
among the herces of the empire.

The latest reports place the Japanese
loss at nine Kkilled, tive seriously wounded,
and seventeen slightly hurt. 7The Japan-
ese fleet was not damaged in the fighting.

A DESTITUTE FAMILY,

A Sad Cage on Erin Street—Parents
and Children Without Food.

A particularly sad case of destitution has
just come to light at 127 Erin etreet. The
victim’s real name is Robért Cratton, al-
though among his neighbors he gpes by
the name of Clayton. He is married gnd'
lives with his wife and five children, the
eldest a bright looking lad bebtween thir-
teen and fourteen years of age, and the
youngesf scarce phree.

Mr. Cratton is a stone mason by, trade,
but all winter he has mot worked five
weeks together at it, although when he
did he earned 2 a day. Some time ago
he contracted a heavy cold, which settled
on his lungs. He étruggled along, how-
ever, dofng what little he could, but since
last Tuesday week he has been obliged to
keep indoors altogether.

When the reporter callled there Monday
night he found the family living in two
small rooms, one of which contained the
only bed in the house. 'here was a
baby lying on this bed, which Mrs. Crat-
ton explained had been left with her by
a neighbor woman to care for during the
day. Beyond a little milk left for this
infant, there was absolutely mothing to
eat or drink in the h , and tthey had
no more coal than would do them over
night.

Mr. Cratton is a very intelligent looking
man, and Australian by birth. He has
lived in St. John eighteen years and his
wife is a ‘St. John woman. During ‘all
these years he thas paid his way and been
a good citizen. He naturally enough feels
diffident about making his wants known,
but the case seems to «call for the assist-
ance of those charitably disposed:

The dealers say that styles in hats this
season are particularly fascinating, and
they anticipate a large spring trade. The
following interesting inberviews are from
the last issue of the Maritme Merchant,
and will be of special interest tto milliners
and all The Telegraph’s lady readers:

“Arthur V. Branscombe, who visited
the European centres for Manchester
Robertson AMison, Limited, said to the
Merchant that in shapes the styles are
small and médium, although fthere are still
a few large picture hats, which certain
styles demand. The long, narrow Torpedo
ghape is much in vogue, though there is
lso a tendency toward the Colonjal or
Vapoleon shapes. These hats are made
of a varniety of materials, one of the lead-
ing features being straw braids, which are
all made of soft, pliable matterials, and in-
stead of plain, as heretofore, are put in
box pleating or frill effects. In"combina-
bion with these is Maliens met, both in
the plain article and in goffered effects.
This article is made to match the straw
in all the delicate tints of the season, as
hampagne, pale mauve, reseda greens and
geaa'l effects (blue and pink.) Flowers are
very largely shown, but chiefly small
ones, as rose buds, forget-memnots and
cherry blossoms. Another specially good
thing are laces, in black, cream and cham-
paigne. The Jeading makes are fine silkc
jaces, used both in the edging and scarf
gffects, some running as wide as eighteen
inches. Another movelty is what is known
in millinery parlance as the Japanese
Rose, in fine chip and straw; and a special
feature is the lightness, the whole hat
having very little weight. The leading or-
naments of “the season ‘are dull gold ef-
fects and’ jets. There are more of the lat-
ter, inasmuch as so many light colors are
used, and a handsome jet buckle gives the
desived contrast. Gold is a leading fea-
ture, however, and shown very largely in
galloons and bandeaux. The latter are
nore thandsome than ever, and for really
gwell millinery nothing can equal them.
Although flowers seem to perdominate as
garniture, ostnich feathers hold a certain
place, as some styles of hats are mever
complete without a plumetj or an aigrette.

“J. A. Olark, of Brock & Paterson,who
is back from the European centres, said
to the Merchant that they never had a
fimer stock of millinery goods than they
will show this season. Speaking of shapes,
he said there is some change in crowns,
swhich are chiefly oval or oblong,with some
square. Leading hat shapes are the Tor-
pedo and Military Continental. In ma-
teridls, straw braid is more in evidence
than ever. One of the latest movelties is
a 'straw bud, which he had bought in
Jarge quantities for ‘the opening. He also
arranged for large lots of small roses and
foliage of every description. Motives and
appliques are largely shown, in lace, sequin
and sitk, in black, giit and all the leading
shades.’ The variety is very great. Colors
this season are ‘generally a blending . of
four or five shades, but greens appear
quite largely, and in some few flowers and
in trimmings a new color called Flame, a
large reddish gold. Mr. Clark selected a
lange variety of the latest styles in chif-
fon hats, both in black and colors. In or-
naments small cabuchons in sequin  amd
gilt, as well as military buttons and very
Jarge buckles are shown, also military
braid and fringe. Gold, silver and colored
gequin bandeaux, are also shown in a
splendid vaniety. Ostrich paumes are used
for large hats, and brush ospreys are also
shown. Soft ribboms and material gener-
ally predominate in millinery this sea-
son.”

LADY TEACHERS
TO GET MORE PAY

School Trustees Vote Favor-
ably in Response to
Petition.

DELEGATION HEARD.
Incraease of $3,500 to Be Made in
the Estimates So as to Provide
Higher Pay for Lady Teachers in
the City—General Business Trans-
acted.

At a mesting of the school teachers Mcn-
day might it was re-olved, atler iearing a de-
putation from tne Teachers’ Awsociation
with regard to increase of salaries asked
by the lady teachers of the city, to in-
crease the estimates $3,500 and grant all
lady teachers on the staff an increase of
$25 a year, lo take effect after July 1.
Those teachers who are on the reserve
staff and receive $150 a year, will get an
increase of $50. .

At the present time lady teachers on the
ataff get $200 to start with and $25 a year
increase until $300 ig reached.

“The members of the board felt this is
too little in view of the increased cost of
living. The scale of yearly increase will
be adjusted at a later meesing of the
trostees.

There were present lagt might -besides
Chairman A. 1. Trueman, Mayor White,
Mrs. Dever, M. Skinmer; D. H. Nuee,
J. V. Ruseell, M. Coll and €. B. Lock-
hart. There war a large amount of business
gone through, including the consideration
of the estimates in committee, These will
be ‘submitted at the next board meetiag.

A communication was reid from the
Brookville and Coldbrock gchools in which
the proportion due them from the board
for city children attending there was sct
down ag $43-33. It was ordered “paid. Mc-
Keen & Dunn, architects, asked to be ap-
pointed architects for the mew school

‘building on the Weldon lot. This was

filed. Miss Hattie M. Thompson asked for
leave of absence from March 1 to the end
of this term.’ The matter was left to the
chairman.

The report of the trustees for last year
have been ‘handed to the government and
emboddied in the departmental reports,
and ' the trustees opeéned tenders Monday
for pr'nt mg thzee repgris in pamphlet form
for distrioution. There were five tenders:
The Gazette Printing Co., 90 cents a page;
George A. Knowdell, $1 per page; The
Telegraph Printing Company, 75 cents a
page for plain reading matter and $2 for
tabulated matter; Globe, about $2.50.a
page, and Bames & Co. $1.20 per page. The
Gazette tender wes agcepted.

J. V. Ruskell was appointed a delegate
to meet with the Champlain ter-cemtenary
commitiee. The secretery wes directed to
write to the city coyncil asking that the
eity’ auditors be instructed din future to
audit the accounts of the board up till
June ae their year closes then, instead of
till January as has been the practise. The
secretary was authorized to edvertise
817,000 bonds, 25 yeans, for sale at par at
the ofiice of the board.

The committee frem the Teachers’ As-
sociation—W. J. S. Myles, W. D. Brown
and Miws McCluskey—were received. Mr.
Myles presented the claims of the Jady
teachers and pointed out that while the
average salary in St. John was only $286,
the average in Halifax was $i14. In Ham-
ilton ithe lady teachers commenced at $300,
increasng tb $630. In Winnipeg the max-
imum was from $675 to $850. In Ottawa
the maximum for first class lady teachers
was $640 ;second clavs teachers $530. In
Torcento the average was $522. ‘While he
admitted the conditions in the United
States had mo bearing on conditions here
he rémarked that salaries there were even
thigher. St. Jolin doss not hold the same
position in educaticnal matters now as she
has done and while the fact of the less
expenditure might be all right from the
taxpayers’ point of view it was hardly
creditable as a whole.

The other members of the commitiee
briefly addresed the board and after they
had gyithdrawn the  members resolved
themsdlven into committee to consider the
estimates with the results before stated.
Before adjournment it was agreed, on
motion of Superintendent Bridges, to place
on the ragular staff Mise Cameron, who is
teaching in place of Mirs Connell, resigned.
