activity, and deluded Communists marched.}

ment.

In Britain it will be remembered as the
year in which the dis-established Church
of Ireland perfected its organization as a

voluntary society ; when -the purchase of |.

Army Commissions was abolished by Par
liament and the Government ; when the
Heir to the Throne, having met a stormy
reception -in’ Ireland,-was subsequently
brought -to the very brink of the grave by
malignant diseasc; when the Tichborne
case, prosccuted by the greatest of modern
impostors, was ** all therage ;" when Re-
publican demonstrations were for a time
freely made ;—when the Alrican Diamond
fields were summarily annexed, and Dr.
Livingstone was once more heard from ;
and when Anglo-Saxon civilization, as re-
presented in Britain and America, had
gained a firm foothold ‘among the govern-
ing classes of China and Japan.

The historian, turning to the Western

growth and development of marvellous
rapidity and exten!; and the exposure of
fhegreatest civie frauds of the age, and the
overthrow of the concoctors, the terribly
corrupt Tammany and Erie Rings. And
descending to minor matters we will inci-
dentally allude to an Orange Riot and a
Russian Prince’s visit,- perbaps noticing
by the way, the continued construction of
gigantic railways, nnd the shocking losses
- of hife by steamboat explosions.

Ot our own Dominion it will be recorded
that in 1871 trade was bealthy,—tke crops
good,— the manufacturing industries re-
ceiving fresh stimulus,—the shipping ir-
terests increasing in importance, — our
public works progressing on a satislac-
tory seale of improvement,—our people
contented, and our country in every sense
prosperous. And in our own Province, in
particular, it will be remembered as-the
year in which Free Schodls were estab-
lished, and a Compary organized to- build
a Railway via the St. John river to Quebec.

The Year, fortunately, is closing on a
world apparently without a war, and ex-
bibiting . a, wonderful development of re-
ligious, scientific, and eduéational activ-
ity,—a world in which great crimes are
undoubtédly committed but which boasts
the possession of many of the noblest ben-
ecfactors of their race. The departing Year
may sigh over the wrecks of character and
fortune, and lamext the misery and wick-
3 edness, kba;_ baye been its hourly attend-
ants, but it has also catiée to remember
the triumphs of true Liberalism and
Science and ‘the Arts, the good deeds of
good men in every clime, and the manifest
progress of ‘those civilizing, ennobling and
Cbrist-like principles among Nations and
individuals that will yet banish poverty
and crime and corruption from a richly
endowed World. .

A St. John Boy’s Contribution to
- ‘Seientifie Knowledge.

[From the New York Tribune.]

About eighteen months ago Professor C.
F. Hartt of Cornell University headed an
expedition to the valley of the Amazon, for
the purpose of studying its geological
stracture and ascertaining the correctness
of Professor Agassiz’s theory of the glacial
origin of the valley, a controverted point
among scientists. The results of this cx-

pedition are of great importance to the sci-
@ itific world, as they prove the erroneous
idcas which many naturalists have held in
regard to this region. Professor Hartt,
who was somewhat familiar with the drift
or glacial deposit of southern Brazil, has
Heen unable to discover anything of a simi-
lar nature in the Amazonian valley, and
believes that he has evidence to prove con-
clusively that Professor Agassiz’s theory
was founded on an error. ll:c says that
Professor Agassiz has mistaken for drift
the wells in which he has discovered De-
vonian fossils, and that the geological
stracture of - the valley, instead of being
barren and uninteresting, as scientists have

4 heretofere supposed, is.on she contrary,

exceedingly profuse in geological relics. In
the vicinity of Para especially, the profes-
sor has opened a rich geological field. - '

Professor Hartt went upder’ the patron-
age of Harvard-and Cornell Universities.
taking with bim O. A. Derby as assistant.
Arriving at Para he found the yellow fever
raging, and went up the river imwediate-
ly ‘He studied the formation of the moun-
tain district of Erere, making a fine collec
tion of Devonian fossils, previously disco-
vered ; and his researches cunfirmed his
previous belief in regard to the formation
of this interesting region. He visited on
tont the Sierra of Taquari, and made a
tedious and extremely perilons journey
to the Sierra of Paranaquara. the most
b aatiful and conspicuous of the table-
topped hills ot the Amazonian Valley.
He found this composed of horizontal beds
of clay end soft sandstone, and entirely dif-
ferent in its formation {from the Erere hills.
Thes: beds probably belong to the tertiary
f rmation. In order to complete a geologi-
eal section, cf the valley, he revisited the
Tapajos River and explored it carefully as
Itaituba, where he and his assistant made
large and valuable ¢)llections of carbonif-
erous fossils.. Brazil bas, until lately,
been thoughtto be a country without an-
tiquities ; but his rescarches show that the
fickd is not so barren as has been imagined
He explored the sites of ancient villages
situated near Santarem, and cultivated at
present by settlers from the Southern
States ; and he found in the patches of
black land on the edge of the bluffs large
quantities of broken Indian pottery. This
proves that the country must have been
settled for a long period. This is the dis-
triet where the ancient. Amfzonian war-
riors are said to have lived and fought for
the possession of the celehated and pre
cious green stones of which Prof. Hartt
has obtained specimens. Near Santarem
he examined critically an-immense mound
of shells made by the Indians— probably
long before the time of the Bluff-dwellers,
as is indicated by the pottery mixed with
the shells. In other places he-discovered
other antiquities in the shape of Indian
implements, urns and weapons.

We recently paid a visit £0 the extensive
Foundry establishment of James Harris,
Esq., Portland, to make a few notes of the
buildings which had been replaced since
the fire theré. 'To the southward of the
Moulding Shop, and on the site of the
former Car Shed, adjoining the Railway
track, a large two story wooden bailding
has boen erected, which is oceupied-in its
several parts as follows :—The lower flat
is used asa Car Shop, with a *‘ switch”
leading from tho track into the building.
At the time of our visit there were two
Passenger and one or two Platform Cars in
various stages of construction: The ground
floor is arranged with a double track, so
that two sets of cars can beproceeded
with at the same time, as the building is
wide enough to allow ample working roem
to the mechanics engaged in each row.
Passing on to the next flat we found a spa-
cious wareliouse and storeroom, with & fin-
ishing and fitting up shop in the western
end of it. This flit was filled with cast-
ingsand mouldings of one kind or another,
and can be readily entered from different
parts, affording every. fucility for 'saving
this stock in case of fire. Next adjoining
the Car Shed @ sabstantial brick building,
with gravel roof, has heen erected. 1t con-
tains the ‘ovens for baking the register
grates. These ovens are very securely
built of brick, and fitted with large iron
doors.
were busily employed in finishing and ven-
ecring the handsome and durable Grates
which are here turned out. Another sec
tion of the building is occupted as a Dry
House, the extra heat from the ovens being
made ase of in this way.  Adjoining this
section thero is.a new Steam Engine and
Boiler,, which. supply. the motive power
required. Both theso buildings are situate
unattached, and have been constructed

with the facilities. possessed, Mr. Harris
does mot anticipate that. any serious fire
can again accur an the premises.

Teacher< and Clbss-room Assistants em-
ployed in Districts entitled to special aid
as poor Districts, are to receive for the
following school year, at the rate of one
third more than the grants sbove named.

In all cases one half of the Provincial
Grants are to be paid To THE TEACHER
and licensed assistants semi-annually. 01
rateably recording to the number of pre
ccribed teaching days the School shall
have been satigfactorily taught.

(2). From the School Fund provided by the
Counly Assessment, to be apportioned by
the Chief Superintendent To THE TrUS:
TRES of the School Districts within each
County, as follows :—

(a.) At the rate of $20 for the school year.
in consideration of each licensed Teache
employed: of whatever class. i

(b.) The balance, by an equal rate per pupil
according to the average number ot pupils
in attendance at School, and the number
of teaching days the School has been open
The Trustees of Districts reccgnized as
poor Districts in any year, to reccive, in
this Istter apportionment, special aid not
exceeding one third more per pupil than the
Prustees of other Districts within the

County. i

One-halt of the County fund is to be appor-
tioned and paid semi annually.

No public moneys will be received by Dis-
trists which fail to establish Schools under the
Act. It will be observed that the amount
of Provincial and County moneys to be ex
pended in any District in aid of Behools will
depend almost exclusively upon local exertion
or the direct efforts made by rhe people of the
geveral Districts in maintaining their own
Schools. The sum to be received by the Teacher
from the Province is definite, but the exact
amount that will be received by the Trustees
from the County Fund on account of the aver-
age attendarce of pupils, cannot be known at
the time of the Sehool meeting. The meeting
should, theretfore, be careful in voting its esii
mates to authorize a sum amply sufticient to en-
able the Trastees to meet the liabilitics of the
School year. Apy balance remaining in the
hands of the Trustees, is, of course, t+ be car-
ried to theZeredit of the next School year, while
any deficit arising from an authorized expendi-
ture may be carried forward and provided for in
the estimates of the following year.

The first disbursement of the County Fund will
be apportioned on the School attendunce made
between January \5th and April 30th, tnclusive.

8. That the Board of Education has prescribed
the following Regulations respecting contracts
with Teachers:— 3

(1). Form of Teacher’s Agreement: Each
Teacher and assistant before entering on
duty in any Listrict, is to make a written
agreement with the Board of 'Irustees,
