Dr. Kenealy’s Election.
" LONDON, Feb. 18.

People who don’t like Honsehold Suf-
frage and the Ballot have been for 24
hours the happieést of mankind. The
election of Dr. Kenealy for Stoke-upon.
Trent, and of Mr. John Mitchel for Tip-
perary gives them, they think, the right
to go about with a telumphant I told
you s0” in ‘their' mouths. ‘And among
well-to-do peoplé in general, whether
reformers or ‘anti-reformers, aristocrats,
democrats, Tories or Whigs, the tivo
electigns have certainly excited deep di:-
gust.

Dr. Kenealy did not stand, it is per-
haps needless to' state, as either Liberal
or Tory. ‘He may be called the Arthur
Orton-eandidate, and his party is simply
the Orton Kenealy party. His election
is a popular demonstration in favor of
the claimaut and his counsel. It isa
proof, if any proof were needed, thata
multitude of Englishmen still believe
Orton to be Tichborne. His cause al-
ways had hearty  smoport in -the pro-
vinces, mainly, I think, among the ignor-
an;: classes, though mnot gnrong them
only. i
Stoke, which has suddenly made itself
famous by electing Dr. Kenealy its repre-
sentative, is a borough including within
its parliamentary limits Hanley and a
number of other towns, all together go-
ing by the name of the Pottéries. In
1864 it had less than 8,000 electors. Mr.
Disraeli’s Retorm Bill of 1867 establish-
ing Household Suffrage multiplied its
constituency some six times over; the
number of its inhabitants entitled to vote
being now more than 16,000. : Obviously
the increase must be among the poorer
classes—people who lived in houses
worth less than $50 a year—the old quali-
fication—and who mnow vote from the
mere fact of ocecupation, irrespectively
of value. All or n all these new
voters belong to the wage-earning class.
An eminent membér of Parliament has
been led by a-consideration of these cir-
cumstances to compose, as he says, a
poem on the election. I helieve I bave
the honor of ‘bemng the fitst 'to_give this
work to the world—by permission, of
course. It is not’ long, and is as fol-

lows: -

To another’ member of fhe House 1
ventured'last night to offét my congratu-
lations on Iy new colieague. = He rather
scowled, and retorted: * You're ve
much mistakenif you think that’s original.

I don’t
know when an election has made such a
sensation. Tt is jested about flippantly;
but it is also discussed very gravely.
And it is a grave thing. The Bench,
the Bar, the Thronme, Sociecty, every-
thing that is uppermost in England
have undertaken to oatlaw Dr. Kenealy.
He goes before a populous constituency
with this ban on him, and more because
it is on than for anything else, the con-
stituency returns him to Parliament,
opens to him the doors of “the best club
in London,” and gives him a right to sit
among an assembly of gentleinen and to
speak where he cannot be silenced. It
will probably occur to others than Mr.
