For example, one great recruit-
ing city in Ontario is at present
the centre for nine regiments in
process of formation. If two
regiments instead of nine were
recruited at a time the results
would work out much better. Not
only would two regiments fill up
quickly but the expense of
maintaining & skeleton for the
other seven would be cut out
until their turn came. As matters
stand now the best method has
been chosen to kill time and keep
Canadian regiments from the
front as long as possible. Under
this plan some regiments have
been recruiting ever since the
war started, others have got as
far as Bermuda. When one re-

_ The matter of incorporating
Hartland as a town is again a
live issue, and one which is to be
discussed at a meeting of the
ratepayers next Monday evening.

Incorporation can be accom-
Plished at slight expense and need
not call for any higher rate of
taxation. Inits tavor, supposing
we wish uo greater conveniences
than we now enjoy, or no further
improvement, it may stated that
all the work of the four tax col-
lectors at present employed would
be vested in. one man, and the
‘taxes combined into a single
jitem. The money thus collected
would be all spent by the town.
Without -additional expense, the
town would be in a position to
henact bye-lawsfor its governafice :
laws entirely suited*to our needs.
"“1f we desire further improve-
ments, a police system or street
lights, we should have to pay
for them, and of course this
would m@an increased taxation.
Yet without further improvement
the cost of tax collection may be
materially reduced and a saving
effected.

The small towns of the province
that have recently become in-
corporated would not for any cir-
cumstance that has yet arisen go
back to the old loose method of
government, and reports from all
are in effect that the scheme
works out satisfactorily.

Appeal to Catholic French For France

Peterson, president of McGill Univer-

For him, when
the existence of that France, past,
present and to come, is at stake, there
can be Qo excuse, and there should
be no hanging back.  Has he ever
thrilled to read of the greatest soldier
and the finest army known to history,
to think that both were French? The
Imperial eagles are soaring upwards
once more towards a fresh Austerlitz
and a greater and finer Jena! 1Is he
a lover of Hberty, a democrat ?—lib-
erte, egalite, fraternite—up, for the
armies of t first Republic in the
world are st to hurl-back the
hordes .of militant autocracy in a
greater Valmy. Iz he a Christian—
nay, more, ‘pon catholique? Then ten
times more should there be mno hesi-
tation. The white cross of St. Louis
is bnce more in the field against the
infidel.

Gases a Possibility

At a recent meeting of the Iron and
Steecl Institute in London, the presi-
dent read a paper on by-producs in
steel manufacture. He discussed the
utilization of blast furnace gases for
operating gas engines and for illumin-
ation and heating, and the later de-
velopments in making nitric acid from
these gases, and also the manufacture
of bricks and cement from slags. A
new idea was presented looking to-
ward the synthetic production of india
rubber from coke oven gases. The
president’s words were: ‘It was being
sought to obtain from it the hydro-
carbons, the derivatives of which
were found in india rubber, and ex-
periments that had been made per-
mitted the foreshadowing of the manu-
facture of artificial rubber.”
