There were no letters to be seen or 
any other information that could pos­
sibly give a clue for rhe reason for 
the man's action. The room was in 
an orderly condition, and it is likely 
that the man sat on a chair and 
drank the poison. He did not make 
any noise to attract attention, but 
when he slipped from the chair after 

I being attacked by the poison he 
j probably knocked the telephone off 
Ithe table, and the receiver came off 
I the hook.

As paris green, taken in large doses 
strikes at the kidneys, it is thought 
that the man had such severe pain 
it was impossible for him to hold out 
anv longer against summoning aid. 
and cried out for help only when he 
was nearly unconscious from the ef­
fect of the poison.

Y oung Nash followed her as far as 
he could in his machine and offered 
to drive the girl home, but she was 
too frightened to stop. On inform­
ing her relatives of the affair. Nash 
was arrested by Constable B. E 
Fisher and brought to London.

Referring to the new agreement for 
the settlement of British immigrants 
in Canada, Hon. Mr. Robb remarked

appeared to be all that was left for 
Kid McCoy, once dapper hero of the 
ring, charged with the murder of 
Mrs. Theresa W. Mors here Aug 12. 
The prisoner's eighth wife Dagmar 
Dahlgren, dealt his defense a blow, 
when she repudiated a previous alibi, 
volunteered to show he could not 
have been guilty of the murder. Then 
an alienist, sent into his cell by de­
fense attorneys, reported that even 
if McCoy could prove his innocence 
he would fall victim within three 
years to complete paralysis and total 
dementia.

The alienist. Dr. Cecil Reynolds, 
said McCoy is “without question" 
suffering from paresisa form of de­
mentia due to organic changes of 
the brain and brought on. in his 
case, by excessive addiction to al­
cohol and a blood infection of long 
standing.

The disease is in its early stages, 
the alienist's report said, during 
which acts of violence should be ex­
pected as a matter of course. Mc­
Coy's shooting orgy in and near the 
Mors antique shop the morning after 
Mrs. Mors was shot was a "natural 
manifestation” of the disease, accord­
ing to the doctor.

Wily Debutantes Shorten 
European Visits To Travel 
‘With Prince Across Ocean

Take a good look at a German 
woman, note her dress and ill-kempt 
hair, and you no longer wonder why 
German men have such little respect 
and reverence for the gentler sex.

You do see a few cripples on the 
street. but they are usually American 
tourists—tourists who have been 
crippled financially by those suave 
German brigands, who stand behind 
store counters and sling saurkraut in 
hotel dining-rooms. "Soaking" tour­
ists is their business, and they do 
the job well.

For all green Americans and Eng­
lishmen who go to Berlin are gyped. 
swindled, robbed and cheated without 
ceremony and without embarrass- 
ment. The tourist is systematically 
relieved of his roll through legitimate 
methods of persuasion. Some of the 
money obtained by these means is 
taken by the government to pay the 
allies their reparations. Thus are 
Englishmen paying England and 
Americans paying America part of 
the debt which Germany owes.

Preferable to French.
Treatment accorded English and 

American travellers, however, is pre­
ferable to that given the French­
man. They rob the Englishman, but 
they club the Frenchman, Parisians 
in Berlin are not safe. Infinite tact 
and patience must be employed if the 
Frenchmen expects to enjoy his visit. 
Unfortunately, the French are not 
the accomplished diplomats they used 
to be. They are too apt to "crow” 
over Berliners about the war, and 
Berliners frequently retaliate with a 
swift, militaristic upper-cut that 
makes monsieur wonder whether his 
country won the war after all.

German children are well fed now, 
but they are a sickly lot. The agony 
suffered by the civil population in 
the last two years and immediately 
after the armistice must have been 
beyond description. A mother of a 
large family told the writer that two 
million children and babies died in 
German from under-nourishment 
caused by actual starvation.

For two years there was no milk 
to feed them. Latterly the new born 
came to be known as "water babies.” 
They were born with emaciated 
bodies, ,big heads and soft bones. 
Some managed to survive, but fifteen 
per cent of the children born since 
1915 and living today are virtually 
idiots. Intense privation either 
killed or rendered them physically or 
mentally abnormal.

Had Six Children.
"I had six children," this German 

woman, who was half English, said, 
"and four of them are dead. The 
other two were my first babies, and 
they were four and five when the

this year,” he says, "that we have 
ever had.

appears to be the rule all over the 
province. I was in Toronto last week 
and there the officials of the depart­
ment of education told me that the 
demand for teachers for the various 
technical schools was unusually 
large. This they attributed to the 
increasing demand for technical 
school graduates and the larger at­
tendance of pupils in the schools.

"This year, for the first time, the 
department is providing a special 
intensive commercial course in all 
the technical schools. It will be run 
in the London school, and we have 
several registrations for it as well. 
This course is limited to pupils with 
two years of collegiate standing, and 
is intended for such pupils who find 
that they would prefer a commercial 
life and want a commercial course 
to fit them for the work. It is an 
entirely new departure by the de­
partment, and the officials expect the 
greatest success for it."

Mr. Beal will be in his office at 
the school every Tuesday, Thursday 
and Saturday evenings to meet all 
parents and guardians who wish to 
discuss courses and work of their 
baren with him. This is part of 
the work of the technical school to 
which particular care is given. He 
emphasizes the fact that with all 
courses in the technical school, the 
full academic training as in the col­
legiate is given, and that a pupil 
passing through any course is every 
bit as well qualified for life from 
the academic standing as a pupil who 
takes the usual work in the colle­
giate.

New teachers on the staff for this 
years are: Matthew Smith, in the 
printing class; Miss H. Y. Marshall, 
in general academic work; R. H. B.

And 
if the person doing the banking hap- 
pens to be a plain, old New England 
woman, who for more than seventeen 
years has done the cooking in the 
John Coolidge homestead in this 
quaint old village, why then the 
surety is unassailable.

Aurora Pierce, housekeeper for the 
elder Coolidge, knows what the presi­
dent wants, and makes no fuss about 
getting it for him. “When you know 
what he wants, that’s what he wants, 
and that's what he gets," she said 
succinctly in reply to a question 
whether the executive is fussy about 
what he eats.

The elder Coolidge called Aurora 
into confidence when it was decided 
that the president would spend his 
vacation in the simple and almost 
primitive home, and the colonel sug­
gested, very tactfully, that probably 
Aurora would like to have help to 
keep the house up and to do the 
cooking This was the first time that 
help had ever been offered Aurora, 
and she didn’t take to it kindly.

"Well, I reckon if the family is to 
consist only of you and the president 
and his wife and young John and 
Aunt Flora I can get along all right." 
(Aunt Flora is Mrs. William Smith, 
who was visiting the elder Coolidge.)

Reigns Supreme.
So Aurora reigns supreme over her 

immaculate kitchen. And her do­
main includes the remainder of the 
house, too. In fact, it any other 
maid were brought in for the Cool­
idge vacation she'd probably sulk the 
whole time, as she confided to a 
neighbor.

Being a woman, it is not in the 
scheme of things that Aurora should 
confide her age. Suffice it to say that 
she is "over forty." She is rather 
tall and spare and weighs about 108, 
which In these days of silhouettes is 
rather desirable.

Aurora relies a great deal upon 
her memory in preparing dishes for 
the visitors from Washington. Of 
course, she wasn’t in the Coolidge 
home when Calvin lived there as a 
young man, but he has visited the old 
homestead a sufficient number of 
times for her to know what he 
wants.

The first thing she did, for example, 
was to cook up a large batch of 
doughnuts. She knows that the 
president likes these for breakfast. 
She also prepared a big jar of cook­
ies. the kind that John loves. These 
were sufficiently numerous to last 
through the vacation.

Then, as soon as the president and 
his family arrived, she made up a 
layer cake with maple frosting that 
she knows from experience is the 
president's favorite dessert. And the 
manner in which he ate it did her 
heart good.

Meals Simple.
The meals are simple, but they are 

wholesome and good. The writer can 
vouch for this. That first meal of 
the president included a fine catch of 
brook trout which Aurora cooked up. 
They were caught and cleaned by a 
secret service agent, one Peck, on the 
last day of the open season.

The breakfast menu Is simple. It 
consists of a cereal, whole grain 
which you cook for a long time, with 
cream. Then there is coffee with 
cream from one of the cows of the 
herd belonging to the farm. And, of 
course, the doughnuts.

But the president "ain’t much of 
a milk drinker,” Aurora says. "He 
likes fruit once in a while, but a 
little piece of crisp bacon seems to 
be his preference for breakfast.

The noon meal, which is called 
dinner, is the principal one cf the 
day. This consists of meat, pota­
toes, a vegetable—whatever is grow­
ing best in the garden—some sort of 
hot bread or muffins and always a 
gravy. Pie is the usual dessert, but 
pudding is served once in a while.

The evening meal is at six. This is 
called supper. When she and the 
colonel are alone It consists of some 
light dish, but now it’s different. 
What the meal consists of depends 
entirely upon what was served at 
dinner.

The president’s favorite pie is cus­
tard. Aurora says that she just 
makes the crust and relies for the fill­
ing on the recipe left by her late 
mistress.

Wash day is profit day and joy 
to the members of the Home Cul­
ture Club of St. Croix County. Wis­
consin. It is not "blue Monday," but 
one of the happiest days of week 
On that day their clothes are taken 
to a co-operative laundry owned 
by the club women, and not only 
are they free from the trying duty 
of keeping themselves and fami­
lies next to godliness, but they make 
money in addition.

It all came out of a debate at 
the club session a few years ago 
Dirty clothes took so much time 
to wash that one vigorous de­
bater contended that if things kept 
on in the old way. soon none of 
them would have any time for a 
club, which was an unusually be­
loved institution for the farmers' 
wives. She urged that something 
be done about it. Straightway some­
body began to do something about 
it.

After the first year the project 
of having the laundry all done at 
one and the same time was a success 
The co-operative laundry, still own­
ed by the club women, employs ten 
girls and three men. It has an aver­
age of about 500 customers a week 
and gives "same day" service to 
many hotels near the clubhouse 
center.

The College of Agriculture. Uni­
versity of Wisconsin, awarded a 
prize of $300 this year, because of its 
success in lightening the burden of 
the farm home.

The laundry is a model in every 
way, equipped with the latest ma­
chinery. It has paid off all the large 
indebtedness with the exception of 
$1.200. paying on the debt $1,000 a 
vear. In addition to salaries, main­
tenance expenses and dividends to 
the club women owners.

The legitimate of every party, to be of bene­
fit to its country is injured quite as much by its 
fool friends who make extravagant claims that 
cannot be justified, as by others.

It seems impossible to secure a decent bal­
ance in the human system, just enough radical­
ism and just enough conservatism.

THINK OF DEFENSE

Newly Married 
Are Entangled 
By Georgia Law

tion of Fleet Should Receive 
Consideration.

9Canadian Press Despatch.
Ottawa, Aug. 21.—"I must in duty 

remind you that it takes three years 
to build a ship and nine years to train 
the crew to man her." Thus Vice- 
Admiral Sir Frederick Field, com­
manding the special service squadron 
now touring the empire, declared at a 
dinner given here in his honor to- 
night by Hon. E. M. MacDonald, 
minister of national defence. Sir' 
Frederick was speaking in reply to 
the toast of his health and that of 
the officers of the special service 
squadron, proposed by Premier King 
and seconded by Sir Robert Borden, 
Canada’s premier during the war.

Premier King spoke in high terms 
of the work of the navy in the war, of 
the value of the cruise of the special 
service squadron, and, on behalf of 
the Dominion government, extended 
a warm welcome to Canada.

There were some, the premier con­
tinued. who were apt to criticize 
Canada’s navy, and in this connec­
tion he was reminded of a reference 
In the Bisley Who's Who to Sergeant 
Burke, winner of this year's king's 
prize. In thet. Who's Who, declared 
Mr. King, the only reference to Burke 
was "new blood." "The Canadian 
naval service," he went on. "is the 
new blood in the great naval power 
which has meant so much in the his­
tory of the world.

Will Play Part.
"But should a critical situation 

ever arise. I think the new blood in 
any department of our national life 
may be expected to do its part in a 
manner which will do credit to the 
whole."

Mr. King expressed a wish that 
Admiral Field might have been able 
to cross Canada, and thus have been 
better able to study its problems and 
the difficulties before it. He spoke 
of Canada's four thousand miles of 
international frontier, stressing that 
the principle which had animated 
relations in the North American 
Continent had been the settlement of 
difficulties by arbitration. Canada 
and the United States had looked to 
reason in the settlement of differences 
instead of looking to force, and he 
thought it was to reason we should 
look as a solution of International 
difficulties. At the same time, the 
prime minister concluded, looking 
back at the years immediately behind 
us. any man who believed at all in 
the manhood of the British people 
would feel that should the situation 
ever require it. Canada and the other 
dominions would be prepared to do 
their part as they had done it in the 
past.

Sir Robert Borden said that, if 
possible, he would like the whole 
population of Canada to go to the 
coast and see the special service 
squadron and further, he would have 
liked to see some of the public men 
In Great Britain accompanying the 
squadron on its cruise and learn a 
little more than they seemed to know 
about the British Commonwealth.

Must Move Slowly.
The nations of the British Com­

monwealth had made one of the most 
successful experiments in government 
the world had ever known. Some 
seemed to think that the relations of 
the dominion to the mother country 
might be more clearly defined, but 
Sir Robert felt that any movement 
of that kind should be one of slow 
growth. *

The four foundation stones of the 
commonwealth were: Liberty, au­
tonomy. equality, justice.

"I think." Sir Robert went on, "that 
Great Britain has already understood, 
and certainly we in the dominions 
understand that this great common­
wealth can only be kept together by 
observing the principle of equal na­
tionhood. But I believe—and I think 
there is something to be said from 
the standpoint of Britain perhaps, 
and it ought to be continually in the 
minds of us of the Dominions, that 
we cannot aspire to or claim the 
status or privilege of nationhood 
unless we are prepared to accept its 
responsibilities. I venture to think 
that the future of this great 
dominion, or of any great dominion. 
Will be infinitely greater within that 
commonwealth than it would be out- 
side, and I venture to think also that 
It would be a most unworthy aspira­
tion on the part of any of the 
dominions to seek to hold the status, 
the prestige of nationhood, and at 
the same time seek to avoid the 
attendant responsibilities."

He felt, however, that Canada would 
again do her part in any emergency 
and that her people had no idea of 
claiming status or prestige without 
accepting attendant responsibility.

Sir Frederick Field, touching on 
naval problems, strongly contested 
the views that naval defence could 
be effected by aircraft and sub­
marines. Surface vessels would be 
necessary so. long as trade had to be 
carried by surface boats.

Duties of Fleet.
He pointed out that the duty of 

a main fleet was to go to any posi­
tion where the enemy’s main fleet 
might be The whole defence of the 
seas depended on holding back the 
enemy’s main force and. with reduc­
tions in the fleet it would be impos­
sible to prevent an enterprising 
enemy from sending commerc raiders 
out to attack our trade routes

"This," added Admiral Field, "is 
a point which has to be considered 
by the great Dominions forming the 
commonwealth of nations. If trouble 
arises, it will not be possible to send 
help everywhere. . . . What I feel 
about it is this—and it has been 
brpught home to me more and more 
by this great cruise—that every one 
of the dominions has got to con­
sider the question of defence."

Admiral Field added that, if he 
was any judge of human nature, 
Canada in an emergency would re­
spond as she responded "in 1914, but 
he would remind his hearers that it 
took three years to build a ship and 
nine years to train the crew to man 
her.

J. à61Spencer, in charge of the provincial 
government corn borer laboratory at 
Union, and a member of the O. A. C. 
faculty, leaves this district next week 
for Victoria, where he has accepted a 
professorship in the British Columbia 
University. For the past four sum­
mers he has been in the heart of the
corn borer district, studying 
situation and making observations

and general activities
of the parasite which has infested 
Elgin and Middlesex counties. He 
has collected a mass of data which 
will be turned over to the department 
for further reference.

Mr. Spencer declares that, although 
the corn borers had not become any 
worse within a radius of four miles 
or Union, the situation outside of that 
was not so good. From Sparta to 
Aylmer the corn fields had been at­
tacked to a greater extent, and in the 
west the outlook is not so bright 
Officers from the Dominion govern­
ment have been to the district lately 
to confer with the provincial men 
and are alarmed with the situation in 
Kent, fearing the crop for canning 
purposes will be a failure. The 
farmers where the corn borer has 
been so prevalent have taken every 
precaution to prevent its spread.

The fact that many of the farmers 
in Elgin and Middlesex counties raise 
the corn for ensilage is an important i 
factor in preventing the spread of the 
insect, as the heating and fermenta­
tion in the silos kills them in 24 
hours, Mr. Spencer says. The vital 
factor is the cleaning up of the fields 
in the fall. Corn stalks saved for 
feed should not be thrown in with 
the manure, but kept separate and 
burned.

Lately Mr. Spencer and his assist­
ants have discovered an insect that 
attacks the eggs. This parasite lays 
its eggs within those of the corn 
borer, destroying all life in the latter. 
The parasite has been sent to the 
laboratory here, with the result that 
it has been bred successfully.

Natural insects, however, according 
to Mr. Spencer, are not so successful, 
as they have enemies, and the 
foreign ones which are known to 
thrive on the borers’ caterpillars and 
eggs are more likely to be immune 
from attacks, and so will be more 
effective. Whether or not the wasp 
introduced from Europe to the 
States, and passed on to Canada, will 
be successful or not cannot be stated, 
as sufficient time has not elapsed to 
determine whether it will survive 
the winter months.

AT QUEEN’S PARK
A few days now and there will roll 

out of the dawn the great truckling 
wagons of the Sparks Circus, in 
London, for a one-day’s stay, Wed­
nesday, August 27.

There arrive the programmers, who 
pass out small billing, and the 
heralds. And then, just to see that 
everything has been done right, 
there arrive the “checkers up," who 
go over the work done by everyone 
and see that it is done correctly. And 
even then the work is not ended.

For there yet must come the 24- 
hour men, who notify every person 
seen by the contracting agents just 
when the circus is to arrive and 
when the supplies must be on the lot. 
And so. when the Sparks Circus 
comes here, there will be nothing 
of the “happen so" about its ar­
rival. For a hundred men have gone 
before it—and never a detail is 
neglected —even to the routing of the 
parade and the bumps in the road 
that lead from the railway tracks 
to the lot. But the work of a circus 
doesn’t show on the surface. And it 
shouldn’t. For if there’s anything 
That should show it’s the romantic 
side, it is the place of glaring 

chandeliers and sprinkled wood 
shavings—the circus.
