It is quite evident that generally 
speaking very active building opera­
tions will continue throughout the win­
ter. with a good market available for 
building materials and labor. This 
condition will hold more in some places 
than in others, of course, depending 
upon where the actual projects are lo­
cated.

The leaders say they will continue 
such tactics as long as the Communists 
remain in jail while their brethren will 
make the same sort of campaign, in a 
different manner, in the house of com­
mons.
