THE REGULATIONS ARE STRICT

Automatic Exit Doors and Fireproof
Scenery Among the Precau-
tions Ordered.

London, Jan. 4. — Even the far east-
érn crisis has dwindled in interest
since the first messages akout the Chi-
cago theater disaster began to reach
London. Everywhere one goes, at hou-
tels, restaurants, clubs or the city, pco-
ple discuss with shuddering the awful
details that have been coming over
the cable.

Yet certainly the first night after
the news was generally known, which
vas 'Thursday, no appreciable eitect
was felt on the attendance of most of
the London theaters. The usual num-
ber were waiting in line at the Drury
ILi.ne box oifice early in the evening.
The vaudeville had ‘“‘house full” boards
prominently displaved. Still another
playhouse in the Strand showed «
falling off of $200 compared with the
day before. -

According to €ir Algernon West,
since 1858 not a single life has bheen
lcst in a properly licensed theater
building -in London, except of a fire-
man, who perished in the perforinance
of duty at the Alhambra In 1882. The
last few days theater managers ani
the public hdve been praising the wis-
dom of the rules of the county couvn-
cil, whereas some of the former had
been wgnt to find them rather irksorme.

IN THE FAR EAST

Jap Minister Has Cordial Con-
ference With Lamsdorff,

SAYS LATTER IS CONCILIATORY

The Tension Between the Two Coun=
tries Has Apprec’ably Decreased
—Rus: ia 1 Cruisers Prepare.

St. Petersburg, Jan. 4. — The Japan-
ese minister here, M. Kurino, has au-
thorized the Associated Press to say
that he had a cordial conference wiia
Foreign Minister Lamsdorff on Friday
last, and that he was convinced by the
latter’s sincere conciliatory attitude
that the Russian Government is dis-
posed to seek a peaceful settlement.

Cologne, Germany, Jan. 4. “The
tension between Russia and Japan has
appreciably decreased, and the situa-
tion is regarded in authoritative quar-
ters, as quite reassuring,” according to
a dispatch to the Cologne Gazette, from
St. Petersburg, “althicugh the prepar-
ations and strategic deployment of
both armies will not be immediately
interrupted,” adds the correspondent,
“pending the negotiations taking a
turn affording the best prospects of
Russia coming to a complete under-
standing with Japan.”

The dispatch also says that the Rus-
sian reply is expected shortly and that
Vicerof Alexieff will start in Febru-
ary for .St. Petersburg.

Moscow, Jan. 4, — The Russian cruis-
er Saratoff of the volunteer fleet has
been ordered to Sebastopol to receive

her armament and thence bproceeding
with all haste to Port Arthur.

The Russian cruiser Orel has been or-
dered to remain at Odessa until she
receives her armament.

Washington, Jan. 4. — The TUnited
States navy department has been ad-
vised by cable of the arrival today at
Chemulpo of the transport Zafiro, fromn
Manila, with a company of marines. |
If United States Minister Allen, at
Seoul, so advises, the marines will
march to Scoul to protect the Amer-
ican legation.

The remaining ten bodies wers
tonight, upon order of Coroner Trae-
ger, removed to the county morgue,
where they will be kept hereafter. The
following were identified today:
Clarence J. Thompson,
Fitzpatrick, Harry Ludwig, R.
Thompson (lawyer), Mrs. Marion W.
Gibbe. Mrs. Lulu Gruenwald, Nancy
Hanion (the last named of Grandville,
Mich.). The tofal number of unidenti-
fied dead, all of whom being now in
the county morgue, has been
to ten.

Chicago's head was bowed in grief
today over the awful disaster of Wed-
nesday afternoon. Business generally
was suspended, except in the banks.
The large drygoods houses along State
street announced that they would re-
main open during the early part of
the day, in order to supply the de-
mand for mourning goods, which has
heen unprecedented in the history of
the city. It being evident by noon
that this demand had been fully met,
the stores closed for the balance of the
day. For an hour at noon the bells
of the ecity tolled a requiem for the
dead. The idea of an hour of mourn-
ing was not generally digseminated,
but when at noon the sound of the
silver chimes of St. James’ Church, on
the north side, were borne by the wind
over the meart of the city, it seemed
as though every other church in the
city caught from it the inspiration, and
the hells of each responded at once.

CONSIDERABLE SNOW AND SLEET

It Will Be Necessary to Figure On
Thaws and Frosts—and It’s All
On Account ot Venus.

St. Louis, Jan. 2.—The following are
Rev. Irl. R. Hicks’ weather forecasts
for the month of January, 1904:

Winter thunderstorms on and touch-
ing the 4th should be no surprise, and
a rapid and violent change to high
barometer, high northwesterly gales
and very cold, should be counted on
in the immediate rear of tl;xe storm
areas. In proportion as the tempera-
ture rises and the barometer, falls, dur-
ing the first stages of this period, look
for change to high barometer and bliz-

zardous cold. as the storm center shifts
to the east. Shelter should be sought

is still low, and before the storms cul-
minate. Supplies of feed and food and
fuel should be provided, not in or after
the storms. but before.

Second storm period—regular. This
period extends from the 7th to the 12th.
The days of the greatest storm proba-
bility are the 8th, 9th, 10th and 1ith.
As we enter this period, look for
change to warmer in the west, winds
will shift to-southerly and easterly,
and the barometer will fall. About the
9th storms of rain and snow will set
in, and during the 10th, 11th and per-
haps the 12th, they will march east-
wardly across the country. The west-

Opposition papers are calling upon
the Lieutenant-Governor to dismiss the
Government and dissolve the House,
and one has gone so far as to interview
his Excellency, who curtly replies that
he will act on the advice of his Min-
§sters. Any other course would b~

outside his powers, but the enemies of
the Government are in a desperate
mood, and would brush constitutional
forms aside, as so many cobwebs, The
Cabinet is merely a committee of the
Legislature, and is responsible to that
podv. Until the Ontario Government
joses the confidence of the Legislature,
and is unable to command a working
majority of members, it has no warrant
for resigning or advising a dissolution
There might be circumstances which
would justify a governor-general or
lieutenant-governor in dismissing hiv
ministers against their advice, even
when they retained a parliamentary
maijority. A grave scandal affecting
the honor of the Cabinet, would be
one ground for the exercise of this
prerogative. But no charges of cor-
ruption have been brought home to
the Ontario Government or any mem-
ber of it. The Lieutenant-Governcr
can take no cognizance of a mud-fling-
ing campaign, and he can pay no at-
iention to the cry that the Govern-
ment has lost the confidence of tnn
country. This cry is a pure assump-
tion, based on the defeat of the Lib-
eral candidate in North Renfrew, a
chequered riding, which swings from
one side to the other through family
influence and the personal prestige of
the candidate for the time being. The
bye-election record in the Province,
since the general election, has not in-
dicated a reversal of public sentiment.
Bye-elections have been held in eight
ridings, Nortih Perth, North Grey,
North Norfolk, Center Bruce, North
York, Sault Ste. Marie, Muskoka and
North Renfrew. Five of these return
ed Liberals, and three Conservatives.
The Liberals gained three seats held
by their opponents—North Norfolk,
North Perth and Sault Ste. Marie. The
Conservatives wrested two from the
Liberals—Muskoka and North Ren-
frew. The Government has actually
fmproved its position since the general
election.

The ministry is attacked for. calling
a session of the Legislature before the
pending election protests come to trial.
If the session had been deferred, the
last of these trials would have taken
place toward the end of January.
It would have been toward the end of
February before bye-elections could be
held, and appeals to the high court
might have hung up some of the seats
for months. The final result might
Bhave been a deadloek in the Legislature
and a general election. In the mean-
time public business would go by the
board. The appropriation voted by the
Legislature for carrying on the ad-
ministration of the province closed
with the year, and the available credit
is inadequate for the month of Janu-
«ry. The necessities of the public ser-
vice require an early session and if the
election trials have to be staved off for
six weeks or two months, the Opposi-
tion is not morally wronged. The Con-
servative managers can blame nobody
but themselves for the long delay in
bringing on the trials, The Govern-
ment had only two courses open to it.
It could call the Legislature together
before the election trials, vote the
needed supplies and clear up the busi-
ness which has been accumaulating
since June. Of it could postpone the
session with the chances of bringing
on a deadlock, in which event there
could be no legislation for months.
The Government chose the former
course. The election trials will follow
the session and the air will be cleared
before the session of 1905.

Davin, Pirie, Pattullo.

In a short space of time three br'l-
liant men, known throughout Canada.
Nicholas Flood Davin, Alex. Pirie and
Andrew Pattullo, have taken their own
lives, and the phenomenon naturally
attracts much attention. It is a sin-
gular coincidence that all three were
journalists. Mr. Davin and Mr. Pat-

tullo were also public men, and Mr.
Pirie almost deserved the title, having
been a candidate for Parliament, and
enjoying more than a local reputation.
Mr. Davin and Mr, Pirie were noted
wits; their humorous utterances were
quoted everywhere, and their genial-
ity seemed to belong to temperaments

that were proof against a melancholy
or dejected moment. The former was

doubtless disappointed in his political
ambitions, and must have been - con-
scious that his great talents had not
been employed as effectively as they
might have been, and had not brought
him the rewards which fell to less
gifted men. Mr. Pirie and Mr. Pat-
tullo were younger men; both were in
easy circumstances, and in the world’s
estimation had made a success of life.
They were many years short of the al-
jotted span, and the future might have
held much for them. Each brooded over
the death of a beloved wife until mel-
ancholy became a settled state of
mind. The editor of the Woodstock
Express says that he discussed Mr.
Pirie’s death with Mr. Pattullo, who
said he could not comprehend the act;
yet he followed the tragic example a
few months later. It is said that he
‘was stung by the press criticisms of

his English speeches. This may have
precipitated his act, but he was already

verging on collapse, so that an un-
toward event would tend to throw him
into an acute fit of depression, cloud-
ing the reason and judgment. - The

Where there is not a sufficiently excit-
ing issue to bring many people-to the
polls of their own accord, the advan-
tage will rest with the candidate hav-
ing the best organization. Mr. Beck
has a political machine behind him, ana
a plentiful supply of workers and
teams. Dr. Campbell has no organi-
zation excent the aid rendered by
friends on personal grounds and at
their own expense. Under the circum-
stances it will not be surprising if Mr.
Beck gets out the bigger vote, but Dr1.
Campbell will make a run that he need
not be ashamed of. Mr. Beck’s friends
who dre boastine of a thousand ma-
jority will do well not to back their
boast with money.

A Partisan Schoe! Board.

The Conservative ma-
chine has conceived the ambition to
control the board of education as well
as the city council, and to direct edu-
cational business as well as civic busi-
ness from the secret recesses of the
committee rooms in the Tory head-
quarters.

If Hamilton citizens are willing to
submit meekly to this sort of thing,
they are deserving of no better man-
agement of public school affairs than
they are likely to get from machine-
ridden trustees.

Looking through
the illustrated programme of the An-
glo-American Nile Steamer and Hotel
Company, I see that you cannot only
travel in a luxurious style all the way
to Khartoum. but you can go on by
steamer up the White Nile to Gondo-
koro. the most northerly post of the
Uganda Protectorate—a journey of over
a thousand miles through an absolutely
uncivilized <c¢ountry, and one which
Europeans have only penetrated with-
in the last few years. This is really a
wilder, though probably an easier, tour
than the trip from Mombasa up the
Uganda Railway. Boats are making
the excursion in January, February and
March. As for Egypt itself, the fine
boats of the Anglo-American Company
have made the trip as easy and com-
fortable as a run to Monte Carlo by
the train de luxe—perhaps more so.

Diet and Cancer.

Of the 27,487 who died of cancer in
England in 1901 probably the majority
were operated upon by cutting out the
diseased part. The expectations from
radium and the X-rays will end in dis-
appointment, because the sources and
maintenance of cancer lie in the impur-
ities of the blood ,and can only be. con-
tended against by a process of purifi-
ecation. Cancer is not formed when the

blood fis pure, and will wither away
when its impure sources are removed.
Pure diet and not too much of it will
eure cancer. This assertion is sustained
by a case described by Mr. Sidney
Beard. of Paignton, Devon. of a lady
who “eighteen months ago was seen by
two consulting surgeons, who declared
that she was suffering from typical un-
doubted cancer of the breast. An

The award was made by the Congress
of the United States in 1848, atter a 1nght
of nearly thirty years, to recompense the
Indians for 1,824,000 acres of land, which
were given them by the Black Rock
treaty of 1838, and subsequentty taken
from they by the Federal Government.

LONDON HAD 205 DAYS OF RAIN

British Autos Are Now All Registered
—The King Alone Being
Exempt.

Leondon, Jan. 2.—The new act of Par-
liament for the registration of auto-
mobiles and the regulation “of their
speed in the United Kingdom came in
force yesterday and this evening the
streets ofi London present the spectacle
of motors flitting to and fro with illum-~
inated glass plates ‘at front and tal:
giving the alphabetical letter and num-
ber, besides the owner’s initials.  All
drivers must carry licenses to show

‘the police on demand. The maximum

vace allowed is 20 miles on hour on
the open country road, and ten in town.
It appears there is a superstitious ob-

jection to number thirteen, and several
local authorities have been "unable to
get owners to accept it. Over a thouse
and cars were registered in London
yvesterday.

The. act allows the King's automo=
biles fo.go unnumbered, and he is not
required -personally to have a driving
license, though it is assumed his driver
possesses one,".

A year ago bibulous London was tn
a cgndxtion of panic over the system
of licensing which invented a blacklist
;qr habitual topers: Anybody con-
victed twice of drunkenness was not
to be served drink/in any saloon in his
district for three; years. Bartenders
were furnished with photographs of
such and warned they would lose their
licenses if they served these persons.
Their anxious time is now past, for the
blacklist was abandoned on New Year's
Day as impracticable. One provision
of the act was that: a delinquent might
be ordered into an inebriates’ home,

“but Lord Alverstone declared mobody

could be detained in such a home
agaipst his or her will, which made
the whole affair a dead letter. Thei
police aige found it impossible to cope
with the Rumber of’ inebriates, whose
photographs aere far beyond the
memary of any barkeeper. One saloon-
keeper in the Strand said during the
year the poiice furnished him with 573
photographs to be “hlacklisted. and
moreover, a man blackHgted in one
district has only to step infd_the next
borough and he becomes a free man.
Those who were too lazy to do this had
only to don a false mustache or beéard.

Of the year’s total in London 61 pér
cent were women,

the use of public rconveyances is the
same in London - as in New York,
though the street railways and other
modes of local transportation have to
carry the entire population of New
York more times per annum than i=
the case in London.  For New York the
estimate is 415 times and London 130
times. The traction lines in Glasgow
carry the wihole popalation 174 times a
year, in Liverpool 187 times, and in
Berlin 225 times,

The official record of Great Britain’s
rainfall for 1903 shows it was the wet-
test year in more,than half a century.
Nearly two out..of.every three days
were rainy. Rain fell on 205 days in
London, against an average of 166. The
year, nevertheless, has been unpre-
cedentedly favorable as regards publle
health. There never has been so low
a, death rate both in urban and rural
districts. It seems evident the heavy
rainfall has washed: the country clean,
the flooding of streams and water
courses has removed or destroyed in-
jurious matters, whick otherwise would
have accumulated, and the drains and
sewers have been filushed with unpre-
cedented frequencv ‘and completeness.
The year has not been marked by any
special form of illness and neither have
there been the influenza or pulmonary
affe~tions usually associated with the
prevalence of wet and cold.

Richard Croker will not be the soli-
tary American trainer and owner on
the English turf in 1904 as it was ex-
pected at the end of the season, as Tod
Sloan intends starting a stable with a
dozen of his own horses and what
others he can get to train. His friends
believe this is the enterihg wedge for
his return as a jockey in 1905. They
say he realizes the errors of the past
and is anxious to amend.

UNDERGROUND LONDON
HAS ITS SIGHTS

How Its Five Hundred Miles of Sewers
Are Managed.

The average Londoner is possibly un-
aware that 'nearlv 500 miles of sewers
are situated beneath his' feet. and this
includes only the large sewers, séveral
of them so large that a number of boats
could float down them abreast. And
some idea of the enormous cost of drain-
ing London may be gathered from the
-fact that the drainage works and ma-
chinery alone cost £8.000.000 sterling.

The three main sewers in the metro-
polis run from Fleet street to Hamp-
stead, from Blackfriars to Abbey Mills,
and from Harrow to Old Ford. Con-
nected with these are - a maultitude of
smalier sewers measuring . about 12 feet
in diameter, which make.London one of
the best-drained cities in the world,

A thousand men are employed all the
year round, not even agcepting Sundays,
in keeping Londor properly drained, and
the stupendous total of 1,000,000,000 &ons
of sewage is chemically treated every
twelve month and taken away in sludge
vessels’ to the North!{Sea. It might be
supposed:.that the ectupation is an un-
healthy one. for the .men engaged. but
this is not s0,.as the sewage is treated
with proto-phosphate of iron .and lime
water, which clarifies it as- it passes to
the great reservoirs, ready to be taken
away.

During a wet summer, like the past
one, the pumping machinery might be
expected to be very heavily taxed, and
the sewers also; but besides there being
a number of storm channels, which are
only utilized when the volume of waters
in the main sewers is abnormal, the
pumping machinery at Abbey Mills alone
is capable of lifting 135,000,000 gallons of
water to a height of 40 feet every day,
which, in other words, implies that

COLDEST OF THE WINTER

Thermometer Reached 7.05 Be-
low Zero Saturday Night.

Lowest Point This Season -Two Be-
low This Morning.

On Saturday night the coldest weather
of the winter was experienced, when the
thermometer of the observatory in South
T.ondon registered 7.05° below zero. By
10 o’clock the downtown streets were al-
most deserted, the people preferring to

toast themselves around stoves and
grates in their homes to lingering in the
intense cold of the streets.

At 8 o'clock on Sunday morning the
thermometer registered 8° above, and this
morning 2° below zero.

During the month of December the
quantities of snow and rain registered at
the local observatory were as follows:
Snow, 16% inches; rain, 19-100 inches.
The highest temperature during Decem-
ber was 39° above zero, on the 12th and
13th, and the lowest temperature was
zero, on the 26th. The snowfall during
the past quarter aggregated 273 inches,
and. the rainfall of the same period was
6 21-100 inches.
