ins to the credit of our contingencies-was permitted to be used to purchase certaievaluable books, unexpectedly offered for e b auction at Neto York, in Deoenýb4r
lost. These books belonged to th lte Dr. E. B. 'Callaghan,..the well.knowshistorian, formerly a leading memîber of the Lower Canada Parliament, whopb
acOumulations uppn earlyCanadian history were of peculiar interest anq v u .

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The charge of the departient of Canadian history had been appropriately
assigned to Mr. Lajoie; and it is in this direction that, sinco his increasing infirmity
obliged him to relax bie efforts, and finally to relinquish his work,-the deficiencies
of this Library have been most apparent. The selection, however, as Mr. Lajoie's
successor'in ofce, of Mr. Alfred De Celles, gives promise that this loss will be amply
made good, for Mr. De Celles past reputation as a student and public writer is a pledge
of his competency to discharge with increasing zeal and efficienoy the duties which
will devolve-upen him in the future. I have, therefore, requested him to assume the
special charge of Canadian and American books, and to spare no endeavor to make
this portion of the Library as perfect and complete as possible.

Since 1890 (when Mr. De Celles was appointed) the Library has been suffering
from diminished pecuniary resources, owing to an excessive expenditure in former
years for the purchase of Law Books, principally for the use of the Supreme Court.
This excess was met and covered by reducing current expenditure, as well on behalf
of the Law Library as for miscellaneous books, and no extra grant was solicited from
Parliament. But the time has now arrived when I would respectfully suggeat that a
considerable augmentation of the Library, in all its departments, is imperatively
called for, in order to maintain its credit and to increase its usefulness as a publiô
institution.

The past year has been memorable in our annals for events of much import in
relation to the mental growth and advancement of this Dominion. The attention of
learned societies, both at home and abroad, has been awakened to the present con-
dition and future prospects of Canada, to an extent hitherto unprecedented. Eminent
scientific associations have met for the first time, or have announced their intention
of soon assembling, on Canadian soi], to prosecute their philosophical enquiries.
Moreover, through the energy and foresight of His Excellency the Governor General,
a Canadian Royal Society of Literature and Science has been instituted. In the
deliberations of this new association, which includes Tepresentative men from the
several Provinces of British North America, each of whom had achieved distinction In
some field of labor for the public benefit, we have proof that the mental activity of
our people has kept pace with the rapid and extraordinary increase of the country in
population and material wealth. To meet the intellectual wants of such a class, and
to aid their literary labors, by making due provision for the requirements of those.
who devote themselves to study and research, strenuous efforts should be made to
enlarge and perfect this, the only public Library in Canada. The Government have
spared no pains and grudged no outlay which they considered needful to develop the
physical resources of this vast Dominion; it is not, therefore, unreasonable to antici-
pate that they will be equally prepared to recommend to Parliament whatever may

e needful to promote its intellectual progress, and to supply the higher wants of
Canadians, in their mental and scientific cultivation. I therefore confidently rely
=pon the willingness of Government to recommend, and of Parliament to grant,
whatever sums of money may be required, in the future, to place and to maintain
tbis Library in an adequate degree of completeness and efficiency.

Perhaps I should add, that no difficulty would occur in acoormmodating a very
considerable increase of books, in the existing apartments. Pursuant to the directions
of the Library Committee last, Session, several thousand volumes of English and
American Law Reports have been removed to the Supreme Court Building; foôi the
greater convenience of the Court. , This affords space for other works; begides which,
te shelving elsewhere available would readily suffice for the deposit 0f many
thousand #dditional volumes.

The charge of the Library Accounts has been recently assigned to Mr. James
Pletcher, of this Department, whose previous exporieùio' in the Bank of British
North America enables him readily to undertake this duty. Ileretofore, and until
the Library of' Parliament was constituted a distinct Department,-the Clerk of the
$enate *ai the official custodian of moneys voted by Pariament for the purchase Of
books. He deputed this service to Mr. R. W. Stephen, Assistant Accountant to the
senate; who, for several, years after he ceased to be officially responsible for the
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same, continued punctuallyto keep Accounts on behalf of the Library. In reporting
the introduction of the new system, which bas been effected by desire of the Auditor-
General, I gladly avail myself of the opportunity to record my thankful recognition
Of the value of the services which Mr. itephen bas gratuitously performed for so long
a period, and my hope that they may not remain unrewarded.

Within the year the Library bas been enriched by a considerable number of
Donations; a complete list of which is hereunto appended, together with an onumer-
ation of the wnrks deposited untder the Copyright Act.

Conspicuous amongst the Donations, in value and bibliographical interest, is the
gift received from Mrs. John Carter-Brown, the widow of the late John Carter. Brown,
of Providence, Rhode Island, the eminent and learned Book-collector, whose magnifi-
cent Library of early printed books relating to this continent, is probably the finest
and most complete in either hemisphere. Thé donation Consists of a copy, in 4
volumes, of the Catalogue of Books, concerning -North and South America, to be
found in this Library, and which were printed between the years 1482 and 1800.
This catalogue is enriched with fac-similes of early title pages, of illuminations and
portraits, of copies of ancient maps, and similar embellishments, and is annotated by
an exporienced American scholar, Dr. John Russell Bartlett. Very few copies of tbis
catalogue were printed, and these only for private circulation. Mrs. Brown has
received applications from several of the great Public Libraries of Europe, and froi
mffny similar institutions on this continent, for a copy of the catalogue, but si o
thought there should be one, at least, in the Dominion of Canada. She, therefore,
generously responded to my earnest appeal for one of these remarkable and sumptuous
catalogues, to be deposited in thé Library of Parliament.

I would also call attention to the list of Books recoived from Goneral Horatio
Rogers, an American officer of distinction, who visited this Library about a year ago,
for purposes of literary research, and who, in grateful recognition of the assistance
then afforded him, kindly forwarded to the Library, the Books enumerated in the
Aþpendíx, under his name.

The number of volumes in the Library, last year, was estimated at 100,800.
Since then the total number has increased to about 104,000.

.Year, and to ascertain if any changes were necessary in the distribution of the docu-
Mnents, printed on the recommendation of the Committee, beg now to report as
follows:-

The annual statement of the Parliamentary Printing Accounts, with vouchere,
receipts, cheques, &o., were submitted to them by your Clerk, and although these
accounts and vouchers had been previously audited by the Auditor General, and
-certified to by him, as being correct, still, your Committee in accordance with their
Usual practice, made a careful examination of these accounts, and are now happy to
report that they found thom correct, and the books, cheques and vouchers kept in
excellent order.

The Sub-Committee direct its attention to the distribution lists, and they find
that it is impossible to make any very great changes at present; the number of Blue
Books and Documents printed are only sufficient to supply the distribution as it
nlow stands, leaving a very amall margin as a reserve.

The Sub-Committee would recommend that before the prorogation of Parliament
the Committee should take the matter of distribution under its serious consideration,
And if possible arrange with the Government to utilize, in its distribution the large
lumbers of copies of the Blue Books, &c., printed by it for the different Depart-
Ments. It is clear to your Committee that in some way additional copies of the
Various documents printed by you, must be provided for circulation.

The attention of the Sub-Committee was called to the inferior quality of the
paper supplied by the Contractor, and directions were given to your Clerk, to write to
'the Contractor on the subject, and we'hope the cause of complaint will be removed.

It must be gratifying to the Committee to perceive that a very large reduction
in the cost of the printing service controlled by you has again been accomplished;
the cost of the service in all forms for 1880-1881 being .......... .$50,155.63

Same service for 1881 and 1882 ............................ 38,709.24

Reduction ................ . ............................... 811,446.39
The cost of the service is now less than the Sub-committee believed it ever

Oould be brought to.
The Sub-Committee is strongly of the opinion that in arranging for new contracta,

efforts should be made to secure a better style of Printing and Binding.
The Sub-Committee in view of the possible necessity of extending the distribu-

tion List, and thereby increasing the cost of the service, think the appropriation aaked
for should not be less than the amount provided last year, say $60,000.

In conclusion your Committee are happy to be able to report, that your Olerk
and the distribution Staff have performed their respective duties in a highly satie-

GENTLaE,-I beg to submit the annual statement of the Receipte and Expen
diture on account of the Printing of Parlianent for the fiscal year ending 30th June,
1882.

To this statement the Auditor-General has given his certificate of examination
in the following words:-

" I certify to the correctness of the above account, so far as my duties give me a
"knowledge of it. I have no means of determining the quantity of paper or other
" material on hand."

The only observation necessary fcr me to make on this certificate is ;-that the
vault where the paper is stored is open at any time, on application, to the inspection
of the Auditor-General. The counting of the bundles of paper therein, and the
requisitions of the printer, will determine the quantity on hand; of other material
we have Dono that I know of.

The statement shows a decrease in the Expenditure as compared with that of the
preceding year.

The apropriation for the Printing services was reduced last year from $70,000
to 860,000.

- The above statement might warrant a further reduction if the Committee should
think it advisable.

William Cairns, one of the Sessional Messengers, bas resigned bis position in the
Distributing Room. It is absolutely necessary the vacancy should be flled as speed-
ily as possible, as temporary assistance bad to be obtained to keep the work from
accumulating.

The several services have been performed in the usual manner; but I must again
call the attention of the Committee to the variation in the shade of colour in the
paper. This is specially noticeable in the Blue Books. I bave several times com-
plained to the Contractor but he seems to think it impossible but that such will occur
mn each separate making.

The Mèmbers, on behalf of the Senate, of the Joint Committee on the Library of
Parliament, beg leave to present a First Report:-

The attention of the Committee has been specially directed to the necessity, at
the present time, of making adequate provision for the enlargement and perfecting of
the Library; which bas fallen considerably into arrear, in the important sections of
works in relation to the North American Continent, and in regard to subjects of
Scientific enquiry, mainly on account of large expenditure incurred in the purchase
of Law Books, since the establishment of the Supreme Court.

Last Session, upon the advice of the Committee, it was agreed to transfer to the
Supreme Court Building, the series of English and American Law Reports. Expe-
rience bas shewn the inexpediency of separating the Reports from the text-books on
law. In considoration, therefore, of the desirability of rendering the Library of the
Supreme Court as complete as possible, and at the same time of relieving the Library
of Parliarnent from the great outlay required to maintain this collection in a proper
state of efficiency, the Committee have decided to recommend that the bulk of the
Law-books be permanently transferred to the Supreme Court Building, that the
Department of Justice be henceforth responsible for the maintenance and management
of this Law Library, and that it be no longer regarded as forming part of the [ibra
of Parliament: subject, however, to a right of preferential access by Members of bo
Rouses.to these books, whenever and wherever they may require to consult thein.
Buch text-books only to be retained in the Library of Parliament, or hereafter added
thereto, as may be necessary for purposes of legislation.
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In agreeing to the Report of the Sub-Committèe on this subject, which is here-
'Qtnto appended, the Committee desire to express their opinion that the Library of
Parliament cannot be brought up to a reasonable degree of efficiency for its intende t
'Uses, or rendered creditable to the Dominion, without an increase of the present
annual Grant. They propse, that for the ensuing five years, the sum of Twelve-
thousand dollars, at least, should be appropriated, annually, for the augmentation of
the Library; especially in the direction above stated, leaving it to the Department
Of Justice to apply for whatever moneys may need to be voted on behalf of the Law
Library assigned to the use of the Supreme Court.

The Committee would beg to call attention to the Report of their Sub-Committee
upon the question of salaries payable to the Library staff: and they request the con-
*eurrence of both Houses to the recommendations contained therein.

They have duly considered the application, herewith submitted, of J. G. Bourinot,
Esq., Clerk of the House of Commons, for aid in the publication of a work upon
lwhich he has been engaged for some years, in the elucidation of the Practice ana
Procedure of Parliament. Being satisfied of the merits and usefulness of this treatise,
the Committee advise that Three hundred copies of the same be purcbased, for the
Use of Members of both Housès, at the price of Five dollars per copy.

The Committee are desirous of .procuring a complete set of all the printed
Journals, Statutes, and official records of the several Provinces, now forming part of the
Dominion of Canada, from the earliest date; as well as of the official publications of
Canada, since Confederation; which shall be retained for reference in the Library
only, and not permitted to be taken out of the Building. They have accordingly
liustructed the Librarian to make application for such Books in all available direc-
tions; and they invite the co-operation ofthe Executive Government in the further-
ance of this undertaking.

The Sub-Committee, to which was reforred the question of the annual grant to
the Library, beg leave to report as follows :-

The Sub-Committee folt that the first question to be settled was that of the Law
Library. They have come to the conclusion that the present arrangement, whereby
the reports are kept in the Supreme Court building, and the text-books in the Library
of Parliament, is quite indefensible.

These books should be kept together, and under one management.
They recommend that all the text-books, save earlier editions and text-books on

Constitutional law, and such others as should be found in a general Parliamentary
Library, as, for example, works on Criminal Law be kept with the Reports in the
Bupreme Court building: that this Law Library be placed under the control and
7management of the Department of Justice, which should apply for t ho necessary
votes for its maintenance and management, and that it be no longer treated as part
Of the Library of Parliament; subject however to the reserved right of Members of
both bouses to preferential access to, and use in the Library and the Parliament
buildings of any of the books.

IbThey recommend that the future purchase of law books for account of the
ibrary of Paiament be restricted to the Provincial and Supreme Courts reports,

and to text-books on questions of constitutional law, which will involve only a
limlited expense.

They find that the result of the expense for law books since the establishment of
the Supreme Court diminishes so seriously the purchases in other branches, that the
library has fallen sadly in arrear.

There is a lamentable deficiency on the subject of books on North America, a
subject in which our Library ought to be complete.
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The older books wanting on this subject can be obtained only at occasional
times and at high prices.

They find also that the Library is very deficient in books on scientific subjects,
and that in this respect large arrears have to be made up, as well as considerable
yearly purchases to be miade.

They would call the*attention of the Committee to the fact that a large propor-
tion of the yearly grant is necessarily expended in the purchase of books in the
French language, and consequently that the annual charge of this Library must be
heavier than for most public libraries where the bulk of the purchases are in one
language.

Nevertheless, the grant compares very unfavourably with the resources at the
command of other Libraries, as will appear from the Memorandum appended to this
report.

On former occasions the state of the public revenues rendered it inopportune to
propose an increase to the grant, but the Sub-Committee feel that under the present
circumstances they would be wanting to their duty if they were to hesitate to propose
that step.

They believe that a special grant should be made for five years of 62,000 a year,
to be devoted exclusively to the purchase of books on North America; and that the
general grant'should for the same period be in addition at least $10,000 a year ; and
they recommend that this proposal should be submitted to Parliament for its como
currence.

They recommend also that all the rare and specially valuable works in the
Library be placed in a separate room, and that special precautions be taken by the
Librarian for their preservation.

All which is respectfully submitted.

MEMoRANDUm of Annual Expenditure on behalf of certain large Public Libraries:
compiled from official sources.
Boston Public Library, (containing 400,000 vols.), has an annual grant from the

city of $115,000; in addition to an income arising from trust funds.
Cincinnatti Public Library (123,000 vols.)- expended, last year, $51,465.
Astor Library; and Lenox Library, New York. Bach possesses an endowment of

over $1,100,000.
Manchester Public Library, (160,000 vols.), expends annually about 855,000.
Library of Congress, Washington, (400,000 vols.) has an annual grant frota

Congress, for increase and management, of 852,840.
JMelbourne Public Library, Victoria, Australia. (Nearly 100,000 vols). Grant,

last year, was $25,000.
British Museum Library, expends annually about $50,000 in the purchase of books;

besides enormous additions under the Copyright Act: 812,500 for the purchase of
manuscripts ; and about 845,000 for binding and repair of books.

The Library of Cornell University, New York, has an income of nearly $50,000 per
annum.

A new Library bas recently been established in the State of Indiana, with fund0
amounting to $750,000, which are to be spent in the purchase of books within the
next ten years. And in the north-west part of Chicago, a sum of over $2,000,000, bas
been bequeathed to found a Free Library in that part of the city; in addition to the
large Publie Library which has existed in Chicago since 1872.
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The Sub-Committee, to which was referred. the question of the Salaries of the
Library Staff, beg to report as follows:-

of Dominion legislation.

I have also thought it advisable to give in an Introductory Chapter a brief review
of the various constitutional changes which have led to the establishment of the very
liberal system of parliamentary government that .Canada now enjoys. In this
Chapter, the reader will find a digest of the various constitutional enactments under
which the British North American Provinces have been, and are niw governed, as
well as references to such authorities as are necessary to a clear unierstanding of our
parliamentary system.

The labour necessary to perfect this work bas been very considerable, but I shail
te quite content if it answers the purpose for which it is inended. My own expe-
rience at the Table of the flouse has shown me that a work of this nature, carefully
compiled, ought to be invaluable to the Parliamentarian.

It is my desire to have this work published in time for tne next Session of Par-
liament. The labour of reading the proofs and preparing the Index will necessarily
require several months. I may also add here that the precedents will be brought
down to the end of the present Session.

I feel it due to myself to say, that had I devoted the same amount of time and
labour to other studies of more general interest, I might have received far larger
compensation than I am ever likely to receive froin the publication of a work whOs*
circulation must be necessarily confined to Canada. I bave, however, felt that tbo
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Ilembers of the two Houses will fully appreciate my desire to devote myself to those
Studies which may render my services more useful to Parliament.

I would therefore respectfully submit the result of my labours to the careful
CoOsideration of yourself and other members of the Committee on the Library of
Parliament. Should the work meet with the approval of the Committee, I would
fain hope that they will make such a report as may encourage me to publish it as
'oon as possible in a creditable style and form.

any navigable waters, either wholly in Canada or dividing Canada from any other
"country, provided the said lines do not interfere with the publie right of travelling,
" and provided always, that nothing herein contained shall be construed to confer on
" the Company the right of building a bridge over any navigable water; and may
"enter upon any public lands or places, and survey and set off such parts thereof as

may be necessary for the said linos; and may take from any part of the ungranted
4 and unoccupied Crown Lands of the Dominion, having first obtained the consent of
"the Crown, any posts or building materials necessary to make or repair the linos or
"any buildings in connection therewith; and may also carry its linos across all
"bridges and over all rivers; and in case of disagreement between the Company and
"any owner or occupier of lands which the Company may take for the purposes
"aforesaid, or in respect to any damage done by constructing the lines, the Com-

pany and such owner or occupier shall each choose an arbitrator. which two arbi-
trators shall choose a third, and the decision on the matter in diffe'rence of any two

"of them in writing shall be final; and if the said owner or occupier, or the agent
"of the Company neglects or refuses to choose an arbitrator within four days after
"notice in writing, and upon proof of personal service of such notice, or if such two
" arbitrators when duly chosen disagree in the choice of a third arbitrator, in any
" such case the Minister of Public Works of Canada may nominate any such arbi-
"trator, or such third arbitrator, as the case may be, who shall possess the same
"power as if chosen in the manner above provided :

" (1.) Wheresoever any of the' Company's lines pass through any wood, the
"Company may cut down the trees and underwood for the space of fifty feet on
"each side of the said lines, but shall not cut down or mutilate any tree planted or
"leit standing for shade or ornament or any fruit tree."

"to its former condition by and at the expense of the Company.

"stances of any of the wires of the Company under the direction of the chief engineer
"or other officer in charge of the fire brigade, shall not entitle the Company to claim

" (2.) The penalty of each violation of this section shall be not less than ton or
"more than one hundred dollars, to be recovered with coste of suit by the perEon
"aggrioved."

" (3.) No Act of Parliament requiring the Company, in case efficient means are
"devised for carrying telephone wires under ground, to adopt such means, and abio-
"gating the right given by this section, to continue carrying linos on poles through
" cities, towns or incorporated villages, shall be deemed an infringement of the
"privileges granted by this Act."

"10. The Directors of the Company may from time to time fix and regulate the

other work in the vicinity of the claim, renders it possible to bave the survey made
at a cost not exceeding filfty dollars, or of sooner procuring at bis own cost its survey
by a duly commissioned surveyor of Dominion Lands, under instructions from the
Surveyor General; in the latter case, on receipt of the plans and field-notes of the
urvey and approval ibereof by the Surveyor Gencral, the claimant shall be credited

Provided, however,that in any caee where it is proved that a claimant has in bad faith used the prior
discovery of another and fraudulently affirms that he made independent discovery
and demarcation, he shall, apart from any other legal consequences, have no claim,.

15. The Minister of the Interior may grant a location for the mining of iron not
exceeding 160 acres in area. Provided that should any person making an application
purporting to be for the purpose of mining iron, and thus obtain, whether in good
fait or fraudulently, possesion of. a valuable mineral deposit.other than iron, his
right in auch deposit shall be restricted to the area hereinbefore prescribed for other
minerals, and the rest of the location shall thereupon revert to the Government for
such disposition ae the Minister of the Interior may direct.

17. An assignment of the right of an original discoverer to purchase a mining
location shall ho endorsed on the back of the receipt or certificate of assignment,
(Forma B and C, in the sechedule hereto), and the execution thereof shall ho attested
by two disinterested witneses; upon the depoeit of the receipt or certificate with
such assignment executed and attested as herein provided, in the office of the Local
Agent, accompanied by a registration fee of two dollars, the Local agent shall give
to the assignee a receipt in the Form C in the schedule hereto, which certificate shall
entitle the assignee to all the rights and privileges of the original discoverer in,
respect to the claim assigned; and the said assignment, with the registration fee of-
two dollars, shall be forwarded to the Minister of the Interior by the Local Agent, at
the same time and in like manner ae hie other returns respecting Dominion Lands,
and shall be registered in the Department of the Interior; and no assignmont of the
right of an original discoverer to purchase a mining location which is not uncondi
tional and in ail respects in accordance with the provisions of this clause, and accom-
panied by the rogistration fee herein provided for, shall ho recognized by the Local
Agent or registered in the Department of the Interior.

18. If application be made under the next preceding clause, by the assignee of
an original discoverer, to purchase a mining location, and such claim is duly recog-
nized and registered as hereinbefore provided,euch assignee shall, by complying with
all the provisions of clause 8, become entitled to purchase the location for the price
and on the terme prescribed in these regulations, whether or not his assignor may
have previously acquired a mining location under them.

19. The patent for a mining location shall reserve to the Crown, for ever, a
royalty of five per cent. on the sales of the products of all mines therein; and also on.
the sales of any timber or wood that may be on the location.

20. Returns shall be made by the grantee sworn to by him, or by his agent or
other employee in charge of the mine, at monthly or euch other intervals as may
be acquired by the Minister of the Interior, of all products of bia mining location and
of the price or amount he received for the same.

21. The Minister of the Interior may direct mining locations to b. laid out
wherever, from report of the Director of the Geological Survey or from other
information, ho bas reason to believe there are mineral depositsof economic value, and.

The accounts show that the total amount received by the Clerk up to the thirty-

firet of December, 1882, including a balance on hand from the previous year of five
thousand four hundred and forty-three dollars and eighty-seven cents ($5,443.87), is
one hundrel and fifty-three thousand two hundred and ninety-three dollars and
fitteen cents (8153,293.15). The Clerk bas accounted to the satisfaction of your
Committee by the production of vouchers for the expenditure of one hundred and
forty-two thousand six hundred and twenty four dollars and forty-seven cents
(8142,624.47). fie deposited to the credit of the Receiver General, one thousand
two hundred and forty-two dollars and thirteen cents (81,242.13). The balance at
the credit of the Clerk of the Senate, viz., five thousand nine hundred and fifty-nine
dollars and ninety-three cents ($5,959.93) was cancelled by the Auditor-General on
the 80thJune, 1882, leaving a balance in the Bank of Montreal, at Ottawa, to the,
credit of thp CÀerk of the Senate on the 3 lst December, 1882, f three thousan I four
hundred and sixty-six dollars and sixty-two cents (13,466.62) to be accounted for in
next year's account.

The accounts are kept in a clear and satisfactory manner, and each item of
expenditure iï accompanied by the requibite voucher. Your Committee would
recommend that no article of any kind, Stationery excepted, be purchased for the
Senate without first being sanctionel by either the* Speaker, the Chairman of the
Committee on Contingent Accounts, or the Clerk of the Senate, and that to meet un-
foreseen petty expenses the sum of one hundred dollars be allowed to the loutekeeper
of the Sonate for expenditure, voucheru for which ho will have to furnish to the
satisfaction of the Committee on Contingent Accounts.

Your Committee have carefully examined the invoices for the Stationery fur-
nished during the past year, and find the same correct. In making the-examination
the Committee obtained the assistance of Mr. Young, Chief Clerk, in the Stationery
Office, Department of the Secretary of State. Mr. Young found the prices charged to
the Senate, the ordinary trade prices, and such as are always charged when goods
are ordered through orie house, which necessarily has to buy many articles outsido
its own stock.

Your Committee are not prepared for the present year to recommend a change
in the purchase of Stationery, but have directed the Clerk Assistant to purchase,
certain articles from first hands.
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Your Committee advise that this branch of the Expenditure remain with the
Clerk Assistant, that officer having in the past been specially charged with its
administration, and with the ordering of the papers for the Reading -Boom; they
recommend that heroafter no Stationery beyond that contained in, the trunks,
distributed at the beginning of each Session, be delivered out of the Offiee, except
upon a requisition signed by a Senator, or by the Clerk or Clark Assistant; that ail
paper distributed during the Session for use in the Offlces and by Senators, should
bear the Senate stamp, unless Senators specially reoest otherwise, and that the
Housekeeper be required to account for all Stationery issued to him for distribution.

Your Committee recommend that the Clerk of the Sonate be authorized to pay
to the Receiver-General, out of, the Contingencios Fund, the sum of one hundred and
twenty-one dollars (812 1), being the amount payable from lst July to Ist October,
1882, on account of Superannuation abatement from the salaries of officers and
servants of the Sonate.

The readjustment of the Tariff and the reduction of duties on the raw naterials
used in our manufactures, iogether with the bounty granted on the production of pig
iron, mnust aid in the further development of Canadian industries.

It is gratifying ai-o to know that the financial position ofthe Public Treasury
has enabled you to lower the pressure of taxation by more than a million of dollars.

The Bill for the regulation of shop, saloon, and tavorn licenses nust have the
effect of preventing the unrestrained sale of intoxierstirig liquors in every Province
of the Dominion, and affords an efficient system for its successful operation freed from
the suspicion of political bia or control; while at the same time it will not unduly
interfere with the rights of those who had engaged in the trade under the authority
of Legislative eiactments.

Gentlemen of the Rouse of Commons:
I return you my thanks for the Supplies you have granted for the various public

services.

Honorable Gentlemen of the Senate:
Gentlemen of the Bouse Commons:

I desire to thank you for the great honor conferred on me by the presentation of
a Joint Address. The Princess and I have both been proftoundly touched by your
words; and the message of which you make us the bearers comes, as we personally
know, from a people determined to maintain the Empire.
