An Act to Incorporate the First and Second Congregations of
Hinchinbrooke, in connection with the United Presbyterian
Church of North America.

HEREAS the Trustees of the First and Second Congregatioüs of Preamble.
5 the Township of Hinchinbrooke, in connection with the Unitei

Presbyterian Church of North America, have, by their petition, repre-
sented that for upwards of two years, two Congregations of Christians
have existed in the said Township, under the name of the First and
Second Congregations in the Township of Hinchinbrooke, of the United
Presbyterian Church of North America; that tbey have acquired a
glebe for the use of theirMinister, and have also erected threc churches and

10 a parsonage bouse, and having incurred debts in so doing, they are de-
sirous of borrowing money thercon, and disposing, if necessary, of a part
of the said property, for the purpose of liquidating their said debt ; and
the said Trustees, the better to enable them so to do, have prayed that
the said Congregations may be Incorporated, and be invested with the
usual corporate powers, and it is expedient to grant their prayer; there-

15 fore, Her Majesty, &c., enacts as follows:

terian Church of North America," and under that name may acquire, by
any title whatsoever, any lands or tenements, real and personal proper-

25 ty, for the actual use and benefit of the said congregation, and may sel]
and alienate any property so acquired, and apply the proceeds thereof
for the use of the said Congregations, and may mortgage any such land
and tenement for the purpose of raising funds for the erection of churches
or other buildings, or to liquidate any debt heretofore incurred for that

30 purpose, provided that such sale or nortgage be approved of by a ma-
jority of the Joint Board hereinafter mentioned, and may make such
By-laws, Rules and Regulations, not contrary to the laws of this
Provinee, the provisions of this Act, or the principles or usages of the
said denominatioh of the United Presbyterian Church of North America,

35 as may appear to the said Corporation necessary or expedient for the
interests thereof, and may from time to tiue amend or repeal the same,
or make others in their stead.

2. On the day of in each year, Annual meet-
a meeting shall be held of the male members of each of the Congre- g °s

40 gations respectively, for the election, by a majority of the votes of the
members present, cf three trnstees, and for the transaction of the neces-
sary business of the congregation.



Duties of 3. The three trustees so elected shall form a committee for the ad-Trustees. ministration of the secular affairs of their respective congregations, for
the leasing of the pews and sittings in their respective churches, and
for receiving themonies arising therefrom, and the other revenues of the
congregation, and may recover the same in the name of the Corporation. 5
They shall continue as heretofore to manage the property, real and
personal, belonging to their respective congregations, and retain all
powers with regard to the same which they have heretofore enjoyed,
subject always to the by-laws and regulations of the Corporation.

-Joint Board, 4. The said trustees for the two congregations together shall form 10
'Ini a joint Board for the transaction of the general business of the Corpora-

tion, andfor themanagement of the joint property of the congregations,and
they shall make an annual report thereon to the Corporation at a general
meeting thereof, to be held annually on the day of

corporation.

marriages, and may obtain and keep registers under the said Act, sub-
ject to the requirements, penalties and provisions thereof.

Corporation 6. The said corporation nay, by a vote of not less than three-fourths

denomina- Said corporation with the United Presbyterian Church of North Ainerica
tion. 1 ermiinated, and that they have connected themselves with any other

branch of the Presbyterian denomination, and any such change shall be
valid, and shall not affect their rights or powers under this Act, and they
shall have power in such case to change their corporate name. 30

Public Act. 7. This Act shall be deemed a Public Act.
