‘I'he answer is, that all
these results are due to the remairkable
accuracy that has been obtained in astrono-
mical observations; and that w order to
muke accurate observations, the astronomer
nust have delicate instruments, one ess=u-
ta: feature of which is some means of
determining  cractly the nstant when a
heavenly body crosses the ceutrel Line, or
aris, asitis called. of the telescope.  For
this purpose, a hine ot some kind, or, more
correctly, a system of lines must be stretched
across the tube, 1n or near the focus of the
eye-plass, marking precisely the axis of the
wstrument, A fine thread of silk or linen,
or even the finest human hair, or the most
delicate wire, 1s 1oo coarse and uneven for
the purpose where great exactuess is re-
quired. A spider’s thread is found 1o answer
perfectlv.  Hence 1tis used in nearly all the
better class of astronomical instruments ;
and dnly, in vanicus parts of the world,

astronomers are watching the passage of

the sun, the macn, the planets, and the fixed
stars, vehind the fine spider-lines that stretch
across the tubes of their telescopes,
