A a public meeting recently held in Englasd,
The Rev. Dr. Punshon (who was received with
loud cheers) said be simply came to the meet-
ing to express his very heurthy sympathy with
the inauguration of that Methodist Lay Mis-
sion. He first heard of it some three thousand
miles away, and he rejoiced in spirit that what
he had considered a defect in the organisation
of Methodism seemed at last on the point of
being supplied ; and he almost envied, in the
Dominion of Csnads, the opportunity and
privilege which those had who had to do with
the starting of that movement in its present or-
ganised form. He felt that he was now better
prepared than he would have been some years
ago to look the enemies in the face, and to
withstaod them in the gate. If anybody told
him now that Methodism was not true to her
original mission, that she bad forgotten the
great work for which she was specially charter-
ed, when he could count upon institutions like
that, which bad lately crept in amongst their
organisations, be could say there was proot
that Methodsim still, by some of bher ageacies
tried not ounly to get to those who needed ber,
but to those who needed ber most. He wel-
comed such a movement as that very cordially,
as it could not fail to confer a reflex benefit
upon the Church ia all its departments. He
also approved of it on the grousd of personal
affection. There were tens of thoussads of
their own children in the courts and alleys
perishing for lack of knowledge, going down to
the backslider's bell. Had tbey brought those
childrea as they ought they might not have
fallen so low, and now in their degradation
and shame it was but a faint reflection of the
divine compassion, which always yearned over
the prodigal, that they should go and seek out
ttose who were of their own housebold, but
who bad gone astray, and bring them back to
the tellowship and welcome of the home, and
then ask the angels—who were more skilled
in minstrelsy than themselves—to lead them off
n the song, ** This my son (or daughter) was
dead and is alive again, was lost and is tound.”
That movement would find emp'oyment for
those who were comparatively idle, and de-
velop a large amount of tact and talent which

Jumping upon his horse he exclaimed, ** It is
not yet too late to win the victory,” rushed in-
to the ranks, turned the tide of battle, and add-
ed vew lustre to the Gallic arms. So be (the
speaker) believed it was not yet too late for
them to win the victory; and, sithough there
were great daugers, be believed there was a
spirit of resolute consecration and earnest pur-
pose 1n the bearts of the Cbristian psople which
would not suffer them to retreat from the field
until the Lord of Hosts manitested himse!t upon
the side of his own truth and power. He rejoi-
ced that that was a lay mission. There was room
in that work for all : there was an ample ficld
of toil and an ample recompense of honor: for
the little child to whom in the startled night
the summouning voice came, and upon whom,
though he knew it not, the prophet's mantle
was just ready t» fall: for the little maid in
the Assyrian palace whom God used as an in-
strument of douwb'e healing—both body and
soul ; for the men of Cyprus and Cyrene—lay
preachers, heralds who had never sat at the
foot ol Gamaliel; all these lay-men and lay-
women—for the little Assyrian maid was a
deaconess—ol God's own providing—were en-
gaged in doing good. He wondered if he
came and shook each of his bearers by the
hand and looked straight into their eyes,
whether he would find the entbusissm which
Lefitted the soldier—whether those who had
enjoyed Gud's favor for a whole jubilee of years
bad sittiag by their sides the spirits they bad
won for Christ? Their tathers bad dooe noble
things, but was the burial-ground richer for the
Charch ? It was their daty to work individual-
ly as well as in aggregation and in corporate
bands tfor the uplifting of man from moral de-
gradation and shame into the light of the
Gospel and into the fellowship of the Lord
Jesus Christ. Whea a drum major in the
Crimean army, who was rejoicing in Christ's
service, was consulted by a chaplain as to the
best mode of fulilling his office, be said,
* Come with me to the hill-top.” They went.
+¢ Look upon that scene. There are the pickets
of the Russian army ; see the men in the treach-
es; look at those trams of ammunition. Sir,
we are all in earnest here ; it we don't conquer,
the Rassians will conquer us. We don't know,
any one of us, that it may not be our own death
struggle ; we are sure it is & death-struggle in
connection with the cause we have in hand.
We are not playing at soldiers here, Sir, every
man is in earnest.” (Cheers.) That was the
advice which they must follow in their conflict
of the Church with the world. It was the
world for Christ they were endeavoring to win,
and if they were not traitors and deserters, it
they were not enlisted under false colours,
they mast go with band, and beart, and
will, with Him and bis hosts to the conquest
of the world. (Cheers.) He thanked God
for baving heard such a speech from Mr.
Vanner, s young layman ; he prayed that God
might send many more such ; that the mantles
of the fathers might come down upon the child-
ren, and the children so grow that the mantles
ot the fathers would not fit them. He knew
it was a hard matter to go out individual-
ly with bayonet in hand against the man they
had singled out for themselves, but in this
matter they would not be alone, the great Cap-
tain of their salvation was with them.
(Cheers.) The work was his, and if they but
did their daty, the success would be theirs ac-
cording to the promise. It did not matter
whether they had the success or not, if it came ;
they would see it from beaven it they did not
reslise it on earth. It was not they who
would be crowned and laarelled ; it was their
Master who was to bave crown upoa crown; it
was for Him they asked, as the result of that
glorious meeting, bearts full ot devotedness to
the service and glory of the Master, and He
would cause their work to prosper in their

cause they bad not the moral education that
alone could fit them to grasp them—than some
time ago. He would always rather look upon
the sunny than the sad side, but he did feel that
there were foul and fetid streams of evil flowing
up and down this great city, which brought in
their track very mach of national daager; there
was ignorance, improvidence, indifference—
that strange, impalable thing that they ooul.:l
po more fight with than s ghost—and yet it
was present everywhere, preventing the recep-
tion of the truth, and dulling all the inner
faculties to the reception of the Gospel ot the
grace of God. Thean there was infidelity ; then
Popery, which glossed over the evils to which
be bad referred, and gave them a sort of
imprimatur and sanction on certain conditions
of belonging outwardly to the Church. These
things seemed to him to indicate that there
was at this moment in this beloved land a very
considerable gathering of those elements that
only needed to be let loose to destroy. Ie

SOME PULPIT CELEBRITIES IN EU-
ROPE.

BY PROFESSOR A. BIERBOWER.

Having trequently bad occasion to bear the
principal pulpit orators of Europe, I shall bere
give a sketch of the most prominent. It may
be observed, in geoeral, that eloquence is far
less cultivated in Europe than in the United
States, owing to the less demand for it there
than under a popular government ; so that nei-
ther the pulpit nor the stamp-orators are so nu-
merous or so effective as with us. Next to
America, however, the most prominent place is
taken by England, as being the next treest
country, and being Protestant. For the Prot-
estant countries s'and far higher in eloquence
tban the Catbolic, owing to the ritual oceupy-
ing in these latter nearly the whole -ervice..
In France, eloquence is esteemed, because it
isa free country, or at least & political one;
but it is all politial or forensic, ratber than re-
ligious, because it is & Catholic country. In
Spain the late revolution called out some ora-
tors, as Prim and Castelar, the latter, perbape,
the most eloquent man in Europe, just » in
Italy the revolution called out Cavour ‘aad Gar-
;baldi. But in the charch of neither of these
countries is there any demsad for pulpit elo-
quence, and there is but little of it. In Ger-
many there is & coaversational kind of el‘&
quence, which may be beard in the Imperial
Parliament, of which Bismarck, Luke‘r.
Schulge-Delitsch and Bebel are examples, or in
the halls of the several nationsl legislatures;
but it seldom reaches tbe pnl?it.wlnﬂth
mmreq-indwboeutmwneo?non
mould.

stroog faith in religion in the most literal sense

of the Scriptures. He bas no breadth or depth
ot mind, no great logical power or origioality.
He preaches commonplace matter, poorly con-
nected, but it sparkles with wit, and is made
pointed and attractive by its plainness. He
does not elaborate his text, neither does be
take a subject. Whatever may be bis text, be
soon leaves it by easy suggestions, which carry
bim to the beaten track, where he neither ex-
plains, iostructs nor convinces (unless it be, in-
deed, the lowest minds), but where be enfor-
ces and persuades the people to act. He seems
to have just three thouguts, to one of which he
comes every Sunday as the burden of his ser-
mon : first, that sin is very bad; secondly, that
man can do no good; and thirdly, that be ean
get what be wants through Christ. His mind
is not one that stops at contradictions, altbough
he shows the most remarkable common sense
in the treatment of practical subjects. He has
no magnetism, like Beecher, or Bishop Simp-
son, no rythmical rhetoric hke Chapin. He
does not rouse the social and lamily leelings
like Cuyler. In fact, be lets you sit perfectly
easy under his loud, clear words; and only
those who strongly balieve what he is saying,
will experience any teeling under his preach-
ing, and then not b’jun of any sympathy
with bim. He oughtjfnot to be compared to
Beecher. Certainly his thought is very lar in-
ferior, if be can be saill to bave any thought;
and bis cloquence is nov, 80 enticing, as be is
inclined to monotony from h{gren unjformity,
or evenness ot his style. Hq never preaches
on politics or reform subjects, except that be
thunders ofien against intemp
it is a form of sin. He appears, bowever, not
to be very tavorable to the connection between
Cburch and State, or (o like royalty. He nev-
er prays tor the Queenar the sobility, as near, |
ly all otbe, ministers do to excess. About the
best part of his service is the reading of the
Scripture, with bis very pointed and appropri-
ate comments. He seems to me most remurk-
able for the great quantum of force which he
possesses, and which his congregation say is
kept up by their prayers. He can preach three
sermons in a day, make as many Scripural ex

positions, and twice as many long and power-
ful prayers; besides running his theological
college, bis magasine, bis pastoral work and
his progressing connections. His reading of
the bymns is very fine, and done with full
voice in order to rise above the noise of the
congregation ; for the church is very noisy dur-
ing the opening services, on account of the in-
rushing crowds.

DR. PARKER.

Dr. Parker appears to me the ablest of the
preachers of London, both as to matter aod
manner. Anybody who has read his Ecce De-
us may know how he preaches, as his sermons
are just like that. The subject is the same, and
his treatment of it the same He preaches
much about Jesus, and with & view to make
bim understandable as a man. He don’t want
men to act, as Spurgeon does, but to compre-
hend. He accordingly sets forth the Scriptu-
ral accounts, explaining all that is difficult or
time-worn, and supplying what is lacking, ma-
king the actions and teachings ot Christ to ap-
pear as if they pertained to London. He bas
remarkable self-confidence, but far less faith
than Spurgeon in the most obvious interpreta-
tions ot Scripture. He does not take a sub-
ject and apply it to all the departments of life,
like Beecher, much less treat it theologically or
metaphysically ; but takes a chapter of Scrip-
ture, or a portion of Cbrist's lite, and follows
it as a thread, throwing off sparks of original-
ity, grouping thoughts and expressions ioto the
most strange and startling forms; presenting
the whole as a unity, but not really anything
very strange or remarkable. Jn other words,
be explains the Cbrist, not of an ideal, but of
bistory, and is altogetber one of the most in-
structive and entertaining preachers 1 have
ever beard anywhere. His voice is of extra-
ordinary depth and richness, and quite as
strong as it is possible for such a voice to be.
He uses it with great skill, and although it at
first strikes your attention far more than any-
thing be bas got to say, and makes you think
that be is altogetber taken up with it himself,
yet you soon forget it as it blends barmonious-
ly into bis most delightful setting forth of bis
subject. His audience is far more select than
Spurgeon's, but not one-fourth so large. His
voice will not allow bim to speak to so large
an audience, so that be will never attain the
same popularity, altbough bis sermons are such
as to attract the most illiterate as well as the
critical. )

DR. CUMMING.

Dr. Cumming is one of the best, but appa-
rently least pretentious, preachers of London.
He has a plaio bouse of worsbip, moderately
filled, and with a congregation of, perbaps, a
listle more than moderate intelligence. He
speaks in a very low voice, scarcely beard in
all parts ot his small cburch, and spparently
with great diffidence. He expounds, bowever:
be does not preach. L ke Spurgeon, bis Scrip-
tural readings are the best: but bis sermon is
s0 much like them as to seem their continuance.
He does not take a subject, but always a vari-

catch his illastrations, leaving the mamm sub-
ject to get the materix]l with which to clothe it
He appears to be such a mild and moderate
man, that few would think bim to be the pow-
erful controversialist he ix, or that he could
bave an;thing to do with the millenery con
troversy. [le not unfrequently, gives tbe
Charch of Rome a gag, but so modestly —as if
be did not mean to. [le appears to be a sweet
tempered man, whom any one might approach
for advice or comfort. [lis disputatory dis-
position he gets trom the Scotch. who are much
given up to arguing, and is national ratber than
congtitational. Had be been born and trained
elsewhere, be would not be a controversialist,
but a counselling pastor, going about pertorm-
ing acts of kindvess..—N. Y. Method: t.

MR. SPURGEON AND THE WESLEY-
ANS AND BAPTISTS.

FroM the Bedfordshire 1imes and Indepen-
dent of Oct. 25 we learn that on Sunday, Oct.
19 services in celebratioa of the 106th anniver-
sary of St. Paul's Wesleyan Chapel, Bedtord,
were held, sermons being preached morning
and evening by the Rev. L. H. Wisemen, M.
A., who was listened to by very large congre-
gations. In the afternoon the childrea of the
St. Paul's and St. Mary's Sunday-schools as-
sembled in the first named cbapel, when an in-
teresting juvenile service was conducted by tle
Rev. J. Brown, B. A., ot Bunyan Meeting,
who gave an address from the words ** Chil-
dren of Light,” some valuable lessons being
taught. Many adults attended, and special
bymns were sung by the crowded congre-
gation.

On Wednesday the services were continued
at the Britania Ironworks, the spacious pack-
ing shed baving been kindiy placed at the
disposal of those who arranged the visit of the
Rev. C. H. Spurgeon, the popular preacher
at the Metropolitan Tabernacle, for the benefit
of the Baptist (Mill-street) congregation asd
the Wesleyans. In response to an appeal
from the Rev. R. Speed, pastor of the Bap-
tist Chapel, his friend Mr. Spurgeon, consent-
ed to preach as early as possible on bebalf of
his cause, and a similar undertaking was given
toa gentleman of good position who repre-
sented the Wesleyans. In the true spirit of
unity the Baptists and Wesleyans joined in
the arrangement, and as no place in the town
is capable of containing those who adm're Mr.
Spurgeon, Messrs. Howard lent their large
building, which was seated to accommodate
about 3,000 persons, and lighted with gas.

At three o'clock the building was crowded,
and such a monster gathering of adults at a
religious service ia the town was without pre-
cedent. Upon the arrival ot Mr. Spurgeon a
general buzz of excitement showed tbat be
was recognised; s large platform had been
erected against the ceatre of one of the side
walls, and many ministers and otbers bad
sea's there. Nearly all the Nonconformist
ministers of the town were present, including
the pastor of the Baptist Chapel and the min-
isters of the Wesleyan deaomination.

Mr. Spurgeon commenced the service with
s short prayer, and then announced the hyma

At the evening service the building was
denscly crowded ; atter the singing of a hymn,
Mr. Spurgeon read Luke xv. aod afterwards |
deiivered a powertul sermon based upon the
words, ‘ For the Son of Man is come to seek
and save that which was lost.” (Luke xix. 10,)
During his sermon, the preacher addrcssed a
few words to * the people of God." M.
Howard bad shown him she great steam-engine,
which was of no service when the fire was out
The prayer-meeting was the steam-engine of
the Church, and kept the whole machinery
going. When they prayed they must believe
that God would bear them. It was an old custom
in a certain parish to give food to the poor at
Chbristmas, and the basins were always to be
tull, so the women procured the biggest basin
possible. With more faith what wonders might
be wrought !

While the collection was being made with
some difficulty by a large staff, Mr. Spurgeon
said it was for a good cause, for the Metho-
dists and Baptists did believe in something de-
cisive, while many did not, and they could
stand shoulder to shoulder. The last hymn
was then sung, the first line being—

Jesus, accept the praise,
about 4,000 persons joining in the tune, Dar-
well's. The service concluded at nine o'clock
with prayer, and the vast throng dispersed.

The collections amounted to £82 13s. Id.,
which will be equally divided between the
Baptists and Wesleyans, as arranged.

DR. CANDLISH.

The tollowing notice of Dr. Candlish from
the Bdinburgh Courant gives some interesting
particulers about the great Free Church lead-
er:—

It is well enough known how Dr. Candlish
came to the tront. Once on a memorable day,
when a non-intrusion question having been
keenly debated it was found that Dr. Chalmers,
the leader ot the movement, was not present,
and an impor:ant reply bad to be made; then
for the first time, Dr. Candlish ro e to his feet
—a young man of little more that thirty —im-
pelled by the pecessity tor the case (for be
never was a maa who put himself forward un-
necessarily), and assumed thy- Aot which
Chbalmers would bave been « » make if
be bad been present. The:. wreat rush
for the leader. He soon ai otered, and
listened for a few minutes t ¢ young man.
When asked to step for ward and take the lead,
be said with his characteristic generosity, ** Let
that young man alone; he will do it better
than me.” Dr. Candlish thereafter became
naturally one of the leaders of the Free Church
movement.

As a preacher, Mr. Candlish’s manner was
peculiar. It took a stranger a little time to
gather himselt up into caretul listening. There
was a cer'ain fingering with his bair, a throw-
;ng about ot his pulpit gown, and.a swayiog of
bis body, which seemed to a new listener to be
more or less affected ; but it very soon became
apparent, as we have just said, that the rever-
end Doctor was ¢ thinkiog aloud.” One or two
anecdotes, perbaps not known to the genera]
public will illustrate this. One night, about
eleven o'clock, be sent to Dr. Chalmers a mes-
sage askiog bim to preach for him next day.
Dr. Chalmer’s reply was very characterisiic—
* Does the bit body think that I can tkrow a|
sermon out of my sleeve like bim ? " Anotber |
gentleman of mark said, ‘* If you wish to do the
best for Dr. Candlish and bis country, nail
bim to his pulpit.” Altogether, we bave no
besitat ion in saying that although the deceased
did not sympathize with us in general politics,
ecclesiastical and civil, those who knew him
best and who felt most the inflaenee of his re-
markable mind will look back to him as one of
the mea who knew his own mind best.

Many instances of a similar kind might be
given, showing that there was a warm and
kindly heart beating under a somewhat gruff
exterior A member of his congregation,residing
in Stockbridge, had the mistorinne to have his
house and turniture =destroyed Wy fire. The
news was communicated to Dr. Candlish as he
was leaving the vestry to preside at the weekly
prayer wieeting held in his church; and at the
close of his service he made such an eloqueat
appeal on bebalf of the ruined family that be-
fore the congregation left the building as niuch
money was subscribed as enabled the !: nily
to turnish their house anew with an a iple
stock of furniture.

There was, it may be remembered, a long
controversy in the Free Church on the use ot
bymas ia public worship, the permission to use
such hymas baviog been at length given by
the Assembly of last year. Principal Candlish
supported the innovation, and the first byma
introduced by him at Free St, George's—it
may thus be said the first hyma used in the
Free Church—was *  Rock of Ages." The
eveat is one well remembered in the congrega-

| tion from the singularly powertul reading of the

hymn by Dr. Caodlish. Many in the cburch
were moved to tears by the beauty ot bis ren-
dering, and it was remarked by ome bearer
that * the reading was an admirable comment-
ary on the hyman.' This composition was a
tavourite one of the venerable Principal's, and
a touching anecdote regarding it occured in
his late illness. Mr. Sirang, precentor of St.
George's, called to ask for his minister, when
Pr. Candlish, hearing who was in the house,
begged that he might be called in. He re-
quested him to sing * Rock of Ages,’ and a bar-
monium being placed so that it might be heard
by the patient, the loved bymn was sung,
amidst teelings of intense sadness.

NEWFOUNDLAND LETTER.
Dgag Mg. Eprror,—At the date of my
last (Oct. 28,) Bro. Jabez Hill, lately from
Eugland, was oo his way from St. John's
to Bounne Bay, vearly 600 miles distant ;
where a very considerable Wesleyan com-
muoity was awaiting him, as an ambassa-
dor of Christ and messenger of the Church.
Particulars of his safe arrival at Port au
Basque,nearly 400 miles, onward per steam-
er, and after some delay, of his having left
by sailing packet for his Mission, have
reached me; and by this time it is hoped
he has eutered fully upou his work as our
pioneer missionury on our Western coast.
Next summer, one or two more men will
be needed to complete the chaio of missions
that ought to be formed there without de-
lay. Meantime much prayer should arise
from the thousands of our Israel, that our
young brother may be preserved, sustaived
aud comforted in his isolated position, and
made the means of the conversion of many
souls.
Bro. Joseph Parkins has also since then
r|reported his arrival at St, Pierre, and en-
tered upon his duties there with fair share
of promise. Seven or eight French Pro-
testaots had come from Miquelon to attend
the opeuning Sabbath services, and to iuviie
bim to visit them at an early day. The
congregations were encouraging aud a Sab-
bath school had been organized.

Two brethren more have reinforced our
pumber of labourers, for whomm we are
again iudebted to Joseph Lawrence, Esq.,
of East Keswick, Wetherby, Eugland, who
since Conference has spared peither time,
thought nor means to forward our missions
in Newfoundland. It may stimulate others
to a life of beneficence to learn that this
Christian gentleman with moderate income,
has, at his own ezxpense, issued a circular to
every Superintendent Wesleyan minister
in the United Kingdom respecting our need
of meu ; conducted an enormous correspon-
dence ; liberally provided grants of books,
and in several cases per Royal M.
S. for missionary candidates, and sent free
of charge twenty pounds sterling worth of
tracts for circulation, besides newspapers
and periodicals for the brethren by every
mail.

Is need of laborers an incentive
to benevclence ? then let our Home Missious
be sustained yet more vigorously, for still
from many destitute and populous districts
the cry reaches us,—Come over and help us.
In this city and circuit we have a good
deal of earnest Christian life. Our con-
verts of last year, generally, stand firmly
to their obligations ; and the gain in church
power is vast. If we mistake not the pulse
of our people, as indicated by their godly
desires and efforts, it beats well ; and leads
us to expect yet greater things. A fine
corps of tract distributors, chiefly young
sisters, carry the silent message of glad
tidings for siuners to very mauy homes of
the humble, where their words and looks
secure them a cordial weicome ; while a
noble baod of brethren, old as well as
young, has been enlisted to co-operate with
their ministers in supplying regularly the
outports on the Sabbath. At oue of the
old stations a mew cburch is very nearly
completed, which is a model for neatness ;
at a new oue where is & most promising
prospect of doing good, a chapel partially
completed for some montbs, is beiug made
comtfortable for the winter.

Our new church in 8t. John's is at length
receiving the finishing touches from masous,
carpenters and painters ; and is & great or-
nameot to the city and a credit to the de-
nomination. (D.V.) It will be opened oo
Sabbath, December 14, of which an account
may be expected hereafter. Oue sad event
has grieveusly marred the satislaction at-
tending the completion of this beautitul
saoctuary. Mr. Richard Atwell, master
builder and superintendent of the work,
to whose skill and taste the Lrustees are
very greatly indebted, died ou the 19ib of
October, from severe spinal igjury reccived
on the 16th of October, by a fall from the
portico, the scaffolding giving way, when
the work was all but done. - The deceased,
who leaves a widow and two children, was
greatly and universally csteemed. A vast
concourse of sincere mouraers followed his
remains to the cemetry., The community
for a season seemed appalled. Almost
everybody looked as if he had lost a friend.
There was good hope in his death, which
was duly improved by a sermon by the
Superintendent of the circuit, on Sabbath
eveniug, 26th ult. A suitable monument,
it is expected, will be determined upon by
the Trustees, as the matter is now referred
to a ccmmittee. In this conoection, I may
observe, Mr. Christopher Vey, one of the
pillars of our Church in former years, a
little ago, entered peacefully upon his re-
ward, aged 78 years. Hie lite well de-
serves a suitable notice in another place.

She
that was so pure, so beautiful, so glorious,
ye have betrayed, violated, despoiled,
wounded, aad cruc.fied by your doctrines,
superstitions, and immoralty, and sealed
ber tomb by your blasphemous ‘ dogma of
infallibility.” Hear what God says to his
suffering children, * The God of peace shall
bruise Satan under your feet shortly.” I’o
you not tremble at these words? Who but
Satan iostigated and inflicted the tortures
iu this place? O, could the buried, speak—
could this roof but echo back the cries of
agony from your innoceut victims, and the
the vaults beneath us reveal the corpses of
those who have been buried alive—no other
sentence of condemation would be requir-
ed.
¢ But the breath of God has for ever ex-
tinguished the fires of the Inquisition, aud
swept away your power!

OUR EXCHANGES.
Tue InsurrectioN 1N Cusa.—A letter
from Manzauillo, (a seaport on the south
east coast of Cuba, and about 85 miles N.
N. W. of Saotiago de Cuba) dated Nov.
14 says:—
* Oo the 13th the Spanish troops, num-
bering 900, entered the_city by the Baya-
mo road, thus taking away all the troops,
garrisouiong the small towns in the interior,
aod exposing themn opeunly to the iuroads
of the Cubasns. The forming of barricades
is still going on, and those already made
are being strengthened. The iusurgents
are reported to have, from 3000 to 4000
men near here and an attack is momenta-
rily expected. The troops and citizens are
nearly tired out by continued alarms. The
flags on the different Consulates remain
hoisted both day and night. To-day the
Spanish force left aguin, and all volunteers
upon the troops leaviug were ordered out
to guard the town during the night.
Twelve to fourteen persons were arrested
without the slightest cause, except that they
were Cubaos, and were lodged io the com-
moun jail, ove of them being a lady. The
British man-of-war Woodlark arrived here
on the 16th aud left again on the following
day.
The Cubans who entered the townu said
that they stood in no need of expeditions or
arms from abroud, as when any were
wanted they koew where to go and get
them, and in fact they helped themselves
very freely to everything that could be car-
ried off. The Spsuish papers admit that
the fight of Sacra was one of the severest
every fought siuce the insurrection, the
Cubans rushiog up to within forty paces of
the canon’s mouth,

THE JURY DESIRE EXPLANATIONS.
Some emotion was excited by the coming
in of the jury at ten o'clock, When it was
told they were coming everybody rushed
from the adjoining rooms, and there was
the most intense eagerness to learn the
verdict, if one had been arrived at, or the
purport of their return. It was soon set at
rest by the foremau stating that they wish-
ed the Judge to explaiu to them the mean-
ing of the feurth count, This Judge Davis
proceeded to do, by reading in the first
place, that portion of the indictment includ-
ing this count, and then stripping the same
of its verbiage, explaining it to them. Ile
also gave them more specific directions as
to the form of the verdict they were to
reuder, and the jury again withdrew.

MORE SURPRISE.
Again, on the departure of the jury,
there was a renewal of the previous sus-
pense. Again were cigars lit, and again
more speculations as to the fioal verdict.
“That jury is bound to convict,” was
the general exclamation.
Meantime Mr. Tweed seemed to show
very little anxiety. He chatted with his
counsel with his usual fréeedéem, and greeted
his friends in his usual éasy, off-hand way,
Surrounding him were, in addition to his
counsel, his brother Richard Tweed, his son
“ Young Dick,” his private secretury, Mr.
Dewey. The time rolled on slowly. The
clock pointed to 11 o'clock and yet uo sigu
of the jury. At length the hour of mid-
vight arrived and still no jury. Most of
the crowd countinued to wait patiently ; how-
ever, Mr. Bonynge, the Court stenograplier,
whose facile fingers had been kept in mo-
tion since nine o'clock in the morniag, had
at this hour fallen into a gentle repose,
and, through *‘ tired nature’s sweet restorer,
balmy sleep,” was recuperating his over-
taxed energies. Most of the reporters, for
that matter, were in a semi-somnolent con-
dition : and yet. take the crowd altogether,
they were a wide-wake party, and evinoed
an unflagging determination to see the thing
out,
