This nunnery, 
it appears, has been closed in consequ­
ence of some of the young ladies who 
entered it having married, and of others 
having joined the Church of Rome. 
One of the young ladies now demands 
from the clergyman a reconveyance of 
all her property, on the principle of re­
sulting trust, since she conveyed it to . 
him for a purpose which no longerexists. 
The clergyman has, it is said, refused to 
reconvey, and an action has been com­
menced against him, and will shortly be 
heard in one of the Chancery Courts.

Zion’s Herald says : Every citizen 
feels a just pride in the elegant courtesy 
with which President Arthur adminis­
ters the hospitalities of the White 
House ; but only a throb of pain and a 
blush of shame followed the ostenta­
tious ânnoucement, that at his late re­
ception his guests would he entertained 
with six kinds of wine. We should 
think this might almost raise the colour 
on the fair face of the portrait of Lucy 
Hayes hanging upon the wall of the 
President's mansion. It certainly en­
hances, in the hearts of the temperance 
people of the United States, the rare 
virtues of this beautiful and honored 
lady, to read such a telegraphic item.

The Baltimore Methodist says : Pro­
hibition is a failure. It is a failure in 
Maine. It is a failure in Kansas. That
is, it fails to promote the liquor traffic 
and to enrich brewers, distillers, and 
saloon-keepers. It is such a tremend­
ous failure that the Brewers’ Congress 
feels itself justified in pledging a mil­
lion dollars to secure the repeal of the 
prohibition amendment to the Kansas 
Constitution. It is such an utter failure 
that the whole liquor interest of the 
United States is aroused to tight its 
battle on Kansas soil in the fear that 
this “failure” will become epidemic in 
the country. Just bear these facts in 
mind, reader, when some one tells you 
that he opposes prohibition because it is 
a “ failure. ”

A man rented a pew in a Canada 
church, and then slept and snored so as 
to disturb the people. The congrega­
tion brought an action at law to compel 
him either to abate the nusisance of 
snoring or to stay away. After pro­
tracted litigation, the Court has now 
decided that the man has a right to use 
his pew just at he would use a berth in 
a sleeping car. He may remain awake 
and listen to what is going on, or he 
may take his ease in slumber. Snoring 
is held to be an involuntary act conse­
quent on slumbering, and involving no 
malicious intention of disturbing a con­
gregation. The decision has created 
much astonishment. If that decision 
is sustained, the result will be a mighty 
argument for free seats.—Christian Ad­
vocate.

The question of what constitutes a 
respectable number of persons to found 
a church was decided by Judge Trunkey 
recently in the State Supreme Court of 
Pennsylvania. The will of Charles Mac- 
alister provided that if, within five 
years after his death, “a respectable 
number of persons ” could be found to 
form the nucleus of a Presbyterian 
Church at Torresdale, in the outskirts 
of Philadelphia, his executors should 
build the church and provide in part 
for the pastor’s salary. Eighteen per­
sons started a church organization and 
claimed the fullfillment of the bequest, 
having been duly recognized by the 
Presbytery. The Executors resisted 
the claim, but the lower court affirmed
it, and now the Supreme Court decided 
that, in the absence of proof to the con­
trary, the Presbytery must be consider­
ed a competent judge of the qualiBast­
ions of its branches, and the court be­
low must he held to have ruled proper­
ly,—Christian Union.

IX FRAXCE.
Miss Warren, the daughter of Bishop 

Warren,furnishes the Christian Adroeate 
with an account of the work being done 
in France by the Rev. W. Gibson, an 
English Wesleyan minister. Miss War­
ren says :—“ An account of the evange­
listic work under the direction of Mr. 
Gibson would not be complete without 
mention of Hontieur. The work here 
was not begun by him, but by a Russian 
nobleman named Count Bobrinsky. The 
question at once arises, How happens it 
that a Russian nobleman should be hold­
ing evangelistic meetings l The expla­
nation is so interesting that it cannot be 
withheld. Over eight years ago Lord 
Radstock held a series of meetings in 
the Wesleyan church in Paris. There 
he met many Russians, and, becoming 
greatly interested in them, determined 
to go to Russia on an evangelistic tour. 
Among his congregation one evening in 
St. Petersburg was the Countess Bobrin­
sky. Wishing to hear more, she invited 
Lord Radstock to pass an evening at 
her house. When she told her husband 
of the invitation she had extended, he 
said he was very sorry any such engage­
ment had been made, for he was not at 
all anxious to meet any such man. But 
as he did not feel at liberty to do vio­
lence to the laws of hospitality and po­
liteness he consented to remain in the 
room, intending to excuse himself after 
a short time. Wben the evening came, 
however, he felt the same attraction 
that had won his wife, for he remained 
all the evening, listening attentively to 
his guest He determined to writs » 
pamphlet refuting the doctrines and 
theories advanced by Lord Radstock. 
He applied himself with such honesty to 
the study of these doctrines, that by the 
time hie pamphlet was completed he was 
% converted man. Since then he has 
made many journeys, holding evangelis­
tic meetings. About four months ago 
he arrived in the harbor of Honfleur. 
Going into the town, he invited all 
who would accept to attend religious 
services the next night on board 
his yacht. The people came in such 
numbers, and seemed so eager to hear 
the word, that he determined to hire 
a hall where services could be regularly 
held. Meetings of one hundred and 
fifty to two hundred people were held 
every night for three months. In that 
time over sixty people were converted, 
twenty-four of the uumber being sailors. 
A Norwegian vessel arrived in port one 
day, and, as usual, the captain and crew 
spent the first night on shore at the cafe. 
There they happened to hear of Count 
Bobrinsky’s meetings,and resolved to at­
tend the following evening. Their atten­
dance resulted in the conversion of the 
captain, mate,and every sailor. When they 
left poi t their ship seemed a little world 
where the millennium had already begun. 
When Count Bobrinsky was obliged to 
return to St. Petersburg, he was anxious 
to secure a shepherd for the little flock 
he had gathered ; he therefore asked 
Mr. Gibson to take it in charge. A se­
cond pastor had just been appointed to 
Rouen and he was transferred to Hon­
fleur.

was felt by all the churches, and many 
who criticised much of their methods 
caught the inspiration of their spirit. 
The church that could find no room 
within its pale for the work of a Wes­
ley, received new life and power from 
its rejected sons, and all over England 
new life began to make its appearance.

As when, after the frosts, snows and 
dreary days of winter, the fresh breath 
of spring life touches the apparently 
lifeless trees and plants, and lo ! they 
are covered with rich buds and blossoms, 
the promise of richer life to come, so 
the fresh inspiration of Christ's own 
life, through the Wesleys and their fel­
low workers, touching the dormant life 
of churches, the cold indifference and 
all but paralyzed energies of Christian 
men filled not only England, but the 
whole English-speaking world with the 
buds, blossoms, flowers and fruits of * 
new and a richer spiritual life.

The quickening power, at once heav­
en-sent and heaven-fostered,, wee the 
truest apology for Christianity and the 
most effective reply to the arguments of 
Deism in old England. It was felt by 
all, says Cairns, “ that the weakness of 
Christianity had departed, and that a 
more heroic age had begun.—J. For- 
dyce.

THE ARMY AXD NAVY.
The London Watchman says : “ We

had the pleasure a few days ago of hear­
ing from Mr. Alderman M’Arthur, m.p. , 
an account of a recent visit to Malta. 
He arrived in the island on the last day 
of the old year, and was present at a 
delightful and crowded Watehnight Ser­
vice in the Soldiers’ and Sailors’ Home. 
He wss glad to find that, under the ad­
mirable control of the Rev. J. and Mrs. 
Iwverack, the Home was very popular 
and was doing a good work. In addition 
to refreshment-room, and rooms for so­
cial intercourse and for religious services, 
thirty beds were provided, and were 
much in use. On the Sunday he attend­
ed the Wesleyan service, to which the 
soliiers were marched, and the sailors 
from vessels in port were brought in 
boats. Probably 400 men were present. 
The sermon by Mr. Laverack was ad- 
mirabls, the congregation most devout, 
and the singing general and hearty. 
At the close of the service he felt con­
strained, with the permission of the 
minister, to say a few words to the men. 
In the afternoon nearly 100 joined in 
the Covenant Service, and in the even­
ing the Home was crowded at the fel­
lowship and prayer-meeting. - Many 
told of their recent conversion ; others 
made touching statement of more ma­
ture Christian experience, and led in 
preyer. The meeting was continued to 
s late hour. On the Monday Mr M’Ar­
thur visited several vessels of the Royal 
Navy, and was pleased to hear that in 
almost every one Methodist meetings 
were held. He was convinced that, so 
far as English soldiers and seamen are 
concerned, there ooeld be no more 
promising field for evangelistic work 
than Malta, and that our ministers sta­
tioned there deserve help and warm en­
couragement He was glad that a new 
chapel was to be erected. It would oc­
cupy s very suitable site, and would 
seat about 460 persona. The Rev.
G. W. Giver, b.a., supplemented Mr. 
M’Arthur’s statement by referring to a 
letter from Mr. Simpson, of Barcelona, 
giving an account of » recent visit of

wss in the harbour fifty or sixty men 
were marched each Sunday to the Meth­
odist Chapel This circumstance had 
produced a marked and beneficial effect 
on the town, and had been commented 
upon to the advantage both of England 
and of Methodism by the newspaper».

THE PASTORS SALARY.
If a man is tit tu preach, he is worth 

wages. If he is worth wages, he should 
be paid with all the business regularity 
that is demanded and enforced in busi­
ness life. There is no man in the com­
munity who works harder for what he 
receives than the faithful minister. 
There is no man—in whoso work the 
community is interested—to whom reg­
ular wages, that shall not cost him a 
thought, are so important.

Of what proportionate use can any 
man be in the pulpit, whose weeks are 
frittered away in mean cares and petty 
economies. Every month, or every 
quarter-day, every pastor should be sure 
that there will be placed in his hands, 
as his just wages, money enough to pay 
all his expenses. Then without a sense 
of special obligation he can preach the 
truth with freedom and prepare for hie 
public ministrations without distraction.

Nothing more cruel to a pastor, or 
more disastrous to his work, can be 
done than to force upon him a feeling 
of dependence upon the charities of his 
flock. He is the creature of a popular 
whim, and a preacher without influence 
to those who do not respect him or hia 
office sufficiently to pay him the wages 
due to a man who devotee his life to 
them. Manliness can not live in such a 
man, except it be in torture—a torture 
endured simply because there are others 
who depend upon the charities doled 
out to him. Good, manly pastors do 
not want gifts ; they want wagea. They 
need them, and the people owe them, 
but they take to themselves the credit 
of benefactors, and place their pastors 
in an awkward and false position. If 
Christians do not sufficiently recognise 
the legitimacy of the pastor'a calling to 
render him fully his just wages, and to 
assist him to maintain hie manly inde­
pendence before the world, they must 
not blame the world for looking upon 
him with a contempt that forbids ap­
proach and precludes influence. The 
world will be quite ready to take the 
pastor at the valuation of his friends, 
and the religion he teaches at the price 
its professors are willing to pay in a 
business way for its ministry.—Scrib­
ner’s Monthly.

WILD ANIMALS AND 
THEIR TA IERS.

Almost every dangerous creature 
in the best recent collections has 
been both wild an i tame. Tne lions, 
the tigers, the panthers, areas large 
and torrible-loiking as ever, and it 
would be just as dreadful a thing if 
they should get loose among the 
spectators. It is worth while, there­
fore, to see them all playfully sub­
missive to a little man or woman 
with a mere whip in hand.

The more a wild beast can be 
taught the more he is worth ; but 
there is no telling how stupid some 
lions and other savages are. The very 
best of them, even after all kinds of 
good schooling, retain a lurking 
disposition to make a meal of their 
keeper, or of anybody else, if a good 
opportunity is given for it. “ Tam­
ing ” is a process which has to be 
constantly renewed, for the tamest 
tiger is a tiger still, and there has 
been no change in his born convic­
tion that all other living creatures 
are “game” for him. The best lion 
and tiger “kings” of to-day say that 
every time they enter a cage con­
taining these tierce creatures they 
carry their lives in their hands.

“ Gentle?” remarked one of these 
venturesome folk the other day. 
“ Those tigers of mine ? Why do 
you see that whip? I know, as 
well as I know anything, that if I 
drop that whip when I am in that 
cage, they’ll be on me. Their idea 
of obedience is connected with the 
whip, first; then with my voice ; 
then with my face. Severity ? 
Cruelty ? no use at all. I never use 
cruelty in training them. Only 
patience. When I take on a new 
cage of beasts I work to get them 
used to me; feeding them ; cleaning 
the cage; talking to them ; all that 
sort of thing ; before I go in among 
them. Thon 1 do that. It’s a tick­
lish piece of business, going in the 
first time ; and I pick-my dhance 
for it when they’re specially peace­
able. I go right in just as if it were 
a matter of course, but I keep my 
eyes about me. It’s all humbug 
that a man’s eye has any power 
over a wild beast. Your eyes are 
to watch their motions—that’s all. 
They’ll find out quickly enough if 
you’re getting careless. They’re 
sure enough to be watching you all 
the time. Are they intelligent ? 
Well, there’s as much difference 
among ’em as there is among men. 
I can train a really intelligent lion, 
right from the wild, in about four 
weeks, so he will do all that the lion 
kings make them do. A lioness 
always takes a couple of weeks 
longer, and so does a leopard or a 
tiger. You can’t get a hyena well 
in hand inside of two months. 
They’re the meanest of brutes. 
They never understand anything 
but a club. The easiest to train, 
because they know the most are 
pumas. I van teach a puma all it 
needs to know in four weeks. Af­
fection ? Teach those fellows to 
love you ? That’s all nonsense. 
They’ll lawn and fawn on you, 
you’ll think you've done it, may be. 
Then you go into the cage, if you 
want to, without your whip, or 
when they're in a bad temper, and 
find out for yourself wbat they’ll 
do.

“ There's great odds among them, 
though, and that young puma with 
her head up to be kissed is what 
you might cal 1 gentle. Only they’re 
all treacherous. Every lion king 
gets sick of it after a while. I could 
name more than a dozen of the beet 
who have given it op right In the 
prime of life.”

The “ keeper ” question is one of 
prime importance in collecting and 
managing wild animals. Trainers 
of the right kind are scarce, and 
although high pay can hardly be 
afforded, it will not do to put rare 
and costly animals in the care of 
stupid or ignorant men. Such 
qualities as courage, patience, good 
temper, and natural aptitude for the 
occupation are also needful, and 
they are not always to be had for 
the asking- Unless the right men 
are secured, however, the failure of 
the menagerie is only a question of 
time. As for the “ specimens ” 
themselves, it is much easier to ob­
tain them than it once was, owing 
to the better facilities for transport­
ing them from the several “ wild- 
beast countries." Catching them 
in their native wildernesses has 
been ■ regular trade for ages.

The market price of a menagerie 
animal of any kind varies from time 
to time, like that of other merchan­
dise, according to the demand and 
supply. A writer stated recently 
that zebras are sold at a little over 
$2,000 a pair, gnus at about $800 a

Kir, while rhinoceroses cost about 
,000 per pair, and tigers about 
$1,600 each. A short time ago, 

however, and perhaps now, a very 
good “ uneducated ” tiger could be 
bought in London for from $500 to 
$800. The same beast the moment 
ho takes kindly to learning and 
promises to be sparing of his keep­
ers, doubles and trebles in value. 
There is no telling how much he 
would be worth should he show 
further signs of intellect or good 
morals, but he is like a human be­
ing in this respect—the more he 
knows, the more it will pay to give 
for him. The same rule applies to 
the entire list, from elephants to 
monkeys, so that no precise idea 
can be given of the probable cost of 
a menagerie.—St. Nicholas.

WOMENS PRAYER MEET­
INGS.

I would like to urge upon my 
friends everywhere, the establish­
ment of women’s prayer-meetings. 
I know that many ladies shrink 
from going to them, because they 
dread being asked to take part in 
them audibly. It is my impression 
that every one should be allowed 
the largest liberty in this regard. 
The person who leads should not 
call upon any one by nhmo to pray 
or to speak, unless she is sure that 
her doing so will occasion no em­
barrassment. She can easily find 
out this by a question beforehand. 
If opportunity is afforded and 
hearts are kindled by the influence 
of the Holy Spirit there will bo no 
trouble about this. Lips that have 
always been locked in silence, will 
be unloosed ; gentle voices which 
have only been lifted in lullabies 
at home,will load the choral praise. 
A word of advice to those who do un­
dertake a meeting. Begin it in some 
body’s parlor or sitting room. The 
church is apt to be too cold, in more 
than one sense. The schoolroom 
frightens by its formally ranged 
benches and desks. Do not have a 
stiff arrangement of chairs, in regu­
lar rows, as if for a funeral. Talk ; 
do not make addresses. Do not cry 
if you can help it, when yon speak 
or pray. One who desires to do 
others good, should have her emo­
tional nature under control. It is 
distressing to hear a woman gasp, 
and choke and gargle, when she is 
trying to utter petitions in the ear 
of the Lord. Speak loud enough to 
be heard all around the room. Do 
not rely upon the presence of a gift­
ed sister, or upon well conducted 
and thoroughly-planued machinery. 
Depend wholly upon the Lord. 
Implore the Holy Spirit, and be­
lieve that He is there. Take the 
promises, one by one, and claim 
thorn for yours, to bo redeemed now 
and always. A present help is the 
Christ of your love and trust.— 
Advocate and Guardian.

LAW, NOT JUSTICE.

WUliam Shaw, a respectable 
tradesman of Edinburgh, was bless­
ed with a daughter who had formed 
a foolish attachment for a young 
man of bad character. Naturally 
enough, the father objected to the 
whole business. The foolish young 
woman, growing desperate, stabbed 
herself. When in the throes of 
death, in the presence of witnesses, 
her father appeared, and before ex­
piring she utttered the words,” Cruel 
father, thou art the cause of my 
death I” The father, at this ac­
cusation, was said to exhibit great 
agitation. On the evidence, then, 
of the daughter’s dying speech, and 
the decided alarm whi ;h he display­
ed, the unfortunate fether was con­
demned to tfee gallows. Apparent­
ly no evidence could be more con­
clusive; but still, be it remember­
ed, it wae only “ apparently." It 
was simply after all going on the 
question of precedent. It was only 
a presumption of fact grounded on 
a general belief that the confession 
of a dying person may always be 
taken for granted to be true. But 
ci rou instances proved otherwise. A 
year or so afterward, as a new ten­
ant of Shaw’s former apartments, 
was rummaging by chance in the 
room iw which Catherine Shaw had 
died,he accidentally discovered a pa­
per which bad fallen into a cavity 
on one side of the chimney. It was 
folded as a letter, and on being 
opened the following confession was 
brought to light:

“ Barbarous Father.”—Your cru­
elty having put it oatof my power 
ever to join my fate to that of the 
only man I could love, and tyran­
nically insisting upon my marrying 
one whom I always hated, hae made 
me form a rescindes to pot aw end 
to aa existence which is become a

burden to me. I doubt not I shall 
find mercy in another world, for 
sure no benevolent Being can re­
quire that I should live any longer 
in torment to myself in this. My 
death I lay to your charge. Whea 
you read this, consider yonrself ai. 
inhuman wretch that plunged the 
murderous knife into the bosom of 
the unhappy

“ Catherine Shaw.”

For another case might be quot­
ed the famous trial and conviction 
of Bradford, the innkeeper. Here 
the evidence which produced con­
viction consisted of the fact that he 
was seen standing with a bloody 
knife in his hand over the body of 
the murdered man. Bradford was 
executed ; but by a deathbed confes­
sion of guilt it subsequently became 
known that the real murderer was 
the servant of his victim, who hid 
been tempted to the crime by the 
knowledge that his unfortunate 
master was carrying a considerable 
sum of money about his person. 
Here again, was another case of the 
fallibility of arguing on precedent.

1 Other undoubted murderers have 
been convicted because they had 
been caught red-handed in the pre­
sence of their victims. Therefore 
Bradford was undoubtedly guilty 
because he was discovered under 
the same circumstances, and it was 
quite unnatural to suppose any­
thing to the contrary. As to the 
well-known case of the Courier of 
Lyons, the Geddeley case and the 
recent case of Habron, who for­
tunately escaped the gallows, there 
is no need to enter into any parti­
cular details, as those already quot­
ed are sufficient for any onlinary
Eapposes of exposition. It may 

e taken for granted, then, that the 
lawyer is not always the best, and 
never at any time the only judge of 
the value of evidence.—Tinsley'• 
Magazine.

SPRING WORK.

We advise the order­
ing of trees early, and the sooner they 
sre received the better, but they need 
lot be set out too early. In taking no 
the trees they lose a good share of their 
roots, and those roots th it remain are 
lot yet established and in working Dr­
ier, or as th* gardeners say, “ have 
lot got hold of the soil.” If a young 
free is planted and exposed to the dry­
ing winds 'I March, its buds and. the

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THE QUEÊNS ESCAPE.
Men’» hearts everywhere beat quickly 

Lilt week at the announcement that a 
shot had been tired at a carriage con­
taining the Queen. An immediate as­
surance that she had again for the 
sixth time—escaped unhurt gave grate­
ful relief.

Even from quar­
ters where loyalty to Britain might be 
anspected to be in no lively exercise, 
men have hastened to avow their deep 
sympathy with a law-abiding sovereign

■danger. Never probably could her 
Majesty have carried into the needed 
-retirement at Mentone so many proofs 
of world-wide regard. In this satisfac­
tion her subjects may be partakers, as

We pray that the blessings of 
your Majesty’s reign may long be con­
tinued.

THE CONFERENCE 
CHISMS.

CATE-

A revised edition of the First and 
Second Conference Catechisms has re­
cently .been issued from the English 
Conference Office. Half a century has 
passed since Richard Watson, a “ master 
in Israel,” prepared the first edition of 
these useful compends “for children 
of tender years ” and for those more ad­
vanced, among the youth of Meth­
odism. An analysis of their results, 
in the formation of moral and religious 
principle, in the aid they have given to

made. We are glad to see for instance 
that in this new edition the attempt 
to describe ‘ hell ’ has been eliminated. 
We have no sympathy with modern ob­
jections to the timely and earnest ex­
hibition of ‘ terrors of the Lord,’ but 
on the other hand, we have the strong­
est possible conviction that little child­
ren should be wooed—for if so wooed they 
will be won—by the tenderest display 
of the love of the Good Shepherd who 
‘ gathers the lambs with his arms, and 
carries them in his bosom. ’ A valuable 
new section on "Jesus Christ and Lit­
tle Children” has been added.

The Second Catechism, as revised, is 
said to differ in many points from that 
associated with our earlier years, though 
the reviser regards the difference, in 
every case,as in favor of the new edition. 
The “ tone of the definitions” is said to 
be “ in many cases less formal and dog­
matic ; definite enough to convey a clear 
and correct notion of the meaning of 
Scripture, but expressed in less conven­
tional and stereotyped phrase. ’ ’ An ad­
mirable introduction to the work itself 
is found in the opening chapter on the 
“ Christian Religion. ” In the second 
and third chapteis the old material is 
skilfully recast, and in the appendix 
will be found a “ wonderfully full and 
correct though ‘ Short Catechism of 
Scripture History. ’ ” The reviser 
thoughtfully adds, " Children who are 
thoroughly grounded in these Cate­
chisms will acquire a very precise and 
ample knowledge of the outlines ol the­
ology : and will take the first step in 
that course of Scriptural study and dis­
cipline whose result will be that, in 
due time, 1 they shall speak with the 
enemy in the gate.’” These enemies, 
let us add, “ are legion, for they are 
many.”

FREEDOM !
In his recent appeal to the electors of 

St. John in behalf of the liquor traffic, 
the Toroxto champion seems to have 
remembered the epigram of a certain 
bishup who would “ rather have Eng­
land free than England Sober.’1 in an 
eloquent defence of total abstinence be­
fore a fine audience in the Sheldonian 
Theatre of Oxford University, Canon 
Farrar addressed himself to this point 
and then concluded : “ Do not let us
then be frightened from the clear im­
perative path of natural duty by the 
bugbear of violated liberty. The moth 
is not free which is only free to plunge 
into the flame. The ship is not free 
which is only free to run straight upon 
the iron shore in the fury of the storm, 
with no hand of the steersman upon her 
helm. U freedom is to be another name 
for 99,000 public houses ; for 39,000 
beer shops ; for 1,513,666 persons ar­
rested for drunkenness and disorder in 
ten years ; for 100,452 cases of assault 
in one year, of which 2,736 were aggra­
vated assaults on women and children ; 
for 19,625 women drunk and disorderly 
in London alone last year, and if these 
be but items in the, hideous total of such 
a freedom—if freedom is to hear the 
wail of myriads of savage beasts, myriads 
of desolated homes, then in heaven’s 
name let us have instead of it the bene­
ficent bondage of virtue, the salutary 
restraint of Christian legislation—for 
such bondage is above such liberty.”

In the course of the same lecture the 
Canon told his audience that he had 
been instrumental in closing an abomin­
able drinking house in a crowded quar­
ter of London, and that " there was not 
a wretched drunkard in that street who 
was not secretly grateful to him for do­
ing it.” A recollection of this fact may 
cheer some wearied temperance worker.

If the example of shrewd, successful 
busings* men be worth anything-—and 
the world holds it in high regard—th e 
Methodists of the Maritime Provin ces 
should feel no hesitation in aiding their 
Colleges and Academies with such 
amounts, large or small, as they may be 
able to give. The legacy left to Boston 
(Methodist) University by Isaac Rich, 
though it failed through the recent 
commercial depression jo reach the 
much larger sum expected by the testa­
tor, amounted to one million dollars. 
Other sums, given in life, are therefore 
the more suggestive. Commodore Van­
derbilt for the sake of his Met iodist 
wife, gave one million dollars for the es­
tablishment of Vanderbilt (Methodist) 
University, Nashville, Tenn, to which 
one of his sons has added an additional 
Hall costing five hundred thousand dol­
lars. More than half a million has also 
been given by George I. Seney to the 
Wesleyan University, Middletown, 
among whose graduates are the veteran 
Educationist, Rev. Dr. Pickard ; and 
also Dr. Allison, the popular Superin 
tendent of Education in Nova Scotia, 
and Judge King, of the Supreme Court 
of New Brunswick. To the same Uni­
versity and to Drew Theological School 
Andrew V. Stout, President of the Shoe 
and Leather Bank, has paid in principal 
and interest one hundred thousand dol­
lars. In the list, too, of those who have 
recently come to the rescue of our own 
college, the public would recognise— 
were we yet at liberty to publish them— 
the names of men foremost in financial 

! circles. Nor will it be unwise to 
remind our readers that the largest be­
quest ever made in this city to an edu­
cational institution—that of twenty 
thousand dollars by the late W. P. 
West, Esq.—was in favor of Tufts 
(Umversalist) College, in the United 
States.

Let no one be depressed by these 
large figures. They are only a few in­
stances out of many, which prove that 
the very men to whom youth so often 
look up as business guides are not afraid 
of throwing away money when they in­
vest k in the erection and endowment o* 
colleges to be conducted under religious 
auspices. One such fact is, io use an 
expression of Daniel O’Connell, “ worth 
A cart-load of argumenta” But the re­
cognition of the principle which has 
guided such men to be effective should 
be more general The great strength 
of the financial work of the Church in 
her various departments is rather in the 
great number of the smaller contribu­
tions of her membership than in the 
large sums of the few. In neglect of the 
former lies the secret of the great leak­
age which at Jfmes threatens to render 
our efforts vain.

The proposed tunnel to connect 
France and England at the Straits of 
Dover is not likely soon to be an ac­
complished work if Englishmen can do 
as they please. Thestatements of some 
high military authority, supposed to b e 
Sir Garnet Wolseley, have led to an al­
most unanimous decision against its con­
struction. It is not 'however certain 
that they can prevent their neighbors 
from making a pathway beneath the sea. 
On this point the Law Journal says : 
"It is clear that the tunnel might be 
run from the French coast to the line 
at which British jurisdiction begins be­
fore any difficulty of international law 
would arise. From the point of view 
of international law it would be the last 
step only which would cost—namely, 
the rise to the surface of the tunnel un" 
der the foreshore and in British terra 
firma If, however, the French com­
pany could buy their footing, there is 
no reason why they should not hold it, 
as by the Naturalisation Act, 1870, the 
disability of aliens to hold land is abol­
ished. It thus seems that we may have 
France coming across to us under the 
sea and actually touching British soil at 
Dover."

A TIM EL 1 PROPOSITION.

The Northwestern Christian Advocate, 
as the Methodist paper of Chicago, had 
to meet the fierce attacks made upon 
the Church in consequence of its treat 
ment of Dr. Thomas. It now has an 
opportunity of showing up the Unitari­
ans who then talked so loudly of relig­
ious liberty, and of drawing a contrast 
between the careful trial of Dr. Thomas 
and the hasty expulsion of Mr. Miln by 
a sort of mob meeting. The North­
western says :

“ Nothing can be more irritating than 
to draw a harrowing picture of the Meth­
odist outrage against law, and then ex­
asperate the Unitarians by showing that 
even—emphasize that word even I !— 
even the pesky Methodists waited from 
five to eight years, and finally granted 
two trials—whereas Unity had hot one 
meeting, limited Miln’s defence to twen­
ty minutes, and then voted him ont by 
more than three to one, before tl ey 
went early to bed. A bit of color, some­
what of supression of fact, a dash of 
downright misstatement, and a constitu­
tional shriek or two will do the bv -iness 
for these Unitarians who are narrow 
enough to demand belief in God and 
faith in immortality. ”

None who study the Bible and the 
world can long doubt the duty of the 
Church on the great question of educa­
tion. Wisely does a contemporary re­
mark : "When the men who have en 
dowed Drew and Wesleyan and other 
institutions are dead, they will through 
their gifts still be working in the world. 
The habit of giving strengthens with 
years. Said a man of fourscore, " I can 
do nothing but give, and the power to 
do that is a great gift from God. ”

Some time since it was announced 
that Rev. W. W. Colpitis, of Woodstock, 
had offered himself to the Missionary 
Board for service in the North West. 
As inquiries respecting his purpose have 
been made trom several quarters, a brief 
statement may here be given. Mr. Col- 
pitta has offered his services, as stated, 
but the Missionary Secretaries, while 
" quite of one mind ” as to his " ability 
and devotion and suitableness for ap­
pointments of much greater importance 
than Edmonton,” hesitate on account 
of the circumstances of his family. 
They believe that to Mrs. Col pitta, in 
charge of a young babe, the journey of 
850 miles across the plains would be 
hazardous, while the expenditure for the 
removal of the family would be necessa­
rily heavy. They therefore advise 
Mr. Colpitis, if duty still seems to call 
him to the North West, that his appoint­
ment should be to some point in Mani­
toba, thus avoiding the long journey 
across the plains In reference to the 
matter Mr. Colpitts says, " I have no 
objection to go to Edmonton. I know 
the way is long and theplace remote, yet 
I feel that out there 1 could do a work for 
the Master that persons of less mechan­
ical ability could not perform. I know 
what border life is. I have lived in a 
log house on the prairies and preached 
to men who were pioneers of the old 
stamp west of the Mississippi. Any, 
where I am ready to preach of him who 
died to redeem a world from hell But 
if the Church decides that I had better 
remain here, it will hear no repining 
from me.”

No private measure before the Do­
minion Parliament is likely to call 
forth more excitement than that which 
shall make a final disposal of the Tem­
poralities Fund, in reference to which 
the Privy Council has recently given 
a decision. From the determination of 
the small party in Canada still adher- 
ring to the Church of Scotland, it seems 
probable that every possible effort will 
be made to obtain possession of the 
whole amount, and also of the colleges 
that formerly belonged to the old Kirk, 
Queen’s College, Kingston, among 
them. It is generally thought tha. the 
Presbyterian Church of Canada will ob­
tain from the Dominion Parliament an 
amendment of the laws which were de­
clared ultra tire» by the Privy Council,

The departure of the "last of the il­
lustrious three who bore the name of 
Ryerson” has called forth in the Chris­
tian Guardian a fitting tribute and a 
timely proposition from the pen of Rev 
Dr. Diuglas, Dr. Ryerson’s successor 
as President of the Methodist Church 
of Canada. In relation to Dr. Ryerson’s 
services to the State and the Church, 
and the most fitting recognition which 
these could receive, Dr. Douglas most 
truthfully writes:

A great man and a prince has fallen 
in our Israel ! The last of the illustri­
ous three who bore the name of Ryer­
son has gone to enrich the heavens. 
Henceforth that honored name will be 
enshrined in the history of our land.

Egerton Ryerson’s patriotic service to 
the State, in resisting io introduction 
of feudal distinctions and ecclesiastical 
monopolies will ensure to him enduring 
recognition, as one of Canada’s noblest 
benefactors. No statues of marble or of 
bronze need be raised to perpetuate his 
memory. The academies and schools 
which his organizing genius brought in­
to existence, lifting up successive gen- 1 
entions to the dignity which education 
ever confers, will make that name im­
mortal. For nearly six decades he laid 
his great powers of intellect and heart 
on the altar of service for Canadian 
Methodism.—Winning for her ministry 
equality before the law, and for her 
people a statua which allowed no coin of 
vantage to a favored class.—Vindicat­
ing her policy and proclaiming her dis­
tinctive truth.

What fitting monument shall Metho­
dism raise in honor of her most illustri­
ous son ? My mind turns to that insti­
tution which his advanced intelligence 
conceived in concert with other noble 
men. To secure for it a royal charter, 
as the Vic oris University, he crossed 
wintry seas, challenged those who would 
resist his rightful appeal, and gained 
the envied distinction.

Now when the sepulchre has received 
him, will not a grateful Church arise and 
give a permanence to his name more 
lasting than marble, by the founding of 
a Ryerson Chair of Philosophy with 
whatever is required to augment the use­
fulness of the institution which his great 
manhood loved, and for which he toiled 
with a life-lasting endeavor ? Would 
that every miuister, who bows his head 
ir sorrow for a fallen chieftain, might in 
every circuit gather the piety, intelli­
gence, and financial strength of the 
Church together, and in this supreme 
hour of the Church’s grief, decree that

Willard S. Allen, the Librarian, has 
had to postpone the publication of 
an Historical Magazine. It will not 
be long delayed.

I have long been desir­
ous of hinting the high estimation in 
which I h)ld the Wxulkyan. Its sever­
al departments are well filled, showing 
the care and labor of the Editor in every 
article, large and small, which appears 
in its columns.

The labor of condensation is no trifle. 
The pith of a long article is given in a 
few lines ; facts are culled, oftentimes, 
from a large mass of heterogeneous mat­
ter ; the re-writing of which consumes 
time. Of these items, or condensed ar­
ticles, your columns afford a conspicuous 
exhibition.

ognize the name of the worthy and gee- 
ial pastor of Fort Massey Presbyterian 
Church in this city, gives some pleassnt 
recollections of Dr. Ryerson, in the last 
Presbyterian Witness. We copy a part :

A memory of the worthy man comes 
up which you will excuse me for jotting 
down. In the summer of 1868, during 
my residence in Chicago, the Quadren­
nial Convention of the Methodist Epis­
copal Church was held. It was then I 
first made the acquaintance of Dr. 
Punshon, who came out as delegate from 
the English Conference to that great 
gathering. Dr. Matthew Richey was 
there representing the Methodism of 
Eastern and Dr. Ryerson of Western 
Canada. Quite a colony of Canadian 
Methodists came over, including my 
old friend Bland, to whom the celebrat­
ed Robert Collyer has expressed him­
self more indebted than to any other 
living man. (Bland stopped with Coll­
yer during his visit, and Collyer soon 
after returned the compliment).

I invited several of the Methodist 
brethren to luncheon — Drs. Ryersoe 
and Richey of the number— (Punshon 
had a prior engagement). Ryerson had 
given his speech that forenoon and 
Richey too, with characteristic ability, 
representing the two Canadian Confer­
ences. Dr. Richey had, a little before, 
met with the accident which shattered 
hia system so sadly, but yet though he 
had aged and failed considerably since 
the days when I counted him the "heae 
ideal” of elegance in manner and style 
in pulpit ana on platform, he bore him­
self with much of bis former stately de­
meanor and fine felicity of diction. 
Ryerson was hale and hearty as of yore, 
and with perhaps less of the old tenden­
cy to tremble while speaking, which 
surprised me so much when I first wit­
nessed it, for, under the influence ot 
strong feeling and a sort of constitution­
al timidity, linked in him with indom­
itable pluck, hia limbs—indeed often— 
his whole massive frame—so shook that 
I have felt the platform quiver. The 
Rev. George Goodeon told me in aa 
undertone of an unkind remark mads 
by a distinguished member of the Con­
vention to nia neighbor as Dr. Ryersoe 
got up to speak, and that he had rebuk­
ed him for it not knowing, at the time, 
who he was. This gentleman, it cam* 
out, in course of conversation, was 
closely related to Father Ryan, a well- 
known minister in the old Canada 
Methodist Church, with whom Dr. 
Ryerson, in his early days carried on 
a keen warfare. The Ryan Ryertoa 
controversy is one with which the 
older Canadian Methodists are familiar. 
Without hinting at the rudeness 
of his relative, I alluded to Father Ryan 
when conversing with Dr. Ryerson, and 
got from him, in graphic detail, the 
history of that ancient controversy in 
which he was a principal party. It was 
very keen while it lasted, but there was 
no bitter animus in the recital—though
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the old war horse pricked up his ears 
*nd seemed to “hear the sound of bat­
tle from afar. ’ I then discovered a rea- 
,on for the sharp tone of the gentle­
man's remarks, aforesaid, which drew 
forth Brother Goodson’s rebuke. 
Though but Tour when he left Canada, 
he had imbibed a dislike to his old rela­
tive’s chief antagonist, and to the very 
people amongst whom the Ryerson par­
ty h^d proved victorious. Hence his 
remarks on another occasion to a lady 
friend of mine, with reference to his 
early connexion with Canada, to the ef­
fect that he was “ ashamed of being 
bom there,” which so roused her patrio­
tic spirit that she promptly retorted : 
“ Well, I am ashamed of you for saying 
go.” The gentleman was then one of 
the rising hopes of that great denomina­
tion and has since risen to a foremost 
rank in it. When this little incident 
was mentioned to Dr. Ryerson, he rich­
ly enjoyed it, and before leaving the 
house, with his native gallantry, he ex­
pressed a desire to use the privileges of 
an old man towards the fair defendress 
of her country’s honor, saying, naively, 
as we all stood, before parting, in the 
hall, “ I would like to kiss you for your 
patiwtism /”

FROM THE SOUTH.

Dear Bro. Smith,—Terrible reports
of snow, and storm and frost, have

epo; 
ha

eotne to us during the past few weeks 
from tKe north, and we have almost fall­
en into the southern habit of wondering 
how people can possibly live in such a 
climate. For six weeks, the weather 
here has been called “ charming,” Jan­
uary a perfect contrast to your experi­
ence. Only one night during that time 
has there been any indication of frost. 
Instead of a winding sheet of snow, the 
fields in many places are covered with 
strawberry blossoms and the gardens 
give promise of an early supply of their 
productions for the table. Crowds of 
visitors from the North are flocking 
through Charleston for Florida and 
points south, to escape the severe wea­
ther. I suppose in a few months crowds 
from the South will be flocking north­
ward, to escape the sweltering heat of 
the Southern summer. Which is worse Î 
—intense cold through which one can 
manage to keep warm ? or intense heat 
through which one can’t manage to keep 
cool? It is very pleasant for those who can 
afford it,to avoid both extremes. Better 
■till, to “ learn in whatsoever state we 
are, therewith to be content.” After 
all, the scales are about evenly bal­
anced ; though the North may be­
lieve the advantage to be in their direc­
tion, while the South believes it is on 
their side of the line, “ Mason and Dix­
on line.”

I know of nothing that the United 
States can more easily afford to lose at 
present, than this unfortunate sign of 
division. A more constant and general 
migration in both directions will do 
much towards its entire obliteration. 
President Arthur, in his first mes­
sage to Congress, shows his wisdom in 
omitting any reference to the South as a 
dAdinct section of the Union. There 
has been no such omission for many 
years. All worthy and right thinking 
citizens are persuaded that a new era 
has commenced. Dead issues are being 
forgotten ; recriminations are less fre­
quent ; men on both sides are beginning 
to* understand each other ; motives are 
not so readily impugned ; Northern 
capital is seeking southern investments ; 
Christians of all denominations are pray­
ing, for unity ; divisions in Church and 
state are being rapidly healed ; and 
when the two great burning problems of 
the day are solved—the Mormon and the 
Negto—this great country will be more 
waited and prosperous than ever.

Qn my returning journey from Flori 
da, I spent a Sabbath at Savannah. In 
1733 the city of Savannah consisted of 
foar tents, pitched under four pine-trees, 
Bear the edge of a bluff, forty feet above 
the river. Oglethorpe says—“ I fixed 
epona healthy situation about ten miles 
hom. the sea. . . . Upon the river-side 
in the centre of a plain I laid out the 
town.” I judge that the original plan 
has been well carried out. I doubt if 
any city on the continent can compare 
with it for straight and broad streets, 
■dewalks and squares. At the last cau­
sas, its population was 30,681. It is in­
teresting to me because of its close con- . 
weetion with the early labors of John | 
sad Charles Wesley. Passing by a Jew- 
bk Synagogue on Saturday, and seeing 
• eoagxegation assembled, I entered, and 
for the fiat, time participated in a Jew­
ish eeraiee. The building was very neat ; 
the «agrégation numbered about 400 ; 
•ooordiag to usual custom the men sat 
with their hats on ; the ladies, neatly 
drmaed, -sailed in and sat chatting - in 
the pews; the Rabbi was arrayed 
io black gown and velvet cap ; the aer- 
riee, with the. exception of the sermon 
was conducted,inJHebrew ; and the text 
was take* Jrom the lesson of the day—
“ but the children of Israel had light m 
their dwellings. ” The Jews were dis­
tinguished from dll nations, being the 
favorites of Heaver, and they alone 
have the true light. No mention of 
leeue as “ the light of the world, either 
■ having come, or as owning. A more 
^devotional service I «ever attended ; 
a more undevuut congregation I have 
■ldom seen. Mary would have said— 
‘‘they have t&Len away say lord, and 
-Iknow not where they have laid him.”

“ Dirk, dark, dark. I still must say,
Amid the lilase of go*pel day.”

On Sabbath morning I worshipped in 
fhe basement of the Wesley Monumen­
tal church, and heard a sermon from the 

G. McDonnell The church has a 
™ne lecture room, well furnished, and 
tdapted to social and prayer-meetings 
*ûd Sunday-school work. The audience 
Jnom is unfinished ; the windows are 
horded up ; and with the steeple ex­
uding only just above the roof, the

Jppcarance just now. It would be 

* right good thing for some rich

Northern Methodist to enjoy the priv- 
ilege of completing this «adding. It 
is feared that the sales of the memorial 
volume, so ably edited by Dr. Clark, 
will not be at all sufficient to make the 
enterprise a speedy success. In the 
evening, I* listened to a fine discourse 
from Rev. J. Branch, pastor of Trinity 
Church. Methodism has not a very 
large following in the city. Roman 
Catholicism overshadows all other re­
ligions.

Last week we were favored with an in­
vitation to join a party, in an excursion 
to some points on the Ashley river. We 
were favored with a most delightful 
day. Our first place of resting was at 
the phosphate works of Mr. Greggs. 
Phosphatic rock is a mineral manure, 
containing from forty to fifty per cent of 
phosphatic strength. It is said that 
every ton properly prepared'jv worth 
sixty dollars in.the market as a fertilizer. 
The deposit has been found extending 
along the entire coast of this state, and 
up the beds of the rivers. The mines 
are near the surface, and are worked 
generally by means of long trenches. It 
is only since the war that this industry 
has been developed, but it now promis­
es to be the most remunerative of any 
recent enterprise. Prodigious sharks 
teeth, weighing two pounds and a quar­
ter, are sometimes dug out, indicating 
that some millions of years back (im­
material how many) there must have 
been playing around those rivers, sharks 
of the trifling length of one hundred 
feet. It makes one shudder to think 
what might have been the result of an 
immersion in the river in those days, 
when sharks and genglodons and squal- 
odons and lizards of such dimensions 
were prowling around, seeking a dainty 
dinner.

THE ATTACK ON THE QUEEN.

On Thursday of last week, while the 
Queen was leaving the station at Wind­
sor, a shot was Tired at her carnage by a 
man who has since given hie nsme as 
Roderick Maclean. He was exactly 
thirty paces distant when he tired. 
Two of the four chambers of the revol­
ver contained only blank cartridges. 
Maclean walked from Portsmouth (o 
London. Upon his person were found a

Smrae containing a penny and three 
arthings, and a pocket-book containing 

the following entries: “ Fourth Path, a 
novel, by Maclean,” and “Reynolds’ 
newspaper gives as correct an idea of 
the wide difference that divides the 
people of England as any newspaper, 
and are the outspoken principles of an 
unbiased thinker.”

Maclean, when charged at the Police 
Station with shooting at the Queen with 
intent to do grievous bodily harm, 
asked whether anyone was huit, but 
the police refused to give him any infor­
mation. After searching the yard at 
the railway station for an hour the po­
lice found a small bullet imbedded in 
the ground. It bore marks of having 
first struck some other object. It was 
right in the direction of the spot over 
which the Queen’s carriage was passing, 
having probably passed over the horses’ 
heads.

The prisoner, who is described as a 
wretched looking man, on examination 
wrote a letter in which he said that he 
was not guilty of shooting at the Queen 
with intent to do her bodily harm. His 
object was only to cause public alarm 
with the object.of having his grievances 
redressed. His pecuniary straits and 
circumstances tended to prove the truth 
of his statement. Had he cared to in­
jure the Queen, he would have tired at 
her when she was getting out of her 
carriage. As it was lie shot at the wheels 
It has since been found that he has been 
in more than one .Lunatic Asylum. On 
Saturday he was quietly removed to 
Redding Jail. The solicitor of his 
family writes that he possesses certifi­
cates of the eminent physicians Mands- 
ley and Gedrich, of the existence of 
mental aberation in the priaoner of long 
standing and that he has no hesitation 
in saying there will be no difficulty in 
establishing his insanity.

There were special prayers and thanks­
giving services tin nearly all the churches 
and chapels of England on Sunday with 
reference to Hie Queen’s escape.

IN A NEW HOLE.
A correspondent of the Methodist 

Recorder writes.- One of our mission 
schools in the seutli of Ceylon has had 
a distinguished visitor in Professor 
Hseckel, the great German scientist. 
The school is at Weligama, a place 
which is, or which ought to be, histor­
ical in Methodist missions. It was here 
that the companions of Dr. Coke landed 
and made their first acquaintance with 
a people ammget whom their labours 
were to be so greatly blessed, and from 
that landing dates the beginning of our 
missions in the Fast

It must have been profoundly inter­
esting to those who were present to see 
th* philosopher turning aside from his 
scientific researches in connection 
with the expedition in which he is en­
gaged to unbend himself with the 
little Singhalese children in the rede 
native school-house. He seems to hare 
conducted an examination through an 
interpreter, to have heard them repeat 
the answers in our junior catechism, to 
have heard them read and seen them 
write. I cannot say what he thought 
of the theology, but the report says 
that in the distribution of the prizes 
which succeeded the examination he 
spoke in terms of warmest admiration of 
what he had seen in the school. There 
is nothing like visiting the village 
schools and chapels to get acquaintance 
with mission work.

The Queen of Sweden has taken the 
lead in the formation of a society for 
the benefit of liberated prisoners.

FROM THE MISSION ROOMS.

JAPAN.

The many friends of the Japan Miss­
ion will regret to learn that the house 
occupied by Brother Eby, and which 
was but lately completed, has been 
destroyed by fire. Providentially the 
building was insured, and, as Japanese 
currency is at present very low, and 
competition among builders keen, the 
insurance (so writes the Chairman), will 
be sufficient to cover the cost of re-buil­
ding. Brother Eby had some insurance 
on his household effects, which will aid 
him in re-furnishing ; but he has lost a 
valuable library, and about 8100 in 
money, besides sermons, translations, 
and other manuscripts, which can hard­
ly be replaced. We learn that an effort 
will be made by friends here to pur­
chase and send out the nucleus of a new 
library, and the General Secretary will 
be glad to hear from any due willing to 
aid in so laudable an undertaking.

THE ANNIVERSARIES.

The greater p^rt of the circuits have 
now held their Missionary Anniversar­
ies, and judging from the reports receiv­
ed, some of which have been published 
from week to week in these columns, 
they have been,generally speaking, very 
successful, some of them extraordinarily 
so. It now remains for the superinten­
dents of circuits and missions to see 
that the work of collecting promised 
subscriptions is proceeded with as soon 
as possible, and the money forwarded 
through the proper channels without 
loss of time, in order that it may the 
sooner be available for the purposes for 
which it is given.

We need scarcely remind our friends 
that the absence of a debt upon the So­
ciety does not preclude the necessity of 
borrowing money ; in fact the treasurers 
are compelled to borrow a large sum of 
money early in the year to meet the 
current expenditure until the proceeds 
of the circuit collections and subscrip­
tions are received ; it is, therefore, ev­
ident that the earlier these proceeds are 
in the treasurers’ hands, the smaller 
will be the charge for interest, and the 
larger the sum available for appropria­
tions to missions.

General Meigs, of Washington, advis­
es firemen to introduce some method 
of firing fines over burning buildings so 
as to save the inmates as is done to 
wrecks at sea. The Boston firemen are 
practising on this new system of gun­
nery.

The Lord Mayor of London recently 
presided at the Mansion house over 
an influential meeting to consider the 
best means of encouraging British wooll­
en industries. It was stated that Brit­
ish wool now sold for £6,000,000 less 
than ten or fifteen years ago, and this 
was owing to a change of fashion.

Now, while presenting to your read 
ere information concerning the suc­
cess attending the Sal ration Army’s 
work, I do not urge upon the consid 
eration of the Methodist Church, the 
adoption of all tbe Salration Army’s 
methods of work, in what city mission 
work tbe Methodist Church shares in 
doing in the cities named. Still the 
success of t bis great religious mûrement 
should lead every denomination to adopt 
what is immediately practicable in the
Çroeecutiuii ot such a difficult work.

he rei-ponaibiLty laid upon tbe Meth­
odist Church to labour for the neglect­
ed classes in the central district ot 
Halifax, which was imposed by the 
legacy of the late Mr Edward Just, 
must tend to interest tbe whole body 
of Methodists in the Maritime Provin­
ces in this tbsgrandestperbsss of all 
Home Mission work. Tbe Methodist 
Church may say, we have done all onr 
duty in this matte*, having appointed a 
missionary and engaged to support him, 
and having delegated several young 
men and women to co-operate with him 
in Sabbath School work, and having 
also spared several others, of tbe beet ot 
onr workers, as assistant laborers.

1 would urge tbe need of more la­
borers though, from the fact that the 
open-sir mission work which was pro­
secuted so successfully since Mr. Bail- 
ton’s visit to onr city, opens np more 
work to be done ; so that oc tbe return 
of spring, when the open-air work will 
be resumed in that part of the city, 
there will be a much larger class reach­
ed than ever before and gtcater respon­
sibility to instruct them in gospel 
truths. I .bave sometimes asked my­
self the question, •* Why is each evil 
and why are such evil doers permitted 
to exist as do, in the central part of onr 
city where your Methodist mission is 
planted P” I am unable to answer the
Ïnestion which I ask myself, but I 

now this, that the Christian Ohnrch 
is bound to carry tbe goepel to these 
neglected classes,and until each Church 
sends out workers by the score, instead 
of by ones and twos, the outcast* will 
not be reached—“ the perishing will 
perish 1 The very work of your mis­
sionary will increase the work for the 
Methodist Church to do, for he will get 
hold of soot es and hundreds to “ care 
for” spiritually, and must have increas­
ed help and therefore I direct attention 
to the matter. Tbe Christian Church 
in town or country must work on tbe 
individual plan—not the collective. 
Like Andrew we must first “ find ” onr 
own brother Simon, and bring him to 
Jesus. Let us do what is nearest to ns 
first and do it well. If each of us would 
do bis proper share, some might be 
spared for the far distant heathen lands.

names and titles of the English aristoc­
racy, which will be of peculiar service 
to those who are given to the reading 
of English history The following con­
densation of the examples furnished by 
the author are given herewith : Such 
are Cbolmondeley, pronounced Chum- 
ley ; Maj iribanks, pronounced March- 
tanks ; Cockburn,prononneed Coburn ; 
and C'wper, pronounced Cooper. 
Again Main waring is Manuerim/. Mc­
Leod, is MuL aid. In Elgin aud Qiilot, 
the “g” is hard ; in G:ff >rd and Nigel 
it is soft. In Johnstone tbe “t” should 
not be sounded ; in Molyneux the “x” 
is sound» d ; and the ram • is pronounc­
ed Moiynoox, with a very slight accent 
on the last syllable. In Vaux tho “x” 
is sounded, but is mute in Des Vaux, 
aud likewise in Devereux. lu Ker, 
Berkly and Derby tbe “e” has the 
souud of “a” in far. In Waldegrave, 
the second syllable should be dropped, 
>md so should the “th” i#i Blyth. 
Dillwyn is pronounced Diilun, and 
Lyreden, Livden. In Conygham, Mon- 
sou, Aluukton and Ponsonby, the “o” 
takes the sound of “u” and Blount 
should be pronounced as Blunt, tbe “o” 
being mute. Buchan should be pro­
nounced Buckau, and Beauclei k or 
Beauclere, is Boclare, tbe accent being 
on the first syllable. W.emyss, should 
be pronounced Weems, and D’E' esliy 
should be D’Ersby, In Montgomerie* 
the “t” is elided, and tbe two “o’s” 
have the sound of “u,” tbe accent be­
ing on the second syllable. In Hert­
ford, the “t” is elided, aud tbe ‘"e” has 
thesoundof *a’ in far. Strachan should 
be pronounced Strawn ; C--lqueh, an is 
Kahoon, tbe accent being uu the last 
syllable ; Beauchamp is Beachaui, aud 
Gouts is Knots. Another formidable 
name of the uninitiated ia Duchesne, 
which should be pronounced Dukai a.
