The C. P. R, is to be
allowed a postponement in the matter
of selecting ‘certain ‘lands, so as to
avoid the payment of a large wild-land
ax, and, last but not least, the oil and
coal lands of Southeast Kootenay that
are outside the C. P. R. railway belt,
are-to be ‘reserved”’ for the Canadian
Pacific.

This political bucaneéring must stop;
otherwise the future of the Kootenays,
already fraught with many misfortunes |
that are most 'discouraging 'to the
stoutest, will become hopeless.

Lead on the London market is rapidly
claimbigg to the £13 mark, and the fact
iz gratifying in view of the. statement
by the:management of the St. Eugene
mine that they willsresume shipments
when they can dispose of their pro-
duet on a basis of £13. The St. Eugene
is frequently quoted as the bell wether
of Kootenay lead mines. With such re-
markable increases as have been chroni-
cled’ during the past few days the june-
tore is rapidly approaching when Koot-
lead producers will obtain $2 net
{ for their produes. The producers main-
| tain stoutly that if the federal govern-
ment comes to their assistance in the
matter of proper protection, the indus-
try will immediately be placed on a
sound basis, scores of mines will be re-
opened and thousands of men employed
where hundreds are engaged under pre-
sent conditions. With $3.50 for Cana-
dian lead on the home market and $2
net on the world’s market, an average
can be attained that will justify’ the
lead mines resuming in full swing
throughout the province.

WEEK'S WORK
IN THE MINES

The Output Reaéhes an
Unusually Large
Total.

Coke Trouble Now Begin-
ing to Affect the

‘ :
The ore shipments for the week end-

ing last week were somewhat in excess
of the preceding week, and reached the
8,000 ton mark. The increase is largely
due to a jump in the output of the Le
Roi mine. The mine closes the month}
with a reeord of over 16,000 dry tous
‘shipped, wbich is a somewhat larger to- |
tal than has been attained tor several
monthl past.

“ Generally speaking conditions have
been  unaitered during the week. The
confirmation of the Le Roi No. 2's pro-
posal  to erect a fifty ton concentrator
as soon as Wweatoer conditions peruwit
has been received with gratification, and
the sentiment, that the coal miners’
strike cannot last muech longer is also
hsving the effect of brightening the out-
lcok.. Because of the coke shortage the
Northport smelter has been unable to
handle the volume of ore intended to

be shipped after the first of the present|:

year, but, it is on the cards that should
coke be fortheoming, the mine will sub-
stantially raise its daily output, with
consequent good results in the direction |
of inereasing the crew here and .at the
smelter.

Shipments from the War Eagle and
Gentre Star mines have been. affected]
by the partial suspension at the Trail
smelter. No second class ore is now
shipped, and the weekly tonnage is sub-
stantially lower as a result. In other
regpects matters are golng ahead as
usual.

AMONG THE MIN;ES.

LE ROI NO. 2.—Further progress has
been made with the development and ex-
ploration work under way in the mine
during the week. At the Josie the drift-
ing on the 500 and 900 foot levels has
been continued steadily with exeellent
recults. Some slight increases have been
made in the force, which now numbers
over sixty men. At the No, 1 mine one
shift. alone is at work., Frank French
is in charge of ‘the work, and stoping
is steadily under way in connection with
the development. A total of about 80
men are at work in the two mines.

LE ROI.—With the exception of the
unusual activity in shipping, the week
passed without special incident at the
Le Roi.” Something like 2,000 tons extra
whas sent to Northport for the purpose
of bringing the month’s output up to
tire standard. In connection with devel-
opment the wusual program has been
carried ahead. On the 1350 level drifts
are under way for the purpese of un-
dercutting ore bodies oceurring on the
upper levels. The diamond drilling ex-
ploration has been transferred to the
500 foot level, and the cores are being
taken oyt to the south.

WAR EAGLE.—Operations at the
War Eagle have proceeded as usual
during the week. In the lower levels
the ore bodies on the eighth level are
being opened up by drifts and crosscuts
and diamond drill prospecting is being
carried on in the ninth and tenth levels.
Less second class ore is being broken
in the stopes for reasons already men-
tioned. ;

CENTRE STAR.—Nothing of impor-
tance has been divulged during the
week with respect to the Centre Star.
The eastern extensions of the' mlne
are making more water than ever be-
fore, the presumption being that seep-
age from the big .column of water in
the Nickel Plate workings is seeping
through the more porous strata of rock.
The nearest Centre Star workings are
separated from the Nickel Plate by
400 to 500 feet of rock, and the power-
ful pumps recently installed at the
headworks have no difficulty in handl-
ing all the water coming in. Opera-
tions in stoping and development have
been along eonventional lines:

KOOTENAY.—Tle record of the mine
last week was along the same lines
that have ruled for several weeks.

Mr. Johnson spent several years in
the Kootenay country, and probably
is as well posted on the mining situa-
tion as any ore huyer who comes to
Canada. He therefore cannot be ac-
cused of ignorance)on the subject of
the present production of lead ore in
Canada, which, as/he only too- well
knows, amounts yﬁ/pracncally nothing.
He therefore takgs no chances of secur-
ing enough lead ore to hurt him, and in
spite of his assurances that the great
American trust is now in the market
to stay, yet should lead in the London
market reach a price which will enable
British Columbia to produce as she did
two years ago, Mr. Johnson would be
the first to have business in China or
elsewhere, and his company would cer-
tainly discover that freight rates were
too high or ores too refractory to suit
thei purposes.

While Mr. Johnson is probably quiet-
1y patting himself on the back, as well
as earning his salary from the Ameri-
can Smelting & Refining company in
putting up what appears to be the big-
gest bluff that has ever come into the
vountry, the Canadian miners on the
other hand are securing a considerable
amount of quiet amusement at Mr.
Johnson’s expense and now look upon
him -as being perhaps the King of Ore
Joshers. ;

Editor Miner: Referring to an article

YIELD OF GOLD AND SILVER..

The Financial Chronicle publishes the
annual estimates of the world's pro-
duction of gold and silver for the year
1902. That of gold foots up $304,589,862,
‘against $266,5669,884 for the year before.
The highest yield of any year (that of
1899) was $314,630,283. It is specially re-
markable that the world’s preduction
is now within $10,000,000 of what it was
when the South African yield was at
its highest. In 1899 the output of the
latter was $73,227,100. In ‘1902 it was only
$40,000,000.

‘When the Transvaal mines are turn-
ing out their usual quantity, the total
annual product will probably be $25,-
000,000 larger than that of last year, un-
less there should be a falling off in
other countnies. There has been some
decline in Canada, due to the Yukon’s
falling off, and the Dominion’s produc-

$24,400,000 in 1901 and $27,900,000 in 1900.

On the other hand, the -output of
Australia has increased about $7,000,-
000, and that of the United States about
$2,200,000, as compared with 1901. More
remarkable than the world’s production
of gold, however, is that of silver,
which has shown a steady increase in
the face of declining prices.

"PHOENIX, B. C., Feb. 27.—Ore ship-
ments from the Granby mines in this
camp have been cut in half from the |
daily rate of 1500 tons, which has been

, Granby smelter at Grand Forks, neces-
sitated by repairs.

From the company mamagement it is
learned that the smelter now has about
twelve days’ supply of coke on hand,
after using gwhich, if no more is receiv-
ed, the works will be forced to tem-
porarily, suspend operations. In the
meantime negotiations are still going
on to secure coke from the Union col-
ilieries at the coast, and it may be
possible to secure some 5000 or 6000
tons, or enough for a month’s run at
the smelter.

At the. present time the Granby
mines are employing the largest force
of men they have had for some months
—about 360 in number, and Superin-
tendent Williams announces that even
if the smelter is forced to close for a
while on account of shortage of coke
he will need nearly the entire force to
| do some development work that he has
mapped out, and whfch he has not been |
able to get at recently. The indica-
tions, therefore, are that this camp will
not be directly affected seriously by the
coal miners’ strike.

“The Granby company has contracted
with the Dunsmauir colliery, on  the
British Columbia coast, for 200 tons of
coke a day to run its smelters at Grand.
Forks, B. C.” said Jay P. Graves,
manager of the company, at Spokane.
“The ceke was to have commenced
coming on Tuesday, but we have not
had word of its being shipped. The
coke will cost our company $16,000 a
month more than we would have paid
for coke if it had not Rgeen -for the

It is said that
Manager Coul&rey has been offered
water . from Violin lake for a very rea-
sonable figure—$50,000, but that he has
not finally accepted because of some
question as to the feasibility of bring-
ing water from Violin lake close enough
to his mines to justify the expenditure.
As soon as he makes up his mind—and
it will be necessary for him to do so
very soon—he will probably close.a deal

‘for the purchase of the Violin lake

supply. Then there will be nothing to
prevent him from immediately pro-
ceeding with the erection ofhis mill
and attacking the large low grade ore
bodies of the Le Roi No. 2. But in the
case of the Centre Star and War Eagle
it is somewhat different. These mines
require ten'tlmee as much water as the
Le Roi No. 2 because they are ready
for operations on a much mores exten-
sive scale. It is said that the manage-
ment of these two mines has‘ acquired
water in various near-by creeks but
that it will be necessary to get an ad-
ditonal sﬁpply in order to mill 1000 to
2000 tons .a day.

Then, wherein is the in-
vestor guaranteed against lom" Seldom
is a promoter in a position to put up
the bonds or other securities to protect
the guarantee. Occasionally & method
is adopted, where a certain per cent
of the funde obtained from sale of
shares, which placed at interest for a
certain period, will guarantee the ori-
ginal investment. In this case the pur-
chaser puts up the guarantee. The

f DOHINION COAL STATISTICS.

The delay in printing the reports of
the various 'departments of the Domin-
jon government, is getting to be absurd.
The census of 1901 was published very
recently and the report of the Section
of Mines for 1901 has just been issued.

Even as histori-
cal documents they are defective. This
report, for instance, omits all mention|,
of the coal minjng in the ‘North Sas-
katchewan. In a period dike the present,
when coal and iron mining, to go no
further, is so rapidly developing from
year to year, it is jparticularly nnntip—
factory to find the government just is-
suing not a report brought down to Dec.

So far as the Dominion returns go,
the coal mining industry of the west
is making very gratifying progress. The
report shows that the coal production
of British Columbia is derived from two
distinct fields, viz.; from the collieries
on Vancouver island and from those near
the Crow’'s Nest Pass. The total sales
and shipments, ete., for the year 1901,
were 1,660,615, This figure does not in-
clude the coal used in coke ovens which
amounted in 1901 to 221,226 tons of 2,240

pounds, or 247,773 short tons. The re-

ing, for the reason that coal mining in
this Province has greatly increased dur-
ing the last. twelve months.

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ONTARIO AND IMMIGRATION.

Ontario is\face to face with a very
serious . problem, involving a steady
increase in the demand for labor and
a corresponding decrease in the sup--e |
ply. Ontario’s vorland, it is claimed,
is not receiving its fair share of immi-
grants, as compared with the west and £
with other undeveloped parts of the
Dominion. The Ottawa immigration
department is officered chiefly by men
from Wata'n Canada, and immigrants
are naturally directed thither. Mean-
‘while there is continual drain upon the |
present labor supply of the eastern |
part of the province by the constant
exodus to New Ontario, to Manitoba
and to the Territories. In the case of
the rural Mistricts, this exodus is also
increased by the tendency of young
men and women to drift from the

farms and small towns to the cities,
where the more strenuous life and the

call of manufacturing industties for
more hands offer great attractions.
Last year out of the 5000 arrivals from
foreign countries reported in Ontario,
it is estimated that not one-third of
them settled in the older part of the
province, while the exodus to New On- |
tario and te the west very consider-
ably outnumbered the influx of new
settlers. Consequently, the increasing
seriousness of the labor situation, espe-
cially in view of the growing demands
for labor arising from rapidly expand-
ing industries, is readily seen.
Premier Ross and his colleagues are
much concerned over the present out-
look 'in Old Ontario for the coming
‘| vear, and urgent representations have
been made to immigration department
officials, pointing out the desirability
of sending a much large number of im-
migrants there to fill the places of
Ontario people leaving for the newer
fields of settlement.

VICTORIA, March 2.—At this morn-
ing’'s session of the mining association
a motion was passed urging the pro-
vincial government to resist the eclaim
of the C. P. R. to the coal and petroleam
lands of Southeast Kootenay, and to
remove the reserve on those lands as
well as those on Graham island, allowing
the location of coal and petroleum lands
by prospectors on equitable terms. An-
cther resolution asked the Dominion
government to open up their 50,000 acre
reserve of coal land in the Crow’s Nest
Pass. In each case it was suggested
that the government should keep a cer-
tzin amount of control. The vote on the
resolutions was practically nnanimaeus.

At 8 o’clock this evening the delegates
appointed. to attemipt a settlement of
the Fernie strike left for that place.
The convention itself closed at noon, al-
though the executive committee was
busy until “late in the evening settling
a lasge number of matters and dealing
with resolutions passed on to them for
consideration.

Chairman *Keen made a stroke of
diplomacy shortly after the re-assemb-
ling of the convention this morning, when
after referring to the difficulty of deal-

+ing at long distance with a matter like

the Crow’s Nest strike he asked Man-
ager Tonkin, who was in the audience,
if he would aecept the manly and honest
mediation of the conciliation committee.

GUNN GETS
DAMAGES

$2000 Awarded lLe Roi
Employee Injured
Last Fall.

Jury Considered Mine Su=-
perintendent Guilty
“of Negligence.

(From Thursday's Daily.)
Donald Gunn was awarded $2000 dam-
ages against the Le Roi Mining com-
pany last night at the supreme court
sittings. The case attracted wide-
spread interest among the working-
men of the eity because of the tragic
nature of fhe aceident in which Gunn
was injured. Superintendent Dunkle,
who met death within a few. feet of

Gunn in the fatal cave, was saddled

with negligence by the jury in the case,

on the ground that Dunkle did not
warn Gunn of the damgerous nature of
the work he was to perform. The jury

was in session over six hours before a

verdict was agreed upon, this being

probably the longest jury session in
loca: court annals.

Pait of Tuesday and most of yester-
day was taken up with the evidence in
the action. After the noon adjourn-
ment counsel for th2 plaintiff and de-
fense addressed the jury, followed by
Mr Justice Irving, whose charge oc-
cupied fifteen or twenty minutes. At
3:15 the jury retired, to return at 8
p. m. with the statement that because
of some misunderstanding as to the
nature of the questions asked they
were unable to agree on a verdict. The
points in doubt having been cleared up
by the court, the jury again retired
for three-quarters of an hour, returning
with a vedict of $2000 for the plaintiff.

The questions propounded to the jury
by the court and the answers thereto
were as follows:

Q.—Was the injury to the plaintiff
caused by the negligence of any per-
son in the service of the company, who
had superintendence intrusted to him,
whilst in the exercise of such superin-
tendence?

A.—Yes. Inasmuch as Superintend-
ent Dunkle did not advise the plaintiff
of the probable danger.

Q.—If yes, who?

A.—Superintendent Dunkle.

Q.—Was the injury to the _plaintiff
caused by reason of:the mnegligence of |
any person in the service of the com-
pany to whose orders the plaintiff was
bound to conform and did conform?

A.—No. We have no evidence to
show that such accident was  caused
by the ‘order given for blasting.

Q.—Did the injury result. from his
having “so conformed?

A.—We have no evidence, to show
that it did.

Q.—Did the plaintiff, knowing the
nature and the condition of the ground
and fully appreciating the risk of ac-
cident he ran by working in the stope
referred to, under the circumstances
voluntarily assume to take such ‘risk
upon himself?

A.—No.

Q.—Was the injury of which the
plaintiff - complains caused by reason
of any defect in the condition or ar-
rangement in the premises, by reason
of any defect in the construction of
the scaffolds or other erections erected
by the defendants, or in the material
used in the construction thereof?

A.—We do fiot think so. 5

Q.—If you say in answer to question
seven that there was any negligence in
making the erection or in not discov-
ering the defects or in not remedying

4 the defects, in what did such negligence
consist?

A.—We believe the necessary precau-
tions were taken to remedy the defects
on the 11th and 12th floors.

Q.—Amount of damages?

A.—Two thousand dollats.

The members of the jury,
Grigor, foreman, Fraser, Baur, Mec-
Naughton, ' Lalonde, Robinson, Simp-
son and Logam, conveyed their thanks
to the court for its forbearance and as-
sistance, which were pleasantly ac-
knowledged by Mr. Justice Irving.

THE CASE OF ALBI

FRIENDS- OF .THE IMPRISONEﬁ
ITALIAN SEEK EXECUTIVE
CLEMENCY.

HE HAS SERVED HALF OF A
FIVE-YEAR SEN-
TENCE.

Another attempt is being made to se-
cure a pardon for William Rafael Albi,
the Rossland man sentenced to five
years' “imprisonment by ‘Mr. Justice
‘Walkem at Nelson on October 19, 1900.
A former -effort in this direction was
unsuccessful, but another petition Ras
‘been prepared and a large number of
signatures have already been secured.

It will be remembered that Albi Shot
Herbert McArthur at the Columbia sa-
lcon on First avenue. McArthur came
to Albi’s. rooms-and demanded admis-
gion. Being refused the intruder: broke
open the door and was received with
a volley by Albi. “MecArthur fell, and
Alb} beat him on the face and head
with the gun,

“When the case came to trial at Nelson,
Albi was convicted of assault in an ag-
grayated form. but there was a certain'
meagure of extenuation in the circum-
 stances, and his sentence would, possibly,
‘have been comparatively light, had he
not made a fatal blunder. When asked
by the court™if he had anything to say
why sentence should not be passed, Al-
bi startled the court room and astounded
his. attorneys by responding: “No. I
don’t expect to get justice on this side
of the line.” . A five year sentence was
promptly imposed. Albi has served half
of the sentence, and his friends believe
it'is time that executive clemency should
be exercised, lest the jdea should arise
that persecution for a foolish and ill-
sdvised remark had been substituted
for punishment for an éffence aaginst
the eriminal code.

About a year ago a. similar petxtlon
was sent to Ottawa. Eight months later
a reply was received to the effect that
‘the governor-general could not see his
way eclear to interfere with the action
of the trial judge.

e Spokane branch wm be exclu-
sively a branch of the Bank of Mon-
treal,”. said Mr. Sweeny. “We shall
not accept local capital in financing it,
unless the laws of this state or this
country should call for something of
that sort. I am not quite clear as to
whether we shall be “expected to in-
corporate the bank. Of course, we wish
to comply with all the laws of the
country and state to the dot, and we
shall do so. How our taxation will be
aranged I do not as yet kmow. Per-
haps we can make the question of how
much money to place at the disposal of
the bank and that of taxation solve
each other.”

“Is the bank to be eswblished to
handle the business of the Canadian
Pacific branch to be built between Spo-
kane and the Katena.y country?”’ was
asked.

The Boards of Trade Will
Show Reduction Means
Prosperit)y.

When the Rossland board of trade
and the Associated Boards take up the
question of freight rates into the Koote-
nays they will essay a task that will
enlist the solid support of the people
of the Kootenays. The question has
been at issué so long as to become al-
most an-old story, but the burden is
ag grievous today as it was years ago,
and it is this fact that leads to thg
deduction that the railroads have not

taken the generous attitude toward a
country in its infancy and requiring
fostering care. Instead of being fos-
tered, the Kootenays have been plun-
dered and hampered by vexatious
freight tariffs.

Excessive freight charges have been
general in every line of transportation.
The merchants and miners have been
loaded down with the {ast cent in
freignt rates that their business would
stand. . The accuracy of this assertion
will not be doubted, and the question is
as to the best means of bringing out
the salient facts relating to freight
charges, the improved situation to be
developed under a schédule of rates
that would be more -consistent and
equitable than the present scale, and
the best method of placing the matter
before the proper people and conduct-
"ing the campaign for remedial steps.

G. W. McBride—*“I should like to see
the Rossland board of trade and the
Associated Boards of Trade of Eastern
British Columbia give this question of
freight rates the attention it deserves.
There is no need, as The Miner has
very sensibly said, to approach this
matter in an acrimonius or undiplo-
matic spirit. 'What we want is that
the railway companies be made to un-
derstand that the present industrial
condition of the Kootenays is seriously
handlcapped by the existing freight
tariffs. If they can be induced to
realize that lower rates mean a.mater-
ial increase in freight, we shall gain
the object for which we are all so
earnestly striving.”

H. W. C. Jackson, secretary of the
Associated Boards of Trade—“As I
don’t know anything about the pres-
ent freight rates, either transcontinen-
tal or local, I .cannot possibly say
whether they are reasonable or not.
It is a pretty safe guess, however,
that both could be reduced to the mu-
tual advantage of the railway com-
pany and its customers. The develop-
ment and settlement of Manitoba ang
the Northwest, as well as British Co-
lumbia, was brought to a standstill for
14 years by the failure of the C. P. R.
to recognize the necessity of so’adjust-
ing freight rates that the producers
of the country could make something
over a bare living. The present boom
in Manitoba and Northwest lands is
solely due to the fact that cheap farm-
ing land can no longer be found in the
United States, and unless the railw ays
materially reduce their rates, and thus
enable the people now in the country
to make money, the boom will be short-
lived. The same shortsighted policy of
charging all and more than the trafiic
would bear used to be the rule in
Britishi Columbia and most probably is
now."

C. P. R. - Magnate Says
Demand For Lumber
Exceeds Supply.

Lnmber Men Don’t Un-
derstand Remarkable
Demand.

From day to day the remarkable de-
velopment of the lumbering industry’
in East and West Kootenay is being
accentuated, and it is rapidly becom-
ing known that the industry is experi-
encing a boom unprecedented and
founded on absolutely “conservative
grounds. The wonderful growth of
Manitoba and the Territories is echoed
in thé timber lands of eastern British
Columbia, where every method is being
adopted to keep pace with the démand
for material across the Rockies.

When in Nelson yesterday C. E. Mg-
Pherson, general passenger agent of
the Camnadian Pacific western lines,
gave somie information regarding the
situation in Manitoba and the Terri-
tories that will serve as an eye-opener
to residents of the Kootenays who have
not grasped the real situation. He is
reported as saying that in Manitoba
and the Territories along branch lines
the train service would probably be
doubled. That is, where a tri-weekly
service was in force now a daily ser-
vice would be commenced next month
and maintained for at least some time
to come. This change was made im-
perative by the enormous influx of
settlers this year. The first lot to come
were - already commencing to arrive.
They were almost entirely Americans,
well used to the conditions they would
meet and quite capable of taking care
of themselves. When he left Winnipeg
arrangéements had been completed to
handle a large batch of first-comers,
and it would take about 3000 cars to
bring them and their eflects west.

Orders had already been issued to
give lumber shippers into the Territor-
ies from British Columbia and from
the east preference as far as possible,
and ‘a large amount was now being
rushed in. This was necessary in-order
to provide dwellings for the new set-
tlers and shelter their stock.

“I do not think,” said Mr. McPher-
son, ‘“that your lumbermen can com-
menge to supply the demand for lum-
ber. I know that many mills have
started up in this section, but I doubt
if the men in the business realize whae
a demand there will be- this summer.
Under the circumstances prices are
sure to be high and as quiekly as the
ldmber is shipped in it will be snapped
up. There is, of course, no timber in
the Territories and practically no large
amount of lumber on hdnd, =o that no
matter how large your cut may be
this year there will be no difficulty
over disposing of it, to say nothing of
vour home consumption, which, I un-
derstand, will be very good this year.”

Many shrewd residents of the Heoote-
nays have already foreseen the enor-
mous demrand for lumber that would
naturally result from the influx of set-
tiers to the Prairie province and the
Territories, and large areas of timber
lands have been picked up as the re-
sult. "In several instances their fore-
thought has had its reward in sales to
milling companies. Under existing

conditions it is not surprising that land |

carrying good timber is in great de-
mand, and the values are rising with
a rapidity that is only equalled by the
magnitude of the market afforded for
the product. The question of freight
rates does not enter into the matter
seriously, as-a figure is. realized for
finished lumbér that gives the milling
concern a handsome profit. A few
vears of such progress in the Territor-
ies will see several lumber millionaires
evolved in the Kootenays, and many
more or less substantial fortunes es-
tablished.

FINE FISHING GROUNDS OF THE
KOOTENAY RIVER MUST BE
PROTECTED,
PRESERVATION WILL ASSIST SUB-
STANTIALLY IN ATTRACTING
TOURIST TRAVEL.

C. E. McPherson, general passenger
agent for western lines of the Canadian
Pacific, states that the forthcoming sea-
son is likely to see unprecedented tourist
travel from England and the east to the
great west. He belieyes that inland
tourist associations, such as that organ-
ized in Nelson last year, can accompli@x
nuch in the direction of bringing visi-
tors into West Kootenay, with .the as-
sistance which the Canadian Pacific will
gladly give along lines suggestea by the
residents of the Kootenays.

This brings to the fore a feature that
deserves the attention of all interested |
in bringing tourist travel into tfhie dis-
irict, One of the advertised attractions of
the eountry is the fishing, for it is gen-
erally kuown the average tourist is al-
ways anxious to drop off for a day at
any good fishing point, and if he has
a good day’s sport the fact will gradu-
ally become known and materially as-
sist in attracting others. The ideal fish-
ing ground in this district is Slocan
Crossing and the stretches of Kootenay
river below Bonnington Falls. There
is grave danger, however, that the pools
that have abounded with magnificent
trout for years are being rapidly de-
pleted by pot fishermen, and in connec-
tion. with .advertising the attractions of
the country, the tourist associations
should see to it that the Slocan Cross-
ing pools are preseyved more strictly
than has been the case in the past.

It is a fact that upwards of a dozen
professional fishermen reside at Slocan
Crossing each season and ship large
quantities of trout to Nelson, Rossland,
steamer landifigs and other points where
a market can be secured. They ply their
trade carefully, and it is difficult to es-
tablish the fact that unlawful means are
taken to capture the fiony game. TYet
it is true that these men will contract
to deliver any amount of trout ordercd
on the first day of an open season, and
that the fish- will be shipped as ordered,
although the day may be such that vis-
iting sportsmen will not attempt fisn-
ing at all, or, if they do, cannot sie-
eced in getting a rise.  Throughout the
gesson from twenty to a hundred pouads
of trout; are shipped from Slocan Cross-
ing daily by the professmnals. and no
fishing ground ecan maingain  this rec ard
for any considerable length of time.

Everyone interested in the preserv.i-
tion of this magnifieent fishing ground

the pot-fisher. The Crossing isn’t half
as good for fishing as it was two or
three years ago, anmd that period hence
it will be entirely cleaned out by the
men who fish for the market and take
fish by fair meéans or foul.

UNION AGAIN JOINSIN

‘When the suggestion was first offered
it refeived the approval of prominent
board of trade and union' men. The
council, of the board took the subject
up and wrote the union, inviting the
latter to elect such members as they
thought would adequately represeat
them on the board. Un Sunday the
union went into the question as a
body, and the result was an active
measure of approval. It was the senti-
ment of the organization' that the
cause of unity throughout the camp
might be promoted by securing repre-
sentation dn the board of trade, and
it was decided to appoint two repre-
sentatives, whose annual fees to the
board of trade will be paid out of the
common fund.

Peter R. Macdonald a.nd M. P. Ville-
neuve, the .Ia.tter being secretary of the
union, were selected. Alternate mem-
bers were appointed in the persons of
William .L. Macdonald and A. R. Ray,
the idea being that the first named
representatives might leave the city
during the year and that, as it was in-
tended that the union as a body should
be represented, the only way to get
over such difficulty would be to appoint
alternates, as was done. The board
of trade is certain to agree to the pro-
posal in view of the arguments in its
favor.

BAREFACED ATTEMPT TO OUST
INDIVIDUALS FROM THEIR

WILL RUIN THOUSANDS AND CRE-

The ‘particular importance of the new
move fs this: The Elk river divides the
coal lands, and on’ the east side the
Grow's Nest Coal company controls the
most easily worked lands, but on the
west side are lands which can just as
readily be worked and which were sup-
posed to be government lands, but which
the ‘€. P. R. are now. claiming under
their Columbia & Western subsidy grant.
Applications have already been made
t» the government for coal rights by
private individuals on the ground now
clzimed by the railway and the authori-
ties have been importuned to grant a
title' so that the locators could get to
work and develop the ecoal seams, which
can ‘be done comparatively cheaply and
easily. If the railway succeeds in mak-
ing its claim goed to these vastly valu-
able lands it will mean the closing out
of all the rights which private individ-
uals have been struggling to obtain for
many months,

If the matter is fought ount in the
courts it is not probable that the addi-
tional elaim of the railway will be al-
lewed.

The total acreage, of southeastern
Kcotenay is about 4,500,000, and of this
the Canadian Pacific has already ob-
tained and is in possession of eover 3.~
000,000 acres and they are now seek-
ing to obtain the additional 240,000 acres

The C.P.R. to Bring in
Coke From Co-
mox.

Seven Thousand Tons of
Fuel Will Last 30
Days.

(Special to The Miner.)

ARROWHEAD, Feb. 28—The C. P.
R. has perfected arrangements for the
supply of the West Kootenay and Boun-!
dary smelters with coke, pending the
wesumption of operations at the Crofl
Nest collieries,

Captain Gore, commodore of the C.
P. R. fleet of steamers on the Arrow
Ixkes, is the authority for the statement
tkat the proposed supply will come from
the Dunsmuir collieries at Comox, Van-
wouver Island, where, he claims, there
are 5000 to 7000 tons of coke lying asg a
zeserve supply for the Crofton and Ev-
mvett smelters. It is said that the cap-
acity of the Comex ovens, which is 200
tone a day, is more than sufficient to
meet the present needs of the coast
sihuelters, and, as there is mo likelihood’
wof labor troubles at Comox, this surplusy
38 available for Trail and Boundary.

The supply of coke thus available is
sufficient to treat between 50,000 and
$0,000 tons of ore. The Boundary and
*Iiail smelters handle about 3,000 tons
daily. This insures nearly a month’s
supply of fuel with the smelters running
at full blast.

It is not known what freight rate
the C. P. R. is charging, but it is a fore-’
gone conclusion that it will have to be
a bedrock figure, if the Boundary smelt-
ers contract for coast coke. The Le Roi
company had the refusal of all the
regerve coke at Comox, but refused to
pay -the Great Northern Railway com-
pany’ more than $8 per ton delivered at
Northport. The railway demanded over
311, and that is the reason why the
Northport works were shut down. It
‘would be impossible for the Granby com-
pany to pay wmiore than the Le Roi. It
is therefore practically certain that the
C. P. R. has gquoted a figure that brings
the supply within the range ‘of the
Granby’s sphere of profitable operations.

As the C. P.'R. owns the Trail smelt-
er, it would simply be a matter of haul-
ing Comox fuel at cost, in order to con-
tinue smelting at.Trail.

The steamer Rossland, the most pow-
exful vessel in the Arrow Lakes fleet,
has been taken off the Robsoh-Arrow-
head passenger run to haul the coke
berges down the lakes to West Rob-
aou Her\ place as a passenger steamer

.AMERICANS BUYlNﬁ

KOOTENAY TIMBER TRACTS BE-

ING GOBBLED UP
SPEEDILY.

EASTERN CANADIANS ARE ALSO
INVESTING HEAVILY IN

G. -O. Buchanan, of Kaslo, one 6f the
leading lumbermen of Southern British
Columbia, in an interview in Nelson re-
cently, referred to.the present boom in
the lumber business of this province,
which had grown steadily for some time
and this year is making such gigantic
strides. Many. Americans had come
through the southeastern portion of
British Columbia, and had acquired tim-
ber rights and mills in several sections,
and in some instances had made great
bargains, getting under one control sgev-
eral widely scattered properties. Bast-
ern Canadian timber men have also
come in, particularly of late, and Brit-
ish Columbia men, noted in the timber
business, have acquired and are now
seeking to obtain, large tracts of timber
for speculative purposes. The cut this
year will far exceed anything attempted
in British Columbia up fo date, and
there should be no difficulty in dispos-
ing of the output at fair prices. Owing
to the certain inrush this year of settlers
into the Territories, there is sure to be
a heavy demand for shingles and lum-
ber, and British Columbia s -in an ex-
cellent position to take advantage of the
situation. The home market should be
a good one this year, and with the de-
mand from the Territories, the large ex-
pected cut now being prepared for should
be easily disposed of,

Everyone acquainted with the timber
outlook in this province "at the present
time will agree with Mr. Buchanan’s
views, and there are many who take
even a brighter view of the industry’s
immediate future, and who Bsay that
millions of dollars are being invested
ty meet the increasing demands- upon
the British Columbia supply. Prices are
already climbing up and will go much
higher this year. In East Kootenay, par-
ticularly, the Iumber interest has fer
the moment at any rate, taken the place
of mining, and is affording work for
a small army of men,

WELL KNOWN HERO OF THIS
CAMP HAS BEEN CLAIMED
BY DEATH.

SAVED THE LIVES OF TWO COM-
RADES AT THE RISK OF
HIS OWN. ¢

A hero of the Rossland mining camp
died here yesterday. James Hemsworth,
familiarly and almost exclusively, known

s “Jim,” passed away at 12:30 p. m

after suffering from diphtheria since’

since last Wednesday, says the Spokes-
man-Review. 8Six years ago he saved
the lives of two miners named Smith and
Conson by thrusting his arm into the cogs
of a windlass ‘and risking death and
horrible mutilation, ¥For seven years
he had been employed as a wmeotorman
and conductor by the streetcar company
here, and many of his friends did not
know that he was the man who set the
ectire west talking of his heroism and
mnmﬂalmh‘veryhrn-thnoy-
al Canadian Humane society. - -

At the time of the accident Hemsworth |

was working at the mouth of a 150 foot
lhaft of the Young America mine, haul-
ing dp ore in ‘an ironbound bueket by
means of a windlass. The bucket, filled
with rock, had almost reached the top,:
when the iron erank of the windlass
suapped in two and thie heavy bueket
started for the bottom at a terrific rate,’
siraight toward the men below. He was
thtown to the ground at the time, but
sprang up in time to see the whirling
windlass and realize that death was
impénding above his comrades.

Springing forward, he threw himself
upon the revolving machinery, forcing
his arm and shoulder between the cogs.
With a jerk and a crunch the bucket
stopped just above the heads of Smith
and Conson.

An ovation awaited the hero. At a
mass meeting at Rossland he was pre-
scnted with the bronze medal of  the
humape society, engraved on omne side
with the arms and name of the society
and bearing on the ether “Awarded to
James Hemsworth for heroic courage
and presence of mind in saving (at the
risk of his own life) the lives of two men
in a mine at Rossland, B. C., 7th Feb-
ruary, '97.” A fund of $72.65 was raised
for the hero while he was in the hospital,
but this he refused to accept, and at his
suggestion it was given to aid the family
of a’disabled miner named Baynes.

His only known relative is a sister liv-
ing somewhere in the east. He had been
living by himself in a small house next
to 02403 Monroe street, the home of his
friend, Harry Miller. He came from
Rossland to Spokane and has resided
here for tlie past seven years. His arin
healed and he reeovered the perfect use
of it, At the time of his death he was
47 years old.

The funeral services will be held Sun-
day ‘afternoon at 2 o’clock at the under-
taking chapel of the Turnbull Undertnk-
ing company.

Adequate Coke Supplies
'Will Result i Greater
Production.

A thousand tons of ore a day from
the Le Rol mine is not a fantasy but
a well defined plan that.will go into
effect as soon as the Northport smelter
is In receipt of sufficient coke {0 treat
its full complement of ore. HEach day
brings a settlement at Fernie closer,
‘and the completion of the coke ovens
&L Morrissey nearer ‘at ‘hand. ' These
two features will bring about a full
supply of coke for Northport, and this
will be followed almost immediately
by an increase of large proportions in
the Le Roi’'s output, with consequent
big increases in the working force. A
few monfhs will seé not less than 600
men W daily in the big Red
mountain property.

As is generally known, the mine is
now shipping run-o’-mine ore, and has
been pursuing this policy since the first
of the year. The fact accounts for the
comparatively small profits in January,
but it must alse be taken into con-
sideration that had the smelter been
running full swing the profits’ would
have been much more than double.
The Miner has precise information to
the effect that with coke to run the
full smelter plant the Le Réi company,
shipping the present low grade ‘ores,
can readily make a monthly profit of
$45,000. The problem has been reduced
to figures, and does not contemplate
the shipment of high grade ores at all.

To compass the foregoing results the
mine would ship a minimum of 24,000
tons monthly, smelt half the product
raw, saye costs in ‘handling - at the
plant, and‘whittle down smelting char-
ges to the $3 mark as outlined by
John H. Mackenzie. This would have
been done at: the first of the year had
the coke supplies been adequate and
regular, but the policy of large produc-
tion is certain to be inaugurated as
soon as the fuel problem is solved,
which will bg when the Fernie strike
is settled and the Morrissey coke sup-
plies are fortheoming.

The adoption of this policy by the
Le Roi will have  an important effect
locally, inasmuch as it will bring about
&, large incréase in the working crew.
The coke shartage has temporarily dis-
placed the plans of the management,
but the postponement of the progrém.
of enhanced activity is only temiporary, -
and when the drawback is. overcome
the results predicted will be forthcom-
ing. This is another of the bright

The langd. in dmpute. says the ¥Fort
Steele’ Prospector, the leaaing 'uewgyap-
er of East Kootenay, includes the new
Morrissey townsite, which  has been
crown granted, iand appuied for under
some 20 coal prospecting applications for
licenses, 24 tumber ucenses, five tuubes
leuses, and: several pre-emptions.

The land subsidy granted to the Co-
lmmbia & Western rauway, by its char-
ter, is specific in stating that, “a tract
of land extending 16 miies on each side

oi the proposed railway, and also such
further area contiguous to the railway
as the lieutenant governor in . council
Ay rcct,gm order: to make up sutficient
quan®®y under this Act.”

-The land in guestion extends from
about two miiles below the nmew town-
tite of Morrissey to about eight nules
above Michel creek, and contains over
200,000 acres of choice timber, oil and
coal lands,

It would appear that the Columbm
& Western, through its connection with
the.C. P. R., conceived the idea of ap-
plying to t,he provincial government for
this land under the charter granted for
the construction of said rallway. know-
ing this land to be rich in-timber, coal
and other minerals It woald upon -its
fuce, seem that said company fradulent-
ly attempted to obtain’this land from
the government, after having satisfied
itself .of its great value, utterly disre-
garding the clause in said charter that
“all lands must be contigsous to the
line of the road.”

It is a well known fact that the C.
P. R, has had for several years past,
survey parties exploiting the district;
sclectmg the chpicest timber and agri-
cultural land, and in its sélection of
lunds under the B. C. SoutHern charter
it secured almost all of the best timber
and ' agricultural lands ‘in Southeast
Kootenay, over 3,000,000 aeres.

It' is positively ' stated that the land
known as block 4593 was  never under
reserve, but was held subject to the se-
lection of lands under the B. C. South-
ern charter. y

. Block #4594 contains 300,000 acres of
choice ‘timber,' eoal, 0il and agricultural
lands, its estimated value is larger than|
any similar area in-:British : Columbia.
The coal lauds already located eondlt
of ‘about 128,000 .acres, having a gov-
ernment valuation of $10 per acre, or a
total value of $1,280,000.  If this reserve
was’thrown open, and its coal lands de-
veloped, the royalty, five cents.per ton
upon its production, would average not
less than $1,000 per acre, or a total of
$12,800,000 as a revenue to the govern-
ment. The oil lands in the southeastern
part of the reserve give strong indica-
tions of oil bearing, and there is no doubt
but that the production of oil will be|
an important industry of the district
in the near future.

The Columbia & Western railway have
no claim upon land. in Southeast Koot-
enay, and under its charter, and the aec-
tion. now brought by the company for
an injunction, is another bulldozing
scheme on the part of the C. P. R.
to obtain control and pqseession of the
coal lands of Southeast Kootenay, and
in case of a land grant being made to
the Canadian Northern, will not obstruct
its passage, provided the government
will give them the land in reserve, the
most valuable piece of land there is
in British Columbia today.
