It*has developed that Chiswell took
out an insurance. policy for $248-in
August Tast:  Just whether or not the
policy ‘will have to be paid, owing to
the death*wound being self-inflicted,
is a question, but the insurance om-
pany has been notified of the ‘death.

The funeral*will probably take place
to-day.
