SYNOPSIS OF CANADIAN NORTH-

WEST LAND REGULATIONS.

NHE sole head of a family, or any male
over 18 years old, may homestead a
quarter-section’ of available Dominion land
in Manitoba, Saskatchewan or Alberta. Ap-
plicant must appear in person at the Do-
minion Lands Agency or Sub-Agency for
the District. Batry by proxy may be made
at any Dominion Lands Agency (but not
Sub-Agency), on certain conditions.

Duties—Six months residence upon and
eultivation of the land in each of three
years. A homesteader may live within nine
miles of his homestead on a farm of at
least 80 acres, on certain conditions. A
habitable house is required except where
residence is performed in the vicinity.

In certain districts a homesteader in
good standing may pre-empt a quarter-
section alongside his homestead. Price §3.00
per acre.

Duties—Six months residence in each of
three years after earning homestead pat-
ent: also 50 acres extra cultivation. Pre-
empilion patent may be obtained as soon
as homestead patent, on certain conditions.

A settler who has exhausted his home-
stead right may take a purchased home-
stead in certain districts. Price $3.00 per
acre. Duties—Must reside six months in
each of three years, cultivate 50 acres and
erect a house worth $300.

The ares of cultivation is subject to re-
duction in ease of rough, scrubby or stony
land. Live stock may be substituted for
cultivation under certain eonditions.

The method usually adopted is as
follovs:—Mix one pint of Formalin
with 4o gallons of water, or 2 table-
spoonsful to 1 pail of water. Place
the grain to be treated in a heap on
clean canvas or floor. Spriqkle the
formalin solution over the grain, then
shovel. Repeat this until every grain
is moistened by the solution; then
cover the pile with sacking and leave
for 3 or 4 hours. At the end of this
time spread the grain out thinly to
dry; shovelling it over three or four
times will hasten the drying. Forty
gallons of the formalin solution 'S
sufficient to sprinkle thirty or forty
bushels of grain, smaller amounts in
proportion. e :

290,000 CANADIANS
IN ALL ENROLLED

Number of Men Recruited in
Dominion Since the
#War Began.

Ottawa, March 31.—"The Govern-
ment has always taken pains to ascer-
tain the views of the Imperial author-
ities, especially the views of the War
Office, with regard to such matters,”

was the reply of Sir Robert Borden to G

an enquiry by Hon. Charles Marcil 'n
the House yesterday as to whether
the decision of the Administration to
enlist 500,000 Canadians for overseas
service was reached after the confer-
ence with the British authorities.

The Premier responded in the nega-
tive to a question as to whether any-
thing had occurred since the begin-
ning of the year to induce the govern-
ment to change its mind as to the
number to be enrolled in the expedi-
tionary forces. He said that the time
required to prepare such a force for
the field depended on conditions which
could not at present be foreseen and
that reasonable regard should be had
for the necessities of agriculture and
other industries,

The period involved in getting
troops ready for action had varied. Six
months might be taken as the mini-
mum time required to prepare infan-
try for the front. A longer time was
needed for other arms of the service.

Sir Robert told Mr, Marcil that
since the war began 290,000 men of
all ranks had been enrolled; there
were, approximately, 112,000 in Eng-
land and at the front, and, approxi-
mately, 135,000 still in Canada.

Casualties of every description
amounted to 22,000 and wastage ac-
counted for 21,900 more men.

The total expenditure of Canada for
war purposes up to the end of
February, 1916, was approkimately
$187,000,000.

The Situation.

The mercurial French, as they have
hitherto been known, continue to
show a steadiness and power of quiet
resistance which is challenging the
admiration of the world. They are
a nation transformed in this regagl.
From the very commencement of hos-
tilities the silent Joffre and his Gen-
erals have not boasted of what they
would do; they have simply gone
ahead and done it. Prior to this war
and remembering what happened in
the Franco-German struggle of 1870,
when France was conquered in a few
months, few. people would have im-
agined that the men of the tricolor
would have shown such sustained
and dogged resistance as that demon-
strated by them in the present strug-
gle. And the crowning exemplifica-
tion has come in connection with the
violent assaults of the Huns upon
Verdun. The Kaiserites have strained
every ounce of their tremendous war
machine in an effort to crush the
French in this region, with the resuly
that after weeks of fighting the men
of the iand of the fleur de lis are still
holding the ground, while the enemy,
with inhuman prodigality, have ex-
pended the lives of thousands of their
best soldiers without adequate result. |
Verdun holds and may continue to |
do so.

The Russians report good results
in their offensive against the Huns
on the Dwina front and in Asia Minor
the troops of the Czar are still mak-
ing headway for the important sea-
port of Trebizond, although the
Turks have rushed to the scene of
operations, picked troops released by
the gbandonment of the Gallipoli
campaign. G

German aeroplane attacks upon
Saloniki have aroused great in-
dignation among the Greek popula-
tion there. It begins to look as if
Venzelos would be on top again ere
long in that country.

Prompt Action.

As everycne expected who knows
Sir Robt. Borden and his jealous care
of Canadian honor, he lost no time
in the announcement of a Commis-
sion of two Judges to make a thor-
ough investigation into the fuse
charges.

Sir Wilfrid Laurier is not satisfied
with the course adopted No one
expected that he would be. His com-
plaint was that an enquiry should be
“conducted as completely as-possible
by the High Court of Parliament it-
self,” Everybody knows what that
would mean—investigation with more
or less partyism and majority and
minority reports.

Instead the Premier has chosen the
far better way of a judicial enquiry.
No man stands higher than Sir Wil-
liam Ralph Meredith, Chief Justice of
Ontario, the man who among other
things conducted the investigations
which led to the formulation of that
model of labor legislation, the Work-
men’s Compensation Act. His col-
league Hon. L. P. Duff is not so
well known, but he ranks as one of
the soundest judges on the Supreme
Court Bench of Canada. That their
findings will be absolutely without
prejudice and according to the as-
certained facts, does not admit of any
question.

Sir Sam Hughes has cabled com-
plete denial of any improper relations
regarding contracts and that he will
return by the first available boat. No

one has ever yet accused Sir Sam of
grafting, or failure to facz any issue.

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GREAT WORK OF FRENCH RALROADS

URING WAR: HUNOREDS OF' TRAINS,

RUNANG DALY

Plans of Mobilization Down te the Last Detail Completed
and Worked Out in French Army System—Within
1V, Heours After War Started Troops Were Entrain-
ed, Travelling Towards the Border.

Paris, March 31—(Corespondence of
The Associated Press).—"“The battles
of the ¥ser and Ypres Were, in the
first instance, won by the French
railroads, and though the French linc;
possessed certaii initial advantages

over them they have held their own
throughout the war,” says an officer
closely concerned :in ‘the mobihza-
tion, concentration and displacement
of the French troaps.

“The Germans have had the ad-
vantage of distance since the line
took the form of a triangle;; inside
that triangle their points of concen-
tration are nearer to the Yser or any
other part of the front than the Allies’
concentratisn points on the -other
side where it is necessary to turn the
aagle instecd of going across the in-
side of it.’

It appea-s that General Joffre fore-
saw the German flanking movement
toward Calais during the last days of
tl:c battle of the Marne, and began
sending troops to parry it as early
as September 8th. Between that date
and the beginning of October, 800
traips carried 17 ‘army corps and.
three divisions of cavalry northwards.

RAILROADS EFFICIENT.

A review of the military operations
beginning  with . the mobilization
shows that the railroads of France |
have acomplished everything that was |
expected of them contrary to the ex-,
perience of 1870. |

The first consideration in develop-
ing the efficiency of the military rail-
road is the maximum number of
trains that can be run one after an-
other within a given time., Conse-
quently all military trains are obliged
to run at the same reduced speed, fol-
lowing cach other at very close in-
tervals under the block system; with- !
out risk of accident, the continuous

movement accomplishesi more than
would be done by high speed which
which would nccessarily involve in-
creascd spaces between trains.

SPECIALLY TRAINED MEN.

In preparation tor this intense
movement necessitated by the mobil-
ization, the officers of the railway ser-
vicde of the French army met every
year under the direction of the general
staff to-study the problems involved,
each officer being placed on the spot
where in time of war he would be
called upon to exercise his functions.
The last drill of this kind was in Ap-
ril, 1914, when the manoeuyres un-
dertaken supposed the grouping ot
two armies face to face. Orders for
the operations had been gstgbllshed,
taking into account the vicissitudes of
battle and all the needs'of the army,'
so far as possible bringing their men
face to face with problems, incidents
and accidents, and consequent neces-
sity for immediate decisions such as
they would have to make in time of
war. That was how the men charged
with the transportatign of troops pre-
pared themselves for the mobilization
and the intensive movement of mili-
tary trains. that has continued ever
since,

SEVENTEEN PLANS SINCE 1870.

The plan under which the army was
mobilized in 19174, was the seventeenth
that had been elaborated since the
war of 1870, From the annual cen-

DURING THE RETREAT

They had scarcely arrived when the
retreat was ordered, and the railroads
were occupied in concentrating - at
the center and on the left the masses
of troops that atfacked the German
right and decided the battle. Three
army corps,five divisions of infantry
and three divisions of cavalry were
brought by rail from Lorraine, part
to the region of Chalons sur Marnsz
and part to the region of Paris.
