Rumored Railway Deal

e
XE" the people of Nova Scotia
to be sold body and soul, so
to~speak, to a great corp-
oration.? : ;

That is a question that is loom-
ing up if certain- press despatches
are to he believed. .

A despatch=in one of the Halifax
dailies * of - Wednesday announced
that the Hon. George H. Murray,
premier of Nova Scotia, had spent
one or-two days:-in Toronto with
William Mc¢Kenzie, of McKenzie
and Mann, the great railway mag-
nates, -discussing a great railway
scheme.

This scheme, it is said, involves
the building :of several hundred
niiles of railway in this provinee,
the merging of existing company
roads with the McKenzie and Manu
system, together _with® running
rights over the I. R* C.  In short,
that all- the railway interésts in
Nova Scotia, real and contemplat-
ed, are to pass into the hands of
the great Canadian Northern sys-
tem, the name the McKenzie and
Mann corporation is known by.

This, so the despatch also states,
i1s the -program Rremier Murray
will submit to the legislature when
it meets #his month.

We have too warm personal feel
ing and too much faith in Premier
Murray as a patriotic Nova Scotian
to charge him with attempting to
deliberately sell:the people of Nova
Scotia to a powerful railway corp-
oration, but we do say if he con-
templates ~what the” despatches
state, that he is losing . his grip oa
himeelf as the- hitherto trusted
lecder of the government of this
province. T

The despatch further states that
the province will be asked to
guarantee the bonds in connection
with ‘this scheme, and that the
peonle will be given, mark you,
‘RIGHT: to buy the lines at the
end: of a certain period of. vears "’
The “right to buy’’ what they hava

, already paid for. Did ever andacity

run * to greater length? If the
money to carry out this scheme is
to be borrowed on the credit of
the people of Nova Scotia, why not
the people borrow the money, build
and operate the rpad?. The Citizen
is uncompromisingly opposed to the
scheme as outlined in the despatch
and will ficht it, should an attemnt
be made to carry” it.out, to the
vtmost of  our ability, believing
that- it is in the best interest of
the }7(”\]’% of Nova Scotia, present
and future, to pursue a-course of
that kind .

The
despatch says the premier will sub-
mit the scheme to the legislature—
it should have said PEOPLE, for
he has no mandate to fasten such
a yoke of hondage upon them.
The honorable gentleman has in

part an  opportunity to test thz
people in ‘respect to the project,
that is, if he contemplates carrying
it out. There is a.by-election on
for the House of Assembly in Pic-
tou County: ~‘Let him submit the
scheme to the people, the electors
of that county. Though we have
not authority for saying so, we be-
lieve Mr. C. E. Tanner, one of the
candidates, would oppose it. - If
he did not he would deserve to be

-consigned to political oblivion.

Thus far we have not treated the
despatch as genuine, but we sub-
mit that it was inspired, sent out
as a feeler, in view of which it is
up to the people of Nova Scotia to
be alert, to lock the stable before
the horse is stolen. ‘

We have been led to believe that
the hranch lines of the province
would pass to the control of the
Dominion “Government. Have we
been deceived ? What are you going
to do about it?

VERY interesting story of a
) . shreyd move in the mining
6,7 fields of Nova Scotia comes

5 to The  Citizen, and it s
true, every word of it. Possinly
as a result there will be some heart
burnings. Briefly, it is as follows :

Not long since, the local world
became somewhat excited over ‘a
report that a very rich strike of
silver had l[m('n made ‘at Musquo
doboit,” Halifax County, and what
made it thore intéresting, there was
a lady in it, a maiden lady. Through
her enterprise and perseverence ii
was said, the find had been mad=,
and her native Musquodoboit had
become famous. True, it is a large
body of mineral ; to all appearances
silver was found in - the lo-
cality mentioned. The finders of
course, at once hied themselves to
the mining office in Halifax an-l
took out licenses, a great_ many
of them, at fifty cents each, the
regulation cost, to prospect for
silver. - That” would protect them
for a time, and later on they could
bond theirproperty.

Others followed suit and took up
arcas butting on, with the result
that the Provineial treasury was in
a good many dollars, Musquo-
doboit Had contributed a pretty
penny to the provincial revenue.
Indeed that locality for a time was
talked about almost as much as
was Cobalt in its palmy days.

Recently, however, a mining ex-
pert came to Trugo and got pos-
session  of samples
citizen- happened to have in his
possession. He made a th rough
test of it, and in due course of

that lead,

time bdcame convinced

not silver, predominated. His
next move was in company with
four others, to take out the right
to search five square miles for lead
This right to search 'of “tourse,
covers the aras taken up for silver
above referred to.. JThe right to
search covers a peridd of eighteen
months, and carries with it the
right to hold one square mile at Hy"
end of that time.

than the other people’s license “to
prospect for silver. The ,values of
the property must be determined,
in fact will be, by the mineral that
predominates it.

The Truro people say they have
no desire to deal unjustly with the
others, that they will recognize any
c¢laims they may have.

(Official Statement.)

Since. writing the above the
Truro parties interested have hand
ed The Citizen the £ Howing state-
ment :
“Excitement still eontinues with
reference to the silver find in the
Musquodoboit district.

As the “prospecting is carried on
it is shown that the eilver is carried
in valuable quantities and that the
predominating element is lead.

It is understood . that the lead
being the predominating metal,
carries the silver with it, the silver
being very insignificant by volume
compared with the rich lead values:

It is claimed that this property is
a pure and simple lead deposit, yet
the silver values should not be 2ast
aside, as from present indigationg
they—shoulel  turn out fo be %
much value. .

Galena, which is a sulphide of
lead in nature, g barren of argen
tifierous values.

Galenite, which is an argentifer-
ous galena or crystalized le%d min-

The Incon}g_ Tax Agitation

'UST at present the income tax
is. a Dburning question 1n
Truro, especially among Dom
inion government employes,

chiefly those of the I. R:\C.

For a long time it was the popu-
lar belief that the income of those
in the employ of the Dominion
government could not be assessed
for the reason that' taxation laws
are provincial.

However, some city or town, St.
John, if we are not mistaken, got
nosing about and finally decided to
make a test of.the case in the
courts, which decided that the in-
come of the employes of the federal
government could be taxed, heace
the turmoil.

As already intimated, “the em-
ployes of the I.. R. C. both here
and elsewhere are not taking kind-
ly to the tax. In fact they are
quite incensed over the matter,
principally, if we are well inform.
ed, because they believe the exemy-
tion, 8600, is too low, and that the
tax is not. being fairly.levied.

The Citizen agrees with the em-

ployes of the railway that the ex- ‘

emption is too low, as in New
Brunswick where it is $300 anil
where the employes are asking that
it be set at: $700. We also agree
that if all stories ene hears in refer-
ence to the matter are true there
is ,something in the charce that the
tax is not being fairly leyied.

By going to the Auditor-General’s
report the assessors are able to
arrive at the exact earnings of ea:n
Dominion government employe for
a given year. Now the question 1is,
have .the assessors taken the trou-
ble to arrive at the correct yearly
earnings of those who are not. in
the employ of the government ? Jif
they have not, then how do they
arrive at it? ‘Do they merely de-
deperid “on the -answers to  the
printed questions they leave at the
home of each’ of  each resident of
dhe town? Did they make up tho
income assessment of the Dominion
government employes on the ans-
wers they ‘received to these ques-
tions, or did they go to the Auditor
General’s report? The Citizen is
informed the latter was the course
pursued, in which case, as already
stated, they arrived at the exact
earnings of the employes. Thig
brings us again to the question of
assessing the income of thise nob
in the employ of the Dominion
government; and to again ask the
question, how' do the assessors
arrive at their exant earnings each
year? 1If they depend ow their
answers to the printed questions
why ‘not also tréat the Dominion
government employes in a liks man-

ner? Why take one man’s word

and apparently doubt that of an-

other of equal reputable standing
in the community ?

But it frequently happens that
replies are not made to the print
ed questions of the assessors, in
which case it is pertinent to again
ask how do they arrive at the cor
rect earnings? Do they ascertain
from the books of the person’s em-
ployers, as in the case of the Dom-
inion government employes? And
in the case of a busines¢ man, do
they examine his books? These are
pointed questions, but they aras
legitimate ones, questions  that
Dominion ~ government employes
should insigt upon being answered
by those in a position to do so.

In.next week’s issue of The Citi-
zen a few comparisons ' will be
made between the income assess-
ment of Dominion government em-
ployes and those who are not.

The intention is to thrash this
matter out with a view to dealing
with all classes of citizens on a just
basis in respect to income taxes.
